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.rQspect. With regard to the issue of 
merger of D.A. with pay, Government's 
stand was that it could be further nego-
liated and could also be referred. to 
arhitration. if peed be. The demand 
for full neutralisation of the higher cost 
of living has yet to be discussed at the 
forum of the I.CM. In respect of the 
proposal for retirement of employees at 
the age of 50 years or on completion of 
25 years of service, discussions had al-
r~ady been heliil with representati\'cs of 
the employees and the matter is already 
under consideration in the light of the 
views expressed by them. Demands 
Nos. 5 to 10 are· of a general nature 
and could be taken up in the machinery 
for loint Consultation to the extent and 
according to the procedure provide 
under that scheme.
