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Darshan): (a) Of the three Centrally
Administrated  Universities which
have engineering faculties, only the
University of Delhi has an engineer-
ing college affiliated to it. For the
implementation of the expansion pro-
gramme of this college in the Third
Plan, three posts of professors were
sanctioned.

(b) and (c). The Delhi College of
Engineering, Delhi is under the ad-
ministrative control of the Delhi
Administration and for considering
the question of additional staff for
this college, the facilities available
at the Delhi University cannot be
taken into account.

The collegc is
likely to start functioning from the
next academic year.
