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14.31 lakh tonnes, as against 14.23 lakh
tonnes up to the corresponding date last
year.

(d) The higher production of sugar
expected this year is likely to ease the
supply position of sugar in the country.
As a matter of fact, the quantity released
monthly has already been increased from
1.66 lakh tonnes in 1967-68 to 1.95 lakh
tonnes per month from January, 1969.
The ex-factory selling prices of levy sugar
were fixed zone-wise on the basis of the
estimates of working results of the factories
in the respective regions and in accordance
with the schedules framed by the Sugar
Enquiry Commission. These prices will
be revised after the crushing season is over
on the basis of the actual working results.

(e) During 1968-69, it is at present
proposcd to export about 95,000 tonnes
against the export of 99,000 tonnes in 1968.
