The 
leaflets contained on one page the 
photographs of Mao Tse Tung and Lin 
Piao. On the other side of the leaflet 
there were some writings in the 
Chinese language. According to the 
State GoV'E!rnment it appears that the 
publicity materials were aimed at the 
Peoples Republic ot China but some 
of the baloons rele'ased from bases in 
Formosa or Hong Kong possibly drif-
ted towards India due to Seuth-
West monsoon wind.
