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the individuals ooncemed should be 
accepted. 

(i) Allowances such as batta, Japanese 
campaign pay and .x-patriation 
allowance. which had been excluded 
while calculating the amounts due 
to ex-INA personnel, should also 
be taken into account. 

(iii) For purpose of payment of 
forfe;ted pay and allowances, non-
combatant clerks whose pay 
records arc not available should 
not be grouped with other non-
combatants. as the emoluments of 
the former were higher than those 
of the latter. 

For the reconstruction of the debit side 
of the pay accounts it would not be possible 
for the Government to accept personal 
affidavits. This was indicated to the 
Association representatives during the 
interview. The other two points are under 
examination of the Government.
