The policy of
Government in respect of foreign collabo-
ration is that this should be permitted only
wheie it is absolutely necessary. With the
wide industrial base already crcated in the
country and with increased indigenous
technological development, a greater degree
of sclectivity is now being  excrcised in
respect of such proposals. Foreign collabo-
ration in respect of luxury items is not nor-
mally being permitted, except where the
schemes are substantially export-oriented.
