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THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE

The
Minister asked for a meaningful contribution
of the EEC within the framework of the
Generalised scheme of preferences, which
would be of real value for India.

A meeting of the Council of Ministers
of the European Economic Community has
not, however, been held so far to consider
specifically India’s casc.
