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Sailing Ve .. el Owners' As.ociation bave 
hrought to the notice of the Directorate 
General of Shipping certain problems faced 
by them namely: 

(l) Difficulties lhat may be enco<lnlered 
by the sailing vessels industry on 
account of the location of a new 
fishing harbour at Tuticorin at the 
place where the sailing ,'essel. are 
a' present being hauled up for 
repairs and or for ~t t  etc. 

(2) Declaring the sailing vessels 
industry as a small scale industry 
by t',e Government of Tamil Nadu 
to enable the owners to obtain 
certain requirements like copper 
sheets etc. for repairs, construction 
purposes. 

(3) Abolition or reduction in port 
wharfage (berthing charges) on 
sailing vessels levied by the State 
Gove'llment. 

(4) Revision by the State Government 
of the existing towage charges for 
towing sailing vessels by port 
launches/tugs. 

All these matters are the concern of the 
State Government to whom the Association 
have made representation already. However, 
the Directorate General of Shipping and the 
Principal Officer, Mercantile Marine Depart-
ment, Madras, also are moving tbe State 
Government to take a sympathetic view, and 
exDedite their decision. It is understood 
that tbe problem at (I) above has already 
been satisfactorily settled.
