SHIN DE) : (a) It has always been the endea-
VOUr of the Government to distribute imported 
fertiliser.> in the country at the most econo-
mic prices by operating the Central Fertiliser 
pool on no profit no loss basis. Owing to its 
operations, the fertiliser prices rule at re-
asonable levels. secondly, by arranging plenti-
ful supplies, the 'pool' prevents rise in prices 
that my be caused by scarcity of Supplies. It 
also equalises the transport cost to the 
nearest rail head destination so that farmers 
in distantly-located areas do not have to pay 
more. 

(b) The prices of four major fertilisers viz. 
Ammonium Sulphate, Urea, C. A. N. and 
A. S. N. are statutorily controlled and any 
report of sale at higher prices is immediately 
investigated by the concerned State Govern-
ments and action taken under the Fertiliser 
(Control) Order, 1957, With the establishment 
of larger fertiliser factories with latest techno-
logy, the cost of produ<:tiol\ ap.4. hence the 
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price of fertiliser is likely to cOme down. The 
National Development Council has laid down 
that the agricultural inputs including fertilisers 
shOUld not be subsidised and that prices oC 
agricultural output should be maintained at 
an inccntive level as an encouragement to 
the Carmers. 

(c) As a result of financial review oC the 
Pool the price of Ammonium Sulphate was 
reduced by Rs. 10/-per M. T. w.e.f.5.8.69 
and in respect of coloured/powdery Am-
monium Sulphate twice by Rs. SO/per M. T. 
each on 1.11.69 and 16.3.70 (i. e. Rs. 100/-
in all). Ammonium Sulphate is the small 
Carmer's Certiliser and this reduction is ex-
pected to encourage them to use more!.'f 
it.
