programmes and even PM-KISAN scheme favour only the agriculture land
owners and not tenant farmers. ... (Interruptions) It is a truth. ... (Interruptions)

It is because the definition of farmer’ is too narrow. ... (Interruptions) Sir,
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because of the narrow definition of ‘farmer’, only 60 per cent to 65 per cent of
PM-KISAN budget has been utilized even after eight months of this financial
year.

Secondly, beneficiaries are only 8 crore farmers against the original
estimation of 14.5 crore in 2019, as per the Government data. And majority of
those left out are tenant farmers. It is clearly understood.

So, | would like to ask the hon. Minister whether Government will

consider extending PM-KISAN benefit to tenant farmers by stretching the
budget a little, if required, so that tenant farmers will get the benefit. Once
tenant farmers will get the benefit from PM-KISAN, automatically bankers will
also come forward to give the loans to the tenant farmers.

Wellness Centres.

Out of the 5 CGHS Wellness Centres in toto in Odisha State comprising
of 30 revenue districts, three Wellness Centres are in the capital city of
Bhubaneswar itself and one each in Cuttack and Berhampur which seriously
fail to cater to the need of the CGHS beneficiaries of the State as a whole.
Barring as many as eight districts mainly in the coastal belts, the Central
Government employees and pensioners including the eligible beneficiaries of
the Legislature, Judiciary and Press of the other 22 districts are deprived of
getting proper CGHS facilities due to want of nearby Wellness Centres.

In this context, the Confederation of Central Government Employees
and Workers Federations have already appealed the hon. Minister, Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare and the Government of India and submitted a
proposal for opening of more numbers of CGHS Wellness Centres/extension
counters to provide comprehensive medical care to the Central Government
employees and pensioners in particular and to meet the healthcare needs of
eligible beneficiaries.

SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): | request the Government to
kindly introduce a comprehensive Bill to ensure cabin facilities for lactating
mothers to breastfeed their infants in public places. Many mothers face
challenges when it comes to finding suitable and private spaces to breastfeed
in public. A Bill to ensure that breastfeeding cabins in public spaces including
parks, airports, bus terminals, convention centres, auditoriums, shopping malls,
and Government buildings, is the need of the hour to redress the grievance in
this regard. Provision of such a facility shall promote a breastfeeding-friendly
environment and support mothers in their choice to breastfeed infants. The
proposed Bill may have guidelines for the design, location, and facilities of
breastfeeding cabins, taking into consideration the comfort and privacy of
lactating mothers and infants. Moreover, the Bill may have provisions to
establish a regulatory authority to monitor the facilities at the aforementioned
cabins.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: | called out the name of Mr. Reddeppa, but you took

the chance. It is okay.
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SHRI N. REDDEPPA (CHITTOOR): A grave threat looms over our agriculture
and food security enhancing droughts. India's changing climate has led to a 57
per cent increase in drought-prone areas since 1997. Warnings from the
Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change indicate a rising drought crisis in
South Asia, endangering food availability and causing undernourishment.

Flash droughts, caused by climate change, have further intensified the
problem. Andhra Pradesh has already experienced deficit rainfall during the
crucial southwest monsoon, risking major crop yields and food security in
several districts.

Amidst this, the Central Government’s recent reduction in financial
support for drought mitigation raises concerns. Previously, both moderate and
severe droughts qualified for assistance from the National Disaster Relief
Fund. However, a 2016 revision now restricts aid to the States facing severe
droughts. Furthermore, there is also a need for the Central Government to re-
evaluate the existing criteria for the States to declare drought, making them
more responsive to each State’s unique challenges. These changes will
ensure timely relief for farmers and vulnerable populations.

Therefore, | urge upon the Government to take immediate steps to aid
the States facing drought or drought-like conditions. We must also work to
advance our drought preparedness and management system as an integral
component of our national disaster management strategy.

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"SHRI SURESH PUJARI (BARGARH): The tragic incident of the collapse of
Ash Pond ‘C’ of OPGC, Banharpali in my constituency on Saturday morning
has renewed the shock and life threat in the people. The bridge of the Ash
Pond collapsed under heavy pressure on Saturday causing the flow of ashes
and contaminated water into nearly 120 acres of cultivable land with standing
crops, the water sources, and finally into the Hirakud reservoir from where
water is lifted to provide drinking water to Jharsuguda and Sambalpur and
other districts, and endangered lives of people of village Shardhapali and
Katatikra of Lakhanpur Block of Jharsuguda in particular and the people of the
region in general. Upon my visit to the site, and affected villages and after
holding talks with officials of the company, administration, and masses, my
irresistible conclusions are: 1. The construction work of Ash Pond was of
inferior quality and was awarded for lower than estimated cost given by
Madras IIT; 2. The physical capacity of Ash Pond had exhausted but was still
operational; 3. The scientific method of distribution of intake pressure on all
sides of the ridges through rotational discharge of watery ashes into the pond
was not followed, resulting in constant pressure on the front side ridge
culminating in the flow of the most ash and water outside by breaking the
ridge. The Ash Pond was constructed and operated in a negligent manner
endangering the life and property inviting serious penal action against the
erring officials and contraction. Adequate compensation to the affected farmers

for standing crops and loss of fertility of their land is to be fairly assessed and

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paid. Such incidents of the collapse of Ash Pond are happening again and
again in Jharsuguda by M/S Vedanta, OPGC, and other power plants in the
area. For this a judicial probe is necessary to take within its sweep the causes
of the present and past collapse of Ash Pond and suggest measures to
prevent its recurrence.

Therefore, | request both the hon. Minister of Power as well as the
Forest and Environment and Jal Shakti to cause an inquiry by high-level
technical experts to find out the causes, fix the responsibility, take stern action
against the erring officials and construction company, and impress upon the
State Government to take up the remedial measures to ensure that that such
incidents do not happen in Jharsuguda district of Odisha.

Chairman, Sir, | would like to raise one very important issue related to mango
and cashew farmers of my constituency Ratnagiri-Sindhudurg in the Konkan
region. This is a very serious issue and through you, | want to invite the Central
Government’s attention towards it.

Sir, my Konkan region has been witnessing different types of natural
calamities for the last few years. Last year it was very critical and this year is
also disappointing. Due to climate change and unseasonal rains, the world
famous Devgad alphonso mango and the cashew crops have been adversely
affected. The farmers are totally dependent on these cash crops and it is their
only source of earning. The fruit growers spend lacs of rupees on the
horticulture as well as for crop insurance and if they do not get any income
throughout the year, they land in the trap of debts. Government should provide
financial relief to these farmers. Sir, these mango growing farmers are on
hunger strike and they are pursuing the State and Central Governments for
fulfillment of their demands. They are constantly requesting the Central and
State Governments to provide help and assistance, but nobody is listening to
them. They are deprived of any help even after facing acute natural calamities.

Sir, the production of mango and cashew is decreasing every year and it
was around only 15% last year. This year also, untimely and extreme rainfall
badly affected the blossom of mango trees and hence the mango production is

likely to touch a new low of only 12 per cent. Mr. Chairman, Sir, the insurance

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companies are not providing adequate insurance benefits even after paying
insurance premiums. The mango growers are demanding a compensation of
Rs.15000 per tree from the Government. The Chief Minister of Maharashtra
had given positive reply to them but they have not received any compensation
yet. Lastly, Sir, | would request the Union Government to provide Rs.15000 per
tree to these needy and distressed farmers.

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SHRI SAPTAGIRI SANKAR ULAKA (KORAPUT): Dhanyavaad, Chairman,
Sir, for allowing me to raise a very important issue about irregularities and
mismanagement of Machkund Power Generation Project.

Sir, this Project was established in Machkund in the District of Koraput,
Odisha, which is in my parliamentary segment. It is a joint venture of Andhra
Pradesh and Odisha with an agreement to use 70 per cent and 30 per cent
power respectively. It was established around 50 years back and the
understanding was that after 50 years, the power sharing would be 50 per cent
each. But the Superintending Engineer of this particular project of the Andhra
Pradesh Government is not listening to any of the demands of the Odisha
Government. The power sharing is still 70 per cent and 30 per cent. They
have been working without consulting the State Government.

Sir, in this respect, | would like to raise three points here before you.
The first thing is that there was a medical centre at Onukudelli which was
established under the Machkund Project but, unfortunately, this has been
outsourced on a contractual basis to a private player where no proper care has
been taken. This medical centre has now been defunct because of the
mismanagement of this particular project authorities. The second thing is that
there was a guest house in Jagadamba Junction, Visakhapatnam. It is a prime
location. It was supposed to take care of employees and the people of the
periphery areas who come for their medical needs to Visakhapatnam. But,
unfortunately, this has been leased out by the Andhra Pradesh Government

without any consultation with Odisha Government. The third and important
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point is that Machkund is also a famous place for tourism where a number of
foreigners and visitors come every day. There was a winch for providing an
adventurous journey to the visitors of this plant. That has also been closed
citing the reason that this has been damaged. There is no effort to repair this
winch by the authorities.

Sir, through you, | would like to urge upon the Ministry to take urgent
action so that this mismanagement will be taken care of and the sharing, which
was 50 per cent for Andhra Pradesh and 50 per cent for Odisha, will be
restored back.

Thank you so much, Sir.
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SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Sir, thank you very much for
giving me this opportunity.

Through you, | wish to draw the kind attention of the Government
towards the hardships faced by the people in my constituency as a result of
wrong kind of construction on the NH. The work on the NH is progressing and
we are all desirous to get it done at the earliest. In fact, the authorities are
creating a lot of confusion with regard to the lack of crossing facilities on the
NH. There must be proper crossing facilities on the NH. They gave us the
assurance that within the distance of every two-and-a-half kilometres, an
underpass will be constructed. But nothing has been done so far. The most
affected areas are Randathani, Puthu Ponnai, Kozhichena, Kuttipuram and
also the area between Kuttipuram bridge and Ayanakalam and its
surroundings. It is a sorry state of affairs that the people cannot cross roads.
Not only that, it is very difficult for the people to go to schools, hospitals,
worship places and even to bring dead bodies to burial grounds. That is the
situation there. We have represented to the authorities several times but there
has been no development so far. As | told you in the beginning, though the
authorities have assured that they will solve the problem, there has been no
development so far and the problem has aggravated.

An emergent intervention of the Government is very much required in
this regard. Even though we have done several meetings at the regional level,
they have not taken any initiative. So, what | would humbly submit is this.

Considering the hardships and difficulties faced by the people, the Government
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should urgently come up to solve the issue and redress the grievances of the
people. Thank you very much.

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SHRI BENNY BEHANAN (CHALAKUDY): Thank you, hon. Chairperson Sir,
for giving me this opportunity. My submission is regarding opening of a
Kendriya Vidyalaya in my constituency. | have made this request several times
before the Government through my verbal submissions and letters.

Sir, Kendriya Vidyalayas are opened primarily to cater to the educational
needs of the wards of transferable Central Government employees, including
those from Defence and Paramilitary Forces, Central Autonomous Bodies,
Central Public Sector Undertakings, and Central Institutes of Higher Learning,
by providing a common programme of education throughout the country.

There are many Kendriya Vidyalayas in other constituencies of Kerala
but in my constituency, Chalakudy, there is not even one. In my constituency,
many employees are working in the railway sector, coastguards, and in the Air
Force. We also have the CISF staff working in the Cochin International Airport
and in other Central Government institutions. Hence, a Kendriya Vidyalaya is
most needed in our constituency for the education of their children.

Therefore, | request the Central Government to kindly initiate a proposal
to start a Kendriya Vidyalaya in my constituency, Chalakudy. Further, | would

like to inform the Government that the required land is also available there.
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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Sir, | am very happy to raise
a very important issue. The hon. Finance Minister is sitting in the House.

The Sabarimala temple in Kerala, where Lord Ayyappa is worshipped, is
a world-famous pilgrim destination. The Dharmasastha form of the lord is
worshipped there. The unique way of worship and rituals mark Sabarimala
different from other temples, as a very tough and rigorous 41 days of vratha
that a pilgrim must undertake to proceed to the Sabarimala temple.

The temple is the spiritual home and abode for crores and crores of
Ayyappa devotees and yet, the State and the Central Government are ignoring
the temple and its increasing developmental needs and infrastructural
requirements. The Sabarimala temple is located in the Pathanamthitta District
and is surrounded by 18 hills of the Periyar Tiger Reserve, making it the most
administratively complex and spiritually significant destination.

Despite realising the situation, both the Central and the State
Governments are ignoring the development and logistical needs of the shrine
complex where nothing less than a lakh of devotees visit every day, and
annually the figure goes up to 10 to 15 million devotees.

Sir, through you, let me invite their attention to the immediate issue
happening now at Sabarimala. Lakhs of devotees or Ayyappa swamis are
made to wait in long queues for 4-5 hours from Pampa to Sannidhanam.
Sometimes, they are made to wait up to 8-10 hours or 10-15 hours. Recently,
in the last few days, it took 20-25 hours. So, nothing is being done to

scientifically manage the crowd at all. This shocking attitude by the State
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Government is a sure sign of carelessness and total lack of planning and
demand forecasting to control the inflow and exit of devotees.

The fundamental reason for this current situation is the complete lack of
development projects for Sabarimala. All the projects rest in paper alone. ...
(Interruptions) Sir, | am concluding. This is a very important issue.

In this regard, | would also point out that there is a lack of attention to the
Sabarimala masterplan wherein projects like Edathavalams announced by the
Government are stuck as only 25-30 per cent of the work has progressed even
after years.

The masterplan projects, including construction of Pampa rescue bridge
which is very important, development of core area, vehicle parking area at
Nilackal and laying of a drinking water pipeline from Kunnar dam, are nowhere
completed, let alone be conceptualized.

Let me also state that the physical progress of various projects in the
masterplan is not at all being rapidly executed.

It is this total lack of commitment and dedication towards completing the
masterplan and pilgrim management system that defeats the idea of a relaxed
pilgrimage for devotees who come from all States, including Tamil Nadu,
Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, Karnataka and other parts of India, and also from
other parts of the world.

In the present scenario, | would also invite their attention, through you,
Sir, to the fact that an 11-year old girl died as she was unable to withstand the

huge crowd and a lengthy queue. | must warn the Government that anytime a
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disastrous stampede could happen and there is hardly any police force or
adequate health services present to manage the huge crowd.

Sir, | would ask the Government to further take steps in deploying the
ITBP battalion that is stationed in nearby Nooranad camp in Alleppey district
for the security of the devotees.

In conclusion, | would urge the Government to immediately consult with
the State Government to assess the situation and offer all support for
managing the situation. | would also request the Government to fast-track all
the development projects, sanction permissions and allocate forest land so that
better facilities are provided to the pilgrims for making their journey more

comfortable. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI ANURAG SHARMA (JHANSI): Solar energy is defined as solar
radiation that is capable of creating heat, activating chemical processes, or
generating electricity. The overall quantity of solar energy incident on Earth
exceeds the world's present and projected energy needs. The goal of a trillion-
dollar economy too should be achieved in a manner so that the income
generation is faster in relatively backward regions like Bundelkhand. Out of the
total investment proposals received at the Global Investors Summit-2023,
about 12% is earmarked for Bundelkhand.

SHRI PRADYUT BORDOLOI (NOWGONG): Residents of North-East living in
different parts of the country continue facing racial discrimination and
marginalization. The Bezbaruah Committee, established by Ministry of Home
Affairs on March 2014 to address these issues will complete a decade next
year. However, the committee's recommendations including legislative actions,
policy initiatives and educational efforts to raise awareness about the North-

following set up of Special Unit for North-East Region (SPUNER) of Delhi
Police, there is a need to replicate the model in other metropolitans. | urge the
Government to release a detailed action report regarding the implementation of
the recommendations of Bezbaruah committee, and undertake the amendment

of 153(C) IPC to recognize racial crimes.
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(xvii) Regarding critical concerns surrounding the Kochi Harbour
Development Project

SHRI HIBI EDEN (ERNAKULAM): Despite the allocation of funds amounting
to Rs. 169.17 crores secured through Pradhan Mantri Matsya Sampada
Yojana and Sagarmala, the progress of the project has been disappointingly
sluggish, with the project yet to kick off. The initial establishment of vital
infrastructure is crucial for the overall success of the project. However, the
lack of expedited action for early completion is deeply concerning. The non-
kickoff of the project has left a devastating impact on Exporters, Fishing Boat
Owners, Fishermen, Sellers, middlemen, intermediaries, and amenities
providers for the workers of Fishing Boats. Their livelihoods are now in real
jeopardy due to the project’s stagnation. The delay in executing the work and
prolonged inaction exacerbates the challenges faced by the local community
and the fisheries sector. A series of strikes in recent days reflects the growing
frustration among the people towards the authorities of ports and the Central
Government. A Harbour Protection Council has been formed to organize
protests and advocate for the swift resumption of the development works. The
resumption is an absolute necessity to prevent further derailment of our
community’s economic and social well-being.

In the light of the above, | urgently request the Hon’ble Minister to

intervene in the matter.
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(xviii) Regarding measures to curb the increasing pollution level in
Delhi-NCR
SHRI GAURAV GOGOI (KALIABOR): Delhi's air quality has been consistently
ranked among the worst in the world for several years. The situation has
worsened significantly this year, with air quality indexes reaching hazardous
levels, crossing the 400 mark. The current air quality in Delhi is beyond
acceptable. The combination of vehicular emissions, industrial pollutants, dust
from construction activities, and agricultural residue burning has created a
toxic smog that hangs over the city, causing respiratory illnesses,
cardiovascular diseases and other health complications. Children, the elderly,
and those with pre-existing health conditions are particularly vulnerable to
these harmful effects. The deteriorating air quality has led to an unprecedented
rise in hospital admissions due to pollution-related ilinesses. The resultant out-
of-pocket expenditure has put undue strain on millions of region residents. The
air quality crisis in Delhi is a public health emergency that cannot be ignored. |
urge the Minister for Environment Forest and Climate Change to intervene
urgently, to propose a comprehensive air-shed approach in the polluted belts
in and around the Delhi-NCR region, strengthen the regulatory bodies, and
identify other pollution belts in the country. This will ensure that no citizen is

deprived of the basic human right to clean air and good health.
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(xix) Regarding expansion of medical facilities in ESIC Hospital in
Tirunelveli Parliamentary Constituency
SHRI S. GNANATHIRAVIAM (TIRUNELVELI): The ESIC hospital in my
constituency at Tirunelveli is functioning since 2012 and serving for about one
lakh ninety-three thousand patients. Daily around one thousand patients are
receiving medical benefits as outpatients in this hospital. In the past two years,
more than 200 major surgeries were also performed by the doctors
successfully in this hospital. Daily, more than 100 patients are being admitted
and treated as inpatients. Due to insufficient space and infrastructure, the
patients are being admitted and treated in the corridors of the hospital. So, it is
very essential to upgrade and expand the existing 100 bedded hospital into a
minimum 250 bedded hospital. The Government must consider the request of
the ESIC beneficiaries and expand the ESIC hospital and to make available
with departments like Medical Oncology, Neurology, Gastroenterology,

Rheumatology, Urology and Plastic Surgery etc.
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(xx) Regarding construction of railway overbridge in Bardhman Purba
Parliamentary Constituency
SHRI SUNIL KUMAR MONDAL (BARDHAMAN PURBA): | want to draw the
kind attention of the Hon'ble Minister of Railways with regard to the 'Railway
Over Bridge' at Memari, Masagarm Kalna and Katwa under the Eastern
Railway in West Bengal. In my Parliamentary constituency, a number of people
regularly pass through the crossing of GT Road Railway Station resulting in
accidents every day. A Railway Over Bridge is much needed to be constructed
at the crossing of GT Road and railway station in my Constituency. | have also
submitted an early petition in this regard but still no action has been taken by
the Government. Further, inspection work has been done but the construction
work has not yet started. | request the Hon'ble Minister to take needful action

at the above-mentioned place.
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(xxi) Need to sanction funds for development of Necessary infrastructure
across river Sarada in Anakapalle Parliamentary Constituency
DR. BEESETTI VENKATA SATYAVATHI (ANAKAPALLE): The villagers of
Kasimkota in Anakapalle parliamentary constituency, Andhra Pradesh heavily
rely on crossing the Sarada River on a daily basis to carry out essential
agricultural activities, cattle breeding, and cultivation. However, during the
rainy season, this river crossing becomes treacherous and hazardous, leading
to several tragic incidents and loss of lives. The safety of the residents is at
significant risk, and this situation demands urgent intervention.

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SHRI D.M. KATHIR ANAND (VELLORE): Thank you, hon. Chairperson Sir,
for giving me this opportunity. | would like to focus on the points like
employment crisis, devolution of tax revenue from the Centre, agrarian crisis,
precarious conditions that the public sector banks are facing, textile crisis, and
the issues and problems in the MSME sector.

Sir, the employment status in India is showing an unprecedented fall in
the total employment from 2014 to 2022. About 50 million jobs were lost due to
multiple reasons. The three major reasons are Demonetisation, GST
implementation, and COVID-19 pandemic. It is unfortunate that the total
unemployed youth population is rising massively. The increased trend of
contractual employment in both Government and private sectors is another
threat to the economic security and peace. If this trend continues for another
five years, there will be a great chaos all over the country. This is a red alert for
the Union Government and also for the State Governments. The society and
the parents have to pay heavily for this catastrophe. It is a ticking time-bomb
which needs to be solved diligently. The Union Government which promised to
create two crore new jobs every year is awfully short of the target. What is
more dangerous is that they are trying to destroy the existing jobs in the
Government sector and the PSUs. It is expecting that the private sector will
create more jobs. But due to the economic crisis, the private sector is falling
like nine pins. Unfortunately, no concrete steps have been taken to create new

jobs at all.
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Sir, there are 40 lakh job vacancies in the Central Government, State
Governments, and the PSUs across the country. If the Government cannot
take any proactive measures to provide Government jobs to our youth
population, a big catastrophe is waiting. The unemployment rate is at an all-
time high of 10.3 per cent. For the age group of 18 and 26, it is 30 per cent.
That means, about one-third of the youth of our country is unemployed and
another one-third is under-employed. This is a ticking time bomb.

Sir, the second point relates to devolution of taxes. Tamil Nadu
continues to be one of the largest contributors to the country’s direct tax
revenues. The Union Government is betraying Tamil Nadu on many counts,
including devolution of tax revenue with data. As regards devolution of share of
tax revenue, Tamil Nadu is not getting its due share. For example, for every
one rupee that Tamil Nadu gives to the Centre, it gets back 29 paise, and
incidentally, all the BJP-ruled States or their electorally prospective States are
getting a lion’s share. This is unjustifiable.

During the past 10 years, as per the Central Finance Commission’s
recommendations, Tamil Nadu has been facing huge financial losses. The
allocation, which stood at 5.305 per cent in the Twelfth Finance Commission,
has come down to 4.079 per cent in the Fifteenth Finance Commission. This is
because Tamil Nadu implemented the Family Planning Scheme sincerely. The
State is being betrayed in financial allocations in many other schemes too.

When compared to the amount Tamil Nadu is giving to the Union

Government as tax revenue, it is receiving back a very less amount. The Union
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Government has offered the State nothing but only the State’s tax share. Tamil
Nadu is providing 9.16 per cent of the GDP to the Centre but the Union
Government shared only 6.07 per cent of tax revenue to Tamil Nadu. Tamil
Nadu has contributed Rs.5.16 lakh crore to the country’s direct tax revenue but
in return the State received only Rs.2.08 lakh crore. Tamil Nadu is facing a
financial crisis.

When the DMK Government came to power, our hon. Chief Minister as
well as our General Secretary of the Party and our hon. leader, Mr. T.R. Baalu
visited the hon. Prime Minister. At the first instance, our General Secretary took
the liberty of the Chief Minister and explained to the Prime Minister in the first
meeting and said, “The heat and the dust of the election is over. Mr. Prime
Minister, now we are here to extend our heart and hands in the vision to build
this nation.” These were the words uttered by our General Secretary to the
Prime Minister. In spite of that, still the big brother attitude of the Government
of India is continuing in respect of Tamil Nadu.

Regarding the banks, it is disheartening to see the performance of the
public sector banks. Their performance is very much wanting. Most of them are
sinking very fast. The RBI's Report of 2023 has reported that in 2020-21, there
were 7338 frauds amounting to nearly about Rs.1,32,000 crore and in 2021-
22, there were 9097 frauds and the amount was around Rs.59,000 crore. In
2022-23, it was peaking; it was higher.

Six of the 11 banks do not even have the non-executive Chairmen,

reported The Wire on 22" June, 2023. Even the SBI has no such post. Over
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one-third of the PSB Director posts numbering 64 are vacant as on 12"
January, 2023. The RBI Governor has recently said that the quality of the
Directors is not up to the mark. Since 2014, none of the 12 banks have
Employee and Officer Directors which are mandated by the law. This is in spite
of the Delhi High Court’s directive. Still the Union Government is not heeding to
it.

The MSME segment, which is the largest provider of employment, is in
crisis. Only the large corporates are favoured by the Government, and the
smaller MSME segments are ignored. The loan facilities are not extended to
them. The banks will be under serious trouble because of the amounts they
have written off and the kind of NPAs they are having. Sir, 599 corporate
companies with loans of about Rs.100 crore get a loan at less than five per
cent interest whereas a poor education loan borrower pays 11-12 per cent
interest. So, do the MSME borrowers. Why is this anomaly? Sir, 30 per cent of
the bank loans have been shifted to the non-banking finance companies which
get loans from the banks at 10-11 per cent and lend at the rates of 36 per cent.
Now even the ceiling has been lifted. If this is the case, if this continues, then
the banking sector has to be looked upon, and both the Union Government
and the Finance Minister have to pay attention to the banking sector.

My next point is about the GST. The GST has disturbed the small
businesses and damaged the erstwhile sales tax system abruptly. Several lakh

companies just could not cope up with the haphazard imposition of GST and
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the implication of the GST raj. The MSME sector took a big battering first by
the demonetization and then by the haphazard imposition of GST.

Sir, 100 per cent guarantee at a concessional rate of 9.25 per cent for
the MSMEs under the ECLG Scheme with an overall ceiling of Rs.3 lakh crore
was the second biggest component out of the overall Rs.20 lakh crore package
announced in 2020 but nothing has happened. We heard only slogans like
‘ease of doing business’, ‘one crore loan in 59 minutes’. They are all slogans.

Sir, the Finance Minister had prodded public sector banks to
expeditiously ensure easier flow of credit to micro, small and medium
enterprises, and asked them to simplify the processes. But bankers never
heeded to the Finance Ministry, and still if a common man wants to get a loan,
he has to face a lot of hardship.

There is a need for quick disbursal of additional loans to MSME
segment. Hence, they urged bankers to simplify process, formats and
documentation. But at the ground level it is very different. The banks ask too
many questions and lay too many conditions, and finally reject the loan
proposal. This happens to 99 per cent of SMBs out of 100. The Government
should take a serious note of it and act accordingly.

Currently, the rate of interest on loans given by banks to MSMEs varies
from 9.5 per cent to 17 per cent depending on the risk perceptions. But no one
is getting loans with 9.5 per cent interest. It normally goes up to 14 to 15 per
cent and even to 17 per cent also. This again is a trap and literally unviable for

anyone to stabilize their business.
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Sir, now let me talk about my State of Tamil Nadu. Our great Dravidian
leaders Thanthai Periyar, Peraignar Anna and Muthamilarignar Dr. Kalaignar
and our beloved Chief Minister M.K. Stalin have trained us to conquer the
conqueror. Our Chief Minister, Thiru M.K. Stalin has evolved a new political
theory for the entire Indian nation called ‘The Dravidian Model of
Administration’.

Sir, a Dravidian Model means, the face of a Dravidian government is not
power, but love; not arrogance, but democracy; not ornamentation, but
simplicity; not totalitarianism, but equality; not fanaticism, but social justice.
That is why it is criticised by a few but loved and now followed by many States
in India. The Dravidian model cannot be subjugated.

Sir, textile industry is a sunshine sector. There has been an increase in
investments from International and domestic companies in Tamil Nadu. Our
hon. Chief Minister called upon Japanese industrialists to expand their
investments in the State and invest in infrastructure projects.

Sir, | would like to tell the House that six Memoranda of Understanding
were signed between Tamil Nadu and Japanese companies towards
investments to the tune of Rs.3818 crores in the State. Out of 82 projects,
investment of Rs.52,549 crore is expected, which would provide employment
opportunities to 92,000 people but the Finance Ministry is not even looking at
the textile industry in Tamil Nadu. A number of projects are coming up in 22

districts across the State of Tamil Nadu. A new textile park has been
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developed in Tamil Nadu. A new textile policy has evolved in the State of Tamil
Nadu. But the Union Government is not caring about anything.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.

SHRI D.M. KATHIR ANAND: | am concluding it, Sir.

Sir, the issue of MGNREGS is a very important issue. As per the reply
given by the Government in Lok Sabha on 5" December, 2023, the
Government had stated that about Rs.2000 crores are pending as wage
liability to States and Rs.4000 crores are pending as material liability as of 5"
December, 2023. The Government in its supplementary demands is asking for
Rs.16,142 crores as additional grants. Sir, in view of the above, there are
three questions that | want to ask to the Government. Presently, there is a total
pending liability of Rs.6000 crore, and about four months of work is pending
under MGNREGS. How does the Government plan to manage these demands
with a small allocation of Rs.16,142 crores? How much of the allocated budget
of Rs.60,000 for MGNREGS has been spent so far? Finally, the revised
estimates would be Rs.76,000 crores for MGNREGS which would be 16.6%
less than the 2022-23 RE of Rs.89,400 crores last year. When the number of
active beneficiaries for the scheme is more than that of 2022-23, then why
does the Revised Estimate allocation is less compared to the last year?

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.
SHRI D.M. KATHIR ANAND: Sir, | am concluding in two minutes. | am the

only member from my party to participate in this discussion.
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Sir, | belong to Vellore constituency, and | have got three major points
which | want to discuss in this budget. Kindly give me an opportunity to
continue.

Sir, we are talking about Swachh Bharat. The Government of India is
spending too much money on Swachh Bharat Mission in all over India. But
Swachh Bharat Mission does not include only clean city mission, even
sanitation also comes under it. | belong to Vellore and it is a big Municipal
Corporation.

Sir, nearly four years are over. The Government had announced major
roads.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.
SHRI D.M. KATHIR ANAND: Sir, it is a very important matter.

Sir, the money has been given, the tender has been floated, but the
work has not been completed. The NHAI contractors in Tamil Nadu are not

heeding to the Government at all.
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In my constituency, there are four bridges, which include Kandaneri-
Vettuvanam, Ambur-Reddythoppu and Ambur New Town bridge, for which the
funds have been allocated, but nothing has happened.

Sir, | will end by saying one single line. | would like to tell this august
House and the Union Government one Thirukkural verse:

“Idippaarai illaa yemaraa mannan
keduppaar ilaanum kedum’”
This means ‘The king, leader or businessman, who is without the guard of men
who can rebuke him, will perish, even though there be no one to destroy him.’

Thank you.
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PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): Sir, | rise to speak on the
Supplementary Demands for Grants. | would have been happy if the Finance
Minister was here. The whole House looks like a desert. The Finance Minister
is not there. Out of the two Ministers of State, only one is there. One Minister
for Tribal Affairs is there. The Law Minister is also there. The others have all
escaped. What is the point of speaking, if the Ruling Party does not stay?

Anyway, the Government is going to enhance its spending by a little
over Rs. 58,000 crore, with about one-third of this being allocated to subsidies.
Gross additional expenditure met by savings of the Ministries and Departments
and by enhanced receipts is Rs. 70,000 crore. Additional Rs. 14,524 crore
have been given for MGNREGS. This would take total MGNREGS bill to Rs.
77,175 crore, which is lower than Rs. 89,150 crore last year.

Regarding MGNREGS, | am saying that this Union Government is being
cruel to West Bengal. It has deprived us of Rs. 7,300 crore. People who have
worked for MGNREGS are being deprived of their wages. | have never heard
of such a Government here. They will have to pay for this cruelty to West
Bengal farmers. The Chief Minister has said yesterday that total dues from the
Centre amount to Rs. 1,15,000 crore. The Chief Minister will be coming next
year to make her demand to the Prime Minister and other Central Ministers. |
demand in this House that West Bengal dues be paid.

Having said that, | will say a few words about the economic situation.

The Finance Minister in her Rajya Sabha speech said that the Centre has
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addressed the issues of inflation, unemployment and inequality. | shall take
them up one by one.

Let me say that the Centre is confident of achieving fiscal deficit target of
5.9 per cent and is committed to lowering the fiscal deficit to 4.5 per cent in two
years. Now, let us look at the Budget. The Economist of London says that
sluggish investment is holding India back. Investment as part of GDP was 40
per cent in 2008 and is now 34 per cent. The money is not going into factories,
research and private business, rather in infrastructure funded by the
Government.

As a result of this, Foreign Direct Investment, FDI, fell by 16 per cent to
$71 billion in the fiscal year ending March 31%, 2023. FDI is falling. Finance
Minister said that all is right in the State of Denmark. Out of the $120 billion
worth of projects scheduled to be completed by 2023, only $72 billion worth of
projects were finished. This is the condition of infrastructure.

| came across an article by Eswar Prasad, Cornell Professor. He said:
“The country’s infrastructure has many gaps in supporting a vibrant
manufacturing sector. The educational sector is not equipping young people
with the vocational and educational skills needed for a modern economy.” Job
growth has been weak with little net employment creation in the manufacturing
and service sectors. This raises fears of social instability. People go
unemployed, society will be disturbed. Professor Prasad says: “Endemic
corruption continues to hold back business dynamism as politically well-

connected conglomerates have accounted for significant share of growth

SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU (NARASARAOPET): Sir, thank
you for allowing me to speak on the Supplementary Demands for Grants.

The Government is asking for an extra funding to the tune of Rs. 58,378
crore. A majority of this amount is going like this: an amount of Rs. 13,000
crore for fertilizers, Rs. 14000 crore for MGNREGA, Rs. 5,000 crore for food
subsidy, and cylinder subsidy is Rs. 8,500 crore. It comes to a total of around
Rs. 40,000 crore, which means 70 per cent of this expenditure is going
towards rural economy, towards farmers, towards middle class people. This is
not something new that is happening. The same thing has been happening for
the last so many years, or at least for the four years when | am here. Every
time we come to the Supplementary Demands for Grants. They keep asking
money under these heads, and they keep getting funds under these heads.
But somehow the rural economy is not moving anywhere. When we look at the
consumption patterns, what is going up is this: luxury apartments are going up;
fancy car sales are going up; malls and restaurants are completely full; hotel
rooms are getting pricier.

Sale of mobile phones worth Rs.30,000 is really going well. Price of

flight tickets, as my friend is saying, is also going up. These are all the
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consumption patterns of the rich people which are really, really going up. But
those who are actually suffering are the people in the rural areas. If you look
at the consumption patterns in the rural areas, FMGC sales, like sale of
shampoos and all those things which give the idea of how they are spending,
are actually going down in the rural areas. Sale of affordable homes is going
down. Bike sale is going down. Somehow, even after doing all this year and
after — we are increasing the food subsidy, we are increasing MGNREGA
allocation and everything — still we are not able to put enough money in the
hands of people so that the rural economy gets revived.

Adding to this is the recent drought condition and also the cyclone that
has hit Andhra Pradesh; 103 mandals in Andhra Pradesh have been hit by
drought. Cropping in these 103 mandals has come down by almost 40 per
cent. Also because of Michaung cyclone, which has hit eights districts of
Andhra Pradesh, 20 lakh acres of crop in Andhra Pradesh have been affected.
It includes 12 lakh acres of paddy crop, 2.5 lakh acres of chilly crop and 5.5
lakh acres of other crops as well. Even after getting the money and everything
from the banks and various places — farmers are investing so much into that —
they lost to the tune of almost Rs.20,000 per acre. If this is put into the
equation of 20 lakh acres being affected, it comes to anywhere between
Rs.5500 crore and Rs.6000 crore only in Andhra Pradesh because of the
cyclone that has affected them. So, the demand from YSR Congress Party
from our State is to increase the number of MGNREGA working days, and to

increase the State Disaster Response Fund. We have been given Rs.493
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crore which is pittance when we are seeing almost Rs.5500 crore of losses in
cyclone itself. So, we want it to be increased to at least Rs.2000 crore.

Also, more importantly, there is a promise made almost two years back
in the old Parliament House wherein there was a mention of interlinking of
Godavari and Pennar. |If it had happened, the drought condition that is
prevalent in my district and most of the districts in Andhra Pradesh could have
been averted. We have been seeing that and we have been hearing that from
the Union Government but the project is not moving anywhere. So, we request
and we demand for the people of Andhra Pradesh that this should be fulfilled.

Also, there is a huge outlay of almost Rs.10 lakh crore under capital
expenditure in the Budget. We are in the month of December. There are only
three months left. Out of that only 57 per cent has been spent until now. Still
Rs.4.3 lakh crore have not been spent. Only three months are left. Recently
the Railway Minister was there in Andhra Pradesh. He was making a
comment. When we asked about the railway zone, he made a comment that
the State has not given the land. But | will give you the other avenues, the
other areas where the State has taken the initiative, where the State has given
the land, where the State has pursued a number of times. Take, for example,
the National Highways. They are not only related to our State; they are related
to everyone here. There are a number of projects that have been sanctioned
by NHAI in Andhra Pradesh. But the seven projects under Bharatmala have
been given to Andhra Pradesh wherein more than 90 per cent of the land has

been acquired; 3D is done; 3G is done. Amounts have been delivered to the
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farmers as well. Tenders have been floated. After the tenders have been
floated, the first bidder has been identified. After pursuing for four years, after
a lot of initiation from our State Government, still the letter of intent has not
been given. It is not only related to my State; it is related to most of the States.
When we enquired about this why this has been withheld, they kept on saying
that there is a new policy that has come into place wherein Bharatmala
projects which have not been completed up to 20 per cent have been put on
hold. This is the explanation that the Union Government is giving. So, we
request that these projects should be expedited.

Also coming to the Polavaram project, this has been the demand of
Andhra Pradesh. This has been included as a national project in the AP
Reorganisation Act. But we have been asking for it so many times. We know
this by heart because we have been repeating it. It is being repeated not only
by me, by the Members of my Party as well for the last nine years. Rs.2937
crore of pending bills are there with the Central Government which has not
been given. We have been asking for an allocation of Rs.10,485 crore as an
ad hoc payment so that the project moves. The engineering design and
everything is being taken care of by the Central Government. So, they have to
look at it.

An allocation of Rs. 10,485 crore, an ad-hoc payment which has been
asked by the State Government, has not been done. An allocation of R&R
package -- which we have been asking and which will affect the people of

Odisha also -- has also not been done.
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Now, | come to the educational institutions. There are lITs, IISERSs, |IM,
NITs, Central University, Petroleum University, Agricultural University, IlIT,
Tribal University which have been sanctioned to the State of Andhra Pradesh
in the A.P. Reorganisation Act. Nine years have already elapsed but none of
these campuses, except AlIMS, are working from a permanent building even
now. | am mentioning about all these projects. Land has been given and
everything has been given. But the work is not moving at the pace it is
supposed to move. Even we have made a proposal with regard to setting up of
new medical colleges. The setting up of 13 medical colleges have been
proposed and three have been sanctioned. We are still asking for another ten
to be sanctioned, but we are awaiting the response from the Union
Government in this regard.

Now, | come to Godavari-Penna rivers interlinking project. We had
announced it almost three or four years back. The project is not moving
anywhere. They are not able to make Telangana and Andhra Pradesh sit
together so as to find an amicable solution. It is not moving anywhere. Aimost
Rs. 4.3 lakh crore, which has been allocated, has been left behind in capital
expenditure which can be spent on this. | request the Union Government to
look into this matter.

| am now concluding by mentioning about special category status. This
has been the demand of the State of Andhra Pradesh. We have been
demanding it for the last nine years. It was promised in the Parliament. We

have been requesting for the same numerous times. | know that this is the last
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year. But we will not stop asking for it. This is a promise made by the
Parliament.

Therefore, we request on behalf of the State of Andhra Pradesh, and we
demand on behalf of the people of Andhra Pradesh, that a special category
status be given to the State of Andhra Pradesh.

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SHRI PINAKI MISRA (PURI): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir, for giving my
party Biju Janata Dal an opportunity to present our views on this
Supplementary Demands for Grants of 2023-24.

Sir, these Supplementary Demands for Grants are about Rs. 45 lakh
crore for the year, which was first envisaged in the Budget of 2023-24. It
proposes an incremental cash outgo of Rs.58,378 crore, which is an increase
of one per cent in expenditure over the Budget Estimates. | compliment the
Finance Minister for keeping a very tight fiscal rate in the first Supplementary
Demands for Grants, which is very, very possible and doable. | think this
House should have no difficulty at all in approving this.

Most of the heads under which the demands are being sought for
expansion in expenditure are all related to social sector. One of the heads is
chemical and fertilizers which are very important, obviously, for farmers. Then
there is defence. There will be nobody in the House who will raise the question
on the increase in defence expenditure. Then, there is consumer affairs, food
and public distribution. This is particularly a very laudable thing. My Chief
Minister Shri Naveen Patnaik ji was the first person who had requested the
hon. Prime Minister | think in December, 2023, that Pradhan Mantri Garib
Kalyan Anna Yojana which was to be discontinued starting from 2024, should
be continued for another period of at least three to five years.

The Prime Minister acceded to that request and it has now gone up by

another five years. Therefore, Rs. 5500 crore for the very marginalised and

the poorest sections is absolutely fine and, | think, this House will welcome
that.

The additional demand for MGNREGA again is something which, |
believed, is very, very important for the rural sector. Although it does highlight
one dismal fact that there has been great poverty still in the rural sector and
the rural sector economy, as one of my distinguished colleagues Mr. Srikrishna
spoke it, really has not picked up and kept pace the way the urban sector has
been picking up in this country. So, there is a lopsided development between
this India and Bharat as it is an old conundrum in this country and that
continues to obtain. That is a matter of some concern and headache for the
Government. | do not know how they are planning to go forward and keep a
finer balance in this regard.

There is an additional expenditure being sought for petroleum as well as
for providing LPG. Again, this is a welcome move because this gives succour
to households which are solely in need of subsidies. As far as
telecommunications is concerned, for capital infusion, for optical fibre control-
based network services, and for defence services, again, this is very, very
laudable.

There is one area where | could not figure out why it has taken such a
serious jump from Rs. 18000 crore. It has gone up by Rs. 11000 crores and
this is a 61 per cent whopping jump with regards to the Ministry of External
Affairs. | believe, it is because of the guarantee of Rs. 9000 odd crores given

by the Exim Bank for providing loans but | hope the Minister is able to tell the
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House why there has been this 61 per cent jump in external affairs which is a
little inexplicable.

Coming to the figures put out for the first six months from April to
October for tax revenues, one of the issues which will concern the House and
which should concern the Government as well is that the GST tax revenues
have been collected at only 56 per cent of year's target compared to 63 per
cent last year in the same period. | do not understand why this is happening to
an economy which is growing at 7.5 per cent and odd. The only obvious
reason is that there is clearly a lot of leakage still happening. There is a lot of
tax avoidance that continues to happen. | think this is not just in GST because
if you look at the income tax numbers, there are only 9 crore tax assesses in a
population of 140 crore and out of them, the actual tax payers, three crores
and odd file nil returns. All tax assesses are not tax payers. So, only 6.65
crores actually pay some tax. Out of that, 76 per cent comes from only 32 lakh
people which is five per cent of the tax payers. Therefore, the tax base is
clearly still exceptionally narrow compared to this vast population that we have
here. The hope of the Government of cash shrinkage in the economy clearly
has not worked out as Rs. 32 lakh crore today is the cash in circulation. Many
of us are witnessing the kind of cash that has been pulled out of the
cupboards. If 32 lakh crore is double of what it was in 2016, when
demonetisation took place when it was 16 lakh crores, it is a double of that
amount today in circulation. Therefore, the tax collection system and the tax

laws clearly in this country are not sufficing. | know that my colleague Mr.
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Nishakant Dubey had earlier lamented that people in the House are speaking
on everything except the Demands for Grants, | have tried to keep to the
Demands for Grants but this has been the convention of the House cutting
across party lines that people do it during Supplementary Demands for Grants
and speak on other issues relating to their State as well. So, there is a breach
of that so called rule and, therefore, | will stick to the breach and mention five
problems of my State before you, Mr. Chairman, and through you to the
Minister.

First is the release of State-specific grants as per the recommendations
of the Fifteenth Finance Commission. The Fifteenth Finance Commission had
recommended Rs. 775 crores for Odisha during 2022-23 to 2025-26. This
includes Rs. 800 crore towards early-warning dissemination system for
cyclone-prone areas. Everybody in this House knows how every year Odisha is
virtually prone to massive cyclones on the Eastern coast. Therefore, this is
absolutely of paramount importance and we would request the Union
Government, through you, to expedite release of the State-specific grants
including those which relate to the specific needs of the State, as identified by
the 15" Finance Commission.

The second point relates to the Centrally-sponsored schemes. There
should be an advance indication. This is not just Odisha but | think every State
has the same lament here. We as Members of Parliament represent our
different States and all the States have the same concern that there should be

an advance indication about the annual allocation for each State at the time of
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Budget formulation so that the States will be able to prepare the Budget on a
more realistic basis. What is happening today is a complete ad hoc functioning
through the year as a result of which the release of funds does not match the
allocation. We in Odisha have experienced such irregular flow of funds in many
of the schemes that the actual Central assistance eventually turns out to be
substantially lower than what was either approved or anticipated in the
beginning of the year. Therefore, Sir, we urge the hon. Minister, through you,
that the Government of India should evolve a single window system for
communication of annual allocation and sharing pattern of all Centrally
sponsored schemes to the States and ensure release of Central assistance, as
per commitment, at the earliest.

Point number three is again specific to Odisha. We have had a huge
trouble because of the delinking of eight Centrally sponsored schemes from
Central support. Discontinuance of special plan for KBK districts — Koraput,
Balangir, Kalahandi, which are the most backward districts in the country, and
discontinuance of Central assistance for IAP districts, and abolition of normal
Central assistance and steep increase in the State’s share of Centrally
sponsored schemes have imposed a severe financial burden on the State. So,
with natural disasters, perpetually besetting Odisha, our request to the Central
Government is this. Now that you have done away with this whole thing of
providing special category status to States, kindly at least work on what Mr.

Naveen Patnaik has repeatedly requested the Centre. We are requesting you
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to accord Odisha and also three or four other States, ‘special focus status’ so
that at least, there is some immediate succour to us.

Point number four relates to the restoration of Central assistance for
area development programmes in Left Wing States. These include not just
Odisha but also our neighbouring States like Telangana, Andhra Pradesh and
Chhattisgarh, which have the same problem. So, this discontinuance of Central
assistance for area development programmes of KBK backward region, I1AP
and LWE States, has affected the development programmes of all these
States. So, | speak on behalf of all these States when | request the Central
Government for restoration of central assistance for these area development
programmes.

Lastly, Mr. Chairman Sir, as the entire House knows, Odisha is a
pioneer in power sector reforms since 2000 when Mr. Naveen Patnaik first took
over the charge of Chief Minister almost 24 years ago. He has had his five
terms now, and going into sixth term. After August 2024, he will be the longest
serving Chief Minister in this country, and | dare say, that is a record which is
unlikely to be broken for a large State or a medium sized State like Odisha. Mr.
Pawan Chamling from Sikkim is the only person now who is the longest
serving Chief Minister, and Mr. Patnaik will cross that record in August 2024.
May God bless him with a long life.

Odisha is a pioneer in power sector reforms and we have adopted the
PPP model in all the areas of distribution, etc. But while the State has been a

beneficiary of some rural electrification schemes, we have been kept out of the
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IPDS and the Deen Dayal Upadhyaya Gram Jyoti Yojana. Therefore, the
DISCOMS in Odisha are being deprived of the Revamped Distribution Sector
Scheme which is not helpful at all for the consumers because prices continue
to remain inordinately high. Therefore, in order to provide electricity at lower
tariffs to the consumers at large, | would request the hon. Minister, through
you, to kindly look into this aspect.

Mr. Chairman, | am also very grateful to you for having given me the
time to present my views on the First Batch of Supplementary Demands for

Grants. Thank you very much.
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SHRI B. B. PATIL (ZAHIRABAD): Sir, | would like to talk about the State of
Telangana as there are a number of long-pending demands which remain
unfulfilled in spite of regular follow-up and correspondence by our BRS Party
President KCR Sir, State Ministers and MPs to the Central Government.

The major demands include fulfilment of promises made to Telangana in
the AP Reorganisation Act, 2014, industrial incentives, national project status
for either Kaleshwaram or Palamuru-Rangareddy Lift Irrigation Scheme and
increase in seats in the Legislative Assembly from 119 to 153 by way of
delimitation.

The BRS Government has been demanding setting up of a railway
coach factory in Kazipet but instead of that, a Periodical Overhauling
Workshop was sanctioned after a decade, and the coach factory moved to
Guijarat.

Moving further, the Bayyaram Steel Plant in Mahabubabad, Navodaya
and Sainik schools in every district, and clearing Rs.900 crore arrears
pertaining to the Central grants for the development of backward regions still
remain on the cards.

Our Government also demanded that the Centre abolish the GST on
handlooms, pay Rs.7,778 crore towards the Central Government’s share for
urban infrastructure projects being undertaken by the Municipal Administration
Department, increase reservation for SC, ST and BC in proportion to their ratio

of population, and reduction of petrol, diesel and LPG prices.
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We have been demanding lifting of restrictions on the MGNREGA
programme, linking MGNREGA with agriculture, providing Mission Bhagiratha
with a Central grant of Rs.19,205 crore, Mission Kakatiya with a grant of
Rs.5,000 crore, and providing various irrigation projects with a grant of Rs.817
crore as recommended by the NITI Aayog as well as Central grants
recommended by the Fifteenth Finance Commission such as Rs.723 crore
special grant, Rs.6,268 crore under the State-specific and Centre-specific
grants.

Our Party has also sought a Bulk Drugs Park in Hyderabad. We also
requested for sanction of a Software Technology Park of India (STPI), Rs.800
crore towards Centre’s share for development of roads and corridors, link
roads in Hyderabad and city outskirts, and Rs.450 crore for the Mass Rapid
Transit System in KPHB-Kokapet-Narsingi corridor.

Sir, extreme unfairness has also been meted out to Telangana State in
the budget allocation in regard to major railway projects. Despite repeated
appeals from the State Government, the Union Government did not grant any
new major infrastructure project to improve the rail connectivity in the State.

Telangana contributes substantially to the revenue of South Central
Railway, both by way of freight and passenger transport. The State is a crucial
link between North and South India, and is home to the most important railway
junctions, Secunderabad and Kazipet, in our country.

Being a landlocked State, Telangana is heavily dependent on the railway

infrastructure for transportation of goods and passengers. Addition of new
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railway infrastructure will be a big boost to the State’s growth. But the Union
Government is found wanting when it comes to extending necessary
assistance to develop new transport infrastructure in Telangana.

This clearly shows the lack of interest of the Union Government in
developing railway infrastructure in Telangana. Many other projects for which
survey reports have been submitted long back have also not moved an inch.

Funds should be allocated for NIMZ in Zaheerabad. The industrial
corridor to be developed between Hyderabad-Warangal and Hyderabad-
Nagpur also needs the support of the Centre.

It has been estimated that the roads that connect Hyderabad Pharma
City with NIMZ in Zaheerabad need Rs.5,000 crore funding.

The Hyderabad-Vijayawada Industrial Corridor is estimated to cost
Rs.5,000 crore.

Then, these are my other demands. Along with the above mentioned
projects, we expect from the Centre for gas allocation for the Common Effluent
Treatment Plant for the industrial park in Jadcherla under TIES.

We need clearance for the setting up of brownfield manufacturing
clusters and upgradation.

Reopening of the Cement Corporation of India’s unit in Adilabad is
required. The National Design Centre should be located in Hyderabad. We
require allocation of funds for the Hyderabad Pharma City. Hyderabad should
be included in the Defence Industrial Production Corridor which the Centre is

going to create.
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We need support for the Mega Textile Park in Warangal. The project
needs at least Rs.500 crore in the form of seed capital. We request sanction of
a mega powerloom cluster for Sircilla, encompassing textile, weaving, and
apparel parks under the Comprehensive Powerloom Cluster Development
Scheme. We need upgradation of powerlooms under the IN-SITU scheme. We
need sanction of block level handloom clusters under the National Handloom
Development Programme (NHDP).

Some other expectations that people of Telangana have with the
Government of India are like setting up of the Indian Institute of Handloom
Technology, setting up of the campus of National Aviation University in
Hyderabad, reconsidering the creation of ITIR or the sanction of a project of
the same size, setting up of an Integrated Steel Plant in Khammam as part of
the promise made in the Andhra Pradesh State Reorganisation Act of 2014,
and special incentives for industries in Telangana.

I, therefore request the hon. Minister to kindly take a note of the said
projects and sanction funds for the same. With these words, | conclude and

support the Bill. Thank you.
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SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): Sir, | stand here to
speak on the Demands for Grants on behalf of the Nationalist Congress Party.
| am a little confused by the contradiction in this Government.

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SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Mr. Chairman Sir, | thank you for giving
me this opportunity to speak on the First Batch of Supplementary Demands for
Grants for the current Fiscal Year and also on the Demands for Excess Grants,
the expenditure for which was incurred in 2020-21.

Sir, | was going through why the Government is seeking an additional
Rs. 1.29 lakh crore, and trying to understand the justification for the same.
Under the description, | found that Rs. 16,300 crore was allocated for the
Nutrient Based Subsidy Scheme, and there was also some recoupment of Rs.
5,000 crore advance. But the Supplementary Demands show only Rs. 13,351
crore. So, there is a mismatch. | would like to know from the hon. Minister why
there is a disparity and difference in the figures.

Secondly, Sir, the FM has allocated Rs. 1.7 lakh crore in Budget for the
FY 2024 in respect of fertilizer subsidies. If you add Rs. 13,351 crore to it, it
comes to Rs. 1.88 lakh crore. But if you look at the total expenditure in FY
2023, it was a whopping Rs. 2.55 lakh crore. So, now that we have a
reasonably better monsoon, the outgo would be more. Since the cost of natural
gas has also gone up, a higher amount would be needed for fertilizer subsidy.

Thirdly, in the first half of this Fiscal Year, we have already spent 65 per
cent of the fertilizer subsidy. So, instead of coming before the Parliament again
and again, why can the Finance Minister not have a holistic view of the
fertilizer expenditure and move accordingly?

Sir, let me now come to the NREGA. The hon. Minister is seeking Rs.

14,524 crore. When the FM presented this year's Budget itself, the House was
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unanimous that the allocation of Rs. 16,000 was not sufficient. It was 18 per
cent below the allocation made in the previous year. But | would like to know
from the hon. Finance Minister whether this is sufficient for the entire Financial
Year since the demand is likely to increase in the coming months. Taking
advantage of this, Sir, there have been demands from every corner of the
country to increase the minimum number of days of work under NREGA to
150. Now, that AP has been battered by Cyclone Michaung and the people,
particularly the farming community, have suffered badly, | would request the
hon. Finance Minister to announce 150 days of work under NREGA and
continue this on a regular basis going forward as well.

Sir, | also thank the hon. Prime Minister and also the hon. Finance
Minister for releasing Rs. 493 crore to AP under the National Calamity Relief
Fund to meet the expenses due to the Cyclone Michaung. After the Cyclone
Michaung has left a trail of devastation in AP and Tamil Nadu, despite my
previous appeal for Rs. 5,000 crore interim relief for Andhra Pradesh, only less
than Rs. 500 crore have been disbursed so far. The President of the Telugu
Desam Party, Shri Nara Chandrababu Naidu has urged the hon. PM to declare
it as a national disaster. Over 22 lakh acres of crops in AP have been
decimated with losses exceeding Rs. 10,000 crore. | request you to expedite
the enumeration process, send a central team and release the funds swiftly to
aid the distressed farmers many of whom have been seen committing suicides

because of the financial impact on them.
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Sir, the next point | wish to touch upon is about the borrowings. The hon.
Finance Minister has set a target of market borrowings of nearly Rs. 15.5 lakh
crore for this Fiscal Year. | think, in the first half of this Financial Year, the
Government has already borrowed more than 60 per cent of that figure.

It means that the calculations and the borrowing plans appear to be
going wrong, and the target of Rs.15.5 lakh crore may even go up to Rs.17
lakh crore or Rs.18 lakh crore at the end of this financial year. This will disturb
the fiscal target of 5.9 per cent set by the Finance Minister for the FY 2024. Of
course, we are getting consistent GST revenue of Rs.1.6 lakh crore. | request
the hon. Finance Minister to explain to the House what the real picture is.

| would also like to know how much non-tax revenue the Government is
expecting in the first half and also the dividends from the RBI and other public
sector banks.

The next point is that the Finance Minister is seeking about Rs.483 crore
under various Heads for the Jal Shakti Ministry. But | did not find anything for
the Polavaram Project in AP. There are reports in the media that the
Government is in the process of approving Rs.31,625 crore for the first phase
of the Polavaram Project. | think the Jal Shakti Ministry has also approved this.
| would like to just remind the hon. Finance Minister that she has approved
release of Rs.12,911 crore on 5" June of this year. Works of Rs.16,000 crore
have already been completed and works of Rs.15,000 crore are yet to be

taken up. Now there is an additional Rs.2,600 crore needed for the first phase.
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Since the FM has already approved Rs.12,911 crore, | appeal, on behalf of the
people of Andhra Pradesh, to kindly approve the first phase estimates of
Polavaram Project and release the amount without any further delay.

The entire bifurcation of AP was done on the premise of Section 93 of
the AP Reorganisation Act, 2014. Section 93 says that the Central
Government will take all necessary measures as enumerated under the 13"
Schedule for the progress and sustainable development of the State
successively for a period of 10 years. Only a few months are left to complete
10 years. To be precise, only four months are left. We have been hearing
about high level meetings between the Government of India and the
Government of AP officials. One such meeting was held last month but nothing
tangible is happening on the ground.

The Dugarajapatnam Port is the Government of India’s guarantee. The
AP Reorganisation Act says that the first phase should be completed by 2018.
However, this project has not even been started.

The Metro Rail Project proposed in Visakhapatnam and Vijayawada-
Guntur-Tenali is the Government of India’s guarantee but these have also not
started. | think some private developer has come forward to share 60 per cent
of the cost of the project. | appeal to the hon. PM to please take this up.

The new railway zone is one of the Government of India’s other
guarantees. Rs.106.89 crore was sanctioned last year but it is only for the
revenue expenditure. Rs.10 crore was given in 2023-24. The zone is yet to

become a reality.
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The greenfield crude oil refinery and petrochemical complex was
Government of India’s guarantee but nothing has happened.

The construction of educational institutions is running at a snail’s pace
and is not going to be completed within the prescribed time of 10 years. All |
request is the timely delivery of the hon. Prime Minister’'s and the Government
of India’s guarantees before the June, 2024 deadline comes up.

Coming to the excess grants, | wish to submit that these excess grants
have been scrutinised by the Public Accounts Committee. It means that the
Committee has scrutinised threadbare these grants. | have little to say on this
since these excess grants are related to free foodgrains being given to the
poor under the PMGKAY which has now been extended till 2028. | welcome
this. A part is also related to the Atmanirbhar Bharat Scheme given during the
pandemic. So, | have nothing to add here as well.

With these submissions, | support the Supplementary Demands and the
Excess Grants placed before the House by the FM for their approval. Thank

you, Sir.
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ADV. A.M. ARIFF (ALAPPUZHA): Sir, | am here to express the views of the
CPI (M) on the Supplementary Demands for Grants for the additional spending
of Rs. 1.29 lakh crore.

Sir, before coming to the Ministry-wise demands for grants sought, |
wish to bring to the notice of this august House how the financially imbalanced
and unjustified attitude of this Government seriously affects the financial health
of the States, including the State of Kerala.

The BJP Government’'s stance reminds me of Yayathi’'s story in
Mahabharata which would be more familiar to my colleagues from the Treasury
Benches. For those who do not know Yayathi’s story, | would quickly glance
through it. Yayathi was once cursed by his father-in-law Sukracharya for
cheating her daughter. So, he lost his youth and became an old aged person.

Sir, however, on Yayathi's request, his 5th son Puru took over his old
age in exchange of his youth and enjoyed his life for 1000 years. This is
exactly what has happened in the case of GST. When the GST was introduced
as ‘One Nation, One Tax’, the Government promised to compensate for the
loss of revenues of the States and that is why they have agreed for such a
game changer in tax proposal.

Now, after five years, even though revenues of the State Governments
have not improved, the Union Government which is playing the role of neo-
Yayati is enjoying the benefits and is not ready to share the benefits turning the

States into neo-Purus.
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Sir, | am speaking only the facts. There is no limit for the Union
Government and its PSUs to borrow from open market. But when the State
Governments are going for the same, the Fiscal Responsibility and Budget
Management Act stares upon them. In the case of Kerala, the Union
Government is not even allowing it to borrow the mandated 3 per cent of its
GSDP by unnecessarily reducing the borrowing limit quoting one reason or the
other. The hon. Finance Minister was telling about the common yardstick for all
States under Article 293(3) of the Constitution guided by the Finance
Commission.

Sir, what is the total national debt of the Government of India? The
national debt of India as on 31% March, 2023 was Rs.155.6 lakh crore, which
comes is around 57.1 per cent of GDP, and this Government is restricting the
State Governments from taking loans. What an irony, Sir!

Sir, Kerala is one of the few States which has shared the burden of land
acquisition for widening of national highways in the State, and has already
handed over an amount of Rs.5580 crore to National Highway Authority of
India, as replied by Shri Nitin Gadkari Ji on the Floor of this House. | want to
know from the Government why they have included this amount of Rs.5580
crore in the purview of the borrowing limit. Here, you are punishing Kerala for
helping your Government, and the Ministry of Road Transport and Highways.
Even this amount was reduced from the State's borrowing limit saying that this
amount was borrowed by KIFFBI, the special purpose vehicle formed for off-

budget borrowing.
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Sir, same is the case with the funds of Kerala Social Security Pension
Limited which is used for providing welfare pensions for more than 60 lakh
people at the rate of Rs.1,600 per month. Not only that, this amount is
deducted from Kerala's borrowing limit, the Central share for pension and
welfare, paddy procurement, UGC teachers' salary and even noon-meal
programmes of the State of Kerala.

An assessment by the State Government has shown that the total
reduction in State finances due to the reduction in annual borrowing limit,
cessation of GST compensation, decrease in revenue deficit grant and
reduction in the inter se distribution from the divisive pool during the 15"
Finance Commission is a whopping Rs.50,000 crore.

Sir, above all, the BJP Government has come up with a new tactic of
withholding the funds in the name of branding. In Kerala, for houses built under
LiIFE Mission, which is the largest of its kind in the country, a total of Rs.
4,00,000 is spent on each unit, and out of this, the Union Government is
providing a meagre amount of Rs.72,000 as part of PMAY. When the
Government of Kerala has constructed about four lakh houses and handed
over the keys to the beneficiaries within seven years, the Government of India
is insisting that these houses should display the logo of PMAY as if it was
granted by the Central Government. The Government of Kerela is spending
more than Rs.378 lakh per unit, but we are not asking for display of any sign or

emblem.
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Sir, it is a universally accepted fact that housing is the basic right, and |
have only pity towards this Government for such an inhuman attitude towards
lakhs of houseless people of this country. So, my humble request to the hon.
Finance Minister is to treat the States at par with the Centre as per federal
principles enshrined in our Constitution, and allocate their due shares in time.
Specific to Kerala, | request that the borrowing limit be increased by one per
cent over and above the annual borrowing limit for 2023-24 as a special case
due to the present financial constraints of the State.

Sir, | bring to the attention of the hon. Finance Minister an issue having
wider implication across the whole country, that is, the criteria for calculating
CIBIL score. This issue is being faced by people all over the country. This is a
very serious issue. Many a time borrowers of loans find it difficult to repay the
loans due to unpredictable genuine circumstances in life, including health
problems and job loss, and are, therefore, forced to settle the loan with the
bank amicably on mutually agreeable terms. Even in such cases, the CIBIL
score of people would be seriously affected as such loans are considered not
closed but settled. There are lakhs of farmers and students who have taken
agricultural loans and educational loans for their higher studies respectively
and are affected by this.

Recently, the High Court of Kerala has ordered that the loans issued to
farmers based on Paddy Receipt Sheet should not come under the purview of
the CIBIL score of individual borrowers and | wish that the Minister would take

note of it. In view of this, | request the hon. Minister to urgently give directions
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to the Reserve Bank of India to have a re-look at the criteria for calculating
CIBIL score for the benefit of the common people of the country.

Sir, coming to Alappuzha parliamentary constituency which | represent,
it is a long pending demand that the Government allocates the required
amount for the doubling of the Ambalappuzha-Thuravoor stretch of the
Railways. This is the only stretch in Kerala for which the Government has not
allotted the required funds. | would like to extend my sincere thanks to the hon.
Finance Minister for the amount allocated for the doubling of Ernakulam-
Thuravoor stretch.

Now, on behalf of the Government of Kerala and people of Kerala, | wish
to make the following demands. The amount spent by the State towards the
land acquisition cost of national highways may be compensated. The decision
to reduce the borrowing limit of Kerala in the name of off-Budget borrowings
since 2021-22 has to be reconsidered. The State entitlement under the CAPEX
Scheme has to be relaxed immediately as it is a loan and not strictly a
Centrally-sponsored scheme. The Union Government should release pending
payment of various schemes as | mentioned earlier. | request the hon. Minister
to consider the repeated requests of Government of Kerala to extend the
period of GST compensation and a special package has to be announced for
Kerala taking into account its resource loss due to the new tax policy of the
Union Government.

With these words, | conclude my speech. Thank you.
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DR. M. P. ABDUSSAMAD SAMADANI (MALAPPURAM): Thank you, Sir. In
all our approach to economy and whenever we analyse the policies related
with economy in relation to our development agenda, disability has to be taken
as identity. We will not be able to achieve the goal of social justice without
inclusion of persons with disability in all spheres of development.

Globally, 1.3 billion people, which is equal to the entire population of
India live with some kind of disability. Nearly, 80 per cent of them live in
developing countries, and 70 per cent live in rural areas. These people are
experiencing higher instances of poverty, lack of access to education and
opportunity, and various kinds of social and economic discrimination.

As per a recent study conducted by the International Labour
Organisation, inclusion of persons with disabilities can help boost global GDP
between three and seven per cent. In our country also this has to be the
criteria, namely helping the poor, and bringing forthwith positive and creative
policies and implementing them for the upliftment of the poor, farmers,
working-class, minorities, backward classes, etc. The welfare of the nation will
be made possible only by ensuring rights of the persons with disability.

Here, | am drawing the attention of this august House to a Japanese
example. Actually, when we take the case of Japan today, which is the third
largest economy by GDP in the world, in Japan there is reportedly a death by
suicide every 20 minutes. Even though, the country has achieved such an
important financial, economic growth and development, it is facing very serious

social problems. There is a death by suicide every 20 minutes. Nearly 15 lakh
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Japanese have not left their homes for years, which is a kind of severe social
withdrawal that is named as hikikomori.

Sir, all the parents rent actresses to come in on Sundays to call them
mom and pop because their own daughters do not visit them anymore. In our
country also, nowadays, the children are not taking any interest in looking after
their parents. This is the technological havoc and tsunami. The earnings of the
children are not helpful for their own parents. As the poet said, “fSteT aren iy
Qﬂ@’%ﬂﬁw qﬁaﬁﬂﬂasrw%ﬁam It is a very serious situation.

The Vraddha Sadans are increasing in our country. In Japan, lonely
deaths are taking place. Every day, dead persons are found in Japan in their
tiny apartments days and weeks after they die. These lonely deaths are called
‘Kodokushi’. It is a coincidence that in our language of Hindi and in Urdu,
‘suicide’ is called ‘Khudkushi’ and in Japan, lonely deaths are -called
‘Kodokushi’. Japan has climbed to 3" position in the global economy. It has not
lifted all boats. It has tossed the weak to the margins to languish. The
economic growth on steroids has destroyed the safety net of family and
community ties. High value industrial economy has taken the centre stage. It
has destroyed the family ties and the social relationships. In our country also,
the economic condition is being challenged by technological tsunami and
havoc.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude now.
DR. M. P. ABDUSSAMAD SAMADANI: Sir, | need two minutes. Artificial

intelligence will give jobs, but it will not give jobs to the poor and backward
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classes. It will give jobs only to the affluent and those who have skills in that
field. Similarly, in Japan, young men from the countryside migrated to cities for
salaried jobs, but they were not trained in that kind of jobs. So, they were not
able to get such jobs. And the result was that they fell through the cracks into
financial collapse, which resulted in social withdrawal.

The technological risks that confront the world today have created a very
serious situation. People are more and more dependent on the digital network.
As a result, digital economy is coming into existence. Our Government is also
speaking of digital economy. It is a very, very serious situation in a period
when the truth itself becomes casualty. For example, the real risk is the ‘deep
fake’ feature. Even our Government will have to take very serious steps to
tackle this situation. The situation needs extra vigilance. Most of the people in
our country still remain marooned in the slow lanes.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.

DR. M. P. ABDUSSAMAD SAMADANI: Sir, | am concluding. The Pradhan
Mantri Garib Kalyan Anna Yojana will be extended by five years. That means
80 per cent people of India will be getting free grains to stave off their hunger
by the year of 2028. This 2028 is the year in which the Government expects
India to become the third largest economy of the world.

While concluding, | want to ask a question to the Government. Will such
a large population of India still be suffering from hunger? Who will benefit from
the five-year dash of our country to meet these targets? They are putting forth

their concepts of digital economy, GST, Insolvency, Bankruptcy, decrease in
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corporate tax, and many other things like Make in India, Start-up India quite
often. Are these tools and sectors helpful for the people?

While concluding, | request that an environmental, sustainable, and
socially-harmonious future will have to include the poor people, the backward
people, the disabled people into the mainstream of economy. | request the
Government to take strong and positive steps in this direction.

With these words, | conclude my speech.

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"SHRI K. SUBBARAYAN (TIRUPPUR): Hon Chairman Sir, Vanakkam. The
Government of the day claims through statistics that India has become an
economic super power in the world. Similarly through statistics the Government
says that India has achieved an economic growth of more than seven per cent.
We can only assess whether India has achieved economic growth or not
during the last 10 years only by way of assessment made on the lives of the
people. The Government of the day should understand what is left behind after
this assessment. Agriculture is so predominant in providing employment. |
should say that the rural economy has completely been shattered during the
BJP rule. Unprecedented urbanisation is a result of this shattered rural
economy. Urbanisation means that the rural economy is on the verge of
destruction. Agriculture which is the backbone and lifeline of rural areas is
seeing a decline and destruction. That’'s why rural people are migrating to
towns and cities and urban areas.

Secondly, 92 per cent of employment is provided by MSMEs in India.
Again | should mention here that MSMEs are on the verge of destruction.
During the last 10 years, MSMEs have reached a dying state. Tiruppur is a
commercial centre and hub. As much as 50 per cent of industries here in
Tiruppur are in a dying state. Many of them are not functional as on date are
closed. Defective economic policies of the Government in power are the
reason for this decline. MGNREGA, 100 days employment guarantee Scheme

has shrunk and it seems that in future they will gradually wind up this scheme.

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This MNREGA Scheme was the one good Scheme which provided
employment to some extent to the people in rural areas. But now the
Government of the day has put hurdles in the implementation of this Scheme. |
urge that the MGNREGA beneficiaries should be given Rs. 400 as daily wage
besides providing them 200 man days of regular employment in one year. GST
should not be levied on MSMEs. Levying GST is affecting the MSMEs. |
therefore request that MSMEs should be completely exempted from GST.
Similarly, Textile Industrial hubs are very much affected. Next to Agriculture,
the Textile Industry provides employment on a large scale. Textile Industry is
shrinking day by day. These are the reasons as to why unemployment is on
the rise.

The Government and those in Government earlier had assured to
provide two lakh jobs every year. They should accept their defeat and regret
for their inability to provide two Crore jobs per year as assured by them. They
have not provided two Crore jobs every year. The ground reality is that more
than six Crore people have lost their jobs. Our Economic Advisor to the
Government says that the country will achieve development only when Adanis
and Ambanis get development. Adanis and Ambanis do not create social
assets. Rural farmers and urban labourers are the ones who create social
assets. Government should ponder over providing subsidies and facilities to
such farmers and labourers who create social assets. GST should be waived

off for MSMEs completely.
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Those in the Government talk about Jawaharlal Nehru very often. Even
the Home Minister said the current situation in Kashmir is because of Pandit
Nehru. | should say the PSUs created by Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru are
privatised and are being sold to private parties by the Government. The
income generated by these PSUs is being diverted to private players as the
Government is selling one PSU after the other to them. This Government has
committed a mistake by doing this. How can they assure that India has
achieved growth? Education is being privatised. Education and health are two
sectors which are taken away from people. Who are the ones affected by the ill
effects of privatisation? It is the people of this county. People face difficulties in
getting education as well as health facilities. They also talked about GDP data.

This Government has introduced contract labour in almost every sector.
Why are they not going for providing permanent employment? Why are they
offering contractual employment in regular jobs? | urge that this system of
engaging contract labourers should be abolished in both government and
private sectors. This Government is creating opportunities to exploit the labour
force. | urge upon you that this system of contract labour should be given up.
All senior citizens immediately when they attain 60 years of age should be
provided assured pension of Rs 6000 per month. Union and State
Governments should ensure that ASHA workers who work hard even in hilly
and remote areas be made permanent employees and their salaries be paid
well in time. Malayali tribes have been granted the status of ST in other

districts of Tamil Nadu. But In Erode district these Malayali tribes are not
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included in the list of STs. | urge that the Malayali tribes of Erode district be
included in the list of STs and facilities be extended to them. With these words
