(a) AIIMS, New Delhi is dispensing free insulin vials with effect from 14.11.2023 to the
registered patients (both OPD and IPD) having a valid prescription signed and issued by
the treating faculty.

(b) to (d) AIIMS, New Delhi is providing 553 essential medicines and 354 surgical
consumable items to all general ward hospitalised patients free of cost as prescribed by

the treating doctor for the duration that they are admitted in the hospital. List placed at link
(https://main.mohfw.gov.in/sites/default/files/11st%200f%20essential%20drugs.pdf). The

list of essential drugs is decided by a Committee of the Institute on the basis of requests

received from various clinical departments, in light of the prescription pattern.

(e) Essential medicine as identified are provided free of cost to the patients at Central
Government hospitals including Dr. RML Hospital, New Delhi, Safdarjung Hospital,
New Delhi, Lady Harding Medical College & Associated Hospitals, New Delhi, Post
Graduate Institute of Medical Education and Research, Chandigarh, Jawaharlal Institute
of Postgraduate Medical Education and Research, Puducherry, North Eastern Indira
Gandhi Regional Institute of Health & Medical Sciences, Shillong, Regional Institute of
Medical Sciences, Imphal, All India Institute of Medical Sciences- Raebareli, Nagpur,
Patna, Gorakhpur, Bibinagar, Rishikesh, Bhopal, Bhubaneswar, Guwahati, Raipur,
Jodhpur, Manglagiri, Kalyani, Bilaspur and Bathinda.
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
