Will the Minister of HOME AFFAIRS be pleased to state:  
 
(a) whether there has been a spurt in the number of suicides among the 
youth during the year 2022 in the country; 
 
(b) if so, the details thereof and the total number of such cases reported 
during this period, State/UT-wise; 
 
(c) whether the issue of unemployment was the main cause of youth 
taking extreme step of suicide and if so, the details thereof; and 
 
(d) whether the Government is considering to release such data of 
National Crime Records Bureau and if so, the details thereof?

MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS 
(SHRI NITYANAND RAI) 
 
 
(a) to (d): ‘Police’ and ‘Public Order’ are State subjects as per Seventh 

Schedule to the Constitution of India. The responsibility of maintaining law 

and order, protection of life and property of citizens, rest with respective 

State Governments.  
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National Crime Records Bureau (NCRB) compiles and publishes data on 

suicides in its publication ‘Accidental Deaths & Suicides in India (ADSI)’. 

The published reports are available till the year 2022. NCRB does not 

publish data on suicides among the youth separately. However, the 

state/UT-wise details of suicides committed by people due to 

unemployment along with the total number of suicides in the country 

during 2020, 2021 and 2022 are at Annexure.
