(a) & (b) Urban Development is a State subject. However, Ministry of 
Housing and Urban Affairs (MoHUA) facilitates and assists 
States / Union Territories (UTs) in urban development through 
its flagship Missions / Schemes – Atal Mission for Rejuvenation 
and Urban Transformation 2.0 (AMRUT 2.0), Smart Cities 
Mission (SCM), Swachh Bharat Mission-Urban 2.0 (SBM-U 2.0)  
and Urban Transport (UT) projects. The Schemes are 
implemented by the States/UTs in accordance with the 
Mission/Scheme guidelines. AMRUT 2.0 focuses on making 
cities water secure by providing functional water tap  
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connection to households in all urban local bodies and sewerage 
and septage management in 500 AMRUT cities; SCM on sustainable 
and inclusive development in selected 100 cities to improve the 
quality of life of all; SBM 2.0 envisions ‘Garbage Free Cities’ and its 
objectives include sustainable solid waste management, 
sustainable sanitation and liquid waste management including use 
of treated used water. Urban Transport development works for 
improving urban mobility including metro and other projects are 
supported by the Ministry through policy measures and fund 
support.
