(a) to (f):- Health is a state subject. It is the responsibility of State/Union Territory
Governments to make efforts/ policy for promoting physiotherapy in governments hospitals.
Physiotherapy services are provided by qualified physiotherapist to patients as per the need
assessed by the treating doctors.. The sanctioned strength of physiotherapists in a few Central
Government Hospitals in Delhi is as follows:-
