SHRI SUDIP BANDYOPADHYAY (KOLKATA UTTAR): Sir, | congratulate you
on your becoming Speaker of the House for the second time. My first entry in this
Parliament was in the 12" Lok Sabha. | have gathered a long experience.

What my impression is, if there is no Leader of the Opposition officially the
House does not run properly. We are glad that our country has now got a Leader
of the Opposition in the Parliament.

Sir, the parliamentary democratic system, upon which we are the firm
believers, depends upon secularism, communal harmony and unity of the
country. It is my firm belief that somehow the floor of the House always depends
on the attitude of the Treasury Benches. So far as the parliamentary democratic
process is concerned, the House belongs to the Opposition. This attitude is to be
adopted by the ruling party itself.

Sir, you may have your good wishes and your good intention. But
sometimes, you are to bow down to the ruling party’s pressure. My experience
says this. Suspension of 150 MPs in one day has happened in this House. It is
not desirable.

The hon. Prime Minister has mentioned about the introduction and passing
of so many Bills in the House. We appreciate that. But it has also happened that
