SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN : Sir, Question no. 2 may be clubbed with

HON. SPEAKER: Okay.
SHRI B. MANICKAM TAGORE: Sir, can the Minister provide specific details on
the measures being implemented to ensure the integrity of the examination
process and prevent future incidents of paper leaks including any technological
advancements or additional security protocols? Given the recurrence of such
issues — it is 70 times in seven years — how does the Minister plan to restore trust
in the system?
SHRI DHARMENDRA PRADHAN: Hon. Speaker, Sir, hon. Member has raised a
question regarding question paper leaks for 70 times in the last seven years. With
full responsibility, | would like to submit in the House through you, Sir, that there is
no evidence of paper leak of any number in the last seven years ... (Interruptions)
There are incidents. This case is already in the Supreme Court....
(Interruptions) All the things have come out. Every question has been put in front
of the Supreme Court. CBI is investing this matter ... (Interruptions) With full
responsibility, | can say that more than 240 examinations have been conducted
by NTA; more than five crore students have applied and more than 4 and half a
crore students have successfully participated in the examinations. These are all

facts in record.
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SHRI B. MANICKAM TAGORE: Sir, in light of the severe breach in the
examination process and its significant impact over 24 lakh students, does the
Minister accept the responsibility for these failures? Given the gravity of the
situation and the accountability and integrity of the Office, will the Minister
consider resigning?

SHRI DHARMENDRA PRADHAN: Speaker, Sir, | am here at the mercy of my
leader, the hon. Prime Minister. ... (Interruptions) Whenever the question of
accountability comes, my Government is collectively answerable to that.
(Interruptions)

As far as anomalies and some information of malpractices are concerned,
yes, out of 4700 centres, there is an incident of anomaly only at one place in
Patna and surrounding points. Due to proactive approach of Bihar Police,
(Interruptions) The Central Bureau of Investigation is getting into the details.
Some action has also been taken. We are hiding nothing. Everything is on
record. There is only one incident, that is, in or around Patna and the Bihar
Police and the CBI are proactively taking action on that. ... (Interruptions)

DR. KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY: Sir, it is unfortunate that the hon. Prime
Minister is not here for this discussion where an issue of national importance is
being discussed. ... (Interruptions) The hon. Prime Minister should be here. He
could have waited for five minutes. ... (Interruptions)

practised in an individual State or not. We have asked a question to know
whether there is any proposal to scrap NEET or not. That question is loaded with
deaths of so many students starting from Anitha. ... (Interruptions) So many
students have died because of NEET and they come out with a single line: “At
present, there is no proposal to scrap NEET-UG.” We, probably, should write it on
the students’ death bed that the Government is saying that they have no proposal
to scrap this thing. | request that this Government should scrap NEET. They are
talking so much about the Constitution. They are talking about samvidhaan and
other things during the Emergency period. ...

SHRI DHARMENDRA PRADHAN: Speaker, Sir, let me inform this august House
about the background of NEET. | would like to inform this august House when
this singular all India examination pattern has been decided. | am putting the facts
in front of this august House. In 2010, for the first time, this decision had been
taken by the then Government. ... (Interruptions) Everybody knows who was in

the Government in 2010 and who had supported this Government.
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(Interruptions) Subsequently, twice, this issue had been raised before the hon.
Supreme Court. Both the times, the hon. Supreme Court had recommended for a
single examination at the all-India level. Initially, this examination was conducted
by CBSE. ... (Interruptions) Subsequently, this new agency, the National Testing
Agency, has been assigned to conduct this examination. This is a continuous
process from 2010 onwards. ... (Interruptions) Those who had decided to conduct
this examination in those days, due to political reasons, they are raising fingers
today. ... (Interruptions) There is a categorical answer from the Government that
due to Supreme Court’s guidance and instruction, a single all-India pattern
examination is going on very successfully. ... (Interruptions)
SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN: Sir, Question No. 16.... (Interruptions) Sir, the
basic issue before us is that the credibility of competitive examinations has
already been lost. About 24 lakh students appeared for the NEET-UG this time.
Corruption had started right from the date of registration. This time, the
registration date and also the time-limit for correcting and updating other
information was also extended. Moreover, the leakage of paper has also
happened in Patna. After all these things, now, the future of students is in big
danger. They are very much apprehensive, and all of them are approaching us as
people’s representatives.

Sir, the point is that CBI investigation is going on. So far, only one FIR has
been registered. The CBI investigation is going on and a committee has also

been constituted to look into the matter. Since it is a matter which is concerning
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the people at large, | think, this is the right forum in which this matter has to be
discussed.

My question is regarding the Centres of Excellence like AIIMS, JIPMER....
(Interruptions) | would like to ask whether a separate competitive test will be
conducted. Moreover, in order to examine in detail, would a Joint Parliamentary
Committee be constituted to investigate into this matter? That is the specific
question | am asking.

SHRI DHARMENDRA PRADHAN: Hon. Speaker Sir, as | said in my previous
reply, there is a background why this pattern of NEET examination is conducted.
With utmost respect to this House, | am again politely saying that due to different
views, the hon. Supreme Court has categorically said twice that this centralised
pattern of examination has to be there. ... (Interruptions) Regarding some
anomalies, the Government has nothing to hide. We have put all the facts before
the Supreme Court. Right now, the Supreme Court is hearing that case. ...
(Interruptions) It would be proper to just wait and watch what instructions the hon.

Supreme Court will give. This House is open to any kind of discussion. ...

‘zero fee’ for incorporation has been brought in for companies with authorised
capital of up to Rs. 15 lakh which means, for small companies, which have small
capital with which they start their business, there is no fee charged. These steps
are also taken for ease of doing business other than simultaneously acting on
reducing the pendency in the courts. Therefore, this question which relates to
ease of doing business and reduction of pendency also has both sides on which
the hon. Minister of State is trying to answer.

Sir, with regard to the most important question which Shri Jagdambika Pal
raised about the SEBI, | want to underline the fact that the reforms, which have
been brought by the SEBI, particularly within the timelines which have been given
for settlement of claims are remarkable steps taken forward, and the markets and
the companies have also benefited from it.

So, the question that
was getting answered by our new MoS actually had a larger context on which the
written answer is far more comprehensive than what the hon. Minister has tried to
start answering with, but the new Ministers will take a bit of while, but we should
listen to them, and | would request all of us to kindly accommodate their attempt
to answer.

What is the Ministry doing about giving some
attention to the staffing crisis in the NCLATSs, and in particular, for the Southern
States? Would she be able to consider a separate NCLAT for a State like Kerala

where our cases are pending for so long?
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SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: It sounds very interesting to say that |
have given a laundry list, but we have done so many reforms. So, we need to list
it all. And | appeal to the hon. Member to read it so that he can differentiate
between a typical laundry list and the list of actions taken for reforming the
process. Hon. Member, Shri Shashi Tharoor should actually differentiate between
a typical laundry list and the list of reforms undertaken by us.

So, with that said, | quite agree with the hon. Member. Staffing and filling
up the vacancies of NCLT and NCLAT is a challenge which we are trying to meet.
We are certainly conducting periodical interviews and also advertising positions
and working with the Supreme Court, so that we get the right members to appoint
them in the various company law Tribunals. Yes, it is a truth that there is only one
NCLAT and that is located in Tamil Nadu. | am sure that the Southern States
would find that it is not located in the North, but it is in Chennai and therefore, for
now at least, the NCLAT in Chennai would serve the purpose. However, | do
appreciate that we need to have greater number of Appellate Tribunals but this is
not something which | can just do ... (Interruptions). Sir, my mic is off. So, it is not
only the Opposition Members’ mics which are getting off, even mine is off, if that
satisfies you! ... (Interruptions) Sir, but my answer is not complete. Both NCLT
and NCLAT appointments are being taken up seriously by all of us. We are trying
to fill it up speedily. Let me assure the hon. Member that filling up these positions

SHRI BENNY BEHANAN (CHALAKUDY): Madam, | am standing here to bring
to your attention the pressing matter of heavy rainfall casualties in the State of
Kerala. The State of Kerala is in a grave situation where unprecedented floods
have caused havoc in the State, resulting in extensive loss of lives and
properties, displacement of thousands of people and substantial damage of
crops, livestock and infrastructure. The latest State-wise rainfall distribution data
from the Indian Meteorological Department indicates that Kerala experienced the
second highest percentage of rainfall during the last week with an accumulation
of 8.45 centimetres of rain.

| am deeply saddened to report that last week six individuals tragically lost
their lives in various rain-related incidents across the State.

As on July 17th, around 474 individuals from 143 families have been shifted
to 31 relief camps across the State. Besides, power voltage and other
infrastructural damages have been affecting the lives of several people in the
State. According to the Kerala State Electricity Board, more than a thousand
electric poles and several transformers have collapsed during the heavy rain.
This has caused a loss of lakhs of rupees.

Keeping in view the magnitude of this disaster, | urge the Central
Government to provide immediate assistance to Kerala State to support rescue

and relief operations and further allot necessary resources for rehabilitation and
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reconstruction efforts. Also, a comprehensive package should be considered to
support the State of Kerala.

ADV. ADOOR PRAKASH (ATTINGAL): Madam, | would like to draw the urgent
attention of the Government to the recurring accidents and human casualties
occurring at Muthalappozhi fishing harbour in my constituency Attingal, Kerala.
More than 75 fishermen have lost their lives due to accidents in Muthalappozhi
harbour. This year itself, a dozen accidents occurred in this harbour in which four
fishermen have died. Continuous accidents are happening due to faulty
construction of the breakwater. The local people and fishermen are alleging that
the unscientific construction is the main reason for accidents there.

Madam, since 2019, | have been continuously raising the issue of
Muthalappozhi harbour in Parliament and also with the Union Ministry of
Fisheries, and have been demanding a scientific solution to the problem. But it is
unfortunate that corrective measures are getting delayed while such tragedies

occur frequently.
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Madam, it is also necessary to enhance the safety measures and deploy
permanent a rescue operation team at Muthalappozhi. Around 25,000 fishermen
from the region depend upon the Muthalappozhi harbour for their livelihood.
Therefore, immediate measures are required to find out a permanent solution to
avoid further tragedies. | request the Union Government to implement a special

project for ensuring safety of this harbour. Thank you.

*SHRI D. M. KATHIR ANAND (VELLORE): Hon. Chairperson, Vanakkam. | wish
to raise an important issue in this august House. My Vellore parliamentary
constituency had played a significant role in the national freedom struggle. The
first revolt of Indian Independence was started in Vellore. There is an empty
ground surrounding the Vellore Fort where great leaders like Mahatma Gandhi,
Jawaharlal Nehru and K. Kamaraj had addressed the public gatherings. Many
public events were organised in the past. Hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu
Thalapathi Shri M.K. Stalin has implemented several welfare schemes for the
people from this very important fort ground.

Madam, through you, | would like to put forward a request for Kalahandi
district for executing a very old project which was surveyed and put up for
execution connecting Rahul and Utei river under the National River Linking
Project for irrigation purposes at Karlamunda and Madanpur Rampur blocks of
Kalahandi district. This will solve the drought situation which affects the poor

farmers and their families because of water shortage. It will also improve irrigation
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and provide water to villages which are completely rice-farming areas and totally
dependent on rain water and river water. It will increase the ground water level
and allow people to fill the water tanks which stay dry for most of the year causing
major water problems and shortages in villages. Irrigation water is a big problem
of the farmers in both the blocks of Karlamunda and Madanpur Rampur of
Kalahandi. As you all know, Kalahandi was once very infamous as the poor and
famine-stricken district of India. But today Kalahandi has worked very hard and
developed, and it is wanting to become the highest rice-producing district of
Odisha but a few blocks still face water insufficiency.

Hence, | would request you once again to please sanction this project as it
would irrigate two big blocks of Kalahandi — Karlamunda and Madanpur Rampur.

of Dharashiv Lok Sabha constituency for electing me to Lok Sabha for the second
consecutive term just to serve them and solve their problems.

| would like to raise the issue related to crop insurance in Maharashtra.
Whether this scheme is being run for the benefit of the farmers or for the
insurance companies is the question.

Under the Pradhan Mantri Crop Insurance Scheme, during the years 2016-
2023 from my Maharashtra State, Rs 33,060 crore has been paid to various
companies. The insurance companies have paid Rs 23,874 crore to farmers as
crop insurance compensation, out of which the net profit of Rs 9,186 crore has
accrued to the insurance companies during 2016-2020. This scheme is not being
run for the benefit of the farmers but for the benefit of the companies.

So, | would like to request the Union Government that some policy related
changes should be made. We are paying around Rs. 18,000 per hectare as a
premium to the insurance companies, including the shares of State, Central
Government as well as the farmers.

In Dharashiv district, around 7, 53,382 farmers insured their crops in the

year 2023. But out of this, around 5,19, 273 farmers are still deprived of insurance

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benefits. In Barshi Tehsil, 88,560 farmers chose the insurance scheme but all of
them are still waiting for compensation. In Ausa Tehsil, out of 1,27,381 farmers
33605 farmers are still deprived. In Nilanga Tehsil, out of 1,46,716 farmers,
around 49,185 farmers have not received insurance benefits yet.

A circular dated 30/04/2024 issued by the office of Ministry of Agriculture
during the General Elections clearly shows that the Central Government is
completely supporting the insurance companies. | would like to draw your
attention towards the fact that this circular was issued in the middle of the election
process. This circular is discriminatory and unjust and barring the farmers from
availing the insurance benefits.

| have written to the hon. Agriculture Minister in this connection and | would
like to request Union Government through you, to withdraw this circular and also
to make some changes in the crop insurance scheme. Instead of paying this
amount of Rs. 18,000 to insurance companies, the Government should pay it to
the farmers directly. Thank You.

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*SHRI G. LAKSHMINARAYANA (ANANTAPUR): | thank the Chairperson for
allowing me to speak here for the first time. | thank our leader and Chief Minister
Nara Chandrababu Naidu, Nara Lokesh and Nandamuri Balakrishna for giving
me an opportunity to become an MP.

| also thank the people of my constituency for electing me as an MP by
giving a thumping majority in the elections. | would like to raise the following
matter.*

Madam, | wish to raise an urgent issue in this august House regarding
resumption and completion of NH-67 from Karnataka-Andhra Border to Gooty
Section. The upgradation of NH-67 from the Karnataka-Andhra Border to Gooty
section, sanctioned under NHDP-IV with an investment of Rs. 995.09 crores, has
faced severe delays. Originally scheduled for completion by October 2018, the
project has been stalled for over one and a half years, impacting road safety and
regional development. The incomplete section, particularly between Guntakal and
Gooty, is plagued with potholes, unmarked debris and inadequate drainage.
These hazardous conditions have led to frequent accidents, including fatalities
and have severely disrupted daily commutes. The ongoing delays are not only
compromising safety, but are also impeding economic growth in the region.

There is one more proposal pending regarding upgradation of the existing
State Highway road from Yemmiganur on NH-167 at km 94/400 connecting
Yemmiganur, Pattikonda, Uravakonda, Kalyandurg, Pavagada and terminating at

its junction with NH 544 E near Madakasira at km 60/200 in the State of Andhra

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Pradesh. The proposal for upgradation of the NH submitted to the MoRT&H, New
Delhi on 21.6.2022. The length included 69.237 kms in Kurnool district.

There is one more proposal pending for upgradation of existing State
Highway 410 Bellary- Bommanahal - N. Gundlapalli via Veparalla road from km
14.640 to km 52.673 in the State of Andhra Pradesh and MDR from km 2.550 to
km 14.640 in the State of Karnataka. The proposal dated 24.4.2022 was
submitted to the Principal Secretary to the Government of India, MORT&H.

The timely completion of these projects is crucial for meeting the
infrastructure needs and improving connectivity in the region. Our people's lives,
safety, and economic well-being depend on it. Let us not fail them. Let us act with
urgency and responsibility which this situation demands.

SHRI P. P. CHAUDHARY (PALI): Madam, thank you for affording me an
opportunity to speak on one of the very important Constitutional issues in the
country. Recently, the Kerala Government has issued an order on 15.7.2024
whereby Dr. Vasuki, an IAS officer, has been appointed as the Foreign Secretary.
She was required to perform all the matters relating to the external affairs,
external cooperation, coordination and supervision, and incidental thereto. | would
like to submit that on matters relating to external coordination, cooperation and
supervision meant to deal with various nations, Indian Embassies and Missions
abroad, the function can only be performed as per the Constitutional mandate by
the Government of India as per the Business Rules through the Ministry of

External Affairs. So, the action on the part of the Kerala Government issuing such

type of order and appointing one of the IAS officers as Foreign Secretary to deal
with the external affairs matters is nothing but unconstitutional.

It is an encroachment on the subject which has been given to the Union
Government under the Union List. This is a blatant outreach. Is the Kerala
Government treating itself as a separate nation? So, my submission is that it is
expected from the Kerala Government at least to see List | that pertains to the
Union subjects from item Nos. 10 to 14. | would like to read these subjects so
that the Kerala Government can read again these subjects which are related to
List I, that is the Union List. These subjects and these matters are mandated for
the Government of India. These functions are to be performed by the Ministry of
External Affairs, not by the Kerala Government. The Kerala Government is not
competent to issue such types of orders. | would like to read List |—Union List
from item Nos. 10 to 14:

“10. Foreign affairs; all matters which bring the Union into relation

with any foreign country. 11. Diplomatic, consular and trade

representation. 12. United Nations Organisation. 13. Participation in

international conferences, associations and other bodies and
implementing of decisions made thereat. 14. Entering into treaties

and agreements with foreign countries and implementing of treaties,

agreements and conventions with foreign countries.”

So, the order issued by the Kerala Government appointing one of the IAS

officers as Foreign Secretary is unconstitutional.
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SHRI K. C. VENUGOPAL (ALAPPUZHA): Thank you, Madam, for giving me an
opportunity. This issue is one of the most serious issues which is concerning the
human life of the people of Kerala. Invasion by wild animals in human habitation
is happening day by day in Kerala. There is an alarming rise in human-animal
conflicts, especially involving elephants, tigers and wild boars. Last year itself,
these conflicts claimed around 100 lives. Over 10 fatalities have already been
reported this year. In Wayanad district alone, four people have been killed within
the past three-four months. Almost the entire agriculture plantation has been
disturbed due to this man-animal conflict. In response, the Kerala Cabinet has
declared this situation as a State-level disaster.

The situation in Kerala is not a unique situation. The national data reveals
that there have been over 1500 deaths from elephant attacks and 125 deaths
from tiger attacks between 2019 and 2022 that happened in Kerala. We are not
against animals. But there is value of human life. We are asking for a proactive
action from the Centre for the last so many years. The entire population of Kerala
is asking for rescue from the Central Government. But there is no response at all.
In February, the Kerala Assembly called for amendments to the Wildlife
Protection Act. Of course, the Wildlife Protection Act was passed with a
progressive mind. We agree. But now the problem is to see whether human life
is important or not. Everyday people are in a great distress. People from the
entire Kerala especially people who are residing near the forest area are greatly
concerned about their livelihood and their lives. We need to intervene in that.

Therefore, my submission is this. The Government of India is not taking any
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action. People are telling that the State Government is also not taking any action.
Smart early warning system is not much effective. Strategic Rapid Reforms
Teams have not been effective at all.

Regarding cutting-edge equipment and training, there is no sufficient
equipment. Same is the case with community involvement through Jana
Jagratha Samithies. These are all there for namesake only. But in effect, in
reality what is happening is that everyday, human life is in danger. Therefore, the
Kerala Assembly unanimously passed a Resolution. | am quoting that
Resolution:

“To amend the Wildlife Protection Act, 1972 including sub-section (2)

of Section 5 delegating all the powers of Chief Wild Life Warden

conferred under clause (a) of sub-section 1 of Section 11 of the

Wildlife Protection Act, 1972 to the Chief Conservator of Forests so

as to enable them to take immediate action.”

The Government of India has to make amendments immediately to the
Forests Act.

CAPTAIN VIRIATO FERNANDES (SOUTH GOA): Thank you, hon. Chairperson,
for giving me an opportunity to speak on this very important matter of urgent
public importance. | am a first-time Member of Parliament from South Goa. The
whole world knows Goa as the most beautiful place, a paradise on earth. But in
the last few years, we have seen that a conspiracy is being done by thrusting
several projects on Goa without taking the people into confidence. In 2016, they
took our six rivers in the name of nationalization. Thereafter, during COVID-19
lockdown, they brought railway line projects, like double-tracking project,
expansion of roadways and the Tamnar Transmission project. We have with us
the documentary proof that the purpose behind all this is to bring out coal and
convert Goa into a coal hub. Madam, after liberation of Goa in 1961 from the
Portuguese rule, the only organized sector which is remaining today is the
tourism sector because ban on mining in the State took place in 2012. The
Agriculture Department is not doing that well. There have been efforts by youth,
the private players to revive agriculture in the State. A humble request to this
Government is to take the people of Goa into confidence, and not to convert Goa
into a coal hub because the only sector which is giving employment to the people
of Goa is tourism. Converting Goa into a coal hub will destroy Goa completely.

Honourable Chairperson, through you | would like to raise a matter before the
Honourable Railway Minister. Our Cooch Behar is the deemed as the city of
kings. New Coochbehar Railway Station is operational in the service of the
commuters. The rail line that connects New Coochbehar Railway Station with
Alipuraduar- adjacent to the Alipuraduar Main Road has a level crossing where
commuters get stuck for many hours. To address this issue, the Railway
department had initiated the work to construct a Railway overbridge, but the work
has been stalled for a long time. If the Railway Ministry informs us why the work
has been stalled and can take measures to escalate the work, that would suffice.

If the Honourable Railway Minister reconstructs
the railway route and if it can be extended to Kolkata via Rangpur, Bangladesh-
the distance between Kolkata or Southern India or Western India from the
Eastern part of India will be reduced by 300-400 kilometres.

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(v) Regarding upgradation of immigration and other facilities
at Shamsabad Airport
SHRI MADHAVANENI RAGHUNANDAN RAO (MEDAK): Shamsabad airport is
located near Hyderabad and it serves Telangana, parts of Karnataka and Andhra
Pradesh. It is an international airport which serves multiple States. There are
lakhs of workers from Telangana in the Gulf and Middle East. There is intense
traffic between Hyderabad and the Gulf. Hyderabad is also one of the most
important centres of software development and exports from India. Air Traffic has
been increasing steadily from Hyderabad. There is a need to upgrade immigration
and other facilities at Shamsabad airport to reduce delays and crowding. Traffic
volumes have increased and comparable immigration counters and personnel are
needed. The Government should also consider over-night facilities for the

Telangana Gulf workers who get stranded at night due to delays.

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(x) Need to constitute DISHA Committees in the districts and convene
their regular meetings under the Chairmanship of
Members of Parliament
DR. JAYANTA KUMAR ROY (JALPAIGURI): Madam, the District Development
Coordination and Monitoring Committees (DISHA committees), which are
essential for monitoring various Government of India programmes and promoting
synergy and convergence among stakeholders, have not been constituted in
several districts. According to the DISHA guidelines of 2022, district-level DISHA
meetings should be held at least once every quarter. However, it has come to
light that no such meetings have been convened in many of the districts of West
Bengal. In a letter dated January 1, 2024, from the SRD to the Chief Secretaries
of the States and UTs, it was noted that 22 districts in West Bengal have not held
a single DISHA committee meeting since April 2022. The absence of these
meetings hinders the collaboration between local and national representatives
and authorities, negatively affecting the review of public works, quality
expenditure, optimization of public funds, and programme implementation
monitoring. Therefore, | request the hon. Minister of Rural Development to issue
strict instructions to the concerned District Collector/Magistrate/Deputy
Commissioner to take the necessary steps to constitute DISHA committees in the
districts and convene regular meetings under the Chairmanship of Members of

Parliament.

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(xii) Need to fill up the vacancies of Loco Pilots in various Railway Zones

SHRI V. K. SREEKANDAN (PALAKKAD): The loco pilots drive trains over long
distances, far from home, and are often pressed into duty without adequate
breaks and this causes great stress and lapses in concentration which is a major
cause of train accidents in the country and this has been acknowledged by the
Railways in multiple reports. The loco pilots have been demanding a weekly rest
of 46 hours. They also demand that two consecutive nights of duty should be
followed by one-night rest and trains should have basic amenities for drivers.
Over the past four years, the Railways Recruitment Board has not recruited even
a single loco pilot despite tens of thousands of vacancies. Shockingly, the country
has been witnessing frequent train accidents, and the recent one occurred was
on 17.6.2024, kiling more than 15 people on board, near Jalpaiguri. This
happened just one year after a major train accident involving three trains at
Balasore, which killed more than 300 people on 02.6.2023. Therefore, | urge
upon the Government to fill up thousands of vacancies of loco pilots on a time-
bound basis as well as all other vacant posts of all Railway Zones relating to the

safe running of trains in the country.
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(xiii) Regarding development of new airports in Telangana

SHRI RAMASAHAYAM RAGHURAM REDDY (KHAMMAM): Presently,
Telangana has only one functional airport — Rajiv Gandhi International Airport at
Shamshabad on the outskirts of Hyderabad. The Telangana Government is
actively pursuing the development of three new greenfield airports and the revival
of three existing brownfield airports. The three new airports are proposed to be
established at Bhadradri Kothagudem, Jakranpally in Nizamabad District and
Mahabubnagar. Similarly, the existing airports in Warangal Urban District
(Mamnoor village), Basanthnagar in Peddapally District, and Adilabad District are
being revived.

Currently, the international airport at Shamshabad on the outskirts of
Hyderabad is Telangana's primary civil aviation facility. Demands for some more
airports have arisen due to the long distance of the State capital from the
proposed districts. The Airports Authority of India (AAl) had conducted a Techno-
Economic Feasibility Study (TEFS), an Obstacle Limitation Surfaces (OLS)
survey, soil testing and other tests for all the six sites and submitted the reports.
The construction work on these sites would begin once the AAl and the Ministry
of Civil Aviation give all the necessary clearances. Hence, | would like to request
the hon. Minister for Civil Aviation to issue the necessary clearances and to

expedite the works of the proposed six airports in Telangana.

(xv) Regarding rising cases of anaemia among women and children

SHRI PRADYUT BORDOLOI (NAGAON): There has been a concerning rise in
anaemia amongst women and children in recent years. According to NHFS-5
data, anaemia amongst women aged between 15 and 49 has risen by nearly 20
percentage points, compared to NHFS-4. Nagaon and Morigaon districts in my
constituency too have witnessed steep rises in the prevalence of anaemia
amongst women in this age group. In pregnant women, anaemia can lead to
premature deliveries and higher maternal and infant mortality rates. Overall, it
reduces individuals’ productivity, increases susceptibility to infections and
hampers one’s recovery from illness.

| therefore urge the Government to address this matter immediately and
adopt a wide approach to this issue. Since anaemia is more prevalent amongst
women than men, | urge upon the Government to conduct studies into whether
this arises from gender inequalities in household food consumption and access to
iron-rich foods. | also urge upon the Government to include targeted social
interventions for women and girls in Assam, under the community mobilisation
activities through the Anaemia Mukt Bharat scheme. Lastly, the Government
should strengthen surveillance systems for the collection of anaemia-related data

to ensure a regular flow of information to policy-makers.
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(xvi) Regarding development of Greenfield Airport at Sabarimala
in Kottayam district, Kerala
SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): | request the Government to kindly
expedite the procedures for granting approval to the Greenfield Airport near
Sabarimala, Kottayam District, Kerala. It is learned that the environmental
clearance is pending before the Central Government. Sabarimala, one of the
largest pilgrim centres, is located adjacent to the proposed airport, where more
than four crore devotees of Lord Ayyappa pay homage every year. The proposed
airport will be a blessing to NRIs as well. A large chunk of the NRI population
from Kerala is within a radius of 30 kilometers from the proposed airport. The
proposed airport will be a boost for the transportation and export of commercial
and agricultural crops and will also help in the promotion of tourism destinations
in Idukki, Kottayam, Kollam and Pathanamthitta Districts. Therefore, | request the
Government to kindly expedite the procedures to grant all required clearances to

the Sabarimala airport in Kerala.
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(xvii) Regarding implementation of Coastal Regulation Zone (CRZ) in Kerala

SHRI K. C. VENUGOPAL (ALAPPUZHA): | would like to point out a serious
concern affecting one of the most marginalized sections of our country: the
fishermen, in relation to the complex and inconsistently enforced Coastal
Regulation Zone (CRZ) regulations in coastal regions particularly in Kerala. The
regulations limit fishermen's access to traditional fishing grounds and restrict
activities essential for their livelihood. There is widespread anxiety within these
communities about potential displacement due to CRZ norms. Fishermen, who
have lived in coastal areas for generations, are worried about being forced to
relocate if their homes and settlements are deemed illegal under the new
regulations. Additionally, infrastructure development in coastal areas is being
severely hampered by these regulations. The construction of necessary facilities
like fish landing centres, storage units, and processing units, which are crucial for
the fishing industry, is being affected. They face potential fines and the need to
invest in alternative, compliant infrastructure, which adds to their financial burden.
For a community already struggling with various challenges, these additional
costs can be overwhelming. It is imperative that we address these concerns and
work towards a more balanced approach that protects the environment while also

safeguarding the livelihoods of our fishermen.

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(xx) Regarding completion of Shyampur to Bagnan Railway Line in
Uluberia Parliamentary Constituency

SHRIMATI SAJDA AHMED (ULUBERIA): | would like to draw the kind attention
of the Government towards a long-pending demand of the people of my
Parliamentary Constituency, which pertains to the Ministry of Railways.

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(xxi) Regarding soil erosion caused by Ganga river

SHRI KHALILUR RAHAMAN (JANGIPUR): Ganga, the maijor river that flows
through Murshidabad district, plays a major role in the financial and agricultural
sectors. Ganga erosion is a major concern for the people of Murshidabad district,
especially of Lalgola, Raghunathganj-Il, Suti-1 and Samserganj Block. The most
affected areas in Samserganj Block are Nurpur GP and Giria GP of Suti -1 block.
Lots of houses, schools, temples, mosques, and crematoriums on the bank of the
river have no trace left. In August 2020, nearly after 50 years, this region faced
such a huge erosion which washed away dwelling places, temples, schools, litchi
and mango orchards, and agricultural lands right along the river bank. More than
1,10,000 households have been identified as vulnerable to Ganga erosion.
Erosion is a serious issue that needs urgent intervention. People are petrified and
losing their last hope to live as they lost everything they had. | strongly demand
that a permanent action should be taken to stop erosion caused by the Ganga.
Along with that, | would appeal the Government to rehabilitate those homeless
people who have lost everything due to erosion. The Farakka Barrage project
has huge pieces of vacant land in which families who have lost their homes can
be rehabilitated.

(xxv) Regarding safety of passengers travelling in local trains in Mumbai

SHRI ANIL YESHWANT DESAI (MUMBAI SOUTH-CENTRAL): Mumbai is the
financial capital of the country and local trains are the life line of Mumbai. Spread
over 390 KM, the suburban railway operates 2,342 train services for more than
7.5 million commuters daily. This local train network is very vast and dependable
but if we compare it with the population, we found it quite inadequate. During
peak hours, it is almost a herculean task to enter any compartment or come out of
it. Large number of passengers lost lives every year in local train accidents. About
2,590 commuters lost their lives on Mumbai’s suburban rail network in 2023,
averaging seven deaths daily. Trespassing falls from trains, and accidents
involving gaps or poles are some primary causes, accounting for nearly five
fatalities daily. Sometimes commuting in Mumbai locals is equals to a warzone,
given the higher death rate compared to soldiers on active duty in other cities.
Coming to college or going to work is like going to war, as the fatalities are more
than the number of soldiers dying in active duty. |, therefore, request railway
authorities to ensure the safety of passengers and ensure comfortable journey for

lakhs of local trains passengers in Mumbai.

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(xxvii) Regarding problems faced by fishermen community in Tirupati
Parliamentary Constituency
SHRI MADDILA GURUMOORTHY (TIRUPATI): The Tirupati Parliamentary
Constituency has a coastal line of 75 kms. and Pullicat Salt Lake. There are
nearly 20,000 fishermen residing in my Parliamentary Constituency. They are
from very poor backgrounds and mainly depend on traditional fishing methods for
their livelihood by using motorboats with SHP engines and county craft.

For the past 20 years, they have been facing issues with the fishermen
from the neighbouring States of Tamil Nadu & Puducherry. The fishermen from
the neighbouring States are illegally entering the Reserved Zone with their heavy
mechanized boats with engine capacity of 400 to 500 HP and are damaging the
local fishermen's boats and nets. The fishermen from neighbouring States are not
only causing financial damage but also attacking our fishermen with weapons
(iron rods, iron balls, and chains). Many of our fishermen got injured during the
attacks.

It is a sensitive law and order issue between two States. | would, therefore
earnestly request the Union Government for prompt action in resolving long-

standing issues and for the sustainable future of our fishermen community.
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(xxviii) Regarding setting up of a Cardiology Department in ESI Model and
Super Speciality Hospital in Kollam, Kerala

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): The insured persons depend on
ESI Model and Super Speciality Hospital in Asramam, Kollam, Kerala and are
facing difficulty due to lack of infrastructure and qualified doctors in Super
Speciality Departments.

The vertical expansion and allied infrastructure developments are kept idle.
No progress has taken place in infrastructure development. There is deficiency of
doctors, paramedical staff and manpower. The cardiology treatment has been
stopped. The ESIC terminated the agency engaged for Cardiology treatment in
PPP model. No alternate arrangement has been made. Other Super Speciality
Departments are also facing difficulty due to lack of infrastructure development
and manpower. The insured persons and their dependents are facing problems
due to lack of infrastructure and manpower. Urgent action is required to resolve
the issues.

Hence, | urge upon the Government to initiate action for infrastructure
development and setting up of a Cardiology Department, appointment of super-

speciality qualified doctors in Cardiology and other super-speciality Departments.
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(xxix) Need for setting up of a mega steel plant in Keonjhar

SHRI ANANTA NAYAK (KEONJHAR): Madam, Keonjhar is part of the mineral
rich Singhbhum-Keonjhar Corridor bordering the south of Jharkhand and a large
part of this Corridor falls in this district. This district has one of the largest and
most developed iron ore reserves in Asia with the iron ore mineral reserve of
2,500 million tonnes much of which is exported by the Government. Despite being
rich in natural resources like iron ore and other minerals, this district is highly
backward and there are very few employment opportunities for the youth in this
area due to which the youth have to migrate to other States for employment.

For optimum utilisation of availability of high-quality iron ore, there is a need
to establish a mega steel plant in this district, which will not only lead to the all-
round development of the district but it will also provide employment opportunities
to the youth. The necessary infrastructure like port connectivity, railway
connectivity, and national highway connectivity is well placed.

Therefore, | request the Government to take immediate steps towards
setting up a mega steel plant in Keonjhar so that there can be proper
development of this area and the employment related problem of the youth can

be solved.

(xxx) Regarding problem of drought and depleting ground water level in
Karnataka

DR. K. SUDHAKAR (CHIKKBALLAPUR): Sir, Karnataka experienced one of the
most severe droughts in the year 2023. The droughts have had a profound impact
on almost all the talukas within our State with small and marginal farmers being
the most severely affected. In my constituency of Chikkaballapur, and in the
neighbouring Kolar and Tumkur districts which have a significant farming
population, people play a crucial role in providing sustenance to the urban city of
Bengaluru. Unfortunately, the groundwater levels have witnessed a significant
depletion over the years. The underground water has dropped as deep as 1,500
feet. It is imperative that we find a permanent solution to address this pressing
issue.

Instead of finding a permanent solution, the State Government is trying to
utilise the STP water and they are filling up the ponds and lakes in these districts.
We do not know the effects of using the STP water. 80 lakh people are using
water for their agriculture and drinking purposes. This may be one of the rare
cases in the entire country that the STP water is being utilised to fill up the tanks
and use this water for agriculture and drinking purpose. One potential solution
could be the transportation of at least 5 tmc of water from the Krishna River to our
region through construction of canals and completion of Yettinahole Project at the
earliest. Also, special river catchment improvement plans have to be enabled for

Palar, Ponnaiyar, and Pennar rivers. The basin, river banks and drainage of these

rivers must be protected and desilting should be done. In addition, it is crucial to
revitalize and restore the village ponds and other water structures in the area.
Therefore, | earnestly request the Government to consider my request for finding
a permanent solution to this crisis to save the lives of not just humans but also of

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SHRI D. M. KATHIR ANAND (VELLORE): Sir, the modern Olympic Games are
leading international sports events featuring summer and winter sports
competitions in which thousands of athletes from around the world participate.
India has the world’s largest population which is one-sixth of the global population
and India is the 9" largest economy. We also have the biggest democratic
existence. The question arises, despite having a population of over a billion, why
India lags behind in the race of Olympic glory. Every self-respecting Indian knows
that India's strike rate at the Olympics has been less than encouraging.

After a century since its first participation in Olympics, India, a nation with a
population of 1.3 billion has merely 28 medals to its name. The United States of
America, on the other hand, leads the medal tally with 2,522 medals. This clearly
is not the case of population of a country which can be said is directly proportional
to the number of medals.

India has managed to put a man in space, led many scientific discoveries,
forced the world to acknowledge India's stride in the field of defence and science
& technology. Indian cricket team is considered to be one of the world's best
teams. Why are we not able to bring the same dedication and integrity to sports in
general and the Olympic Games in particular? In fact, being the second most
populous and the most democratic country in the world hinders our attempts to
harvest a rich haul of medals at the Olympics.

Now let me discuss this in detail. Where does India lack in the Olympic
competition? We give a lot of importance to cricket. We, as a country, are

obsessed with a singular sport and that is cricket. It is only during major events
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like Olympics when other sports are given a part of the limelight and fan cheering.
For the rest of the year, we stay ignorant of who's who of other sports. They are
promoted less and there are fewer sponsors for the other sports. There are even
less fans hooting and cheering them to do better.

Sir, we do lack proper infrastructure, and sports infrastructure in particular,
for training and practice sessions of athletes that could make them more
competent and well equipped to deal with world class competitors. It would have
been far better if our athletes could get access to better infrastructure and get to
play all across the country to stay practised.

Heads of sports organizations are simply people favoured by the Ruling
Party. They have no idea of the sports or their necessities and have chosen to
leave the people who are serious about sports.

There is lack of encouragement. Right from the very beginning, youth in
India are discouraged from pursuing a career in sports. Our parents are obsessed
with the likes of medical and engineering education. And for girls, the scenario is
even worse with the list of drawbacks and hindrances they have to face before
they could persuade their parents to allow them to play. Most of them are forced
to quit sports in order to do something that would give them better job security.

Sir, athletes do not receive proper funding to meet their needs. Sportsmen
do not have constant source of income and no help is given by the Government in
their early stages of training. Some researches prove that the athletes of the

leading nations are genetically and physically fitter than our people. They get
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proper nutrition that is required for a sportsperson with all the necessary elements
while our athletes rely on their own little efforts to stay strong and fit.

Sir, poor administration is also another reason. No proper governing of
administrative issues is the prime concern with Indian sports. Non-involvement of
ex-sportsmen in administrative staff is also a major reason why India lacks in this
sector. Our economy has been prospering and allotment of funds to different
fields of development has been improving with each year's budget. However,
there is still relatively very less allotment of funds for sports given the sheer
number of youths who are willing to take up sports seriously. We have got lITs
and |IMs, but when will we get a dedicated sports university?

We, as a nation are corrupt to the core regarding sports. Corruption in
sports ensures that affluent candidates score over talented candidates and that is
what refuses to recognize dedicated and talented sportsmen from smaller cities.

Now, | will list out the improvements required that can be done to put our
India on the top edge of the Olympic awards. Khelo India Youth Games, held
annually in January or February, are the national level multidisciplinary grassroots
games in India held for two categories, namely under-17 years school students
and under-21 college students. Every year nearly about 1,000 kids are given
scholarship from Rs. 5,00,000 to Rs. 8,00,000 which is not sufficient. India, being
a developing country, cannot invest a major part of its economy in sports. India
has a huge number of industrialists and businessmen who can easily take up

responsibilities to encourage these talented athletes. We see a lot of marriages
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and public events sponsored by great business people. We have business
magnates in India. But when it comes to sports, the sponsorship is lacking.

There is another big reason why our sportsmen are not achieving. It is
because of criticism. There is a lot of criticism about the performance of Indian
athletes over the years. This decreases their morale. The point is that if we
cannot support them, let us not criticize them. You do not know their stories, their
food facility, coaching, support and money. Still, they made it to the Olympics to
compete with the ones who were trained, supported and recognized well by their
respective country or the Government.

We might have a lot of Dhonis, but it is difficult to find more Mary Koms and
Sania Nehwals owing to the gender discrimination that has paved its way into
sports. Sports and women are the two opposite ends of a pole. The society does
not encourage girls to be an active part of sports. Moreover, they are considered
to be delicate creatures and their potential in sports is questioned. This should be
stopped. There should be special policies to encourage participation of women in
sports.

We are lacking in having transparency in the system. The selection
process of players and Board members needs to be more transparent. The head
post of sports-governing body should be given to an ex-sportsman. This will
create job opportunities for sportsmen as well. Players should be only judged
upon their performance and not on any other factors. More than the nation, the

States have to participate a lot in development of the sports.
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In Tamil Nadu, our Sports Minister Shri Udhayanidhi has been a favourite
Minister among the youth in Tamil Nadu. He has been promoting all the games in
Tamil Nadu. He hosted Khelo India Youth Games which brought great joy to
Tamil Nadu. He hosted a number of national and international sporting events
since 2021, including the 44" Chess Olympiad, the Squash World Cup 2023 and
the Chennai Open Challenger.

The Tamil Nadu Government is also planning to construct six stadiums for
para-athletes, which is happening for the first time in the country. Setting up of
Olympic academies in Chennai, Tiruchi, Madurai and Nilgiris, and the
establishment of the Tamil Nadu Sports Science Centre at Jawaharlal Nehru
Stadium in Chennai are among the effective measures being taken by the
Government to improve sports in the State. Tamil Nadu’s traditional sport of
Silambam has also been included and taken up by the Government, which is a
welcome initiative.

Our Sports Minister Shri Udhayanidhi has also hosted the Chess Olympiad
which has triggered a lot of youth and they have all started practising chess.
Tomorrow, we will have a lot of chess competitors, participants to take part in
international competitions. In Tamil Nadu, all our party members, including DMK,
and also Members of Parliament as well as MLAs, are distributing sports kits.
Our Youth Minister has instructed us to promote sports in various areas.

To conclude, | would like to appreciate this Government also because |
came to know that this is the first time that the Ministry of Defence has

announced that 22 male and two female athletes from the Defence sector are
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participating in the upcoming Olympic Games. This is a great news to us because
participation of Defence sector in the Olympic Games has to be applauded.

Encouragement has to be given from the Indian Government. Olympics is
not just sports. It is not only participation, but it is also an exhibition of talent.
There are a number of youths in villages, in cities, in every nook and corner of
India where they have to be found out and they have to be trained. | am a horse
rider. | know how good an equestrian sport is. When you take up horse riding,
there are two parts in it. One part is the training for the riders and another one is
the training for the horses. We have a lot of good riders but we lack in trainers for
the horses. Good horses have to be procured. Where is the training academy for
the equestrian sport in India?

When we talk about academies, a lot of academies have to be promoted.
Who is going to sponsor for young athletes who are going for the Olympics or any
other National Game? So, the Government has to find it out. We have to leave
away our politics aside. When it comes to India, it has to have an international
value.

Definitely, our Indian team will perform well in the upcoming Olympics, and
| hope they will claim more medals in honour of India. Secondly, in the upcoming
Olympics, definitely, our youth have to participate, and these youths have to be
identified.

The Government has to take up the responsibility of identifying youth in

each and every corner of India, and they have to be trained and they have to be
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put across in the Olympic competition. If it is done, they will definitely bring laurels
to India.

| thank you for allowing me to take part in this Discussion held under Rule
193 for ensuring the success of Indian sportspersons in the world’s mega sports
extravaganza, the Olympics. India having the largest population of the world is
also having talented human resources. But there is a sea of difference when we
compare the medals won by India in Olympics vis-a-vis the population of India.
Hockey has brought us so many gold medals. In Olympics, India has so far won 8
Gold Medals through Hockey. But during the last 40 years we were unable to
fetch not even a single medal. After finding the reason for this debacle, this
Government has not included Abha Khatua, holder of world ranking of 21 in shot-
put, in the Indian contingent for Olympics although she won Gold in the Asian
Athletic Championship held in 2023 under shot-put by creating a record throw of
18.60 metre. How Indian athletes are selected for taking part in Olympics? This
Government should say openly how these sportspersons are selected. There is
no transparency in this selection process. Talented should be selected to take
part in Olympics representing India.

We should ensure more participation by India in the forthcoming Olympics
and ensuring the winning tally of more Medals for India. This discussion aimed to
bring repute to India in world sports is really appreciable. But | wish to register

that how this Government had handled the Olympic medallists in the past. How

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this Government has handled the Olympic Medallists who staged agitations

alleging sexual abuse by the then President of Wrestling Federation L
HON. CHAIRPERSON : No name will go on record.
SHRI NAVASKANI K. : | wish to remind you as to how the police personnel
under the Union Government have handled the agitating sportspersons including
the women wrestlers. Even the International Olympic Committee has condemned
the way these wrestlers were treated and that Committee even had called for an
unbiased enquiry into this matter. Unfortunately, other than Cricket all other
games are not considered important in this country. In the past there were
incidents where there was no ceremonial welcome accorded at the airports to
those sportspersons returned home after winning international medals in games
at international level. We should agree that even major sporting talent has not
been yet identified. Especially in rural and backward areas, the sporting talent is
yet to be identified which is really unfortunate. Government has the responsibility
to identify them and take them to international arena. If they win medals, it is not
only for them, it is a pride for the entire country as well.

Therefore, | urge that this Government should take part in nurturing these

talents very well. Thank you.

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SHRI KARTI P. CHIDAMBARAM (SIVAGANGA): Thank you very much, Sir. |
will be very brief.

| join everybody in wishing the 117 athletes who are going to Paris to
represent our great nation. | wish them very well. There is an interesting start.
The top four States which have sent athletes to Paris are Haryana, Punjab, Tamil
Nadu, and Uttar Pradesh. There is, actually, a strange commonality among all
these four States. All these four States, actually, voted for the [.N.D.I Alliance in
the recently concluded elections.

Sir, India has won a total of 35 medals in all the Olympics put together but
a small country like Croatia, which only came into existence in 90s, has won 41
medals. The population of Croatia is about 38 lakhs, equal to the size of two Lok
Sabha constituencies. So, if we really want to be an Olympic power, a couple of
things need to be done. One, we need to broad-base sports participation and
access to sporting facilities. The way to do it is to make sports a compulsory
subject in Board Exams and make sure that participation in sports is compulsory.
Until and unless sports is made compulsory in the educational system which is so
examination-oriented it will be very difficult to broad-base sports. There are many
schools which do not have playground. We cannot have a single school which
does not have a playground to be recognised. If we do these two things, sports
will be broad-based.

The second thing is that we need to focus on our elite sportsmen and | do

compliment the Government on its top scheme but they need to allocate a lot
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more funds and to give the opportunity for sportsmen to travel, train, and hire the
coaches of their own choice. If we do this, we can, definitely, become a
significant player in the Olympics. | know, there is a lot of chatter and this
Government particularly is taken in by vanity projects but please do not host the
Olympics. | know, this is contrary to what | say. The two countries just similar to
us, Greece and Brazil, which conducted the Olympics, faced severe hardships
after conducting the Olympics. The Olympics is a great drain. It is better to put
the money into development of athletes and not get into eager projects.

Sir, | finally conclude. May the spirit of Olympics “faster, higher, stronger —
together” prevail. | wish the 117 athletes all the very best.

Thank you, Sir.
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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you, Mr. Chairman Sir, for
giving me this opportunity. | also take this opportunity to wish all the best to the
Indian contingent which is in Paris. | hope, they come out with flying colours after
the Olympics.

Sir, this is an important issue. | think, ‘sports and games’ is one of the best
areas by which we are able to build up our nationhood, unity and integrity of India,
beyond all castes, religion, and everything. It is the best way or the medium by
which we can build up our nation. But it is quite unfortunate to note that India is
the second most populous country in the world and has the lowest rank in terms
of medals per capita. It is disappointing that a country that has world-class talent
in various disciplines has not been able to produce champions in the area of
sports.

Sir, compared to previous years, 2016 withessed a large participation in
Olympics. However, India has been able to bag only two medals. Our
performance in Olympics over the past 60 years has shown limited improvements
in terms of medals won, peaking only in the London 2012 Olympics. This had
been achieved on account of increased investment in the field of sports
infrastructure.

Sir, it is astonishing to note that so far, during our past 104 years of
Olympics experience, we could only have 35 medals, out of which there are only
23 individual medals and rest of them are team medals. Just now, Mr. Karti

Chidambaram has rightly pointed out that a country which is having less than 35
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lakh or 40 lakh population is able to bag more medals. We have to take that point
into account. We have to introspect ourselves that despite having 1.4 billion
population, why we are not able to have a significant mark in international sports
and games.

Sir, | would like to place some suggestions. We have to hunt the talented
sports personnel from the school days onwards. | would like to quote a document
of NITI Aayog. In September 2016, NITI Aayog published a document titled ‘Let’s
Play’, setting a target of 50 Olympic medals, providing a 20-point action plan,
divided into short-term, medium-term and long-term plans.

Sir, now, NITI Aayog’s expectation is that 50 medals will be bagged by our
team. This 20-point action plan is divided into short-term, medium-term and long-
term plans. So, what preparedness has the Government done for this purpose?
The Government has to reply to this.

My suggestion to the Government is that you have to hunt the talented
sports personnel from the school days. Moreover, there should be coaching of
international standards. | have a suggestion that in each and every Parliamentary
constituency, a full-fledged stadium has to be constructed for which all the
facilities should be provided. Moreover, the privileges and benefits should be
given to sports personnel, thus providing them employment opportunities.

Sir, the last suggestion | would like to make is to depoliticize sports. Who is
administering sports in our country? India’s sports administration is dominated by
politicians and bureaucrats who have a hegemony to look at, leaving

sportspersons’ interests to take a secondary place. The latest confrontation in the
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Wrestling Federation is a typical example of this. So, depoliticize sports; let us
have the sportsman spirit in a true sense, so that we can have a long-term plan to
achieve in the international arena. With these words, | conclude. Thank you very
