(a) to (d): The Government is committed that the full benefits of MSP reach the farmers of the
country. Hence a committee has been constituted by the government to provide MSP to the farmers of
the country and to give suggestions on making the system more effective and transparent.
Additionally, the Committee was asked to examine the feasibility of giving greater autonomy to the
Commission for Agricultural Costs and Prices (CACP) and ways to make it more scientific; and with
a view to ensuring higher prices, mandate has also been given to give suggestions for strengthening
the agricultural marketing system as per the changing needs of the country. This committee is also
working on the topics of natural farming and crop diversification. The meetings of this committee are
being organized regularly and since July 22, 2022, 6 meetings have been held till now. Additionally,

35 meetings of various sub-committees have also been held on the above subjects.
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
