(a) the details of Government and private hospitals empanelled under Ayushman
BharatPradhan Mantri Jan Aarogya Yojana (AB-PMJAY), State-wise including Bihar;

(b) the details of hospitals, specialized for treatment under the AB-PMJAY in the
State of Bihar, district-wise;

(c) whether the hospitals empanelled under AB-PMJAY are bound to offer treatment
and if so, the details thereof;

(d) whether there is any provision to take action against the empanelled hospitals for
refusing treatment under AB-PMJAY and if so, the details thereof and if not, the
reasons therefor;

(e) the month-wise data of the active empanelled hospitals, since 2023; and

(f) the steps taken/proposed to be taken by the Government to increase the
Empanelled Health Care Providers (EHCPs) per beneficiary?

STATEMENT REFERRED TO IN REPLY TO LOK SABHA
STARRED QUESTION NO. 162 FOR 2™’ AUGUST, 2024

As on 30.06.2024, a total number of 29,281 hospitals including 12,625 private
hospitals have been empanelled under Ayushman Bharat — Pradhan Mantri Jan
Arogya Yojana (AB-PMJAY). State/UT-wise details of number of public and private
hospitals empanelled under the scheme are at Annexure-I.

As on 30.06.2024, a total number of 972 hospitals including 387 private
hospitals have been empanelled under the scheme in the State of Bihar. District-wise
details of number of hospitals empanelled under the scheme in the State of Bihar are
at Annexure-II.

All empanelled hospitals have signed MoUs with their respective State Health
Agencies (SHAs).

Beneficiaries can seek redressal of their grievance in the following ways:

(1) They can file their grievances related to denial of treatment by the
empanelled hospitals or regarding any other issue related to the scheme,
using different media including web-based portal Centralised Grievance
Redressal Management System (CGRMS), Central & State call centres,
letters to SHAS etc.

(i1) Beneficiaries can approach the State Health Agency

SHAs take action against erring hospitals including de-empanelment of the

hospitals.

All empanelled hospitals are available for providing treatment to the eligible
beneficiaries. The activeness of a hospital is measured through the number of
treatments provided by the hospital under the scheme, which is dynamic in nature.

Hospital empanelment is a continuous process. To increase the network of
empanelled hospitals, a multi-pronged strategy is adopted, which includes inter alia,
reaching out to the hospitals and their associations, organising workshops to address
their concerns, simplifying empanelment processes etc. As a result of these efforts,
there has been a constant increase in the network of empanelled hospitals under the
scheme.
