Vande Bharat Express commenced its operation  w.e.f. 15-02-2019.  



As the Railway network straddles across State boundaries, train 

services are introduced, as per network requirement, across such 

boundaries.  Of the 102 Vande Bharat train services operational (as on 

24th July, 2024), 16 Vande Bharat Express services(on 

originating/Terminating basis) are serving the passengers of the 

stations located in the State of Maharashtra  while 14  Vande Bharat 

Express services(on originating/Terminating basis) are catering to the 

passengers of the stations located in the State of Uttar Pradesh. 

Besides, introduction of train services, including Vande Bharat Express 

services, is an ongoing process on Indian Railways subject to traffic 

justification, operational feasibility, resource availability, etc. 

(d) Vande Bharat trains have been indigenously designed and are being 

manufactured in India.
