(a) to (d): The Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change has introduced regulations 
for Extended Producer Responsibility (EPR) across five waste streams viz. plastic packaging, 
E-waste, battery waste, waste tyre and used oil. These regulations provide statutory framework 
for extended producer responsibility across the country including urban and rural areas and 
have become a tool for operationalization of “Waste to Wealth” and Circular Economy. 
Through this regulation, focus has shifted from collection and disposal of waste to recycling of 
waste and mandatory targets have been prescribed for recycling of waste. The number of items 
covered under EPR for E-waste has been increased from 21 to 106. The EPR certificates 
generated by registered recyclers for E-waste are in terms of the identified metals. The EPR on 
battery waste is based upon recycling of identified materials. The EPR regulations also focus 
on reuse and use of recycled content depending on the type of waste stream, and are expected 
to promote development of new business models, generation of employment opportunities and 
strengthening of waste management sector including growth of recycling industry thus leading 
to environmental protection and resource conservation.
