(a) to (c): The Central Government, in order to remove the financial burden of the poor
beneficiaries and to ensure nationwide uniformity and effective implementation of the programme for
support of the poor had decided to provide food grains free of cost to about 81.35 crore beneficiaries
(i.e, Antyodaya Anna Yojana (AAY) households and Priority Households (Pm) beneficiaries),
beginning from 1 ;t January 2023 under the Pradhan Mantri Garib Kalyan Anna Yojana (PMGKAY).

The Government further decided to continue to provide free food grains under the PMGKAY
for a period of five years with effect from 1;t January, 2024, with an estimated financial outlay of
Rs. 1 1.80 lakh crore totally to be borne by Central Government,
