Sir, before | begin my points on the Demand for Grants of the Ministry of
Railways, | would like to say that | am fortunate that the hon. Railway Minister is
himself present here. He may have to answer certain tall claims that he made
after the Budget Speech was made. ... (Interruptions) | am fortunate that you

are here. | am sorry. | did not say ‘unfortunate’. | am fortunate that you are here.
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A tall claim was made that Rs. 6,362 crore are allotted to the State of
Tamil Nadu in this Demand. It is true, but still the amount of revenue receipts
that the State of Tamil Nadu is contributing to the General Budget, and
particularly to the Railways, is enormously high, but what you have given to us is
a pittance compared to the kind of ongoing works. Various works of almost 871
kilometres of new lines have been taken up and they have been pending for
almost 15 years or more. Please also look at the cost over-runs. The cost of a
project, which was sanctioned for Rs. 100 crore, has now gone up to Rs. 2,000
crore because of the insufficient fund that has been allotted by the Railways and
the raw deal that was meted out to the State of Tamil Nadu.

Madam, | would like to quote certain figures. In this year's Budget,
Madhya Pradesh alone was given Rs. 14,738 crore, Maharashtra was given a
monumental amount of Rs. 15,940 crore, UP was given Rs. 19,000 and odd
crore, Odisha was given Rs. 10,586 crore, Rajasthan was given almost Rs.
10,000 crore and Bihar was given Rs. 10,000 crore. Almost all the BJP-ruled
States numbering 11 have taken a huge share of Rs. 1,14,434 crore out of Rs.
1,80,000 crore. Is it not unreasonable? Is it not that the amount of Rs. 6,362
crore allotted to Tamil Nadu is a pittance? Almost 62.72 per cent of the total
allocation has been taken away by 11 States. This is what we say is partisan.
That is what we say is discriminatory. This is what we say is politically
motivated. But what happened to the other non-BJP-ruled States, like

Telangana and Himachal Pradesh? You have given them only 29.56 per cent of
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the total allocation, which is hardly Rs. 50,000 crore. Therefore, it is quite
unreasonable to say that Tamil Nadu has been given its due share.

Madam, let me point out, and | would strongly submit, some of the
projects. There were several new line projects sanctioned during the UPA-I, way
back in 2007, which are still languishing for want of funds for more than 15
years. One such project is the Chennai-Cuddalore line via Mahabalipuram. The
hon. Minister knows the value of Mahabalipuram. The number of international
tourists who are attracted by Mahabalipuram is more for than those who are
attracted by Taj Mahal. It earns huge foreign exchange to the country’s
Exchequer. It was sanctioned in 2008. The project cost was Rs. 523 crore. Now,
the cost over-run is almost Rs. 2,000 crore. What has the Government given in
this year’'s Budget? It is Rs. 25 crore. If it goes at this pace, it would take one
hundred years to complete this project. Is this the treatment meted out to the
projects that are given to Tamil Nadu? There is no rail connectivity for many of
these places.

Hon. Chairperson, Madam, one such other project is the Tiruvannamalai-
Tindivanam line, which is 70 kilometres. It was conceived and sanctioned in
2007. Since then, 17 years have lapsed and not an inch was moved till this year.
Only Rs. 100 crore were given. Over a period of these 17 years, there would be
a cost over-run of Rs. 3,000 crore.

If you look at the project which was given to Tiruvannamalai, the State
Government has been plying 10,000 buses every month for the full moon day. It

is causing traffic congestion and pollution. It is just a 73-kilometer stretch. |
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would like to point out Tiruvannamalai is one of the five Pancha Bhoota Stalams,
which is Agni Stala, where every month on a full moon day, 25 lakh people
gather. But railway is not caring about it. It would take another 50 years to
complete this project. Since it is the State of Tamil Nadu, this treatment is meted
out.

Madam, another religious place is on the stretch from Erode to Palani.
That was also conceived in 2008-09. It was a Rs. 1,200 crore project. Again, 16
years have lapsed. Only Rs. 100 crore have been allocated to the greatest
religious centre. Tiruvannamalai is the greatest religious centre. You believe in
Hinduism. You claim to be the guardian of the Hindu culture. You claim to be the
guardian of Hindu religion and Hindutva. But you do not care about the religious
place where crores of people are assembling. Palani is almost like Tirupati. You
are insensitive to your own ideology. It is because Tamil Nadu is being treated
badly.

Another religious place is on the stretch from Madurai to Tuticorin. Only
Rs. 200 crore were given for the last 13 years. Therefore, we say a pittance is
given now. Supply sling is very interesting, Chairperson Madam. We have been
talking about two As in this House on several occasions. | do not know whether
A1 or A2 has taken the Karaikal Port. They have taken over the Karaikal Port.
For port connectivity and rail connectivity, there is a place called Peralam
Junction. From Peralam to Karaikal, only last year the plan was conceived and it

has almost come to a completion. It is a miracle.
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| have mentioned all those places which had been pending for 17 years.
Whereas only because A1 or A2 has taken over the port in Karaikal,
immediately, the NDA Government swings into action. It was done at a lightning
speed. In one year, the project was completed. This is the difference. If it is us, it
is different. Then there is the Morappur-Dharmapuri project. My hon. friend is
here. In the 13" Lok Sabha, | have raised this issue in 1999. It was an existing
line, which is 36 kilometres only. Almost, five Members of Parliament have been
elected since then. It has not seen the light of the day. What is the cost overrun?

Madam, there is the Tindivanam-Nagari project which is 180 kilometres
long. Hardly, 30 per cent work is done. Again, for 15 years, it has been pending.
Sriperumbudur is one of the industrial hubs. There is the Sriperumbudur-
Guduvancheri project. Guduvancheri connects Chennai port. Almost four
international export-oriented automobile industries are there, namely, Nissan,
Hyundai, Daimler-BMW, and Ashok Leyland. The cost is almost 200 per cent
when you carry these vehicles to the port via road. There has been a demand
for this project to be completed but it has not seen the light of the day. So, all
these projects — if the Government of India funds the way in which they are
doing it now — would take 100 years to complete.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.
SHRI T. M. SELVAGANAPATHI: Madam, we have been given 20 minutes. | do
not think we have completed 20 minutes. Sorry for differing with you.

If you look at the Salem Railway Division, it is totally neglected. Do you

50 crore. Even to a religious place like Ramanathapuram, which is as similar as
Dwarakanath, Jagannath, and Kedarnath, you have given only Rs. 90 crore just
because it is in Tamil Nadu.

4,000 crore to Rs. 7,000 crore. We do not mind giving it to any other place, but
how the treatment is being meted out is very important.

The
revenue earning in Salem Division is Rs. 1,190 crore. My earnest request is that
at present no train is emanating because there is no pit line. This is a Divisional
Headquarters. Therefore, | urge upon the Minister that since there are places in
Shevapet Market and Salem Town, the pit line could be extended in Erode and
Omalur. Omalur being a part of the Bangalore Division, it could be annexed with
the Salem Division, which is only 10 kms. Therefore, you can have a pit line, and
then a number of trains could be started in this line.

At the same time, during the ‘Zero Hour last week, the issue of fencing
the railway track was taken up and the hon. Minister was kind enough instructing
the Salem Division about 22 Road Over Bridge and Road Under Bridges for
which there is a demand, but fund is a big problem. There are four pillar bridges

at Sakkarachettipatti in the Omalur Block area where almost 1,000 people get
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stranded during the rainy season and are unable to move out. Therefore, an
ROB is necessitated.

One important thing is regarding the Yercaud and Nilgiri Express trains. |
wanted to celebrate the Golden GP -- 50 years. ... (Interruptions) It is infested
with bugs. The age-old ICF coaches are being used when you are producing
6,000 coaches in the ICF. We want VHP coaches -- the modernised coaches for
these two trains.

The development of railways is very crucial for Tamil Nadu. As regards
the infrastructure development that has been going on, there has to be a
coordinated development.

The safety of Railways is in peril with the kind of action that has been
going on. You have been talking about Kavach. This issue has been going on
for almost 10 years and only 1,500 have been installed against a target of
44,000. Your operation ratio is going up. How are you going to fund these
projects? It is good that you have allotted Rs. 2,62,000 crore for capital
expenditure. It is true, but will it really be workable? ... (Interruptions)

Your operating ratio is going up. You are spending Rs. 107 for earning Rs.
100. Is it the way? Therefore, we request that the Railways should improve the
finances. There has to be a financial discipline, and at the same time please do
not give us a raw deal.

In Tamil Nadu, we need more funds. This is the reason for saying it. Even
in regard to the rail track in Dhanushkodi, we differ because there is an

environmental problem. It is environmentally fragile. The strip in Dhanushkodi is
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just 500 feet, and you lay a road and rail track. How is it going to be managed?

We have 20 minutes for our Party. Why should | conclude now? It is a
500-foot stretch. It is environmentally dangerous. Therefore, we oppose this
policy.

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(xvi) Regarding landslides in Wayanad and flood in several parts of Kerala

DR. M. P. ABDUSSAMAD SAMADANI (PONNANI): | draw the attention of the
Government to the most tragic multiple landslides in Wayanad and flooding in
several places across Kerala. These disasters caused by continuous heavy
rains and thunderstorms have resulted in enormous loss of life. More than 150
persons died, many people injured and several are missing. The livelihoods of
thousands have been severely impacted and their houses completely wiped out.
The situation has been worsened by several flooding, with rising water levels in
rivers Bharathapuzha, Chaliyar, Kadalundi, Thootha etc. Intense rescue
operations coordinated by the Central and State Governments along with
voluntary public efforts are proceeding. However, there is still need for more
support from the Central Government including additional resources for the
rescue operations, more forces and medical facilities and enhancement of
funding both for rehabilitation and compensation. The changes in climate and
monsoon patterns have caused drastic alterations in rainfall in Kerala resulting
in increase of the frequency of landslides. There is urgent need, in this
background of gravity of calamity for a comprehensive plan of study prevention
and solution. The sensitive areas are to be identified and warning should be

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(xxi) Regarding development of an underground drainage system with
Sewage Treatment Plant under AMRUT 2.0 mission in Ananthapuramu
district, Andhra Pradesh
SHRI G. LAKSHMINARAYANA (ANANTAPUR): The AMRUT 2.0 Mission was
established with the visionary goal of providing 100% sewage management and
enhancing urban infrastructure across selected towns in India. Despite this
ambitious vision, Ananthapuramu Municipal Corporation. Andhra Pradesh,
remains in a dire situation due to the absence of a comprehensive underground

drainage system.

For over a decade, Ananthapuramu, the largest Urban Local Body in the
district, has faced severe issues with wastewater management. Isolated drains
overflow regularly, causing significant environmental pollution. Households
discharge wastewater directly into open drains, which pollute the Marugu Vanka
and Nadimi Vanka streams covering 30% and 70% of the town, respectively.
These streams flow into the Tadakala Lru River, introducing approximately
43.00 MLD of sewage into the Singanamal tank, affecting water supplies and
agriculture in neighbouring villages. Additionally, encroachments and illegal
constructions have significantly narrowed these drains, exacerbating urban
flooding during heavy rains.

The inadequate drainage system has led to increased waterborne
diseases, mosquito breeding, and polluted groundwater, severely impacting
public health. Despite Ananthapuramu's inclusion in AMRUT 2.0. these issues

persist. | urge upon the Government to expedite the implementation of the

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(xxiv) Regarding Caste Census

SHRI D. M. KATHIR ANAND (VELLORE): The census data has always been
the bed rock of policy making and targeted interventions for socio economic
development. With caste historically being a determination to the prospects of
social progress in Indian society, it was essential that factual data on it was
made available in public domain. The last caste census was conducted in 1931.

Though the demographic and socio-economic landscape of the country
has changed in the past nine decades, underprivileged sections of the society
continued to remain backward in spite of numerous past policy actions. Hence, it
is vital that contemporary data derived from a common standard process at the
national level is cumulated to address all the pressing issues related to social
justice, equity and inclusivity.

Our Hon'ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Thalapathy M.K. Stalin has
written to Hon'ble Prime Minister Narendra Modi requesting integration of caste
census with decadal census. Only such an integrated census at the national
level, could provide comprehensive and reliable data on the caste composition
of the society and its reflection of socio-economic indicators.

Hence, a statutory Census of India, with critical caste related data inputs,
would be able to provide an appropriate platform for upholding social justice.
This would enable evidence-based policymaking and ensure equitable and
inclusive development.

Therefore, | urge upon Union Government to conduct the caste census

and integrate it with the decadal census which is due since 2021.

In the month of July, around 8 train accidents took place and in this
regard, no concrete steps have been taken by railway minister. So, | would like
to request to take immediate and concrete steps to stop train accidents.

Now, | would like to comment on the operation of Vande Bharat train in
my constituency. During last quarter of 2023, this train got delayed for 40 times.
Its average train speed has also been decreased. It was around 84 kmph in
2020-21 and 76 kmph in 2023-24 but, its speed should be around 130 kmph.

| would like to know about the reasons thereof and whethere the
Government has taken any steps for maximum usage of this train.

Madam, there was a narrow-gauge rail line between Pandharpur to
Lonand in my constituency since British Era. It was sanctioned in the year 1912,
and land acquisition was completed in 1920. It was handed over to the state
Government in 1950. The state Government also received a Letter from the
railway administration in this connection.

This issue was also raised in both the houses of Parliament. Also,
Rs. 1149 crore were allocated by the then railway minister in the rail Budget of

2017 On 11 June, 2017 foundation stone laying ceremony was held at Karad.

People
continuously demanding to complete this 140km rail line stretch between
Pandharpur —Lonand.

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CAPTAIN VIRIATO FERNANDES (SOUTH GOA): Sir, thank you very much for
giving me an opportunity to speak. | also want to thank my Party leadership for
giving me an opportunity to speak on this very important subject.

Railways has been a very important part of India’s economy; | would
rather say it is one of the very important engines that drives India’s economy. It
is also important for the common man, as we say, aam sadharn Indian, to meet
that last mile of his goal and his dreams. But today we see the Railways is
becoming out of reach for that poor man, the poor Indian.

The railway fares have gone up. Today there is an uncertainty. There is a
fear in the common man when he travels in the train. Is there safety? What if
there is an accident? In the last 10 years, we have seen the worst number of
accidents that have happened, leading to a huge loss of life and loss of property.

Now, speaking about the Budget allocation that has been done for the
Railways, the expenditure of the Railways is financed through the internal
resources, budgetary support and extra budgetary resources. The revenue
expenditure in 2024-25 has been projected as Rs. 2,75,700 crore, an increase
of seven per cent over the Revised Estimates of 2023-24. How are we going to
meet this target? The Capital expenditure is estimated to be Rs. 2,65,200 crore,
an increase of two per cent over the Revised Estimate of 2023-24.

Sir, 95 per cent of this expenditure is estimated to be financed through the
budgetary allocation. That means, today we are speaking about how to meet the
requirement of the Railways for the goals that they have set in the Budget. Now

it is very important to know about the internal revenue of the Indian Railways.

That comes through passenger, through freight and other sources. The internal
revenue of the Railways is used for funding its working expenses, which
includes salaries and pensions. The passenger revenue at Rs. 80,000 crore is
expected to see a 10 per cent growth. Now if we look at this, we are surprised to
see that the Railways is trying to increase its revenue through freight. And, what
is the most important cargo that they are targeting? It is coal.

Now, coal is becoming the most important cargo for the Railways. We
have to remember in September 2018, the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra
Modi, was conferred the title of Champion of the Earth. What it meant was that
he had taken a very important step for protecting the environment. Ironically,
coal is detrimental to the environment. So, we are speaking in opposite
languages. On the one side, the Pradhan Mantri is conferred the title of
Champion of the Earth, and on the other side, in India, we are promoting the
transportation of coal. How is this coal detrimental? | want to give an example of
my own State of Goa. | would rather refer to my friends from Kerala. The people
of Kerala say, Kerala is God's own country. The people in Goa say, Goa is the
favourite holiday destination of God. God resides in Goa. We are dependent on
tourism.

After the 1961 liberation, the three main occupations were mining,
agriculture and tourism. It is because of some wrong policies, somehow
agriculture is on the wane. Nowadays, we are giving credit to the youth clubs as
also to the Department of Agriculture, Goa, which is trying their best, and also

the NGOs like Goyche Fudle Pilge Khatir, which are working to revive
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agriculture in Goa. Otherwise, we are dependent on the produce from the
neighbouring State of Karnataka. In any case, there is a ban on mining. So, we
are looking at the only organized sector, that is, tourism. But when we are
transporting coal through the railways, coal is detrimental to the survival of
tourism. Coal is responsible for the environmental destruction.

It is causing destruction of the fields and the rivers. It is affecting the
business of the fishermen. From the Railways, especially, the Rail Vikas Nigam
Limited (RVNL) is concentrating on laying a double track in Goa from
Tinaighat to Vasco Da Gama. What is happening is, this double track is being
laid in the residential areas through the agricultural lands and through the CRZ
zones in violation of the CRZ Rules. The Goa Coastal Zone Regulations are
there. Recently, the GCZMA passed strictures against the RVNL for violating
the CRZ Rules. They have destroyed the creek in a village called Velsao.

Two years back, because of some filling of the land, they closed the
mouth of the River Kushavati. The hon. Supreme Court has passed strictures in
which they said that double-tracking in Goa will bring no additional revenue.
There is no logic in it because double-tracking through Goa is going to destroy
the wildlife sanctuary and the national parks. It is totally detrimental to the
environment. If coal is the goose that is giving golden eggs to the Railways,
then the Railways should not kill the goose that is giving golden eggs to Goa,
and that is tourism. In Goa, we have beautiful temples, beautiful beaches,
beautiful churches. We can increase the revenue by putting additional trains on

the Konkan Railway. Give additional trains to Velankanni, Pandharpur, Mathura
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and to all the religious places. That is how we can generate revenue instead of
killing and destroying the environment.

Lastly, the Railways, a few months back, decided to get into taxi service.
These are misplaced priorities. Are you going to drive a train or are you going to
drive a taxi? This is because the only business that the unemployed youth in
Goa is doing is driving taxies and becoming motorcycle pilots. You are trying to
get into that business.

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ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): Thank you, Sir, for giving me an
opportunity to participate in the Demands for Grants of the Ministry of Railways.
| am happy to see that the hon. Railway Minister, Shri Ashwini Vaishnaw ji is
here. | have only one matter to raise regarding the Angamali-Sabari railway
project.

Sir, I am representing Idukki constituency, and Idukki district comes under
the purview of Indian Railways due to the Angamali-Sabari project. There is no
other railway line that passes through our place. So, our only hope is the
Angamali-Sabari line. You must know how much pain we have been going
through due to this project not being taken up. For the last 26 years, we have
been waiting for the Angamali-Sabari project. But | am sorry to say that nothing
has been done by this Government in this regard.

The hon. Minister would be very much aware that last week there was a
Question raised by Shri Adoor Prakash ji, and an Unstarred Question was also
raised by me in this regard. | am sorry to say that the answer given by the hon.
Minister was politically motivated. The Government’'s intention is to shift its
priority and start the Chengannur-Pamba project.

Sir, on three different occasions, the Government of Kerala has given its
commitment to the Government of India with regard to 50 per cent cost sharing
in this project. Firstly, in 2016, our late Chief Minister, hon. Shri Oommen
Chandy gave his commitment for 50 per cent cost sharing. Then, the present
LDF Government, though they have withdrawn their support, had written to the

Central Government in 2021 in this regard. Again, last year in 2023, the hon.
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Chief Minister, Shri Pinarayi Vijayan has reassured the commitment to the
Government of India. The Government of India has got three opportunities to
defreeze this project but nothing has been done.

Then, the Transport Secretary had written a letter to the Ministry of
Railways requesting the Chairman, Railway Board to extend Angamali-Sabari
railway project upto Vizhinjam Port via Pathanamthitta, Punalur via Nedungda.
Sir, the intention is very clear. The State Railway Minister has also written a
letter that their first priority is Angamali-Sabari line only. | do not know where the
demand for the Chengannur-Pamba line came from. We are not against the
Chengannur-Pamba line. We are not against any railway network. But the
demand that we have is to take up other projects only after the Angamali-Sabari
project is completed.

Sir, the State’s Minister handling railway matters has written a letter to the
Government of India. But the Government has not responded to that letter. | do
not know why again and again they are asking the State Government to give
their commitment.

Secondly, the hon. Minister answered that there is a public agitation going
on. | do not know where is the public agitation going on against the Angamali-
Shabri project. We do not know about it. All the public, | mean the public residing
within the project area is supporting this project very much. The hon. Minister
said in his reply that there is a public demand for the Chengannur-Pamba

project. | do not know who is behind that. | have already submitted that we are
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not against that project. But it should be taken up only after the completion of the
Angamali-Sabari project.

Sir, | would like to point out two-three things. The proposed Chengannur-
Pamba line goes up to Pamba whereas the Angamali-Sabari line terminates
about 33 kilometers before Pamba which will not be convenient for pilgrims. This
is one of the biggest hurdles. | also want to point out that earlier the Angamali-
Sabari project was sanctioned up to Pamba. But due to stiff resistance of the
Forest Department, it had to be terminated at Erumeli before Pamba.

If we get the sanction of the Forest Department, we can extend the
Angamaly-Sabari rail project up to Pamba. Eighty per cent of the pilgrims to
Sabarimala are coming from the northern side, that is, from the States of
Karnataka, Telangana, Andhra Pradesh, Maharashtra and Tamil Nadu. They are
coming to Sabarimala via Angamaly. If we take Angamaly as the common point,
the distance from Angamaly to Pamba via Erumely is only 145 kilometres. If we
are travelling through Chengennur, the distance is 201 kilometres. It is clear
from the above that there is a saving of 56 kilometres for a pilgrim if he chooses
the Angamaly-Sabari line to reach Pamba. Apart from that, the traditional way to
Sabarimala is through Erumely only because Pettathulal is going on there and
all the pilgrims are participating in that Pettathulal before entering Sabarimala
Shrine. That is a fact. That is why, the traditional way to reach Sabari is through
Erumely only.

Sir, I want to point out one more thing. The Chengannur-Pamba railway

line is useful only at the time of Sabarimala pilgrim season which lasts for 45
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days, but we can use this Angamaly-Sabari project as a third parallel line of
Kerala. We can pass through Sabarimala; we can pass through Erumely
towards Punalur. Punalur is the entrance point of Tamil Nadu also. We can
extend that project up to Vizhinjam Seaport. That is the new demand of Kerala.
Kerala State has officially given a letter to extend this project up to Vizhinjam
Seaport. There are lot of opportunities.

Sir, as per my understanding, the proposed Chengannur-Pamba railway
line is costing Rs. 9,000 crore. The earlier project, that is, Angamaly-Sabari
railway line project’s cost is only Rs. 3,801 crore. It was admitted by the Railway
Ministry. The revised estimate is already admitted by the Southern Railway. |
want to know why they are delaying the Angamaly-Sabari railway line project.
The State’s Minister dealing with railways has written a letter to the hon. Railway
Minister about the priority of the matter and | am not repeating that.

Sir, as far as | am concerned — | am repeating — my concern is that Idukki
District has only this opportunity for getting railway connectivity. There is no
other option. Moreover, this parallel line will be helpful for the development of
tourism sector also. It is passing through the agriculture and plantation area. It
will be very much helpful in transportation of goods of agriculture and plantation
sector. It will be beneficial for the development of tourism also.

Lastly, | conclude by saying that we, 26 MPs from Kerala, have together
given a submission to the Minster of Railways and the hon. Railway Minister is
aware of that. The State Government is, again and again, saying that priority

must be for the Angamaly-Sabari railway line project. My humble demand here
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is to defreeze the Angamaly-Sabari railway line project immediately and
complete it at the earliest.

With these words, | conclude. Thank you very much.

vacant and yet to be filled till today. Railway administration is increasing the

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number of AC coaches in trains due to commercial reasons and the general
compartments being used by the middle-class people are reduced in number. |
request that the number of general compartments in each train should be
increased to benefit the middle-class people and the common man. Recently
introduced Vande Bharat Express and Tejas trains are having exorbitant fares
and common, poor and ordinary people are unable to travel in these trains. |
therefore urge that the Antyodaya trains with unreserved compartments should
be run in many numbers benefitting the common people. Keeping passenger
safety in mind, similar to the big railway stations, | urge that the platform length
should be increased in small railway stations also so as to accommodate 24
bogies of each train. There is a long pending demand of the Thanjavur
Parliamentary  Constituency.

The Indian Railways is among one of the biggest and busiest
transportation services in the world. The present Indian Government is
completely negligent about this. The Government has no answers to the rapidly
rising numbers of train accidents. This is true that at present only a cruel game
is being played in the name of passenger security. Incidents of burglary, theft
and deathrow are rampant. The Central Government has failed to ensure
passenger safety. Passenger safety and the standard of service are horrendous,
yet everyday we get to hear in this House that everything is being done and 100
per cent of the work is being executed.

The announcement of model stations is nothing but a false gimmick. In
reality, we get nothing in the name of passenger services. It is all a farce. At
present, no one is giving the due importance to the Railway Budget because it
has been inducted into the General Budget, and the result is nothing but
perplexing. Earlier there used to be a separate Rail Budget. Rail Budget has lost
its dignity. Vacancies are not getting filled and the services are being run with
inadequate employees. The efforts taken to privatize the Railways, have
ensured worst standard of service. In consequence, the countrymen are having
to pay with their lives. On 30™ July, a scary accident has happened in the
Howrah-Mumbai Mail. 18 compartments were derailed and many lost their lives.
This is shameful. The Railway that was once the pride of India has become a
cause of dread for the common people. In the name of providing better service,
they are charging more money from the common man and yet they are failing to
providing decent service to the customers.

We keep hearing of Anti-Collision Device or Raksha-Kavach but in reality,
it would be easier to spot a unicorn than to witness this functional. If Kavach was
properly functional, we would not have seen so many accidents. You can be
sure to witness Halley's Comet in its specific time, but no one can assure you an
accident-free commute via rail. People are being constantly fooled in all the

grand ceremonious ways. Will the hon. Minister answer for how long this will go

on? So many vacancies, yet no appointments. Due to the lack of employees,
number of accidents keep on rising. Level Crossings are still functioning without
guards. Is there an answer? None that | know. The condition of the Central
Government and the condition of the Railway System are alike. Nowadays, the
trains get derailed anywhere and everywhere, similarly the Central Government
run by the BJP is running its course like a headless chicken and they are
distanced from the people.

Being highly intoxicated by partisan politics, the Budget was presented to
save their own skin and to stay in power.

*SHRI S. VENKATESAN (MADURAI): Hon Chairperson, Vanakkam. In the past
we had a separate Budget for Railways. There were discussions in the
Parliament on the Railway Budget. Even the people of our State discussed
about that. Today there is no separate Railway Budget. The Government will not
allocate any fund to some departments at times. But the BJP has the distinction
of withdrawing the presentation of the Railway Budget. | am not raising this for
my benefit. | am raising this for the sake of the Railway Minister too. If there is
no separate Railway Budget, then what can the Minister tell the people about
the projects of our country. You kindly ponder over it. Six hours’ time is allocated
for this discussion. But six days ago, there was a railway accident that took
place and the whole country is discussing that accident. During the period 1of 3
days, that is, from 13" July 2024 to 30" July 2024, nine rail accidents have taken
place. But there is no mention about the Kavach in the General Budget. It should
not be outsourced rather it should be created using the S&T Department. Such
efforts should be made. But it is upside down. If we are not discussing about
improving the travel facilities, our country will continue to discuss about the
tragic deaths due to rail accidents. What are we going to allow?

It is so painful to say that the Pink Book, which talks about the allocation
of funds to every Railway Division, has not yet been released. This Pink Book
defines the details of the allocation made to doubling work, electrification work

and other areas of Railway Department. It has been the practice that this Pink

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Book was used to be released the next day after the presentation of the Budget.
But till date this, Pink Book of the Railways was not released. When asked
about this, the Railway officials tell us that this Pink Book will be released by
them after August 12. This is shocking. The hon. Minister should explain to this
House the reason behind this delay. If this Pink Book is not released, how can
we discuss about the details given in that book? It is a matter of great concern.
We have doubts. Release of Pink book has not been delayed like this for so
many days in the history of Railways. Why is this happening now? My elder
brother, hon. MP and senior Member Shri Selvaganapathi spoke about the
railway projects relating to Tamil Nadu. For several years, and for 10 rail
projects of Tamil Nadu and for construction of a new railway line in Tamil Nadu,
only Rs 1000 was allocated. We raised this issue in this House earlier. Last year
an amount of Rs.100 crore or Rs.150 crore was allocated. Later that amount,
which was said to be released from the Safety Fund, was again taken away by
the Union Government. This year we are not knowing what is happening. Tamil
Nadu faced injustice in the General Budget. We are afraid that it should not be
the case in the Railway Budget also. If the Minister says that this fear is
unwarranted then we would be happy. | urge that whatever funds that are due
for Tamil Nadu should be allocated. Friends, what is more surprising is that the
book that was to be submitted in this House has not been submitted. But the
question papers, which are to be released in the exam hall of an exam centre,
are leaked 10 days prior to the conduct of exams. This Government is a

Government with a difference. Through you Sir, | would like to bring to the notice
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of the Hon Minister of Railways an important demand. Madurai Division is an
important division of Southern Railways.

The concession that is given to senior citizens
has been stopped for the last three years. As many as six crore senior citizens
travelled through reserved tickets and another six crore senior citizens travelled

through unreserved tickets. It is because of stopping this concession, the
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Government says it has saved Rs. 1,667 crore. If a son says that he has saved
money by providing meal to his parents only twice a day instead of three times a
day, in what name we call that guy? | do not want to say that in this august
House.

SHRI K. C. VENUGOPAL.: Sir, with great sorrow and disappointment, | would
like to raise this issue of natural calamity, especially the huge landslide which
has happened near Meppadi in Wayanad District of Kerala.

Yesterday early morning, the entire nation woke up hearing one of the
saddest news we have ever heard. Since that time till now, the entire people of
India, especially the people from Kerala, the Malayalis are weeping in front of TV
channels. Horrifying scenes are witnessed of small children, their mothers and
elderly people. The dead bodies are floating in the rivers. Most of the dead
bodies are not even in a position to be identified because they have been
destroyed completely. Two entire villages have been devastated.

Sir, Wayanad is one of the natural scenic places in this country. God has
given so much of beauty to that place, but yesterday a tragedy happened. This
type of tragedy is not new for Wayanad. It has happened earlier also.
Yesterday’s incident has actually shocked the entire humankind of this country.

Sir, we are very glad that the Government is ready to have a discussion
on this issue.

Whenever this type of crisis happens, Government has to come forward
for rescue measures. The Central and State Governments have to work
together. In Kerala, there is a typical scenario. Last time when flood happened,
the State Government and the Central Government along with people all over

Kerala participated in the rescue mission. Basically, | am trying to say that poor
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fishermen rescued maximum people at that point of time. This time also,
Wayanad is witnessing the same situation. The entire people of Kerala,
especially people from Wayanad are cooperating with the rescue operations.
There is the State Government, the Central Government, and all other agencies,
especially, the NDRF team but still as per the reports, more than 150 people
have lost their lives. Still more than 100 people are missing. We do not know the
exact numbers. There is no answer to this. We can only request the
Government to take maximum measures. It should take short-term action for
rescue operations and give immediate relief to the deceased persons. It should
take long-term measures to ensure that people get away from this type of
tragedies.

Sir, the Government of India has already announced a compensation.
Mostly there are plantation labourers there. All are poor people. The
Government of India has to distinguish people not only in Wayanad. Entire
Kerala is now having monsoons. Karnataka is having monsoons. The
Government has to support the States financially to come over this situation.
The hon. Home Minister said in the other House — | am quoting from the media —
that there was a warning one week before 23" itself about this landslide. | do not
know. The State Government has to clarify it. The NDRF team is also there from
23" onwards. Two things have to be verified. The early warning system has
given warning on 23". On early morning of 30" this incident happened. What
was the action taken by the State Government? What was the follow-up action

taken by the Central Government? Has the evacuation process been done by
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the State and whether the Central Government has to follow up for the
evacuation? These two things are in the public domain only after the statement
has been made by the Home Minister in the Rajya Sabha.

We do not want to politicise this issue in any way because this is the most
painful disaster for this country. We are still praying. Those who are missing,
their lives have to be saved. We are all praying for them. Entire Kerala is
praying. The entire country is praying. Those who are working in the field,
including the Army, the NDRF team, the State Government officials, they are all
doing 24x7 work. But some strong measures have to be taken for assistance,
rescue operations, and rehabilitation. There are modern technological methods
to give early warning for this type of tragedies. | would like to know whether the
Government is exploring them. There are world maps showing landslide and
earthquake prone areas which give early warning to the people and the State
officials.

Is the Government going to move forward technologically to get this
system? | would like to know this from the hon. Minister, through you, Sir.

We cannot stop the natural calamities, but if the warning system is there,
then several lives can be saved. There are many incidents where the warning
system had given the warning and the evacuation happened in a successful
manner and the lives were saved. | am not taking much time.

My request is that Kerala has faced the 2018-flood, 2019-flood, and
landslides every year since the last five years. We are facing this type of big

tragedies every year not only in Kerala but also in Karnataka, in the North
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Eastern States, in Bihar, and in Tamil Nadu. There should be some permanent
system. | agree that there are systems to support this, but when this type of a
situation is coming, then without ill-will, the Government of India has to come
forward to support the States. We can politicize the issue once the rescue
operations are over and whatever lives of the people have been saved. We can
debate on it and move forward. But now, we should show the country that we
are together to save our people. We are together to save the precious lives of

our people. This is what | want to say. Jai Hind, Sir.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you very much, Mr.

Speaker Sir.

As rightly narrated by my learned friend, Shri K. C. Venugopal, the State
of Kerala has never experienced such a disaster. The latest report goes to show
that more than 160 people have lost their lives and more than 200 people are
missing. Hundreds of people are in the hospitals and they are in the casualty
wards.

We want to appreciate both the Central and the State Governments in
having good coordination in the rescue and relief operations. Yes, we do admit
the fact that our forces are doing a wonderful job in the rescue and relief

operations in the area of disaster. But the basic point to be discussed, as rightly
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pointed out, is about the short-term measures. As far as we are concerned, the
rescue and relief measures have to be given much importance.

Now, what is happening is that they are trying their level best to recover
maximum dead bodies by removing all these concrete structures, by excavation,
and it is very difficult because the climate is also not in good condition for having
a positive rescue operation.

Firstly, | would like to mention about the series of incidents that are taking
place in the same place and in the nearer places. | will just cite examples for it.
On 8™ August, 2019 in Malappuram District at Kavalappara, the same type of
landslide took place and 11 bodies are yet to be recovered. On the same day,
on 8" August, 2019, at Puthumala in Wayanad District, very near to this place,
and at Vilangad in Kozhikode District, landslide took place and casualties have
occurred.

My simple question to the hon. Home Minister is this. Is it in the notice of
the Government that this area is an ecologically sensitive area and because of
which the warning has to be given to take proper precautionary measures?

Secondly, regarding relief measures, | want to make an appeal to the hon.
Minister. In the year 2004 when the tsunami took place, the then Speaker, Shri
Somnath Chatterjee, with the request of the hon. MPs from the State concerned
had given a direction by the then Speaker that Rs. 10 lakh of each MP’s MPLAD
could be utilised for rehabilitation, relief and rescue measures in that particular
disaster, and we all had given Rs. 10 lakh for rehabilitation of the tsunami-

affected areas. So, today, | make an appeal to the hon. Speaker to discuss it

with all the political parties and give a direction so that the rehabilitation of the
area can be done with the help of the MP’s Local Area Development Fund.
Almost Rs. 800 crore will be collected for the rehabilitation of that area. These
are the two points that | wanted to make.

Lastly, the reports on the ecologically sensitive areas as reported by the
Madhav Gadgil Committee, subsequently by Kasturi Rangan Committee and by
so many other Expert Committees have to be discussed in detail. Some formula
and scientific mechanism have to be evolved to ensure that no such incident
happens in future.

SHRI RAHUL GANDHI (RAEBARELI): Sir, it is a huge tragedy in Wayanad and
the military is doing a good job there. | think it is very important that we support
the people of Wayanad and we give them as much support as is possible and |
would request the Government to help the people of Wayanad in this difficult
time. | think this is the second tragedy that has taken place. It first took place five
years ago. It is quite clear that this area has ecological issues. So, this should

be looked into. If whatever high-tech solution can be found, that would be good.

Sir, in the last five years, Kerala has repeatedly witnessed landslides

which have taken the lives of hundreds of innocent people. In July 2022, the

In just the last five years, more than 350 deaths have taken place in
Kerala, just around the area of Wayanad and other regions where this has
happened.

2013 and 2011, two panel reports conducted a detailed assessment and
thereafter they made recommendations on what the State Government has to
do.

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SHRI MADDILA GURUMOORTHY (TIRUPATI): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, Andhra
Pradesh has emerged as the second-largest fruit-producing State, accounting
for about 12 per cent of the total fruit production in the country. Andhra Pradesh
is famous for its varieties of mango, banana, citrus, papaya, guava, sapota etc.

Since the launch of the Kisan Rail service on 7" August 2020 and up to
4" February 2022, the Kisan Rail services have started operation on 159 routes.
Andhra Pradesh has a major loading station for Kisan Rail services in
Vizianagram. While this is a very commendable initiative of the Ministry of
Railways, it has been observed that cold storage facilities have not been
provided by the Railways at the loading points and unloading points.

Furthermore, while the Railways has provided temperature-controlled
perishable cargo centres in many States, none of them are present in Andhra
Pradesh. We, therefore, request the Government to kindly set up temperature-
controlled perishable cargo centres at Vizianagaram, Anantapur, Guntur,
Kurnool, Chittoor and Gudur. Further, there is a need for further allocation of
resources towards the creation of cold storage facilities at major stations.

Sir, ten years have elapsed since an announcement was made regarding
the formation of a new railway zone. While we appreciate that subsequent to the
Government's approval for setting up of the new South Coast Railway Zone with
its headquarters at Visakhapatnam, an Officer on Special Duty was posted at
Visakhapatnam with the direction to undertake planning and preparatory work
for the formation of the new zone, it is extremely disheartening that there has

been no movement since then. Further, a Detailed Project Report has been
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submitted by the OSD for the setting up of the new zone. Accordingly, an
umbrella work titled "Creation of new South Coast Railway Zone and new
Rayagada Division in East Coast Railway" had been included in the Budget
2020-21 at an estimated cost of around Rs. 170 crore.

Considering that over three years have passed since the announcement
of the South Coast Railway Zone and over eight years have passed since the
AP Reorganisation Act was passed by the Parliament, we would urge the
Government to take urgent steps towards operationalising the South Coast
Railway Zone, a process which should otherwise not take more than six to
seven months.

Sir, there are 21 Railway Recruitment Boards situated in different parts of
India. Hence, | request the Government to establish one such Board in Andhra
Pradesh as well. Otherwise, the job aspirants in the State have to travel to
Secunderabad to take the railway recruitment examinations.

Sir, in most of the places, especially the remote areas, railways is the only
mode of transportation on which many poor people depend. A lot of stoppages
were removed during the COVID time. Now, citing operational profitability, a lot
of stops have not been restored. In this regard, | would request the hon. Minster
to ensure a healthy mix of profitability and social obligation, and restore the
stops which were there during the pre-COVID times. Sir, in most of the trains,
the condition of the general compartments is absolutely pathetic and needs to
be improved. A minor change like addition of one or two extra compartments,

depending on the technical specifications, need to be introduced.
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Sir, | request the hon. Minister to extend the concessions to senior
citizens and accredited journalists. | would also request the hon. Minister to
kindly review and extend the concessions given to senior citizens and
journalists.

Sir, finally, |1 would like to list out a few requests specific to Tirupati and
other districts. The first request to the hon. Minister is to fast track the
upgradation of Renigunta Railway Station and also the development of the
Kadapa-Bangalore line which has been already sanctioned.

Apart from that, development of Sri Kalahasti and Kalikiri railway stations
may be fast-tracked under the Amrit Bharat Scheme. Also, laying of the third line
between Renigunta and Gudur also needs to be sanctioned at the earliest. |
would like to request the hon. Minister to allot Vande Bharat Trains between
Tirupati and Mysore. A special demand from the people of Tirupati is the need
for having a daily train service from Tirupati to Shirdi. | hope the hon. Minister
will be kind enough to sanction this request.

My next request, Sir, is regarding temple tourism. In order to facilitate the
flow of devotees, a special train service may be introduced connecting the
temple towns of Tirupati, Ayodhya, and Varanasi. | would also request the hon.
Minister to kindly allow stoppage of Navajeevan Express at Naidupeta Railway
Station as well as stoppage of Krishna and Puri Express Trains at Vendodu
station of Venkatagiri Constituency. There is a need for improvement of

Nandalur loco shed as well as restoring of all train stoppages, which was in
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place before COVID, at Venkatagiri, Naidupeta, Razampeta, Kodur, Sullurupeta,
Obulavaripalli, and Nandalur stations.

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*DR. PRADEEP KUMAR PANIGRAHY (BERHAMPUR): Thank you so much
for giving me this opportunity for sharing my thoughts on the Railway Budget
2024-25.

The Indian Railway has been the lifeline of India's growth trajectory. In line
with the vision of our Hon'ble Prime Minister for Viksit Bharat 2024 and the
commitment and passion of our Union Minister of Railways for an all-round
development of railway sector. The Union Budget for Railways has allocated a
historic record and highest ever budget both from internal sources and from
extra-budgetary resources. Further, budget 2024-25 presents an overarching
and robust framework for the Indian Railways. with a focus on safety and
infrastructure expansion to achieve the growth target of the country

The total expenditure is projected to be Rs. 5.4 lakh crore, which is almost
5% increase over last year's revised estimates. Out of this total budget, the
capital component. infrastructure related expenditure estimated to be Rs. 2.65
lakh crore in the current budget. Over the last 10 years, the size of capital
infusion to Railways sector in the country, througha capital expenditure, has
grown threefold from mere Rs. 0.93 lakh crore in 2015-16 to Rs. 2.65 lakh crore.
This will not only help develop the infrastructure base of the railway sector. but
also creates a multiplier effect in generating employment, boosting economic
activities and new connectivity will open up avenues for accruing revenues to

the exchequer as well. Besides this, there will be significant investment in
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infrastructure projects such as railway stations, network expansions to reach the
unreached areas, development and modification of - stations etc, which will be
part of capital budget.

The online retail sector penetration is estimated to increase to about
10.7% in the current FY. from 4.7% in 2019. it is obvious that the demand for
transporting a host of commaodities in this sector. The National Rail Plan (NRP)
has targeted to raise share of freight traffic by rail from current share of 27% to
45% by 2030 a modal shift towards railways in share of consumer goods
transported could help achieve the target set by the NRP.

During last 10 years, Railway has taken several measures to promote
intermodal connectivity and improve its model share in freight segment. These
include. among others: tariff rationalization and tariff/freight incentive schemes:
Gati Shakti Multi- Modal Cargo Terminal (GCT) policy to facilitate development
of cargo terminals: schemes to attract private investment in general and special
purpose wagons and automobile carrier wagons etc.

Although there has been a drastic decline in the number of consequential
accidents since 2004-05. Passenger safety has been received the top priority in
the current budget. The Kavach Automatic Train Protection System (ATP) was
implemented as part of the Railway Budget 2024-25. An amount of Rs. 1113
crore has been allocated for expediting the installation of Kavach.

Due to strategic geo-positioning. Odisha has always been a state of top
priority when it comes to Railway sector expansion and modernisation for the

overall development of the nation. But the Government of Odisha could not gain
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much in the past in utilising the available budget to the State. In the current
budget also. Odisha got Rs. 10.586 crores, which is 5" highest state after Uttar
Pradesh. Maharashtra. Madhya Pradesh and West Bengal.

Upgrading railway stations, adding new coaches, expansion of railway
lines, doubling the rail lines, the current budget maps an ambitious plan to
contribute towards the economic growth of the nation. It is also evident that
railway connectivity has been playing a critical role for the growth and
development of a region. In this connection, here are couple of proposals to be
factored in while devising the project plans in Odisha in the ongoing budget and

in future.

[] Broad Gauge Railway Line from Gopalpur-Therubali-Rayagada

connecting to Raipur, Chhattisgarh.

[] Brahmapur-Sambalpur Railway Line (240kms) from Jagannathpur in
Ganjam to Rairakhol in Sambalpur via Kukudakhandi, Hinjilicut, Aska,

Bhanjanagar. Mujagada and Boudh.

[] Construction of New Railway lines from Gopalpur to Talcher. Introduction
of train service for Char Dhams for the benefit of the pilgrims from

Brahampur.

[] Upgradation of Brahmapur Railway Station as a Model Railway Station to

provide better passenger amenities.

|:|Passenger Halt at Industrial Estate. Brahmapur with the construction of a

Railway Station so as to benefit the people of 26 village nearby.
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[]Consider setting up of an appropriate manufacturing industry at Sitalapali,

which is a long-cherished desire of the people of Ganjam district.
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* SHRI ANANTA NAYAK (KEONJHAR): First and foremost, | would like to
extend my heartfelt thanks to the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi Ji for
his visionary leadership and steadfast commitment in shaping the nation and
fulfilling the aspirations of common man through this Railway Budget 2024-25. |
would also like to thank hon.

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*SHRI RAJABHAU PARAG PRAKASH WAJE (NASHIK): As a Member of
Parliament representing the Nashik Lok Sabha constituency, | must bring to the
kind attention of the Government towards several pressing issues concerning
rail connectivity that are significantly impacting the residents of Nashik and its
surrounding areas.

Enclosed with this letter is a newspaper clipping from the Maharashtra
Times, Marathi edition, dated 7" July, 2024, reporting an accident involving the
Panchvati Express. This incident, attributed to inadequate maintenance and an
overcrowded schedule, highlights the urgent need for improvements in our rail
infrastructure. The train's coupling broke which caused a temporary detachment
from the engine. Fortunately, the slow speed of the train prevented a major
disaster, but this incident underscores the critical state of rail safety and
connectivity in Nashik.

Nashik's proximity to Mumbai and Pune, and major economic and
educational hubs, makes reliable rail connectivity essential. However, the
National Highways connecting these cities are poorly maintained and often
congested, particularly during the monsoon season. This results in severe traffic
jams, extending travel times to over six to seven hours. Many professionals,
students, and businesspeople rely on this route, further stressing the need for
enhanced rail services.

In light of these challenges, | kindly request the intervention of the

Government to improve rail connectivity from Nashik through the following
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measures. One, introduction of a New Nashik-Mumbai Train — a new train
service operating from Nashik/Manmad to Mumbai, running slower up to Igatpuri
and then faster to reach Mumbai by 10:00 AM. Two, introduction of Local/Metro
Trains from Nashik to Mumbai — regular local/metro trains based on demand to
enhance connectivity. Three, commencement of MEMU Local Train Service
from Nashik to Kalyan — this service, sanctioned by the former DRM of Mumbai
Division on 22-02-2022, and approved for a feasibility test by the Chairman of
the Railway Board, is crucial for improved connectivity.

The key points supporting this initiative include the MEMU Local Train's
width (11 feet 8 inches) which is 6 inches less than the Vande Bharat Express,
currently operating safely at 60 kmph through the same. Unlike the Vande
Bharat Express, the MEMU Local Train has motor coaches at both ends,
enhancing safety and operational flexibility. Stabling facilities for the 16-coach
MEMU train exist at Nashik Road Station, mitigating space constraints at Kalyan
station. Implementing this project would provide numerous benefits like
improved connectivity between Nashik, Kalyan, and Pune, boosting economic
opportunities and reducing travel time, increased access to education for
students from rural areas, potential reduction in farmer suicides by offering cost-
effective transportation for agricultural produce, creation of employment through
the establishment of an EMU Workshop at Nashik Road Station, enhanced
reservation availability on long-distance trains by diverting short-distance
travelers to local services, and demonstration of Indian Railways' capability to

operate local train services through challenging ghat sections.
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| also wish to highlight the long-pending demand for a local train service
between Nashik Road and Kasara, as well as Kalyan. Despite a successful test
run, this project has been stalled, causing significant hardships for daily
commuters. Immediate investigation and resolution of the delays are crucial for
economic growth, industrial development, and regional connectivity.
Furthermore, the Nashik-Pune Semi High-Speed Railway Project has faced
significant delays and route changes. | request for a detailed explanation for
these delays and confirmation of the original route, which passes through
Nashik, Sinnar, Sangamner, Narayan Gaon, Rajguru Nagar, and Chakan. This
project is essential for connecting the western and northern regions to the south,
benefiting farmers, industries, and tourism.

| urge upon the hon. Minister to ensure timely completion of the project by
addressing regional concerns and collaborating with State representatives,
Maha Rail organization, MPs, MLAs, and local officials. Please expedite the
granting of necessary permissions and clearances from the Finance Ministry,
Railway Board, and other authorities.

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*SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SULE (BARAMATI): The past year has seen some of
the worst railway accidents in India's history, including the triple train collision in
Balasore that killed nearly 300 people. In the last two months alone, more than
15 people have been killed in major derailments and collisions.

The increased budgetary allocation for the railways, particularly railway
safety, is a welcome move, but there remain several gaping holes in the
railways' safety infrastructure, and the budget once again prioritises the needs of
higher income passengers over the crores that rely on the railways as a low-cost
mode of travel.

Deadly Train Accidents in the Past Year. In 1956, then-Minister of
Railways Lal Bahadur Shastri submitted his resignation after a major train
accident in Andhra Pradesh, taking moral responsibility for the incident despite
the fact that he was not personally to blame for it. The Prime Minister did not
accept his resignation then, but did do so after a second accident took place in
November of that year. Yet, the Minister of Railways has shrugged off all
accountability for the numerous deadly rail accidents of the past year that have

shaken citizens' faith in the institution of the railways.

Railway Safety, and deployment of Kavach. Train collisions have begun to

make up an increasing proportion of train accidents in India. The deaths of 15
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passengers and railway staff in a train accident in Darjeeling, West Bengal, in
June, were also the result of a collision between a freight train and the
Kanchenjunga Express.

The deployment of the automatic train protection system Kavach across
India is the most important step that can be taken towards the prevention of
these collisions. Yet, the installation of Kavach has been painfully slow so far,
and this Union Budget offers little reassurance in this matter, despite the
Minister of Railways' praise of record allocations for the railways.

As of this month, Kavach has been deployed only on 1,465 route kms. or
2.14 per cent of the total railway network and only 144 out of 15,200 loco
engines have been equipped with it.

The cost of installing KAVACH, including equipment, is Rs. 50 lakh per
route kilometre and Rs. 70 lakh to fit the equipment in one railway engine. That
means about Rs. 34,213 crore is needed to equip all routes and Rs. 10,640
crore to install the systems on all railway fleets. However, according to the
Minister of Railways response, only about Rs. 1,112 crore has been allocated
for the installation of KAVACH in 2024-25. At the Government's current pace, it
will take over 40 years for KAVACH to be installed across the country

The Government has repeatedly claimed that its focus is on improving
railway safety measures and specifically prioritising Kavach. Still, the hard
figures of this allocation indicate that this is merely posturing - an attempt to
detract from the many railway accidents that have occurred in recent years.

As regards track renewal, in the month of July alone, there have been
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eight train derailments. Just this morning, at least two people were killed when
the Howrah-CSMT Express derailed in Jharkhand.

Derailments are the single largest cause of train accidents in the country,
and, according to the Comptroller Auditor General's report on derailments,
various kinds of track defects are responsible for most of them. Despite this, the
budgetary allocation for track renewals has increased by only 2 per cent from
2023-24 to 2024-25.

Signalling and Telecommunications. Technical deficiencies in signalling
systems are another significant cause of train accidents. However, until FY
2023-24, only about 46 per cent of railway stations have switched from
mechanical signalling to electronic interlocking systems. Another important
signalling intervention is Automatic Block Signalling (ABS), a proven low-cost
solution that controls the movement of trains between the blocks using
automatic signals. Despite this, it has only been commissioned on 4,431 route
kms. on high-density network routes, or about 6.47 per cent of the length of the
Indian Railways. This year too, signalling and telecom received only 1.8 per cent
of the railway budget, down from 2.8 per cent in 2018-19.

Ministry's Neglect of poor passengers and no focus on low-cost air-
conditioned coaches. In October 2020, the then Chairman of the Railway Board
announced that the Government had begun working to phase out non-
airconditioned coaches from all mail and express trains. The Chairman said that
this was being done as non-airconditioned coaches caused both technical

problems and great discomfort to passengers at speeds beyond 130 km/h. If the
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Government had adhered to its promise of keeping the tickets for these coaches
affordable for passengers who had formerly travelled by sleeper class, this
would have been a welcome move towards improving their quality of life.

However, this year, the Minister of Railways committed to manufacturing
10,000 non-AC coaches including General Class and Sleeper Class coaches,
and only 5,000 air-conditioned coaches, and little progress appears to have
been made towards the phasing out of non-AC coaches.

Additionally, the average speed of even Mail Express trains in 2023-24
was 51 km/h, while ordinary trains lag behind at 35 km/h. Even the Vande
Bharat Express trains, ostensibly some of the country's fastest and most modern
trains, ply at an average of 76 km/h.

It is evident that not only has the Government walked back on its promise
of making travel by air-conditioned travel for all passengers, it has also been
unable to approach even the most modest of its speed targets for locomotives.

The Minister's announcements are a further indication of this
Government's neglect of the Garib Rath trains, which offered inexpensive,
comfortable, safe and dignified travel to the people of India. Its focus on the
Amrit Bharat Express trains, which have maximum speeds of 130 km/h yet
consist of several non-airconditioned coaches, is deeply concerning, as,
according to the Government itself, this is a risk to passenger safety and
comfort.

The average speed of Vande Bharat Express trains has decreased from

84 km/h in 2020-21 to 76 km/h in 2023-24, against a maximum speed of 180

km/h. It is a matter of deep concern that the average speed of the government's
most premium passenger trains has not hit 100 km/h.

The Government has hailed the Vande Bharat trains as having been
crafted with the highest safety standards. However, it seems to have failed to
implement the Commission for Railway Safety's recommendations regarding the
trains, including providing evacuation slides similar to those on aircrafts on
double-decker trains, aerosol-based fire detection and suppression systems in
electrical panels, and confirming that electric cables and other materials are
compliant with fire detection norms.

As regards railways in Maharashtra, the Wardha-Marathwada railway line,
which was to enhance connectivity between Vidarbha and Marathwada, remains
incomplete years after its announcement. As of December 2023, less than 50
per cent physical progress had been made on the line, with only 3 out of 27
stations having been built.

The swift completion of this railway line will do a great deal to boost the
socio-economic wellbeing of the crores of people living in the area it covers.

| also urge the Government to look into several important requests
regarding the routes and stops of trains plying in my constituency of Baramati.
Passengers travelling from Daund to Pune in my Constituency, Baramati, are
greatly inconvenienced by persistently delayed or cancelled train schedules and
the limited availability of local trains. Stations on the Pune-Daund route must be
designated as suburban stations in order to facilitate the much-needed

improvement of train services, including the operation of Electric Multiple Unit
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(EMU) local trains along with Diesel Electric Multiple Unit (DEMU) trains along
the route.

Shree Martand Devasthan in Jejuri is an important place of pilgrimage for
people from across Maharashtra and even India, yet it remains woefully under-
connected to maijor cities in the State. A stop in Jejuri should be added onto the
routes of the Mahalakshmi Express, the Nizamuddin Express and the Goa
Express. The Mumbai- Kolhapur Vande Bharat Express, which is slated to halt
only at Pune and Satara, must also stop at Jejuri. DEMU trains travelling

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*SHRI SUKANTA KUMAR PANIGRAHI (KANDHAMAL): | thank the Central
Government specially the Railway Minister for allocating Rs. 10,586 crores in
2024-25 Budget for the development of railways and to enhance infrastructure in
Odisha. It is 12.5-fold increase compared to annual investment of Rs. 898 crore
during 2009-14 period.

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*SUSHRI S. JOTHIMANI (KARUR): In the wake of the Mumbai-Howrah train
accident in Jharkhand, there is no better time to discuss the state of the Indian
Railways than today. This is the seventh major rail accident this year, and we
are only halfway through. Rail accidents have become a weekly affair now. Yet
the Union Government has maintained a studied silence when it comes to large-
scale rail reforms. This is reflected in the fact that the hon. Finance Minister’s
speech only mentions railways once, and does not speak of any reforms despite
back-to-back devastating accidents. The railway industry has urged the Union
Government to formulate a roadmap for the timely creation of the three
economic corridors and boost capital expenditure spending on better
technology. The Ministry should consider the use of Al to improve rail safety
mechanisms in the Railways. The hon. Finance Minister was expected to unveil
significant projects concerning the Railway Budget but the Centre retained the
capex as it was announced in the Interim Budget 2024.

In response to a question in the Lok Sabha, the Railway Minister said that
Kavach had been deployed on 1,465 km and in 139 locomotives. Given that the
railway network in India is 1,26,366 km long, there is a long way to go before we
can rely on Kavach for rail safety. Rashtriya Rail Sanraksha Kosh (RRSK) was
introduced in 2017-18 for the renewal/replacement/upgradation of critical safety
assets in railways. In the absence of surplus funds, the Indian Railways has
been relying on increased funding through Gross Budgetary Support (GBS) and

Extra Budgetary Resources (EBS) to fund its programs such as this.

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The Indian Railways has systematically excluded senior citizens from the
Budget this year. Until 2020, there was a senior citizens’ railway concession.
This was instrumental in ensuring the mobility and agency of senior citizens to
travel seamlessly across the country. However, during the COVID-19 pandemic,
this was withdrawn. Senior citizens were expecting the concession to be
reinstated with this Budget but were met with disappointment. This continued
neglect of senior citizens is indicative of the BJP’s politics of convenience, which
extends policy reforms only to consolidate vote banks.

Overcrowding in railways is another critical issue. There have been
several deaths due to overcrowding in trains owing to the reduction in the
number of general compartments. This exposes the deep-seated polarity in the
system. On the one hand, the Prime Minister was flagging off swanky Vande
Bharat trains for the upper class, and on the other, common men were left to
fight over the few seats available in general compartments. The Ministry should
strive to increase budgetary support to expand the number of general
compartments and the frequency of trains to put an end to deaths due to
overcrowding.

| would also like to use this opportunity to touch upon a few railway issues
faced by my constituency members. A few important stations require stoppages
to facilitate smooth travel for passengers. Karur district is a manufacturing hub
that sees a lot of movement of passengers looking to travel to cities like
Bengaluru. However, there is no stoppage of the Madurai-SMVT Bengaluru

Vande Bharat train at this station. The Sengottai-Mayiladuturai Express had a
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stoppage at Ayyalur, which was discontinued during the COVID-19 pandemic.
This has significantly impacted hundreds of students and traders who commuted
by this train daily. While the hon. Minister of Railways was gracious enough to
enable the upgradation of Manapparai Railway Station (MPA), several important
trains do not stop at the station. Similarly, stoppages are required at the
Mandaiyur station as well.

It was brought to my notice that Course Completed Act of Apprentices
(CCAAs) in the ICF from the 1998 batch and those in the Southern Railways
from the 2008 batch have been denied absorption into the Railways. Some of
these persons have already crossed the age limit of 40 years for absorption. A
grave injustice has been done to them, as this is not an issue in the other
Railway divisions. Such inconsistencies must be looked into and resolved
expeditiously.

In a concerning trend, the Modi Government has not yet released the pink
book on the Indian Railways. First, they did away with the independent Railway
Budget, and now it seems they are trying to do away with the pink book as well.
This falls in line with the Central Government’s inclination to avoid transparency
and accountability at all costs. The pink book was the only portal through which
Members could gain insight into the projects carried out by the Railways, along
with the funds allocated to them. | urge the hon. Minister of Railways to release
the pink book at the earliest and ensure that this does not start a negative trend.
The Indian Railways is one-of-a-kind and stands miles ahead of the rest of the

world in volume and complexity. It is incumbent on the Government to ensure
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that its value is not tainted by ineffective policy measures and inadequate
budgetary allocations.

Introducing a MEMU train from Trivandrum to Madurai would alleviate

travel difficulties for passengers across both divisions.

[J Train from Kanyakumari to Hyderabad via Madurai: A train service
from Kanyakumari to Hyderabad, passing through Madurai, is
necessary to cater to the large number of people travelling for work and

other purposes.

[] Daily Train to Mumbai via Chennai Egmore: We propose a new daily
train service from Kanyakumari to Mumbai, via Chennai Egmore, to

meet the needs of passengers travelling to Mumbai.

[J Vande Bharat Train with Sleeper Facility: The introduction of a
Vande Bharat train with sleeper facilities from Kanyakumari to Kashmir,
via Chennai, would significantly enhance travel comfort and
convenience.

2. Development of Railway Stations:
[ Nagercoil Town Railway Station: As Nagercoil Town station evolves
into a major station, we request the following improvements:

O  Construction of a connecting road between Nagercoil Town station
and the newly constructed 4-way lane to facilitate smoother

passenger movement and avoid heavy traffic in Nagercoil city.
O Increase the number of platforms at the station to six.

O Enhancement of retiring room facilities.

3. Rail

Nagercoil Junction Railway Station: This station requires further
upliftment, including the addition of more retiring rooms and improved
passenger amenities.

Infrastructure Development:

Doubling Work Between Trivandrum and Nagercoil: The doubling
work is progressing but at a slow pace. We urge the Ministry to

expedite this work for early completion.

Ballast Yard at Eraniel Railway Station: We have significant
concerns regarding the proposed ballast yard at Eraniel Railway
Station. It is likely to cause pollution affecting local families, damage
newly built houses, and disrupt plantations. We suggest relocating the
ballast yard to a site near Eraniel ROB 230 and 236, which would save

35 houses and approximately Rs. 35 crore for the Railway Department.

ROB Across the Railway Track at LC20 Near Kandanvilai: The road
connecting Eraniel and Villukuri is heavily used and congested at LC20.

Constructing an ROB here would ease traffic and improve safety.

New Approach Road for Nagercoil Town Railway Station:
Constructing a new approach road connecting to the National Highway
from the eastern entry (about 400 meters) would alleviate traffic issues

and improve passenger movement.

Extension of Charminar Express (12759/60) to Kanyakumari:

Extending the Charminar Express up to Kanyakumari would directly
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connect Telangana State Capital Hyderabad with South Tamil Nadu.
This extension, proposed in IRTTC 2023 and 2021 and approved by the

Railway Board, would greatly benefit the entire route.

[] Weekend Train to Velankanni: We reiterate our long-pending request
for a weekend train from Trivandrum to Velankanni, departing
Trivandrum on Saturday evening and returning from Velankanni on

Sunday evening.

[l Need for New ROBs:
O ROB at Kandanvilai (LC 20): The construction of an ROB at this
location will alleviate traffic congestion and improve connectivity.
O ROB at Kakkodu (Between Electric Pole 270/40): Restoration of this
ROB is urgently needed as it was closed in 1984, and the area has

seen increased traffic since.

[ Early Completion of Works:

O ROB Near Eraniel Station: The construction of this ROB has been
ongoing for over two years, causing significant delays in vehicle
movement from Azhagiyamandapam town and Monday Market. We
request that directions be issued for the early completion of these
works.

O ROB at Viricode (LC 15): The resumption and completion of the

ROB work at this location are urgently needed.
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Restoration of Stoppages: During the pre-COVID period,

sufficient stoppages were provided at our stations. However, post-COVID,

these stoppages were not fully restored even as traffic normalized. | request

the restoration of stoppages at the following stations:

O

16279/16730 Madurai-Punalur Express: Stoppages at
Aralvaimozhi, Palliyadi, and Kuzhiturai West stations.

16606 Nagercoil-Mangaluru Central Express: Stoppage at
Kuzhiturai Station.

16366 Nagercoil-Kottayam Express: Stoppages at Nagercoil

Town, Palliyadi, and Kuzhiturai West stations.

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*SHRI RAJU BISTA (DARJEELING): | join the people of Darjeeling Hills, Terai
and Dooars in thanking the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi ji, and the
hon. Railway Minister, Shri Ashwini Vaishnaw ji for setting an incredible pace for
the development of railway infrastructure in our region, as well as across the
nation.

In 2021-22, the Government under Modi ji had developed a long-term
strategic National Rail Plan. | congratulate the Ministry of Railways in working
towards fulfilling the goals and outcomes of the National Rail Plan. Continuing
with the development of railway infrastructure in our country, our Government is
making significant Capital Expenditure. In 2013-14, the total capital expenditure
was Rs.28174 crores only whereas in 2024-25, it has increased to Rs 2.62 lakh
crores. It is an increase of 930 per cent in the past 11 years. This year, a
significant fund has been earmarked for the safety related activities in the
railways.

So far as revenue is concerned, because of this investment, the Indian
Railways has been able to achieve amazing growth in terms of revenue
generation. In 2023-24, Indian Railways generated a total receipt of Rs.2.56 lakh
crore, and a net profit of Rs.3260 crore.

In the past 10-years, Railways have commissioned 31180 track
kilometers. The pace of track laying increased from 4 kilometers per day in
2014-15 to 14.54 kilometers per day in 2023-24. During 2014-2024, Indian

Railways have electrified about 41,655 Route Kms (RKMs) as compared to only

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21,413 Route Kms till 2014. As of March 2024, India has 95 per cent of
boradguage network electrified. This is the highest electrification for any railway
in the world. If we compare it with the world, we will find that USA has one per
cent electrification, United Kingdom has 38 per cent, European Union has 56 per
cent, and China has 71 per cent electrification. Indian Railways is also the
‘greenest railways’ in the world.

Speaking of Budget priorities, | would like to submit that in this year's
Budget, additional funds have been allocated to promote industrial development.
These funds will support the essential infrastructure needed to develop industrial
clusters at strategic nodes like Kopparthy on the Vishakhapatham-Chennai
Industrial Corridor, Orvakal on the Hyderabad-Bengaluru Industrial Corridor in
Andhra Pradesh, and Gaya on the Amritsar-Kolkata Industrial Corridor in Bihar.
This initiative will catalyse industrial growth in the eastern region of India. In
addition, Railways have adopted a new approach for infrastructure development.

There are three Economic Railway Corridors. One is, Energy, Mineral and
Cement corridors, which includes 192 projects. Two, Port Connectivity
Corridors, which have 42 projects, and three, High Traffic Density Corridors,
which includes 200 Projects. These corridors have been identified under the PM
Gati Shakti Mission for enabling Multi-Modal connectivity.

Mentioning about railways in West Bengal, | would like to state that an
amount of Rs.13941 crore was allocated for development of railways in West
Bengal in the FY2024-25. An amount of Rs. 60,000 crore worth of railway

projects are underway in the State. | am most grateful to the hon. Railway
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Minister, Shri Ashwini Vaishnaw ji for sanctioning three Vande Bharat trains for
our region - Siliguri to Guwahati, Siliguri to Kolkata and Siliguri to Patna. Sir, 100
stations modernisation under Amrit Bharat Station Scheme, includes Siliguri JN,
NJP, and Alipurduar in North Bengal.

The Sevoke-Rangpo Rail Project, which will connect our critical border
region with mainland train-system is being constructed at a rapid pace. It is very
important from the national security perspective. When completed, this project
will have 44 km railway track traversing over 19 bridges and 14 tunnels. This line
will have five stations, Rangpo, Malli, Teesta Bazar, Riyang, Sevoke. This line
will provide much needed boost to tourism in the Darjeeling, Kalimpong, Sikkim
and Dooars region.

| feel ashamed to report that while Indian Railways has allocated funds to
compensate the people living along Sevoke-Rangpo Rail Line, TMC
Government in West Bengal have not yet disbursed the funds to the people. |
request the hon. Railway Minister to kindly look into this situation.

| also wish to share a list of demands on which, | think, the Government
has to think over seriously. Our region is situated in the ‘Chicken Neck’ region of
India. It sees heavy cross border traffic too. We get people from Bhutan, Nepal,
and Bangladesh who travel through our region. For this, the railway
infrastructure and facilities are very important. | have, therefore, some demands
for our region.

One, introduction of south bound trains from Sevoke/ Siliguri. Due to lack

of proper medical facilities in the region, thousands of people from our region
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travel to Hyderabad in Telangana, and Vellore in Tamil Nadu for their medical
treatment. Along with patients, thousands of students who study in the States of
Telangana, Andhra Pradesh, Tamil Nadu and Karnataka also travel from our
region. However, there are no direct trains connecting south Indian cities like
Katpadi (Vellore), Bengaluru, and Chennai with our region. Therefore, we
request you to kindly introduce south bound train originating from Siliguri.

Two, Siliguri/ NJP-New Delhi Superfast Express. The NF region is located
in a critical geography which connects NE India to the rest of India, and borders
Nepal, Bhutan and Bangladesh attracts a large number of people on a daily
basis. Thousands of people from travel to Delhi/ NCR for business, study and
work. However, we do not have a direct train connection to Delhi. If two new
trains be initiated from Siliguri JN to New Delhi, it will be highly appreciated.

There are some issues regarding railway settlements and encroachment
of railway land, which | wish the Government to take very seriously. Report on
land acquisition under NR Railways highlights some of these issues. There are
similar issues of unauthorized settlements in railway land, encroachment of
railways property for which the Government should take immediate steps. | wish
if these are provided, and steps are taken to grant land rights to those who have
settled for over 50-years, will be very helpful for people.

Four, upgradation of Siliguri Railway Station as Heritage Station. There is
a need for conservation, beautification, and proper maintenance of the historical
Siliguri Town Railway Station. Permanently resolve the issue of human

settlement in Railway lands and ensure that there is no encroachment of railway
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land, resources, and property. Improve cleanliness and consider setting up a
heritage museum at the station.

Five, shifting Bill Unit from Katihar to NJP for Tindharia DHR Mechanical
Department and all other DHR-related. Retired railways employees have to
travel all the way to Katihar for any official work. More convenient for employees
to shift Bill Unit for following units: i.0502-457, ii. 0502-425, iii. 0502-015, iv.
0502-005, v. 0502451 and vi. 0502-454.

Six, Darjeeling Express — Darjeeling Mail is the only train that runs from
Siliguri to Sealdah Station (Kolkata) and is a popular train among tourists and
travellers. The name associates the train with the place - extending the station
takes away the essence of Darjeeling Mail. Public request for keeping Darjeeling
Mail origin station at NJP Introduction of New Train from Haldibari instead of
extending Darjeeling Mail. Initiate a new train connecting North Bengal to
Kolkata, which will originate from Haldibari railway station and label it "Darjeeling
Express".

Seven, no meeting has been called with members of different Railway
Consultative Committees till date. There is a need to form fresh committees of
ZRUCC, DRUCC etc. May these be constituted at the earliest.

Eight, Railway Overbridge at Bagracot Area (Siliguri Town Station) is the
need of the hour. Siliguri Town station is located among a very busy Bagha Jatin
Road, College Para, and area of Siliguri. Lack of a railway overbridge in

Bagracot cause massive problems to the locals, especially college students.
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Hence, there is an urgent need to construct a Railway Overbridge in Siliguri
Town Station at the Bagracot Area.

Nine, introduction of local train from Siliguri town station to Islampur.
Siliguri being the financial capital of North Bengal, there is a massive movement
of people and goods, especially between Siliguri and Islampur. Introduction of a
local train connecting two cities will greatly benefit the people of our region.
Request the Ministry to kindly introduce a new train from Siliguri Town Station to
Islampur.

Ten, upgradation and operationalization of Gulma Station. During last
meeting with Railways, they had assured to do a feasibility and report what is
the status and the feasibility of operating the station. We would like to know the
status of the Gulma Station upgradation. There are opportunities and potential
for tourism. Can the Ministry kindly take steps for upgradation and
operationalization of Gulma Station?

Eleven, creating a separate Siliguri-NJP Division or Transferring DRM
office from Katihar to Siliguri. Today, Siliguri has become a hub of business, and
NJP has become a hub of railway operations. Majority of the NF Railway
employees in our region are employed and retired in and around Siliguri.
Majority of the Indian Railway business is also generated at NJP. However,
because of the DRM office is situated in Katihar, smooth operation of railways is
hampered. Division in Siliguri, or transfer the DRM Office from Katihar to Siliguri.
Therefore, | request the hon. Minister to kindly consider setting up a new

Railway Division in Siliguri, or transfer the DRM office from Katihar to Siliguri.
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Twelve, construction of Rangapani-Bagdogra siding - Opening Rangapani
-Bagdogra siding like for public commercial train or laying out a new 6 km line
parallel from Rangapani to Bagdogra will ensure that the people from Darjeeling,
Kalimpong, districts can avail train services and any train from North East India
can run smoothly via that 6 km railway route. This will add the flexibility to Indian
Railways and provide more lines and options for the trains to be run on.

Thirteen, the construction of Rangapani-Bagdogra rail line for Commercial
train services will make sure that line any train from North East can run smoothly
via Bagdogra route and it will strengthen Chicken Neck Corridor. After 9:00 pm
no train runs via Bagdogra - Thakurganj rail route. Hence, a few long-distance
trains should be run in the night slot via this Rangapani-Bagdogra rail route. This
will eradicate the need for constructing a new alternative rail line from
Thakurganj to Araria, and save railway resources.

Fourteen, initiating Bagdogra station for train stoppages of the following
trains to benefit the people from Darjeeling and Kalimpong Hill region, Naxalbari,
Phansidewa, Matigara, Kurseong and Mirik. 12343/44-Darjeeling Mail via Siliguri
Junction should be run with a stoppage at Bagdogra. 12042/41-NJP-Howrah
Shatabdi Express via Bagdogra should also run with a Stoppage. Stoppage of
15721/22-Paharia Express and 22611/12-Chennai Express should be there at
Bagdogra. 5715/16-Garib Nawaj Express Extension upto NJP should run with a
stoppage at Bagdogra. It had received approval in the year 2013. Rangapani-
Bagdogra line should be opened for commercial trains. 15909/10-Avadh Assam

Express via Bagdogra should also have a stoppage. Diversion of 5 long-
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distance weekly trains which are currently running via Dooars, through Loco
Reversal at Siliguri Junction should be done and these trains should run via
Bagdogra. These trains should be diverted via Bagdogra with Loco Reversal at
Siliguri Junction - 15644/43 Puri Express, 15621/22 ANVT Express, 9306/05 Dr
Ambedkar Express, 2512/11 Mumbai express, and 9615/16 Udaipur Express.

Fifteen, Bagdogra should be included in Amrut Bharat Station
Redevelopment Scheme. Bagdogra Station has the potential to become a major
hub of Railways. We would urge the Ministry to kindly consider this request.
Bagdogra Station can be upgraded and developed under the Amrut Bharat
Scheme.

Sixteen, there should be a rail flyover between Ambari Galakata - Siliguri
town. Rail flyover between Ambari Falakata - Siliguri town will help in bypassing
and decongesting NJP. This rail flyover will strengthen the chicken neck corridor
and it will create a direct rail connectivity between Guwahati and Rangpo, and
with other parts of India via Bagdogra rail route.

Seventeen, these are certain demands with regard to Darjeeling
Himalayan Railway (DHR). It can be developed into a separate Mountain Rail
Division. Darjeeling Himalayan Railway along with Kalka-Shimla Railway and
Nilgiri Mountain Railway and Matheran Hill Railway are specialized meter-gauge
trains. These are part of our heritage. | am requesting hon. Ashwini ji to
establish a separate division for preserving these heritage rail lines. Most

importantly, these trains require specially trained people to keep them running.
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Eighteen, there is an urgent need for modernization of Darjeeling
Himalayan Railway (DHR) stations. DHR has the distinction of being the first
mountain railway in the world to be accorded the World Heritage status by the
UNESCO. Development of All DHR Station into a world-class stations and
providing the best passenger convenience and tourist facilities.

Nineteen, Tindharia Railway Station hospital should be opened for
general public. Due to lack of medical facilities in the region, people face huge
difficulties in accessing proper medical care. Opening of Tindharia Railways
hospital unit for general public will ease the pain of the people and also build a
positive relation with community at large.

Twenty, upgradation of Tindharey Railway Workshop under DHR is
urgently needed. Upgradation and modernization of Tindharey workshop is
important. We can use this to set up Meter-Gauge Loco-Factory, which will
produce Locos for all the Mountain Railways in the country, and we can export
them abroad as well.

Twenty one, filling up of unfilled vacancies in DHR is the need of the hour.
Numerous posts in DHR, especially those in Tindharey Railway Workshop has
remained unfulfiled for long, due to which maintenance of DHR is getting
delayed. There is an acute staff and manpower shortage in DHR hampering the
proper functioning of the Railway. We request the hon. Minister to kindly recruit
staff on these open posts.

Twenty-two, use of local language in Signboards in Darjeeling district is

also a long pending demand. Implementation of Rule 18 of the Language Policy
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of India, "sign Boards of Railway stations should be in regional language, use of
language on Railway Information Boards, naming of Railway stations should be
in regional languages." However, local language Nepali is not used. This has
become a source of constant grief among the locals. Can the Ministry use sign
boards in Nepali language as well?

Twenty-three, CSR, engagement local vendors and service providers is
also very important. As DHR is a popular tourist attraction, integration of local
culture and traditions through DHR could promote tourism. Encourage
engagement of local CSOs, SHGs, and youth for railways works and services,
wherever applicable. Increase of CSR activities and community engagement
initiative through railways along Sevoke-Rangpo region.

In supporting the request for Grants from the Railways, hon. Finance
Minister, Nirmala Sitharaman ji has endeavoured to meet the needs of the
Indian Railways. She has encouraged them to continue serving our beloved
motherland with renewed vigour. Indian Railways will be able to walk the path of
progress and development as visualized by our hon. Prime Minister Modi ji.

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*SHRI V. K. SREEKANDAN (PALAKKAD): | thank you very much for allowing
to express my views on the Demands for Grants under the control of the Ministry
of Railways for 2024-25, which is the life line of the people of the country.

Kerala, which gives a good amount of revenue to the Railways by way of
passengers or goods traffic has been neglected and ranks third among the
States that received the least allotment for railways. No major projects in the
State of Kerala have been announced. The allocation was very disappointing
and people are pained as to why the State is being neglected and why this step
motherly attitude towards Kerala is being shown. The Government needs to
think on it very seriously.

However, | being a Member of Parliament from Palakkad parliamentary
constituency, narrate here some of the demands that the Railways may
consider:

UTILISATION OF RAILWAY LAND AT KANJIKODE: The issue of

setting up of a coach factory at Kanjikode had been taken up on 8.07.2019 that
is immediately after | became a Member of Parliament. But when the Railways
made it clear that they are not going to set up a coach factory on the land
acquired for the said purpose, | have been demanding that the said land
measuring 236 acres be utilized by bringing a project under Gati Shakti scheme,
which will generate employments to many people as well as meet the
requirement of Railways for any kind whatsoever. However, a decision on the

above is yet to come from the Railways.

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EXPANSION OF PIT LINE AT SHORANUR JUNCTON: The pit line at

Shoranur can serve only trains with 12 coaches, whereas most of the trains run
with more than 24 coaches. Therefore, the pit line needs to be expanded to
cater to the needs of the trains and to make the existing pit line useful.

SETTING UP OF A TRIANGLE JUNCTION AT SHORANUR: Due to

inadequate facilities at Shoranur junction to handle huge volume of traffic, all
trains bound towards Chennai and other parts of the country and all trains
towards places in southern part of Kerala, pass through Shoranur, but without
touching Shoranur junction. There has been a demand to set up the said model
of triangle junction at Shoranur and as such, the issue has been brought to the
notice of the Ministry. However, a response to it is yet to be received in this
regard.

CONSRUCTION OF UNDER PASSAGE AT KOYAPADI ON PATTAMBI-

MUTHUTHALA ROAD: Construction of under passage at Perumudiyoor on

Shoranur-Calicut Railway Line between Government Oriental Higher Secondary
School, Perumudiyoor, Pattambi, and the main bus stop at Koyapadi on
Pattambi-Muthuthala Road, Palakkad, is very necessary and essential to
prevent the loss of lives of school going children.

INTRODUCTION OF NEW TRAINS BETWEEN MANGALURU AND

TUTICORIN: It was decided that new trains would be introduced between

Mangaluru and Tuticorin immediately after the completion of gauge conversion
of Palakkad-Pollachi railway route. The gauge conversion had been completed

way back in 2016. However, these assured trains were not introduced till now.
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The main aim of making broad gauge conversion of Palakkad and Pollachi
section was to facilitate port connectivity of ports at Mangaluru and Tuticorin for
faster freight movement as well as for the transportation of goods from Tamil
Nadu to Kerala and vice versa and to increase the volume of passenger traffic
as it is an inter-state connectivity route, involving Kerala, Tamil Nadu,
Karnataka, etc. This section is also very important on religious point of view as it
connects many pilgrim places such as Mookambika, Ervadi, Rameshwaram,
Madurai, Palani, etc. Therefore, it is requested that these assured new trains
may please be introduced between Mangaluru and Tuticorin urgently.

STOPPAGE FOR TRAIN NO. 12677/12678 ERNAKULAM-

BANGALORE-ERNAKULAM INTERCITY EXPRESS AT OTTAPALAM: It has

been a long pending demand of the people of Ottapalam to have a stoppage for
train No. 12677/12678 Ernakulam-Bangalore-Ernakulam Intercity Express at
Ottapalam under Palakkad Division. This is the only day time train running
between Kerala and Bangalore and therefore, ladies and children travelling to-
and-fro Bangalore prefer to travel by this train because of security point of view.
The people of Ottapalam are now compelled to travel to Palakkad which is 32
kms. away from Ottapalam to board this train.

More-over, earlier this train used to have a halt at Erode junction for
change of engine for 20 minutes. Now this system has been changed as the
same engine hauls the train right up to its destination in both the directions, and

as such, this train now halts at Erode for just 5 minutes, Therefore, providing
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one minute halt for this train at Ottapalam would not in any way, affect the
running schedule of any other train in this route at that particular time.

It is requested that a stoppage for 12677/12678 Ernakulam-Bangalore-
Ernakulam Intercity Express at Ottapalam may please be provided at the
earliest.

INTRODUCTION OF A NEW TRAIN AS INTER CITY EXPRESS FROM

PALAKKAD TO THIRUVANANTHAPURAM: There is a need for a new train as

Inter City Express from Palakkad to Thiruvananthapuram in the morning hours
(Ex Island express slot of 6.40 am Palakkad). This route covers the most
important places in Kerala and the commuters to these places are quite high in
number in the morning hours. Therefore, the introduction of the much-sought
train will help the people as well as help the Railways to earn more revenue.

DOUBLING OF ROUTE BETWEEN SHORANUR AND

BHARATHAPUZHA RAILWAY STATIONS: This one km. route between

Shoranur and Bharathapuzha needs to be doubled. Therefore, it is requested
that action may please be taken to double this route at the earliest.

RENOVATION OF PATTAMBI RAILWAY STATION: The renovation of

Pattambi Railway Station was overdue. The platforms were without complete
roofing. In all the seasons, the rail users were facing hardships. Therefore,
together with the renovation, the complete roofing of the platforms should also
be carried out. Passenger amenities should also be provided such as

washroom, waiting room, etc. at the above station.
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ROOF OVER PLATFORMS AT SHORANUR AND PALAKKAD

JUNCTIONS: Many platforms at Shoranur and Palakkad junctions are without

roof. In all the seasons, the commuters were facing hardships in the absence of
roof over platforms at these junctions. The existing roofs over head at these
stations are in very dilapidated conditions and many incidents of concrete blocks
falling on people have been reported in the past. Therefore, it is urged that
necessary steps may please be taken to provide roofing over platforms at these
junctions at the earliest.

REQUEST FOR COMMENCEMENT OF PASSENGER TRAINS: All the

passenger trains which were running between Palakkad and Coimbatore,
Shoranur-Nilambur, Kozhikode-Shoranur and Ernakulam to Palakkad be
restored in the interest of commuters at the earliest. These passenger trains
were cancelled due to COVID-19. Similar trains in other divisions have been
restored.

STOPPAGE FOR TRAINS AT VADANAMKURUSSI, ETC.:

Vadanamkurussi is an important railway station for the people from Ponnani,
Guruvayur and Palakkad for travel to Nilambur and likewise people from
Nilambur and Perinthalmanna of district of Malappuram undertake their further
travel after deboarding from trains at Vadanamkurussi.

However, the two trains which currently pass through Vadanamkurussi
railway station do not have stops there. These two trains are Rajya Rani
Express and Kottayam-Nilambur Express. Therefore, people have been

demanding to provide stoppage for the above two trains at Vadanamkurussi and
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also to recommence the services of all other five trains cancelled on account of
COVID-19. There have also been suggestions from the general public (1) to
utilize Rajya Rani Express during day time as Nilambur-Palakkad-Nilambur
which will benefit both the people and the railways (Rajya Rani express reaches
Nilambur at 5.45 hours and departs at 21.30 hours and the whole day it is halted
at Nilambur) and (2) to run both Rajya Rani Express and Kottayam-Nilambur
Express as passenger trains between Shoranur and Nilambur on both ways and
the remaining part of its schedule as express trains.

In view of the above, it is requested to provide stoppage at
Vadanamkurussi for trains like Rajya Rani Express and Kottayam-Nilambur
Express, utilizeRajya Rani Express during day time as Nilambur-Palakkad-
Nilambur and run Rajya Rani Express and Kottayam-Nilambur Express as
passenger trains between Shoranur and Nilambur on both ways in public
interest.

STOPPAGE FOR RAJYA RANI TRAIN AT KULUKALLUR: It has been a

long pending demand of the people of Kulukallur to have a stoppage for Rajya
Rani 16349 Train at Kulukallur. It is requested that a stoppage for the said train
at Kulukallur be provided at the earliest.

STOPPAGE FOR  16325-26326 AT  KULUKALLUR AND

VALLAAPUZHA: These trains were having stoppages at all stations in between

Shoranur and Nilambur and vice-versa prior to the termination of services due to
the COVID-19 pandemic. But now these trains stop only at two stations in

between Shoranur and Nilambur and vice-versa after its restoration, which the
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people believe that the railway neglects the rural population of two districts
namely Palakkad and Malappuram in Kerala and thereby many thousands of rail
passengers are being deprived of train travel facility. Not only this, Railways are
also losing a good amount of revenue due to the non-stoppage of trains at many
stations in between Shoranur and Nilambur and vice-versa.

Therefore, it is requested that you may kindly direct the concerned
department to restore stoppage for the said trains at all stations, including
Kulukkallur, as it was existing prior to the termination of services on account of
COVID-19. These were also having stoppages at Vallapuzha, but now these
trains do not have a stop there. These trains were very useful for the people of
Vallapuzha Panchayat and its surrounding areas for their various activities.

Many people from the said place met me recently and requested to take
up this matter as the place falls in my parliamentary constituency, and | have
assured them that needful will be done.

It is requested that you may kindly direct the concerned department to
provide a stoppage for train no. 16325-16326 running between Nilambur-
Kottayam-Nilambur at Kulukallur and Vallapuzha.

STRENGTHENING OF SUB DIVISIONAL RAILWAY HOSPITAL AT

SHORANUR: The Sub Divisional Railway Hospital at Shoranur is the only

medical treatment source for nearly 2,000 railway employees and many retired
railway pensioners from Ottapalam to Pallipuram and Shoranur to Nilambur.
This hospital has been conducting medical examinations for Railway employees

up to Mangaluru and provides emergency medical services in all forms for the
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entire Palakkad divisions and also to some parts of Thiruvananthapuram.
Therefore, there is an urgent need to strengthen this hospital by appointing more
doctors to cater to the need of the patients visiting the hospital daily as well as to
provide ambulance services. There is also a demand from the general public to
allow them to avail medical facility from this hospital as there are no hospitals
within the radius of 15 kms. from Shoranur junction.

MAXIMUM UTILIZATION OF MEMU SHED AT PALAKAKD: The MEMU

shed at Palakkad which has the capacity to maintain a rack ranging from 12 to
14 MEMU cars is being used only for a rack of eight MEMU cars for services
between Mettupalayam and Coimbatore. Earlier, this MEMU shed was used for
services from Palakkad to Ernakulam, Palakkad Town to Salem, Palakkad Town
to Erode and Erode to Coimbatore. If this MEMU shed is put to its maximum
capacity, services to Kannur, Ernakulam and Coimbatore can also be
recommenced. Therefore, it is urged that this MEMU shed at Palakkad be
utilized at its maximum capacity, so that more services can be commenced.

SETTING UP OF AN ELECTRIC LOCO SHED AT SHORANUR

JUNCTON: Earlier, there was a steam loco shed at Shoranur employing
hundreds of people. Now it has been felt to have an electric loco shed at
Shoranur as the steam trains have been replaced with electric trains. Moreover,
there is sufficient land for creating a loco shed at Shoranur. Therefore, it is
requested that steps may please be taken in this regard.

RESCHEDULING OF AMRITA EXPRESS TRAINS: The Amrita Express

trains were introduced for the benefit of passengers from Palakkad and its
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nearby areas to Thiruvananthapuram. There is a possibility that these may
further be extended to Rameshwaram. Frequently changing the timings of these
trains causes inconvenience to passengers. The commuters of these trains from
Palakkad and its nearby areas are mainly cancer patients for availing medical
treatment at Regional Cancer Centre, Sree Chitra Tirunal Institute for Medical
Sciences & Technology at Thiruvananthapuram. The train from
Thiruvananthapuram reaches Palakkad at midnight. Therefore, the passengers
have to wait at the station for hours to get buses to reach their homes.
Therefore, it is requested that the train from Thiruvananthapuram be
rescheduled at 10:00 pm so that it reaches Palakkad in the morning hours when
the buses start plying.

RESCHEDULING OF 16349 RAJYA RANI EXPRESS: This train reaches

Shoranur Junction at the wee hours of morning (3.35 am) and therefore the
passengers, mainly patients, have to wait at the station for hours to get buses to
reach their homes. Therefore, it is requested that the train from Kochuveli be
rescheduled at 10:00 pm so that it reaches Shoranur in the morning hours when
the buses start plying.

RESTORATION OF ALL PASSENGER TRAINS ON PALAKKAD-

POLLACHI ROUTE: Due to COVID-19, services of passenger trains on

Palakkad-Pollachi route were terminated. Now things have come to normal and
all restrictions have been relaxed. Therefore, it is urged that all passenger trains
on Palakkad-Pollachi route be restored as the passenger train services help the

rural masses immensely.
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OPERATION OF MORE MEMU SERVICES: The introduction of

Palakkad-Ernakulam MEMU service has been well received, and therefore,
there are demands for introduction of MEMU services between Palakkad and
Palani, Nilambur and Coimbatore, Kannur and Guruvayur and Kozhikode and
Ernakulam. Therefore, these may please be considered.

STOPPAGE FOR TRAINS NO.16323-16324 AT MANNANUR: Trains

No. 16323 and 16324 were having a stop at Mannanur under the Palakkad
Division of Southern Railway before COVID-19 and these were very helpful for
the people of Vaniyamkulam Panchayat and other adjacent or nearby places.

However, the stop at Mannanur for these trains has been discontinued,
causing a lot of inconvenience to several people who were dependent on these
trains for their travel to places towards Mangaluru and Combatore from
Mannanur.

Interestingly, these trains are having stoppages at all the stations, except
Mannanur. Therefore, looking into the problems being faced by the people of the
above Panchayat and other places near to it, it is requested that you may kindly
direct the concerned to provide stoppage for Trains No. 16323 and 16324 at
Mannanur as it was existing earlier.

PASSAGE THROUGH RAILWAY LAND AT PALLAM: It has been a

demand of the residents of Ward No. 25 (Pallam) of Ottappalam Municipality to
provide a passage near the bridge over the Kanniyabram canal towards the

southern side leading to Pallam.
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In the absence of a passage, the residents of Pallam have to cross the
railway track for all their needs of day-to-day life and people are forced to leave
the place due to lack of road commutation facility. Few days ago, a young boy
succumbed to a train accident while crossing a railway track.

Therefore, it is requested that you may kindly look into it and provide
passage for the said residents through railway land so that the residents can
have a worry-free life.

RESTORATION OF PASSAGE AT VALLAPUZHA (RAILWAY 11 KM)

ON SHORANUR-NILAMBUR RAILWAY LINE: The Railways demolished the

road (Railway 11 Km.) and the steps to cross over to the other side of the
railway line near to Railway Gate by using JCB along the Shornur-Nilambur
railway line and made it unfit to use. The place falls under Ward No.3 of
Vallapuzha Grama Panchayat. Wards No. 3 and 4 of Vallapuzha Grama
Panchayat are located on the west and the east side of the railway line
respectively towards Nilambur side. People are facing difficulties on this account
as they are not able to send their wards to schools on time, to buy things, to visit
hospitals, etc. and they are afraid of how to pull on their life. They have to travel
kilometres to meet their day-to-day needs, if they want to avoid crossing the
railway line.

Therefore, it is requested that you may kindly direct the concerned to
refurbish the demolished road as abovesaid as it was as well the steps on both
sides of the railway line immediately as well as take action to construct an over-

head bridge at the above place to put an end to this issue once and forever.
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PASSAGE FOR THE RESIDENTS THROUGH RAILWAY LAND

BEWTEEN RAILWAY LINE AND A CANAL AT VADANAMKURUSSI: A

Masjid and many residences exist between railway line and a canal at
Vadanamkurussi. The passage to the said Masjid and the residences near to it
is through the railway land. The railway has blocked this passage permanently
by putting up a chain. Therefore, the people are finding it very difficult to visit the
said shrine as well as houses near to it and they cannot take their vehicle also.
The people living in around this area have been performing burial of their
near and dear at the Kabristan (Graveyard) existing at the said masjid. Now
because this passage is closed by railways, they are not able to take the dead
bodies for burial at the said Kabristan, visit the said shrine and houses situated
near to Masjid. Therefore, it is requested that you may kindly look into it and
provide passage for the said residents through railway land permanently.

RESTORATION OF PASSAGE THROUGH UNDERWAY BETWEEN

KM.581/0-581/1 - BRIDGE NO.760 (SHORANUR-KARAKKAD): The underway

between Km.581/0-581/1 - Bridge No.760 (Shoranur-Karakkad) was constructed
at the time of laying West Coast line and the people living in Wards No.26 to 28
of Shoranur Municipality have been using it from time immemorial for various
purposes. But the railways now closed this underway unilaterally which is
causing hardship to people living there as this underway passage was the only
way to visit very important ancient temples situated in Ward No.27. Similarly,
students of various educational institutions located there were also using it to

reach safely. The underway was also very useful for the transportation of
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essential goods, etc. The underway was constructed for the passage of people
and blocking it is an act of unjust.

Therefore, it is requested that the said underway be restored for the
passage at above place in public interest at the earliest.

REPAIR OF 100 METRE RAILWAY ROAD IN BETWEEN KALPATHY

OLD RIVER BRIDGE AND ESI HOSPITAL AT JAINMEDU IN PALAKKAD: A

100-metre road laid by the railways in between Kalpathy old river bridge and ESI
Hospital at Jainmedu in Palakkad is in very shabby condition and the people
have been forced to abandon it. The road is in very pathetic condition and two
big potholes have been developed. The condition of the road requires immediate
repair to make it usable. Similarly, the bypass (Kavilpad-Pezhumkara) from the
old tile company to Pezhumkara road laid by the railway is also in very
dilapidated condition and posing a danger to the users of this bypass. Many
accidents had been reported earlier on this stretch. Since both the above-
mentioned roads were laid by railways, the State authorities are not taking any
action to repair them. Therefore, an immediate action may please be taken to
prevent any further untoward incidents on this stretch of road.

INTRODUCTION OF NEW VANDE BHARAT TRAINS: To cope up with

the fast-moving world, people prefer to adopt fast moving mode of transportation
and this is the reason why our airports are overcrowded now. The introduction of
Vande Bharat trains will meet the aspirations of the people to a certain extent in
this regard, and because of this reason alone, demands are pouring in for

introduction of Vande Bharat trains from across the country.
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The following routes always have high rate of occupancy of passengers in
all trains, mainly because of frequent commuters and the places falling under it
are all well recognized commercial places and places having religious
importance, in addition to being the State capitals, second largest towns of the
States, etc. Therefore, people have been demanding introduction of Vande
Bharat trains between the places mentioned below:-

* Palakkad-Thiruvananthapuram-Palakkad

* Chennai-Mangaluru-Chennai via Palakkad.

* Thiruvananthapuram-Chennai-Thiruvananthapuram via Palakkad
* Bengaluru-Kozhikode-Bengaluru via Palakkad.

It is needless to mention over here that the introduction of Vande Bharat
Express Trains will not only help to ease the rush in other trains but also help
the railways to earn more revenue for its exchequer.

INTERLINKING OF LINES CONNECTING PALAKKAD-
MANGALORE/COCHIN, AND PALAKKAD-RAMESHWARAM NEAR
KAVILPAD, PALAKKAD: The interlinking of two lines namely Palakkad-
Mangalore/Cochin and Palakkad-Rameshwaram near Kavilpad area of
Palakkad town will help to solve the issue of changing the engine problem at
Palakkad Junction Station. Because of this reason alone, the railways had to
stop sending 5 pairs of express trains such as Ahilyanagari and Korba running
on the Palakkad-Cochin line to Shornaur junction railway station, causing

traveling hazards to people of six districts in the Malabar region of Kerala.
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CONSTRUCTION OF FOOTOVER BRIGE, INSTALLATION OF LIFT

AND RESTORATION OF SECOND ENTRY GATE:

(1) Construction of a foot-over bridge across Palakkad Junction Railway
Station connecting Olavakkode town and railway colony sides for the
pedestrian traffic as the pedestrians now have to walk a long way
through Thanavu and ROB on the Palakkad-Kozhikode highway.

(2) Installation of a lift at the northern end (2ns entry/western end) of the
old Foot Over Bridge/PGT to enable the old, sickly, handicapped
persons, ladies, etc. to enter platforms.

(3) Restoration of the second entry gate towards the northern side at PGT
as the same was closed during Covdio-19 pandemic and now all
restrictions towards COVID-19 have been withdrawn. The opening of
the second entry gate towards the northern side will help passengers
coming from the north side of the Station.

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*SHRI K. GOPINATH (KRISHNAGIRI): In independent India, numerous

The absence of this project
in the 2024 2025 budget presented by the Hon'ble Minister of Finance allocation
for railway projects in Tamil Nadu has been decreasing since the merger of the
disappointing. The financial. general and railway budgets. This trend needs to
be addressed for the public's benefit.

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*SHRI ESWARASAMY K. (POLLACHI): | would like to express my views on
the Demand for Grants for the Ministry of Railways in the Budget 2024-25.

The Ministry of Railways has received a record allocation of over Rs.2.55
lakh crore in financial year 2024-25, which is a jump of 5.85 per cent from the
previous year's Rs.2.41 lakh crore. Even though budget allocation has slightly
increased from the last year, but the allocation of budget to the Southern
Railway i.e. to the State of Tamil Nadu is very low and not enough to execute
many pending projects like development of infrastructure in many railway
stations across the state of Tamil Nadu, introduction of new trains in Tamil Nadu
and safety measures.

It is worthwhile to mention here that in the recent past, there are so many
train accidents were occurred across the country due to various reasons in
which many innocent passengers were died but the Ministry has not paid proper
compensation to the kins of those died in the accidents. Further, no proper
measures/precautionary measures were not being taken to avert such accidents
in future. So, | request the Union Government to allot more money to improve
safety standards/safety measures/ KAVACH safety system both for trains as
well as passengers also.

In this budget, the Union Government has not announced any new trains
or modernization plans or infrastructure development for Southern Railways

particularly in the state of Tamil Nadu.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you very much, Mr.
Chairperson Sir, for giving me this opportunity to take part in the discussion on
the Demand No. 85, that is, the budgetary proposals for the Indian Railways.

Sir, | have moved 10 Cut Motions to Demand No. 85. These Cut Motions
are moved just to impress upon the Railway Minister as well as the Railway
Board officials to consider the genuine demands of my Parliamentary
Constituency, that is, Kollam in the State of Kerala.

My first submission to the hon. Minister and the Government is to consider
all the 10 cut motions very positively so as to redress the grievances of the
people of Kollam.

The Indian Railways is the lifeline of Indian nation. It plays an important
role in maintaining the unity and integrity of India. Further, the Indian Railways is
the third-largest network in the world under a single management of the Railway
Board and the Railway Ministry. The Indian Railways it the major mode of
transportation for the common people. Most of the people in the country,
especially, the common people depend on the Indian Railways for
transportation. So, my suggestion is that focus should be given more on the
Indian Railways. Formerly, we had a separate Budget for the Indian Railways.
Even after years, with my parliamentary experience, | demand that a separate
budget should be there for the Indian Railways so that a fruitful discussion takes
place to improve the efficiency of the Indian Railways. | am still pursuing that

demand.
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Coming to the figures of the Demands for Grants, Demand No. 85, this
year, the Indian Railways has got a record allocation of Rs. 2.62 lakh crore as
budgetary allocation. Last year it was just Rs. 2,40,000 crore, which is Rs.
22,000 crores more than that of the previous year’s Budget. You are expecting a
gross receipt of Rs. 2,78,500 crore for the financial year 2024-25. The gross
receipt includes passenger traffic, freight traffic, coaches and other receipts,
which is just Rs. 20,000 crore more than that of the previous year.

Sir, | want to give my observation regarding Demand No. 85. | do
appreciate the Railway Ministry and the hon. Railway Minister. | congratulate the
hon. Railway Minister and thank him for giving thrust to infrastructure
development of the Indian Railways. It is an accepted fact that the infrastructure
development of the Indian Railways has gone up like anything for which
definitely the Government as well as the Railway Ministry, the Railway Board
and the Minister concerned deserve congratulations.

Sir, for the Kollam Railway Station, Rs. 361 crore has been allocated. The
Kollam Railway Station has become an international travel destination and it is
becoming just like that of an airport. The people are very much blessed and
anxious to see the completion of the railway project. So, on behalf of the people
of Kollam, | extend my sincere thanks to the hon. Railway Minister and the
Railway Board for giving such an amount for the redevelopment of the Kollam
Railway Station to make it an international model.

However, at the same time, | would like to express my serious concerns

regarding five issues. First is the safety aspect of the Indian Railways. Last year
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we experienced a series of accidents and a huge number of casualties. The
safety of the passengers should be the first priority of the Indian Railways. This
year you are planning to spend 40 per cent of the total budget allocation, which
is Rs. 1.08 lakh crore, for enhancing the safety-related activities, including the
installation of Kavach, the indigenously designed anti-collision device. If you are
able to manufacture and install this anti-collision device in almost all the trains,
then so many lives could have been saved and the safety could have been far
better than the present situation. The amount earmarked for safety-related
activities is not sufficient to meet the purpose.

The second point is regarding capex. The capital expenditure is still
maintained at the same level as that of the previous year. There is no change.
The third point is the operating ratio. The actual operating ratio of the Railways
has gone up to 98.22 per cent. In the financial year 2023, it was 98.1 per cent.
The operating ratio is one of the criteria to assess the performance of the Indian
Railways. It is really a concern that the Government is not able to improve the
operating ratio, which has to be addressed.

The fourth point is about a clarification that | am seeking from the hon.
Minister about One Station One Product (OSOP).

What is the impact of it? | know that 21 States and three Union Territories
have already accepted it. In my State, there is a story of how it is working and

what progress it is making?
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My fifth concern is this. There is no major announcement for new trains.
Regarding my constituency, | want to raise two or three points. | will conclude it
early.

Regarding construction of ROBs, the hon. Prime Minister has inaugurated
so many ROBs and RUBs in my constituency just before the elections. | would
like to know the fate of them? | made a speech on that day that since it is being
inaugurated by the hon. Prime Minister, | am sure it will be done. | had to face a
series of allegations also regarding that speech which | made. ... (Interruptions)

Regarding the Kollam-Sengottai line in my constituency, the gauge
conversion is completed. The electrification is completed but there is no
restoration of trains which were there before the gauge conversion. It has to be
done.

Regarding Vistadome coach, which is tourism-oriented, | am the first
Member of Parliament, in the year 2014, who had demanded Vistadome
coaches on the Kollam-Sengottai route with better greenery, natural beauty
terrain. That has not yet been done. Punalur railway station is a pilgrim centre. It
is very near to Sabrimala. That may be re-developed. Paravoor railway station
may be included in the Amrit Bharat Scheme. The Perinad Railway Station,
Eravipuram Railway Station and all other Railway Stations have to be re-
developed.

Kollam is the hub of Memu trains. More Memu trains have to be started

for short distances.
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With these suggestions, recommendations and concerns, | appreciate the
Government.

With these words, | conclude my speech.

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DR. MALLU RAVI (NAGARKURNOOL): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | am thankful to
you for giving me this opportunity and time to speak on the Demands for Grants
of the Ministry of Railways.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | am elected from the most backward
Parliamentary constituency, Nagarkurnool of the State of Telangana. During the
reorganisation of the State of Andhra Pradesh, nine out of ten districts of
Telangana were declared as backward districts by the then Central Government.
My Parliamentary constituency falls in four districts — Nagarkurnool,
Wanaparthy, Jogulamba-Gadwal and Ranga Reddy districts. Out of seven
assembly constituencies falling under Nagarkurnool Parliamentary Constituency,
only one assembly constituency Gadwal is connected with a railway line. Sir,
following are the long-pending demands:

(1)  There is a long-pending demand for a new railway line from Gadwal to
Macheria via Wanaparthy, Nagarkurnool and Achampet. This line was surveyed
more than once and shelved with a reason that the returns were not
remunerative.

(2) Another new line between Zadcherla to Nandyala via Nagarkurnool,
Kollapur was surveyed in the year 2006 and shelved for the same reason that
the returns were not remunerative.

(3) Presently, there is one new railway line from Dornakal to Gadwal via
Suryapet, Nakrekal, Nalgonda, Kalwakurthy, Nagarkurnool and Wanaparthy
which is under survey. This new line should be taken up on priority immediately

after the completion of the survey.
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(4) In addition to the very important Dornakal to Gadwal, the above-
mentioned lines stated at point nos. 1 and 2 should also be taken under the
Backward Area Development Scheme as a special case so that the doors for
the development of the area will be opened.

(5) A railway coach factory at Kazipet should be taken up as promised under
the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act.

(6) A huge of sum of land belonging to the railways is available in Gadwal
where a polytechnic college, engineering college and a super-speciality railway
hospital should be established.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, now | come to the whole of Telangana State other
than my constituency. There is one railway line under survey from Vikarabad to
Krishna via Kodangal, Narayanpet and Makthal.

This line is also very important for the development of Vikarabad,
Kodangal, Narayanpet and Makthal. Hence, | request honourable Railway
Minister to take up these lines in the current financial year. There is a new line
under survey from Patancheuvu to Adilabad via Nizamabad. Another new line
from Ramagundam to Munugur, survey is going on. Also, from Karimnagar to
Hassanparthy, a new railway line survey is going on.

The above said three proposed new lines which are under survey may be
taken up in the current Railway Budget which will help to improve the
connectivity and development of these backward areas. | also advise the hon.

Minister to bring punctuality, safety and facilities to passengers. The progress
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which we are showing in this Railway Budget should not be only the symbol of
progress. It should be a symbol of catalyst for other developments.

Sir, the Railway Budget is also highlighting the PM Gati Shakti Mission,
which is interested to connect three Economic Railway Corridors for energy,
minerals, cement and port connectivity. This is for getting financial benefit to the
Railways, to the nation. | agree Sir, but | also wanted the hon. Railway Minister
to have PM Gati Shakti Mission for developing the backward States and
backward areas. If you take that Mission work Sir, our State Telangana which is
the most backward State will get the benefit of Railways connecting the cities
which are not having the Railways connections since long time. Then, the
development doors will be opened to the backward areas.

With this, | conclude by saying that backward States like Telangana
should be developed by giving top most priority.

Thank you, hon. Chairperson, Sir.
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SHRI E. T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (MALAPPURAM): Sir, before mentioning
certain needs of my Constituency, may | just mention a general matter
pertaining to Railway only, that is with regard to the adherence of reservation
policy for SC/ST and OBC in Railway employment.

Sir, this subject is very serious. | am not saying that it happened after the
tenure of this Minister. This is a backlog thing which is continuing like that. | will
quote from the CAG Report. It is about irregularities in reservation
implementation.

The CAG has pointed out that Indian Railways has not effectively
implemented the reservation quotas for SC, ST, and OBC in various recruitment
processes. The reports indicate that the actual recruitment did not align with the
mandated reservation percentages, leading to a significant underrepresentation
of these groups in the workforce.

In summary, the CAG's audits reveal significant challenges in the
implementation of reservation policies for SC, ST, and OBC in Indian Railways.
THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS; MINISTER OF INFORMATION AND
BROADCASTING; AND MINISTER OF ELECTRONICS AND INFORMATION
TECHNOLOGY (SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW): Which Report are you talking
about?

SHRI E. T. MOHAMMED BASHEER: It is a backlog issue. It is continuing for
years together. This was in the CAG latest Report. | will give you that. Thank
you very much for having willingness to know the facts further. That is a good

sign. | always find such a good thing on the part of this Minister.
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In summary, the CAG's audits reveal significant challenges in the
implementation of reservation policies for SC, ST, and OBC in Indian Railways.
These findings call for urgent reforms to ensure that the intended benefits of
these reservations are realized effectively and equitably.

| hope the hon. Minister will look into this and do some kind of justice.
That is a very important thing in the set up.

Now, coming to my constituency, two railway lines project are pending in
my district. One is Nimabur-Nanjangud railway line and the other is
Thirunavaya-Garuvayur railway line. The Minister knows it very well. | humbly
request the hon. Minister that action on this may kindly be expedited. The work
of a new railway line project between Shoranur and Mangalore may also be
expedited.

Sir, | want to say something regarding yard modelling of Angadipuram. It
is in my Malappuram constituency. That proposal is very much there in the
Ministry of Railways. | hope that they will consider it also. Regarding the railway
overbridge at Angadipuram, the hon. Minister has taken a very keen interest in
that. Acton on this may kindly be expedited.

Regarding capacity enhancement, there are many things to say. | think
that the Railways is very much active in this. It also requires speedier action.
Regarding new line connectivity and station upgradation | want to say that
station beautification and upgradation is happening under various schemes. |
am happy for that. | congratulate the Minister for that. This work should be

continued.
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Regarding development of suburban rail network and cleanliness, | want
to say that our train compartments are very, very old. Rats and cockroaches
have taken asylum there. So, | humbly request the Minister to do something for
cleanliness of the compartments. We are having old coaches. They need to be
replaced by new ones.

| want to tell you one thing. Vande Bharat trains are very beautiful. When
Vande Bharat trains were introduced, we were very happy. Everybody
welcomed it. | was also very happy. But at the same time, when they came, all
other passenger trains were sidelined. We welcome the Vande Bharat trains.
What | am saying is that we have to give justice to the poor passenger trains
also.

Regarding train stoppage, | know that there are so many proposals from
various MPs. | do not want to go into the details. There was a meeting at DM
and DGM level and | have given all my proposals there. As far as Kerala is
concerned, it is a very progressive State.

Enhancing freight services including dedicated freight corridors can
support Kerala in a big way. | hope the hon. Minister will consider it also. If it is
done, Kerala will become a paradise. Kerala is having that much of potential. |
hope the Minister will take care of it.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Shri E. T. Mohammed Basheer ji, please conclude now.
SHRI E. T. MOHAMMED BASHEER: Sir, | am concluding. You have to think
about renewable energy sources also. Regarding Rajdhani Express, | want to

say that in Kerala Tirur is a district headquarters. All other district headquarters
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have stoppage of Rajdhani Express except Tirur. That is the only district
headquarters station where there is no stoppage of Rajdhani Express. | humbly
request the Minister to look into this also.

There is a lot of unutilised land available with the Railways. We are not
increasing the fare of tickets. That is also a very good thing. The Railways may
have so many problems. | am talking about the optimum utilisation of the land
available with the Railways. If that is taken as a task by the Minister, | hope that
we can do wonders. With these words, | conclude. Thank you very much for

giving me the time and listening to me.
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SHRI BALASHOWRY VALLABHANENI (MACHILIPATNAM): Hon.
Chairperson Sir, thank you for giving me the opportunity to speak on the
Demands for Grants under the control of the Ministry of Railways for 2024-25.

Sir, at the outset, | extend my heartfelt gratitude to the hon. Railway
Minister for his significant contribution towards the development of our national
railway infrastructure. | am thankful to the Government for allocation of Rs.
9,151 crore for railway projects in Andhra Pradesh in the recent Budget. The
allocation of Rs. 9,151 crore is good. | request the hon. Minister to please look
into it and spend this much of amount for the State of Andhra Pradesh. Then
only, the results will come. That is my sincere request.

Sir, as you are aware, still, Andhra Pradesh does not have a permanent
capital city. We are building a new capital city, Amaravati. Railways is the lifeline
of any city. It is very important to have a modern-class railway infrastructure for
the development of a capital city like Amaravati. So, | would request the hon.
Minister to give due consideration for sanctioning of new lines and development
of railway stations, RoBs and RuBs in Amaravati.

Sir, | am grateful that top priority is being given to a new railway line, that
is, the Machilipatham-Narsapur railway line. So, the Department would first
consider the survey. The distance between Narsapur and Machilipatnam is
about 74 kilometers. The present line via Bhimavaram-Gudiwada is about 131
kilometers. If this is done, it will save a distance of about 57 kilometers.

Similarly, Machilipatham-Rapella is a long pending demand of

Avanigadda people. The distance between Machilipatnam and Rapella is about
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45 kilometers. The present line via Gudiwada, Vijayawada and Tenali goes
around 155 kilometers. If this project is also taken up, it will save about 100
kilometers of the distance. Therefore, Sir, | request the hon. Minister that along
with the Narsapur-Machilipatham line, kindly consider the Machilipatnam-
Rapella project also. Both these lines, if done, will together save around 160
kilometers of the distance towards Chennai route. This is a viable project which
covers a big distance.

Sir, the hon. Railway Minister rightly said that Vijayawada is a very busy
line and is over-crowded. That is true. Therefore, | would request the hon.
Minister to kindly consider the Narsapur-Rapella via Machilipatnam line as it will
be very, very beneficial for the people of that area. It will cut the traffic going
towards Vijayawada station. This will not only ease passenger travel but also
significantly benefit the Railways commercially by reducing operational cost and
improve services effectively.

Last but not least, | would like to highlight some of the passenger issues
regarding train services. Train number 07095 — Machilipatnam to Dharmavaram
Special operates via Tirupati. This is a very important sector, especially due to
its religious and cultural significance. Thousands of devotees of Lord
Venkateshwara travel on this line. Cancellation of this train post September
2023 has left a void that needs to be addressed and resolved. Therefore, |
request the hon. Minister that this train should be reinstated on priority and run

as a regular train on its route.
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Sir, | would also like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister towards
stoppage of trains. The non-stoppage of key trains at Vadlamannadu station has
become a big issue. This station caters services to passengers of around 20
villages. Now, they are badly affected. This has caused considerable
inconvenience to daily passengers, vendors, students, workers and others.
Therefore, | would request the hon. Minister to look into the issue and at least
four trains should stop at Vadlamannadu station. Finally, Sir, | have requested
the hon. Railway Minister with regard to ROBs and RUBs in my parliamentary
constituency. | would again request him to kindly consider them.

With this, | support the Demands for Grants of the Ministry of Railways.

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*SHRI SUNIL DATTATREY TATKARE (RAIGAD): Hon. Chairman Sir, thank
you. We had to wait too long for the execution of Konkan railway project and
when it was finally completed, we were very happy. To welcome the starting of
train operations in Konkan area, famous poet Vasant Bapat wrote a poem
expressing its importance and the feelings of the locals there. We had to wait
really long for Konkan Railway. Barrister Nath Pai and Prof. Madhu Dandwate
played a pivotal role in those days and our dream came true. Our Konkan
railway has been divided in two parts. From Aapta to Roha and Roha onwards.
Hence, we had to set up Konkan Railway Corporation with the working capital of
different States like Central Government 51%, Maharashtra 22%, Karnataka
15%, Goa 6% and Kerala 6%. But Konkan Railway Corporation did not get
autonomy due to a debt of Rs. 3200 crore and Rs. 2037 crore equity and, it has
its own limitations in terms of development activities. So, | would like to request
our Hon. Railway Minister to initiate a proposal for the merger of Konkan
Railway with Indian Railway or to form a separate and independent department
to look after Konkan Railway which would help it for further development of the
region.

In my Raigad Lok Sabha constituency, there are different organizations
like Pen Railway Sangharsh Samiti, Roha Railway Sangharsh Samiti,

Passengers Committee at Mangaon, Mahad, Khed and Chiplin and they have

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certain demands. On Diva-Sawantwadi train, | want stoppages at Pen and
Indapur.

During corona pandemic, these stoppages were discontinued by railway.
On LTT to Kochuveli Garib Rath Train, there is no stoppage between Parvel to
Ratnagiri. People are demanding stoppages at Pen, Nagodne, Khed Chiplun.
On Matsyagandha Express, a stoppage at Roha should be provided. On trains
like Dadar Sawanwadi, Indore-Kochuvelli, Dadar-Tiruneldveli Express,
Chandigarh-Kochuvelli Express, Chandigarh-Madgaon Express, Hisar-
Coimbatore Express, LTT- Madgaon, a commercial halt should be provided at
my Roha village. Roha Panvel MEMU Train should also be started for the
convenience of passengers working at Mumbai. It would be far better, if halts at
Nagodne, Pen, Apta, Rasayani should be provided. It would be a great relief for
the working-class people there. Pen is a very important city in my Raigad Lok
Sabha constituency having a sizeable population and it could be a part of
Mumbai Suburb in coming future. So, a separate morning train should also be
started from this place.

A MEMU train starting from here, should terminate at Roha station only.
A stretch between Gir to Mahad should also be connected through rail network.

Sir, Ministry of Railways has launched a Railway station upgradation
scheme but, not a single station from my constituency has been selected under
this Scheme. Hence, | would like t request you to kindly consider Roha, Pen
and Khed railway stations under this scheme. Alibaug is a district headquarter.

An exclusive RCF railway line is there for a long time. This railway line could be
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utilized for general rail operations for the convenience and benefit of local
people.

Hon. Minister of Railways, you are the most sensible Railway Minister. |
will request you to travel in Konkan Rail. You will see the scenic beauty of the
Konkan region. Once you travel in Konkan Rail, you will fall in love with Konkan.
All the things can be sorted out, which | have explained over here.

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SHRI RAJMOHAN UNNITHAN (KASARAGOD): Thank you, Chairperson, Sir,
for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Demands for Grants relating to the
Ministry of Railways.

Agatha Christie, a famous English novelist said: “To travel by train is to
see nature and human beings, towns and churches and rivers - in fact, to see
life.” Indeed, Indian Railway is, as Mrs. Christie said, a reflection of Indian life, its
richness, its poverty, and its diversity. Jawaharlal Nehru praised the Indian
Railways as an example of the success story of the State enterprises and the
public sector. As the Indian Railways are the blood vessels of Indian economy,
so it must be kept in the public sector.

Partial privatization of the Indian Railways has been witnessed in specific
segments, such as the involvement of the Indian Railway Catering and Tourism
Corporation in ticketing and catering services under the present Government.
On July 1, 2020, the Ministry of Railways announced the operation of 151 trains
in 109 pairs of routes by the private sector. This accounts for just five per cent of
the 2,800 Express and Mail services operated by the Indian Railways. There is a
valid concern that privatization of the Railways will lead to a rise in ticket fares,
affecting the common man who relies on the Railways as a mode of
transportation. Moreover, the move to privatize the Railways will impact job
opportunities for people from economically and socially backward classes.

As always, the Union Government is a Mr. Bumble towards Kerala
regarding railway development. Despite claims by the Railway Minister that the

Centre has allotted a significant amount to Kerala for railway development, the

latest Union Budget has given only a small portion to the Southern State.
According to the Budget figures, Kerala ranks third among the Indian States that
received the least allotment for railways. The best example of the neglect meted
out to Kerala by the Centre in railway development is the failure to commission
even a single kilometre of track in the State for passenger trains during the last
30 years. The Budget is silent on Phase 4 of the Kochuveli Master Plan, and no
significant allotment was given for the Angamaly-Erumeli track. Kanhangad-
Kaniyoor rail link is the most cherished aspiration of the people of my
constituency, Kasaragod. But it is still a nonstarter.

The Government of India has discontinued the Railway Budget. It should
be resumed. Kerala has very inadequate railway infrastructure. The much
awaited Kanhangad-Kaniyoor railway line connecting Kanhangad with Mysore
and Bangalore through Kaniyoor, and the Sabari rail link connecting Angamali
with Erumeli are still pending with the Southern Railway for approval.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, the construction of railway flyovers in North
Malabar has commenced years back. In my constituency, Kasaragod, ten such
flyovers have been proposed, but still, all the works are progressing at snail’s
pace. The construction of some flyovers has not even started and other ROBs

still await approval.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Thank you.

Hon. Member, please continue.

SHRI RAJMOHAN UNNITHAN: | would like to raise some matters from my
constituency. | would like to bring the kind attention of the hon. Railway Minister
to one thing. Sir, sufficient number of train services to adequately cater to the
traffic needs of the commuters from the northern part of Kerala, should be
introduced. Comparing the number of train services towards south up to
Trivandrum, it is very less towards the northern part of Kerala and beyond. Yet
another point is that the concession in ticket charges allowed for senior citizens -
- which was withdrawn -- should be resumed. Also, the ticket charges applicable
to express trains introduced for local passenger trains during COVID-19 period
should be withdrawn, and stoppages of trains cancelled in certain railway
stations during the COVID-19 period, should be fully restored with immediate
effect.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, many trains have to spend more time due to sharp
curves at some railway station loop lines. The loop lines leading to platform no.
1, the line from South at Cheruvathur and Nileshwaram, and also, the line from
north at Kanhangad railway station have very sharp curves. Steps are to be
taken to ease these curves so that the running time of trains can be reduced
considerably.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, more local MEMU passenger trains between

Kannur and Mangalore should have been introduced. Presently, this section has
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the least number of passenger trains. Conversion of a passenger train to
express train, if it travels in more than 200 kilometres, is a heavy blow to
ordinary people. There has been a fare increase without additional facility and
with same old long running time with lots of stoppages. Hence, this decision
should be taken back and the newly started Shoranur-Kannur passenger train
should be extended up to Kasaragod to Mangalore.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, this is a very important point. After six 0’ clock in
the evening, there is no train service from Calicut to northern parts of Kerala. It
is very essential to start passenger trains from Calicut to northern parts of Kerala
after six in the evening.

Now, | am going to conclude my speech. In short, | would like to say that
the Union Budget of 2024-25 is silently undermining the Indian Railways — the
‘Crown Jewel of our Public Sector’. The federal principles are given scant regard

in fund allocations and therefore, the whole process is a disappointing one.

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*SHRI SELVARAJ V. (NAGAPATTINAM): Hon Chairperson, Vanakkam.
Railways is the major public transport of India. Many people enjoy and prefer
travelling through trains for the reason that the fare is affordable and toilet
facilities are available on board. That is why we want that these facilities are to
be improved. In the recent past we witnessed several rail accidents due to
derailment making us to worry whether the Railways are on track or not. The
hon. Minister should explain whether accidents are taking place due to failures
in training or due to the fault of the staff members. Such is the technological
advancement that we are able to even repair a fault in the set-up of a rocket that
is launched into space just by sitting here in earth. | am surprised why we are
unable to have early warning system to track trains coming in opposite
directions on a particular railway line. We should use Kavach system
completely. The Railways should not be privatised in any form or way. The
Government should ensure this. When we compare ourselves with Europe, we
are said to be 30 years behind in terms of signalling technology. The workers
complain that the electronic inter-locking system used by us has some in-built
defects. It is also said that the foreign companies, which give us the machines
and instruments, do not share the technology behind that. This should be
rectified. The PSUs like the Railways should not opt for job cutting measures
and the vacancies should be immediately filled. Doubling and electrisation work

should be completed in all the rail routes in Tamil Nadu. Concession in ticket

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fare given to senior citizens should be restored. Journalists were given 50 per
cent concession in train ticket fares. During Corona pandemic it was stopped. |
urge that this facility should be once again extended to journalists.

During the festival times and during the weekends when we have more
number of waitlisted tickets, additional trains are to be operated for the welfare
of the passengers. All the outdated tracks should be replaced by new ones.
Before Corona pandemic, in the interests of students, free monthly train passes
were provided to boys studying up to 12" standard and girls studying up to
degree. This facility should be restored again. Tirupur is an important industrial
hub in Tamil Nadu. All the trains passing through Tirupur should have stoppage
in Tirupur. Primary Railway Workshop should be set at Tiruvarur where we
have ample space for creating this facility. Train No 16729/16730 Madurai-
Punalur-Madurai should be extended till Karaikkal. Doubling work should be
done in the Karaikkal-Tiruvarur-Thanjavur rail route and Tiruvarur-
Mayiladuthurai rail route. Mannargudi-Tirupati train should be operated on daily
basis. In order to link Mannargudi-Mayiladuthurai train up to Tiruvarur, a
passenger train should be operated from Karaikkudi to Tiruvarur during morning
time. In the early morning, a train between Vailankanni and Coimbatore should
be operated via Tiruvarur, Thanjavur, and Trichy for the benefit of the
passengers. Villupuram-Mayiladuthurai train should be extended up to
Thiruthuraipoondi. Thiruthuraippoondi-Agathiyampalli rail route should be
extended up to Kodiyakarai. There should be specific instructions that all trains

in this route should have stoppages in Peralam, Mutupet, Koradacheri and
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Keevalur railway stations. Chennai-Karaikkudi Kamban Express train should be
made functional once again. A new railway route should be created on the
Palani-Erode-Dindigul-Karaikkudi link. There should be a new railway line
between Dindigul and Sabarimala. | humbly request the hon. Railway Minister to

fulfil all these demands. Thank you.

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SHRIMATI JUNE MALIAH (MEDINIPUR): Thank you, Sir, for giving me this
opportunity to participate in the discussion on the Demand for Grants under the
control of the Ministry of Railways for 2024-25.

Sir, as Members of Parliament, we represent the hopes and aspirations of
the people of India. We have a significant role in furthering the social and
economic welfare of our citizens. Our utmost duty is to oversee the work of the
Government, and hold it accountable to ensure effective governance.

Railways constitute the infrastructure for every Indian citizen as a
fundamental right to move from point ‘A’ to point ‘B’, be it from Kashmir to
Kanyakumari or Maharashtra to Assam. Railways is the most popular mode of
transport and a lifeline for the citizens of our country to commute on a daily basis
thus making it a fundamental mode of transport.

Unfortunately, over the years, journey on a train is not so enjoyable and of
late it has become nothing short of a nightmare. From basic hygiene to safety,
everything is in question.

Between 2017 and 2022, a total of 244 train accidents occurred with 15
major accidents reported in the year 2023 alone. Majority of these accidents
were caused due to derailments. The average number of consequential train
accidents between 2014 to 2023 was 71 per year. Over 50 per cent of the
compulsory train safety inspections are not done. Three out of four
consequential accidents in the last four years were due to derailments. Over 2.5
lakh posts in the Railways are lying vacant as of June 2023, with more than 1.5

lakh of them falling in the safety category.

In 2022, the Ministry of Railways said in Parliament and | quote: "Indian
Railways has indigenously developed an automatic train protection system,
renamed Kavach (Train Collision Avoidance System), to prevent accidents due
to human error, resulting in signal passing at danger and over speeding.”

Sir, only 2 per cent of the Railway tracks have been covered under
Kavach. Where did this government get the idea of Kavach? Let me state that.

Sir, when the hon. Chief Minister of West Bengal, Shrimati Mamata
Banerjee was the Railway Minister, she had tabled the ‘Vision-2020" document
in the Parliament in the year 2009, in which she had mentioned:

“Safety — Zero tolerance for accidents: In 10 years time, Indian

Railways would target to banish accidents from its operations. This

would be achieved through a combination of technological and HR

interventions. Advanced signaling technology (such as automatic
verification of train movement and line occupation through track
circuiting/axle counters, Train Protection Systems and Anti-Collision

Devices) would be used in combination with training of station and

running staff to eliminate collisions.”

Sir, the first anti-collision device was implemented in Goa during her
tenure. As the Railway Minister, during the 2001 Gujarat earthquake, she
ensured that the entire railway line was laid out in one night to urgently deliver
life-saving supplies. Unfortunately, this year, rather this month itself, from July

18™ to July 30", about eight accidents have already taken place, most of which
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were due to derailments. Through you, | would request the hon. Railway Minister
to look into the matter with serious intervention as it is affecting not only the
citizens of India but also tarnishing the reputation of the Indian Railways.

Now, let me raise the voice of the senior citizens in this august House.
Before the COVID-19 pandemic, senior citizens, including the third gender
senior citizens, used to get a special concession while booking the ticket. Men
and the third gender passengers of the age of 60 and above, and women of the
age of 58 and above were entitled to 50 per cent concession. But now, it looks
like the Government has no intention to relaunch this facility. Is it because the
Government has earned Rs. 2,200 crore by suspending concession for senior
citizens last year? | would also like to bring to your attention that Rs. 1200 crore
have been earned from the cancelled waiting list tickets in the last three years.
The senior citizens, including the third gender senior citizens, deserve to get
back their rights as they comprise a major part of the total passengers travelling
by railways on a daily basis.

Sir, with this, | would also like to add that when theatre actors used to
travel out of station for non-profit performances under their respective theatre
groups, they were entitled to get up to 75 per cent discount on ticket reservation.
This facility too has been silently withdrawn by the Railway Department. Over
the years, the theatricians have contributed majorly in the field of art and culture
in our country. Through you, | would request the hon. Minister to consider this

matter as well.
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Hon. Chairperson Sir, while we talk about modernization and introduction
of bullet trains, we have to keep in mind that freight forms the primary source of
revenue for Indian Railways, which is 65 per cent of the estimated internal
revenue in 2024-25. ... (Interruptions)

Sir, please give me two more minutes.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude in one minute.
SHRIMATI JUNE MALIAH: Sir, please give me two more minutes as this is my
maiden speech.

Thus, priority should be given to dedicated freight corridor. One kilometre
of dedicated freight corridor costs Rs. 725 crore, while it is almost Rs. 200 crore
for a bullet train. | am not against bullet trains, though. Moreover, the delay of
the bullet train project has led to cost doubling from Rs. 1 lakh crore to Rs 2 lakh
crore.

Sir, before | end, | would take this opportunity to mention a little about my
own Constituency, Medinipur in West Bengal. Kharagpur town is situated in my
Constituency, Medinipur. | would urge the hon. Minister to look into the matters
pending there.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.
SHRIMATI JUNE MALIAH: Sir, | will conclude in just one minute.

Sir, | would urge the hon. Minister to look into the matters which are
pending, such as construction of underpasses, flyovers and overbridges. These

have been sanctioned but the work has not yet started. Moreover, there is a
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need for extension of railway tracks, periodical maintenance of railway lines,
filling of job vacancies, and adding more stoppages of express trains.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Okay, please conclude now.

SHRIMATI JUNE MALIAH: Sir, there is a need for adding more stoppages of
express trains at Belda Railway Station, upgrading the railway quarters, and
allowing the Kharagpur Municipality to provide basic infrastructure to the railway
colonies in Kharagpur town. | hope, the hon. Minister will look into these matters
with utmost concern. | thank you once again for letting me to participate in this
discussion.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: It was your maiden speech, and that is why, | had

allowed you more time to speak. You got around seven minutes.
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*SHRI GURJEET SINGH AUJLA (AMRITSAR): On the behalf of the people of
Amritsar, | convey my thanks to the Government of India for proposing fastest
road and rail network connecting Amritsar city with Delhi. Amritsar has great
tourism potential being a religious, historical, cultural and commercial city with a
population of nearly 1.5 million. Due to the Harmandir Sahib (Golden Temple),
Jallianwala Bagh, Durgiana Mandir, Retreat Ceremony at Wagah border, it
attracts nearly one lakh tourists daily from India and abroad. The decision of the
Modi Government to connect two religious centres - Harmandir Sahib and Katra
with Delhi by a controlled expressway is appreciable which will increase tourism
in this sector. The NHAI has decided to connect Sri Suru Ram Das Jee
International (SGRDJI) Airport, Amritsar with the Delhi - Amritsar - Katra
Expressway. Amritsar airport is the second biggest airport in northern India after
Delhi having many direct air connectivity with many international and domestic
destinations including London, Birmingham, Singapore, Kuala lumper, Dubai,
Sharjah, Doha. With the completion of this new Expressway, Amritsar airport will
come closer to the major cities of Punjab which will also enhance the traffic
volume at Amritsar airport. Ministry of Railways and National High Speed Rail
Corporation Limited (NHSRCL) have proposed to conduct alignment and DPR
study for Delhi Chandigarh-Ludhiana-Jalandhar-Amritsar high speed “Bullet
Train Project”. We request you to consider start/termination of this proposed
project alignment to SGRDJI Airport, Amritsar. With this Delhi-Amritsar-Katra

Expressway, as well as other major State highways, proposed Amritsar ring

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roads and national highways under Bharatmala project also terminate or pass
through SGRDJ International Airport. If this technological marvel High Speed
“‘Bullet Train” is terminated at SGDRJI Airport Amritsar, it will become an
Intermodal point where Air-Road-Train transfer all can happen seamlessly. It
has many quantifiable benefits like saving in travel time, vehicle operation cost,
reduction in pollution, job creation, reduction in accidents/ enhanced safety,
imported fuel substitution, and reduction in pollutants. It is to be noted that more
than 120 airports in the world already have rail connectivity and further 300
airports are building the same for future. The advantages for termination of
proposed DAHRSL project at Sri Guru Ram Das Jee International Airport,
Amritsar are as follows:

1. Ease of Travel - Integrated Intermodal Transportation Air-Expressway-
High speed Rail connecting major cities of Punjab (SAS Nagar, Ludhiana,
Jalandhar) and Chandigarh via a safe, fast, all weather integrated transportation
infrastructure.

2. Commercial Viability - This project will be commercially viable as
passengers travelling to international destinations shall be able to take
advantage of this high-speed rail corridor and reduce their overall travel time till
their final destinations. The convenience of fast and safe connectivity from rest
of Punjab will also boost passenger traffic at SGDRJ International airport.

3. Respite to City Congestion - Outer Ring Road and Inner Ring roads of

Amritsar all terminate and connect at Amritsar Airport. Therefore, HSR
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connectivity at airport will provide an easy access to all parts of city through
proposed ring roads.

4. Tourism and religious Importance - Connectivity to Dera Baba Nanak-
Kartarpur Sahib Corridor from airport is 47.9 Kms via National Highway 354 that
passes through airport.

5. Reduced Project Cost- Cost of land acquisition and cost of displacement
of underground/ overground utilities, bridges, ROBs etc. can be shared with
Delhi-Amritsar expressway which also terminates at SGDRJ International
Airport.

6. Strategic Partnerships - With airline-high speed rail cooperation facilities
of city-based check-in, baggage transfer etc. can be facilitated for ease of travel
for passengers arriving/departing from major cities of Punjab. Many airlines will
be happy to codeshare or interline with HSR in the form of rail-air code share
fares benefitting passengers as well as participating stakeholders.

7. Air-HSR Cargo opportunities- Amritsar airport has closest air-links with
central Asian and Gulf countries with less than three hours direct flights to
Turkmenistan, Uzbekistan, Dubai, Sharjah, Qatar and cargo flights to
Afghanistan. This geographical advantage and airport to high-speed rail
connectivity can also facilitate fast transportation of perishable cargo/export
goods/vaccinations/human transplantation organs and much more.

8. Environment Friendly - This alignment will also help in reduction in
pollution, harmful CO2 emissions with reduction in vehicular traffic from/to

airport from all cities of Punjab.
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9. Diversion of Flights- Amritsar airport has also been developed as an
alternative airport to Delhi and it is quite open used for diversion of flights from
Delhi and other northern airports in case of bad weather. The connection of
bullet train to Airport will serve as a convenient time saving mode for passengers
in case of diversion.
10. Busiest Airport during lockdown- During Covid-19 pandemic period,
Amritsar Airport handled more than 500 repatriation and air bubble flights from
April 2020 till Dec 10, 2020. The Airport was the third and second busiest after
Delhi in April and May 2020 for handling international traffic. We will be highly
obliged if the Ministry of Railways accept our request and including SGRDJI
Airport Amritsar in its proposed alignment and DPR study for Delhi-Chandigarh-
Ludhiana-Jalandhar- Amritsar high speed bullet train project.
11.  In the 17" Lok Sabha, Shri Piyush Goyal Railway Minster confessed that
new railway station from Amritsar will be constructed and till date the work has
not been started. It will be very good to know when the construction will be
started.
12. It is a humble request that the below mentioned rail fataks are in the
dense area of the city. Fataks are on the Amritsar to Patti rail line:
a) Dhapayi 5-3
b) Chabaal S-4
c) Grain Market/Bhagtanwala mandi - C-7

The most Important and an urgent need is to pass the budget for RoB to

construct this fatak.
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13. On Amritsar Atari rail line

a) Putlighar Faatak-S-23

b) Kot Khalsa Fatak - S21

c) Chheharta-fatak 520

d) War Memorial-fatak S19

These are all on rail line between Amritsar to Atari.

14. Need to complete Patti Makhu rail link that was pending from the last 11
years that will be the economic backbone of Punjab, Jammu and Kashmir and
north Himachal Pradesh; 250 km. distance will reduce between Amritsar and
Mumbai.

15. | want to draw your attention to the urgent need for new coaches and the
replacement of old coaches in the following trains operating from Amritsar:

a) Amritsar-Haridwar Janshatabdi Express (12054/12053): Currently, this train
has only one AC Chair Car coach. It is requested that an additional AC Chair
Car coach be added. Furthermore, the existing coaches are very old and need
to be replaced with new ones

Earlier, it could not be done because a political family of Punjab plied its
buses on this route. However, now Punjab has the Aam Aadmi Party
Government under the Chief Ministership of Shri Bhagwant Mann.

Our Party wants railway connectivity on this route. Economically, the
people will gain from this railway connectivity.

Please approve the Budget for a new railway line which was surveyed
during BNR time which extends from Kantabanji to Khariar, Sinapal, and
reaching Ampani.

He has been polite to the
Members also. An ordinary person travels in the unreserved compartment. One
of my colleagues spoke about the unreserved compartment. It is a social media
era. We all know that you are a popular person in the social media. We can see
plenty of social media reports how an ordinary person struggles to get into the
coaches.

| humbly request the hon. Minister to increase the number of trains and
the ordinary coaches. We know that there are constraints; there are financial
aspects to it. | would like to request the hon. Minister to look after the ordinary
persons’ life also and give that space to them, as you have been investing more
in other areas also. We know about their pathetic conditions and it must be

improved. Every time we have been speaking about it. | hope that before the
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next Budget you will be able to make changes in the lives of the ordinary
travellers who travel from North to West and South to North.

Another point is about the loco pilots. When the Leader of the Opposition,
Rahul Gandhi ji met the loco pilots, they expressed their difficulties. Then there
was a social media campaign and the hon. Minister also had a Press
Conference. After that, all the Railway Divisions were posting videos after videos
of loco pilots. | saw a loco pilot’s story of Southern Railway about the comfort
they were being given and all other things.

matters of immense public importance that have been brought to my attention.

In 2016, the Railway Ministry sanctioned one of its PSU's, Container
Corporation of India to undertake a Container Logistic Hub in Bhasawara Village
(Phulera Tehsil) in the Jaipur District. The ambitious logistic hub project, worth
Rs. 3,00 crores, was supposed to be made on acquired land of about 290 acres
in the village and was touted to be a major source of employment for the
population of the village, in the future.

Before Telangana was formed as the 29" state of our country on 02 June 2014
people of Telangana as part of United Andhra Pradesh used to feel neglected
with a sense of injustice. Therefore, since 02 June 2014, demand for new
railway stations and new railway lines increased from the people of Telangana.
Though surveys were conducted for new railway lines a few decades back,
works did not commence. But in 2016, when Shri Narendra Modi visited Gajwel
and laid the foundation stone for a railway station, aspirations of the people of
Medak could be fulfilled. Railway works for 225 kms railway line from
Manoharabad to Siddipet via Gajwel has commenced. Which was later
extended up to Peddapalli. | thank the hon. Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi
and Minister for Railways Shri Ashwini Vaishnaw for completing these works
and for constructing a railway station at Siddipet. Medak was represented by
former Prime Minister Smt Indira Gandhi in 1980. Though she promised a
railway station for Medak, only in 2022, our hon. Minister for Railways, Shri
Ashwini Vaishnaw fulfilled that promise and | would like to thank him for realising
the dream of the railway station of the people of Medak.

Sir, Telangana is a newly formed state. Therefore, through you, | request
the hon. Minister for Railways to sanction railway lines where surveys have been

conducted. Adilabad is one of the most backward districts in Telangana where

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we have forests and a large number of adivasis living there. There was a survey
conducted for a railway line between Armoor to Adilabad via Nirmal. For the last
10 years we were told that the survey has been completed but we are waiting for
the works to commence. Therefore, | request the hon. Minister for Railways to
start this new railway line between Armoor and Adilabad via Nirmal. Similarly, in
Karimnagar - which was the central point of the Telangana movement, there is a
long pending demand to connect Karimnagar to Hasanparthi but that demand is
yet to be met. Therefore, | request the hon. Minister for Railways to respond
favourably to this demand.

Now | come to our capital city Hyderabad, which was known as Bhagya
Nagar. In Hyderabad we have good revenue, good climate and good
infrastructure. Hyderabad is the most happening City in our country. In such a
city we have pending demands for MMTS and metro network. For MMTS stage-
2 union government has released its share of Rs 1204 crores out of sanctioned
funds of Rs 1458 crores, but the state government did not release its share of
funds and as a result MMTS works are still pending. | request the hon. Minister
to intervene and get the funds released from the state government to complete
the extension works of MMTS. Similarly, Hyderabad metro is expanding at a fast
pace and is very convenient to commute for the people of Hyderabad. | request
the hon. Railway Minister to extend this metro network till the biggest industrial
area in Asia, Patancheru which is in my parliamentary constituency Medak. |
have with me my colleague representing Malkajgiri parliamentary constituency.

Though many railway lines from Secunderabad and Hyderabad pass through
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Malkajgiri, there is a long pending demand from the people of Malkajgiri to get
metro rail services. | request the honorable railway minister to extend metro
services from Secunderabad to Medchal, from Jubilee bus station to Shamirpet
and from LB Nagar to Hayath Nagar. Already DPRs have been submitted,
therefore by sharing the expenditure in 50-50 ratio the works may be sanctioned
at the earliest and contribute in the faster development of Bhagyanagar.

Sir there was a major railway accident in my constituency a few years
back, 23 school students lost their lives in that accident.

So, | would request
the hon. Minister to kindly pay attention to the ROBs and the RUBs which have
already been sanctioned for the State of Telangana. The State Government of
Telangana is not ready to spend money on the ROBs and RUBs where the local
roads have to be connected.

Sir, | represent the Medak parliamentary constituency which was earlier

represented by Shrimati Indira Gandhi ji. There has been a long-pending
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demand for these projects. In Chegunta, there is a Railway Station. While
travelling from Chegunta to Medak, an ROB is required. It was sanctioned in
2016 by the hon. Railway Minister but the State Government is not allocating its
share of 50 per cent. Hence, | request the hon. Railway Minister, Shri Ashwini
Vaishnaw ji, to take up that Railway Over Bridge project on priority with 100 per
cent fund allocation by the Central Government.

Sir, in the same way, before the COVID-19 pandemic, there were so
many trains which used to stop on certain stations while travelling from
Hyderabad to Nizamabad and Hyderabad to Siddipet. So, my request to the
hon. Minister is that the trains which used to stop on certain stations before the
COVID-19 pandemic should be stopped now also on those regular stations.

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*SHRI SHER SINGH GHUBAYA (FIROZPUR): | thank you, Chairman Sir for
giving me the opportunity to speak on the Demands for Grants under the control
of Ministry of Railways. | am thankful to the people of my constituency and
Punjab who have elected me an MP for the third time.

Sir, my constituency Ferozepur shares its borders with Pakistan for 200
kms. Railway facility in Ferozepur constituency is dismal. There is almost no
train-connectivity between Chandigarh and Ferozepur. Secondly, there is no
train link between Delhi and Ferozepur. | urge upon the hon. Minister to provide
train- links for these places. Also, people of my area want train connectivity from
Ferozepur to Haridwar. My village falls under Fazilka district. We need inter-city
or Express train- link from Fazilka to Delhi. We also need Shri Ganganagar
train- link to Chandigarh via Fazilka. 250 kms. Chandigarh-Ferozepur train- link
should be extended upto 400 kms. till Ganganagar. It will cover Abohar and
Fazilka too. This train- connectivity with Punjab’s capital Chandigarh will be
useful for all passengers of these areas. Similarly, there was a Ganganagar to
Howrah train that plied earlier. This train must be restored at the earliest. Itis a
long-pending demand of the people of these areas.

Hon. Chairman Sir, a few regular trains should be extended further. The
Mumbai-Bandra —Ganganagar train reaches Ganganagar at 4 O’clock in the

early morning. It remains idle over there for 17 hours. If this train is further

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extended to Ferozepur, it will go a long way in helping the people of this area. It
is train number 14701 and 14702.

Thirdly, Sir, 14339 and 14340 number train Ferozepur-Mohali should be
extended to Fazilka and Ganganagar. Sikhs regard the Golden Temple in
Amritsar as their holiest shrine. Nanded Sahib and Hazur Sahib are also
considered holy places by Sikhs. A Fazilka-Nanded Sahib train via Bikaner and
Jaipur will be very helpful for Sikh devotees. The Amritsar-Nanded Sahib train
travels 500 to 600 kms. more. The Fazilka-Nanded Sahib train route will be
shorter. We also need train- connectivity with Delhi and Haridwar.

Hon. Chairman Sir, Fazilka-Muktsar train- connectivity is also needed.
Muktsar Sahib is a holy place for Sikhs. A Fazilka-Muktsar-Chandigarh-Delhi
train should be started for the people of these areas.

Sir, we need some over-bridges and under-passes urgently between
Ferozepur and Muktsar. Sir, foodgrains are transported via goods trains. We
need to link these goods trains from Ferozepur to Fazilka. During loading and
unloading of goods, people face a lot of difficulties and traffic jams.

These demands are the need of the hour...

There is
a railway track passing through this town, due to the inadequate number of
RUBs and ROBs there is a huge traffic problem in this area. | request the hon.
Minister to find a solution to this problem as the gate towards Dharmavaram is
closed most of the time. | request the Minister to construct an underpass bridge
in this area. In Kasaapuram area also due to a single underpass bridge it is
resulting in traffic congestion.

Therefore, | request construction of another under pass in this area to
decongest the traffic. Due to construction of a compound wall along the railway
tracks, half of the village lies on the other side of the track and as a result school
going children are finding it difficult to attend their schools as they have to take a
3 km detour. | request that small under passes which can allow two wheelers

should be constructed at suitable locations. There is a Bellary bypass in this

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area which is resulting in traffic congestion therefore | request you to construct a
ROB here. Anantapur is a backward district and special attention is required for
the development of this region. Train no. 17247 Narsapur to Dharmavaram goes
through this area and we have to board this train to reach our capital city. If this
train is extended up to Hindupur, people of Hindupur can make use of this train
to reach our capital city. Similarly, Machilipatham - Dharmavaram train may be
extended up to Hindupur. Also, Tungabhadra express which runs between
Secunderabad and Kurnool may be extended up to Guntakal. A train between
Vijayawada and Bangalore was discontinued due to corona. This train used to
serve thousands of passengers; therefore, it may be introduced again. Tri -
weekly train between Machilipathnam and Yashwantpur may be run on a daily
basis.

| also request a fast passenger train between Guntakal and Bangalore so
that passengers from Gutti, Anantapur, Hindupur and Dharmavaram can also
benefit from this service. New trains may be introduced from Hindupur to
Vijayawada and Hindupur to Kacheguda.

It pains me as a
Member of the House. | know we are all trying to do our level best.

The
benefits of such a project would be immense promoting growth and increasing

accessibility of our community.
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| humbly request that you review these proposals and consider in your
planning for your upcoming railway development projects. Our constituency is
eagerly waiting for positive developments in this regard.

region. Thank you so much for this opportunity once again.
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SHRIMATI SANGEETA KUMARI SINGH DEO (BOLANGIR): Sir, at the very
outset, | would like to thank the hon. Prime Minister, the hon. Finance Minister
and our dynamic Railway Minister, for placing special emphasis on making our
railways a world class railways. In order to achieve that, we are making a record
allocation of Rs. 2.62 lakh crore as capex and a gross budgetary allocation of
Rs. 2.52 lakh crore for the current financial year, that is indeed historic. It is in
sharp contrast to the gross budgetary allocation between 2004 and 2014, which
was merely Rs. 1.56 lakh crore during the UPA Government. This record
allocation has only been possible as our economy is more resilient and on a
stronger footing due to the continuous economic policies of the hon. Prime
Minister, which concentrates on inclusive growth.

Sir, our railways have achieved several milestones in infrastructure. In the
past 10 years, the Railways commissioned 31,180 track kilometres. The pace of
track laying has increased to 14.54 kilometres per day in 2023-24. Along with
the laying of tracks, doubling, and tripling, gauge conversion was also achieved.
During 2014-24, 41,655 route kilometres have been electrified as compared to
21,413 route kilometres till 2014. This year's budget has additional fund
allocation to promote industrial development.

The Railways have adopted a new approach for infrastructure
development. Three economic railway corridors are to be created, and 432
projects have been identified under the PM Gati Shakti Mission for enabling
multimodal connectivity. | have to once again profusely thank the hon. Prime

Minister, the Finance Minister and the dynamic Railway Minister for the
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budgetary allocation of Rs. 10,586 crore in this financial year to enhance
railways infrastructure in Odisha, which is about 12.5 times more than the
average investment under the UPA Government.

From 2009-2014, only 53 kms of new tracks were laid annually, while from
2014 to 2024, the figure has tripled to 183 kms of new tracks being laid annually.
Electrification of railway lines has seen a five-fold increase in Odisha from 29
kms annually to 146 kms annually between 2014 and 2024. Now, Odisha has
achieved 100 per cent electrification of railway lines.

Currently, there are 40 ongoing projects in Odisha focussed on laying new
tracks, doubling multiple lines amounting to Rs 54,434 crore. 59 stations are
being developed as Amrit Bharat Stations and | have to thank the hon. Railway
Minister because four of my railway stations, from my Parliamentary
Constituency have also been taken up. | also want to thank the hon. Railway
Minister for sanctioning a Wagon POH Workshop in Kantabanji in my
constituency which is infamous for migration of labour to other States.

You know, human wants are insatiable. Though | beg apology from the
hon. Railway Minister as he has done a lot of work in my constituency, still |
have to put forth several demands of my people. My demands are - early
completion of Balangir-Khurdha railway line, a new rail line from Sambalpur to
Sonepur, budgetary allocation for the new railway line from Balangir to Nuapada
via Patnagarh for which the final location survey has been going on for two
years; extension of Jammu Tavi Express from Sambalpur to Titlagarh;

increasing the frequency of Samata Express; increasing the frequency of
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Visakhapatnam - Amritsar Hirakud Express; stoppage of Raipur Bilaspur
Passenger Train at Barpali, Loisinga and Deogaon Railway Stations; stoppage
of Samaleswari Express at Loisinga Railway Station; and a new Vande Bharat
Express Train from Raipur to Puri via Katabaniji, Titlagarh and Balangir. Lastly,
we want Vande Express Train which the hon. Member from Kalahandi had also
requested, from Raipur to Vishakhapatnam via Bolangir.

| am sure that under the visionary leadership of the hon. Prime Minister
and the impeccable planning and execution of projects under our hon. Railway
Minister, the aspirations of the people of my constituency will be fulfilled.

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SHRI SURESH KUMAR SHETKAR (ZAHIRABAD): Sir, | would like to bring to
your kind notice regarding the laying of new railway line between Bidar and
Bodhan, which pertains to my Zahirabad Parliamentary Constituency in
Telangana State.

In this regard, it may be recalled that this proposal is pending for the past
10 years from the 15" Lok Sabha when | represented this Constituency. The
Government has undertaken a survey for this railway line route and given a
feasibility report as the most viable project. After that, due to lack of proper
follow-up and utter negligence, this project has not made any progress.

This railway line via Narayankhed, Pitlam and Banswada touches the
major stations like Gulbarga Bider, Nizamabad and Peddapalli, and this line will
be the most shortest route connecting the States of Telangana, Karnataka and
Maharashtra. This will benefit thousands of passengers who commute on a daily
basis for various purposes and save a lot of time also.

This new railway line is nearer to Nizam Sagar Irrigation Project which has
fertile land and mostly beneficial to the farmers to sell their agricultural produce
also.

Therefore, | request the hon. Minister of Railways, through the Chair, to
kindly consider to execute this new railway line from Bidar to Bodhan at the
earliest for which my constituency people will be grateful to you forever.
