In the present day context, the distinction between highly agile high-resolution Remote Sensing Satellites for civilian purposes and the
Spy Satellites is very thin. Such high-resolution Remote Sensing Satellites have been launched by many countries and are used for
earth observation. As per the international space law, outer space does not come under the jurisdiction of any country.
