(a) : There have been newspaper reports on the issue during the Board exam of 2016. The question papers are based on curriculum,
syllabus and sample question papers prescribed by the Board. CBSE has informed that it is not aware of suicide committed by any
student of its affiliated schools due to the lengthy and out of syllabus question paper for Board Exam, 2016.

(b) : CBSE has informed that it does not maintain data on suicides by students in affiliated schools.

(c) & (d): CBSE has a well established mechanism of subject-wise committees for analysis the syllabus and question paper patterns
on continuous basis.
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
