(a) to (e): The IIT-Council in its 50th Meeting held on 23.08.2016 approved inprinciple,
the proposal for increasing the overall students' strength in the IITs to
one lakh by the year 2020.

Increasing intake requires matching infrastructure in
the form of classrooms, hostels, accommodation for faculty, etc. Based on the
requirement projected by the IITs, suitable budgetary support is provided.
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
