(e) the other steps taken by the Government to have close military cooperation with Myanmar as part of the overall plan to expand
defence cooperation with ASEAN under the more action oriented Act East Policy; and

(f) whether tasks has been held regarding insurgent groups operating in the region and if so, the details thereof?
