SHRI P. MOHAN (MADURALI): The following items may be included in the next week’s agenda:-

(1) There are monuments aplenty in every country as testimonials to their ancient cultural heritage.
They are well protected, preserved and maintained as tourist spots. Our country is also equally
rich in such wealth.
