Title : Regarding the need to fill vacancies and provide necessary amenities at Kendriya Vidyalaya, Bellary for its smooth functioning.

SHRIG. KARUNAKARA REDDY (BELLARY): Kendriya Vidyalaya, Bellary had started functioning in 1986 with single section school.
In 2003, It was upgraded to three section school. Existing school building was constructed based on two section school. Classes are
being conducted in activity rooms temporarily and 10 classrooms are needed urgently.

Even though status of School has been increased from single section to three section school, there is no substantial increase in
teachers strength. There are about 14 vacancies and in addition to this, Vidyalaya is in need of another one Trained Graduate
Teacher (Mathematics) for next academic year 2006-07. The Centre should take immediate steps to fill up these vacancies.

Internal roads in schools premises were formatted about 10 years back and these are in highly deplorable conditions. It requires
recarpeting immediately.

This School, moreover, requires Resources Room (multipurpose theatre) to conduct functions.

Since the school has become three section school, there is an acute shortage of staff quarters. It requires another 8 (4 each of Type-ll
and Type-lll) staff quarters.

School is having sufficient land for these purposes. | urge upon Government to issue orders for the above mentioned works.
