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Title: Need to strengthen and convert National Highway No. 6 into four lane between Chowrangi (West Bengal) and
Jamshedpur (Jharkhand) via Baharagora of Orissa.

SHRI PULIN BIHARI BASKE (JHARGRAM): I would like to draw the attention to the Hon'ble Minister of Road Transport and
Highway, through you, Madam, the dilapidated condition of NH-6 between Chowrangi near Kharagpur of West Bengal and
Jamshedpur of Jharkhand via Baharagora of Orissa. A large part of this National Highway belongs to my Jhargram Parliamentary
Constituency. More than 100 km road in these three states is in dilapidated condition. It is one of the most important connecting
roads of Golden Quadrilateral between these three states. It should be strengthened and widened from two lanes to four lanes for
better communication. This area is dominated by Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribes people. Socio-economic development of

these backward classes people depends upon the better communication on this road. Hence, I request you to take up the matter
in an urgent manner.
