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Title: Discussion on the motion of Thanks on the President's Address to both Houses of Parliament assembled together on 23.02.2016 moved by
Smt.

HON.SPEAKER: Just now, we will start the discussion on the Motion of Thanks. After that, at about 3 o' clock, we will start this discussion.
Thank you.
There will be no 'Zero Hour' now. It will be taken up after 6 o' clock.
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SHRIMATI MEENAKASHI LEKHI (NEW DELHI): Hon. Madam Speaker, I stand before this august House to open the discussion on the Motion of
Thanks on the President's Address on behalf of my colleagues.
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To begin with, from the beginning, Madam, India for long, was at the cusp of reaching the pinnacle of global leadership as a major epicenter of
economic, military and soft power. Yet years became decades and that did not happen. In spite of all advantages in the form of democracy,
demography and demand, somewhere India remained mired in its own problems.

The world kept waiting for us, but we were too reluctant to board the bus. It was not pacifism but also some sort fascination for some illusionary
socialistic model that brought India down in the early Nineties. The beginning of the new millennium did offer many opportunities and major
opportunities for India to take the whole position.

Global politics was changing; Asia was becoming the hub of manufacturing; and China was racing past the west, and once again, India was poised.
The Telecom Revolution, the Golden Quadrilateral were some projects, which did shape up India to an extent, yet for decades, since then, India did
not board the bus once again. Policy paralysis, rampant corruption, appeasement politics, nepotism, red-tapism and giving priority to populist
measures rather than the real welfare issues, became the policy of this country, which put India in a very poor light and the future looked really
bleak.

When Shri Narendra Modi's Government took over the mantle, India was known more for corruption than anything else. The 2G scam, CWG scam,
coal scam, and the list of scams just goes on, became the talking point for the world. Investors were shying away from investing in India.
Modernization of Armed Forces was pending for a decade. There was lack of optimism both within the country, inside the country and outside the
country. It was then the Narendra Modi Government emerged.

Hon. Speaker Madam, I take this opportunity to put forward some of the initiatives of this Government to fulfil the aspirations of 126 crore Indians.
India became the fastest growing economy. Our governance paradigm seeks to undertake development and development for each and every section
of this country and of this society. Our goal is to reach out to the poorest of the poor, every section of society and to the remotest corner of the
county and ensure delivery of services and effective policy making in this regard. Economic development alongside social justice in a time bound
manner needs coordination and efficient implementation through all stakeholders — be it States, local Governments, businesses, NGOs and most
importantly, people of this nation.

The process has been slow because of the enormity of the situation and the task ahead. Reforms are relatively slow but effective methodology
for achieving the goals requires constructive blending of skills, capital and reform mechanism. In this regard, whether it is in the area of skilling, it is
in the area of getting investments or having reformist attitude towards various reform mechanisms or regulatory mechanism, the Government has
actually been very serious and is working towards that. The Government of India's centre piece programme for changing or transforming the country
is actually 'Make in India'. 'Make in India' has three major parts —construction of infrastructure, Railways and defence, and these three along with
Telecom sector are going to transform the way our country progressed till now and is likely to progress in future.

The paradigm shift to transform India is definitely that we are inching towards our goals and India is likely to become the global manufacturing
powerhouse. Since its launch, the Prime Minister, Mr. Modi has pulled all steps, all full stops for the global participation is India's story. In the
recently concluded 'Make in India Week' in Maharashtra, projects worth eight lakh crore rupees have been inked. More than two lakh jobs, thus, shall
be created. Our manufacturing landscape is in the process of rapid reforms whereas 'Ease of Doing Business' is facilitated by the Government and
many State Governments have their own transformatory objective to achieve and participate in nation building.
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The related business with respect to 'Make in India’ is integration of various opportunities which are available to business houses, respective States,
national and international stakeholders to provide win-win situation and economic climate for all. Some of the proposals in 'Make in India'
programme include — direct tax exemptions for the first three years for MSMEs, tax holidays for local manufacturing of defence, aerospace products,
sops for R&D, tax benefits to attract electronic and telecom manufacturers amongst others. The programme is designed to facilitate investment,
foster innovation, enhance skill development, protect intellectual property and build best in class manufacturing infrastructure.



The 'Make in India' initiative has created fans and admirers both domestically and internationally and global leaders are also admiring this
process. The world is eager to partner India in this initiative. The 'Make in India' recognizes Ease of Doing Business and as an important factor to
promote entrepreneurship, a number of initiatives have already been undertaken to ease business environment. Steps are being undertaken to
delicense and deregulate the industry during the entire life cycle of the business.

High value industrial sectors are sought to be created and FDI liberalisation has actually brought in FDI in this country. To specify a few statistics,
the FDI cap has been raised from 26 per cent to 49 per cent, portfolio investment in defence sector permitted up to 24 per cent under the automatic
route and 100 FDI allowed in defence sector for modern and state-of-art technology on case to case basis. Also, 100 per cent FDI in automatic route
is permitted in construction, operation and maintenance in specified rail infrastructure.

India today is two trillion dollar economy in terms of GDP and more than eight trillion economy in terms of purchasing power parity. If one looks
across the globe, very few countries are today poised to take the quantum leap in terms of economic growth as India is poised. Effort of the present
Government to outline 'Make in India' as the focal point of India's development is much appreciated. India became the largest recipient in FDI in the

first half of 2015 and around 31 billion of FDI has come into India. India claimed five notches to the 113t" rank in the latest 2015 UNDP Report on
account of rise in life expectancy and per capita income.

Despite adverse international conditions, India's GDP is poised to grow at seven per cent per annum. With inflation figures much below five
per cent and healthy domestic economic climate, India is fast emerging as a world leader in economic sphere. In recent quarter, Indian
manufacturing output grew by 9.3 per cent. The Indian Railways got Rs.40,000 crore deal with GE to make electric and diesel automatic locomotives
in India in collaboration with Railways is a great example of how 'Make in India' has started showing results. When we discuss the issues regarding
railways, I must bring up HOG, Head Over Generation, which, at a smaller level, the Railways has initiated in which the extra carriage capacity is
taken care of. Wind mill, renewable energy, electricity and transforming the railway travel are the various initiatives that are being constantly
undertaken by the Railways and 'Make in India' is taking shape through the railways and railways is becoming an engine to drive the economy
forward.

The dynamic nature of our export-import regime needs quick and assertive decision making upholding our domestic demands. Exports in certain
items have declined in the recent quarter. For some analysts, that is a cause of concern but it is not so because similarly when the exports have
declined, imports have also declined. Our trade imbalance gap, which used to be very high, reduced drastically. This is because domestic
manufacturing is picking up and we must support such a scenario as it generates more employment for the aspiring youth of India.

Despite two consecutive years of rain shortfall and drought in many parts of the country, we could still administer a smooth and unhindered
supply of food grains. Our farmers stood up to their mission and they are ensuring quality agriculture produce at all times. One of the serious
challenges of this Government is its inheritance of agrarian crisis which we have inherited from the previous years.

Farmers' suicide is another issue. We simply cannot ignore it. The crises have been for decades. Therefore, its solution also requires a little more
time. But every stakeholder has to be on board to deal with this particular aspect. All the State Governments must come forward to support this
cause and let us ensure that agrarian crisis does not take the better of our brave farmers.

Our agro infrastructure comprises many stakeholders, which also include banks, local Governments, commaodities, markets and the farmers. Our
priority has been to provide irrigation, water and fertilizer. The solution, therefore, needs a coordinated approach amongst all the stakeholders — the
local governments, the State Governments, the Central Government, commodity markets and also the farmers themselves. The soil health card,
fertilizers — especially urea coated with neem, compensation for farmers of drought affected areas are a few of many initiatives which have been
undertaken by this Government.
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Organic farming, use of technology for irrigation with better quality seeds will enhance the productivity and benefit all the stockholders. A robust
pricing mechanism, which seeks to eliminate hoarders and middlemen from the system, will ensure effective delivery. s smer, Sian s st use sft war
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excellent job. The Make in India mantra coupled with aggressive campaign has made India a respectable and trustworthy destination for many
international players to do business with. Barring a few glitches with our neighbourhood, our neighbourhood is far more secure and safe.



Our diplomatic community has done a splendid job in upholding the tenets of our national interest while dealing with friendly and sometimes
hostile regimes of the world. Our engagement with the United States, France, China, Russia, Japan and the United Kingdom has improved manifold.

India's viewpoint and concerns are articulated effectively in international events. We, therefore, negotiated the climate change and COP-21
very successfully.

Our foreign direct investment has almost doubled. The recently concluded International Navy Fleet Review was a super success.

Many countries have realized to come together to fight against terrorism. This Government has set up robust mechanisms to exchange
intelligence information and prevent terrorist attacks, and to an extent, the example was set by Pathankot incident. It was the worst form of terror
attack on India and if it is compared with 26/11 incident, we handled it very differently.

The Swachh Bharat Scheme has raised our collective consciousness towards the clean and green environment. The various components of the
scheme are beginning to show results. More than eight lakh toilets have been built in schools and rural areas. It is a slow but effective campaign
which will transform our country into a clean and safe place to live in. The Swachh Bharat Campaign has a major component of health and it
specifically affects the health of young children and women in particular. So, the entire focus having shifted to Swachh Bharat, lot of investment from
private and government bodies is coming and the collective consciousness has actually led to a better environment. A lot of work needs to be done
and we are on the right track.

I am glad to inform this House that more than 95 per cent of our citizens are connected with Aadhaar Cards. Most of them are connected to their
Jan Dhan Accounts as well, which enables this Government to deliver services effectively. So, all the intermediaries, who were not working towards
letting the benefits pass on to the ones who needed it the most, the Aadhaar Card initiation has helped and the biggest example was when this
particular Scheme was utilised during the Chennai floods to deliver the services.

Our Social Insurance Schemes have helped the poor and the downtrodden. The Beti Bachao Beti Padhao Scheme is gradually transforming our
communities towards support for gender equality while creating social awareness towards such sensitive issues. aRzmn g 2= usel ool aliz R B
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The recently launched Start-up India and Stand-up India Schemes seek to focus on risk-free employment activity supported by the Administration
through single-window approval mechanism. These Schemes are channelising the entrepreneurial energies of our youth, women and backward
classes and creating productive employment.

Skill Development of our human capital has been a key area where a lot of work is being done. Incentives for Skill Development Centres by way of
finance, technical know-how and integration with the industry have yielded desired resuilts.

India can actually change the way our systems operate and for India to become a global player, whether in economic market or any other market,
we need skilled youth force and skilled youth force can only be guaranteed by Governmental intervention. I can very proudly exhibit that the
Government has worked very hard towards providing skill to the youth; bringing forward the required youth; and getting them required employment
in this process.

The Government has allocated more than Rs. 7,000 crore to develop Smart Cities. By the year 2020, people's participation with all the stakeholders
will make it possible. The concerned Ministries have rolled out ambitious roadmaps for the coming months and years to ensure speedy
implementation of Smart City Project.

Hon. Speaker, Madam, on all the fronts, the biggest drawback in the past systems and the one which led to corruption of various kinds was the
banking system. So, the banking system had to be improved and banking facilities had to be brought in because a lot of people talked about inclusive
India and rights for the poor, but there was no inclusion happening on the ground. But this Government has taken some serious steps for inclusive
development including for all the people who really needed it.

An improvement on the banking sector has been one of the major achievements, according to me, of this Government. 2015 3t sz zoR a5 &6
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Even in the power sector, when the NDA came to power, the condition of coal supply in the country was precarious with many power plants
shutting down and had critically low reserve of coal. Supplies were not being able to match up to the demand. Today the situation of power sector
has witnessed massive improvement. Coal production has reached a level of 336 million tonnes. Many of the critical issues of the power sector
especially with respect to coal supply and power transmission has been taken care of The Ministry has added 22,566 megawatts of electricity
generation capacity out of 20,830 megawatt in the thermal sector alone. The Government has a target of generation of 100 gigawatt of solar power
by 2022. The target has now been split into 40 gigawatt of roof top and 60 gigawatt through large and medium scale grid connected solar power
projects and is expected to entail an investment of Rs.6,000 billion. The overall target is a generation of 175 gigawatts of renewable energy by 2022.
Solar Alliance is another success which India has been able to achieve.
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So far as threats are concerned, threats to India exist from both State and non-State actors. Initiatives are being taken for capacity building of the
law enforcement agencies, and in spite of volatility across the world, India has remained relatively stable. Apart from an impressive growth rate,
India continues to have healthy foreign exchange reserves of more than USD 350 billion. Major initiatives have been taken to root out corruption. In
FDI, we have removed the restriction in tea plantation as well. In defence sector it has been raised from 26 per cent to 49 per cent.

glitches come from people who some times use the name of Babasaheb Ambedkar to cause a vivisection of the country. Let me remind them that
Babasaheb was a nationalist. He was a patriot and not a secessionist. He was a reformist with a cause and not a rebel without a cause. As regards
his views on Jammu and Kashmir, he never saw it as a problem, he saw it as a solution. While a lot of people wanted to protect the interest of some
particular section, he wanted to protect the interest of the nation he served and he thought that was paramount.

For some, solution had to come from a particular leader in Kashmir: for Babasaheb the solution was available in the Constitution and ethos of
this land. When we look at various opinions in various universities, I miss the nationalistic opinion of Babasaheb Ambedkar and that really haunts me
that where has country gone from 1947-1950 to now.

When we discuss certain atrocities of certain kind, a specific State I would like to mention and that is Kerala. The atrocities on campus are
constantly forgotten and the regressive policies of the left actually have tried to whitewash its brutalities. Constant attempts have been made to
deface nationalistic polity.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Can you cite one example?

SHRIMATI MEENAKSHI LEKHI (NEW DELHI): I will. I have a list. Durgadas, PS. Anu, Sujit, Kim Karunakaran, Bimbi, Muruganda, Vishal, Sachin,
Gopal, these are the names of young students and young people who have been murdered on the campus and in the most Talibanised fashion.
...( Interruptions)

SHRIMATI P.K. SHREEMATHI TEACHER (KANNUR): These are false allegations....(Interruptions)

SHRIMATI MEENAKSHI LEKHI: These are not allegations. These people are executed in cold blood, in Talibanic fashion. Bestial mindset can be
judged by the morbid and ghastly murder of Jaikrishna Master....(Interruptions)

While a young person committed suicide, one can understand the pain he was undergoing and the steps which have been taken as unjustifiable but
at the same highlighting a tragedy as a Leftist law for dalits is wrong. ...(Interruptions)

I wish to take them back to 2010. Karakkadan Vineesh, a dalit youth was murdered when LDF was in power and his dead body was left hanging in
the Talibanic model of execution. ...(Interruptions) Vineesh's family continues to fight for justice. Have you heard of Deepa Mohandas, a Ph.D.

THE MINISTER OF FOOD PROCESSING INDUSTRIES (SHRIMATI HARSIMRAT KAUR BADAL): Thank you, Sir,

I rise to second the Motion of Thanks on the President's Address as proposed by my colleague Shrimati Meenakashi Lekhi. I would like to start by
thanking the people of India who created history in 2014 by voting in a majority government after a long period of almost three decades, that too
giving us a leadership of a Prime Minister who has personally faced the hardship of being born in a poor family and has had to face the challenges
throughout what today probably millions of poor people in our country are facing.

Our GDP grew by 7.1
per cent in the last quarter of 2015-16. Our manufacturing growth is 12.6 per cent in the last third quarter. World over there is a renewed confidence
the way the world is looking at this country and that is why in the FDI&E€;.

The trust confidence
which used to be 55 per cent has now come up to 73 per cent making us the second in the world.

There is unprecedented growth of 32 per cent in national brand value. There is 13 points jump in the ranking in travel and tourism index. All these
rankings in a short span of 20 months go to show something whether you admit it or you do not. The facts and figures speak for themselves.

SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY (DHENKANAL): We are happy.
SHRIMATI HARSIMRAT KAUR BADAL: I am glad that you are happy.

Not only did the hon. Prime Minister travel across the globe to build the confidence of international community and the rest of the world towards us
but I must say that even within the country if you look in the short time the kind of landmark decisions that have been taken clearly bear his decisive
stamp and his intention to reach the last man in the line in every way.

For the first time, in the true spirit of collective federalism, the Government decided to transfer additional funds to the States from 32 per cent to 42



per cent which no Government did till now. Our Prime Minister decided to do it...(Interruptions). Who else has done it?
HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please address the Chair.

SHRIMATI HARSIMRAT KAUR BADAL: Additional funds to the States have been something which our Prime Minister has done instead of holding
everything which earlier Governments used to do. One thumb rule applied to everyone. Here we have opened our hands and given it to the States
and let them decide what they want to do with their funds.

Transparency and honesty is the hallmark of this Government. I am happy to say that in a corruption ridden and scam riddled past that we inherited,
today this Government in its 20 months has worked to ensure transparency and honesty. Scams and corruption crony capitalism have been
eliminated.
