It should not cause any
damage to the people of Belgaum. It is the only one over-bridge in the area. The other bridges are under construction. The Railway office is in
Dharwar which is in your Parliamentary constituency. So, I would like to request you also to kindly talk to the General Manger of the region to take
up the matter seriously so that it does not cause any problem to the people of the region.
