Out of 176 taluks, 139 have been declared drought-hit, leading to migration of thousands to
cities. Only the coastal districts have escaped the water problem. The rain fall in the state is 31 per cent less than normal. The total estimated loss
due to drought in the state is Rs. 17,193 crore and Government of Karnataka has submitted a memorandum seeking central assistance of Rs.
4,702.54 crore for drought mitigation measures in Karnataka during Kharif 2016. Therefore, I request to the Union Government to give immediate
attention to this matter and take necessary steps to release the money at the earliest.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL (ALAPPUZHA): The construction activities of two major fishing harbours, Arthungal and Thottappally in Alappuzha district
has to be finished immediately. For the construction activities of Arthungal fishing harbour the Central Government has already sanctioned Rs. 49.39
crore but it has been estimated that an additional amount of Rs. 61.57 crore has to be sanctioned considering the coastal settings at the site.
Thottappally fishing harbour was inaugurated in 2011 and due to siltation it has not been functioning. It is recommended to sanction Rs. 77.72 crore
for the maintenance activities at the site.

Title : Regarding problems faced by farmers of Tamil Nadu due to demonetisation of currency notes.

SHRI C. MAHENDRAN (POLLACHI): The problems faced by farmers due to demonetisation and the Reserve Bank of India's restrictions on
cooperative banks & societies had hit very badly the agricultural operations in Tamil Nadu. The people in rural areas, mostly farmers and agro
workers, bank with 4474 Primary Agricultural Cooperative Credit Societies (PACC) for their time-bound agricultural activities.

Therefore, the Government of Tamil Nadu has rolled out a special package for farmers through cooperative institutions to mitigate the
hardships faced by them due to demonetisation. The success of special package would depend solely on availability of adequate currency notes with
cooperative institutions.

MPs from our party have requested the Finance Minister for immediate release of Rs. 3000 crore in currency notes for crop loans in Tamil
Nadu during November-December, the peak agricultural season. This should be in addition to the regular flow of currency notes at par with
scheduled commercial banks. The PACCs should be allowed to accept repayment of loans by cash (including old Rs 500 and 1,000 notes). The
District Central Cooperative Banks should be permitted to disburse money to PACCs without Rs. 24,000 cap per week to support agricultural
operations with immediate effect.

I urge the Union Government to take a serious note on the plight of farmers in Tamil Nadu and take necessary steps in this regard.

Title : Need to set up food park and Agri-Export Zone in Theni district of Tamil Nadu.

SHRI R. PARTHIPAN (THENI): Theni District in Tamil Nadu is famous for the produce of mango, grapes, banana and spices. There is also a great
potential for organic farming in Theni and Usilampatti region. Though there has been an action plan to ensure forward and backward linkage by
adopting cluster approach under the National Horticulture Mission, there has not been any active support from the Ministry of Agriculture and

Farmers Welfare. I request the Government to aid/support in setting up of Agri-Export Zone (AEZ) for production and cold-storage facilities for fruits
such as mango, grapes etc.

The Government should also set up a Horticulture Institute at Usilampatti. Post Harvest Management facilities should also be set up for
various fruits and vegetables in Theni district as part of the National Horticulture Mission.

Farmers have already organised themselves into grape growers Association, Mango Growers Federation etc. to take up organised cultivation
and marketing of the produce. There is also great potential for processing of chilli, coriander, and tamarind, etc.

I, therefore, humbly urge the Government of India to set up linkage such as cold storage facilities, Food Park and Agri-Export Zones in this
region for promotion of fruits and vegetables.

Title : Need to provide medicines to poor at affordable prices.

DR. RATNA DE (NAG) (HOOGHLY): Prices of medical drugs are sky rocketing. There seems to be no relief to the poor, who cannot afford them to
save their lives. There is a need for intervention by the Government to bring down prices of essential drugs and make them affordable to poor and
needy. Health infrastructure needs to be modernised and small and medium health centres across the country be set up with sufficient storage of
medicines. This is the most essential of all other important things to be done by the Government. I would like to urge the hon. Minister to look into
the aspect of providing affordable medicines to the poor and ensure that medicines are available at affordable prices.

Title : Regarding timely execution of renovation and conservation of
Gadakkhai Heritage Project in Cuttack, Odisha.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): The Cuttack Municipal Corporation (CMC) has requested the Archaeological Survey of India time and
again for early execution of work pertaining to the renovation and conservation of Gadakhai Heritage Project under Urban Infrastructure
Development Scheme for Small and Medium Towns (UIDSSMT) Programme of Cuttack City. However, the ASI has not taken any action on the
requests of the Cuttack Municipal Corporation (CMC) so far. The CMC cannot take up the work of beautification, development of infrastructure and
illumination till the ASI completes the work of renovation and conservation of Moat wall. I, therefore, urge the Government to impress upon the ASI
to take immediate necessary steps for timely execution of the said project.

Title : Need to establish a cluster-cum-handloom park

at Mangalagiri in Andhra Pradesh.

SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Mangalagiri is world famous for handloom products especially cotton sarees, and these exquisite sarees are
having huge demand globally. Nearly 4,000 weavers are depending on weaving on self-owned 1,000 looms and 2,800 hired looms. Out of these 4,000
weavers, about 2,000 are enrolled under co-operative fold and others are still outside co-operative fold. Secondly, about 40% of people from
Mangalagiri are dependent on handloom weaving and allied industry i.e., yard dealers, traders, wrappers, dyers etc. Thus, around 4,000 looms and
10,000 people are directly or indirectly dependant on the industry for their livelihood.

There is no problem as far as raw material is concerned since Guntur district is a large cotton growing area in Andhra Pradesh and there are
about 80 spinning mills around it.

Unfortunately, these skilled weavers are committing suicides as they are not having required infrastructural facilities, proper guidance from

experts and marketing facilities. Their problem aggravates during monsoon as water enters pits and looms are immobilized and thus their work is
affected.

Mangalagiri has close proximity to NH 5, Vijayawada and Guntur If handloom park is established, it would attract weaving and garment



industries which, in turn, bring in customs, containers, banking and quality control facilities under one roof.

In view of the above, I request Government of India to kindly consider setting up of Cluster-cum-Handloorn Park at Mangalagiri with
processing and other units which will not only push the world famous Mangalagiri cotton sarees but also help in providing gainful employment to
thousands of youth and to keep the tradition alive.

Title : Regarding pending projects under Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana in Visakhapatnam district of Andhra Pradesh.

SHRIMATI KOTHAPALLI GEETHA (ARAKU): I wish to bring to your kind notice the functioning of Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana (PMGSY) in my
constituency, Araku as well as in the Visakhapatnam District of Andhra Pradesh.

As the chairman of the DISHA committee of Visakhapatnam district, I have been conducting meetings at the district level as it has come to
the notice that Visakhapatnam has not been allocated works under PMGSY since 2013. Many works to the tune of Rs. 230 crore are left unfinished
due to non-performance of the contractors or no-response to tenders.

Due to these factors, further works are being affected and hence the connectivity issue is being stalled. Hence, I request the Ministry of Rural
Development through you, that such works which are held up due to non-performance should be immediately given to others on supplementation
basis and also action be initiated against such contractors who have defaulted.

Further, T also request the Ministry to issue necessary instructions to the district authorities to take measures in resolving the pending
projects, so that fresh approvals are accorded.

Title : Need to address the problems of farmers in the country.

Title : Need to control Sepsis, a life threatening disease.

SHRI PREM DAS RAI (SIKKIM): The attention of the Government may be drawn to the emerging medical threat of increased deaths due to Sepsis.
Sepsis is a life-threatening condition that arises when the chemicals are released into the blood to fight infection trigger widespread inflammation
causing eventual organ damage and death.

A nationwide study in 2012 found a prevalence of sepsis within ICUs of hospitals: one in four patients admitted in ICUs contracted the ailment
in emergency department of hospitals. Almost one in two patients with sepsis died. 859 (4209 surveyed) or 27.6% of the patients who died of sepsis
were not operated upon and were in hospital for non-surgical treatment.

In the U.S., sepsis accounts for far more deaths than the number of deaths from prostate cancer, breast cancer and AIDS combined. This has
been declared as a leading cause of death in developed nations like the United States and United Kingdom.



The reasons for the rising incidence could be poor hospital hygiene, abuse of antibiotics or rampant self-medication among people. I,
therefore, urge the government to take immediate steps to sensitize the masses on the subject of sepsis and undertake studies to estimate the
impact of the medical condition. Continued surveillance, effective infection control programmes, rational use of antibiotics and enhanced public
awareness can reduce the incidence of sepsis and hospital-acquired infections, improve patient care and help better prioritization of resources.
