(i) Need to check the move to acquire agricultural land for setting up of
Industrial projects in Karnataka

SHRI R. DHRUVANARAYANA (CHAMRAJANAGAR): With land turning into
gold, many unscrupulous elements are grabbing prime industrial land in
Karnataka. Of late, the Karnataka Industrial Areas Development Board (KIADB)
in particular, has come under severe criticism for acquisition of land in the name
of industrial development and it is in this context, that the amendment Bill of the
Land Acquisition Act 1894 gains credence.

Under the circumstances, there is a need to review the whole process and
procedure of land acquisition for development activities duly recognizing the food

security issues.

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Unprecedented growth and the economic boom in recent India have
created a multiplier effect on the development activities such as infrastructure like
roads, ports, airports, housing, etc. Added to this, the SEZ Act 2005 and the
notified rule in February 2006, has triggered a sort of mad rush for land.

The Karnataka Government’s latest move to acquire 2,100 acres of land
for the proposed center sponsored IT Investment Region (ITIR) new Bangaluru
International Airport has sparked a controversy. The Karnataka Industry Areas
Development Board (KIADB) is acquiring fertile agricultural land, both in
contravention of the guidelines of the Centre and the State Level Empowered
Committee for the ITIR project headed by the Chief Minister. The Union
Government’s gazette notification on ITIR projects issued on May 28, 2008 has
clearly said State Government should acquire preferably non-agricultural land for
such projects.

The move by the KIADB to acquire 17,571 acres of agricultural land for
integrated steel plants in Bellary district and 25,000 acres of land in Mysore

district also in other areas in the State has attracted severe criticism.

SHRI SURESH KUMAR SHETKAR (ZAHEERABAD): I would like to draw the
kind attention of the august House regarding the need to start the Inter City
Express Train from Bidar- Zaheerabad to Secunderabad-Hyderabad.

80% of my Parliamentary Constituency is geographically located just
adjacent to Karnataka border and all the people belong to farmers community and
road transport is the only source of their travel in these areas. Students and
employees also travel in these routes daily. There is a heavy rush in these routes
and it is a long-pending demand of my Constituency people to run an Inter-city
Express in these routes to have comfortable journey and the railways will also get
good returns in these routes.

I, therefore, request the Hon'ble Minister of Railways, through the Chair,
to kindly introduce Inter City Express Train from Bidar to Hyderabad and vice-

versa daily for the benefit of passengers in the remaining Eleventh Five Year Plan.

DR. MANDA JAGANNATH (NAGARKURNOOQL): The Planning Commission
of India has appointed a Task Force to study the Implementation of Special
Component Plan (SCP) and Tribal Sub Plan (TSP) and give recommendations.
Subsequently, the Task Force submitted its report on 25" November, 2010.
The following recommendations have been made, grouping the 68
Ministries/Departments into four categories:-
(1) No obligations of certain ministries to implement the Plans;
(1)  Earmarking less than 15% for SCs and 7.5% for STs; and
(i11)  Earmarking outlays between 15%-16.2% for SCs and 7.5% for
STs.
If the above recommendations are implemented-
(1) 40-43 ministries/departments will be exempted from
making any efforts for the development of SCs and STs;
(i1)  Responsibilities of 10 ministries/departments will be
lessened;
(111))  Only 9 ministries/departments will continue the status quo; and
(iv)  Only responsibilities of 6 ministries/departments will be
enhanced.
These recommendations ultimately legitimizes the excuses of 58.9% of
Central Government machinery from fulfilling their responsibilities from
development of Dalits and Adivasis who constitute 24.4% of population in the
country. This is totally unconstitutional and undemocratic.
Through you Madam, I request the Government of India to implement the
SCP and TSP Schemes in their present format for the larger interest of the people
belonging to SCs and STs.

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(ix)  Need to allocate adequate quantity of Compressed Natural Gas and
APM Gas to Gujarat

DR. KIRIT PREMJIBHAI SOLANKI (AHMEDABAD WEST): Based on the
active advice of Bhurelal Committee appointed by Hon’ble Supreme Court,
Government of Gujarat introduced CNG in motor vehicles in Ahmedabad in the
State. The consumption of CNG is increasing rapidly in Gujarat. However, prices
of CNG in Gujarat are higher as compared to Delhi, Mumbai and others. Price is
around Rs. 19/Kg. in Delhi while in Ahmedabad it is around
Rs.36.62/Kg. The prices in Delhi, Mumbai are competitive due to availability of
APM gas. APM gas is also available in Ahmedabad, hence CNG price can be
reduced there by 25%. It will also save subsidy given for diesel and petrol. As
State Government of Gujarat is keen to promote CNG usage, it has requested
Union Government to allocate adequate quantity of CNG and APM gas to Gujarat.
It is a legitimate demand of Gujarat, hence, I request the Government to allocate

CNG and APM gas at the earliest.
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(xX)  Re: Need to augment railway services in Dindori Parliamentary
Constituency, Maharashtra and provide stoppages of Kamayani Express at
Nandgaon, Laslgaon and Niphad railway stations

SHRI HARISHCHANDRA CHAVAN (DINDORI): Since our independence,
there is a demand for the rail line on Manmad-Malegaon-Dhule-Nardana route. In
the previous budget, it was expected that the work would start in this regard.
Madam, if the train from Mumbai to Delhi through this route is facilitated, around
80 km will be saved. Also, the people from minority, tribal area will be connected
to Mumbai which will help develop these areas. I have requested Her Excellency
President of India also in this regard. The Public are agitating for this Project.
Also, works on Nasik-Pune, Nasik-Surat railway lines were expected. In previous
year Nasik railway station was supposed to be improved but nothing was
mentioned about it in this budget. The Railway Stations Niphad, Nandgaon and
Laslgaon do not have the facilities of urinals, waiting rooms. The demand of
stoppage of Kamayani Express at Nandgaon is being made for the last 5 years
along with Laslgaon and Niphad Railway Stations. I urge the Central Government

to take necessary action in this regard on priority basis.
