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DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (KARUR): I am raising a very important issue
regarding the clearance given by the former Finance Minister. This is regarding
the illegal clearance given by the Foreign Investment Promotion Board to the deal
between Aircel and Maxis in 2006. We have been raising this issue for the last
many years, but the previous UPA Government never took any action regarding
this.

In 2006, the then Finance Minister cleared the taking over of Aircel by
Maxis, by dubious ways, in violation of several mandatory provisions of law. One
major violation is that the Maxis declared to the Malaysian Stock Exchange that it
had acquired 99.7 per cent shares in Aircel. This is in violation of Indian law,
which permits only a maximum of 74 per cent foreign investment in the telecom
sector.

Secondly, thirty per cent holding of Saudi Telecom in Maxis was hushed up
during the approval stage in FIPB. But the then Finance Minister did not take
notice of this because it would have required the clearances from the IB and the
Home Ministry. El these things go to show that there is absolute involvement of
the then Finance Minister and his son in the Aircel-Maxis deal entered into by the
former Telecom Minister.

The CBI is unnecessarily delaying questioning them. Therefore, through
you, I would urge upon the Government and the CBI to take serious action and
interrogate the former Finance Minister and his son. I would also request the hon.
Finance Minister and the hon. Home Minister to take cognizance of this and take
necessary action. This is a very serious matter as we lost Rs.1,76,000 crore of
public money due to 2G Spectrum scandal. The then Finance Minister and his son
are involved in this. I would, therefore, request the Finance Minister to come out

SHRI RAMEN DEKA (MANGALDAI): Madam Speaker, Udalguri District is
situated in my parliamentary constituency, Mangaldoi, Assam.

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(ix) Need to release balance amount of fund under State Disaster
Response Fund (SDRF) and National Disaster Response Fund (NDRF)
to the farmers of Tumkur District, Karnataka affected by drought

SHRI S.P. MUDDAHANUME GOWDA (TUMKUR): I would like to draw the
kind attention of the Union Government towards non-releasing of balance amount
under State Disaster Response Fund and National Disaster Response Fund to the
Tumkur District, Karnataka.

Tumkur District in Karnataka has witnessed drought for the past three
years. The drought during 2013-14 has affected agricultural, horticultural and
perennial plantation crops. The State Government has submitted proposal for
compensation in the form of input subsidy sought under SDRF and NDREF to the
tune of Rs.9313.83 lakh. But only 21 per cent of the demand made by the
concerned Departments was released till now and the balance amount has not yet
been released.

Tumkur District is a major coconut growing district in Karnataka and about
70 per cent of horticulture area in the district is under coconut crop, which has
been affected badly due to drought. About 90 per cent of farming population of the
district is being dependent on coconut and its by-products for their livelihood.
Dr.Ghorak Singh Committee which was constituted to study the damage caused to
the coconut crops in Tumkur District, has since submitted its report in this regard.
In pursuance of the report, the rejuvenation of the crop and compensation for the
affected crops should be paid to the farmers.

I urge upon the Union Government to release the balance 79 per cent of
compensation by the concerned Department immediately for the benefit of the

farmers of Tumkur District, Karnataka immediately.
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(x) Need to promote off-grid solar power technology for
providing electricity in rural parts of the country

DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): The lack of
connectivity of at least 75 million rural households in our country to the electricity
grid is a matter of grave concern. With the abundant availability of sunlight in
most parts of India, the rapid development and implementation of off-grid solar
power technologies would accelerate the electrification of our villages without
putting a strain on the environment and that too at a lesser cost. Research confirms
that in remote areas, though initially the cost of off-grid solar is higher than
electricity generated by fossil fuels, yet it is still cheaper than extending the grid.
The National Solar Mission needs to do much more to provide better access to
electricity. Government subsidies can ease the burden on rural households. I,
therefore, urge the Government to promote off-grid power in rural areas and
provide incentives for innovation because so many Indians are literally

disconnected from modern India.
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(xi) Need to provide interest-free loans to the eligible students
during the moratorium period

SHRI S.R. VIJAYA KUMAR (CHENNAI CENTRAL): I would like to bring it to
the kind attention of the Government that the eligible students availing education
loan from banks do not get the full subsidy under the Central Scheme to provide
Interest Subsidy (CSIS).

As per the (CSIS) Scheme implemented by the Ministry of HRD, any
economically weaker section (EWS) student availing education loan from the
banks under the IBA Scheme to pursue professional and technical course is
eligible for full interest subsidy during the moratorium period. (Course period +
one year or six months after getting employment, whichever is earlier). That
means, the student need not pay any interest during the moratorium period. This
Scheme is applicable to loans granted on or after 1.4.2009.

A lot of complaints have been received that many banks do not provide full
interest subsidy to the students. Only a portion of eligible interest is being credited
to the loan account. In many cases, the banks have also failed to submit the claims
to the nodal bank, that is, the Canara Bank for the eligible students. The poor
students are forced by the banks to pay the interest, which, otherwise, should have
been reimbursed by the Government.

There is a lack of awareness among the students and the bank officials
about this Scheme. Because of this, many eligible poor students are deprived of
the benefit from the Government.

I request the Government to conduct a thorough investigation into the
implementation of Education Loan.

Since the Interest Subsidy Scheme creates confusion among the banks and
students, instead of providing full interest subsidy, the Government can consider
to grant Interest-free loans to the eligible students during the moratorium period.

In such cases, the banks would take more care to claim the interest portion form
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the Government and the students will get the full benefit. After the moratorium

period, the student may be asked to pay the regular interest.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri Sunil Kumar Mondal — not there.

Shri Rabindra Kumar Jena.
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(xii) Need for strong legislation to curb selling of women and
children in the country.
SHRI RABINDRA KUMAR JENA (BALASORE): Hon. Speaker, I thank you for
giving me an opportunity to raise this issue, and thank you so much for starting
this new practice. May God bless you!

I am raising an issue which is of very serious national importance. It relates
to the sale of human beings. As is the case in many countries, sale of human
beings be considered as a crime in our country, and a legislation should be enacted
to punish those who are involved with selling of women and minors. The existing
law criminalizes the act of selling human beings only if it is done for prostitution,
slavery or exploitation. However, exploitation is not very clearly defined and
selling of people for marriage and adoption is not an offence. Certain people are
taking advantage of these loopholes. Unfortunately, despite a strong
recommendation by the Law Commission in its 146™ Report in 1993, no steps has
been taken by the Government. There exists an urgent need to extend the scope of
legal provisions to cover the cases where a women or a child is sold, irrespective
of immediate objective of the transaction. Selling children under the garb of
adoption should be made illegal in view of operation of big rackets involved with
illegal selling of children for adoption in many States. Up to 200,000 children
every year fall into the hands of slave traders in India, many being sold by their

poverty-stricken parents for as little as Rs.1,000.
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(xiii) Need to return 1,800 acres of land requisitioned for military airport
purpose at Nevali in Kalyan-Ambernath in Maharashtra during the World
War II to the respective original landholders.

DR. SHRIKANT EKNATH SHINDE (KALYAN): Hon. Speaker, the
Government of India rules clearly state that any requisitioned land needs to be
returned to original user after the purpose of requisition has been served.
However, the land at Nevali located in the Kalyan-Ambernath belt in my
constituency, and just 50 kms. from Mumbai has not been returned to the original
owners since the days of the World War II. During the World War 1I, the then
Government had requisitioned this stretch of 1,800 acres of land for a military
airport. Reports say that airport was in active use of the then Government during
War.

At present, the said land is in the possession of Ministry of Defence,
Government of India. According to informed sources, the documents regarding
title of the said land are not available either with the Ministry of Defence or State
Government authorities in charge of the district and the State. As the land was
under requisition, it ought to have been handed over to original
owners/landholders after the purpose of requisition was over.

The said land is lying vacant and is located in my constituency. The said
land is located at a place surrounding urban area and the original land owners have
been suffering for the past 70 years.

My contention and request to the Government of India and Ministry of
Defence in particular is that the original land owners should be traced, and their
lands be returned to them. The remaining excess land then can be put to essential
public use such as logistics park, Government Medical College and Research and
Development Park, etc.

I would like to get a clarification on the status of this land from Ministry of

Defence, Government of India on the legal ownership of this land, and as to why
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this requisitioned land was not returned after Independence to the original
owners/holders.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri B.B. Patil — not present.

(xiv) Need to release adequate funds for the various development schemes in
Katihar Parliamentary constituency, Bihar.

SHRI TARIQ ANWAR (KATIHAR): Hon. Speaker, I would like to draw the kind
attention of the august House towards my Parliamentary constituency, Katihar,
Bihar, which is economically and educationally backward. Due to poor
infrastructure, non-availability of sufficient mode of communication, and poor
condition of roads, sharp increase in poverty has been registered.

I would also like to draw the attention towards long delayed and tardy
construction work of NH-81, which is going on for the last three decades, and still
not completed. National Highway No.81 which stretches from Bihar to West
Bengal via Katihar, will not only facilitate the inhabitants of Katihar but also the
people living in the surrounding areas.

I, therefore, request all the concerned Ministries to kindly take a note of the
above issues and release/grant adequate amount under various schemes for the
development of this area.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri Jai Prakash Narayan Yadav — not present.
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(xv) Need to set up a Cashew Board at
Kollam, Kerala.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Madam, the cashew industry is
emerging as the backbone of the Kerala’s economy. Seventy five per cent of
Cashew Industry in the country is in Kerala and the bulk of the cashew exports are
also from Kollam, Kerala. There are around 800 registered cashew nut processing
units providing employment to around 3 lakh workers of which 95% are women.
The cashew industry is facing problem related to availability of raw nuts. The fall
in the domestic production of raw nuts has led to this situation. The easiest way to
overcome the situation is to bring more area under cashew production by
providing encouragement to farmers. The only available method is to encourage
the cashew cultivation by providing resource. It is possible only through a Cashew
Board.

Hence, I urge upon the Government of India to establish a Cashew Board at

Kollam, Kerala at the earliest.

It is in this context I want to bring to the
notice of this House that India is not a new country and we are not moving
towards building a new nation. We are an ancient nation with an ancient value
system, and we need to prepare and rejuvenate ourselves so that we can actually

face the challenges of the modern world.
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"SHRI T. RADHAKRISHNAN (VIRUDHUNAGAR): Hon. Chairman Sir. Hon.
Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchithalaivi Amma has made me a Member of
Parliament representing Virudhunagar constituency. [ wholeheartedly thank
Puratchithalaivi Amma for this kind gesture. 1 thank the voters of my
constituency for having reposed faith in me and electing me as their MP. This is
the discussion on Delhi Budget. I welcome and support the announcements made
in the Delhi Budget. Delhi is at present under Governor’s Rule. Delhi State
Legislature has unique importance when compared to other States of the country.
Delhi is the capital of India. People from all parts of the country come to Delhi
frequently. Foreign dignitaries also frequently visit Delhi. Therefore, Union
Government should provide special financial package to Delhi. Delhi Assembly is
now under suspended animation. Union Government has presented the Budget for
Delhi. I urge that such a budget should be passed by the State Assembly being
elected by the people of State concerned. Then only the problems and sufferings
of the people could be duly addressed. I urge the Union Government to take
prompt action in this regard. Price rise should be controlled in Delhi. Drinking
water and electricity related issues should soon be solved. Hon. Puratchiththalaivi
Amma, during the last 3 years of successful rule, has been implementing various
welfare schemes in Tamil Nadu. Hon. Amma has presented a tax free budget
during the current year. It is the victory for Hon. Amma and the three year term,
that people of Tamil Nadu have elected 37 AIADMK MPs to this august House.
Hon. Amma has been implementing a welfare scheme of providing 20 kg of rice
free of cost to 1 Crore and 85 lakh families every month under Public Distribution
Scheme in Tamil Nadu. Mixies, Grinders, laptops, bicycles are provided free of
cost. Many states of the country are trying to follow such schemes that are
implemented by Hon. Amma in Tamil Nadu. Amma Unvagam- a Canteen

facility- is a scheme that is followed in other countries also. Such welfare

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schemes should be followed in Delhi. This Delhi budget should be passed in Lok
Sabha. We fully support this budget. MPs who represented Virudhunagar during
previous Lok Sabhas have paid only lip service and done nothing to the
development of this constituency. Hon. Amma has been kind enough to sanction
Rs.200 crore for setting up ring road in Virudhunagar constituency. I thank Hon.

Amma for this kind gesture. I fully support Delhi Budget.
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PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): Sir, I rise to speak on the Budget of the
Delhi Government which is the National Capital Territory of Delhi. It was
presented by the Finance Minister Shri Arun Jaitley. This Budget is presented
with an eye on the future Delhi elections which may happen any time considering
the state of flux the Delhi is in. Let me start by stating two problems. Mr. Jaitley
is a resident of Delhi. He was the President of the Delhi University Students’
Union from where he has traveled to become the Finance Minister of the country.
He knows the problems of Delhi intimately. But the BJP’s hold on Delhi has been
tenuous. In the earlier days, BJP used to win all seats from Delhi and then, the
BJP also had formed the Government in the National Capital Territory. The BJP
lost it when Mrs. Shiela Dikshit became Chief Minister and Mrs. Dikshit was
allowed to continue for 15 years sidelining the BJP altogether.

For the first ten years, the Congress Government’s performance was good.
Bhagidari system was introduced. There were Residents Welfare Associations
who use to become participants in the Government. It was the Commonwealth
Games which brought bad name to the Congress and its Government. There was
corruption not only in holding the Commonwealth Games but the corruption was
also in the Delhi Government, as a result, we heard of Road over Bridge
collapsing suddenly before the Commonwealth Games. The Congress lost the
confidence among the people. The people were still not prepared to trust the BJP.
As a result, when the elections were held, an entirely new party, Aam Aadmi
Party(AAP), came to power in Delhi. There was a lot of hope in the country that
this party is led by a non-politician, who has fought against corruption and he was
former IITian and IRS officer. He brought new hope to the people of the country.
But the irresponsible way in which the AAP Government resigned has belied the
hope of all those who have placed their faith on the Aam Aadmi Party. So, in the
Lok Sabha Elections, people backed BJP which has again won all the 7 Lok Sabha
seats from Delhi. But there are already murmurs of discontentment. I read in

some newspapers that one of the MPs from Delhi is a Bhojpuri actor. He is not to

be found by his voters anywhere. We also saw the actions of another Delhi MP,
the other day, when he had to apologize in the House. Let the BJP not take it for
granted that people have really reposed their faith in them. They lost their faith in
the Congress. They thought the AAP as an alternative. But with the AAP’s
irresponsible behaviour, people were left with no choice and they have gone in for
the BJP.

The main question is this. Why I am speaking on this Budget is that 1
worked in the Urban Development Ministry for some time. I know the anomalous
position in Delhi. Somehow or other, in spite of calling Delhi a State, Delhi has
not been given the power of the State. Law and order is entirely in the hands of the
Central Government. The Delhi Police Commissioner is under the Central
Government. All the land in Delhi is under the Ministry of Urban Development.
For anything new to be done in Delhi, we need the permission of the Ministry of
Urban Development. As a result of this, the Government in Delhi — earlier Chief
Ministers have lamented — is a toothless Government. Since Shri Jaitley is from
Delhi, he will appreciate this problem. Let this new Government think of making
Delhi a full-fledged State. Delhi is in a very anomalous situation where Delhi is
neither a fish nor fowl. It is neither fully a Union Territory nor is it a State. Delhi
has to be rescued from this situation.

We, in other metropolis of India, are envious of Delhi. Delhi being the
capital, a lot of money flows into Delhi. It is not a healthy sign if somebody is red
in the face. It is rather an unhealthy sign. Blood should flow through the body. The
Central Government funds have been given liberally to Delhi. The other
metropolises like Mumbai, Kolkata or Chennai or Bangaluru or Hyderabad have
not received similar amounts of money.

Look at the institutions in Delhi. Delhi has the IIT fully run by the Central
Government. Of course, Delhi is the Capital of the country. Delhi has the All India
Institute of Medical Sciences. It is fully run by the Centre. Delhi is also having the

best metro system in the country. Thanks to the vision of one Shri Sreedharan who

single-handedly took up the construction of Delhi Metro. Delhi Metro which is a
joint venture between the Union Ministry of Urban Development and the Delhi
Government is really our pride. It is providing a great relief to the people of Delhi.
Until the Metro was there and it has expanded, the transport problem of Delhi
would have been insolubly unbearable. Metro has released everybody from this.

Even in the sphere of higher education, Delhi has a few of the best
universities in the country, all run by the Central Government. Delhi University is
a Central University. Jawaharlal Nehru University is a Central University. Now,
the SAARC University has been formed. Dr. Ambedkar University is there. So,
Delhi has been gifted with everything possible. We are all part of this because we
are citizens of this country. Delhi is also the Capital of the country.

But what has really happened to Delhi? If it was not for the Supreme Court,
successive Governments in Delhi, whether there or at the Centre have not done
enough for Delhi. The polluting industries were removed from core areas of Delhi
because of the Supreme Court order. Even, the CNG buses were introduced in
Delhi again because of the Supreme Court orders. What have successive
Governments done in Delhi? This is a matter that we have to take stock of, since
we are discussing this in Parliament. Have we made Delhi a world class city?
Delhi is world class only in the Lutyen’s Zone. Outside, it has still not regularised
jhuggi-jhonpari clusters. The common people of Delhi suffer from lack of
drinking water. Ectricity supply in Delhi has been given to private companies
run by Tatas and Reliance, but that has not improved the state of electricity
distribution in Delhi.

In this Budget, Mr. Jaitley has given Rs.17,700 crore for Plan. Of that,
Rs.3,672 crore extra is Central grant-in-aid special for Delhi, Health — Rs.2,724
crore, Education — Rs.2,482 crore, Social Welfare — Rs.1,862 crore, Housing —
Rs.2,154 crore, Water Supply is Rs.1,249.2 crore, Control of Pollution of Yamuna
—Rs.1,750 crore, and Transport System — Rs.3,700 crore.

Look at Yamuna, Sir. It is the most-polluted drain you can find anywhere in
the country. We have run governments from the city of Delhi and what have we
done to the lifeline of Delhi? Is there any scheme of the Government to really
clean up the Yamuna as it passes through Delhi? Is there any concrete plan given
in this budget for providing enough drinking water especially to those living in
Delhi slums? Is there any provision so that Delhi people will be spared of load-
shedding? Kejriwal won because he promised people relief in all these matters, but
he could not ... (Interruptions)

Sir, I would request the Finance Minister and the present government to
take a fresh view of the total structure under which Delhi is governed. I would
request him to really look at how problems of Delhi have multiplied over the years
making it almost uninhabitable city excepting the high-cost colonies. Delhi is
famous for gated colonies for the rich, but the poor and the ordinary people who
provide the backbone of Delhi are left in the lurch. They have to travel 40
kilometres. Without the metro rail, I do not know where they would be? They live
in jhuggi-jhompri clusters. I do not have the time to go into the problems of Lal
Dora and all that. The anomaly about Delhi’s Administration should be stopped
once and for all.

Lastly, Sir, I have a small request to the Minister and I am sure he would
accept it. He said that Delhi is inhabited by a lot of linguistic communities and it
has four Academies of Urdu, Sindhi, Punjabi and Hindi. May I inform him that
there are more than 100,000 Bengalis living in this city, not only in Chittaranjan
Park but spread all over the city? We would like an Academy of Bengali in the
city of Delhi in the interests of the large Bengali speaking community. There is
already Lady Irwin School and other good Bengali schools in this city. Why
should not there be a Bengali Academy in this city?

With this, Sir, I conclude.
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DR. PRABHAS KUMAR SINGH (BARGARH): Mr. Chairman, thank you for
allowing me to speak on the Budget of National Capital Territory of Delhi. This is
my maiden speech in Lok Sabha and I take this opportunity to thank my leader
hon. Chief Minister Shri Navin Patnaik and the people of my Parliamentary
Constituency Bargarh for giving me a chance to be a Member of this august
House.E

umber of hon. Members have spoken on so many problems of Delhi, so
many aspects of Delhi, about the management, about the sewage systems, roads
and communications but what about our heritage? I must focus on our heritage. If
we look at our history and the archaeology of Delhi, it was the seat of
administration for so many royal dynasties right from Mughals to Lodhis to
Rajputs. There are many historical buildings but if we go to the surroundings of
these monuments, we can see that they are in very bad condition. We can find a lot
of encroachment, a lot of traffic, and human vandalism all around those historical
monuments. So, [ request the hon. Finance Minister to look into the matter to give
a thrust to our heritage and to the monuments that we have inherited over so many
years because if we lose them now, they will be lost for ever.

As you know, tourism is also linked to our monuments. There are no
proper information centres in the monuments and in the building sites. So, I would
like the Government to provide multimedia information centres and guided tours
not only for the people of Delhi but also for the tourists and visitors who are
coming to Delhi from different parts of the globe. They can know about our
heritage, our culture and our past.

We have a number of museums in Delhi, right from the National Museum
to Rail Museum, Archaeological Museum and so many other museums. But how
many of us have seen those museums? There is no infrastructure, there is no basic
facility, and there is no proper communication in these museums. So, I would

request you to make them accessible to everybody and for proper popularisation of

these museums, for application of proper multimedia so that we can have a good
flow of tourists and they can know of our heritage.

Regarding the Masterplan of Delhi, still there are a number of lacunae. We
have taken into consideration all the VVIPs but what about the common man, who
is coming to Delhi daily for his day to day work? We have not provided drainage
system and proper drinking water facilities.

If you go to the New Delhi railway station, we have a lot of problems in the
New Delhi railway station. This is the country’s capital and we have no amenities.
So, I request our hon. Finance Minister to focus on this aspect, to provide funds
for the modernisation of the New Delhi railway station.

I would appeal through you for my State of Odisha. Of course, we have
Odisha Niwas and Odisha Bhawan in Delhi but it is not sufficient for the people of
Odisha who are coming to Delhi. I would request you to provide a piece of land to
the people of Odisha in Delhi so that we can make a cultural complex in Delhi
where we can exhibit our rich culture. Odisha is very rich in traditional arts like
Sambhalpuri Odisha crafts. We can exhibit those things. The common man who
is coming to Delhi could be accommodated here.

Delhi is not only for Dilliwalas. 1t is for the whole country. So, through
you, I appeal to the hon. Finance Minister to look into the problems of the
common man and the common citizens who are also a part of Delhi because in
Delhi we have contributions from everybody, whether they are politicians,
common citizens, technocrats, bureaucrats, masons, or students. So, keeping all in
view, we have to give thrust to all aspects. So, I appeal through you to give

emphasis to this matter.
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DR. BOORA NARSAIAH GOUD (BHONGIR): Thank you for giving me the
opportunity to speak on Delhi Budget.

Though I am from Telangana and Hyderabad, people may ask, why I am
interested to speak about ‘Delhi’. Everybody is interested in Delhi because it is the
Capital of India. We have Hyderabad House in Delhi. We can boast of it because
many international dignitaries visit that place to hold important meetings.

Hyderabad itself has contributed a lot. The Telangana State has contributed
a lot to Delhi in many ways. One of them is Hyderabad House.

When I talk about Delhi, we have two ‘Delhis’ here — one 1s a Delhi where
the Lutyens Bungalows are situated, where we have this Parliament also, which
has vast greenery and wide roads with big cars, and the other ‘real Delhi’, stays
outside ‘this periphery of Delhi’.

The problems of Delhi are almost similar to what we have in any other
metropolitan city. Delhi cannot be compared with any other metropolitan city
because the people who come to Delhi are from Tamil Nadu, from Andhra
Pradesh, from Telangana and from other places. So, Delhi is a miniature India.
That is the reason why we must showcase Delhi in all respects, including welfare
measures.

I wish to state that unfortunately Delhi has become the most polluted city in
the world. We should not be proud of that. Delhi again is known as one of the
unsafe places for women. This is also not good. We need to ponder over these
points.

I want to bring to the notice of the hon. Minister, through you, Sir, certain
issues pertaining to Delhi because it is now under the President’s Rule.

Education is most important; I am happy that the Finance Minister stressed
on health, education and social security. We generally call this as ‘“V3’ — Vidya,
Vaidyam and Viyovriddhula Samkshemam. These are the three aspects of any
society that we have to take care. But when we see the education sector, in the

Budget speech itself, he says these things.
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Most of the migrant population are on a meagre salary. They do not have
adequate finances to send their children to private institutions. As per the RTI
requirement, there is a need for 500 schools, which is included in the Budget. As
per my knowledge, the last Government has set the target of opening 100 schools
and they had identified places for 32 schools. Unfortunately, there is a sanction for
only 20 schools in this Budget. I request the Finance Minister to look at it very
seriously because when you look at the middle class families, the most important
thing for them is education. Most of their financial burden is on education. The
Union Government has to take steps to open quality public schools. This is very
important.

Secondly, for social sector also, they have allocated some money. But as far
as my knowledge goes, the Delhi Government used to give Rs. 600 per month for
the destitute women, whose number was about 12,000. But in this Budget, there is
no mention about this. This is very important because the destitute women have no
place to go. I request the Government to look into this matter very seriously.

Regarding pension, they give it to 3,90,000 persons. About 80,000 pension
applications were pending earlier. But this Government has made it as 4,50,000.
Still 20,000 people are waiting to get pension in Delhi.

Annasree was introduced earlier, but somehow, it is missing in this Budget.
I want to bring this to the notice of the Finance Minister.

Pollution is most important; Delhi is becoming world famous on account of
pollution. I request the Government to take immediate steps to control pollution
because pollution is the unseen danger; it can affect the health of many people; it
is something like ‘weapon of mass destruction’. It is an unseen weapon. I request

the Government to look into this.
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A city would be proud of due to the rivers flowing in it. Unfortunately,
River Yamuna is not to be seen! If one goes to any other State, one could see
beautiful rivers.

That brings beauty to the city. Yamuna which should bring beauty to Delhi
unfortunately is full of dirt. Like the Ganga project, the Government should give
some financial commitment for the Yamuna also.

Another very important point is the safety of women but I do not want to go
into the details of it. A provision for medical, legal and psychological counselling
for rape victims is being made in the Budget. I would like to say that there are two
types of victims; one who requires mostly medical help and the other who requires
mostly psychological help. Hospitals are already flooded with a number of
patients and when a rape victim is brought to a hospital, a number of people look
at the innocent girl. So, I would request that separate homes or wards should be
built so that a doctor, a lawyer or even a policeman can go to that place.

Before I conclude, I would like to say that Delhi is nothing but a miniature

symbolise a State. When we come from airport to any part of Delhi, I would like
Delhi to be seen as a reflection of India. At major intersections, flyovers or
junctions, miniature State symbols should be erected so that when someone comes
to Delhi he can feel proud of being a part of Delhi as his part of the State can be
seen in Delhi.

As you know, after Hindi, Telugu is the largest spoken language. More
important thing is we have two States with Telugu speaking persons. I would
request the Union Government to immediately release funds so that a Telugu
Academy can be started. Thank you very much for giving me an opportunity to

Health facilities are woefully inadequate in the rural areas and in the bastis.
That should also be improved. In the dispensaries there is no medicine and there is
no staff. We have been receiving a lot of complaints regarding that.

As far as education is concerned, definitely we are proud of the Delhi
University, the Jawaharlal Nehru University and so many other institutions. But
what will happen to the children of poor people if more schools and more colleges

are not set up in Delhi? So, I think that should be taken care of.

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SHRIMATI KOTHAPALLI GEETHA (ARAKU): Hon. Chairman, Sir, I thank
you for giving me an opportunity to speak on the Delhi Budget. Delhi is the pride
of our nation. It has grown over centuries. Delhi is the Capital city of our country
and over decades we have been promoting our culture and tradition throughout
Delhi, the Capital. I am a new comer to Parliament.Er, many of my senior
colleagues spoke about the Delhi Budget; they spoke about the schools; they spoke
about the institutions. But 1 would like to highlight a few factors in this House.

One is about the transportation problem in Delhi. There are people who are
coming from different States to Delhi pertaining to issues of administration and
other political issues. Delhi being the capital of the country, there is a lot of traffic
congestion and there is a lot of pollution in the City of Delhi. Hence I request the
hon. Finance Minister to allocate a certain Budget for Delhi to deal with the
transportation problem by providing more metro facilities as also other facilities
that can be of importance to the common man of Delhi.

I would also like to say that this is a place which has emerged over
centuries. Many rulers have ruled this nation and they have left behind a lot
monuments of heritage value and ancestral value. So, I would request the hon.
Finance Minister to provide enough resources in the Budget to take care of these
monuments, protect them and pass them on to the future generations. By this way,
we can promote our culture, tradition and pass it on to the next generation.

Sir, I am not sure whether I can raise this topic in this discussion. Being a
fresher in this House, I would like to say that accommodation for the Members of
Parliament is one more important problem which we have been facing. So many
cottages have been allotted. We are only a thousand people in Parliament today. In
spite of this, proper housing facility is not provided to all of us. Many of us have
even now been fighting for accommodation. Hence, I request the hon. Finance
Minister to give utmost importance to this because we are a thousand people
sitting in Parliament as the law-makers of this country. Today, many of the houses

that have been provided to us are in a very bad shape and they are not even in a
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favourable condition to live in. Hence I request the hon. Finance Minister to
allocate a certain Budget for the repairs of these buildings as well as providing
proper accommodation to us so that as long as our stay is here, when we represent
our constituency in Delhi, we can find it a little bit more comfortable and we can
have a peaceful living in Delhi.

Lastly, I would like to thank the Chair for giving me this time. I am

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SHRI ASADUDDIN OWAISI (HYDERABAD): The Delhi Budget in my opinion
1s a missed opportunity and a betrayal of the Delhi people.

The most important point is that our Constitution provides for a State
Budget to be passed in this august House but is this a healthy practice? Is this a
practice which any person who takes pride in Parliamentary democracy should
accept? I stand before you and ask the Government why it has taken the
Government such a long time to decide whether they want to form a Government
or whether the Government would want the Delhi Assembly to be dissolved. It is
an unhealthy practice which should not have been continued. A Government
which has been in power for two months should have taken this decision at the
first instance.

Secondly, I would like to ask from the Government, quoting from their own
manifesto, to which they are still committed, saying day in and day out that BJP is
committed to giving Statehood to Delhi. That has not been mentioned here.

The third point is that the BJP manifesto talked about decreasing the
electricity rates by 30 per cent. If competitive populism is good in elections, BJP
should have continued with it. Why have they forgotten competitive populism
after assuming power? Why have they not decreased the electricity tariff by 30 per
cent? The AAP had done it in 48 hours. Why did the BJP forget this 30 per cent
reduction promised in their manifesto?

When it comes to water, 1,100 mgd. is the demand but only 800 mgd. are
being supplied. The Twelfth Five Year Plan says that 1,400 mgd. are required but
there 1s no mention about it. How would you fulfil the water requirements when
the Twelfth Plan says that 1,400 mgd. are required.

I would like to know from the Government whether for the development of
Old Delhi is there sufficient amount of fund allocated. How will Old Delhi be
developed? Let me give a classic example. Places like South Extension come in

Unit A; places like Chandni Chowk and Jama Masjid come in Unit E. Why is that
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subsidy given to people living in Unit A areas? They do not require subsidy to be
given. This has to be corrected by the Government.

The BJP manifesto talked about creating 50,000 jobs by making Delhi the
new green capital of the world. Have you started any work on that? In your
Budget, there is no mention about it. Your election manifesto talks about it but in
your own Budget you have not even made a start to providing those 50,000 jobs.

I would like to bring to the kind attention of the Hon. Finance Minister and
ask him why small traders and small shopkeepers in Delhi are being harassed day
in and day out by VAT people. These are your own core constituency. Why is it
that they are being harassed day in and day out? I was expecting the Finance
Minister to increase the VAT exemption ciling from Rs. 50 lakh to Rs. 1 crore.

Delhi Police requires modernization and manpower. Neither in the Union
Home Ministry’s Budget nor in the Delhi Budget there is any mention about it.

Lastly, before concluding, I would have expected that the Budget would
have talked about how to protect the heritage of Old Delhi but not a single
mention 1s there about it. You have to protect the heritage of Old Delhi;

unfortunately it is not there.

From 54 days of work for household in 2009-10, it fell to 43 in 2011-12.
Job cards were not issued for 12,455 households in six States. In 31 per cent of
verified Panchayats, MGNREGA Annual Plans were either prepared or prepared
incompletely and incompetently. Only 30 per cent which is 39 lakh out of the 129
lakh total approved works were completed. Ninety-five lakh cases of wrong wage
calculation have been reported and found in 18 States. 1.1 lakh cases of wrong
bill amounts for the purchase materials under the Scheme have been found.
14,764 duplicate job cards were found in Ranchi district of Jharkhand alone.
37,229 workers have not been paid unemployment allowances in two districts of
Assam. 2,016 ghost workers were found in two Panchayats of Assam. States,
prominently Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh and Haryana, do not maintain work
inspection records. 18 to 54 per cent of the Gram Panchayats which were checked
showed irregular MGNREGA records. 39 districts were never visited by the
national level monitors of the Ministry even once between the years 2007 and
2011.

Sir, the Act guarantees at least 100 days of employment a year to at least
one member of any rural household who is willing to perform unskilled labour for
the minimum wage. This became a nationwide programme in 2008. It aimed at
halving property from 1990 to the year 2015. In 2012-13, a massive amount of
Rs.40,000 crore was set aside to be spent in one year of this policy. No cost
benefit analysis has been made. We do not know where this money is sinking, and
whether the village society or the family that has been impacted got the benefit.
No impact assessment was ever done either.

Therefore, Sir, three questions arise. How have benefits accrued to the
eligible workers? Secondly, I would like to know whether these benefits have
persisted overtime. Thirdly, how useful were the projects undertaken by

MGNREGA?
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Unemployment levels in rural sectors should have been reduced through
this policy. However, unemployment on a Current Daily Status was at 8.28 per
cent in 2004-05 and in 2009-10, unemployment rose to 9.4 per cent; of which 7.3
per cent was urban labour force and a staggering 10.1 per cent was rural labour

force.Eere is a large part of the Indian labour force, which is underemployed.

As we all know, in agriculture, most of the agriculturists and the children of
farmers do not get employment. They are completely underemployed in looking
after that small plot of land that they have inherited. Hence good implementation
should have helped meet the basic need in rural India.

However the figures given by the Government of India show disappointing
performance with deteriorating figures. The average person days for household
employment in MNREGA were as follows. In Arunachal Pradesh, in 2009-10, it
was 14 but in 2011-12, it came down to six. In Uttar Pradesh, in 2009-10, it was
51 but in 2011-12, it came down to 30. The country average dropped from 46.83
to 32.

The country was assured that 50 million families could get employment at a
cost of Rs. 40,000 crore. However the Audit shows the sad picture. Completing
100 days of work was used to monitor this policy. In Arunachal Pradesh, in 2009-
10, nobody completed 100 days of work. It was zero. In 2010-11, in Arunachal
Pradesh, yet again nobody completed 100 days of work. It was zero again. In
Uttar Pradesh, in 2009-10, only seven people managed to complete 100 days of
work but in 2010-11, this figure dropped to 1.9. The data provided by the
Government on a nationwide basis was as follows. It was 7.08 in 2009-10, which
dropped to 1.39 in 2010-11. Similarly, the percentage of expenditure undertaken
of Funds set aside in six years is as follows. In 2006-07, in Arunachal Pradesh, it
was 18.27 per cent. But in 2011-12, in Arunachal Pradesh, it was dropped to 1.36
per cent. In 2006-07, in Madhya Pradesh, it was 87.30 per cent but in 2011-12, it
dropped to 69.60 per cent.
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The figures of Completed Work against Planned Work were as follows. In
2006-07, Arunchal Pradesh completed 18.27 per cent projects, which in 2011-12,
dropped to 1.36 per cent. In 2006-07, Jammu and Kashmir completed 68.92 per
cent projects, which in 2011-12 dropped to 39.66 per cent. As regards the overall
national picture, in 2006-07, it was 47.15 per cent while in 2011-12, it dropped to
20.25 per cent.

Sir, Clause 11(C) of this Act — Functions and Duties of the Central Council
— empowers reviewing, monitoring and redressal mechanism from time to time
and recommend improvements. Similarly, Clause 3(B) of this Act — State
Council Functions and Duties — empowers it to determine works. But since most
of the Councils are headed by officers, who are usually transferred at the whims
and fancies of the State Governments and Central Government, who are not
answerable to the people, little improvements have been made apart from the
continuing terrible performance, which I have just spelt out.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Hon. Member, please ask your questions.
KUNWAR BHARATENDRA SINGH : Sir, I am just concluding.

The Government should consider changing the heads of the Committees by
elected representatives.  We, the public representatives can do intensive
monitoring because we carry on to visit our Constituencies and we do not get
transferred. So, we can observe the durability of the projects and their cost
effectiveness.

Assessment was done according to four criteria — average number of days
worked per household, percentage of households completing 100 days of work,
percentage of allocated funds spent and percentage of work completed.

The performance has been dismal. In the current Economic Crisis of high
Fiscal and Current Account Deficits, the nation needs an efficient system, local
participation of farmers, transparency; and public accountability has to be put into
place to justify such huge national expenditure. ople face the effects of

recession, loss of jobs, shortages of income on one hand and lack of money and
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rising prices on the other. Just to give you a comparative, in the year 2011-12,
Rs.38,371.32 crore was spent on giving fuel subsidy. MGNREGA has Rs.17,000
crore which is unspent. This amount alone is 44 per cent of the fuel subsidy. This
itself has had a substantial effect on the village economy.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please put your question.

KUNWAR BHARATENDRA SINGH : Sir, let me complete. [ have asked for the
discussion.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: You have already taken 10 minutes.

KUNWAR BHARATENDRA SINGH : Sir, the C&AG 1n 2013 had observed that
there was rampant manipulation and no filing of muster rolls. The Block
Development Officers, who are in-charge of this, were issuing cheques in their
own names. MGNREGA 1is creating an agricultural labour deficit, especially
during peak harvesting and sowing times. MGNREGA is turning into a sinkhole
that is contributing to the fiscal deficit of our country. There is corruption at all
stages. There is long delay in payments. The local officials and Panchayats are
siphoning off funds earmarked for projects; and the project activity is dull. The
workers are moving away from their mainstay of agriculture.

An officer has observed that projects of digging pits in the name of ponds
are undertaken under MGNREGA but water from these pits evaporates and seeps
very fast. Poor people cannot depend on Government for unskilled employment.
This cannot be done in perpetuity and it is harming the farmer.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : What do you want to ask the Minister?

PROF. K.V. THOMAS (ERNAKULAM): Sir, MGNREGA is protecting the

dignity of labour. Labour is being guaranteed. During the implementation of the
scheme, some lacunae, some defects have been noticed. I am happy that this
Government is also going along the same path except that they want to create
assets.

Sir, my question is about two major defects that have been noticed. The
first one is dearth of technical and professional support in the implementation of
this project. The second one is proper financial management. Very often, the
money does not reach the workers. This Government is also committed itself for
the implementation of MGNREGA but only with a different angle of asset
creation.

We have noticed these issues and problems during the implementation of
MGNREGA. I want to ask the Government whether they will try to regulate it so
that it is properly implemented.

BT bR [GRI9d A&Vl B o Ydy &y, oy fawawr A
T T SRR S W0 H I R R o 9@ |1 9 & R w0 @ | § g W
Teh a1 DUl WU S < AT & Y Sar 81, wRita fhan Sy e aaar WAL uE. #am
q e Sfarfl BR W W RN/ wied] & oy U U &1 9l egaver &) Syl
SHRI RABINDRA KUMAR JENA (BALASORE): Thank you Sir for giving me

an opportunity today. This issue is not only of serious consequence for the people
of my constituency in Mayurbanj and Balasore districts but it also exposes a very
serious issue for the people of the country as a whole.

Sir, for the last three years, there have been as many as 483 incidents where
the people of my area have been attacked by wild animals, mostly by elephants.

There is no food in the forest, so the wild animals are coming and
killing the people of our area. Those animals are also damaging crops and
ransacking the houses. Now, the fundamental question is how to stop it. I urge
upon the Government to take serious cognizance and address this issue so that the
merciless killing of the people in my area are stopped forthwith and the remedial
measures in terms of trenches, fences and structures are created immediately so
that the merciless killing of the innocent people who are mostly tribals are stopped
forthwith.

The residual State of Andhra Pradesh which has no Capital city till now, is
suffering from a heavy financial crunch including power shortage.

I am also happy to note that Shri Arun Jaitleyji, the
hon. Finance Minister has come forward and announced in his maiden General

Budget 2014-15, presented to the Parliament that a sum of Rs. 500 crore will be
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set aside for setting up ultra mega solar power projects in Rajasthan, Gujarat,
Tamil Nadu and Jammu and Kashmir.

I would request the Central Government, through you, that such proposal
for setting up of ultra mega solar power projects to the State of Andhra Pradesh
may also kindly be extended in the interest of the people of Andhra Pradesh.

I would earnestly request the hon. Minister, through you, to kindly accord

permission to set up 1000 megawatt solar power plant in the State of Andhra
Pradesh by sanctioning adequate funds so that the people of Andhra Pradesh will
not suffer from the power shortage.

SHRIMATI BIJOYA CHAKRAVARTY (GUWAHATI): The cottage industry

based on Mulberry silk, Muga and Riha is economically very viable and it is a
very rich trade, giving lots of employment opportunities to the people. It also has
got export potential.

Sualkuchi is a village in Assam, known as the Silk Village. 95 per cent
people of that area are engaged in this industry. When Mahatma Gandhi visited
Assam during the Independence struggle, he called it the Manchester of the East.
Presently, this silk industry is in a dying condition. So, rejuvenating the silk

industry is important. The Government agencies like the Central Silk Board,

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National Silk Development Corporation and Weavers’ Training Centre should be
very active and should be cooperative. It is necessary that urgent help from these
agencies is needed to revive it.

In this regard, I would like to state that a few urgent measures should be
taken to revive it. Firstly, duty-free yarn should be given to genuine weavers; yarn
bank should be established; protection from big business houses and trade mark
should be given to Sualkuchi trade. Moreover, easy loan must be given to the
weavers who are engaged in this trade.

Another point is that protected market facility must be given to these poor
weavers who are engaged in this trade in village areas. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI MULLAPPALLY RAMCHANDRAN (VADAKARA): Mr. Chairman, Sir,
thank you very much for having granted me time to raise a very important matter
relating to Haj pilgrimage.

Thousands of Indian pilgrims perform Haj every year and the number of
applicants for Haj pilgrimage is on the increase year-by-year. From the State of
Kerala alone, 56,130 persons have applied for Haj pilgrimage in the year 2014.
Out of this only 3,350 persons have been granted opportunity to visit Mecca. A
huge number of pilgrims are awaiting the decision of the Government to increase
the quota so that more number of pilgrims can go on Haj. The Union Government
has got 300 seats for distribution among various States and the final decision has
been taken on the first hundred seats. It is disappointing to note that not even a
single application from the State of Kerala has been considered by the
Government.

Considering the large number of applications from Kerala, I urge upon the
Government to increase the Haj quota and help more pilgrims to go on Haj

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SHRI K. PARASURAMAN (THANJAVUR): Sir, I am very happy to give a
report on Kendriya Vidyalaya located in Thanjavur Air Force Station, which
comes under my Constituency, Thanjavur.

Thanjavur is the greenery of Tamil Nadu. A world renowned big temple
which is 1000 years old, is also located in Thanjavur. The integrated Thanjavur
district includes Tiruvarur and Nagapattinam districts also and people living there
entirely depend upon agriculture for their livelihood.

Presently, four Universities are functioning in Thanjavur district and
students are pursuing their higher studies through them.

The Kendriya Vidyalaya located in Thanjavur Air Force Station is
maintained by Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan, New Delhi. Presently, more than
680 students are studying in the Kendriya Vidyalaya which is run in a temporary
shed provided by the Air Force. Even though seven acres of land has been
allocated in the nearby place, no permanent building has been constructed for the
pupil. Every year teachers are recruited temporarily which hinders the
improvement in studies.

Hence, I would request the hon. Minister of Human Resource Development
to take necessary action for constructing a permanent building and for recruiting

permanent teachers for the Kendriya Vidyalaya, Air Force Station, Thanjavur.
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SHRI KARADI SANGANNA AMARAPPA (KOPPAL): Respected Sir, I would
like to take this opportunity to thank you for giving me this valuable time to speak.
I would like to request the Government to establish a solar power project in
Koppal Constituency.

Sir, it gives me pleasure that the Ministry of New and Renewable Energy
has issued guidelines for setting up a solar power plant with a capacity of 1500
MW. This is the largest tender which has been issued till now. Koppal is one of
the highest solar radiation receiving areas of south-west India. Therefore, I would
request the Government to establish as many solar power plants as possible in
Koppal and nearby areas. I would also request you to provide solar motors and
solar sprinklers to farmers for smooth irrigation. It would be a great favour for the

people and farmers of Koppal.
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DR. K. GOPAL (NAGAPATTINAM): Mr. Chairman, Sir, thank you for giving
me this opportunity to narrate the difficulties and troubles of the fishermen of
Tamil Nadu.

The attack of Sri Lankan Navy on the Indian fishermen belonging to the

State of Tamil Nadu has become the daily news nowadays. Despite various efforts
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to bring this menace to an end, it still continues as a nightmare putting a question
mark on the livelihood of fishermen. This endless misery creates an attitude of
destituteness in the minds of Indian fishermen.

Yesterday 40 fishermen along with their five boats belonging to
Akkaraipettai village in my constituency of Nagapattinam had been attacked and
abducted by the Sri Lankan Navy. In addition to this, 20 fishermen with two boats
have also been abducted by them.

Hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma on many
occasions brought this matter to the notice of the Government and on 3" June this
year she requested in person that the Government should protect the traditional
fishing rights of Indian fishermen in the Palk Bay and ensure their safety and
security which remains a serious issue because of aggressive posture taken by the
Sri Lankan Navy.

Sir, therefore, I would also like to request the Government to take steps to
get those fishermen released along with their boats immediately and save their
livelihood. I would once again urge upon the Government to take effective steps to
bring an end to such aggressive acts by Sri Lanka and ensure the safety of Indian
fishermen in the Palk Bay in future.
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SHRI P. KUMAR (TIRUCHIRAPPALLI): Sir, recently the Centre has announced
its decision to set up new AIIMS in each and every State in the country in a
phased manner.

In this connection, the hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu has received a
letter from the Union Minister of Health requesting the State Government to
identify new locations for establishing AIIMS like hospitals in the State of Tamil
Nadu. The State Government of Tamil Nadu has already identified the required
extent of land at Chengalpattu in Kancheepuram District, Pudukkottai town in my
parliamentary constituency, Sengipatti in Thanjavur District, Perundurai in Erode
District and Thoppur in Madurai District where land with suitable road
connectivity is already in the possession of the State Government and its agencies.
Sufficient water and electricity are also available at all five places. They also have
an excellent rail and air connectivity.

Establishing AIIMS-like institutions in Tamil Nadu would substantially

augment the facilities in the State for providing quality medical education and also
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make available high-end tertiary level health care in the public sector to benefit the
poor and middle classes.

Tamil Nadu has a proud record of speedy implementation of such projects.
The hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu has written to the hon. Prime Minister on
20" July, 2014 to include Tamil Nadu in the list of States in which AIIMS-like
institutions would be set up during the current financial year itself. Since Tamil
Nadu was excluded in the first batch of six AIIMS-like institutions which was set
up in 2012-13, I appeal to the Central Government to establish AIIMS-like
institutions in Tamil Nadu during the current financial year itself.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON : It is a State subject.
