Products and services like
fertilizers, seeds, PDS, mobile phones, TV, fan, motor cycle, watches, soaps,
cosmetics and several other goods have now become a necessity in rural areas.
Today, in our country, 56 per cent of income, 64 per cent of expenditure
and 33 per cent of savings come from rural India. BPL consumers in India are
ignorant of their consumer rights. Inadequate information reinforced by lack of
awareness makes the BPL consumer vulnerable. Exploitation of rural consumer is
happening due to ignorance, both in goods and services category. Goods and
services are reaching the rural villages, but justice is not reaching their door-steps.
Therefore, I would like to know from the hon. Minister whether the
Government is taking any steps to involve Panchayati Raj Institutions to reach the
rural consumers.

SHRI KONDA VISHWESHWAR REDDY : Madam Speaker, insurance is a

knowledge based business. If insurance companies have knowledge regarding the
risk assessment of crops, they can design a better insurance product for the
farmers. Today, the insurance for crops is the least popular. It is forced upon
them to buy from banks. Nobody voluntarily buys crop insurance. Similarly, the
insurance companies do want to sell crop insurance. They are forced by the
Government and IRDA to sell crop insurance.

Madam, I will not ask supplementary questions. These were my questions.
They were re-worded. In the process of re-wording the questions, the underlying
meaning and intent of my questions were lost. So, I will simply re-ask those
questions which I had submitted.

I want to know whether the Government has made any risk assessment of
crops — region wise and season Wise.@e question was read as, climatic changes.

In the answer, it says that all information is available
with ICAR. The very reason we formulated this question was, none of this
information is available with the ICAR.

SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE : Madam Speaker, I am deeply obliged for giving

me this chance. In our country, there are mushrooms of NGOs everywhere. Some
persons become important all of a sudden. If you just check up with them, then

they will say that they are running NGOs. Now the problem is that there are not
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sufficient laws to control the NGOs. I am very happy that the hon. Minister for
Law is also here. Sufficient laws are not there to control NGOs. There is no
accountability of these NGOs as well. Nobody knows about it and there is no
procedure laid down in this regard.

I was going through page 12 of the answer given by the hon. Minister. I do
not find, from these answers, any suo motu action taken by the Department for
proceeding against them. They take action only on the basis of the complaints
received. I have a question to the hon. Minister. Do the Executives initiate
appropriate proceedings against the erring NGOs, specially where politicians are
involved? Ifyou lift the veil, you may find that many politicians are involved.

What steps have been taken by the Executives of the Ministry in this

regard? They take action on the basis of complaints. Complaints are received and
thereafter, the Executives have woken up. I am not blaming you as you have been
here for the last three months. I know the background. The question is whether
the Executives are working on them or not. They should not wake up only on the
basis of complaints received. They have to wake up and initiate proceedings suo
motu. 1 want to know whether steps have been taken on their own in this matter. If
this is so, in how many cases they have taken action and in how many cases are
politicians involved? If you lift the veil, you may find some politicians involved
and steps are required in such cases. I want to know whether the Executives have
taken action in such cases or not.

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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB : Madam Speaker, my question arises from
the last part of the Question which relates to the revival of sick units. The
intelligent Minister is aware that the Talcher fertilizer plant is not sick. It has been
totally closed down. There was some attempt during the last days of the UPA 11
regime to revive the Talcher fertilizer plant.

I would like to understand from the Minister, through you, what steps this
Government has taken other than the steps taken earlier by the UPA Government
to revive that fertilizer plant in Talcher.

SHRI ANANTH KUMAR: After becoming sick only the plants get closed down.
Regarding Talcher fertilizer plant, I would like to say that we had two rounds of
meetings with all the concerns, with the Minister of Coal, with the Minister of
Petroleum and Natural Gas. We are going to establish two joint ventures, one with
the Coal India Limited and the other with the GAIL. With these two joint ventures,
with coal gasification model, we are going to revive the Talcher plant. If
everything goes according to the plan, I think, we are going to give a good news in
November — December of this year itself.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : In the reply given by the hon. Minister, it has
been stated that the financial performance of the FACT turned negative due to the
anomalies in the erstwhile price concession scheme for complex fertilizer during
2002-03 to 2007-08. I do agree with him.Et the main problem is that the FACT
1s forced to close down the Ammonia Plant due to the direction, verdict from the
hon. Supreme Court. So, it is a commitment on the part of the Government of
India that the FACT would be duly compensated. FACT as also the Ministry
submitted a proposal for the Rs.900 crore financial restructuring package and the
plan has been submitted. It is pending before the Government of India. I would
like to know from the hon. Minister whether the revival plan of FACT would be
done at the earliest so that the company can be revived in toto.

SHRI ANANTHKUMAR: After assuming charge as the Chemicals and Fertilizers
Minister, my first visit was to the oldest fertiliser plant of India, the FACT. 1
visited Kochi. I inspected the Kochi Plant. After that, we have held rounds of
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meetings regarding the revival of FACT which is a premier fertilizer plant. We
have also proposed a Rs.929 crore revival package. It is under the consideration of
the Government of India.

There is an issue. The issue is of getting the feed-stock from Petronet.
Recently, I held a meeting with the Petroleum and Natural Gas Minister and the
other representatives of the Petroleum and Natural Gas Ministry. Our Government
led by Shri Narendrabhai Modi wants that the FACT should be revived.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY : Madam, the hon. Minister has spoken about the closed
fertilizer plants. It is strange that India is one of the biggest importers of fertilizer.
When India goes to the international market, the price of fertilizer goes up. In spite
of that, the fertilizer plants are lying closed in the country. Shri Mahtab has
mentioned about the Talcher Unit; Shri Premachandran has mentioned about the
FACT Plant in Kochi. In West Bengal, there were only two fertilizer plants: one at
Haldia and the other at Durgapur. Both these have been lying closed for a long
time. Sometimes it happens that technology is outmoded and at other times it
happens that the feedstock like Naphtha or natural gas or coal is not available.
What, according to him, is the reason for the closure of these factories? What steps
the Government is going to take to revive the only two fertilizer plants in West
Bengal?

SHRI ANANTHKUMAR: Madam Speaker, the hon. Member Prof. Saugata Roy
has raised a very valid question. He has also said in his question that feedstock is
an important issue. The grand vision of our Prime Minister Shri Narendrabhai
Modi is to have a gas grid in the country and it has been mentioned in the recent
Budget also. The gas grid between Jagdishpur and Haldia which the GAIL is
going to lay is going to connect by the spur-way all the fertilizer plants which have
been closed That is an important issue. The fertilizer plant in Gorakhpur, Sindri,
Barauni, Durgapur and in Haldia are important. Recently, I have taken a meeting
with GAIL, meeting with the Petroleum and Natural Gas Minister. SAIL is also
participating in Sindri. Hence I had a meeting with the Steel and Mines Minister. |

think when we lay the pipeline between Jagdishpur and Haldia, it is going to be
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the first ever gas corridor in this part of the country, the Hindi heartland because it
is not only going to cater to the fertilizer plants but also it is going to cater to the
petro-chemical plants; it is going to cater to the steel mills also. I think it will
rejuvenate industrialisation in the Hindi heartland. I think that will be the solution

for Durgapur and Haldia also.... (Interruptions)

I am making this intervention in the House today in order to place before
the Hon’ble Members the facts relating to the stand taken by India in the World
Trade Organization (WTO) recently.

The Bali Ministerial Declaration was adopted on 7" December, 2013 on
conclusion of the Ninth Ministerial Conference of the WTO in Bali. Ministerial
Decisions were adopted on ten issues relating to the Doha Development Agenda
which is the agenda for the unfinished Doha Round of trade negotiations,
underway in the WTO since 2001.

Amongst these Ministerial Decisions, two are of particular significance -
the Ministerial Decision for an Agreement on Trade Facilitation and the
Ministerial Decision on Public Stockholding for Food Security Purposes. ...

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: The Trade Facilitation Agreement is
basically aimed at greater transparency and simplification of customs procedures,
use of electronic payments and risk management techniques and faster clearances
at ports. We have autonomously taken several similar measures such as the ‘Indian
Customs Single Window Project’ announced in the Budget 2014-15 to facilitate
trade, under which importers and exporters will be able to lodge documents at a
single point, reducing interface with Governmental agencies, dwell time and the
cost of doing business.

The Protocol of the Trade Facilitation Agreement (TFA) was to be adopted
by 31* July, 2014 by the WTO. After this, the Agreement would automatically
come into force from 31* July, 2015 if ratified by two-thirds of the members of the
WTO.

In contrast to their efforts on Trade Facilitation in the WTO, some
developed countries have been reluctant to engage on other issues.

Seeing the resistance to taking forward the other Decisions, the
apprehension of developing countries was that once the process of bringing the
Trade Facilitation Agreement into force was completed, other issues would be
ignored, including the important issue of a permanent solution on subsidies on
account of public stockholding for food security purposes.E

India, therefore, took the stand that till there is an assurance of
commitment to find a permanent solution on public stockholding and on all
other Bali deliverables, including those for the Least Developed Countries
(LDCs), it would be difficult to join the consensus on the Protocol of

Amendment for the Trade Facilitation Agreement.

Without a permanent solution, public stockholding programmes in India
and other developing countries will be hampered by the present ceiling on
domestic support which is pegged at 10 per cent of the value of production and
is wrongly considered as trade-distorting subsidy to farmers under existing

WTO rules. The existence of such a subsidy element is determined by

comparing present day administered prices with fixed reference prices of the

1986-88 period which is unrealistic.

The problem is a very real one. Developing countries are finding
themselves hamstrung by the existing rules in running their food stockholding
and domestic food aid programmes. The developed world too had market price
support programme and was able to move away from such support -- though
not fully even now -- because of their deep pockets. This is not possible for
developing countries. It is important for developing countries to be able to
guarantee some minimum returns to their poor farmers so that they are able to

produce enough for themselves and for domestic food security.

Developed countries continue to have large entitlements to provide support
to farmers. These would have been cut in the Doha Development Round which
unfortunately remains unfinished. Had this Round, which has development at its
core, concluded as per the agreed timelines and its development agenda, the world
would have had an outcome in a single undertaking in which competing interests
could have been balanced. Today, developing countries are fighting to keep the
negotiations focused on development against the single-minded mercantilist focus
of most of the rich developed world on market access issues.

Overall balance is important even in a limited package of outcomes. The
Bali outcomes were negotiated as a package and must be concluded as such.

It is regrettable, indeed, that today the WTO is unable to agree even to fast
track negotiations on an issue of such importance to millions of subsistence
farmers across the developing world, while the rich world can continue to
subsidize their farmers unabatedly.

The matter came up for discussion in the margins of BRICS Trade
Ministers meeting in Brazil on 14" July and the G20 Trade Ministers meeting in
Sydney on 19" July. It was also raised by the representatives of some countries in
their interactions with the Indian Government. On each occasion, I explained that
India is a signatory to the Bali Decisions, including Trade Facilitation and is not

standing in the way of its implementation but is seeking an equal level of
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commitment and progress in working on the issues of public stockholding which
affects the country’s livelihood and food security. A permanent solution on food
security is a must for us and we cannot wait endlessly in a state of uncertainty
while the WTO engages in an academic debate on the subject of food security
which is what some developed countries seem to be suggesting before they are
ready to engage on this important issue.

Food security is a humanitarian concern especially, in these times of
uncertainty and volatility. Issues of development and food security are critical to a
vast swathe of humanity and cannot be sacrificed to mercantilist considerations.

Developing countries such as India must have the freedom to use food
reserves to feed their poor without the threat of violating any international
obligations. This is our sovereign right. It is our duty to protect our citizens’
fundamental rights to life and livelihood.E

Agriculture is the mainstay of the Indian population. In a country of the size
of India with 60 per cent of our population dependent on a relatively
unremunerative agriculture sector, we cannot give up administered prices. This is
the only way we can procure food for the Public Distribution System (PDS), the
central pillar on which our efforts to ensure food security, rest. Public
stockholding is a widely used means to ensure food security in many developing
countries where agriculture is largely rainfed.

We have to look after both consumer and producer interests. We have to
enable our people to live a life of dignity by ensuring access to an adequate
quantity of quality food at affordable prices.

On 25 July 2014, India made a statement in the WTO General Council
conveying, inter alia, that the adoption of the Trade Facilitation Protocol must be
postponed till a permanent solution on public stockholding for food security is
found.

India offered suggestions—I reiterate—India offered suggestions-on the

procedure to be followed in order to ensure time-bound delivery of an outcome on
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public stockholding for food security. We also urged that a similar approach be
adopted on all other elements of the Bali Package notably the LDC issues.

The integrity of India’s stand is reflected in our unwavering efforts to offer
a way forward in the face of criticism. Even on 31 July 2014, India offered a way
to achieve not only a permanent solution on the issue of public stockholding for
food security but also to implement the Trade Facilitation Agreement in the agreed
timeframe as well as deliver favourable outcomes for LDCs.

We have offered practical suggestions for the way forward. The issue of a
permanent solution on the public stockholding is a simple one that can be
addressed very easily as there are already several proposals on the table. A
solution to this simple problem will be a tremendous relief for millions of our
farmers and poor consumers.

However, despite India’s efforts, our concerns were not satisfactorily
addressed.

The Director General of the WTO reported to an informal meeting of the
Trade Negotiations Committee on 31 July 2014 that a solution could not be found
to bridge the gap.

The General Council meeting was, thereafter, formally declared closed
without adopting the Trade Facilitation Protocol.

India stood firm on its demands despite immense pressure. The
Government of India is committed to protecting the interests of our farmers
against all odds. Our farmers work in extremely adverse conditions, most of them
at the mercy of the vagaries of the monsoon, aggravated today by climate change.
For farmers in many developing countries farming is a subsistence activity, not a
commercial one. We are committed to their welfare and I am grateful for the
support and understanding extended by farmers’ organizations in this issue.

I am also thankful to the hon. Members of Parliament, many civil society
groups and academicians who have lent their voice in support of the Government’s

efforts to ensure a fair deal.
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It is evident from the expressions of support that India’s stand has resonated
across the world and I take this opportunity to also thank the countries that have
stood by India in the WTO.

India 1s an unwavering votary of the multilateral trading system and we
reiterate our commitment to the WTO. We continue to believe that it is in the best
interest of developing countries, especially the poorest, most marginalized ones
among them and we are determined to work to strengthen this institution. The
timely correction of any imbalances or anomalies in the working of the system or
its rules is critical to ensure that the WTO works impartially and fairly in the
interest of all its members and not just a select few.

And, finally, hon. Members and the Chair, I am confident that India will be
able to persuade the WTO Membership to appreciate the sensitivities of India and
other developing countries and see their way to taking this issue forward in a
positive spirit. This would be a major contribution by this institution towards
meeting the global challenge of food insecurity and would convey a strong

message that the WTO is genuinely committed to the cause of development.

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(v) Need to provide funds for promotion of
Kannada language.

*SHRI KARADI SANGANNA AMARAPPA (KOPPALA) :Sir, I would like to
draw the attention of the House towards ‘Kannada language’ which is my mother
tongue. It is one of the ancient Indian languages. Kannada is a very attractive and
also a creative language. Kannada words were first found in the Halmidi
inscription of 5™ century A.D. The first Kannada Work ‘Kavirajamarga’ was
written in 9" century A.D. The contributions of great poets Pampa, Ponna, Ranna,
Raghavanka and Kumarvyasa to Kannada literature has made it a great language
in the world.

Kannada has also made significant contribution to the modern Indian
literature. It has received 8 Jnanapeeth awards so far. It is the reflection of the
richness of Kannada literature and language. Kannada language has produced 3
Rashtrakavi (National Poets) in our country. Government of India has accorded
classical language status to 6 Indian languages including Kannada.

In the year 2011 Kannada language was accorded classical status. However
no special facilities or financial assistance is given for the development and
promotion of this language. Therefore, I would like to request the centre to release
the funds required for the development of Kannada language and issue instruction
to the State Government to utilize the funds properly. I humbly request the Union
Government to join hands with the people of Karnataka to promote Kannada

language and literature.

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(ix) Need to ensure welfare of poor athletes who won
laurels for country at international events

SHRI HARISH MEENA (DAUSA): Sir, I wish to draw the attention of this august
House towards the pathetic condition of athletes in this country.

There are two tribal athletes from Rajashtan, Shyam Lal Meena and Limba
Ram, who won gold medals in the Asian Games, and are living a miserable life.

I, therefore, urge the Government of India to ensure the welfare of poor
international athletes, who have won medals for the country at international

events.
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(x) Need to sanction setting up of sewage treatment plant
in Ludhiana City to ensure cleanliness of Buddha Nullah,
a seasonal water stream in Malwa region of Punjab

SHRI RAVNEET SINGH (LUDHIANA): Sir, Buddha Nullah is a seasonal water
stream which runs through the Malwa region of Punjab and after passing through
highly populated Ludhiana City it drains into Sutlej River. The water of the stream
is polluted after it enters Ludhiana city. Buddha Nullah used to be a fresh water
channel with about 56 types of fish species prior to 1964. Now it has no fish
because of the high level toxicity in the water. It is now an open sewer rather than
a stream. Once an asset to the city, the Nullah is now a source of public nuisance

and poses a serious health hazard.

Ludhiana, a megacity, has no sewage treatment plant of required capacity.
Untreated domestic and industrial sewage of the city is emptied into the Buddha
Nullah. The nullah in turn empties into the mighty Sutlej flowing nearby.
Hundreds of tonnes of raw sewage from Ludhiana flows into the Sutlej every day
and is distributed all over the State through irrigation canals. This polluted water is
in turn used for growing food crops, vegetables and fruits and is a known carrier of

diseases.

A joint study by Post Graduate Institute of Medical Education & Research
and Punjab Pollution Control Board in 2008 revealed that in villages along the
Nullah calcium, magnesium, fluoride, mercury, beta-endoSulphan and heptachlor
were more than permissible limit in ground and tap waters. Plus the water had
high concentration of chemical and biochemical oxygen demand, ammonia,
phosphate, chloride, chromium, arsenic and chiorpyrifos. The ground water also
contains nickel and selenium, while the tap water has high concentration of lead,
nickel and cadmium. According to Punjab Pollution Control Board, the nullah
water requires a sewage treatment capacity of at least 150 million imperial gallons

(680,000 m3) per day for treatment. In 2010, water samples taken from the Nullah,
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showed heavy metal content such as silver, manganese, nickel, lead, aluminium
and Iron as quite high. Presence of uranium in high quantities in waters is the main

cause of cancer in the region.

In order to permanently clean the waters of Buddha Nullah, I request the
Government to sanction setting up of a new sewerage treatment plant of required
capacity in Ludhiana city. Secondly, necessary financial assistance may kindly be
provided to the industries for installing water treatment plants within their

premises.
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(xi) Need to establish two Kendriya Vidyalayas in North

Chennai Parliamentary Constituency
SHRI T.G. VENKATESH BABU (CHENNAI NORTH): Sir, North Chennai is
one of the biggest Lok Sabha constituencies in Tamil Nadu. All classes of people
working in various Central/State Government organizations, defence forces, PSUs,
MNCs, industrial establishments and below poverty line are living here. Though
this Constituency is part of Chennai Metropolitan city, it is unfortunate that this
constituency does not have even a single Kendriya Vidyalaya so far. With the
result, people are facing a lot of difficulties and they are deprived of the facility of
quality and affordable education. This Constituency has a population of about 30
lakh people.

Union Government has fixed a target of opening 500 new KVs in the
country during the XII Plan period (2012-2017). However, no action has been
taken to open a KV in North Chennai. Adequate land is available here for setting
up of Kendriya Vidyalaya.

Keeping in view the urgency and importance of the matter, I humbly urge
upon the Union Government to take necessary steps for opening of at least two

Kendriya Vidyalayas at North Chennai, Tamil Nadu at the earliest.
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(xii) Need to announce revival package for Jute Sector
and also infuse modernisation in the sector
DR. KAKOLI GHOSH DASTIDAR (BARASAT): Sir, our country is known
since long as the best producer of the golden fibre “jute”. West Bengal was among
the major producers. Also a number of jute mills are located in West Bengal.
Nearly 48 lakh people are involved in the sector.

Reservation of jute bags as packaging material enabled the sector to
flourish. Biodegradable jute bags are reusable and environment friendly. However
removal of this reservation as mandatory packaging for grain and sugar is
devastating lives of 48 lakh people. Government of India should announce revival
package for this sector and also modernization efforts may be made in order to

make the sector competitive in the international market.
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(xiii) Need to give adequate compensation to Odisha in lieu of
loss incurred by the State due to reduction in the rate of
Central Sales Tax

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Sir, as a move towards
implementation of Goods and Services Tax (GST), it was decided to phase out
CST over a period of four years with annual reduction of rate by 1%. It was
decided by the Government to compensate the State Government towards CST
loss till implementation of GST. Accordingly, the CST rate was reduced from 4%
to 3% from 1% April, 2007 and from 3% to 2% from 1% June, 2008. Due to
uncertainty in implementation of GST, the CST rate continues at 2% till date. The
Union Government had been compensating the State Government towards CST
loss 2009-10. For the year 2010-11, Odisha has been partially compensated
against a loss of assessment of Rs. 664.39 crore, compensation of Rs. 256.17 crore
only was given. But since, 2011-12, no compensation is given to the State.

Due to the rate reduction in CST, Odisha is losing about Rs. 1300 crore
annually. For a State like Odisha having very low resource base, annual loss of Rs.
1300 crore is substantial. Hence, I would request the Government to fully
compensate the State for the CST loss or alternatively restore the CST rate of 4%
till implementation of GST.
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(xiv) Need to develop Kalyan-Thane-Mumbai Waterway

DR. SHRIKANT EKNATH SHINDE (KALYAN): Maharashtra has been
bestowed with a huge ocean front right from Mumbai onwards. However, apart
from waterways such as Mumbai-Alibag and Mumbai-Goa, waterways have not
been considered as a viable alternative for regular commutation. As an alternative
mode of transport Kalyanj-Thane-Mumbai waterway has an untapped potential to
decongest the existing load on transportation. We know that the railways that
serve the commuters are overloaded on this section and there is a limited scope for
expansion of the same.

Thus, it is time that we consider Kalyan-Thane-Mumai waterway as a
suitable answer to the congestion on roads and railways.

e A minimum of four lack commuters travel from Kalyan to Mumbai
everyday.

e Mumbai has huge jetties which can handle the waterway traffic.

e Maritime Board has conducted a survey for establishment of Jetties at
Talavali, Gothivali, Vashi and Koparkhairane.

e Navi Mumbai has already some Jetties and some are in pipeline.

e Kalyan could be developed as a commuter hub for waterway considering
the vast coastline connecting Kalyan-Thane-Mumbai and Navi Mumbai.

e The rural areas connected with Kalyan will be hugely benefited due to
waterways as their produce can reach faster to Mumbai markets.

e The load on railways and roads will be reduced so that they can be
maintained in better shape.

Sir, through you, I would like to request the Government to look into the
matter. We should initiate a further Feasibility Survey for implementation of this
waterway. This waterway is going to pave the way for a meaningful gift to be

given to lakhs of commuters from my constituency as also from other areas.
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(xv) Need for expeditious completion of gauge conversion
of railway lines between Palakkad, Kerala and
Pollachi, Tamil Nadu

SHRI M.B. RAJESH (PALAKKAD): I would like to draw the attention of this
august House towards a long pending demand of completion of gauge conversion
between Palakkad and Pollachi. The work was started in 2008. Though Railways
had set timelines several times, they failed to achieve the same. The delay has
caused huge cost escalation and consequent financial burden to the Railways. This
delay has also caused unfold miseries to the people because this is one of the
busiest lines since this connects two States, that is, Kerala and Tamil Nadu. Hence,
I urge upon the Government to closely monitor the progress of this project and
take immediate steps to ensure that this gauge conversion is completed without

any further delay.
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(xvi) Need to equip theAIIMS, Patna with all facilities
including medical tests and provision for direct connection with
AIIMS, Delhi in order to fix dates for doctors’ appointment
and operation of patients

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(xvii) Need to evolve a mechanism to ensure guaranteed income
to the farmers to prevent their suicide.

SHRI JOSE K. MANI (KOTTAYAM): The farmers’ suicides for the past three-
four years have been declining. However, the number of farmers committing
suicides is still high. A large number of farmers are still heavily indebted to money
lenders and the Government should have announced some kind of a waiver in this
regard. Many steps have been announced by the Government to develop farmer
markets, post harvest lending etc. but the pressing issue of farmers’ suicides
persists. Government provides MSP for a few crops to ensure a minimum income
to the farmers for the produce, however, during the times of drought and other
natural calamities farmers are left with nothing. The Government should have
addressed this issue by coming up with a mechanism of providing guaranteed

income to the farmers having no agricultural produce till the next harvest is ready.
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SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): 1 would like to
speak only one sentence.... (Interruptions) First of all, I benignly say that I got
befuddled by observing the intransigence being displayed by this Government. [
do not know why the Government is afraid of discussing the issue of communal
violence in our country....

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*SHRI JOSE K .MANI (KOTTAYAM) : This discussion is on floods and
droughts and the state of Kerala is prone to both. In May 2013 drought was
declared in each of the 14 districts of Kerala for the first time ever. Almost all the
dams were dry and the ground water level had reduced leaving most of the bore
wells dry. Three months later in August, the Army and NDRF had to be called in
to deal with the landslides and floods caused by heavy rains and in October,
Kerala sought assistance from the National Calamity Contingency Fund for flood
relief. The average annual rainfall of the state is 3000mm, the bulk of which
(70%) is received during the South-West monsoon which sets in by June and
extends upto September. The state also gets rains from the North-East monsoon
during October to December. However, the spatial and temporal distribution
pattern is mainly responsible for the frequent floods and droughts in Kerala.
Kerala has got 41 west-flowing and 3 east-flowing rivers originating from the
Western Ghats. The total annual yield of all these rivers together is 78.041 million
cubic Meters (MCM) of which 70,323 MCM is in Kerala. The peculiarity of the
rivers flowing across Kerala is short length of the river and the elevation
difference between the high and the low and leading to quick flow of water
collected from the river basin and quickly discharged into the Sea, the state has not
been able to utilize the river water sources to a major extent both for power
generation and irrigation.

Both in cases of floods and droughts there is a loss of property, life and
livelihood and spread of epidemics. More than 17% of India’s power is generated
through hydro power and droughts and flood have severe effects on it. Quantum of
electricity available affects both agricultural and industrial sector. Hence, it 1s very
important that the government pursues an active policy relating to monsoon
management. A report released by NDMA in 2010 on drought management
recommended that an Indian Drought Management Centre be established however
there has been no progress on this front. A centralized data base at State level and

at Nation level related to drought intensity assessment is compiled and maintained.

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Heavy investments need to be made in the areas of rain water harvesting and
integrated watershed management. A long term policy for dealing with such
natural calamities is needed instead of the fire fighting approach that we currently
use. It is important that active engagement of local communities and NGO’s is
sought in the areas of water management. In Kerala, a new autonomous agency,
the Kerala Rural Water Supply and Sanitation Agency, was created to facilitate
provision of rural water supply and sanitation at the local level. This was achieved
by building the knowledge and capacity of communities using nongovernmental
organizations (NGOs) and piloting community-led approaches. As a result,
communities became empowered and were able to work with technicians to
specify their own water and sanitation schemes and build them using mostly
through community contracting. This decentralized, community-led approach
built 3,663 village water supply schemes serving 1.13 million people, mostly
through individual household connections. This project was praised by the World
Bank. Projects similar to these should be implemented throughout the country.
Considering the severity of devastation and displacement caused by floods,
Kerala deserves a special calamity management package and also additional grain

allocations to cope up with the impact of drought.

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*SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA) : Flood and drought
situation have been among the major challenges to the humanity since time
immemorial. We have learnt that various civilizations were vanished from the
earth due to these severe weather phenomena. Therefore, overcoming of all these
challenges is important for the survival of all living creatures in the world. As we
know, flood and drought cause many impacts to agriculture-the backbone of
Indian economy. Agriculture in the country heavily depends on rain for watering
crops. As per reports, about 60% of total net sown area in India comes under rain-
fed lands. Moreover, rivers and canals are used to regulate water flow to
agriculture lands. Therefore, a shortfall in rain or problems in outflowing water
from agriculture land badly affect our agriculture sector and thereby our
economy. Therefore, we need to have a proper mechanism to tackle these
situations. However, I am doubtful on the success of the Government’s move
towards inter-linking of rivers. Because it is learnt that the proposed project does
not have enough convincing scientific evidence that it is an ecologically sound
project. Flooding normally occurs in monsoon season and drought occurs during
summer. During monsoons all rivers overflow, and in summer almost all rivers
flow to a murky brown trickle. In such conditions river-linking will be a futile
exercise. The project involves 200 major reservoirs and network of canals, hence,
people in the country feared of the massive displacements. Therefore, I request
the Government to kindly conduct a comprehensive study in to the impacts of
river-linking project.

Instead of river-linking project, I urge the Government kindly implement
schemes to clean up water bodies in our country. It is silt and wastes gathered in
rivers and lakes hampering the smooth flow of water. As a result, water level is
declining and water bodies are dwindling. The Government is preparing an
Integrated Ganga Conservation Mission called ‘Namami Gange’. I welcome this
move and request the Government to prepare specific schemes for each and every

water bodies in the country.

" Speech was laid on the Table.
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I take this opportunity to request the Government to introduce schemes for
the conservation of the water bodies in Kerala. Let me specially mention
Vembanad lake here. Vembanad lake is the largest backwater lake in Asia. It is an
internationally important ecosystem with aquatic importance, flaura and fauna and
is a Ramsar site. However, due to silt deposited by its tributaries, the water
holding capacity of the lake declined from 2.449 cubic km to 0.559 cubic km over
years. It is estimated that every year the rivers Meenachel, Manimala, Pampa and
Achankoil, carry 96,000 tonnes of silt into the Vembanand lake. I request the
Government to implement the Pampa Action Plan. [ also appeal to the
Government to kindly launch a scheme to rejuvenate the river Varattar in my
Parliamentary constituency. Varattar was a perennial water source in the past,
however, it has been degraded into a ‘dry’ river for the last three decades. If the
Government implement schemes for cleaning up water bodies in the country, then
the water holding capacity of rivers, canals and lakes will naturally increase and
that will eventually resolve the problem of flood and drought.

Since coastal erosion and lightening are creating disaster to human life,
properties including agriculture and both make same impacts as the flood and
drought do have, I request the Government to kindly include them in the list of
National Disasters. Due to the geographical reasons, both lightening and coastal
erosions have adverse impact on Kerala. Every year lightening causes deaths,
injuries and property losses. Recent studies also show that 63 percent of Kerala’s
coastline, which is a stretch of 590 km is being eroded day-by-day. I request the
Government to urgently take a favourable action on this issue.

Flood situation in Kerala including the areas in my constituency is grim at
present. Heavy rain lashes out several parts of the State. Normal life is badly
affected, educational institutions are closed, homes have been damaged and the
crops have been destroyed. Therefore, I request the Government to urgently send

a Central Team to estimate losses caused by heavy rain and flood and Kerala.

Madam, regarding flood forecasting, it is very important to understand the
flood forecasting system so that we become very responsive to any kind of
eventualities of national disaster. Flood forecasting is possible based on actual
hydro-meteorological data as well as weather forecast with very limited accuracy.
The Central Water Commission is issuing river water level forecast for 147
locations and inflow forecast for 28 reservoirs, dams and barrages.

The flood-prone area as assessed by Rashtriya Barh Ayog is 40 mHA in
India. The flood affected areas in a year varied from 1.46 mHA to 17.5 mHA with
an average of 7.14 mHA since 1953.
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As suggested by various expert committees, construction of embankment
along river banks has been taken up as the quickest and economical flood
protection measure for local population. So far about 35,200 k.m. of flood
embankments have been constructed along rivers in flood-prone areas of the
country. Aggradation and degradation is a natural phenomenon in a river resulting
in erosion at one location and deposition of eroded material at another location.

We have also come to some understanding with our neighbouring
countries. For example, the Kosi issue, which came up prominently in the
discussion, is directly related to Nepal. India has taken certain steps. For example,
the recent imminent threat of Kosi river flood, which we are witnessing, has been
controlled so far because we have some understanding with Nepal. Yesterday, we
got information that our Disaster Response Force need not go to Nepal because the
Nepal Government has taken certain steps like they have blasted low intensity
detonators at four different times, and the river water, which has been made as a
big reservoir due to slide, has been released slowly so that the impact of flood on
Bihar and subsequently on our remaining territory will be mitigated. So, we are
constantly in touch with the authorities in Nepal.E

With a view to discussing important issues pertaining to cooperation in the
field of water resources, including implementation of existing agreements and
understanding, a Nepal-India Joint Committee on Water Resources headed by
Water Resource Secretaries of both the countries has been functioning with the
mandate to act as an umbrella committee for all committees and groups. A Joint
Committee on Inundation and Flood Management has been constituted in 2009
replacing previous all bilateral committees for issues related to flood management,
inundation problems and flood forecasting activities between India and Nepal.

In respect of Bhutan, we have 35 hydro-meteorological stations located in
Bhutan, which are being maintained jointly by the Royal Government of Bhutan
and funded by the Government of India. The data received from these stations are
utilized in India by Central Water Commission for formulating flood forecasts.

The problem of floods created by rivers originating from Bhutan and flowing to
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India was also taken up with the Royal Government of Bhutan. So, we are abreast
of the situation. Even with China we have certain understanding on this issue; we
have arrived at an MoU signed by the Chinese Government. According to that
MoU, China will share the data of the Brahmaputra and the Satluj rivers for flood
forecasting purpose. As per the MoU, water level and discharge data is shared by
the Chinese authorities with Central Water Commission for three sites in the
Brahmaputra and one site in the Satlyj river basin.

Beyond that, I want to respond on some of the important points, which
were raised by the hon. Members. On the issue of assistance to Odisha in the wake
of Phailin and subsequent floods, the Government of India has extended logistics
helps. Further, in pursuance of the announcement of the ex-Prime Minister, an
amount of Rs.1000 crore was released to the State in advance from the National
Disaster Response Fund. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): It is not Rs.1000 crore, it is
only Rs.664 crore.

SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: There are issues under consideration of the Ministry. [ am
just giving the figure.

The State Government of Odisha had requested for financial assistance of
Rs.5832 crore. Most of the demands were outside the purview of the State Disaster
Relief Fund and the National Disaster Relief Fund. I would like to mention here
that we are responsible for immediate relief and rehabilitation. Long term policy
and long term rehabilitation is a planned process and the State has to adjust
through the planning of the State Government where the Central Government will
be a part of it. The Planning Commission also plays a very important role for the
future reconstruction. So, I am dealing with more on the immediate response,
which is required.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: This is just an immediate thing that out of
Rs.664 crore, an amount of Rs.100 odd crore have been provided. Rest Rs.500
crore were supposed to be provided. These are all immediate in nature. That is

why, expenses have already been incurred by the State Government.
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SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: Madam, immediate relief has already been provided and
subsequently, whatever is necessary, as I have said, the Ministry is considering the
request made by the Odisha Government.

On the issue of revision of NDRF norms, it is submitted that revision of
norms is a continuous process of governance. Since 2012, it has been revised four
times. As I mentioned, the objective of SDRF and NDRF is immediate relief and
not as compensation to damage or loss suffered due to disaster. For medium and
long term reconstruction and rehabilitation, the State and the Central Government
have to work together.

On the issue of setting up of a unit of National Disaster Response Force in
Kerala — the hon. Members from Kerala raised this issue — I have to inform the
House that Government of India decided to permanently place a team of NDRF at
Kozhikode for prompt response. However, the accommodation for setting up of
the unit is yet to be arranged by the State Government. So, we need more
cooperation with the State Government.

Regarding the letter of Chief Minister of Uttar Pradesh requesting for
release of the entire assistance demanded by the State in the wake of floods in
2013, I would like to inform that the high level committee, again which is chaired
by the Home Secretary, has approved Rs.230.06 crore as assistance from the
National Disaster Response Fund subject to adjustment of 75 per cent balance in
State Disaster Response Fund. The position has been explained to the Chief
Minister vide letter dated 30™ July, 2014.

Regarding the institutional mechanism for managing disaster, it is informed
that as per the National Policy on Disaster Management, the primary responsibility
for disaster management rests with the State Government. The institutional
mechanism put in place at the Centre, State and district levels help the States to
manage disaster in an effective manner. The National Executive Committee under
the chairmanship of Home Secretary acts as a coordinating and monitoring body

for disaster management in case of any threatening disaster. All Central Ministries
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and agencies, whenever required, supplement the efforts of the State Government
by providing logistic and financial support. The National Disaster Management
Authority headed by the Prime Minister of India lays down the broad policies and
guidelines on disaster management.

Regarding the suggestion for inclusion of certain natural disasters like
erosion, lightning, sea erosion etc. in the list of disasters eligible for assistance
from SDRF or NDRF, it may be noted that the list of such disasters is normally
decided by successive Finance Commissions. We have the 14™ Finance
Commission in place. Our Ministry has recommended all these suggestions to the
Finance Commission and the 14™ Finance Commission has to take a call on that.

On the 1ssue of utilisation of funds released from SDREF, it is informed that
the provision of SDRF provides that the Comptroller and Auditor General of India
would cause audit of SDRF conducted every year in conformity with approved
items and norms in terms of the purposes of the SDRF guidelines.

Several hon. Members have made valuable suggestions regarding actions
pertaining to the State Governments, the Ministry of Environment and Forests and
the Ministry of Water Resources. I have noted these points and they will be
communicated to the respective Ministries.

I would also like to inform the hon. Members that each Central
Government Ministry is required to prepare a Disaster Management Plan, covering
the aspects of mitigation, capacity-building, quick response and also for making
the disaster management concerns in-built into the developmental programmes.
Home Ministry has been pursuing with the concerned Ministries for finalisation of
their Disaster Management Plans.

At the end, I would like to thank the hon. Member, Yogi Aditya Nath for
bringing up this important discussion under Rule 193 and all the hon. Members
who have given valuable suggestions. In future also, we will require cooperation
from hon. Members as well as the Governments of all the States because after all,
we have to respond to natural disaster in a very coordinated manner so that we can

meet all the challenges.

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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): I thank you, Hon.
Chairperson, for giving me an opportunity to participate in this discussion on flood
and drought situation in the country. For the last four days, this House has been
discussing the flood and drought situation in this country, but at the same time, in
for the last one week, the State of Kerala has also been facing severe floods.
Almost all the 14 districts are adversely affected by heavy floods. Today also,
heavy rain is going on in all parts of the State. Thousands of people have lost their
houses. More than ten human lives were lost due to heavy floods in Kerala. The
farmers are also facing serious problem. Their crops are also washed out.

The Government of Kerala has started relief camps and distributing free
ration to the affected people. This severe flood is badly affecting the people in my
parliamentary constituency, Mavelikkara, in Kerala.E

Kuttanad is part of my parliamentary constituency. I would like to invite
the kind attention of the hon. Minister to the worst situation being faced by the
people of Kuttanad and the vulnerability of the people living in this area. Due to
continuous monsoon for the last one week almost all parts of Kuttanad area are
submerged in flood water. Kuttanad is the converging place of five rivers, and due
to continuous rains all the rivers have been flooded. The water-level in Kuttanad
area is escalating fast. Kuttanad is the only place -- not only in India but anywhere
in the world -- that lies below sea level, and rain has added to the miseries of the
people living there who are otherwise also always affected by floods.

Flood has affected all the 13 Grama Panchayats of Kuttanad Taluk. The
bunds or Padashekharams have broken, and flood water has entered into the
paddy cultivation areas resulting in loss running into crores of rupees. Kuttanad is
the rice bowl of Kerala, and flood is causing loss of paddy cultivation. This will
have a cascading effect on the economy of Kerala.

In the last two days, more than 100 houses have been totally damaged and
200 houses have been partially damaged due to heavy rain and flood. Further, a
number of roads and bridges were also washed away by flood water, and many

roads were submerged in water and damaged beyond repair.

So far, three relief camps have been started in my Parliamentary
Constituency in which more than 2,000 persons have been rehabilitated. The
District Administration is in the process of establishing more camps and
evacuating people from the worst-affected areas. There is lack of potable drinking
water in this area, and people fear outbreak of epidemic and water-borne diseases.
The people of Kuttanad pray for immediate attention of the Government of India
as well as that of the State Government in this matter. The State Government has
already started relief measures. I request that the Government of India may
announce an interim flood relief of Rs. 100 crore for flood relief work in Kuttanad.
A Central team may also be deputed to assess the flood situation and determine the
quantum of assistance required for the same.

Lastly, I would like to request the hon. Home Minister to send a Disaster
Management Team to provide help to the people of Kuttanad. With these words, I

conclude.

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*SHRI N. KRISTAPPA (HINDUPUR): Thank you, Madam for giving me this
opportunity to speak on drought situation prevailing in the country. Madam, in
Rayalaseema region, particularly in Anantpur district, drought is a regular
phenomenon. We were born in drought, I grew up in drought and we are living in
drought. This situation is not new to us, we were prepared for losses even after
sowing our crops. But for the last three months there are no rains and as a result
we are not in a position to sow seeds. Had we sowed seeds in the last week of July
there could have been good harvest. Now this is August, we are not sure whether
we can sow seeds, even if we go for sowing we are not sure of good yield. In such
a situation, how farmers of this region would survive is a matter of concern.

We cannot sow and we won’t get good yield. In last 15 years, drought was
declared for 13 years in Anantpur district. In such a scenario, the Government
should ponder over, how farmers of this region would survive. Our leader
N.Chandrababu Naidu, taking congnisance of this situation waived loan of Rs.1.5
lakh per family of a farmer. This move would benefit 96.24% of farmers in our
state. On one hand farmers are happy that their loans got waived off but on the
other hand due to delayed rains they are worried that they cannot sow in time and
will have to face similar situation again. They are worried that they will have to
face drought again and again. People of our state ensured that NDA Government
is formed at the centre and made UPA to sit in opposition. They have expectations
from Prime Minister Narendra Modi and NDA Government. They expect that
their problems will be solved and they can tread the path of progress. I request the

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NDA Government to send a committee to Anantpur district and find a lasting
solution to the problems prevailing there. I humbly request the Government to
take steps to free this region from drought.

We are suffering because of UPA Government’s misdeeds. There was
National Agriculture Insurance Scheme till 2010, which used to provide some
compensation to farmers on crop losses. We used to benefit to some extent from
that scheme. We requested them to bring better insurance policy to provide
complete compensation, to which UPA Government came out with even worse
scheme. They brought weather based Agriculture Insurance Plan. Please listen to
me, this will benefit you. If you listen to me, you may get an opportunity to sit on
treasury benches.

Weather based insurance was introduced in 2011. That Insurance Plan was
so worse, that it won’t give us even the premium we paid. In such a scenario,
where 13 out of 15 years were declared as drought years, how farmers in this
district would survive. Madam, weaving is second biggest profession in this
region after agriculture, weavers depend on silk, which is the raw material for
hand woven sarees. Neither we have enough silk production in our country, nor
can we import silk from other countries. Even if weavers buy silk from
somewhere, the cost of inputs is more than the selling price of the saree.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.

SHRI N. KRISTAPPA: Only one minute madam. There are around 2 lakh
weavers in this district. I request the Government to protect weavers’ interests.
The Government should send a committee to this district on war footing basis,
otherwise farmers and weavers in this district are staring at survival crisis. |
request the Government to protect them.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.

SHRI N. KRISTAPPA : Also, I would like to inform that there 1s no fodder for
cattle. I request the Government to take concrete steps to address all these issues.

Gohpur town is under water. hupur town has been under water for the

last one month. Nobody is concerned about it. Different Departments are there.
Money is going from the Central Government. That is not being properly utilised.
Money goes into the pockets of contractors, officials and politicians.

I would humbly request this House and through you, the Minister of
Agriculture to consider taking effective measures for concrete embankment of
River Brahmaputra, Barak Valley and its tributaries. Money is spent year by year.
But it has not produced any fruit. People are suffering. There is no crop insurance.
There is no compensation for people who are losing land through erosion. This is
the position in Sadia, Dhemaji, Lakhimpur, Sonitpur, Dhubri, Goalpara, Nimatt
Ghat, Jorhat Roumariah and Dibrugarh. Construction of dam is not the solution.
Large dams are not the solution. Small dams might be the solution. That is to be
considered. Effective measures for controlling of floods, de-siltation of rivers and
navigation should be adopted for effective control of floods so that siltation is
removed. There was dredging. That proposal came in 1971. That was dumped in
the River Brahmputra. Dredging has not taken place. And due to siltation the
width of the rivers is widening day by day and year by year. The money spent has
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gone down the drain. Work is undertaken when there is flood. When the flood
comes, then only the Department becomes active and starts working.

So, in the lean season, the work should be completed. Our State should be
protected. We have been discussing only Kosi and Bihar. But Assam is the worst
sufferer. It is the second biggest problem in Assam after the issue of refugees from
Bangladesh. Bangladeshi refugee is the first problem. The second problem is of
flood and erosion. That must be tackled for all times to come. I am sure, this NDA
Government, under the leadership of Shri Modiji would take up the problem and

see that the embankment takes a concrete shape and not just by the sand and soil.

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SHRI K. ASHOK KUMAR (KRISHNAGIRI): Madam Chairperson, before
starting my speech, I would like to thank our hon. Chief Minister Puratchi Thalaivi
Amma for choosing me, and also the people of Krishnagiri Constituency for
electing me as a Member of Parliament.

Madam, while one part of India experiences hot and dry weather and reels
under drought conditions, another other part experiences heavy rains and flood.
Sixty per cent surplus rain water drains into the sea. India has witnessed many
droughts and floods in the past. Even now in Uttarakhand there are heavy rain and
flood, and Pune is facing heavy rain and landslides. Many people have died and
properties got heavily damaged. Members of Parliament know well the situation in
Uttarakhand and Pune. In this situation, the Union Government must take concrete
steps and utilize surplus waters from one part of India to another part by
interlinking rivers.

In Tamil Nadu, tsunami occurred in 2004 and the Thane cyclone occurred
in 2011. During these difficult situations our Chief Minister Amma immediately
took various relief measures to rescue and rehabilitate the affected people by
ensuring construction of damaged houses using disaster resistant features and
undertaking vulnerability mapping.E

Eing the Thane Cyclone, our Amma restored supply of electricity by
installing 80,000 repaired electric polls, separate generators, transformers, etc. to
supply electricity within a few days of the horrible incident. Further, around one
lakh houses were constructed for the affected people, in addition to supply of food,
safe drinking water, etc. The kind hearted Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Amma
ordered immediate release of Rs. 150 crore towards relief and restoration of
infrastructure damaged by the Cyclone Thane affected areas. Our Chief Minister
also directed the Ministers, District Collectors, Deputy Collectors and Department
Secretaries to assess the extent of the damage caused in the Cyclone Thane
affected places.

Madam, floods and droughts are two faces of the same coin. Though

droughts hit food production mainly through water scarcity, floods disrupt national
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economy. Our Amma is the first one who introduced rainwater harvesting scheme
in the country. It proved to be excellent and every State took it as a role model.

Our hon. Chief Minister Amma, our visionary leader, introduced some
schemes to avoid and prevent the occurrence of drought and flood schemes are :
(1)massive tree planting programme (2) water conservation and canopy
improvement in degraded forest lands, (3)Tamil Nadu Afforestation Project (TAP)
Phase-II Utilisation Plan, (4)replanting in Thane Cyclone affected areas of
Cuddalore and Villupuram districts in Tamil Nadu, are some of the on-going
major schemes in Tamil Nadu with an allocation of about Rs. 242 crore.

Our Chief Minister urged the Union Government to take necessary steps to
implement the Cauvery Water Tribunal Award by Supreme court. The Chief
Minister also wrote a letter to the hon. Prime Minister a few days back to
constitute a Cauvery Monitoring Commission.

Now, we came to know that the Union Government is taking strong efforts
to constitute a committee to prepare a feasibility report about the linking of rivers
throughout India. If this project is implemented, there will be no drought, no
famine, no starvation death and no floods in the country. So, I would urge the
Union Government to take necessary steps to implement this project to prevent

drought and floods in the country.

We have in Assam an annual war with the flood caused by the river
Brahmaputra. The flood is largely caused because the river has been expanding.
Since 1970 this mighty main river of India has expanded double its width and in
its wake it has consumed villages. It has almost consumed the Island of Majuli. It
has thrown women and children on the streets. It has made farmers lose their land.
It has made fish farmers lose their entire year’s production of fish. In 2011 it
broke my heart to see the number of villages which had been destroyed, old people
living in refugee camps without any clothes on their bodies and women barely
being able to feed their children.

Sir, one of the major reasons for this annual flood is the amount of silt that
is being deposited on river Brahmaputra by the upstream nations. The silt is
causing the bed of Brahmaputra to rise and thereby expanding its width.
Therefore, any flood management programme undertaken by the Union
Government needs to have a silt management programme. The State Government
of Assam has appealed to the Union Government to establish a Brahmaputra River
Valley Authority which will take the views and opinions of all the States in
Northeast India in order to have a trans-boundary flood management programme.

Sir, we are living in the age of science and technology but our flood
management programmes belong to the 19" or 20" century. This is the century of
the IT. This is the century of modern industrial design and yet we simply talk
about embankments or merely solutions like geo-bags and geo-tubes. Sir, we need
to have advanced flood forecasting systems. We need to have systematic dredging
points. We need to have smart villages in addition to smart cities. Sir, we have to
take into account the affected States in upstream parts of our country.

When hon. Minister of DONER, Gen. V K. Singh came to Assam, he made
a point that the Subansiri dam needs to be expedited but the concerns of the
downstream States must be taken into view. At the same time, the hon. DONER
Minister mentioned that such hydro power projects need to be undertaken with

sensitivity. When Prime Minister went to Bhutan and inaugurated the huge hydro
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power projects in Bhutan, at that point no concerns related to the downstream
impact of those hydro power projects were undertaken.

Sir, in my own district of Nagaon, there are villages in Samaguri, Rupabhi,
Dhing and Batadrava. There are many farmers who cultivate fish. Due to annual
floods, their entire year’s production of fish flows away. Therefore, I would
appeal to the Minister of Agriculture that when he talks about the flood insurance
programme he must also have a specific insurance programme for farmers
cultivating fish because they lose lakhs and crores of rupees in annual floods.

Sir, we must understand that the flood management programmes cannot be
left to the State Governments. It needs a proactive role of the Union Government.
We need a river basin management programme. We should not look at floods just
from a State point of view. We will have to look at it as a river basin. If we want
to have an effective solution for Brahmaputra, we should also have an
international river basin understanding with China, Bhutan, Bangladesh and
Myanmar. Sir, we need a systematic and holistic solution. Mere throwing away
of money into different schemes will not help. This is a time when a new
Government has come. It has to plan a long term vision. It has to have a long

term roadmap. It cannot just come up with mere Budgets and mere financial

resources. E

We urge that this Government works in coordination with the State
Governments and constitute the Brahmaputra River Valley Authority and plans a

long term road map for its solution. ... (Interruptions) .

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*SHRI C. MAHENDRAN (POLLACHI): I humbly submit my profound thanks
to the Tamil Nadu Chief Minister Hon’ble Puratchi Thalaivi Amma for being
given me an opportunity to be a Parliamentarian in this Hon’ble House.

I am also thankful to the people of my Pollachi constituency for selecting
me as Member of Parliament with thumbing majority, with grace and blessings of
our great political mentor, the Tamil Nadu Chief Minister Hon’ble Puratchi
Thalaivi Amma.

In my Pollachi Parliament constituency nearly 92000 hectre area has under
coconut cultivation. Of which this ranks one-fourth of coconut area in Tamilnadu.

Due to failure of South-West and North-East monsoon, water level is
depleted much in wells as well as in underground water levels. Owing to
insufficient water and high cost of maintenance, coconut farmers are in crisis and
face great loss in our area due to the drought condition prevailing in the coconut
producing areas. Hence, the livelihood of coconut growers has been affected very
much. The standing crops were falling every day due to the acute drought
condition which were maintained by them for more than 20 years of toiling their
blood and sweat with great devotion in one crop, alongwith the episode of low
supportive price offered by NAFED.

This is a great loss like death of a child after 15 to 20 years of your care and
affection shown in their growth. This is nothing but losing your own dear ones in
your family. This is the present stage of coconut growers position in my area.
Very very pathetic.

Due to the water management through drip irrigation they were able to
upkeep the live trees for some days during the past 6 months which has also come
to halt due to the heavy drought faced by the farmers of my constituency,
especially in Gudimangalam, Pethampatti and other areas of Pollachi, Udumalpet
and Madathukulam constituencies. Nearly, 35% of the entire coconut trees of this
region have been uprooted due to the fall the top of the tree and finding now

alternative agriculture operation. To keep alive the rest of the trees they were
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buying water in tanker lorries by paying Rs.3000 to 4000 per tanker a day for the
survival of the standing tree not from further falling which is a very high cost and
they can ill afford to pay in long run.

Moreover, the coconut cultivation yield gestation period starts ranging from
4 years to 7 years to get revenue and the use of available ground water level
prudently they have to wait for long years. Moreover uprooting of existing non
yielding and drought affected trees also involves heavy cost. They need more
money to spend upfront to switch over to other crop or cultivation.

Hence, I request the Hon’ble Agriculture Minister Shri Radha Mohan Singh
ji to assess the situation by sending a special team on war footage to my
constituency and study the real drought situation prevailing currently and provide
them with immediate financial support and protect for the livelihood of coconut
growing farmers as they contribute for the GDP of our nation.

The Central Government should come forward with immediate release of
financial assistance through Coconut Development Board and rescue the battling
coconut growers at this critical juncture as a helping hand and I sincerely pray
before you to save my Pollachi constituency from the drought relief.

As per the Central norms on disaster relief, even small and marginal paddy
farmers experiencing more than 50 per cent crop loss, were entitled only to
Rs.2,429 per acre. Whereas our Tamil Nadu Chief Minister Hon’ble Puratchi
Thalaivi Amma has given for long term crops including coconut growers
numbering 50,908 farmers and they would be given Rs.4,000 per acre. A relief of
Rs.43.35 crore had been made covering 1,08,383 acres in the last year.

I have 100% confidence in Shri Namo ji that he will do the best for the
Agriculture welfare of Tamil Nadu to tide over the drought faced by the coconut
growers of my constituency by providing suitable financial assistance to my

constituency on war footage.
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*SHRI S. SELVAKUMARA CHINAIYAN (ERODE) : I would like to express
my views in this debate on flood and drought situation prevailing in various parts
of the country.

India is a diverse country with varied culture, many languages and different
geographical climatic conditions. In some parts we are experiencing too hot, dry and
drought conditions and in some other parts our county is witnessing heavy rain and
flood, rainfall, as the principal parameter, is the basis of the definition of drought.
This is well known to all of us present in the House. There is heavy rain in the
Himalayan side and western parts of our country. Bihar is also facing heavy flood.
The surplus water is flowing into the sea.

In some parts of our country, there is no rain and there is shortage of water
both for irrigation as well as for drinking purposes. For example, Tamil Nadu is
facing heavy drought for the past two years. In most of the places there is scarcity
of drinking water and standing crops and coconut trees have dried up due to lack
of water for irrigation. Hence, our hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Puratchi
Thalaivi Amma has given drought relief assistance to the affected farmers in
Tamil Nadu.

The failure of monsoon for the past two consecutive years has caused an
adverse impact on agriculture and there is scarcity of drinking water in many
areas. More than 75 per cent of minor irrigation tanks in the State have dried up.
The ground water level also has gone down in most of the districts of Tamil Nadu.
So, our leader, hon. Chief Minister Amma has taken immediate steps to provide
drinking water by providing water tankers to many villages, but it is not sufficient
for their daily needs.

Deficient rainfall and failure of this year’s South West Monsoon has
severely affected the standing food crops in Tamil Nadu. My constituency Erode
is experiencing less rainfall for the past 10 years. The rainfall is decreasing with
every passing year. So, the farmers who have got crop loans from nationalized

banks, are not in a position to repay their loans as they have no other source of
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income. As they do not have any other means, they are unable to meet even their
daily livelihood needs. Therefore, the Central Government should evolve a
contingency plan and provide immediate financial assistance to the farmers. The
previous Government had waived the entire loans of farmers. Similarly, I would
request that the present Government should also waive the loans taken by farmers
from all nationalized banks and other cooperative banks.

The hon. Finance Minister has announced in the Budget that Rs.8 lakh
crore has been set apart for agriculture credit during 2014-15. But out of this
amount, loans should be given to defaulters also. Then only all the farmers will be
benefited. Similarly, the Finance Minister has announced an Interest Subvention
Scheme for short term loans at the rate of 7 per cent. This is too high. So, I would
request the Finance Minister to reduce the rate of interest to, at least, 3 per cent
considering the problems faced by the farmers.

Flood and drought are two faces of the same coin. Drought hits food
production mainly due to water scarcity and floods affect the national economy as
the surplus water leads to destruction of crops and loss of human lives in cyclone
and floods. As a result, we are losing millions of lives and destruction of their
properties. In last year, severe flood and landslide in Uttarakhand, many people
lost their lives and their livestock.

Floods create an impediment in the path of economic progress of our
country. The National Flood Policy suggests various ways to control flood in the
country. So, the Union Government should find a permanent solution to this
recurring problem and take necessary steps to prevent floods in the country.
Preservation and proper utilization of rain water and ground-water is essential to
overcome the problem of drought.

In Tamil Nadu, our hon. Chief Minister Puratchi Thalavi Amma had
introduced rain water harvesting scheme very successfully. The present
Government should take it as a role model and introduce rain water harvesting

scheme throughout the country to save the ground water.
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In India, the extent of forest cover is getting reduced day-by-day as trees
are cut indiscriminately either legally or illegally. Hence, plantation of trees in the
forests as well as in the plains is very essential to increase the forest cover. The
present Central Government should take strong measure to prevent illegal cutting
of trees in the forests. Our hon. Chief Minister is encouraging plantation of more
trees throughout the State of Tamil Nadu. Recently, during our Amma’s 66™
birthday 66 lakhs of saplings have been planted throughout the State. Further, our
Chief Minister Amma is taking severe action against those who are cutting trees
illegally.

No country can develop without adequate water because water is essential
for our daily needs, agriculture and also for power generation. The only solution
to solve the problem of flood and drought is to link all the rivers in our country.
Then only, the people of our country can live happily and also our economy can

grow faster.

But here, I have a point to make, an issue to raise that is relating to the crop
insurance. It is relating to the National Crop Insurance Programme about which
the Minister has also mentioned while replying to the debate, which was started
last year during the rabi crop and has come into force on 1% April, 2014. The
scheme has replaced the National Agriculture Insurance Scheme. The National
Crop Insurance Programme envisages charging of actuarial premium from the
farmers on the notified crops basing on the quotes given by the insurance
companies.

Sir, it is observed that in one of the districts of Odisha where paddy is the
main crop, the lowest quote of premium was as high as 22 per cent. ...
(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Mahtab ji, you ask only a question. Please ask your
clarification.
SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB : Sir, that is the question.

As per the operational guidelines of NCIP, the premium is to be kept at 11
per cent and the sum assured for the farmer should be proportionately reduced.
Therefore, as the entire crop loan is not covered for paying higher premium, woes
of farmers are multiplied. Is the Government going to review the scheme and keep
the premium level as it was of National Agricultural Insurance Scheme? Will the
Government come out with a new scheme on crop insurance as suggested by the
Government of Odisha?

SHRI M.B. RAJESH (PALAKKAD): Thank you, Chairman, Sir. It is a straight
and specific question. Many States including Kerala have been demanding for
long changes in the criteria for giving Central assistance in case of damages

caused by floods and drought. My specific question is whether there will be a
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change in the criteria followed for giving Central assistance in the event of floods
and drought. I want to know as to whether the Government would assure the
House in this regard.
SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): My question is in respect of
lightning and sea erosion. Just some time before, the hon. Minister of State for
Home Affairs said that norms for the National Disaster Management Response
Fund are to be determined by the Finance Commission. The hon. Minister for
Finance 1s also here. Since the elected Government is there, I would like to know
whether it is the political will of the Government to see that lightning as well as
sea erosion are included in the list of natural disasters eligible for assistance from
NDREF.

Secondly, paddy cultivation in India is declining like anything. I would like
to know whether the Government has got any proposal to conserve the paddy
cultivation and also wetlands in line with the Forest Conservation Act, 1980 so

that paddy cultivation in India can be properly maintained.

SECURITIES LAWS (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2014
HON. CHAIRPERSON : Item No. 17 — Shri Arun Jaitley.
THE MINISTER OF FINANCE, MINISTER OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS AND
MINISTER OF DEFENCE (SHRI ARUN JAITLEY): Sir, I beg to move:

“That the Bill further to amend the Securities and Exchange Board
of India Act, 1992, the Securities Contracts (Regulation) Act, 1956
and the Depositories Act, 1996 be taken into consideration.”

Sir, this is an identical set of amendments to three legislations which have been
mentioned. The purpose of these amendments is that these were legislations which
have been framed during the last several years, for instance, the Securities
Contracts (Regulation) Act in 1956; the Depositories Act in 1996; and the SEBI
Act in 1992. Over the last few decades, the nature of the securities market has
changed, and the nature of various aberrations which can take place in the
securities market has also changed. Now, these are the regulatory bodies which
regulate the market. Therefore, in view of the nature of violations having altered,
particularly on account of Ponzi schemes which are launched by several
individuals or companies, the powers of these regulators need to be redefined.

I will just briefly mention the kind of changes which are proposed to these
legislations. For instance, earlier, the information that these regulators were
entitled to call for were from any bank authority or board. But today the
information may be with any other person also. So, the Act needs to be amended.
There are some language changes in the Act which also make it relevant that
whatever documents are necessary in the interest of investigations would be
required.

Secondly, these violators through these Ponzi schemes do not respect
national boundaries. Evidence of what they do may be available across the
boundaries. Therefore, our regulators enter into arrangements with regulators

outside the country for mutual sharing of information. Now, that sharing of

information also requires the statutory basis, and the Act is being amended for that
purpose.

There is a third provision which is being added which was not there
originally. The amounts disgorged really means that if you commit violations
through these Ponzi schemes, the profits from such offences that you earn do not
belong to you; these profits must go to an Investor Protection Fund itself, and an
amendment is required.

There were certain categories of such schemes where funds are pooled in
and Ponzi schemes are created on that basis which were outside the definition of
Section 11AA. Now, a generalized definition is being given in order to include all
those schemes within the purpose of this particular Act itself.

Then there are some powers to be given to the investigators which may be
required to conduct some searches. Here, Sir, since this law was initially brought
in through an Ordinance by my predecessor, | have slightly altered this particular
provision, and I have altered it on the basis of discussions which have taken place
and suggestions which were made when this Bill had earlier come up for
discussion in this House during the previous Lok Sabha. There was a power of
search which was given to the SEBI and these regulators under the original Act.
But if they had to conduct a search, under the original Act, they had to go to the
Magistrate of the area where the search is to be conducted; after his permission,
they had to conduct the search as a result of which, the whole issue would become
public, and the purpose of search itself would be defeated. Secrecy itself is the
essence of any surprise element during a search. So, what my predecessor, Mr.
Chidambaram, had framed in the law was that SEBI directly, without any
intervention of court, could go and search the premises, so could the other
regulators. There was some element of resentment or discussion on this particular
Bill. So, I have worked out after extensive discussions a via media; 1 have
discussed it with SEBI also. Now, instead of having to go all over the country in
order to take permission, a particular designated court in Mumbai is being created

where the Headquarters of SEBI are. So, if they want to search any premises, they
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will go to that particular designated court, place the documents or the materials
that they have on the basis of which they have suspicion in order that they want to
create a search, and with that, take the permission of that court before they can
conduct that particular search.wer will have some safeguards and is not
misused. Now, there are several provisions with regard to compensation and
penalties which are being altered in these particular amendments. There are also
provisions with regard to establishment of special courts. There are provisions
with regard to recovery of amounts and empowering the regulators to recover the
amount of the penalties which were inadequate in the original act. These are all
procedural changes. These procedural changes are intended to empower these
regulators to conduct their functions more effectively. These are identical set of
amendments which are being brought into all the three legislations.

With these three brief comments, I recommend to this House that this Bill

be taken up for discussion and thereafter for approval.

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SHRI M. VEERAPPA MOILY (CHIKKABALLAPUR): Hon. Chairman, I thank
you very much for the opportunity given to me to speak on an important
legislation like the Securities Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2014. It has far reaching
implications but it has had a chequered career. In last July, 2013, the ordinance
was issued. It had to be issued again twice. The ordinance has been issued thrice
in this case. It is an important measure. It should have been accepted by
everybody. This must have a national consensus. Of course, it will now find a
day when it will go through. It is a Bill which has been carefully drafted because
many untoward incidents have occurred. Many innocent investors have been
harassed. Many societies and companies were vanished immediately. I have a
few details as to how those companies were vanished. Many people invest with
the intention that those companies will give more returns. They invest in those
companies and ultimately, they lose everything. We have seen many people
committing suicides because they do not get the much-needed money at the time
of daughter’s marriage or for some important functions. So, for me, it is an
important legislation. This is an amendment which will give powers to capital
market regulators. This Bill will empower the SEBI.

How has this Bill or the ordinance been necessitated? Only after the
collapse of the West Bengal based Saradha group, the then Government
constituted an inter-ministerial group to look into all ways to find solutions and
plug the loopholes, particularly the multi-level or pyramid schemes.Ehat 1s how
it is addressed. Then in May 2013, the SEBI also wanted these powers — power to
seize, power to arrest and power to desist orders on offenders. Many a time they
go to the court because of the deficit in law and deficit in conferring powers on the
regulators. They take advantage of it and they thrive. That is how, many of these
firms survive. The SEBI wanted the powers just like the powers which have been
given to the Competition Commission of India to recover dues and take action

against deposit taking firms and illegally raising public money.
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The multiplicity of regulators sometimes leads to lack of accountability
among various agencies not only of the Central Government but even of the State
Governments. They complicate matters. For instance, take the sections dealing
with the Collective Investment Scheme of the SEBI Act. There were exemptions
given to the cooperative societies, chit funds, Nidhis and so on. They invent new
names and new inventions for this. They know how to out-balance the grip of the
regulators. That is how they have survived. The laws have to be dynamic in some
of these areas. It should respond to the changes. Maybe today, they have brought
some amendments to that. They look to be quite drastic. Some sweeping powers
are definitely given. It is necessary. But tomorrow, they will definitely innovate
new methods to manipulate things. That is why, the laws will have to be always
dynamic to ensure that we respond to the situation.

At the same time, I must also say that there should be a comprehensive
approach. This law is necessary today. The Ordinance is quite necessary. This law
has to be approved by the Parliament. I must tell you that you must come out with
a comprehensive law and not just a law for meeting the contingency. The law
should not have the multiple elements of ad hocism. When I was the Law Minister
and also subsequently the Corporate Affairs Minister, in fact, a Committee under
Shri S.K. Irani was appointed to draft the amendments to the Company Law. After
this Report came, I thought it proper that there was no point in amending the 1956
Act. We went in for a comprehensive and a total new Bill altogether under the
Companies Act. That Bill has come out.

Of course, today is not the day to bring any amendment. We should not
bring an amendment in a hurry. This amendment is just adequate to meet the
present-day challenge. But, we should take care of the problems which may come
up tomorrow and also avoid any ad hocism particularly in the areas of securities.
Whenever we make a law like this, it has to be a state-of-the-art for the world.
That is how, we addressed the problems while drafting the comprehensive
Companies Law. It is a state-of-the-art Act which has come into effect. We had a

lot of problems. We discussed it; we deliberated on it. I think, I must have held as
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many as six national consultations with every stakeholder so that the views can
come. We consulted many of the Acts of the US, UK and many of the Securities
Act. But the time has come now when the hon. Finance Minister will have to look
into this. Maybe, he may constitute an expert team. Just like what we have for the
Companies Law, we need to bring a state-of-the-art approach to the Securities Bill
because that becomes very important. E

As the corporate governance improves, as the corporates grow, and as the
aspirations of the middle class also grow, there is always greediness among the
corporate bodies, particularly these companies which raise the public funds, to
totally exploit the situation and also loot the public. For a poor man, for a common
man, for a middle class man, ultimately each paisa is important. I think not even
five per cent of the people out of 30 or 35 per cent who save their money, go for
investment in the securities. That may be because of several reasons. One reason
may be lack of knowledge, lack of confidence, many a time they feel very
uncertain about the situation, and it has also become only urban-centred investors.

A lot of investment education will have to take place. That is what we have
provided even in the Companies Act wherein investment education became very
important. I strongly recommend that we go for a comprehensive amendment Bill.
A business standard analysis of Corporate Affairs Ministry records, we got the
study done, and data from 11 regional exchanges reveal, that around 700 listed
companies have vanished without a trace at their registered addresses. Sometimes
more than 87 per cent companies are identified as vanishing companies.

This is a very serious dimension. Are we to defend only FlIs, FDIs for
investment in this country with such a large gamut of consumer community that
we have? As we prosper, we should also prosper in mobilising funds which we are
capable of. And if that confidence collapses, investors will not come out to invest.
I think this is a very serious question. It cannot be dealt only by a few amendments
which are brought only to meet particular contingencies. I think many a time
we go on amending a Bill ultimately without finding a permanent or lasting

solution.
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According to estimates, the total value of the vanishing companies could be
in excess of Rs.29,000 crore. It vanished along with the companies. This is
valuable money. To that extent, quite steeply the confidence level of the investor,
the common man, the middle class people, has come down. There were 2,397
companies that defaulted in filing their balance sheets appropriately. Of these,
1,012 were listed on BSR or the National Stock Exchange. Another instance which
has come to light is the filing of charge-sheet against many of these companies.
Because of a lacuna in the law, in recent instances like that of Jignesh Shah,
Chairman of Financial Technologies Limited, there was a default scam of
Rs.5,574 crore at the National Stock Exchange Limited (NSEL). After so many
years of raising money from the public, everybody was under the impression that
this is a right approach and a gentleman investment. However, ultimately it turned
out to be a disaster to the investors.

The Government in fact needs to tackle all these things - definitely not to
make money, not to make this country a perennial beggar for the FII which runs
many risks — so that the same amount can be raised in this country.e have the
potential. In fact, we agree with some of the amendments which you have
suggested and which are necessary.

The Bill, of course, makes provisions for pooling of funds in any
unregistered firm having more than Rs. 100 crore. We can deal with them with a
firm hand.

Sections 15 (a) and (b) of the SEBI Act prescribe penalties to be imposed
for various offences. These sections only provide one level of penalties with no
minimum level or range and giving no discretion to the adjudicating officers.
Amendments to these sections are included in the Securities Act in addition to the
amendments in the Ordinance. In fact, for instance for insider trading victim, this
1s again a big menace in the investment region. Here it is provided that an entity is
currently required to pay a penalty of Rs. 25 crore or three times the profit made

out of the insider trading, whichever is higher. New norms will require the
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defaulter to pay Rs. 10 lakh, which may extend up to Rs. 25 crore or three times
the amount of profit made out of insider trading whichever is higher.

Bad loans, in India, were estimated to be close to around Rs. 2 lakh crore.
The Government and the RBI have been worried that this would drag down many
banks and many a times, as it has appeared in the last one or two days, the bad
debt is not recovered. This is how NPA is created and how corruption has crept
into even the high echelons of banking sector. This has to be dealt with an iron
hand. In fact, Rs. 1.2 lakh crore is the NPAs of public sector banks and Rs. 40,500
crore is the amount owed by the top 50 defaulters in the country out of the total
NPA. T think the time has come when the Securities Act should deal with such
defaulters so that the banks would be aware of it.

One more thing which I would like to suggest is this. Of course, when you
are going to go in for a comprehensive Bill we need to at the same time keep in
mind that we have many regulations. We need to have a regulation review
authority to continuously examine the stock of existing regulations and to weed
out those that do not have continuing use but we continue with the regulators.
Many a times, some of the regulators can merge with some other regulators. We
create regulators and just leave them. Some of them are outdated. Some of them
could be wound up. Some of them could be merged with some other regulators. I
think, the time has come to revisit some of these concepts, in fact impact
assessments of every proposed or existing regulations will have to be done. We
have to see what impact it has created. That is how you can plug the loopholes or
sometimes you can give them more power. | am just saying that this is important
because many a time we find there is an overreach by the regulators and that will
kill entrepreneurship. Sometimes, that will not help you.

I think, incentivising regulatory reforms will have to be done both at the
national level and also the State level. We should not confine only to the present
players insofar as the entrepreneurs or investors are concerned. We need to attract

new players and entrepreneurs rather than simply conferring benefits on
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established firms or established entrepreneurs. This is where we get stuck. We do
not open up so that new entrepreneurship can come.

The expansion of India’s middle-class, a group whose interests transcend
region, castes and religion is a powerful force for unification of this country. In
fact, we need to create such regulations which are definitely required and which
will be conducive to dynamic development and dynamic progress. I think, the
regulator should not definitely suffocate the new entrepreneurship and should not
suffocate the entrepreneurship which is already in the country.Ee critical missing
link is the ‘leapfrogging mindset’ to a better policy framework. That is farce
innovation. Experimentation is the one which re-imagines the future by
encouraging instead of prescribing. The day has come when we should not
prescribe. The regulators are not there to prescribe. They need to encourage
ultimately. They should create a good atmosphere and a good environment. In
fact, we have reports on that.

When I was Small Scale Minister in Karnataka in the 1970s, I went to the
Silicon Valley. Then I thought why I should not create a Silicon Valley in
Bangalore or in Karnataka. I came back and I started it. I was a little jealous of
Hosur because industries were coming up in Tamil Nadu, but not in Karnataka.
Then, we created these. Following that up, we engaged an international agency to
find out how the entrepreneurship can be developed. Ultimately, I am very happy
to say that India has a better sense of entrepreneurship than those in the Silicon
Valley.

This conclusion still holds good today. We have that kind of an
entrepreneurship in the country. But we only try to suffocate the entrepreneurship,
with the over-reach of these regulators. The time has now come to undo it.

My suggestion to the hon. Minister is, we need to re-visit many of these
regulations; we need to come out with such leapfrogging innovative steps; new
paths need to be carved out for development, like what you said about ‘Picasso’ —

the principle is creative destruction — you have to destroy certain things, then only
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can you create certain other things. Unless we do that, the country cannot pick up
the momentum of development.

SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): Madam Chairperson, thank

you.

I invite the kind attention of this august House to the plight of nurses who
are being exploited by the manpower recruiting agencies. These agencies collect
exorbitant service charges from the nurses for overseas employment. Recently, the
Ministry of Health under the Government of Kuwait has conducted test in Kerala
through the manpower recruiting agencies to select 502 qualified staff nurses. The
agencies demand a service charge of Rs. 22 lakh from each nurse for recruitment
to Kuwait’s Ministry of Health.

Most of the nurses are not able to pay this amount and some nurses arrange

the money either through bank loans or through selling their family property. In
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this pathetic condition, a nurse from the poor economic background is deprived of
her or his right to employment.

It is learnt that the Kuwait Government is not taking any fee from the
candidates or agencies for recruitment. Hence, the full amount of service charge
is directly going to the pockets of recruiting agencies in India and their
counterparts in Kuwait.

Therefore, I would request the Government to take immediate measures to
stop this sheer exploitation. Thank you.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Shri P.K. Biju is allowed to associate with the matter
raised by Shri Anto Antony.

SHRI C. MAHENDRAN (POLLACHI): Respected Chairperson, I humbly submit
my thanks to the Tamil Nadu Chief Minister, my God, hon. Puratchi Thalaivi
Amma for having given me an opportunity to be a parliamentarian in this hon.
House.

My issue is about the implementation of four-laning of NH 209 from
Dindigul to Mysore sector. The NH 209 project road starts from Dindigul and ends
at Tamil Nadu — Karnataka border, covering a length of nearly 268 kms. The
project is divided into two packages, one from Dindigul to Coimbatore covering
149 kms. and the rest from Coimbatore to Karnataka border covering three major
districts of Tamil Nadu, Dindigul, Tirupur and Coimbatore.

The project road passes through major built-up areas, vide Oddanchatram,
Chatrapatti, Palani, Madathukulam, Udumalpet, Pollachi and Kilathukadavu. Out
of this, a major area comes under Pollachi constituency.

Madam, let me now tell the House about the present status of the project.
The Final Feasibility Report is to be submitted by the consultant to NHAI as per
the meeting held on 16.7.2014 at NHAI, Chennai. The project NH -209 will be
taken up after the approval of the Final Feasibility Report by the competent
authority.
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To avoid heavy traffic on this NH -209, I would request the Ministry
concerned to allot funds immediately as it will reduce the vehicular traffic to a
large extent.

I thank once again for giving me an opportunity to the Speaker and our
God, Tamil Nadu Chief Minister hon. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma for allowing me to
make this submission in this august House.

DR. A. SAMPATH (ATTINGAL): Madam, with your permission, I would like to
invite the attention of the Government of India to a very important matter.

In India, about 15 million people are bitten by animals, mostly dogs, |
mean the stray dogs, the street dogs. The largest number of rabies death happens in
this nation. More than 80 per cent of the rabies death that occur in the whole
world is in our nation. Most of them are urban poor or rural poor. Of those who
have been bitten by the street dogs or the stray dogs, more than 42 per cent are
children below the age of 14 years. Every two seconds, one man or a woman or a
child is bitten by a street dog in India. Every hour, two persons die because of
rabies. In a nation where the capital punishment still exists, even though the
Supreme Court says that it is awarded only in the rarest of the rare cases, we are
still hesitant to control the menace of the street dogs. I am not saying about the
road accidents where most of the people have been hurt or grievously hurt where
some of them have died. Even the pillion riders who are house-wives, women and
children have died in road accidents. They have succumbed to the injuries due to
road accidents. The incidence of animal bites is 17.4 per one thousand population.E

Madam, 174 persons per 10,000 of the population are bitten by dogs. It is
very curious to see that before 1998, our local bodies were having the power to
eliminate the ferocious dogs which have been infested by Rabies, and the street
dogs which have become dangerous. But now, it is a pity that many of the animal

lovers, 1 don’t know whether they love their children or not, even in our

(Interruptions) More than 30,000 people of our
country die every year because of Rabies.

My humble demand, through you, Madam, is that firstly, the Government
of India should amend the law for the eradication of ferocious Rabies-infested
dogs and the power, which the local bodies were having before 1998, should be
given back to them. Secondly - it is very important - free treatment and
vaccination should be given to all the Public Health Care Centres. Unless and until
we give free treatment, these deaths would occur in future also. My humble
request, once again through you, Madam, to the Government of India is that we
have to protect our children. ... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Shri P.K. Biju is allowed to associate with the issue
raised by Dr. A. Sampath.

DR. SHRIKANT EKNATH SHINDE (KALYAN): I would like to raise the issue
of post office buildings that are dilapidated. I would like to bring to the notice
about the Dombivali post office in my constituency where thousands of citizens
come for their work. If these buildings are declared dangerous, the Department
should immediately undertake repairs so that the lives are not put at risk.

I am talking about Vishnunagar post office in my constituency which has
been very weak. Around 60-70 postal staff work here who are under constant
threat of a collapse. If the building collapses it will be a mishap that could have
been averted. People have been complaining about the building for along time.
Postal Department does not have time to listen. Now, the Postal Department has
been shifted to the east, which means that people have to spend at least half an
hour to reach the post office, and the existing post office in the east is already
crowded. Most affected population are the senior citizens and the pensioners. The
Commissioner has agreed to make a suitable place in the Dombivali West itself.
Hence, 1 would request the Department of Posts in the Dombivali West with

suitable accommodation and repair the building as soon as possible.
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SHRI M.K. RAGHAVAN (KOZHIKODE): Madam, I thank you for giving me
this opportunity. I would like to request the Government to assist in rectifying the
damages occurred due to monsoon rains in my State, Kerala.

Rains lashed the State of Kerala in the last few days which have caused

huge damage, in general, and especially in northern part of Kerala, in particular.
Madam, 50 persons have died; many roads washed away; many low lying areas
submerged; houses collapsed; apart from agricultural loss. My constituency,
Kozhikode, has also been affected. I am drawing the immediate attention of the
Government of India with a request to sanction an NDRF Battalion in the Malabar
Region of Kerala to meet such contingencies. Madam, I would like to request the
Government of India to immediately send a team to study the losses and
casualties, and to consider extending compensation to the victims on account of
monsoon debacle.
SHRI R. GOPALAKRISHNAN (MADURALI): Respected Chairperson, with the
blessings of our hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Puratchi Thalai Amma, who
gave me an opportunity to be the Member of this august House, I start my maiden
speech.

First of all; I would like to thank you very much for giving me an
opportunity to participate in this House. Madurai city is the third biggest city in
Tamil Nadu. It is a traditional city having potential to grow manifold in the
coming years. The popular Meenakshi Amman Temple draws lakhs of people daily
from all over the world. Eng centrally located between the southern and
northern districts of Tamil Nadu, Madurai well deserves to have all the hi-tech and
updated infrastructure facilities such as Metro train, International Airport,
helicopter tourism etc.

Construction of the Outer Ring Road around Madurai city is a very
important one among such infrastructures. Madurai city is called as Thoonga
Nagaram, a city that never sleeps. Such is the movement of traffic and people
there. National Highways Authority of India (NHAI) is the nodal organization to

execute the construction of Outer Ring Road. Understanding the growth potential
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and the need of Madurai city, our hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Amma has
allocated Rs. 200 crore towards four laning of the existing half ring road there.
Therefore, I urge upon the Union Government to complete all the
formalities and procedures for expeditious completion of Outer Ring Road of
Madurai, in public interest.

SHRI V. ELUMALAI (ARANI): Madam, [ would like to draw the attention of the

Government towards the dire need to develop Gingee Town as a tourist centre
which is 130 kilometres away from Chennai. The Gingee Town and its
surrounding areas were ruled by one king from North, Raja Desing who built a
fort and many palaces on the top of the mountain. He ruled the entire place for a

certain period. This place is a symbol of secularism. This place, now maintained
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by the Archeological Department, is on the National Highway between
Puducherry and Krishnagiri.

On the said National Highway, there are two mountains, on which two
palaces have been built called Rani Palace and Raja Palace. This place is a
symbol for secularism where Hindus, Muslims, Jains and other communities are
living peacefully.

A request has been made several times to declare this place as a tourism
centre. If it is developed as a tourism centre, it will be like another
Mahabalipuram. The infrastructure work has already been done by our hon. Chief
Minister of Tamil Nadu 'Puratchi Thalaivi' Amma.

Therefore, I request the hon. Minister for Tourism, through the Chair, to
visit the place and declare the Gingee Town as a tourist centre or it may be

recommended to the UNESCO to be declared as a world heritage monument.
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"SHRI MOHANBHAI KALYANJIBHAI KUNDARIYA (RAJKOT): Thank you,
Madam. You have given me the opportunity to speak. I am grateful for that. I
would like to bring to your kind notice that Rajkot is not only a city of Gujarat but
is an industrial centre of Gujarat. Hon’ble Madam, you must be knowing that there
are twelve districts in Saurashtra, mainly Jamnagar, Junagadh, Surendranagar,
Amreli, Bhavnagar and other districts. In these districts there are two places of
pilgrimage — Dwarka and Somnath. Hon’ble Madam nearly two crore people of
Saurashtra have been demanding for many years, a direct flight from Rajkot to
Delhi. I request you to pay special attention to meet this requirement. And with
this, if a flight from Udaipur of Rajasthan is extended upto Rajkot, then also the
problem can be solved. Madam, I request the Ministry of Civil aviation to
introduce a direct flight from Rajkot to Delhi. The local people and the business
community of Saurashtra are demanding a direct flight between Delhi and Rajkot.
I request you to kindly draw the attention of the Ministry of Civil aviation towards
this demand of the people of Saurashtra. Thank you.

SHRI THOTA NARASIMHAM (KAKINADA): Madam, I would like to raise the
issue regarding erosion of coast at Uppada village, which is near to my
constituency, Kakinada, East Godavari district, Andhra Pradesh.

Kakinada town of East Godavari district is bestowed with seashore.
Uppada village is another seashore, which is 22 kilometres away from Kakinada.
There is severe erosion at Uppada, which is extending towards Kakinada. If we
allow this erosion, it will badly affect the Kakinada town within a short time. In
order to protect Uppada village, the Irrigation Department had taken up shore
protection work in one kilometre with Geo Tubes, and this model really worked
out very well.

There is R&B road continuing along with the shore. Due to sea tides,
almost 3.8 kilometres of land is already eroded. R&B of Andhra Pradesh
Government had obtained consultancy services from the Ocean Engineering
Department of IIT, Chennai for protection of seashore at Uppada. They have
suggested taking up shore protection work half length with Tetra Blocks, and for
another half length, to go with Geo Tubes covering with Polypropylene Gobean.

Madam Chairperson, I would submit that the Central Water Power
Resource Station, Pune is the highest authority in this field. The National Institute
of Ocean Technology, Chennai is another competent body. Both these institutions
may also be consulted, and permanent remedial action should be taken to protect

the seashore of Uppada, which is in my constituency, Kakinada, on war footing.

SHRIMATI K. MARAGATHAM (KANCHEEPURAM): Thank you, Madam
Chairperson. This is my first parliamentary speech in my political career, and |
would like to thank the hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi
Amma and my Party leader for this great opportunity.

Chengalpattu junction in my constituency is a major railway station and it

is in the Chennai suburban railway network. This junction is an important
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junction, which has connecting trains in all the directions. This is also the
alighting point for the tourists visiting Mamallapuram, Kancheepuram, Mahendra
World City, Kalpakkam Atomic Power Plant and many other places.

Many elderly and age-old people, who are on pilgrimage, visit these places
quite frequently. In this junction, the long-distance trains stop only in far-off
platforms for technical reasons because the nearer platforms cannot accommodate
them. So, the elderly and old people find it very difficult to climb the stairs and to
go to those platforms in order to catch trains.

Hence, 1 would like to request the hon. Railway Minister to consider
installing an escalator at the Chengalpattu railway station, as was provided at the

Tambaram railway station recently.

SHRI M.I. SHANAVAS (WAYANAD): Madam Chairperson, | am raising a very

serious and important matter of urgent importance for the consideration of the
Union Government.

Terrorists use a large number of SIM cards. For getting SIM cards, fake
identity papers are given. This matter was very seriously considered in 2008 and
the Government at that time, passed an order directing all the seven private
telecom operators to re-identify all the SIM cards and discard the fake identity
cards. The statistics is so alarming that 4.59 crore subscribers are still unknown.
In this regard, the Government had already imposed a fine of Rs. 4,000 crore on
these seven private companies. But till now, this amount has not been paid by

these companies and these fake identifications have not been looked into.
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I would, therefore, urge upon the Government to immediately take note of
this issue, instruct the telecom companies to immediately ban the services of all
unverified subscribers and take steps to recover the penalties imposed on these
companies, at the earliest.
