ORAL ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS
HON. SPEAKER: Now, Q. No. 61, Dr. A. Sampath.

(Q.61)

DR. A. SAMPATH : Hon. Speaker, I am very much happy to get a reply from my
old friend.

Hon. Speaker, I would like to draw your attention to the reply that has been
given. In the reply, in paragraph 4, the Minister has replied that out of actual
deployed strength of 55,820 RPF personnel, there are 1444 lady personnel in
service, out of which 759 are deployed for escorting trains.

Hon. Speaker, with your permission I would like to ask the following
question. I am coming from a place which is the capital city of Kerala where 55
trains are being operated on a daily basis. Apart from the 55 daily trains, 10
weekly trains and 8 trains from Kochuveli terminal also are being operated. So, in
total 73 trains are being operated from Trivandrum district alone.

Madam Speaker, I hope the Minister may be well aware of the fact that
there are only 21 women RPF personnel in Thiruvananthapuram Division. The
total strength of men and women RPF personnel there is 460. The sanctioned
strength is 700 in that Division.

Now, I would like to invite the attention of the Minister to a specific point.
Will the Ministry of Railways ensure the safety of the passengers, especially
women and children passengers, by posting sufficient number of Railway
Protection Force personnel including RPF women personnel? From the data that
I have collected from the Railway officials, I understand that at least if one RPF
woman personnel is needed for one train, then 73 women personnel are needed
there. From the answer it is very evident that, in one of the largest railway

networks in the world, we are experiencing a particular situation where the
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number of thefts, robberies, murders and harassment of women and children are
on the rise. They are increasing in the Indian Railways.

I want to know whether my friend, the new Railway Minister, will take

urgent steps to ensure the safety of the passengers in the Indian Railways.
SHRI SURESH PRABHU: Madam Speaker, it is a bounden responsibility of a
carrier to protect all those who travel by that carrier. In this particular case, it is the
bounden and inherent responsibility of the Indian Railways to make sure that
whoever travels on the Railways are well protected. I will assure the House that
we will be very happy to take whatever steps which are necessary to be taken in
addition to what we have taken already in the limited budgetary constraints and
also limited legal space that is available to the Railways.

Let me explain it to the hon. Member as he comes from a very important
State of Kerala where fortunately the literacy rate is high. So, I hope that the
nature of crime is also not as high as in other States. But still we must protect all
the travellers from whichever State they come and in whichever train they travel.

The legal point is, there is a Government Railway Police which is the
responsibility of the State Government. The Indian Railways pay 50 per cent of
the amount of cost that is incurred for running this service from their own budget.
But still the primary responsibility of maintaining law and order as is enshrined in
the Constitution of India being with the State, the personnel of GRP operate under
the State control, supervision and direction.

As regards the Railway Protection Force which is directly under the
Railways, the Railway Protection Force has been getting a mandate only to
protect the railway property passenger and passenger area. Lately, we realise that
GRP has not been able to protect as much as they should. To supplement that
effort, we have been deploying the personnel of Railway Protection Force in the

Railways.
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There are about 3500 trains which are always being escorted of which 2200
trains are escorted by the GRP and 1300 trains by the RPF. But I will also try to
find out as to how we could increase the security more.

Madam, if you permit me, I would just like to present to you some of the
new initiatives which we would like to take to make sure that this is done. One
initiative is, we would like to, of course, pursue with the State Governments to
allow the GRP to function under the Railways so that we can have an integrated
system. Today, what is happening is that the RPF as well as the GRP do not work
together. We are thinking on whether we can integrate them. We have already
circulated a note to the State Governments in this regard. Several State
Governments have opposed it. I hope that the Government of Kerala would not
oppose it. Only a few States are supporting it. I am intending to write a letter to
the hon. Chief Ministers requesting them to allow us to do this.

Secondly, we are going to give mobile phones to all the personnel who
escort the trains so that they can have a better communication with each other.

Thirdly, we are also thinking of introducing a system of spot fine. If we
notice that somebody is really misbehaving, with women, then how can we tackle
such a situation?

Most importantly, the Railways do not maintain a forensic lab. We are
looking into the modus operandi in committing certain crimes. Each State has a
Modus Operandi Branch. What we are hoping and intending to do is to tie up with
a forensic lab of the State which will be connected to the National Forensic Lab
maintained by the Ministry of Home Affairs. If the State Governments also
maintain their forensic labs, then we will be able to actually track the criminals in
a much better way and find out how to proceed with the case. In terms of
providing security to women, we have started new Mahila Vahinis. Hopefully in
the next few months, subject to sanction from my colleague, the Finance Minister,

we would be able to recruit more women constables for this. We are starting a
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special training programme which was not there to make sure that we will be able
to work on that.

If the House agrees and if you think that we should do it, we can even
install CCTVs in the individual compartments. Of course, some sensitivities are
involved in this. People feel that there are some privacy issues here. But if you all
feel that it should be done, we will be more than happy to do it.

DR. A. SAMPATH : I will be very brief.

HON. SPEAKER: I think it is because you have got enough response.

DR. A. SAMPATH : He has the privilege. I also got the privilege. I am lucky that
I got some answers from him.

Now-a-days, many of the passengers experience certain difficulties in
getting some food items, like tea, snacks or even drinking water, from outside. The
number of vegetarian and non-vegetarian refreshment stalls have been reduced.
Food plazas are coming up. If an elderly citilzen, particularly a woman, travelling
in a train wants to fetch a cup of tea or coffee or snacks from the food plaza, a
two-minute stoppage is not enough. She has to get down and she has to walk up to
the food plaza. In the mean time, her luggage would vanish or she herself would
be attacked. So, you can imagine their plight. Previously, there were vendors.
Now, their numbers have been curtailed. I do not know the reason.

So, my question to the Minister, through you, is whether the Minister will
revamp the whole system to ensure the passengers’ safety without depriving their
right to get snacks, tea, coffee and drinking water. We cannot comprise their safety
and at the same time we cannot compromise their liberty also. They have the
freedom to get snacks, tea, coffee and drinking water.

HON. SPEAKER: You said you will be brief!
DR. A. SAMPATH : It is the grievance of the people, especially of the women
who are travelling in the trains, particularly of those who are travelling alone. That

is why I am seeking your help.
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So, I would like to know whether the Minister will be kind enough to allow
more licenced vendors to provide snacks and other food items in the platforms in
order to ensure their safety. It may be provided in the compartments also if the
pantry is not available.

SHRI SURESH PRABHU: I am really impressed and also thankful to him for
being so concerned about the women passengers. I am sure all women will vote
for him in the next election.

This is a very interesting idea. I would revisit this aspect to find out the real
issue. | am sure you wanted more constables on the train. If you think that vendors
can also add to the safety of the women passengers, that would also be a good
idea. But we will revisit this issue to find out how we could increase the customer
satisfaction in terms of giving them food as close as possible to the place where
they travel.

SHRI ARJUN CHARAN SETHI : The hon. Minister stated in his written reply
that the Government has already moved the Ministry of Law and the State
Governments to give more powers to the RPF. This is the thinking of the Ministry.

May I know from the hon. Minister as to how soon this coordination
between different Departments of the Government will be done so that RPF will
get more powers and they can apprehend the culprits on the trains and try to save
the passengers from the harassment, robbery, theft, etc.?

SHRI SURESH PRABHU: This is something which is to deal with the States and
the Central Government. It is not so much among the various arms of the Central
Government itself. Therefore, as I told you, there are 17 States which opposed
this. Unfortunately, the State of Odisha, which the hon. Member represents, also
opposed it. I would request the hon. Member to pursue with his State Government
to make sure that they support this idea so that we can put it into reality as soon as
possible. Also, the other State which has opposed is the State of Kerala. If we can

make sure that all the States agree to this, we could have a seamless policing of
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the railway compartments as well as railway travel in a manner that enhances the

security of all the travellers in the most appropriate manner.

SHRI SURESH PRABHUE: It is correct that we have to improve the image of the

police in a manner that people feel very comfortable when they approach the
police for help. Therefore, this is a larger issue in terms of sensitising all the police
forces, training them properly, making them accountable and also making sure
that they would be always perceived as a protector, not a threat to the passenger
himself. So, [ am aware of the incident that you have just pointed out in the case of
Kalyan Station. We are already taking corrective steps in terms of training them.

As I said earlier, we want to really launch a massive training programme
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particularly for those where there is an interface between a passenger and the
police. I hope we succeed. We need a lot of cooperation from the State
Governments. Unfortunately, I have to repeat the same thing again that the State
Governments have a primary responsibility in respect of law and order under the
Constitution of India. If we all can work together, we can do something. This is
not just the issue of State and the Central Government. The issue is related to our
citizens. The issue is related to the passengers. So, this is a common responsibility
of both the Governments to make sure that we take care of them and do not bring
in small rigidities and technicalities about who has the turf over deciding this. I
hope we will be able to work on that.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL : Madam, a lot of robberies and thefts are taking place
in the trains, especially in the long-distance train, for example, from Delhi to
Thiruvananthapuram Kerala Express in which a lot of incidents have been
reported about theft and robbery. The reason is — our hon. Member Sampath
pointed out already — lack of RPF personnel. The hon. Minister raised the issue of
cooperating with the State Government for getting sufficient police force but the
State Police is also facing some problems — lack of adequate police personnel. I do
not think it will work. Therefore, my point is this. You have only 1429 women
RPF constables. How can you manage safety of women by using only these many
RPF personnel? I am putting a question. Is the Government ready to recruit more
women RPF personnel?

SHRI SURESH PRABHU: You are absolutely right. We are actually starting a
new Mahila Vahini, the dedicated squadron of women police. There is a new
recruitment drive. As I have already said, | already approached my colleague in
the Finance Ministry to make sure that we get sanctioned strength. I assure the
House that we will take all the necessary steps to make sure that we fill inall these

posts for women constables on a priority basis.
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Coming back to the point again, you are saying that the State Police is also
stressed because of policing duty. But they are dedicated police force, Government
Railway Police (GRP) who are supposed to work 100 percent only for Railways.
Sir, 50 per cent of the salaries are paid by the Central Government to State
Governments to take care of them. But administratively they are under the control
of State Governments. So, we are not asking State Governments to release more
police for policing of Railways. We are only asking and requesting State
Government to please allow us to take care of security on the Railways. If you
want to bring an amendment to the law, the law cannot be amended, we have to
take State Governments on board because law and order problem is the primary

responsibility of State Governments.

SHRI JYOTIRADITYA M. SCINDIA This is a very important issue that affects

the energy security of the country, and the fact is that the Government has passed
an Ordinance in a rush in October of this year, I would like to understand as to
what was the rush to promulgate an Ordnance so quickly. And also, insertion of
foreign investment in allowing private players in auctions for coal blocks, very
well knowing that this requires very categorical amendments to the Coal Mines
Nationalisation Act, and cannot be done through an Ordinance, why was this
aspect also overlooked?

Finally, part (d) of my question has not been answered in the Minister’s
reply.

SHRI JYOTIRADITYA M. SCINDIA : I would also like to ask the Minister,

through you, Madam Speaker, that the key issue here is that 80 per cent of the

coal production in the country is done through Coal India. Having said that, if you
look at the efficiency and productivity of Coal India, I think, that strikes at the
root of the problem. If you look at the statistics, in terms of output of man-shift on
an open cast mine, whereas a CIL mine produces close to about 11.5 tonnes,
companies in Australia produce almost about 75 tonnes. So, the inefficiency of
CIL is very striking. What is the Government’s plan to promote the efficiency of
mining and production from CIL? Along with that, the Government’s target of
producing a billion tonnes per annum of coal by 2019 whereas today we are only
producing close to about 520 million tonnes, growing at seven per cent per annum,
how does the Government propose to reach the target, which is extremely
necessary for the country’s energy crisis to be resolved, especially in the power

sector?

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH : Madam Speaker, cancellation of 214 coal blocks
by the Supreme Court has created an unprecedented crisis in the industry which
depends on coal based power production etc. In order to overcome the situation,
the Government has issued an ordinance. As per the new directives, companies
bidding for coal blocks need to pay thousands of crores of rupees as upfront
payment to the Government. The Government is yet to fix the base price of un-
mined coal in the country. It is assumed that the companies that sell their final
product at commercial rate will likely have to pay premium benchmark price at
international rate that could be around three times higher than the usual rate.

So, I would like to ask the hon. Minister, through you, as to what is the total
calculated reserve of coal in the coal blocks allotted for auction. What is the
minimum value assessed and how much money the companies need to pay to the
Government as upfront payment?

The crisis that the hon. Member is referring to is not a crisis. The Government
looks at it as an opportunity to clean up this sector once and for all, to introduce
transparency, probity and to make sure that the world looks at India with pride for
the process by which these coal blocks will be e-auctioned and given out for use.
SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH : There is a crisis in the coal sector today.

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: Well, the crisis may be in your understanding. In our
understanding, not a single kilo of coal is produced less even after the
cancellation. We have ensured that we come out with a credible ordinance and the
draft rules are in public domain for the last one week. I must acknowledge and

thank the House for the inputs given by several Members of Parliament. A lot of
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Members have taken interest. They have read the draft rules on the website and
they have advised us and given us good suggestions which will help us to make
them more robust, transparent and honest.

As regards the coal blocks capacity, the cancelled coal blocks had a
geological reserve of nearly 40 billion tones.

SHRI A. ANWHAR RAAJHAA : Madam Speaker, from the hon. Minister’s reply

and in Point No. 8 of Rail India Technical and Economic Services Feasibility
Report, it is stated that they propose to have an under-sea tunnel which will cost
about Rs. 15,000 crore. I do not know how it is possible.

Madam, the purpose of my question is to highlight the standpoint of the
Government of Tamil Nadu. Our hon. Makkal Mudalvar Amma is concerned about
the livelihood of thousands of fishermen and lakhs and lakhs of their family
members. Even alternative arrangements will also cause damage by way of
affecting the traditional fishing activities and also stop foreign exchange earnings.
Moreover, modern cargo ships need 30 metres of sea depth for navigation. Both,
the proposed site and all possible alternative alignments for such a digging, will
completely ruin the sea bed and its eco-system. That would totally destroy the
traditional fishing occupation.

Madam Speaker, environment and eco-system must be protected. Rare sea
species of this coastal region must also be protected. These are the main reasons
why our Makkal Mudalvar hon. Amma and the Government of Tamil Nadu
oppose this project. Besides, the UPA Government also spent about Rs. 800 crore
and it ended as a waste.

So, I would like to know from the hon. Minister what exactly the Union
Government proposes to do.

SHRI PON RADHAKRISHNAN: Madam, in the first phase, we plan to have the
project through the Pamban area only. If it is not possible, we will try for the
tunnel system.

As far as the fishermen problem is concerned, we are having more concerns
than other people. The Government is very much particular about the welfare of
the fishermen community. Definitely we will take into consideration all these

problems. The project implementation is sub judice in the Supreme Court. We
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will go into the details and after a detailed study, we will implement the project in
a proper way.... (Interruptions)

SHRI A. ANWHAR RAAJHAA : Madam, this is not the correct answer.
Whatever it is, I would like to ask my Supplementary. It is true that BJP opposed
the Sethusamudram Project when it was in opposition. Now, as a ruling party, BJP
supports it and goes for a feasibility study. Knowing fully well that this project is
economically and technically unviable with negative impact, why is the Union
Government keen to go for it? So, I would like to know from the hon. Minister
whether the Union Government will come forward to consult the Tamil Nadu
Government at least now.

SHRI PON RADHAKRISHNAN: Madam, in the earlier stage also, we never
opposed the Sethusamudram Project. We opposed the Sethusamudram Project
which was cutting across the Ram Sethu. Now also we are also very much
particular not to disrupt the Ram Sethu bridge. We are very much concerned to
have the project in a proper way in the Pamban area. RITES has given us a
feasibility study. We will go through it and implement it.

SHRI MULLAPPALLY RAMCHANDRAN : Madam, the Rail India Technical
and Economic Service has already suggested an alternative route for
Sethusamudram ship channel through Pamban. Through you, Madam, I would
like to know from the hon. Minister whether the Ministry has made any in depth
study as to the environmental impact of the project. If so, what are the details
thereof?

SHRI PON RADHAKRISHNAN: Madam, now the pre-feasibility study has only
been done. After having the detailed study, we will report it.

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SHRI VINCENT H. PALA : Madam Speaker, water is a State subject. The
National Rural Drinking Water Programme is a very good Programme. It has
given water connections to many villages.

May I know from the hon. Minister as to how many times he has called the
State Governments and consulted with the State Governments while implementing
the programme? How many schemes are pending with the Central Government
where State Governments have sent proposals?
SHRI CHAUDHARY BIRENDER SINGH: Madam Speaker, the Central
Government is in direct contact with all State Governments. Whenever there is
any proposal for the enhancement of existing water supply or for more water
supply there is an exercise where State Governments come to us with a request
that these are the plans for different habitations. That programme is still on. At
least, three to four times, we contact the States every year to know their progress.

Water is one of the fundamental requirements of every human being. We
have to ensure that every rural person has enough quantity of safe water for
drinking, cooking and domestic needs as well as livestock throughout the year.
Water is also very essential during natural disasters. This is our priority. I would
further like to tell you that by the end of this Five Year Plan and under the next
Five Year Plan, we have planned that 80 per cent of the households should get
direct connections and 90 per cent of the habitations should have piped water
connections. This is our goal under which the entire population would be covered.
SHRI SHER SINGH GHUBAYA : Madam Speaker, I thank you for permitting
me to ask supplementary question on the issue of drinking water.

SHRI CHAUDHARY BIRENDER SINGH: There is a provision that wherever

there 1s water quality problem the State Governments can utilize up to 67 per cent
of the fund which is released to them under the National Rural Drinking Water
Programme. As far as the works based on underground water or canal water is
concerned or if any contamination arises, then, they can convert it or make some
arrangements to make the water treated.

I agree with the hon. Member that there are villages in certain States where
it is said that cancer is becoming rampant because of the drinking water. But there
is a provision made in our scheme that funds can be utilized up to 67 per cent,
which is a good quantum, to meet with such a situation.

SHRI P.P. CHAUDHARY: Thank you very much, Madam Speaker, for affording
me an opportunity to ask a supplementary question.

Hon. Minister has stated that water is a State subject. Water is very
important and it can be identified as a major mineral. Legislative competence is
provided in Entry No. 17 of the State List II. Now, looking at the problem of
water all over the country and because everywhere we are required to obtain the
consensus of the State Governments, may | know from the hon. Minister whether
there is any proposal with the Government of India for bringing water from the
State List to the Concurrent List III? On the basis of which the Central Legislature
and the State Legislature can legislate the law. Is there any proposal for that?
There are problems related to drinking water or water for irrigation purposes. So
far as interlinking of rivers is concerned, again there is a problem. This problem is

going on for the last 70 years.
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Is there any proposal with the Government of India to shift the Entry No.

17 from the State List II to the Concurrent List I11?
SHRI CHAUDHARY BIRENDER SINGH: As I have already explained, water is
a State subject but still for the next ten years the Government of India has come
out with a plan whereby the entire drinking water problem would be sorted out. I
have also said that drinking water would be supplied through pipe to 90 per cent of
the households and 80 per cent of the households would have connection also.

The other thing that I have explained is that the Government has come out
with a goal. The goal is very clear. It is to ensure that every rural person has
enough safe water not only for drinking but for cooking, for livestock and even for
disaster situation.

As far as talking of shifting it to the Concurrent List, there is no such
proposal.

SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR : Madam, the Minister in his reply stated that there is
no proposal for legislation which is under consideration. Very recently we have
seen new legislation for Right to Education and also for Food Security.

There is a change of guard. This is a new Government. This reply is a
stock reply. The Minister has stated that they are giving 10 per cent of funds to the
State Governments under the National Rural Drinking Water Programme. I have
seen this reply five six years back also. What I mean to say is that this is a new
Government. They should come with a new proposal because drinking water is a
very big issue now. They have to bring a new legislation in order to safeguard the
interest of the rural people.

There are a few dams where priority is given for irrigation because of
pressure from some quarters. Drinking water is a big issue. So, I would like to
have a response from the Minister whether the Government is going to bring a
new legislation.

Madam, in my State of Telangana, we are having a good programme of

water grid connecting all the 10,000 villages. My State Chief Minister, Shri K.
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Chandrasekhar Rao has come with a proposal of providing water to all the 10,000
villages. We have also formed a Corporation yesterday. So, I would request the
Minister to grant more funds to my State, not just 10 per cent.

SHRI CHAUDHARY BIRENDER SINGH: Madam, I have been saying that
water is the first priority of our Government. That is why, I have explained that in
the next eight years, the country would see that the entire rural population of 17
lakh habitations are fully covered with the facility of drinking water.

The hon. Member has said that there should be some legislation. As I have
explained, water is a State subject. We have been in constant touch with every
State. In certain cases, the States are not coming forward to take the allocation
which has been given to them. So, on our part we are for this goal that every rural
person should have drinking water facility.

SHRI P. SRINIVASA REDDY (KHAMMAM): Thank you, Madam, that I would
like to draw the attention of the Government through this august House to the
problem, which are being faced by people of seven Mandals in my constituency.

The people of seven Mandals consisting of 211 villages and 34,000
families i.e. Kukunuru, Veerullapadu, V.R. Puram, Chinturu, Kunavarm,
Bhadrachalam, (excluding Bhadrachalam Temple), Burgampahade part, which
were merged into Andhra Pradesh after bifurcation are facing peculiar problems.
Some MLAs, who are representing Telangana have got elected on 16" May
General Elections. These seven Mandals were part of their assembly segments at
the time of election. They are now part of Andhra Pradesh after the merger.

One of the MLAs of Telangana, Mr. Thati Venkateswara Rao himself is a
resident of Veerullapadu, which is one of the seven Mandals. The people from
these seven Mandals are coming to them with their grievances. But, they are
powerless to take up their issues with Andhra Government as they are now MLAs
in Telangana and not MLAs of those areas. The question is as to who will solve
the problems faced by public of these seven Mandals. They have even made a
presentation to the Election Commission of India to find out a solution for this
problem. Perhaps the Election Commission, for the first time, is facing such a
strange request in its history.

In order to mitigate the problems of innocent people belonging to these
seven Mandals, I urge upon the Government to grant dual membership to those
MLAs in Telangana as well Andhra Pradesh at least upto 2019 as these seven

Mandals were part and parcel of those Assembly segments during election time.

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SHRIMATI KIRRON KHER (CHANDIGARH): Madam Speaker, a terrible crime
was committed in the national Capital last week. A young woman was murdered
by her own parents in Delhi for marrying a man of her own choice. We hear these
stories from all over the country at various intervals. A mother and a father who
could not stifle their daughter’s free-will decided to strangle her.

Bhavna Yadav was 21 years old and lost her life because the reality of India
is that even today people value false notions of family honour and caste over the
life, liberty and bodily autonomy of their daughters. Honour crimes are not new in
India but if I were to look for statistics on how many people have been murdered
in this way in the name of honour every year in order to understand how and why
these crimes happen, there is no place to look.

The National Crime Records Bureau is yet to recognize honour crimes as a
separate category. Despite cases from across the country being reported in the
media, we have no way of knowing the extent of this crime. While this shocking
incident has raised the urgent need for us as law makers and citizens to working
towards eradicating discrimination based on castes across the country, some legal
reforms are also needed.

November 25 which was the day I was originally wanting to speak about
this is observed as the international day for elimination of all forms of violence
against women. [ would request the Government and the Members of this House
to introspect on the need to recognize honour crimes in the Indian Penal Code as a
first step to eliminating this particular form of violence.
HON. SPEAKER: Dr. Kirit P. Solanki is permitted to associate with the issue
raised by Shrimati Kirron Kher.
SHRIMATI KOTHAPALLI GEETHA (ARAKU): Madam Speaker, I thank you
for giving me this opportunity to speak on the issue of establishment of High
Court in Andhra Pradesh.

I am to bring to your kind notice certain facts and situations prevailing after

the division of the State of Andhra Pradesh. As we all know, the bifurcation of the
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State of Andhra Pradesh has been done in a hasty manner without providing an
adequate safeguard to ensure peaceful and proper transition. The passions which
have aroused in the process and the feelings of injustice perceived by the
population in both States is only growing rather than abetting. The cadre
allocation has not been yet completed and today the Telangana Government is
going about discrimination against what is being termed as settlers is creating a
huge anxiety, if not immediate fear psychosis among large number of people.

Today, I bring to the notice of the Chair section 20 of the Andhra Pradesh
(Reorganisation) Act which clearly says that High Court adjudicature at
Hyderabad shall be a common High Court for the States of Telangana and Andhra
Pradesh till a separate High Court for the State of Andhra Pradesh is constituted
under article 214 of the Constitution read with section 31 of this Act. This Act
clearly envisages that a High Court of Andhra Pradesh should be set up in the
Andhra Pradesh area. Until then, the High Court which is situated at Hyderabad
shall be the common High Court. The common High Court today has become the
refuge of all such affected people in the Hyderabad who are named as settlers.

The recent attempt to conduct an intensive household survey has raised the
fears of many of these people that this survey would act against the settlers. When
the High Court took up the matter, it was stated that the survey would be voluntary
and not mandatory. The present attempts to bifurcate the High Court at the
earliest may not be conducive to the common goal and in the presence of common
High Court which is acting as a check to more extreme actions of the Government,
it 1s always contended that the common High Court should prevail over both the
States until separate High Court is established.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri E.T. Mohammad Basheer, actually this matter labour laws
is coming up for discussion.

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER (PONNANI) : Madam, I wish to draw the
kind attention of this House and of the Government towards a dangerous move on

the part of the Government for reforming the labour laws. Of course, labour laws
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can be amended, but there is a danger hidden in the present move. The main
amendment is proposed in the Factories’ Act. Hon. Prime Minister has issued a
statement in this regard which says that the Inspector Raj will be ended. What
exactly is the Inspector Raj? We know that under different Acts, there are
inspectors, whether it is Factories Act, Plantation Labour Act, Shop and
Establishment Act. The duty of these inspectors is to go to the spot, to the
institution and find out whether there is a violation of or whether they are adhering
to the various provisions. If there is any violation, they report it back to the
concerned authorities. Now, instead of inspectors going to the institution, it is
decided that ....
HON. SPEAKER: You can take part in the discussion on the Bill. It will come for
discussion.
SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER : But now, it is decided that the employers
will have the facility of self-certification. If self-certification by the employers is
allowed, it is a very dangerous thing. You know that at present, even after all these
registrations, the number of accidents is increasing.
HON. SPEAKER: I think, the Bill relating to this law is coming for discussion.
So, you can speak at that time.
SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER : I will just finish my point in brief, and
then end it.

What I am saying in brief is that there are so many ill-effects of this move.
So, they have to be considered. I would suggest in brief that the Government
should desist from this kind of a move, the Government should keep this kind of
an amendment pending and the Government should discuss with all the concerned
authorities to have a comprehensive legislation.

SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI (DHARWAD): Madam Speaker, I wish to draw the

attention of this House to the plight of farmers growing onion and maize as they
are on the streets. For the last few weeks, they have been on an agitation because
of crash in the prices of their produce. The prices of onion were in the range of Rs.
1,200 to Rs, 1,500 or Rs. 1,600 per quintal during the last year at the same time.
Now, the prices have come down to Rs. 100 per quintal. So, the farmers have
thrown their onions on the streets and they are on an agitation, especially in the
northern parts of Karnataka and more especially in my constituency, that is, Hubli-
Dharwad, Gadak and all those areas. The farmers who have grown maize are also
facing the same problem. Its price is less than Rs. 500 or Rs. 600 per quintal.

The farmers, who have grown both these crops, are on an agitation. The
State Government is not at all procuring their produce at MSP. In spite of lot of
agitation by the farmers, the State Government has just announced
(Interruptions) Madam, let me finish. Then, he can reply.

SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI : Madam, I am telling on record that the State
Government has not opened the procurement centre so far. If he can contest, let
him contest it later. Due to this, farmers are suffering a lot.

I also urge upon the Central Government to direct the State Government to
immediately open the procurement centre with MSP support. Secondly, I also urge
upon the Central Government to ban import of onions temporarily so that the
farmers can be helped.

I would also urge upon the Central Government once again to direct the
State Government to open the procurement centre so far as onion and maize are

concerned.

(i) Need to provide a dedicated water pipeline from
Bhakra Mainline to Chandigarh to meet the
growing water needs of the city

SHRIMATI KIRRON KHER (CHANDIGARH): Chandigarh is one of the most
densely populated areas of the country. The population of the Union Territory has
been growing at 40% per decade. The water needs of my constituency, therefore,
are also increasing.

By 2025, the population of Chandigarh is projected to grow to nearly 25
lakh. It is estimated that by 2025, the water demand will be 800 MLD, an increase
of 58% over the 2011 demand of 494.25 MLD. The demand supply gap in 2025 is
expected to be over 330 MLD.

Presently, Chandigarh gets 29 cusecs of water from the Bhakra Main Line

as per the water sharing agreement of 1983. This is simply not enough to meet the

* Treated as laid on the Table.
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water needs of the people. While the administration is taking measures to ensure
that rain water harvesting is done to increase the ground water levels, the Union
Territory needs more water from the Bhakra Main Line.

I request the Government of India, particularly the Home Ministry and the
Ministry of Water Resources to take up the issue with Governments of Punjab and
Haryana in order to ensure that a dedicated pipeline from the Bhakra Main Line is
provided for Chandigarh. This has been a long standing demand of the people of
Chandigarh, and without this, the situation will worsen in India’s first planned

city.

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(x) Need to set up a Cashew Workers
Welfare Fund Board

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): India is the third largest
producer of cashew nut in the world. The major cashew processing industries are
located in Kollam district, Kerala. Now the industry has spread its activities in
almost all the southern states of India Orissa, West Bengal, etc. The condition of
workers engaged in cashew industry is precarious. 94% of the workers are women
of whom almost all are from socially and economically backward communities.
Scheduled Castes constitutes 35% among workers. The wages are very low and
there is no guarantee of continuous work. The unhealthy working condition makes
their life miserable. More than a million workers are engaged in cashew industry
in its various activities. The service conditions of those who are working in the
organized factories and companies are better, as they are getting EPF and ESI
benefits. A huge chunk of workers are engaged in the unorganized cashew
factories. They are not registered and functioning without licences. The workers in
these factories are not getting any benefit. The workers in the organized sectors are
also not getting any welfare scheme other than EPF and ESI. Hence, it is
imperative that there should be a comprehensive welfare scheme for the cashew
workers in all the sectors.

Hence, I request the Hon’ble Minister of Labour and Employment to

consider the setting up of a cashew workers welfare fund board immediately.
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(xi) Need to give preference to Course Completed Act
Apprentices in recruitment in Southern Railway
and in Integral Coach Factory, Chennai, Tamil Nadu

DR. P. VENUGOPAL (TIRUVALLUR): It is a matter of grave concern that more
than 1,500 Course Completed Act Apprentices (CCAAs) who had undergone three
years of training in Southern Railway are waiting for appointment since 2008.
However, it is not the case in other Railway Zones. There they have been absorbed
till 2011. Likewise BHEL, HVF (Avadi) have also absorbed CCAAs upto 2012
batch. In the Chennai Division of Southern Railway, there are 5,450 vacant posts
in the safety category alone.

Same is the status in the case of Integral Coach Factory (ICF), Chennai
which is primarily aimed at giving preference to apprentices from Tamil Nadu and
Andhra Pradesh region. However, they have been totally ignored and importance
is given to the applicants of other regions. Even in Rail Coach Factory,
Kapurthala, 2012 batch CCAAs have been absorbed and there preference is not
given to outsiders. In the ICF, Second Manufacturing Unit has started functioning
and, therefore, opportunities can be given to them and the apprentices are willing
to work anywhere in the Production Units/Zonal Railways in the country. They are
struggling for their bread and butter and running from pillar to post for redressal of
their genuine grievances.

As per estimates, Railways have to spend Rs. 55,000/- approximately to
recruit one person through open process of recruitment and thereafter huge amount
has to be spent for their training. Therefore, before embarking upon open
recruitment, [ urge upon the Hon’ble Minister of Railways to kindly consider the
genuine grievances of in-house talents i.e. CCAAs of Southern Railway and ICF,

Chennai and issue necessary directions to absorb them without delay.
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(xii) Need to expedite doubling and electrification
of railway line between Chennai and Kanyakumari

SHRI K.R.P. PRABAKARAN (TIRUNELVELI): 1T would like to urge the
Government to initiate action for early completion of the doubling and
electrification project between Chennai and Kanyakumari, Tamil Nadu which is
stalled without any reason for the past many years. Survey study has already been
completed. Therefore, I request the Government to start this pending project since
the completion of this project has been demanded by people of my constituency
for the past two decades. The Government should expedite the doubling of line
between Chennai and Kanyakumari. In case of completion of this work, I am sure
it would not only be beneficial to villages and towns lying on this route but also

generate more income to the railways.

(xiii) Need to expand the operation of Air India
and take suitable steps to make it more competitive

SHRI DINESH TRIVEDI (BARRACKPUR): Air India has been suffering huge
losses year after year. In the past seven years alone, Air India has suffered losses
of Rs. 38,630 crore.

Financial support under the Turnaround Plan for Air India runs into
thousands of crores. While the Ministry states that Air India has taken various
steps to improve operational and financial performances such as rationalization of
loss making routes, redeployment of staff, etc, the 2012 NTDPC report on Civil
Aviation states that “the Air India group of airlines has not been able to absorb the
shocks of competitive play of market forces. The operating losses of the national
carrier have only increased since 2005-06 reflecting its inefficiency in operations”.

The 2013 report further goes on to state that “with excessive and unproductive
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manpower, its failure to invest in technology, and with sub-scale operations, Air
India’s future prospects remain precarious”.

In this light, infusion of tax-payers money will be a waste if the faulty
government policies, particularly those of allotting capacity/route entitlements
(traffic rights) to foreign airlines, are not corrected.

I would request the government to expand Air India’s network to more
points so that it can become more competitive. Also, Air India should continue to
have the right to priority route assignments to ensure an actual turnaround for the
carrier. I would also request the government to allow airports in Delhi and
Mumbeai to be created as primary hubs for Indian air traffic, especially for traffic
originating from India and not allow unbridled access to foreign airlines to create

hubs outside the country.
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(xiv) Need to expedite gauge conversion of railway lines between
Badaun and Bareilly and construction of railway lines
between Etawah and Mainpuri in Uttar Pradesh

(xv) Need to take immediate steps to curb the
increasing incidents of cancer particularly
in Sangrur, Punjab

SHRI BHAGWANT MANN (SANGRUR): The cancer has gripped Punjab and
affected every family specially in Sangrur. In 2012, according to the cancer survey
conducted by the teams of health department, it was discovered that 1307 cancer
patients died during the past five years in the district. Sangrur has 913 confirmed
cases of cancer in half of the population (about 8 lakh). The teams had also
recorded 4596 suspected cases in the district on the basis of 12 symptoms.

There is lack of super-speciality hospitals in Sangrur which can treat
patients of cancer. There is also lack of awareness about any government scheme.
Most importantly, industries have polluted the environment of Sangrur with heavy
metals, air pollution (SPM, PM, NO2) and its water sources as well, which has
degraded the health profile of people of Sangrur. The state government has not
been able to provide effective, healthcare facilities for preventing, curing or
solving the problem of increasing cases of cancer in Sangrur and Punjab at large.

I, therefore, request the Union Minister concerned to take remedial steps in this

regard.

HON. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Motion moved:

“That the Bill further to amend the Constitution (Scheduled Castes)
Order, 1950 and the Constitution (Sikkim) Scheduled Castes Order,
1978, be taken into consideration. ”
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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir,
thank you for giving me this opportunity to participate in the discussion on the
Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Orders (Amendment) Bill, 2014. I appreciate the
introduction of the Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Orders (Amendment) Bill,
2014 for passing in Lok Sabha. It was a very long pending demand from the
communities which are very backward and require the support of the Government
for their development.

The pulluvan community in Kerala are denied the benefits of reservation
meant for Scheduled Castes though they are the same as pulluva for decades due
to spelling mistake. Actually the pulluvan community is a Scheduled Caste
community. But unfortunately they are not included in the Scheduled Castes list
because of the spelling mistake. Therefore, the Government of Kerala has
suggested to the Central Government to include this community in the Scheduled
Castes list. The inclusion of thachar community is also a welcome move. In
Kerala, there are other communities like the thachar community, like the thiyya
community. This thiyya community includes ezhava and other backward
communities. At some point of time, thachar and thiyya have come together.
Thachar is actually Scheduled Caste, but thiyya is a backward community.

What happened is that in the Malabar region, this thiyya community also
started getting the benefits meant for Scheduled Castes. The village officers and
revenue officers are giving false Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe certificates
to thiyya community. So, they have also started getting the benefit. The thachar
community should be exclusively included in this list so that we can exclude the
thiyya community from getting the benefits meant for the Scheduled Castes.

From time to time various State Governments recommend many
communities for inclusion in the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe list. But
what is the situation now? The reservation percentage is fixed and there is no

change in that. There is no enhancement in the reservation percentage. After
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Independence, State Governments have recommended many communities for
inclusion in the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes list, whether it is right or
not. Due to political compulsions and vote bank compulsions, many States are
recommending so many communities for inclusion in the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes list. This is very unfortunate. As I said, there is no enhancement
in the reservation percentage and still there is no change. But so many State
Governments are recommending so many communities to be included in the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes list. So, the reservation percentage is not
increased but the number of communities are increased from time to time. What
happens is that many States have compulsions. They want the communities’ vote.
So, the State Government is compelled to recommend the names of certain
communities to be included in the list. Therefore, I would like to request the hon.
Minister to ensure one thing. Whenever the recommendation comes from the State
Government, the Central Government has to thoroughly check the
recommendations. Of course, we have the National Commission for the Scheduled
Castes as also the Registrar General of India. These officers are sitting in Delhi.
How can they know which are the real communities that belong to the Scheduled
Castes? The State Government is recommending the names because of politics,
because of vote bank. The State Government is doing it in its own interest. So,
after the State Government recommended, the Scheduled Castes Commission as
also the Registrar General of India also ratified it. After that, the Ministry of Social
Justice and Empowerment has brought forward this Bill before this House.

Sir, the percentage of reservation is not increased. So, the Government
should seriously take note of that aspect because many communities are included
from time to time in that list but the percentage is not increased. The population
of the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes communities has also increased but the
reservation percentage is not increased. Even now, that percentage is there. There
is no change, no enhancement. More than 1,200 castes are there in the Scheduled

Castes community.
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I want to point out another thing. As I said earlier, many communities came
to be included in the list through backdoor. The eligible communities only can be
included.. But many of the ineligible communities came through the backdoor
entry. What is the criterion for inclusion of a community in the Scheduled Castes,
Scheduled Tribes list? It is untouchability, economic backwardness and social
backwardness. These are the criteria for a community to be included in the SC/ST
list. There is no criterion which is followed. The State Government is
recommending and the Central Government is accepting it. It is not correct.

I would like to bring to your kind notice another important point. It is about
job reservation and also the SCP Fund. Job reservation quota is not increased. At
the same time, the amount of SCP Fund is also not increased. So many
communities are coming into the List. That is also very important. Even the Funds
allotted under SCP are not reaching the beneficiaries. That is also very important.
There is huge corruption in the implementation of the schemes under SCP.
Diversion of SCP Fund, non-utilisation of the Fund is the order of the day. Many
of the schemes are not according to the needs and aspirations of the Scheduled
Caste population. The views of the beneficiaries are not sought before preparing
the scheme. The scheme under Skill Development is not reaching them.

The Scheduled Castes community is demanding for an Act of Parliament to
stop the misuse of this Fund.... (Interruptions)

HON. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Please conclude. Many hon. Members are there to
speak, not only you.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH : 1t is very rare when the Scheduled Castes issue
is coming before the House every Session. You have to give some time for me. It
is very important.

HON. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: The time is allotted to you. Many hon. Members are
waiting to participate. Please conclude.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH : I will conclude. In the Fifteenth Lok Sabha, all
the Members belonging to the Scheduled Castes community together submitted a
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memorandum to pass an Act for the protection of SCP Fund. Many States are not
implementing the SCP. They are not spending the SCP Fund. Nobody is
questioning them. There is no accountability. Therefore, the Members of
Parliament belonging to Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, cutting across party
lines, went to the hon. Prime Minister.

We met the UPA Chairperson at that time when the UPA was in power. We
met the then Prime Minister. They have agreed and the Prime Minister had
promised us to come up with a legislation but unfortunately the Government
period was over. Legislation was not enacted. Hence, I would request the hon.
Minister, Shri Thawar Chand Gehlot, a senior Parliamentarian who knows the
issues of SCs and STs to ensure that an Act is made for the implementation of SCP
funds. Otherwise, SCP funds will not be utilised. There is no accountability when
it comes to SCP. Therefore, I am suggesting to the hon. Minister to pass the Bill.

Another important issue is concerning the atrocities against SCs and STs.
The Bill concerning this is in Parliament and the same is not passed so far. Hence,
I would request the Minister to ensure that the same should be passed
immediately.

The other issue is concerning reservation for promotion to SCs people in
Government jobs. This Bill has been passed by Rajya Sabha last year but due to
various reasons, this Bill was not passed here. I would ask the hon. Minister as to
whether the NDA Government is committed to the SCs and STs community. If
they are, they have to pass this Bill which gives reservation for promotion to SCs
and STs people in Government jobs. If the Government is interested in the welfare
of SCs and STs, the Government has to bring the legislation in Lok Sabha. The
concerned Bill has already been passed by Rajya Sabha, as I stated earlier. I
would urge the hon. Minister to give assurance to the House in this for bringing in
a legislation for providing reservation in promotion to SCs and STs in jobs.

Due to paucity of time, I am not going into the details of many issues

related to SCs and STs community. But [ want to know from the Minister as to
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whether he is going to fill up the backlog vacancies. There are thousands of
vacancies which are not filled up in PSUs, Government of India and State
Governments. There is no special drive to fill up the SCs and STs backlog
vacancies. Is the Government ready to conduct special recruitment drive to fill up
the vacancies for SCs and STs?

The issues raised by me are very important ones. Hence, I strongly urge the
hon. Minister to come forward and take up issues and make an assurance to the

hon. House. With these words, I conclude.
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SHRI C. GOPALAKRISHNAN (NILGIRIS): Respected Deputy Speaker, Sir,
Makkalin Mudhalvar Irukkum disaiyai vanangi, 1 rise to speak on the Constitution
(Scheduled Castes) Orders (Amendment) Bill brought forward by the hon.
Minister. This Bill seeks to include certain communities in the SCs list in the
States of Kerala, Madhya Pradesh, Odisha and Tripura and, at the same time, to
exclude one community from the existing list in Sikkim.

Those States have proposed modifications and the RGI as also the National
Commission for SCs have accepted those modifications and hence, we have this
Bill here today for passage.

While I am happy to participate in this discussion, I would like to bring to
your notice a long-pending demand from the Dalit Christians living in Tamil Nadu
for their inclusion in the list of SCs. In this connection, the hon. Chief Minister of
Tamil Nadu had already written to the hon. Prime Minister of India. The Chief
Minister had explained that their exclusion from the list keeps them outside the
purview of all the welfare measures of the Central Government. The Dalit
Christians are not getting the benefit of reservation in educational institutions that
are available for the Scheduled Castes. Due to this, the Dalit Christians are feeling
alienated from the mainstream of society.

In this connection, I would like to draw the attention of the Government to
the report of the Ranganath Misra Committee which was submitted way back in
2007 which recommended that the Dalit Christians should be given the status of
Scheduled Castes. Consequent upon this, the Centre had referred the matter to the
National Commission for Minorities for their opinions and views. It also
suggested that they should be included. But no action has been taken in this
matter so far.

But in 2005, the Union Government stated before the Supreme Court of

India that the Centre would take a decision based on the Ranganath Misra
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Committee which was reiterated again by the Centre in 2008 before the Supreme
Court that it would take an early decision in the matter. But unfortunately, even six
years after giving the assurance before the Supreme Court, the Centre is yet to take
a decision.

I therefore appeal to the Government to further amend this Order to include
Dalit Christians in the list of SCs and bring forth an amendment Bill in this
Session itself for which, I am sure, there would be no opposition from any section
of the House.

Secondly, I would like to say a word about the Badaga community which is
living in the hilly district of Nilgiris, Ooty in my State of Tamil Nadu. This
community is not included so far in the list of STs for which there is a demand
from the State Government also. In this regard, our Chief Minister had written
letters to the Centre and also to the Prime Minister.

Going by the history of our Constitution and also the history of our
Dravidian movement which has just now completed the centenary year, we find a
connecting link. That connecting link is nothing but upholding the principle of
social justice. Our first Constitution amendment was effected only to uphold
social justice and this was taken up by the then Prime Minister Pandit Jawaharlal
Nehru at the instance of our founding father E.V.R. Periyar.

It is heartening to note that even after sixty-seven years of our
independence the Union Government is still open to the idea of identifying the left
out communities and including them in the list of SCs and STs to ensure social
upward mobility to the downtrodden section of our society. Today we find this
House has taken up the Constitution (Amendment) Bill to include certain
communities from the State of Sikkim, Odisha, Tripura and Kerala.

When I mention Kerala I am reminded of Thanthai Periya’s Vaikkam
agitation to get the rights for the downtrodden to enter temple and worship and

also to walk free on the streets of the upper caste people.
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Sir, at this juncture, I would like to mention about the plight of certain
communities whose population is sparse and widely distributed in many pockets
of Tamil Nadu. Because of their number which is found to be very thin, they have
not got the benefit of inclusion in the list of SCs and STs.

For instance, the Irula Community and the Konda Reddy Community and a
few other nomadic communities have not got full justice as yet. Hence, I would
like to suggest that the Centre may entrust this responsibility of identifying the left
out marginalised community and bring it to the notice of the Union Government. |
urge upon the Union Government to be liberal to extend the benefits of our social
justice polices to these people. This prayer of mine may kindly be looked into
with all the seriousness that it warrants.

I request the Centre to reconsider its decision so that the Bagada
Community is included in the list of STs.

I thank you very much for having given me time to participate in this

discussion.
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SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYANAGAR): Thank you, hon. Deputy
Speaker, Sir, for giving me an opportunity to speak in this temple of democracy on
the Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Orders (Amendment) Bill, 2014.

Let us assume that we are observing a horse race. There is an injured horse
alongside a sturdy, healthy stallion. Do you think, it will just to let them start the
race from the same mark? Similarly, I believe that expecting a community that
has been constant disadvantaged and incapable of competing and surviving
among those without any such impediments whatsoever is nothing but
encouraging an unjust race to be played out. I just took the example which is
actually the explanation given by an eminent sociologist Andre Beteille on caste
inequalities in India. The Bill seeks to include certain synonymous communities
in respect of entries in the list of Scheduled Castes for the State of Kerala, Madhya
Pradesh, Odisha, Tripura and exclude entries in respect of Sikkim. It appears in
the Bill that due to non-availability of caste-wise data, a precise estimate of
expenditure which would have to be incurred is not possible.

So, I would like to request the hon. Minister through you that the
Government should conduct a caste-wise survey in order to determine such
expenditure that might be incurred.

I would like to bring to the notice of the House that our Chief Minister
Mamta Banerjee has introduced a unique scheme called Shikhashree to encourage
the students of SCs, STs and backward classes towards education as well as for
their social and economic upliftment. Our Government has already issued 9.5 lakh
caste certificates. An online procedure has already been introduced to expedite the
process.

It is evident that with inclusion of more castes under the Scheduled Caste
category, the Government will require more funds to make sure that every such
member is enabled to access all opportunities and benefits. So, I would like to

make a request to the hon. Minister, through you, Sir, that the Government may
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consider it beneficial to revise the fund allocation towards the welfare of the
Scheduled Castes community.

I, on behalf of my Party, would like to extend our support wholeheartedly
to the Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Orders (Amendment) Order Bill, 2014.
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DR. KULMANI SAMAL (JAGATSINGHPUR): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, today
I am participating in the discussion on the Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Orders
(Amendment) Order Bill, 2014.

In view of amendment as well as enactment of the Constitution (Scheduled
Castes) Orders (Amendment) Bill, 2014, I would like to express my views that the
objective of the Bill is to insert certain castes in the list of Scheduled Castes in
respect of Kerala, Madhya Pradesh, Odisha and Tripura because of the
recommendations of the respective State Governments and to omit a caste from
the list of Scheduled Castes in respect of Sikkim. In this regard, it is stated that
providing scheduled castes status to these castes would definitely make the
downtrodden communities to come to the mainstream society and also help them
to compete with the upper caste people either in government services, educational
institutions and overall in every field of economy.

However, 1 would like to thank the Government of Odisha that it has
recommended for inclusion of certain castes namely Amant, Amat, Dandachhatra
Majhi, Amata, Amath, Bedia, Bejia, Bajia, Jaggali, Jaggili, Jagli, Pan, Pano, Buna
Pana, Desua Pana and Buna Pano in the list of Scduled Castes. These castes of the
state live a miserable life. By extending the status of Scheduled Caste category
would immensely help them to come to the mainstream society. [ am in favour of

the Bill and whole heartedly support its passing and enactment.
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PROF. A.S.R. NAIK (MAHABUBABAD): Esteemed Deputy-Speaker, Sir, |
would like to thank you for giving me this opportunity to speak on a very
important Bill, the Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Orders (Amendment) Bill,
2014.

I, on behalf of my Party, Telangan Rashtra Samithi, rise to support this Bill.
The inclusion of certain castes in the list of Scheduled Castes have been suggested
by some State Governments mainly Kerala, Madhya Pradesh, Tripura. Odisha and
the omission of a caste in the list of Scheduled Castes has been suggested by
Sikkim.

The Registrar General of India and the National Commission for Scheduled
Castes have conveyed their concurrence to the proposed modifications.

I would request the hon. Minister to clarify my doubts. When the
Government is including some of the castes in the list of the Scheduled Castes, I
would like to know whether they are going to enhance the reservation ratio. In
most of the States when they are including the castes and they are already having
some statutory privileges as per their population in other communities,
immediately there will be a problem in the variation of the ratio.

Already, the Scheduled Caste community is having a specific percentage of
13 or 14 or 15 in those States. But by including these communities, the percentage
is not going to increase. So, it is another problem. By including or excluding the
communities from the list, nothing will happen. Successive Governments are not
taking any care. On the basis of the population, they have to increase the budget.
In the recent Budget, we have seen sufficient budget was not allocated to the
SC/ST communities for their overall development.

I have one more question on which I wish to get clarification. Is there any
proposal to increase the percentage of reservation for Scheduled Castes by
inclusion of these communities? I feel that there may be proportionate reduction of

reservation in the original reservation and increase in the present reservation may
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equate the general principle of limiting reservation percentage up to 50. In most of
the States, they stick on to maintain only 50 per cent reservation. But as per the
Supreme Court verdict, that is, obiter dicta, which is a word used by the Supreme
Court in the case of implementation of reservation that in some cases, the State
can, on the basis of the social status of some castes, exceed the limit above 50 per
cent reservation. Otherwise, there is no meaning in including the communities in
the existing list.

In our newly born Telangana State, our hon. Chief Minister has taken a
unique programme and now it is being implemented in our State. What our CM
did is, he is constituting a special Gram Panchayat for tribals with a population of
500. Kalyan Lakshmi is a prgramme for the SCs. He is distributing lands for the
landless SCs up to three acres. Then only, whatever the Government is expecting,

we will reach that goal.

SHRI SANKAR PRASAD DATTA (TRIPURA WEST): Hon. Deputy-Speaker,
Sir, first of all I would like to support the Bill, the Constitution (Scheduled Castes)
Orders (Amendment) Bill, 2014.

While supporting this, I would like to suggest some things to be included.
Our hon. Minister should look after them. The communities of Dhoba, Shabdakar
and Baidyakar in the case of Tripura are enlisted as SCs. I would like to draw the
attention of our hon. Minister, through you, Sir, that Dhoba, Shabdakar and
Baidyakar communities are already enlisted in the SCs list in our State in Tripura
but they are not getting the unskilled occupation stipend. So, it is our earnest
request, through you, Sir, that our hon. Minister should look into this matter.

Once the Bill has become an Act, it is required to ensure that all the new
categories of communities should get the benefits of what people were getting
earlier. They should get the benefits immediately.

Again | have some suggestions. There are so many loopholes in the SCs

Atrocities Prevention Act. I strongly demand that the Government should take
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necessary steps to remove them. There should be reservation in the Government
sector as well as in the private sector and for this I hope that our hon. Minister
would look into this matter. In case of recruitment and promotion, there should be
uniformity in the law throughout our country.

Another suggestion is that there has been a constant demand for increasing
the stipend for students as well as the yearly limit of family income of people
belonging to Scheduled Castes. At present, it is Rs.2,50,000/-. My demand is that
it should be increased upto Rs.5,00,000/-.

Then, it is necessary that there should be a change in our understanding. In
some cases, according to National Human Rights Commission, every year in our
country 22,337 people die at the time of clearing the waste of the people. Within
them, 22 people die inside the drains everyday and most of them are from
Scheduled Castes.

In a book called Karamyoga, 1 found one article. I would like to draw the
attention of the House through you to what the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra
Modi said in it. He said that it is the direction of the God. The God has ordered
them to do the work what the Harijans and Scheduled Castes people are doing
now. It is not true. I think this type of thinking should not be there in the blood of
NDA Government led by the BJP. If we want to sincerely uplift the Scheduled

Castes communities, we should look after the matter properly.
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SHRI VARAPRASAD RAO VELAGAPALLI (TIRUPATI): I thank the Chair
wholeheartedly on behalf of my leader, Mr. Jagan Mohan Ready and my Floor
leader, Shri Raja Mohan Reddy.

The earlier speakers have discussed this matter in-depth. I just want to give
a few points, which were not covered earlier. I would like to say that our party is
extremely happy to support the Bill wholeheartedly. But, whenever the new
communities and castes are added, I request the Government of India to increase
the percentage of reservation proportionately. Of late, after the OBCs have come
to the picture with 27 per cent reservation and the Supreme Court has put a cap on
maximum percentage of reservation as 50 per cent, it has become difficult to
increase it. Therefore, the Government of India should consider not including of
more numbers in it in future.

I have nothing personal against any particular State, I am talking on behalf
of the community here. For example, Kerala is a 100 per cent literate State. It is
being included in the Scheduled Castes list here. If it is done, the more backward
States like Odisha and Bihar will drastically get their percentage reduced.
Therefore, I request the Government that whenever it is included they should also
consider it from this angle.

I would like to give one classic example with regard to the Scheduled
Tribes. In the State of Rajasthan, one community in Scheduled Tribes is taking
away nearly 50 per cent reservations of STs. Therefore, I repeatedly request you to
consider it. Similarly, the Central allocation should be increased proportionately.

At this juncture, I would like to mention, since the hon. Minister is here, the
Prevention of Atrocities (Amendment) Bill, 2014, which was supposed to be
introduced in the month of July, has been referred to the Standing Committee
without any discussion on it. Since there is going to be raised some very important
issues like providing exclusive special courts and punishment for officers for

negligence, new category of actions should be included in it. On behalf of my
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party, I request the Government to re-introduce the Bill once again and quickly
pass that. The reason is that in the name of honour killings, the social gap between
the SCs and the non-SCs is increasing year after year.

There is a wide gap between the number of cases registered and the number
of cases where conviction happened as well. I will just give one or two examples
for the benefit of my colleagues here. In Andhra Pradesh, 3,048 cases were
registered in 2012 while only in 175 cases conviction happened, which is not even
five per cent. Similarly, in 2013, as against 3,264 cases registered, conviction has
taken place only in 138 cases. In Bihar also, 4,800 cases were registered in 2012
and 6,700 cases were registered in 2013 while the number of cases in which
conviction took place is only 221 in 2012 and 204 in 2013. So, unless the Act,
which is supposed to be introduced, is made very stringent, I do not think that the

gap between the SCs and the non-SCs will ever be filled up.
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"SHRI SHER SINGH GHUBAYA (FEROZEPUR): I thank you, Hon’ble Deputy
Speaker Sir, for giving me the opportunity to speak on an important bill “The
Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Orders (Amendment) Bill. I wholeheartedly
support this bill. I also want to congratulate the Government for brining such a
bill.

Sir, this bill will go a long way in providing social justice to those hapless
and poor Scheduled Caste communities which could not avail the benefits of
reservations earlier. We do hope that with the passing of this bill, our just and
genuine rights will be granted to us. So, I thank the Government for bringing such
a bill in this august House.

Hon’ble Deputy Speaker Sir, there are many such communities in Punjab
too, which have been granted the status of Scheduled Caste in other states. In
Punjab, some of them have got the BC status. So, there should be uniformity in
granting SC status to castes across all states.

Sir, some amendments need to be made in this bill. It will make this bill
more effective. Sir, the Rai Sikh community lives not only in Punjab but also in
Haryana, Gujarat, Rajasthan, U.P., Uttarakhand, Delhi etc. In 2007, the Rai Sikh
community was given the status of SC but in other states, they have not been given
the SC status. Their condition in all these states is as dismal as their counterparts
in Punjab. Many of them had migrated originally from Punjab to earn their
livelihood elsewhere.

So, I urge upon the Government to grant SC status to Rai Sikh Community
in all these states. It will go a long way in ameliorating the condition of this
community. Secondly, in Haryana, an ethnographic study was conducted. Its
report is available with the centre. The centre should act upon it.

Sir, in Rajasthan and other states, the ethnographic study has not yet been
conducted. I request the Government that such a study should be conducted in all

states and SC status should be given to Rai Sikh Community everywhere.

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Sir, there are some castes that have been given SC status in Rajasthan.
However, they are included in BC category in Punjab. Such castes should also be
granted SC status.

In the end, let me thank the Central Government for this progressive bill.
People have reposed their faith in Shri Modi and this Government is doing its

utmost to live upto the expectations of people.
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SHRI ASADUDDIN OWAISI (HYDERABAD): Sir, I rise to support the Bill.
Under article 341 of the Constitution some castes are being included as dalits in
Kerala, Madhya Pradesh, Odisha and Tripura. In our Constitution we have
Fundamental Rights which are inviolable. Supreme Court has said that they form
the basic structure of our Constitution and no one can touch them. We have article
14 which talks about equality before law; article 15 talks about prohibition of
discrimination on grounds of religion, race, caste, sex or place or work.

What we have here is that whenever a rightful demand is made for
reservation to be given to Muslims it is stopped by saying that on the basis of
religion reservation cannot be given, the Constitution does not allow it. For a
while I accept this argument. I would like to know then how is it that this 1950
Presidential Order under article 341 says that a Dalit can only be a Hindu, Sikh,
and a Buddhist? Is this not based on religion? And it contravenes the basic
Fundamental Rights under articles 14, 15 and 21 of our Constitution. So, the 1950
Presidential Order is a communal order.

What I am saying is either right or wrong. My question to the Government
is, will they correct it if it is wrong? A rightful demand was made by the then
Tamil Nadu Chief Minister who had passed a resolution asking the Government of
India to include dalit Christians and dalit Muslims as dalits because the 1950
Presidential Order says that only a Hindu, a Sikh and a Buddhist can be called a
dalit. Is this not a communal order?

Secondly, Mr. Ranganath Misra was a retired Chief Justice of the Supreme
Court. A retired Chief Justice of Supreme Court says, a Committee recommends
that Government is always in a continuous form, power is not eternal, parties
come and go, what will this Government do? Will they file an affidavit in the

Supreme Court? For the last eight years no Union Government is willing to file a

reply.
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My last point is, what is happening with regard to atrocities on dalits? Just
now my friend from YSR Congress has quoted figures. In Ahmednagar District of
Maharashtra three dalit families were butchered, their bodies were dismembered
and thrown in the fields. One month has nearly passed and not a single accused
has been arrested. I have gone to that place. The Chief Minister of the State is
from the ruling party at the Centre. Would the Union Government of the day
please speak to its Chief Minister in Maharashtra and ensure that those culprits are
caught immediately?

Lastly, will the Union Government file a reply in Supreme Court, at least
file a reply that they have no opinion on the 1950 Presidential Order, that they
have no opinion on Dalit Christians and Dalit Muslims? The question is not about

reservation. I can live without reservation, but I cannot live with discrimination.
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SHRI PREM DAS RAI (SIKKIM): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, thank you for
allowing me to participate in the Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Order
(Amendment) Bill, 2014. As has already been articulated by the hon. Members
who spoke before me, the State Governments of Kerala, Madhya Pradesh, Odisha,
Tripura and Sikkim have proposed these modifications in the list of Scheduled
Castes by way of inclusion and in the case of Sikkim to omit one. In the case of
Sikkim, the Constitution (Sikkim) Scheduled Castes Order, 1978 is to be amended.
We support this amendment and the Majhi community, which is a very small
community would like to be excluded, but to be included in the list of OBCs. This
is what they want and the Government of Sikkim has recommended this particular

case and we support this order.

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SHRI P. SRINIVASA REDDY (KHAMMAM): Respected Sir, at the outset, |
would like to say that the issue of black money is being discussed in this august
House for years together.

First of all, we have to see the difference between black money prevalent in
India and the money sent out of India. It is the tax-evaded money and the Indian
money outside India is not only tax-evaded money but also money which has been
taken out of India’s capital resources which needed for the development of India.
So, it is not only tax evasion but treason too.

I appreciate the effort, which is being made by the present Government
under the leadership of our bold Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi ji about black
money stashed abroad and how it needs to be brought back. Today, no political
party can say that black money is not an issue; it has become a national issue. Who
drives it, who is more sincere, who has more commitment is a different issue.

Recovering black money is a very strategic issue as the Indian Government
has to make alliances with many countries for which we took no efforts at all so
far. This Government can take these efforts because it has high level of influence
with most of the countries. The credibility of this Government is high.

The Global Financial Integrity Organisation came out with a calculation
that between 1948 and 2008, about $ 500 billion which is about Rs.30 lakh crore
has gone out of India. Most of it has gone out of India after India has liberalized
the economy.

The important issue is why only Switzerland , Cyprus etc. countries can be
tax havens. Why can India not be a tax haven? Forget chasing names and try to
concentrate on our uncalculated money which has gone out of India. Please
change our laws and make India as a “Tax Haven”. Let all the black money in the
world work for the prosperity of India. Even if our country’s black money comes
back, that is a huge amount for us. The only way is to make India as a tax haven

and encourage to bring it back.
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To keep tight vigil on depositors, the Government should frame some
serious guidelines to monitor money inflow and outflow which helps to control the
black money. Government should expedite the legal process in delivering justice
in some tax evasion cases or in any case which is relating to money in a time-
bound manner. There should not be any scope for influencing the judiciary and fix
in legal issues.

With these words, I conclude my speech.
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THE MINISTER OF URBAN DEVELOPMENT, MINISTER OF HOUSING
AND URBAN POVERTY ALLEVIATION AND MINISTER OF

BJP is committed to initiate the process of tracking
down and bringing back black money stashed in foreign banks and off shore
accounts. We will set up a Task Force for this purpose, to recommend
amendments to the existing Acts, or enact new laws. The process of bringing back
black money to India that belongs to India will be put in motion on priority. We
will also proactively engage with foreign Governments to facilitate information
sharing on black money. This is what is contained in the manifesto.

They are in power in one of the States,
that is, in Tripura, in the North-East. So, there is no way where people can escape
from responsibility. What we are saying here, have you done it there in your State?
Have I done it in my Government here? This is being closely observed by all the
people. So, there is no problem on that count. Let us have a healthy debate, discuss
the issue, come with much more good ideas and easy solutions. Because you have
the most experience because you have been in power for long, long and also in
position. So, you may be having better ideas. You give the ideas. My Government
is open to take these ideas. We have no problem.

The Prime Minister has already said that we must all work as a team India
and we will be working together. We will be taking your good and well
intentioned advices also and then moving forward. I, for myself, feel that the
Finance Ministry which is proactive in this matter has to engage with the other
countries and see to it that these treaties are arrived at the earliest stage, then these

investigations are completed in a speedy manner and the matters are taken to the
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court. The courts are, of course, independent and they will take decision at the
earliest so that the people, who are involved in it, get the needed punishment.
Then, we will be able to get back our money.

My last point is regarding the issue raised by Shri Mulayam Singh. There is
a figure, which is given in the White Paper, which was raised in the Parliament. It
was clearly mentioned by the then Finance Minister after this information had
gone out that the number of accounts and the amount of money stashed in Swiss
banks has come down considerably. It means that it has been siphoned off and
moved to some other tax havens. That being the case, we must act fast. We should
have acted earlier. There is no meaning in criticizing it. That part is over. Elections
are over. Now, we are in the Government. So, it is our duty to take quickest
possible action and my Government is really engaged in that. We need the
cooperation of one and all to do it with better ideas and support for the actions of
the Government. It is in the interest of the country and the people at large. This is

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SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER (PONNANI): Madam Speaker, I thank you
very much for giving me this opportunity for making my small observation on this
very important topic.

We had a similar discussion in the past also. On December 14, 2011, there
was a threadbare discussion on black money. There was a motion moved by Shri
L.K. Advani on the same subject and the then Finance Minister, Shri Pranab
Mukherjee replied to that. In that reply, he had narrated the steps taken by the
UPA Government in unearthing unaccounted money, curbing ill-motivated action
of tax evading and tax avoiding. Now, the BJP is criticising that the UPA
Government did nothing and they have done a lot of things. Shri Pranab
Mukherjee in his reply had proudly announced on the floor of this House that the
UPA Government was able to unearth Rs. 66,000 crore of unaccounted money.
Similarly, the then Prime Minister, Dr. Manmohan Singh in G-20 Summit had
declared and appealed to the world that:

“G-20 countries should take the lead in agreeing to automatic
exchange of tax-related information with each other, irrespective of
artificial distinction such as present or past, tax evasion or tax fraud
in the spirit of our London Summit that the era of bank secrecy is
over.”

Similarly, he was inviting the attention of the world to this very vital issue. A lot
of things were done during that period and I do not want to go into details of those
things.

The BJP leaders were saying that they have done a lot of things from their
side. We can very well understand the dilemma of the BJP. They are having their
own problem in swallowing the slogans they had raised during the last election.
During the last election, on this subject, they made capital out of it. At that time, it
was one-step forward and now, the BJP is following a two-step backward strategy
in this regard. Shri Venkaiah Naidu is here now. He was explaining the calculation

of 100 days according to them. It was a wonderful calculation. It was a new
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definition for 100 days. Maybe the BJP’s 100 days may be equal to our 1,000
days.

Whatever it may be, Sir, we have to realise the fact that a huge amount of
unaccounted money is there within India and also in the accounts of Indian
individuals abroad. That is also a huge amount. The figure may be different. The
BJP wants to claim that it is Rs. 25 lakh crore while Ramdev’s projection Rs.
45,000 crore. According to the Swiss Banks Association, it varies between US $
1,500 billion and 1,900 billion. The BJP’s Task Force’s projection during the
election was that it may range between US $§ 500 billion and 1,500 billion.
Whatever it may be, it is a big evil. So, what is to be done? Whatever is to be
done, it needs to be done vehemently. Instead of mud-slinging, we have to put our
heads together and find out exactly what legal, economical and practical action
can be taken to curb these bad tendencies.

It is very clear that all are talking about the evils of black money, but what
exactly is the solution? We have to identify first who the real individuals are who
have kept their money in foreign banks and then, find out the quantum of legal and
illegal money. Thirdly, there has to be an assessment of criminality involved in it.
India being a party to various international treaties, we must make a specific and
clear-cut legal method to bring back black money from abroad.

We have to understand about some realities. These kinds of tendencies
cannot be curbed / stopped one fine morning. A country cannot be free from all
kind of evils one fine morning. Somebody was mentioning about the American
experience. America always takes a double standard. Of course, America might
have brought back black money, but at the same time they are providing havens
for black money from other nation. They are having an island there, and they will
not disclose the names of the depositors. That is their strategy.

HON. SPEAKER: Please conclude now.
SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER : Madam, I am going to conclude. As

mentioned by my former speakers, there is a huge amount of black money within
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India also, which we have to take into consideration. We have to consider very
seriously about the Indian situation also when we are talking about foreign money
and deposit. For example, people were saying about smuggling. I do not want to
enter into that issue.
HON. SPEAKER: Please conclude now.
SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER : Similarly, my friend was saying about
election reforms.
HON. SPEAKER: Please conclude now.
SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER : Yes, Madam. How does the black money
come, and how is it utilized in a ruthless manner? All these things will have to be
taken into consideration. What I am saying in brief is that the Government should
take very vehement action irrespective of all other claims.

I once again appeal to the Government to be serious on this issue. The
Government should come forward to take very vehement action on this evil
instead of doing only lip-exercise.

With these few words, I conclude.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Hon. Speaker, Madam, thank you
for giving me this opportunity to take part in this discussion. I may be given a little
more time because two minutes is too little a time to put forth my views.

Madam, this is the right time for discussing the issue of bringing back black
money from abroad. This is not because of BJP’s coming back to power or NDA
assuming power at the Centre but because the hon. Supreme Court has taken stock
of the entire situation and vigorously monitoring the case of black money which
has been stashed abroad. So, we are having little hope on the hon. Supreme Court
and I hope this discussion will have its own impact in having further consequential
actions.

It is an undisputed fact on the part of both the Opposition benches and also
the Treasure benches that everybody is admitting the fact that black money is a
menace to Indian economy and it is also being admitted that it is a parallel
economic system which is being run in our country and is destroying the Indian
democratic system. We are talking a lot about the black money. But in action
nothing is taking place. That is the main thing which has to be considered. The
very interesting fact to be noted is that the US based Global Financial Integrity
Statement estimates that India ranks fifth in the world in illicit outflow of capital
and at the same time it is one of the poorest country and ranks in the first ten poor
countries of the world in terms of per capita GDP. On the one hand, we are having
the fifth position in terms of the outflow of capital from India, on the other hand,
India ranks amongst the first ten poorest countries of the world in terms of the per
capital GDP. What a contradiction this is?

Madam, my first submission is that the entire Opposition as well as the
Treasury benches have to join together to fight out the menace of black money. I
would like to make two points. Firstly, Shri Kirit Sowmaiya has just stated that
three issues have to be addressed. The first one is, how to bring back this black
money? This is an assurance given by the hon. Prime Minister. In his election

campaign it was very specifically mentioned that if he was voted to power, then
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definitely within 100 days the money stashed abroad will be brought back and
each citizen will be getting Rs. 10 to 15 lakh. This was the assurance given by the
hon. Prime Minister before the electorate. Now, the BJP is turning around and
saying that it is an election campaign. If that be the case, then what about the other
promises in the election manifesto? This is a Litmus Test as far as this NDA
Government is concerned. It is because if one wants to test whether the rice has
boiled or not, one need not take the entire rice from the pot, but only a sample has
to be taken to find out if the rice has fully boiled or not. If that be the case, then the
manifesto as well as the promises made and so many slogans made and also after
assuming powers, all those promises made, they have to admit are hollow and are
not going to be fulfilled.

The other point on which I would like to seek an answer from the
Government is that, the hon. Minister of Parliamentary Affairs, Shri Venkaiah
Naidu ji was talking about the observation made by the then Finance Minister,
Shri Pranab Mukherjee in this House itself.

Madam, I would like to know the response of the present Finance Minister,
Shri Arun Jaitley at that time. What were the observations made? My simple
question is, whether Shri Arun Jaitley, the legal luminary in this country, Shri
Prakash Javadekar, Shri Ravi Shankar Prasad, the esteemed leader, Shri L.K.
Advani were not aware of the Tax Avoidance Agreement, the international
treaties which were not applicable to them. Then why was this observation made
at the time of the UPA Government? Why have they made this observation? The
answer is, at that time, we were in the Opposition. Is it a genuine and justifiable
answer? That means, at the time of election campaign, they have made so many
promises and the promises cannot be fulfilled. What is the reason for it? It is
because many procedural formalities are required to be fulfilled. Double Taxation
Avoidance Agreement is there. All these were the reasons which were enunciated
at the time of the UPA Government in justification for the difficulties which had to

be faced. If that be the case, as the leader of the largest party, as the Congress
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Party yesterday had cited, the BJP and the Prime Minister owes an apology to the
country first because he has made a promise which he is not able to fulfill due to
procedural hurdles. He has to apologize to the Congress Party also because he has
unnecessarily criticized the Congress Party at that time. If you want to enjoy the
credibility of this Government, definitely, admit the fact and take stringent action.

Madam, what about the black money? Will the Government be able to
bring back the black money or not? Is the money there or not? Is the illicit
outflow of capital there in the Swiss Bank as well as in other Banks? How many
years have lapsed? Definitely, the money has already been siphoned out and it has
gone to different routes. By different routes, it has come back to India by way of
foreign institutional investment. By FDI, it has come to India.

If you go through the statistics, during the neo-liberal reforms in 1991, the
illicit outflow was 9.1 per cent. Now it is 16.1 per cent because of the
deregulation of the economy and deregulation will aggressively promote black
money also. All these points have to be taken into consideration and stringent
action has to be taken to bring back the black money.

With these words, I conclude.
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SHRI C.N. JAYADEVAN (THRISSUR): Hon. Speaker, regarding the discussion
on black money, I was hearing all the speeches for the last two days and I have
only two minutes to speak.

I feel it a joke when these bourgeois parties — the BJP and the Congress —
quarrel with each other on black money. The Congress Party says that the Prime
Minister, Shri Modi was campaigning in the elections that he will bring back black
money. The BJP says that the Congress was ruling for the last 50 years in India
and who is responsible for black money and who will bring back black money?
They are quarrelling together. ..." The cats will quarrel with each other. Children
will cry and people will think ... *. That is the relationship between the bourgeois
parties. I feel this as a Communist when I am hearing the speeches.

The people of India have every right to know the names of all those
accounts in foreign banks. After disclosure, full investigation is necessary to
know how wealth was stashed away and for what purposes it is used. Apart from
the holders of foreign accounts, their benefactors including the political parties and
other entities should be hauled up. Black money should be confiscated and used
for the alleviation of poverty in the country.

At the moment, Modi Government has given a list of just 627 persons
which was given by the Government of France. There are other lists in the
possession of the Government received from other countries and foreign banks. 1
hope that the Supreme Court will get all this information and not confine it to
Special Investigation Team.

They must be made public. The Press reported one of the three names -- which
was disclosed on 28" October by the Government — that person is a big donor to
the BJP and the Congress. It only exposes the political connections of such people.
Earlier the BJP Government was repeating the argument of its predecessor, that is

the Government led by the UPA 1I, that it cannot disclose the names of the black

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money holders as it will breach international agreements. After the Supreme Court
punctured this argument, it is now crying about rights of privacy of individuals
and companies.

It is believed that the quantum of black money in India is worth three
trillion dollars that is equal to the country’s GDP. There is no question of rights to
privacy of individuals and companies about our internal issues. Our Government
can take action against the black money holders in India. What action is the
Government going to take against the black money holders in India, not in foreign
countries? It is necessary that pressure must be built to force the Government to
publish all available information on stashing away of money by Indians. ...
(Interruptions) It is stated that the total amount involved is more than three trillion
dollars, that is equal to the country’s GDP. It is the public money that has been
stashed away. ... (Interruptions) Hence, merely identifying the culprits is not
enough. Measures need to be initiated to confiscate the entire amount. ...

Shri Jayadevan, please conclude your speech.
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SHRI C.N. JAYADEVAN : At the moment, the Government’s approach seems to
be just to force the compliance of the tax laws. If the guilty persons pay the taxes
and penalty, they will be let off. This is nothing but shielding the criminals and it
should not be allowed.

The Union Government has revealed to Supreme Court names in three
cases. Among them is a mine baron of Goa. It is simultaneously revealed that this
company has contributed huge amounts to the coffers of both the Congress and the
BJP. Latter one is the bigger beneficiary. This company is charged with low
invoicing of its exports and illegally mining iron ore. All has been done under the
patronage of the ruling politicians. That is what I want to say. The ruling
politicians quarrel amongst one another. You are asking the people as to who is
responsible. The party which has ruled up to this time and the party which is now
in power are responsible for this. That is all.

HON. SPEAKER: Thank you. Already we have discussed it for more than four
and half hours. So, today we will complete it.

Shri K.C. Venugopal.
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SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL (ALAPPUZHA): Madam, at the very outset, [ would
like to say that the BJP had created an atmosphere by large-scale political
campaigns only for winning the election, not for serious action. The misleading
campaign was led by the present hon. Prime Minister himself saying: “We
promise the people that black money will be brought back and distributed to the
people.” The people believed it and they voted for the BJP. They came to power.
What did the people get? What are they giving to the people? There is no new
initiative except the SIT formation under the insistence of the hon. Supreme Court.
They are telling that the SIT is their baby but the SIT is actually the baby of the
Supreme Court, not theirs.

The hon. Finance Minister said this in the Rajya Sabha yesterday. We read
it in the newspapers today. Yesterday, while replying in the Rajya Sabha, the hon.
Finance Minister was explaining to the people about the long procedures and
technicalities in bringing back black money and the Double Taxation Avoidance
Agreement which prevents him from disclosing the names of black money
holders. After the hon. Finance Minister’s reply in the other House, you are very
clear that you are not serious about bringing back black money.

Yesterday Shri Anurag Thakur in his speech said that already the Congress
has demanded revealing the names of black money holders. Why? The Congress
has the interest to protect the black money holders. But here we have the list.

On 18" January, 2014 Shri Ravi Shankar Prasad said putting forth the
Government’s argument that it can reveal the names to the Supreme Court but not
to the public due to the Double Taxation Avoidance Agreement. It is quite
baseless. Shri Nitin Gadkari also said it. Shri Prakash Javadekar also told that. I
would like to put a question to Shri Anurag Thakur. While asking the Congress
party for revealing the names of the black money holders, did they not know about
the Double Taxation Avoidance Agreement? They should tell the people. They
are now telling that the Double Taxation Avoidance Agreement is preventing them

from revealing the names.
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Yesterday, Shri Mahtab told - He is not present now — that the Congress
has some fear of taking action. We have no fear. We are not in power now. They
are in power. They have freedom. We know what the BJP is doing. Without any
majority, you installed a Government in Maharashtra. You are changing the
name of Rajiv Gandhi in the Rajiv Gandhi Vidyutikaran Yojana and the name of
the Airport of Hyderabad. You are doing a lot of things. Your attitude against
Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru and Indira Gandhi is seen by the people for the last two
or three weeks. It is such an attitude displayed by the BJP towards democracy and
towards the Indian National Congress. Therefore, you have the freedom. We do
not want your mercy. At least, you reveal the names. Who is stopping you from
revealing the names? That is what the country needs to know. Therefore, the hon.
Finance Minister has a duty to tell the people why this baseless promise has been
made to the people that within 100 days they would bring back black money and
it would be distributed to the people? Actually it is a cheating towards the people.
That is what my statement is.

Then you are asking about what our Government has done. That is a
question put by them. Shri Nishikant Dubey told about the then Finance Minister
Shri Pranab Mukherjee’s White Paper on Black Money. That White Paper reveals
that. In the White paper laid before the House in 2012, it is said:

“ ...Joining global crusade against black money” - “India's actions
through the G-20..

India has been a strong proponent of transparency and
exchange of information for tax purposes and has pushed the G-20
forum to exert pressure on countries that do not conform to the
international standards of transparency.”

At the London Summit of April, 2009, India played a major role in
developing international consensus for taking action against tax havens. It was an
Indian initiative of November 2010 at the Seoul Summit and the G-20 gave a call
for concluding tax information exchange agreements. Prior to this, some countries

were not willing to enter into Tax Information Exchange Agreement. Therefore,
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these things were done by the UPA Government only. You are doing an extension
of things which the UPA Government had done. What new initiatives you have
taken? That is what we would like to know.

Hon. Supreme Court has made a statement. Why are you holding protective
umbrella for these people? Is this a silly question? Hon. Supreme Court asked the
Government as to why you are holding protective umbrella. The Supreme Court
had observed that they have no belief in you. Actually, it is non-confident
statement against the present Government. Now, you are not serious about the
Supreme Court’s verdict. But when you were in the Opposition, when the UPA
regime was there, when the Supreme Court’s observation was against the UPA,
you celebrated. You celebrated for election propaganda. Now, you are keeping
mum on the Supreme Court’s observation. Shri Arun Jaitley, hon. Finance
Minister is not here. When 2G incident happened, I was sitting in the Treasury
Benches. Before the report of the CAG was presented in Parliament, the Report
was leaked to the Press. By using that press statement, you moved an
Adjournment Motion in the House. The CAG called Press Conference against the
then Government. At that time, you celebrated. Now, hon. Finance Minister is
telling the CAG, don’t sensationalise the issues. It is actually double
standards...... (Interruptions)

HON. SPEAKER: Yes, please conclude now. Actually, you don’t have time. |
have given only two minutes. Please conclude. This is not correct.

... (Interruptions)
SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL : Madam, I am concluding. This is the double standard
of the present NDA and the BJP Government. Therefore, the country needs a
strong apology from this Government for giving false promise to the people.

Otherwise, definitely it would boomerang on you. With these words, I conclude.
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SHRI MEKAPATI RAJA MOHAN REDDY (NELLORE): Thank you very much,
Madam, for giving me an opportunity to speak on this subject. I, on behalf of my
Party, YSR Congress Party, would like to express my views.

I would like to express my Party’s views and also my views on black money.
Press says that Rs.80 lakh crore are deposited in the banks. Even if we take the
minimum as Rs.30 lakh crore, that is equal to 1.5 times or more of this year’s
Budget. What a great amount, Madam! If we can bring back all these amounts, all
the social welfare schemes and developmental schemes can be implemented in this
country. Poor man’s life would be definitely brightened. Swacch Bharat which
requires Rs.2 lakh crore to provide toilets to 13 crore families; education to all,
health to all; linking of rivers, etc. can be implemented. But unfortunately, still we
are not able to do it.

I would like to say with all sincerity that the countrymen have great faith in
the present Prime Minister, hon. Narendra Modiji. With the leadership of Shri
Narendra Modi, as well as Finance Minister, people believe that the Government
would bring back this black money and develop the country. With that faith only,
the countrymen voted BJP to power. Excluding the alliance partners, BJP was
given the absolute power. Please act on that. With your power, determination,
expertise, mechanism and the whole Government machinery at your command,
please act and bring back black money so that the country can be developed well.
If you fail, the countrymen will be very much disappointed with you. Please use
all your powers and bring back this money and develop the country for which the

people of this country have given power to you.
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PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): Madam, thank you very much. I will take
just two-three minutes. Since Jaitley ji has not yet come, we have some time....
(Interruptions)

Madam, we have had a long discussion on the issue of black money stashed
abroad and Members have given very serious suggestions. The main complaint
was that today’s Prime Minister during election campaign had promised that he
would bring back the black money. He had assured the Indian people that they
would get Rs. 15 to 20 lakh per family. I shall not waste time of the House by
asking the BJP to apologize for their false assurance to the people of the country.
I leave it to their conscience to decide whether to do it or not. I have only three
concrete suggestions. I will be very brief.

The black money estimate is not there. It is from 500 billion US dollars to
2 trillion US dollars. One billion is thousand million or hundred crores. So
multiply it by sixty; we will know how much black money is there.

The biggest problem with black money is that the money goes out of India
and it comes back through the Mauritius route by what is known as round tripping.
I want to ask the Finance Minister whether he is prepared to ban global
participatory notes through which people enter the share market to prevent the
round tripping of black money.

Secondly, Madam, much of the black money comes to India during
elections. It is alleged that the ruling BJP had spent — this is unconfirmed report —
Rs. 25,000 crore in the Lok Sabha elections and subsequent Assembly elections.
It may be correct; it may not be correct. ... (Interruptions) We could see, ... " in
his latest book mentioned that...

Now, my question simply is that whether the Government is prepared to
bring forward electoral reforms so that there is a ceiling on the spending by
political parties instead of just a ceiling on expenditure for individual candidates.

Lastly, the plea the Attorney General took before the Supreme Court and
the Finance Minister took is that the present Double Taxation Avoidance
Agreement has a clause which is called the confidentiality clause. 1 want the
Finance Minister to declare in this House whether he is prepared to revisit the
confidentiality clause and work out the Double Taxation Avoidance Agreement. It
is not necessary for all the countries. We have 92 such agreements. Let us just
tackle the tax havens. Just take away the confidentiality clauses from the Double
Taxation Avoidance Agreement. I will end by saying this that the question is not
‘whether’ but the question is ‘when’.

Yesterday, Anurag Thakurji has mentioned our Chief Minister’s name. It
was uncalled for. We did not mention the name of the former Karnataka Chief
Minister, who was arrested by the CBI. We did not mention the name of the
former BJP’s President, who was arrested. We did not mention the name of BJP’s

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SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY (DHENKANAL): Thank you, Madam
Speaker. Yesterday and today I heard the speeches and my impression is that it is
simply a blame game.

Madam, you have been there in the Parliament for so long. You know that
in 2010-11, we also had a discussion about black money when the other party was
in power. That party is in the opposition now and this party is in power. So
governance and government do not change according to political parties is what I
believe.

But what I am worried about is that when our grand children or our great
grand children 50 or 60 years hence sit back and peruse records of these two days
of discussion, I am sure that somewhere we must also acknowledge the fact that
there is a strong possibility that they will be amazed to know as to what were these
people actually doing in the 16™ Lok Sabha. Is this the level of discussion they
had about something so serious, about a parallel economy, a staggering amount,
and these people were talking just about Congress, BJP, Trinamool and BJD? This
is where we are. This is what our level is. This is very much worrying for all of
us. | am sure you would also be worried. I am not excluding myself from this
thing. I am also very much part of this House and I am also worried.

Black money, as you know, has very many different connotations in
different parts of the world. One of our colleagues earlier mentioned that in some
countries the black money may not have the same connotations as it may have in
other countries. Our tax laws are of a particular nature. Some other countries like
Cayman Islands or Fiji — a lot of people are visiting Fiji nowadays — or Mauritius
have different tax laws. Tax laws vary, countries vary, so what is legal or illegal
also probably varies. Therefore, the time has come when we have to actually
sincerely question our motives as to what we really intend to do.

There is one question that I would like to ask all the learned members

including the hon. Minister. Hundreds and thousands of students go abroad to
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study every year. All the students barring none have to open a foreign bank
account. Their parents might be depositing money in their accounts. Do we know
or can we label all those students’ accounts as being illegal money, black money
or undeclared money? Who is going to differentiate as to which is the corrupt
corporate’s money, which is the student’s money, which is the politician’s money
or which is the businessman’s money? Who is going to do that? Do we have a
mechanism for that?

Madam, before you ask me to finish I would like to actually break my own
record because I am so humble. A couple of questions should go on record.
Should all foreign bank accounts be investigated? How do we identify that money
in a certain bank account is illegal or not? Students who go abroad have bank
accounts too. Is the money in those bank accounts also unaccounted money?
How are our estimations being made? Should we even be making estimations and
promising or not promising?

Madam, the Prime Minister had gone to a place in my constituency,
Talcher. He did promise that a sum of Rs.15 lakh would be given to each
individual Indian. I have that on video. I am not hitting out at the Prime Minister.
I respect him because the Prime Minister is not Mr. Narendera Damodardas Modi,
he is the pride of India. He is my country’s Prime Minister. I am speaking for my
country. I am not speaking as a politician here on this floor. I am proud that he
has at least given thought that this needs attention. That itself is a great beginning
and I will give kudos for that. But, how do we go about it? Illegal money can be
easily linked with terrorism and insurgency.

Madam, like one of the speakers did mention, whenever Indians sell or buy
flats or apartments or land or something, a huge portion of that transacted money
is in cash. That means, characteristically we are a corrupt nation. Everybody is
involved in that. It hurts us but this is the truth. How do we stop that? So, illegal
money can easily be linked with terrorism. Fifty years later, there would still be

terrorism and there would still be insurgency.
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Madam, there are many other questions. But all I would like to wind up
with is this. There was a rock album which I used to listen to when I was young.
The title of that is “How can Ted Nugent survive in a John Denver world?”
What it means, Madam, today is the world of Bitcoin. Bitcoin is a currency which
is electronic in nature. It is a peer-to-peer dealing and there is no hard cash, no
hard currency. People are now starting to deal through Bitcoins. It has started to
happen in India. The Reserve Bank of India has warned the Government, and has
also warned the people of this country: “Take care. You could be inviting trouble;
you could be inviting legal action.” Is the Government planning for the future or
not? It is not yesterday that we have to look to. Yes, we have to get the black
money back. We should make all efforts. But let us change our tax regime; let us
change our tax laws; let us make tax paying an inviting factor so that I feel like
paying tax, not that I want to run away from the Finance Minister, from all his IT
sleuths and from all his people. Let me feel happy; let me feel proud to be an
Indian that I pay tax. This is what I would like to say.

Let us think of the future. We have innumerable challenges coming up for
this country, for the generations that are to come ahead, beyond us. Let us prepare

this country today so that tomorrow they have a better existence.
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gl Those who have to pay taxes must pay taxes. We cannot allow either evasion
or avoidance. Those who are not to pay taxes and who are not liable to pay taxes,
against whom by merely raising demands we cannot generate more tax. Such taxes
then get stuck up in courts. In the last few years as an economy we got a bad name
from the world of investment that you are not a tax friendly regime. So, what you
have said I entirely accept. Our tax system has to be friendly to the tax payer both

procedurally and otherwise, and that is exactly what, step by step, we are trying to

do.

many of us have been convinced. One thing is relating to the issue that I have
raised during my deliberations is that whether the names would be revealed or not.

One was the confidentiality clause. Yet, I would say that I beg to differ to
what is being said because there are other provisions on which the Supreme Court

has been insisting. I am not going into that issue now. But it is relating to the

There the confidentiality clause does not arise. They have come to your net. Why
cannot you reveal those names that these were the account holders who had
accounts outside and have come back to us? As they are paying the tax, at least
reveal those names so that the confidence of this country will be restored. Are you
going to do it or not?

I have one more point to make and I expect this Government to do that.
DTC Bill is pending; Goods and Services Tax Bill is also pending. These two
Bills will be the major instruments in your hands, in the hands of the Government
to tackle black money. When are those Bills going to come?
SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Madam Speaker, I will answer the second question first.

The DTC Bill is under our consideration. The earlier Government had
drafted it. As far as the GST Bill is concerned, we have arrived at a broad
consensus. There are some issues. The next meeting of the Empowered
Committee has been called very shortly. I am confident that we will try and arrive
at a consensus and possibly introduce the Bill in this Session itself. This is my
endeavour and I hope that I will succeed in it.

As far as your first question is concerned about other clauses, please
remember that there are well meaning people who made this suggestion. Our

court has said this. Let us bring a legislation in India and that legislation will get
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us everything. I am not doubting it. They are very well meaning people but we
are dealing with a case where the evidence is outside India. Whatever you do has
to be consistent with international jurisprudence. The word in all these laws is that
‘case 1s filed in a public court’. Now all commentaries, OECDs, interpretation of
all other countries to this public court is whether charges are filed with evidence in
a criminal court. Our Supreme Court said, “No, telling us is also a public court.”
We said, “We can tell you. We can tell the SIT. But through you, we cannot tell
the world at large.” Therefore, this inconsistency does exist and that is why, we
went back to the court. On day one, the court reacted but on day two, they said to
please go to the SIT as SIT is considering this issue. Unless our domestic
procedures harmonise with international practices and interpretations, you may
flex your muscles in your own country. As I said in the other House yesterday, we
can get a one day thrill of making the names public but if those countries do not
accept our interpretation of international jurisprudence, then we will probably
have 30 per cent withholding tax on us with the world not cooperating with us.
Therefore, what we have to look forward in this is not a bravado or
adventurism but a thorough approach.
SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB : But what about those who have settled the
tax?
SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Now as regards those who have settled the tax, if they
are still guilty of a criminal offence, and with proof I move the court which is
possible because the language is “in a public court”, I can make it public when I
go to a public court. I cannot make that phrase, “public court” disappear in the
Tax Treaty. So, I am looking at not only criminal jurisprudence but also how the
international jurisprudence has accepted that. Therefore, my own jurisprudence
may take a particular interpretation, but it has to harmonise with the global
standards.
SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY (DHENKANAL): If I commit a murder and

admit it, I will be excused!
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SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: No, if you murder somebody, you will be arrested. But
even there it is necessary that charges against you are filed in court. I will give you
a simple example. The Reserve Bank permits you to repatriate 1.25 lakh dollars
every year. Supposing you take the Reserve Bank’s permission, take the money
outside and open an account in Switzerland, your name will be given to us. But
you say that it is an honest and legitimate account and I have transferred it by
cheque from India with RBI’s permission. Should I make you a subject of debate
on the 9 o’clock television in the evening? Obviously, I cannot do that. Therefore,
the international jurisprudence on the subject is, when I find that it is unlawful and
I file charges against you in court, then you will be a subject matter of that debate
and you will have your right of defence in the court.

Mahtab ji, if I faulter in the procedure and make a hasty disclosure without
evidence then I won’t get the evidence and the account holders will have the last
laugh. I am not willing for that.

HON. SPEAKER: Thank you very much.
SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SULE (BARAMATI): Please permit me to seek a
clarification.

	SHRIMATI KIRRON KHER (CHANDIGARH): Chandigarh is one of the most densely populated areas of the country. The population of the Union Territory has been growing at 40% per decade. The water needs of my constituency, therefore, are also increasing. 

	By 2025, the population of Chandigarh is projected to grow to nearly 25 lakh. It is estimated that by 2025, the water demand will be 800 MLD, an increase of 58% over the 2011 demand of 494.25 MLD. The demand supply gap in 2025 is expected to be over 330 MLD. 

	Presently, Chandigarh gets 29 cusecs of water from the Bhakra Main Line as per the water sharing agreement of 1983. This is simply not enough to meet the water needs of the people. While the administration is taking measures to ensure that rain water harvesting is done to increase the ground water levels, the Union Territory needs more water from the Bhakra Main Line. 

	I request the Government of India, particularly the Home Ministry and the Ministry of Water Resources to take up the issue with Governments of Punjab and Haryana in order to  ensure that a dedicated pipeline from the Bhakra Main Line is provided for Chandigarh. This has been a long standing demand of the people of Chandigarh, and without this, the situation will worsen in India’s first planned city.
