DR. SHASHI THAROOR : Thank you, Madam Speaker. It is intriguing to listen
to the Minister and see the statement that he has laid on the Table of the House.

Mr. Minister, are you aware of the increasing world-wide trend in Railway
development in moving away from steel towards composite plastics, which are
very much friendlier to the environment? Even the Indian Railways has initiated
the process of laying composite sleepers in more than 10 Railway Zones of the
country.

SHRI P. KARUNAKARAN: Madam, a lot of information has been given in the

answer placed by the hon. Minister with regard to the States, but at the same time
there are a number of instances where young children are dying due to
malnutrition.

There is also tribal population in Attappadi in Kerala where 13 young

children have died, and one of our MPs who is also the local MP, namely, Shri M.
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B. Rajesh, was on hunger strike for five days. Thereafter, the Kerala Government
had intervened and agreed that some measures should be taken.E

It is unfortunate and sad that in the written answer to the question, he has
stated that the deaths were not due to malnutrition and there was nothing wrong
there. Has the Government realised that there are such instances? Irrespective of
one or the other State, malnutrition is one of the major issues. In the answer itself,
you have stated that the rate of infant mortality is 62 per cent, while the total
comes to about 57 per cent. This is a very, very serious issue in the tribal areas.
Even the State Government has agreed that something should be done in this
respect.

Will the Central Government take up this matter with the State Government
so as to identify such areas where a special plan of action needs to be implemented
to deal with these issues?

HON. SPEAKER: Karunakaran Ji, the hon. Minister has already given the reply.
SHRI K. ASHOK KUMAR : Madam, one of the Vulnerable Tribal Groups called
‘Irular’ community is living in many tribal areas of my constituency, Krishnagiri,
in Tamil Nadu.

The Union Government is implementing various schemes for their welfare
and development. In 2003, under IAY, the Union Government has sanctioned

funds for the construction of 510 houses for the ‘Irular’ community at a cost of Rs.
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30,000 each and handed over to them for their habitation. Now, those houses are
in a very dangerous condition. During the rainy season, water leaks through the
roofs and these houses have become unfit for living. Now, the Union Government
has sanctioned Rs. 30,000 each for the construction of only 50 houses. I would
like to know from the hon. Minister whether there is any proposal to sanction

funds for repairing the remaining 460 damaged houses.

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country. In the North-East in Shillong, Don Bosco Museum is one of the best
museums in Asia. May | know from the hon. Minister as to what financial
assistance the Government provides in terms of capacity building to these types of
museums? How serious is this Government to promote the tribal culture in these
types of museums?

DR. PRABHAS KUMAR SINGH: Madam Speaker, I thank you for giving me an
opportunity. I want to know from the hon. Minister whether it is a fact that the
post of Head of the museum is filled up by bureaucrats. These posts are meant for
technical persons. Can it be filled by technically sound persons?

Secondly, a number of museums are there in Odisha. We have a lot of
Buddhist Circuits in Odisha. During the last Budget, no funds have been allocated
for the safeguard of the Buddhist Circuit.

Another point is that there are serious security lapses in the museums in the
whole of the country. A number of sculptures and antiques are stolen due to
security lapses. There are no CCTVs, no metal detectors and no armed personnel.
Can the hon. Minister say as to how he is going to safeguard those museums?

Another 1issue 1s of tourists’ interest. Can the research activities,
publications, Interpretation Centres be opened in the museums of India? I would
like to know this from the hon. Minister.

DR. MAHESH SHARMA: Madam, hon. Member has raised a question about
bureaucrats. Bureaucrats like IAS officers are kept only at the level of Culture
Ministry. But, in all other Departments, technically sound persons and those
specializing in that field are being appointed as Heads of those museums and
archives. What the hon. Member has brought to my notice about Odisha, I will get

it examined.
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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : Madam Speaker, Sri Padmanabhaswamy
Temple in Thiruvananthapuram, to which Madam also visited last month, is a
traditional, old and ancient temple. In recent months, big invaluable treasures have
been found out from the Temple. It is historically important. It is having big
monument value also. There was a plan to construct a museum in order to display
the invaluable treasures in the interests of the public. What is the Plan of the
Government? I would like to know whether any estimate has been done. It is
learnt that even the estimated value of the treasures has not been assessed so far.
My specific question to the hon. Minister is this. Is that plan pending before the
Government of India? If there is a plan, what are the details of the plan in order to
protect it and also to have a display so that the public can also have an access to it?
DR. MAHESH SHARMA: The Government has got a plan to establish at least
one museum in every State. I will get this specific question which the hon.
Member has brought to my knowledge, examined and I will come back to the hon.

SHRI K.H. MUNIYAPPA : Hon. Speaker Madam, micro, small and medium
industries in this country are contributing 40 per cent in manufacturing and also 40
per cent in exports. To protect these industries, UPA Government brought a

ANSWER

MINISTER OF STATE (IC) FOR LABOUR AND EMPLOYMENT
(SHRI BANDARU DATTATREYA)

(a): Yes, Madam.
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(b): The details of the amendments proposed by the Union
Government are at Annexure-I. The details of amendment proposed by the
State Governments and submitted for obtaining the instructions of the
Hon’ble President of India are at Annexure-II.

(c) to (e): Review/updation of labour laws is a continuous process in order to
bring them in tune with the emerging needs of the economy after tripartite
consultations amongst Government, Employers’ & Employees’
Organizations. While undertaking such changes overall interests of labour
like wages, employment, social security, working environment, health and
safety etc. are protected keeping in view the requirements of the Indian
Industry to make it efficient and internationally competitive. This constitutes
an essential part of labour reforms which essentially means taking steps to
increase production, productivity and employment opportunities in the
economy.

The Ministry of Labour & Employment is also proactively
engaged in addressing the issues related to multiplicity of labour laws and the
ease of compliance to promote an enabling business environment.

A single unified Web Portal has been developed for Online
Registration of units, Reporting of inspections, and submissions of Annual
Returns and redressal of grievances. This portal facilitates ease of reporting
at one place for various Labour Laws by a single online annual return;
consolidate information of Labour Inspection and its enforcement thereby
enhancing transparency in Labour Inspection as well as that in monitoring of
Labour Inspections.

Amendments proposed to L.abour Laws by Union Government

1. The Child Labour ( Prohibition & Regulation) Act, 1986

> Linking the definition of child under this Act to that under the Right to
Education Act, 2009,

> complete prohibition on employment of children below 14 years and
linking the age of the prohibition with the age under Right to Free and
Compulsory Education Act,

> prohibition of working of Adolescents in Mines, Explosives and
hazardous occupations set forth in the Factories Act, 1948,

> More strict punishment to the offenders and making the offences under
the Act cognizable.

2. The Factories Act, 1948

» The threshold limit for coverage under the Factories Act as defined in
Section 2(m), is proposed to be amended to include besides the existing
limits of 10 workers (for units with power) and 20 workers (for units
without power), units with such number of workers as may be
prescribed by the State Government with a cap of 20 workers (for units
with power) and 40 workers (for units without power) respectively. This
will provide flexibility to the State Governments to amend their State
Law as per their requirements.

» Amendment of Section 66 of the Act relating to permission for employment
of women for night work for a factory or group or class or description of
factories with adequate safeguards for safety and provision of
transportation till the doorstep of their residence.
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» Amendment of Sections 64 and 65 of the Act to enhance the limit of
overtime hours from the present limit of 50 hours per quarter to 100
hours per quarter. The amendment also proposes this limit to be
increased to a maximum of 125 hours per quarter in public interest with
the approval of State Government. Insertion of provision relating to
compounding of certain offences (Section 92 C and new Fourth
Schedule) and amendment of Section 92 of the Act enhancing the
quantum of penalty for offences.

» The provision of self-certification has been introduced for the purpose of
expansion of the factory through amendment in Section 6.

» Provision of empowering the State Government to increase the period of
spreadover from 10.5 hours to 12 hours (Section 56) through
notification in the Official Gazette.

» Introduction of a new Section 35A on provision of personal protective
equipment for workers exposed to various hazards and amendment of
Sections 36 and 37 regarding entry into confined spaces and precautions
against dangerous fumes, gases etc.

» Provision of canteen facilities in respect of factories employing 200 or
more workers instead of the present stipulation of 250 workers (Section
45) and also provision of shelters or restrooms and lunchrooms in
respect of factories employing 75 or more workers instead of the present
stipulation of 150 workers (Section 47).

» Introduction of new terms like “hazardous substance” and “disability” to
existing definitions (Section 2cc. 2ea)

» Prohibition of employment of pregnant women (it was earlier for all
women) and persons with disabilities on or near machinery in motion
and near cotton openers (Section 22 (2)).

» Reduction in the eligibility criteria for entitlement of annual leave with
wages from 240 days to 90 days (Section 79).

» Presently only the State Governments are empowered to make rules under
the Factories Act. It is now proposed to empower the Central
Government also to make rules under the Act on some of the important
provisions.

3. The Mines Act, 1952

» Amend the “long title” so as to provide that “the regulation of conditions of
work, health and welfare of persons employed in mines”,
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A\

Substitute the definition of owner so as to make it more comprehensive;
Define “foreign company” with reference to the Companies Act, 1956;

Make provisions for appointment of officials in addition to agents of the
employer in the mines;

Increase the penalties provided in sections 63 to 70, sections 72A, 72B,
72C and 73 and also to shift the burden of proof upon the person who is
being prosecuted or proceeded against to prove that it was not reasonably
practical, o, all practical measures to satisfy the safety requirements; and

Amend section 76 so as to enlarge the scope to cover the foreign companies
and to insert a new section 76 A to provide that the person who has actual
ultimate control over the affairs of the mines would continue to be liable for
the contravention of the provisions of the Act or of any rule or regulation or
by law or order made there under.

The Labour Laws (Exemption from Furnishing Returns and
Maintaining Registers by Certain Establishments) Act, 1988

Extending the coverage of the Principal Act from 9 Scheduled Acts to 16
Scheduled Acts as had been proposed in the 2005 Bill,

Continuing with the existing method of defining establishments as ‘very
small” and ‘small” with the change that the ‘small’ establishments would
now cover the establishments employing between 10 to 40 workers as
against the existing provision of 10 to 19 workers,

The small establishments will be required to maintain two registers as
against the existing provision of maintaining three registers,

Allow maintaining of registers or records in computer, floppy, diskette or
on other electronic media and submitting return through e-mail as had
been proposed in the 2005 Bill.

The Apprentices Act, 1961

In order to make the apprenticeship more responsive to youth and industry,

the major proposed changes in the Apprentices Act, 1961 are given below:

providing for establishments operating in four or more states will be taken
into the fold of Directorate General of Employment and Training;
providing for prescribing number of apprentices to be engaged at
establishment level instead of trade wise;
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providing for apprenticeship training to non-engineering graduate and
diploma holders;

providing for employers to undertake new courses (optional trades) which
are demand based;

providing for employers to determine, qualification, period of
apprenticeship training, holding of test, grant of certificate and other
conditions relating to the apprentice in optional trade;

providing for simplifying the procedure for registration of contract
apprenticeship training;

providing for exchange of information through a portal-site;

providing for allowing employers to engage apprentices from other states;
providing for employers to formulate their own policy for recruiting
apprentice;

the regime for penalties will be in terms of fine only;

providing for ex post facto rule making powers to facilitate recognition of
training started pending notification of new trades under the Act;

providing for sitting in the examination optional and certification from any
competent agency.

1. Amendments proposed by Government of Rajasthan in the
Apprentices Act, 1961 [Statement of Objects and Reasons of the
Apprentices (Rajasthan Amendment) Bill, 2014]

In the skill sector and for an apprentice; the importance of shop-floor
training in an industry, to learn by actually doing the job, cannot be over-
emphasized. Since creation of marketable skill is a State priority to make youths of
the State more employable; apprenticeship training scheme in Rajasthan under the
Apprentices Act, 1961, needs to be effectively implemented. However, number of
current provisions in the Act needs to be realigned to bring them in sync with
rapidly changing skill sector.

. The Apprentices Act, 1961 1s a Central Act and received the assent of the
President on 12" December, 1961. Subsequently, the Act was amended from time
to time. Nonetheless, reasons generally attributed to poor implementation of
Apprentice Training Scheme, stem from the inflexibility and incapability of the
Act, to cater to the industry as well as to the apprentice in accordance with their
felt needs.

The periods of training for various designated trades prescribed by Rules of
1992 under the section 6 of the Act are quite long. Now-a-days, compact modules
of shorter durations with desired quality are available. Neither the apprentice nor
the industry prefers long periods of training. Moreover, instead of the Union, the
State being closely aware of the demands of the sectors should be empowered to
carry out the required changes in consultation with industry. Therefore to make
State Apprenticeship Council enable to prescribe the periods of training clause (b)
of section 6 of the Act is proposed to be substituted.
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In case of termination of an apprenticeship contract either by the industry or
by the apprentice, State Apprenticeship Council and State Apprenticeship Adviser
are being empowered in place of their central counterparts in order to expedite
the grievance redressal mechanism. Therefore proviso to sub-section (3) of
section 7 of the Act is proposed to be substituted.

Section 8 stipulates the number of apprentices to be trained by an industry
in a designated trade, as per a prescribed ratio applicable to the number of
permanent employees of the industry in the same trade. If an industry seeks lower
number of apprentices in a particular trade, the same can be granted up to fifty
per cent, provided the industry carries out adjustments of the rest of the
seats in other trades. In order to make these provisions more realistic and
conducive for the State to take steps as per the need, the State Apprenticeship
Council, is being empowered to work out the ratio. Accordingly amendments are
proposed under section 8 to replace the Union by the State. The lowest limit for a
trade to qualify for intra-industry readjustment of seats is also being
proposed to be reduced from fifty per cent to thirty per cent.

After completion of apprentice training under a designated trade as per
prescribed curriculum, National ~Apprenticeship Council conducts the test and
awards National Apprenticeship Certificate to successful candidates. Many
industries lack proper working environment and trainer to conduct apprentice
training in the campus. In the market today, there are third party professional
trainers, capable of providing industry level training as per prescribed
curriculum.  However, current provisions do not allow third party training.
Therefore sub-section (1) of section 9 is proposed to be substituted to allow
third party training provider to conduct practical training of apprentices.

There has been persistent demand from the industries to exempt them to
bear the recurring costs in connection with basic training imparted to trade
apprentices. To encourage the industry to come forward to ensure better
implementation of the Act, amendment in clause (a) of sub-section (8) of section 9
is proposed accordingly. Without providing reasonable amount of stipend to
defray the basic costs of accommodation, food and transport; it is not
possible to attract large number of willing apprentices for apprenticeship training.
The present amount of stipends being quite low. Therefore amendment in
section13 is proposed to pay notified minimum wage of unskilled worker category
to apprentices.

The purpose of amendment in section 14 is to make the health, safety and
welfare standards as prescribed under Rajasthan Shops and Commercial
Establishments Act, 1958 applicable to apprentices under the Act. This will ensure
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uniformity across the sponsoring industries in the best interest of apprentices.
Accordingly section 14 of the Act is proposed to be amended.

Section 23 of the Act provides for mandatory affiliation of State Council
and State Apprenticeship Council to their central counterpart. The said provision is
proposed for this to be made optional, to ensure more flexibility at State level for
expeditious decision making in the apprenticeship training sector. Accordingly
section 23 of the Act is proposed to be amended.

2. Amendments proposed by Government of Uttarakhand in the Payment
of wages (Uttarakhand Amendment) Bill:

In place of section 6 of the Payment of Wages Act, 1936 (Central Act
No.04 of 1936), the following section shall be substituted; namely:-

“6. All wages shall be paid by Banks Cheques or Real Time Gross Settlement
or National Electronic Fund Transfer or Electronic Clearing service System or
Postal Cheque:

Provided that if the work of the Employed person is of temporary nature or
employed person is migrant person and he wants getting cash payment of his earn
wage, then after the written permission of the officer not below the rank of
Assistant Labour Commissioner posted in the work area of employer may be paid
cash payment of wage of the concerning employed person”.

3. Amendments proposed by Government of Punjab in the Payment of
Wages (Punjab Amendment) Bill, 2013:

In the Payment of Wages Act, 1936, in its application to the State of Punjab,
in section 6, at the end of the existing proviso, for the sign (punctuation)”.” the

sign “:” shall be substituted and thereafter, the following proviso shall be added
namely:-

“Provided further that the State Government may, by notification in the
Official Gazette, specify the industrial establishments, the employers of which
shall pay to the persons employed therein, the wages either by cheque or by
crediting the wages in their bank account.”

4. Amendments proposed by Government of Kerala in the Payment of
Wages (Kerala Amendment) Ordinance, 2014:

In the Payment of Wages Act, 1936, in section 6, after the existing proviso,
the following proviso shall be inserted, namely:-
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“Provided further that notwithstanding anything contained in this Act, the

State Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette, specify the
industrial establishments, the employers of which shall pay to the persons
employed therein, the wages either by cheque or by crediting the wages in their
bank account, without obtaining any authorization of the employed person.”

Proposal of Government of Madhya Pradesh regarding the Madhya
Pradesh Labour Laws (Amendment) and Miscellaneous Provisions
Ordinance, 2014

The Objectives of the proposed Ordnance are to amend various Labour

Laws as follows:

Insertion of sub section 3A after sub section (3) of Section 7 of the Building
and other Construction Workers (Regulation of Employment and
Conditions of Service) Act, 1996: for incorporating the deeming provision
for registration of establishment after lapse of prescribed period after
submission of application complete in all respects for registration.

Insertion of sub section (1A) after sub section (1) of section 3 of the
Building and other Construction Workers Welfare Cess Act, 1996: for
arriving at the rational cost of building construction works by excluding the
cost of plant and machinery purchased from outside the installation in a
factory and such other costs that can be specified by the government e.g.
such costs which are the part of the project cost but should not be included
towards the cost of construction such as : Taxes, Bank Interest,
Advertisement Expenses, Audit Fees, Legal Fees, Cost of Finance, etc.

Substitution of sub section (1) of section 11 of the Act is to
streamline and simplify the procedure for appeal against an order of
assessment of cess by assessing officer. At present the assessee, with
appeal, has to deposit ordered amount of cess and one present of the
disputed amount as fee. This seems unjust as the amount in dispute has to
be deposited in full, therefore, intention of this amendment is to incorporate
such provisions in the rules by the state government so that only undisputed
cess amount in full and one percent of the disputed amount as fee has to be
deposited with appeal.

Insertion of sub section (3) of section 7 and sub section (4) of section 13 of
the Contract Labour (Regulation & Abolition) Act, 1970: to incorporate the
deeming provisions for registration of principal employer and license to
contractor respectively after lapse of prescribed period after submission of
application complete in all respects for registration or license, as the case
may be.

Deletion of sub section (2) and (3) of section 65 and addition of section 65-
A in the Factories Act, 1948 are proposed for doing away with prior
permission for overtime work, for extending the limit of overtime work and
also to include element of consent from workers for taking overtime work
and deletion of clause (b) of sub section 66 is to facilitate employment of
women during night shifts.

Insertion of sub section 1-A of section 66 of the Act is to make
provisions for health & safety of women employees working in night shifts
in factories.

The above exemption of proposed as the Micro and Very Small
Industries and establishment face hardship in getting registrations,
maintaining multiple records and registers and furnishing annual returns,
ensuring formalities and multiplicity of provisions provided under multiple
labour laws and thus have to in turn they have to face unnecessary
litigations.

Therefore, it i1s proposed to keep them out from the purview of
certain Labour Laws and from the frequent inspections under such Acts.
Though it is also being proposed that the State Government, at any time,
may withdraw all or any of such exemption, in the interest of workers.

It is proposed to incorporate the provisions of composition of offences and
abatement of trials under various labour laws, namely:

(a)  The Equal Remuneration Act, 1976 (No.25 of 1976)

(b) The Labour Laws (Exemption from Furnishing Returns and
Maintaining Registers by Certain Establishments) Act, 1988 (No.51
of 1988);

(c)  The Minimum Wages Act, 1948 (No.11 of 1948);

(d)  The Payment of Wages Act, 1936 (No.4 of 1936);

This proposal is for ensuring speedy disposal of cases of such
breaches wherein the penalty and imprisonment upto 3 months are
provided. It is observed that under the existing provisions in various labour
laws, there is no provision for compounding of offences, resulting in higher
number of prosecutions cases pending in various courts that also leads to
consumption of precious time of government officials and the employers as
well. For speedy disposal of offences with penalties and imprisonment up
to 3 months only and to minimize the number of litigations, this
amendment is being proposed.

An offence punishable with fine only can be compounded after the
expiry of two years period from the previous offence. But an offence
punishable with imprisonment (upto 3 months) can be compounded only
once and that too on depositing ten times of the maximum fine prescribed.

(ii) Incident of sexual assault of a woman by a cab driver in Delhi on
5/6.12.2014"

HON. SPEAKER: The hon. Home Minister, Shri Rajnath Singh, would like to
make a statement regarding an unfortunate incident which occurred in Delhi.

THE MINISTER OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI RAIJNATH SINGH): Madam
Speaker, I rise to report an extremely unfortunate incident of sexual assault on a
young woman in the night intervening 5/6.12.2014.

The Government of India strongly condemns this dastardly act. It will be
ensured that all necessary steps are taken to bring the offender to justice.

On 5.12.2014, during later evening hours, a 26 year old woman had hired a
taxi through the online cab service ‘UBER’ at around 10.30 p.m. for going from
Vasant Vihar area to Inder Lok in the jurisdiction of Police Station Sarai Rohilla,
North District. The woman works in Gurgaon and after her office hours, she had
come to Vasant Vihar with some friends.

The woman reported that, while sitting in the taxi, she dozed off for a while
and then suddenly realized that the taxi was parked at an isolated place and the
driver was trying to molest her on the back seat. She tried to raise an alarm but the
driver threatened her of physical injury and then she was sexually assaulted in the
car. After committing the crime, the driver dropped her at her home at around
1.00 a.m. and threatened her again not to disclose about the incident to anyone.

As soon as the information was received by the Delhi Police, a case was
registered vide FIR No. 1291/14 dated 6.12.14, U/S 376/323/506 IPC at Police
Station Sarai Rohilla. Immediately, police teams were formed to identify and
locate the culprit. The woman was sent for medical examination and she was also

counseled by an NGO volunteer authorized by Delhi Commission for Women.

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Following the clues at hand and through painstaking investigation, the
culprit driver was zeroed down as one person from Mathura, owner of the vehicle
Swift Desire No. DL-1YD 7910. He has this vehicle registered with Uber Cab
Service. The vehicle used in the crime has been found and brought to Delhi where
it will be subjected to thorough forensic examination.

The accused has been arrested on 7.12.2014 from Mathura and has been
brought to Delhi where he will be produced before court on 8.12.2014, that is,
today.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL(ALAPPUZHA) : I have given a notice for
Adjournment Motion also in the morning for suspending the Question Hour.

HON. SPEAKER: I know.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL : Notice was regarding an important and serious matter
with regard to the inhuman behaviour towards CRPF martyrs, who had been killed
in the incident of Maoists attack in Chhattisgarh.

I have some reports. The matter came to light after the locals found the
blood-stained uniforms and boots of the martyrs lying in the dustbin near the
mortuary. The postmortem of the martyrs took place in the hospital yesterday, and
the uniforms were reported thrown into the dustbin after that. That is what the
report has stated. The serious thing is that allegations of dogs eating the body
remains of the personnel of the slain CRPF troopers after the post mortem were
also made, which sent shock waves across the nation. It is a very shameful

incident to the entire nation.
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Added to this, there was another report regarding this incident. What is
that? Encounter has taken place at 11.30 in the morning. Request for helicopters
were placed only at 4.30 in the evening. Delay of arrival of helicopters has been
the main cause of the death. How can we justify such an attitude? The observation
by the Defence Ministry was very serious. The observation by the Defence
Ministry was that the place has not been sanitized by the State Government. That
is why they were not in a position to send the helicopters. This means that there is
complete lack of coordination between the Government of India, especially in the
Ministry of Defence, Ministry of Home Affairs, and the State Government, which
has led to such a situation. E

The Government is telling that Accha Din Ayega and they are giving good
governance. But in the case of CRPF martyrs, those who are fighting against naxal
extremists, the Government is not bothered about them, the Government is not
bothered to save their lives. How can the country forgive this? The hon. Home
Minister was here earlier. He is not here now. As far as the nation is concerned,
this 1s a serious incident. Therefore, I appeal, through you, to the Home Minister to
come here and make a statement regarding this matter.

SHRI MD. BADARUDDOZA KHAN (MURSHIDABAD): Hon. Speaker

Madam, I beg only three minutes from you to just ventilate my grievances to this
House.

I rise to draw your kind attention as well as of the entire House to the
serious crisis being faced by a major foreign exchange earning industry, the jute
mill resulting in loss of earning as well as livelihood of around thirty five lakh jute
growers mostly in my state West Bengal. Around two lakh jute workers voiced
their protests and grievances against such a situation through one day total strike
in all the jute mills in West Bengal on 26" June.

Madam, owing to this crisis around 58 jute mills in West Bengal have
drastically cut down their production or resorted to closure. One of the main
reasons of this crisis is consistent dilution of Jute Packaging Act and such dilution
of jute packaging is being consistently done by successive Governments at the
centre. The present Government has reportedly decided to put the last nail in the
coffin of JPM Act to phase out completely over next two to three years.

The reservation of jute packaging for sugar has been gradually reduced
from 100 per cent in 2009-2010 to 20 per cent in 2013-2014. In addition to this a
large scale dumping of jute sacks from Bangladesh in Indian market has already

reached 1.45 lakh tonnes with the indulgence of customs duty exemption by the
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Indian Government. Still now, the Central Government is reluctant to initiate any
anti-dumping measure against such imports. E

Besides that, 35 lakh jute growers are facing serious problems because they
are not getting Minimum Support Price also. The Government is saying that there
are 171 departmental purchase centres of JCI to purchase raw jute at MSP but jute
farmers are always facing bitter experience from JCI. This year also, jute farmers
are compelled to sell their production at the rate of Rs. 1600 per quintal only
though the MSP of jute is Rs. 2400 per quintal. I want to know where the JCI is to
purchase jute.

Madam, lastly I want to say, to save two lakh jute workers and 35 lakh jute
growers, we should stop importing jute sacks from Bangladesh and make 100 per
cent jute packaging compulsory for sugar and food grains to save the jute workers
and jute grower of our country. Thank you, Madam.

SHRIMATI BJOYA CHAKRAVARTY (GUWAHATI): Madam, I have to raise

an issue regarding agricultural land. For the last 10 to 15 years, it has been seen
that in the entire country, agricultural land has been sold or snatched like anything.

Land is a commodity which has been given by the God at the time of
creation of the world, which, cannot be increased. The population may be
increased but the land cannot be increased. It is very unfortunate that selling and
encroachment of land is going on unabated and more so in my State Assam.
Agriculture is the mainstay of the rural population. The agricultural produce has
been reducing just like anything because of the selling and grabbing of agricultural
land.

In various parts of Assam, especially, in some areas of my Constituency —
Palasbari, Soygaon, Bako, Dispur — the land has been snatched. These poor
people get very small amount of money and after selling their land they became
pauper. Although land is in the Concurrent List yet I feel that the Central
Government should take note of it and try to do something so that poor people can
be saved.

SHRI RAHUL SHEWALE (MUMBAI SOUTH CENTRAL): Thank you, hon.
Speaker for allowing me to speak on an important issue of water shortage in
Mumbai City.

It is very painful to think that a coastal city of Mumbai has een facing acute
problem of drinking water. This is not a natural problem, but it is due to the non-
planning and mismanagement of the predecessor Governments.

Madam, I would like to draw the attention of the Government that in the
year 2010 an MoU was signed by the Central Government, Governments of
Maharashtra and Gujarat States for transfer of surplus Daman Ganga water to
proposed Pinjal Dam. The proposed Pinjal Dam will transfer an estimated 1,586

MLD water from Daman Ganga to Pinjal. Mumbai will get total 2,451 MLD
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water. In the proposed project two Dams will be built at Bhugad and Khargihill.
The water will be transferred to Pinjal through linking tunnels. The estimated cost
is around Rs. 2,747 crore. The work will be executed by the National Water
Development Agency, Government of India.

Madam, this project is very important to fulfil the water shortage in Greater
Mumbai. I request hon. Prime Minister to declare this link project as National
Project. Fifty percent Central Government funding may be provided to MCGM for
Pinjal project. Also this project may be executed by Central Government agency
of its early completion.

HON. SPEAKER Shri Arvind Sawant is permitted to associate with the issue
raised by Shri Rahul Shewale.
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*SHRI C. MAHENDRAN (POLLACHI) : Hon’ble Madam Speaker. Under the
able guidance of Puratchithalaivi Amma, the broad gauge conversion work has
been completed between Palani and Pollachi. Hon’ble Puratchithalaivi Amma
has stressed the need for board gauge conversion of railway lines between Pollachi
to Palakkadu and Pollachi to Pothanur. I urge the Hon’ble Railway Minister for
early completion of the gauge conversion work. Tamil Nadu Government under
the able guidance of Puratchithalaivi Amma has stressed the need for
commencement of train services from Pollachi where broad gauge conversion
work has been completed. Palaniandavar Express train operated from Palani to
Chennai should be operated from Pollachi up to Chennai. New train service in the
name Amma Express should ply between Pollachi and Chennai. A new train
service, Aanamalai Express, should become operational from Pollachi to
Bengaluru. Pollachi city has seen rapid developments during the rule of Hon’ble
Puratchithalaivi Amma. In order to address the issue of traffic congestion in this
Pollachi city, new train services should be commenced to provide better rail
connectivity. Long live my beloved leader Hon’ble Puratchithalaivi Amma.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): I would like to invite the
attention of the hon. Government, through you, Madam, to the tremendous
demand from trade unions and social organizations for implementing a decision
taken during the UPA Government.

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(viii) Need to establish a centre for Cotton Excellence in Gujarat
DR. KIRIT P. SOLANKI (AHMEDABAD): Sir, Gujarat is the largest producer of
cotton and also largest producer of cotton seed in the country. There is a strong
need to establish a centre for Cotton Excellence in Gujarat which will work
especially for improving quality seed production and adaptation of good practice
among the cotton farmers. We can improve the capacity production on the same
available land for cotton farming, and improve the employment level by 20-25 per
cent of the rural area. This centre will provide employment by promoting other
related industries like transportation, ginning, cotton cake and fibre.

The State Government had sent a proposal to the Central Government. This
comes under the jurisdiction of Indian Council of Agricultural Research (ICAR),
Krishi Bhawan, New Delhi.

The existing research network in the State which comprises of two all India
coordinated cotton improvement projects funded by the Indian Council of
Agricultural Research are presently operating at Surat and Junagarh. These are
not adequate to cope with the challenges. So, there is a strong need for

establishment of another Centre for Cotton Excellence in Gujarat.

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(x) Need to construct an alternative approach road to Namakkal
Railway Station in Tamil Nadu and augment train services in
Namakkal Parliamentary Constituency
SHRI P.R. SUNDARAM (NAMAKKAL): In my Namakkal Constituency of
Tamil Nadu, Namakkal Railway Station is situated on the Senthamangalam Road.
During the peak hours, due to heavy traffic, passengers are not able to reach the
railway station in time.

In the interest of the general public, a study was carried out. It was
observed that another road can be laid to reach the railway station through
Thuraiyur Road which is beside the railway track. Vacant land is also there on the
western side of the railway track that is suitable for a new road.

A joint inspection was conducted on 17" November 2014 for the new road
by the Southern Railway Divisional Manager, Divisional Engineer along with the
Namakkal MLA and the Member of Parliament. It was proposed to take up the
new approach road which is estimated to cost Rs. 3 crore. Hence, the hon. Railway
Minister may consider my request and take necessary steps to complete the laying
of road to link the railway station. I also want to make the following requests:-

(1) The Chennai Express running from Chennai to Salem may be extended up
to Namakkal;
(i)  The passenger train running from Salem to Karur may be extended up to

Tiruchi and also be operated on Sundays;

(ii1)) A computerized reservation counter may be set up in Rasipuram Railway

Station to benefit general public.
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(xi) Need to construct a flyover or subway at level crossings at
Krishnanagar and Bethuadahari in Nadia in Krishnanagar
Parliamentary Constituency, West Bengal

SHRI TAPAS PAUL (KRISHNANAGAR): Lack of flyover or subway at
Krishnanagar and Bethuadahari, Nadia, West Bengal has created massive problem
to the people of Krishnanagar Lok Sabha Constituency. The railway gate No. 68T
in Krishnanagar town which is at Beledanga near Khaunish Park remains closed
half of the time, as the road is connected to the State Highway, that is, NH-34
connecting Krishnanagar. Two more railway gate Nos. 83/84T at Bethuadahari are
connected to the State Highway, that is, NH-34 connecting Bethuadahari Hospital.
There is a lot of congestion, the traffic movement is very slow and any kind of
accident can take place at any point of time. So, to avoid this situation, a flyover or
a subway is required.

I would, therefore, request our hon. Railway Minister to consider the

proposal at the earliest.
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(xii) Need to construct a flyover between Khandagiri Square-
Kolathia Chhak in Bhubaneswar, Odisha

SHRI PRASANNA KUMAR PATASANI (BHUBANESWAR): Khandagiri, a
famous tourist spot, is situated in Bhubaneswar, Odisha. People from different
parts of the country as well as abroad visit this place because of its historical,
archaeological and religious importance. Most of the people including tourists
make the visit to the tourist spot through Khandagiri square, an intersection
situated on National Highway No. 5 resulting in traffic congestion. In the last
couple of years, this square has seen many accidents resulting in deaths and
injuries and in some cases the tourists have also lost their lives. Due to the
frequent accidents on this square, the Khandagiri Local Committee has been
demanding construction of a flyover at the intersection to avoid traffic congestion
as well as accidents. Hence, I would like to request the National Highways
Authority of India to look into the matter and construct a flyover between

Khandagiri square and Kolathia Chhak in Bhubaneswar, Odisha.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Shri Chandrakant Khaire — not present.

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(xiii) Need to develop mega tourist circuits in Telangana

SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR (KARIMNAGAR): The Telangana State has a rich
cultural heritage right from Satavahanas to Asafzahi dynasties from 200 B.C. to
20" Century A.D. All the districts of Telangana have rich historical monuments.

Two mega tourist circuits can be planned by the Ministry of Tourism,
Government of India.

One circuit should be planned by connecting Hyderabad, Nalgonda,
Warangal and Karimnagar districts. This circuit will connect Yadagirigutta-
Kolanapaka, Thousand pillar temple, Fort Ramappa, Kaleshwaram temple,
Kondagutta and Vemulawada.

Another circuit should be planned between Hyderabad to Nalagonda and
Mahabubnagar districts which connects Jogulamba temple, Srisailam and
Nagarjunasagar.

I urge upon the Government of India to take up these projects and make

Telangana a tourist destination.
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(xiv) Need to increase the honorarium of teachers and
helpers engaged in Child Welfare Scheme

SHRI P. KARUNAKARAN (KASARGOD): I would like to place before the
House the serious problems of our teachers and helpers working under the Child
Welfare Scheme. This Scheme was introduced by the Central Government to look
after the children and to nurse them. There were thousands of such centres known
as creches throughout the country. The honorarium given to the teachers is
Rs. 1260/- and the helpers Rs. 800/- per month. They are really doing voluntary
service to our nation. The State Governments are not in a position to increase the
honorarium without the financial assistance of the Central Government. At
present, this meagre amount is met by the State Governments.

So, I urge upon the Government to sanction financial assistance to increase

the honorarium of teachers and helpers of this scheme.

REPEALING AND AMENDING (SECOND) BILL, 2014 — Contd.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Now, we will take Item No. 12.

SHRI M. VEERAPPA MOILY (CHIKKABALLAPUR): Mr. Deputy Chairman,
thank you very much for providing an opportunity for me to speak on this
important Bill with regard to the repeal of certain enactments and to amend certain
other enactments. E

In fact, this exercise has been undertaken from time to time. I have a little
problem on this. You may kindly recall that in the Monsoon Session, we passed a
similar Bill covering about 35 enactments with amendments. It has been referred
to the Standing Committee. It is being examined with reference to certain
decisions given on the same subject by the Supreme Court. Instead of rushing
through in passing the Bill here, which may be sometimes an unnecessary exercise
and taking away the precious time of this House, maybe this can also be referred
to the Standing Committee. This could be taken up together with the report of the
Standing Committee on those 35 enactments passed in the Monsoon Session. This
is the more appropriate way of taking up a matter like this.

I made an enquiry with the status of that Report also. I think, it is still under
consideration and they have not yet finalised the Bill. I do not know whether this
has been recommended by the Law Commission or by a Review Committee. If
any one of these bodies has recommended this, perhaps, the entire text of the
Report could have been made available to this House. Just bringing a skeleton of a
list and presenting it, will be quite an elaborate exercise for all the hon. Members
to go through the merit of each case. Sometimes, we may have to blindly approve
this Bill and send it. It is very risky. Sometimes, the law may be blind, but
Members cannot be blind. I think, we need to make a serious exercise on a matter

like this so that we do not regret for any mistake tomorrow.
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There are very important matters on a matter of principle. For example,
long back, when our Government was there, we had referred to the Law
Commission to enact a Law of Torts, which is a necessary enactment. The
Supreme Court or the Courts pass judgment on the basis of certain verdict from
the Supreme Court of the US or the British law. That is how our case, particularly
relating to the victims of the Bhopal Gas Tragedy suffered. They proceeded for
two years. They failed there for want of jurisdiction. They came here because the
headquarters of that corporate entity is in US. Ultimately, they had to arrive at
some compromise which worked to the detriment of the victims of the Bhopal Gas
tragedy. That is why, even now it is unresolved. I think, the Government should be
very careful. We should ask the Law Commission to apply their mind on an urgent
basis, come out with a draft law on torts which is a must for any civilised society.
It is just now available. I would request the Law Ministry and also the
Government to ensure that they ask the Law Commission to come out with a
report on an important enactment like the Law of Torts. E

Another point which I started examining as Law Minister earlier was at
various stages of consideration and I would like to know the status of that today.
That is about sensitising of our laws on the principle of gender equality. Many of
our laws are not sensitive to gender. There is a law for one gender and there is a
different law for another gender. Ultimately it results in abuse of law as a result of
which people suffer. 1 think it should be on the top of the agenda of the
Government and this Parliament to ensure that all our laws are made gender
sensitive.

Section 377 of the Indian Penal Code was considered by the Supreme Court
and again the hon. High Court of Delhi considered and it unfortunately restored it
to the statute book. Laws are ideally made or unmade by the Government, not the
judiciary. The burden of deciding the validity of Section 377 of IPC had to be

entertained only because legislatures have not reviewed it since it was passed in
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1861. This is again a mater which requires the urgent attention of the Government
and Parliament.

We have a lot of flab, no doubt, in our legal tomes. For instance 43 years
after the abolition of Privy Purses, there is a law which still requires a police
official to appear bareheaded before royalty. The Indian Treasure Trove Act
makes it criminal to fail to inform the District Collector in writing of the discovery
of the treasure of value exceeding Rs.10. Many such laws continue to operate even
now. The law regulating dead industries like the Bengal Indigo Contracts Act still
exists. And the Concurrent List duplicates legislation at the Central and State
levels.

I am told that the Government has identified as many as 1,300 laws for
repeal. I think they have been very slow on this. When a law becomes trivial and
defunct it will have to go out of the statute book. In fact, we need to have a total
status report on what has happened on this front and at what stage some of these
things are pending.

A March 2002 Government statement on the progress in abolition of dated
legislation reveals that out of the 1,382 laws recommended for repeal, 700 pertain
to Appropriation Acts. We are yet to take a decision on them. Once the
Appropriation Act is passed, we simply maintain them, they become outdated but
they are still in the statute book. Of these, 114 Central Acts relate to State
Subjects, 166 Central Acts include 11 prenationalisation Acts and 20 validation
Acts, 11 relate to British statute still in force, 17 relate to wartime permanent
Ordinances, 35 reorganisation Acts, 12 laws applicable to High Courts, and 12
personal laws. I do not think some of these things should continue to exist. They

should be repealed in one go. We also have even Macaulay’s Law on Indian Penal

Code and many such things.|| = py require total review, total restructure. We need

to go in for a change. Otherwise, people will suffer because of this. We need to
work on this and the Government should give a comprehensive reply on what is

happening. The World Bank has gone into many of the aspects with regard to law
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enforcement and the existing laws. In World Bank’s report of 2004 and even
earlier report of 1997, they conducted a survey and after assessing the views of
3,600 firms in 69 countries they found that more than 70 per cent respondents felt
that judicial credibility is a big factor for investment in any country and for quarter
of the variations in per capita income growth among developing countries. So, the
time has now come when the judiciary or the laws should not become obstructive,
rather they should become facilitators.

I would like to say a few things about commercial cost. The previous
Government passed the Bill. When we say doing business in this country is
difficult and there are a number of obstructions, we need to definitely restructure
many of our laws. Also, the judiciary should be proactive and ensure that it
should not be an obstacle in ensuring investment in this country. No doubt, laws
should be retired precisely as they are made, routinely and continuously. They
should make automatic route for exit whenever they become irrelevant. We need
to work on this system in a thorough way. You should not bring piecemeal bills as
we have done in monsoon session, as we are doing in winter session and many
other Bills, Acts and amendments are still hanging fire. I think this is a very
serious issue. The Government should have a very comprehensive approach to
avoid crapping up hundreds of outdated laws. We should wait for the Standing
Committee to come out with a report so that they may lay down certain standards,
formulas and ultimately we can get into that kind of an automatic route. We do
not know what suggestions or recommendations will be given by the Standing
Committee so that ultimately we can have clarity on this and comprehensively

come out with a solution to the problem which is just hanging even today.
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SHRI KALYAN BANERIJEE (SREERAMPUR): Hon. Deputy Speaker, with
regard to Repealing and Amending Bill 2014, let me first place what is the object
and reasons of the enactment. The basic necessity of the object was that the Acts
mentioned in this schedule have become obsolete and exercise of different steps.
Now the question arises as to why they have become obsolete. In our country,
there is no dearth of law. Various laws are there, but unfortunately, the agencies
which have been assigned by the Act to discharge their duties, are not discharging
their duties. A vibrant law has been turned into an obsolete law just because of
non-implementation of the legal provisions by the agencies which have been
assigned.gha‘c 1s not done within a day or two. It is because decades after
decades, the authorities have not discharged their duties and the laws have become
obsolete. So, while we are taking steps for repealing the Bills, simultaneously, it is
the responsibility of the Central Government to look into whether the provisions of
all the existing Acts are being implemented within appropriate time and executed
properly or not. That would be the benevolent object, if we really go by the
Statutes which have been enacted by Parliament.

In Parliament, we only legislate laws and send them. But it is the duties and
responsibilities assigned to the Government agencies and the officers to implement
the same. I will request the hon. Law Minister, when he has come up with this, to
please put up a mechanism through which he can ensure that the legal provisions
are implemented.

I will give only one example. Prior to Independence and after
Independence, the Code of Criminal Procedure is there. Section 154 is there and
simultaneous provision was also there before the 1973 Act. After long years, the
Supreme Court said that when there is a cognizable offence made on a complaint
in a quasi-Constitutional Bench, arising out of the Lalitha Kumari’s Uttar Pradesh
case, then the FIR is mandatory. Why? It is the responsibility of the executive

agencies to see that the law is being implemented.
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Another reason to bring in this law is the defect in drafting. It is very
unpleasant for the legislature to hear, outside Parliament, criticism by the court of
law that the drafting is very bad. Why should it be done like this? Why should the
Supreme Court repeatedly criticize the law-makers because of poor and bad
drafting of laws? Why should the Supreme Court repeatedly interpret the doctrine
of Casus omissus for the fault of drafting of the law? I will request the hon. Law
Minister that henceforth, he may personally look into the drafting of the law
because he has brought the amendment — some of the amendments by this Bill
itself — because of defect in drafting of the law.

That law does not remain in an island. The law has to be enacted on the
basis of the requirement of the country. Please do not enact any law only because
of the desire of an individual. Individual may come and go. Otherwise, when an
individual goes, the law again becomes obsolete. So, feel the need of the
enactment of the law on the basis of the necessities of society. Then only there
should be an enactment of law.

I will say that we have the Law Commission, which examines different
provisions of enactment of law. Is the Law Commission very effective to deliver
the goods? I have no disrespect for the Law Commission. It consists of very senior
judges.

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There should be a mechanism for review with regard to the implementation
of law.

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DR. A. SAMPATH (ATTINGAL): Sir, while this House is discussing the
Repealing and Amending (Second) Bill, the Departmentally-Related Standing
Committee on Personnel, Public Grievances, Law and Justice is having its meeting
tomorrow for the discussion and consideration of a report to be submitted before
this august House.

So, I would like to submit before the hon. Minister that while a Standing
Committee has been entrusted with the job of going through the issues, the
Government 1is insisting that this House should consider and pass this Bill. My
humble submission is that this Bill may not be discussed in toto and should not be
passed in the House today itself. It is because in our Parliamentary system, there
are 24 Departmentally-Related Standing Committees and they have a function to
discharge. We have to trust the wisdom of the Standing Committees. While taking
part in this discussion on the repealing of all these old amending Bills which have
become redundant, I agree with our learned Minister in this. Shri Veerappa Moily
j1 had initiated the discussion on this Bill, he also was a former Minister. Our law
making process should cater to the needs of the day. But what happens is that
something is being done today but the effect of it is felt after eight or ten years.

I was a practising lawyer and I never wanted to go to court either as an
accused or as a witness but [ went to court because it was my daily bread and since
I was a lawyer. Now, the criticism is that our judiciary has become a casino
judiciary. At the same time, the people have a feeling that the law-makers have
become the law breakers. If the people lose faith in this House, if they lose faith in
the Judiciary, then the whole system will crumble down. I will cite on example.
We are carrying on with all the imperialist and colonial baggage with us. In CrPC
a thorough re-vamping has to be done. I would like to ask the hon. Minister, what
is the position of the Government in respect of Euthanasia? What is the stand of
the Government in case of right to suicide? There have been conflicting views by
the Judiciary itself. If we have a right to life, then there is a right to commit suicide

also. If nobody wants my life, [ may like to end my own life. But the Government
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is taking criminal action against a person who tries to commit suicide. There are
many countries which have legalised Euthanasia also. We are not even in a
position to give protection to the witnesses also in many cases, recently, even after
Shri Sadanand Gowda ji had taken over as the Law Minister. It might have come
to the notice of the hon. Minister also after he had taken charge. Some of the
victims, including the rape victims, are coming before the court and say that they
did not want to proceed with criminal action. They did not want to continue with
the legal action and they say that whatever has happened has happened and that
their lives have been spoiled and that they are now a victim of the whole society.
They also say that once they were victims of one man or a group of men, now they
are a victim of the whole society. Such a ridiculous thing happens here. My
humble submission is that we should have a thorough and a definite introspection
regarding the validity of these laws and the male chauvinistic approach in almost
all these laws, including the criminal laws and the civil laws should be done away
with.

We should have a thorough discussion with the Bar Council of India and
the Bar Associations. Even the Constitution of Canada was drafted only after
having discussions and deliberations with the Bar Council of Canada. Here we are
not taking our lawyers into confidence.

I hope, our beloved hon. Minister will take the issues raised by the hon.
Ministers in this House and my humble submission before him is that it is true that
we need such a legislation, but today if the Standing Committee is going to meet
and they are going to take evidence, in accordance with the instructions given by
you or by the Chairman of the other House, this is not proper to pass such a Bill

here.
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THE MINISTER OF LAW AND JUSTICE (SHRI D.V. SADANANDA
GOWDA): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, the former hon. Law Minister, Shri
Veerappa Moily ji mentioned that this Bill should be referred to the Standing
Committee. I think, my learned friend will make a difference between the earlier
Bill which was presented and the present Bill. In the earlier Bill, out of 36 Acts,
there were four principal Acts. As far as this Bill is concerned, there are no
principal Bills, only the amending Bills are taken into consideration. Hence, if
there were any principal Acts, then what was suggested by him about referring this
Bill to the Standing Committee, it would have had some value. t here, there 1s
no principal Act. Altogether, these are all Amendment Acts. It is said by the Law
Commission that these are obsolete and redundant and so, they should be taken
away.

I would like to place on record a small observation made by the Law
Commission. On the need for formal repeal, the Law Commission has observed
that the statutes, unlike human beings, do not die a natural death, with the possible
exception of statute whose life is pre-determined by the Legislature at the time of
their enactment. A statute, unless it is expressly enacted for a temporary period,
survives until it is killed by repeal. To this extent, statutes enjoy immortality.
Taking out obsolete laws from the Statute Book can be achieved only by a formal
repealing Act.

All hon. Members said that all these Acts, which are dead Acts, need to be
taken away from the Statute Book and thereby the confusion in the whole system
can be avoided.

I want to make a small reference to the observation made by the hon.
Members. Every Member has appreciated and has welcomed it that this needs to
be done. One of the hon. Members said that updation of the website needs to be
done. We are having a small group constituted for updating and monitoring the

website on a regular basis and it will be taken care of.
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One hon. Member asked as to when will the Bill come into force. The
provisions of this Bill will come into force after the Bill is passed by both the
Houses and gets the assent of the President under article 111 of the Constitution.
So, it will come into force as soon as it is approved by both the Houses and assent
is given by the President.

Some hon. Members including Shri Veerappa Moily observed that many
Appropriation Bills are pending. The Law Commission has recommended to
repeal nearly 2000 obsolete Acts. Of course, we are working on it. I am also
making an effort to bring another comprehensive Repealing Bill which will consist
more than 700 Appropriation Acts including the Railway Appropriation Bill. It is
ready and [ am going to bring it.

Another hon. Member expressed concern over the increasing number of
the pending cases and their resolutions. Of course, the Government is working on
it. We are going to bring certain amendments to the Arbitration Act, Motor
Vehicles Act and Negotiable Instruments Act so that the pendency will get
reduced as more than 30 per cent of the cases comes under these three Acts.

One of the hon. Members on the other day expressed his view that regional
languages also should be used in the High Courts and Supreme Courts.
Everybody knows that under the provisions of Article 348, English language has
to be used in the Supreme Court and High Courts. However, in the District
Courts, regional languages are being used.

I agree with my learned friend that there are several laws which have been
enacted since 1935. They are in force and are creating some administrative
problems thus hindering the development of the process. Of course, we are also
working on it. In the coming days, it is the vision of the hon. Prime Minister to
see that all obsolete laws which are almost dead laws should be taken away from
the Statute Book. So, this is one exercise in that direction.

So, I pray the House that this Bill may be passed.
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HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: The question is:

“That the Bill to repeal certain enactments and to amend certain
other enactments, be taken up for consideration.”

The motion was adopted.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: The House will now take up clause by clause
consideration of the Bill.
The question is:

HON. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: The question is:

The motion was adopted.
Clause 1, as amended, was added to the Bill.
The Enacting Formula and the Long Title were added to the Bill.

HON. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: The Minister may now move that the Bill be passed.
SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA: I beg to move:

“That the Bill, as amended, be passed.”
HON. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Motion moved:

“That the Bill, as amended, be passed.”
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SHRI M. VEERAPPA MOILY: Hon. Deputy-Speaker, I heard our hon. Minister
saying that the earlier Bills pertain to repeal of the principal Acts and that this is
not the repeal of principal Acts. He said many of these are Amendment Acts.

As you know, the word ‘socialist’ was introduced in the Constitution
through an amendment. So, if such crucial words like ‘socialist’ are removed, then
what happens? I think this is quite dangerous. I think they are relying on the
Supreme Court decision and they are misinterpreting the Supreme Court decision.
The Supreme Court has only asked for removal of ‘deadwoods’.

If you do this indiscriminately, then even the live ones will be repealed. So,
I think it is totally mistaken. This amounts to totally sabotaging the Standing
Committee. When other Bills have been referred to the Standing Committee where
they are under serious consideration, what is the hurry in pushing through this
Bill?

SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA: Hon. Deputy-Speaker, the last Bill which
was moved, includes four principal Acts. But as far as this Bill is concerned, no
principal Act is there. Only Amendment Acts are there. It has been clearly
observed by the Law Commission that these are absolutely obsolete and
redundant.

DR. A. SAMPATH : I agree with what the hon. Minister has stated. But there is a
point of disagreement because while adopting the Constitution, it did not have the
words ‘sovereign socialist secular democratic Republic’. It was brought in through
an amendment during the regime of Shrimati Indira Gandhi. At the time of
Constituent Assembly, these words were not there. There may be certain lacunae
and discrepancies if we are going to pass this Bill in a haste. Through this even the
Constitution of India can be changed.

The Minister and the Government of India say that they are only repealing
the amendments and that they are not touching the parent Acts. So, by this
Constitution of India can be changed. Such things can happen here also. The

Standing Committee is holding its meetings and painstakingly collecting the
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evidence also. The Standing Committee has already fixed a meeting and issued
notices for the meeting tomorrow for collecting evidence from various Secretaries
to the Government of India. At the same time, just 24 hours before, this House is
discussing this Bill and it is going to pass this Bill by voice vote. I may be
permitted to express my disagreement because as a Member of that Standing
Committee from this House, I cannot agree with this because I have to uphold the
dignity of the House and the rights of the Members sitting that side and this side
also. This is the privilege, this is the right and this is the power of the Members of
Parliament. So, my humble submission is that, please do not infringe upon the
powers of Members of Parliament.

SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA: There is a difference between the principal
Act and the Amendment Act. Here only Amendment Acts have been brought in.
Earlier, the Bill which was referred to the Standing Committee, included four
principal Acts. There were some discussions regarding those four principal Acts.
On that basis, it was referred to the Standing Committee. This Bill does not

contain any principal Act. It need not be referred to the Standing Committee.

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SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): Mr. Chairman, Sir,
we are all familiar with the natural disasters which have become a perennial
problem for the country like India. It is true that Indian sub-continent is most
disaster prone area. I am goaded to give you a few account of it that 85 per cent is
vulnerable to one or multiple hazards; 23 States are disaster prone; 57 per cent of
the land is vulnerable to earthquakes; 68 per cent of the land is prone to droughts;
8 per cent to cyclones and 12 per cent to floods. Ever since 2004, we are
experiencing the Tsunami syndrome in India also. You will be astonished to note
that 30 million people are affected by floods in the Ganga- Brahmaputra plains
and 40 million hectares of land is prone to flood. Flood has become a perennial
problem for five States including West Bengal, Assam, Bihar, Jharkhand etc.

Each year, India is incurring 2 per cent of its GDP for the disaster. Each
year, we are spending 12 per cent of our revenue for relief, rehabilitation
programmes for the flood affected victims. Naturally, floods, earthquakes,
Tsunami, volcanoes, all are the manifestations of natural disaster which act as an
impediment to our economic growth also. We know that we have National
Disaster Response Fund, National Disaster Response Force etc. But our National
Disaster Management Authority now is acting as a headless chicken without
having an effective and proper mechanism. At least, we would not be able to
mitigate the onslaught of the natural disaster.

Natural disasters take place because of climatological problem, geophysical
problem, meteorological problem, and hydrological problem. So, naturally, we
need to have a very robust institution and infrastructure to deal with this situation.
Here, the problem used to be faced by those States who are suffering from
recurring natural disaster.

Take for example, West Bengal. In 2009, West Bengal was struck
by the cyclone Aila. Hundred kilometres of embankments got wiped out. There

was ingression of sea water into the cropped area. Till now, there has been no
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perceptible work done by the Government. I am not here to blame any
Government but the fact is, I want to know how much fund has been released from
the Central coffer to deal with the Aila syndrome that had struck West Bengal in
the year 2009. Lakhs of people got displaced due to Aila syndrome but still there
is no ray of hope for those hapless people of the State of West Bengal. There is an
Inter-Ministerial Central Team which was sent to assess the damages as per
norms. Their assessment report has to be placed before the Sub-Committee of
National Executive Commission.Eereafter, it will further be placed before the
high level Committee for approval. I would suggest the Government to expedite
the entire assessment process because there is a saying ‘a stitch in time saves
nine’. If you do the work in a proper manner then many things could be saved.

Sir, I know that there is a paucity of time. I am just referring as to what has
happened in the city of fortune, Visakhapatnam. It is a steel city. First of all, I
must congratulate to our Army personnel who had done their best in saving the
people of those distant areas. Secondly, I must congratulate our Meteorological
officials who had remained themselves busy in constantly conveying early
warnings to the affected States. In spite of the early warning system, what has
happened in the Visakhapatnam steel city? There was no production at all for
about 21 days. Considering the operational loss per day put at Rs. 21 crore, the
total loss to the Visakhapatnam Steel Plant was around Rs. 840 crore. The initial
estimate of loss due to damage to equipment is put at Rs. 300 crore by the
management.

Therefore, I would urge upon the Government that considering the loss to
heavy industry, as it is a public sector industry, it should be given immediate relief
in the form of tax relief. Total tax holiday should be given for two years. The tax
relief should be given in Excise Duty, Customs Duty and Dividend Duty.

In spite of all kinds of early warning mechanisms, what had happened to
the Visakhapatnam city during cyclone? The water was sold at a price of Rs. 100

per litre. But it was not given to the people who were in desperate need of it. A
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complete disorder and chaos was hovering during that period when the cyclone
was ravaging the coastal city of Andhra Pradesh.

Due to paucity of time, I would simply refer to two or three suggestions.
First of all, we need to have a robust disaster reduction plan. National level plans
needs to be specific to each level of administrative responsibility and adapted to
the different social and geographical circumstances that are present.

Secondly, degradation of the environment can alter the frequency and
intensity of natural hazards. We need to have an elaborate plan for preparedness.
Only resilience could mitigate the onslaught of natural disaster. Therefore,
preparedness should be based on a sound analysis of disaster risks and good
linkages with early warning systems, and includes such activities as contingency
planning, stockpiling of equipment and supplies, the development of arrangements
for coordination, evacuation and public information, and associated training and
field exercises. These must be supported by formal institutional, legal and
budgetary capacities. The related term ‘readiness’ describes the ability to quickly
and appropriately respond when required and where the Government failed
miserably.

Sir, I would like to say something about Kashmir. This area is a seismic
prone area. There is a need for ‘building code’. The Kashmir Government had
not followed any ‘building code and, as a result of which, a great loss had been
incurred upon the common people. However, I would like that the Home Ministry

should prevail on the reasons for this.

SHRIMATI P.K. SHREEMATHI TEACHER (KANNUR): Thank you, Sir. Hon.
Members have described the serious situation that we are facing in different parts
of our country due to natural calamity. Natural calamity, in real terms, is a natural
disaster, which is brought about by change in natural phenomenon, and the extent
of loss experienced is dependent on the vulnerability of the population. This
calamity, no matter natural or man made, has caused immense damage to life and
property, and it would take a long time to cushion people from the aftereffects of
such happenings; bring back everything to normalcy; and also to rehabilitate the
people.

India has been a victim to every form of destruction by nature, namely,
droughts, floods, famines, earthquakes. To some extent, the exploitation of natural
resources by man is also a cause for such calamities. Disaster only occurs when
hazards come face to face with vulnerability. As such, when natural occurrences
bring about damage and there are no causalities, then it is not referred to as natural
disasters.

As we have seen, last year’s disaster in Uttarakhand was aggravated by a
large number of landslides, and it had caused huge loss of human life, property,
etc., and the rehabilitation is still going on there. Similarly, it happened in Jammu
and Kashmir, Vishakapattanam, Odisha, and it is happening all over India
including my State of Kerala.

I do not want to describe all those serious situations prevailing everywhere
in India, but I only want to place some demands before the Government of India.
The people from the affected areas are not seeking any sympathy or kindness from
the Government. They are expecting some financial assistance for their lives. So, I
would urge upon the Government that the following steps may be taken by the
Government of India immediately.

The package announced by the Prime Minister is insufficient, and the

Central Government must come forward with a more comprehensive package,
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particularly for the rehabilitation of people who have been completely rendered
homeless and face total uncertainty regarding their future.

Business, tourism and commerce sectors have been virtually decimated in
the State, particularly, in Jammu & Kashmir and Vishakhapattanam. All of us
know that tourism is a source of livelihood for lakhs of people in the valley of
Jammu & Kashmir, particularly, in this season. Therefore, measures must be taken
for revitalization of business and commercial activities while ensuring new
employment opportunities for the youth.E

Sir, much of the arable land has been devastated, cattle destroyed and all
standing crops, virtually, were destroyed in the State, particularly in the Valley
and in Visakhapatnam. Therefore, immediate concrete relief measures for the
farmers and adequate compensation for the loss of standing crops must be
announced.

There is a widespread feeling and anger amongst some sections of the
people in the Valley, particularly on the fact that offers of foreign assistance to
help the victims of this disaster are not being accepted by the Central Government.
A clear statement from the Central Government on this issue is necessary to scotch
unnecessary speculation on this score which can be very damaging for the
objective of securing the confidence of the people in the Valley.

Sir, the representatives from my Party went to Kashmir and Visakhapatnam
along with our Polit Bureau member and leader of our group in Rajya Sabha Shri
Sitaram Yechury. I think he is the first Member of Parliament who visited the

affected areas and seen the pitiable condition of people there.

It was reported in newspapers that many elected representatives have not
visited these places till now and that is very unfortunate. Even the Government

officials have not visited these places to assess the serious condition and to review
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the extent of damage. In this situation, what should be the role of the Government?
I would say that it was not prompt in its response. So, the point I want to mention
is that immediate steps should be taken in Jammu and Kashmir, Visakhapatnam

and in other places to help the victims of natural calamities. Thank you.
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DR. RATNA DE (NAG) (HOOGHLY): Sir, natural calamities cannot be stopped
by mankind irrespective of the latest technologies. Man can only get ready to face
it and reduce its impact. Meteorological predictions are more or less accurate. Due
to uneven growth or playing with nature has resulted in huge floods and droughts.
A couple of years back, Uttaranchal faced the nature’s wrath. This year, Kashmir
faced it. It was devastating to look at the picture of flooding in Kashmir. It was
unprecedented.

Of late, due to climate change and global warming, floods and droughts
have become a recurring feature. Management of floods is a State subject, but
States face financial problems. In dealing with providing relief and rehabilitation,
when it comes to floods and droughts, States become hapless and helpless.

Coming to my State of West Bengal, last year too floods affected many
districts resulting in paddy output drop by more than 30 per cent. West Bengal has
not only faced the brunt of floods, but also heat spell. In April-May, 2014, due to
heat spell, jute cultivation in Bengal suffered heavily. There was a drought-like
situation in April-May, 2014 specifically in 24 Paraganas. When rains are
deficient, heat spell is around; at some other time, floods create panic, and people
of West Bengal are put at high risk and great distress.

Added to this, West Bengal Government which is already in financial
quagmire faced the daunting task of taking care of these natural calamities, floods
and droughts. Why can the Central Government not take a realistic view of floods
and droughts in affected States and give generous funds from National Calamity
Contingency Fund and Calamity Relief Fund to ease the situation of the State,
which is facing acute flood and drought situation?

I would like to suggest to the Central Government to set up a permanent
monitoring cell in the Prime Minister’s Office as floods and droughts are
occurring one after another or are being witnessed simultaneously in different

States of the country. I would also plead with the Central Government to have a

review committee to undertake the realistic situation in those States which are
affected by floods or droughts and report back to the Central Government in
consultation with the State authorities so that States get enough funds to face the
flood and drought situation.lgl

National Disaster Response Fund should be used generously when it comes
to West Bengal Government which is not financially sound. I would also urge the
Central Government to see that more funds are allocated to the Rashtriya Krishi
Vikas Yojana and other schemes to mitigate the situation of deficient rainfall in
West Bengal.

An estimate 8.35 lakh population of West Bengal was affected during
floods in 2013; West Bengal lost 112 lives in 2013 due to floods; and the total
damage is to the tune of Rs. 4,114 lakh. When the Government of India is having
the paraphernalia to study, analyse and act in advance, why is the Central
Government not taking appropriate steps to address floods and droughts, well in
advance, by extending data or information or by allocating funds to attend to the
after-effects of droughts and floods?

Being an agricultural country, more than 60 per cent of our population is
dependent on agriculture. Farmers face the brunt in the event of floods or
droughts. The Government should announce waiving of loans in the event of
natural calamities.

In the end, I would like to summarise a few important points. There is an
urgent need to take preventive measures to face floods. Efforts should also be
undertaken to ensure full utilization of flood water. Erosion of arable land by
floods is a major problem which needs to be addressed by the Central Government
on war footing.

Sir, will an action plan be put in place at the Centre as well as the State
level which should be reviewed at regular intervals? Losses incurred by floods

and droughts by States should be adequately compensated. An expert body should
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conduct study on floods and droughts and come out with remedial measures and
recommendations to be followed by the Centre and States in letter and spirit.

Our Government in West Bengal headed by Chief Minister Kumari
Mamata Banerjee has been doing outstanding work with limited financial
resources for the poor and disadvantaged people of the society. We would strive
harder in future too, to see that the common man is not affected by floods and
droughts.

Thank you Sir.
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SHRIMATI KOTHAPALLI GEETHA (ARAKU): Thank you hon. Chairman for
giving me an opportunity to speak on natural calamities.

Sir, there is no country in this world which is immune from natural
calamities, though the vulnerability of such disaster may vary from time to time
and place to place. The disaster for which India is more prone are basically
floods, hurricanes, landslides, fires, tsunamis and of course, cyclones. These
disasters interrupt essential services such as healthcare, electricity, water
transportation and communication and cause a hindrance to the public life.

Sir, I stand in this august House with the fresh memories of the Hudhud
cyclone which hit my area - north coastal Andhra Pradesh and particularly, the
four districts of Vishakhapatnam, Vizianagaram, Srikakulam and East Godavari
which form a part of my constituency. The cyclone has created a devastating
situation all over the place. Today, it is recorded as the third highest intensity
cyclone storm out of the 505 storms that developed in either Bay of Bengal or in
the Arabian Sea since 1891. The damage caused has not only changed the
landscape of the port city but also made it the first city in the world which is
directly hit by a cyclone as per 1891 records of IMD. My senior colleagues have
already mentioned the figures that the people have suffered the losses. I would not
like to say the same things but I thank the hon. Chief Minister for being physically
present when the situation occurred and monitored the relief activities himself. 1|
also thank the IMD for forecasting this cyclone and this forecast has prevented a
lot of life-loss and we really thank the IMD for its support. There are four stages
of this disaster namely, prevention, preparedness, relief and the last part is
recovery.

When it comes to prevention, natural calamities are God made disasters.
So, most of the disasters cannot be prevented. As far as preparedness is
concerned, I draw the attention to my own State where the Chief Minister has

instructed all the education institutions to be closed, the National Highway to be
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closed and all the public life was interrupted from moving out of their houses. So,
this actually saved the lives of many people today. could actually prevent a lot
of loss to the particular cyclone-hit areas. Regarding the preparedness, I would,
through you, want to convey the message that the IMD forecast should be taken
very seriously by the people. This would also prevent the loss. Some girls were
staying in the hostels. They were not given holidays. The hostels did not have
water and food. The girls suffered miserably for two, three days. The parents of
the children were asking for help. But, we could not move from the area because
the entire city was hit very badly. The garbage was on the road; the trees were on
the road and the public transport was interrupted. Whenever the IMD instructs
certain things, the Government takes it very seriously. I wish the people also
should react on this and take the situation very seriously.

Regarding the relief activities, we have formed many Relief and
Rehabilitation Centres wherein people were moved. The facilities at the
Rehabilitation Centres, as some of my colleagues have said, were very bad.
Because of that, a lot of people suffered. Many people died in the relief camps
also.

Today, I would like to bring to the notice of the Government that the
National Disaster Management Authority has to be pro-active in this regard. I have
gone through the Times of India, New Magazine that the Disaster Management is
going to be reconstituted. The Prime Minister of the country is the Chairman.
There will be five Members. The Home Ministry has put up a proposal saying that
five members will be the part of the NDMA. They will only be technical
Members. 1 would support this cause. If the NDMA is constituted with the
technical team, it would be useful for the entire nation. The State Disaster
Management Authority has to be guided in such a way that they will be fully
equipped to tackle this disaster. I would thank you very much for giving me this

opportunity.

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SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER (PONNANI): Sir, this discussion under
Rule 193 is more significant and vital. I am thankful to you for giving me this
opportunity to participate in this very important discussion.

Natural calamities, whether it is cyclone, tsunami, floods, earthquake,
accidents, sea erosion, lightening, as we all know, are playing havoc resulting in
huge loss of life and property. In some calamities, the damages are reparable to
some extent, but in some other calamities the damages are irreparable. So, it is our
national responsibility to control these kinds of disasters. Disaster management is
the duty of the nation.

There are different components to disaster management. As correctly
pointed out by learned friends, prevention, mitigation, risk reduction, developing
adequate preparedness to deal with disasters, ensuring proper response,
evacuation, rescue and relief measures, ensuring recovery, reconstruction, and
rehabilitation are some of them. So, we have to concentrate on these components
and do the maximum possible in this.

I wish to say one more thing. In the past, our disaster management team
made a tremendous impact. I, from the bottom of my heart, express my
congratulations for the marvellous job done by them in tackling these kinds of
disasters. The country should be thankful to them.

Coming to the laws pertaining to this, we have Disaster Management Act,
2005; Environmental Protection Act, 1986; Hazardous Waste Management and
Handling Rules, 1989; Hazardous Chemicals Rules, 1989. All these laws are
there. I would request the Government to bring in adequate amendments to these
laws pertaining to disaster management.

Coming to other institutional framework, policy making, disaster response,
and capacity building have to be reviewed and we have to make adequate reforms

with regard to them also.E

We have got past experience. In the light of the past experience, we have to think
what best we can do in improving the system. So, that is to be discussed
threadbare.

There is another important thing which I wish to point out. As far as Kerala
is concerned, it is facing lightning and sea erosion. In our State, there are near
about 600 kms. of coastal belt. Sea erosion takes place not only in Kerala but also
in different parts of India. Sea erosion and lightning is not included in the list of
disasters. So, that is to be included. Then only at least compensation can be
claimed. I hope the Government will seriously think of that.

Sir, the recommendations of various bodies are there such as the Task
Force constituted by the Central Government; the Disaster Management Act,
2005; the C&AG’s Report, 2013; the recommendations of the Standing
Committee on Home Affair, 2014. They have all made very effective
recommendations in this respect. I hope the Government will give due
consideration for that also.

In respect of the National Disaster Management Authority, some of my
learned friends have stated about it. This is to be revamped. I am of the opinion
that the National Executive Committee under this is to be abolished because its
power is now not exercised properly. Its functions could be taken over by the
National Crisis Management Committee and the NDMA.

Similarly, about execution of the projects, I would like to say that it is in a
very bad shape. Out of the 10 projects which were recommended to be taken up
by the NDMA during the Eleventh Five Year Plan, four were yet to be approved
as of February, 2014. Out of the remaining five projects which were approved, one
project, that is, the Micro-zonation of Major Cities, has been completed. The

remaining four are under various stages of implementation.... (Interruptions)
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Sir, towards the end, I wish to say one more thing. That is about the man-
made calamities. About the man-made calamities, let me say in just one
sentence.. Actually what is it that we are doing? Man is cruel to air, soil, water,
etc. So, unless and until we stop and put an end to the man-made calamities, we
will not be able to save the world and we cannot be free from disasters.

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SHRIMATI KAVITHA KALVAKUNTLA (NIZAMABAD): Hon. Deputy
Speaker, Sir, thank you for giving me this opportunity. We have seen a great
many discussions happening in this House both about flood and also about
drought. But I would like to draw the attention of the Members, through you, to
one serious issue that has not come to the notice of this august House.
Particularly in the Northern part of our country, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Madhya
Pradesh, Jharkhand, Delhi, Haryana, Rajasthan, Punjab and Himalayan States like
Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Jammu and Kashmir, cold has just started. It is
going to intensify in the coming days. Particularly in the past few years — our own
Government data says this — between 2002 and 2012, as many as 10,740 people
died from exposure to cold and severe avalanche. This is only second to the
number of people who die out of lightening in our country. Out of lightening,
about 27,338 people have died between 2002 and 2012. This is a calamity that
none of us care. We only think about drought; we only think about floods; but
nobody actually thinks about the poor and the destitute who cannot protect
themselves from cold in these months. Unlike flood and drought, this is not an
unpredictable scenario. This is a very predictable scenario. We know that these
months are going to be very cold. We know that these States have a very severe
environment but still we do not do anything serious about it.

Delhi Urban Shelter Improvement Board stated a month back that nearly
3500 homeless people have died due to severe cold in the last year. I do not think
the figures will be any good this year. It is because, I unfortunately had an
opportunity to visit one of these cold shelters that the Government runs in Delhi.

facility.E
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On that day when I went there, the Government authorities were
distributing blankets. The way they were distributing blankets was like this. One
blanket was cut into two halves and it was given to two people. In the cold of this
month in Delhi, I do not see any chance of a person, a weakling surviving with a
blanket. Sir, through you, I sincerely request the hon. Home Minister to give a
serious consideration to this issue because it is a repetitive scenario. It is not new.
Particularly, it is very shocking for me to know that there is no national scheme to
help any of the States to come up with any innovative scheme or to have a
permanent solution to this issue. If 10,000 people can die in the last 10 years,
between 2002 and 2012, I believe this is a sincere issue of national concern, and I
urge upon the Central Government, through you, Sir, that they should come up
with a permanent solution.

Particularly, whenever winter sets in, the death toll starts to go up. Last
time when there was Aam Aadmi Party Government in Delhi, they suddenly
declared that they could make use of the Government buses which the
Government does not use at night and that they can use them as cold shelter.
Typically, these temporary solutions are not going to help. Kindly look into this
matter of people dying out of cold. Particularly when we talk about these deaths—
and I have seen many of my colleagues talking about issues like, do not play
politics with people’s lives and all that--the people, who die out of cold, are
faceless, homeless and poor. They do not have any religion. They do not have any
caste. They do not have any political influence. That is why, maybe, we do not
care. I have never seen this discussion coming up in Parliament. I suddenly stood
up to talk today on this issue because I happened to visit that cold shelter and it is
in an unfortunate situation. It is in a very bad condition. I am not sure if this is
relevant to the discussion that is going on. But really, I would like to draw the

attention of the entire House, and particularly, the Home Minister to consider this.
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Today India aspires to be a super power and if we cannot save our poor and
destitute people, I do not think we have any right to even aspire to become one.

Thank you so much.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: This is also a part of natural calamity. What she
expressed is also relevant to the discussion. The Minister can very well take this

point when he is replying.
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ADV. JOICE GEORGE (IDUKKI): Thank you Chairman, Sir, for giving me this
opportunity to participate in the discussion on a very serious issue of natural
calamity and disaster.

As all of us know, every natural calamity is a disaster and that disaster is
always a disaster, no matter whether it happens elsewhere in the world or in our
nation, whether it is in the northern part of India or in the eastern part or in the
southern part like Kerala. Everywhere it is a disaster.

Natural disaster occurs as a consequence of the combination of natural
hazards and human activities. And, if that be the situation, all the natural hazards,
whether it is volcanic eruption or earthquake or landslide or lightning, whatever it
is, will take away the lives of the people in our nation. Disaster occurs when
hazards meet vulnerability. Vulnerability factor is very important. Because of this
vulnerability factor, our Government has always failed to address the issue of
vulnerability in all the issues. Disaster will take away the ability of the people to
cope with the hazards.

These repeated disasters threaten the sustainable development aspiration of
our nation too. From this point of view, I would urge upon this House to note that
in the past 20 years, 3000 million people were killed globally and one billion
people were affected due to natural disasters. But regarding pre-disaster planning
aspects, especially in our nation, we are lagging behind international standards.
We have failed to address the issue of pre-disaster planning and management,
especially in the matter of man made disasters and all that. We are having a lot of
manmade disaster potentials all over the nation, especially in Kerala too. We must
need to have a plan to address all these issues. But unfortunately, without resorting
to proactive measures, we are always implementing things after the disaster has

taken place. This is what is happening in our nationE
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So, we should have some mechanism at least at the district level to address
all these issues. We are talking about the national level authorities and all. But, at
ground level, the reality is quite different because we are not having any
coordination among the agencies, which are entrusted with the task of addressing
this issue.

In my State, the task of disaster management is entrusted with the Revenue
Department. On the other hand, the expertise in handling the equipment used in
disaster management is with police personnel or with some other agencies. There
i1s no proper coordination between these two agencies. So, in all situations, we
should address the issue of disaster management in a proper manner.

The other important issue, which has already been raised before this august
House, is about thunder and lightning. For the last 10 years, more than 27,000
people have lost their lives due to this. But, unfortunately, disaster caused by
thunder and lightning is not enlisted in natural disaster management policy and
thereby we are not in a position to get relief for it.

I also want to talk about man made disasters or potentials which may cause
disasters. I represent Idukki parliamentary constituency in Kerala, where
Mullaperiyar dam is situated. We have no quarrel in sharing water with Tamil
Nadu. We are prepared to share it but we are only concerned about the safety of
the people living there.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: The matter is not connected with the subject under
discussion.

ADV. JOICE GEORGE : I urge upon the Central Government to intervene in this
matter and have a consensus on it and thereby ensure the safety of the people

living there. Thank you.

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THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI
KIREN RIJIJU): Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, first of all, I would like to extend my
thanks to all the hon. Members. In total, 46 hon. Members have participated in
this important discussion which was initiated by the hon. Member Kalikesh Singh
Deo Ji. I must admit that in the course of discussion, the Ministry has also got to
learn so many issues being brought out by various Members due to their
experiences in different fields and in their respective areas of work. We have
taken note of all the suggestions and issues which were brought up. At the same
time, I would like to inform the hon. Members that the issues related to the
drought would be referred to the Ministry of Agriculture and the Minister also
intervened during the course of the debate. I would be in a very quick manner
deal with the total issues related to floods. I may not be able to respond to the
issues raised by each hon. Member but [ will try to summarise the entire issues and
categorize them and try to respond effectively as much possible as I can.

Deputy Speaker Sir, since the day we assumed office under the active
guidance of the hon. Prime Minister Narendra Modi Ji..... ... (Interruptions)
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Let him complete the reply. Afterwards, you raise
your concerns.

(Interruptions)El
SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: As I said, the issues related to the Agriculture Ministry will
be referred to it. The Agriculture Minister has also intervened. Hon. Members
have also made certain important points. Definitely, we will refer those points to
the Ministry concerned. That is an assurance that [ am giving.

As 1 was mentioning, under the able guidance of our hon. Prime Minister
and the active guidance of my senior Minister Shri Rajnath Singh ji, the Ministry
has taken adequate steps to ensure that there are no lapses with regard to natural
calamities and disaster in this country. I may inform the House that my first
foreign trip was on this subject. The hon. Home Minister directed me to participate

in the Asian Disaster Risk Reduction Conference, and my second conference also
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is related to the disaster only in Washington DC. We are giving utmost importance
to this particular subject because we know that there is no place for laxity when
we are dealing with the disaster situation in this country.

As we all know, India is very prone to natural disasters from time to time.
Even as recent as in October, we were hit by this disaster in Jammu and Kashmir,
by Hudhud in the States of Andhra Pradesh and Odisha, then the floods in Assam,
Arunachal and Meghalaya. I must inform the House that we have tried to respond
to the situation as quick as possible in our hand. Let me inform the House that the
issue was brought out for the three prominent States which were hit by this natural
disaster in the States of Jammu and Kashmir, Odisha and the State of Andhra
Pradesh. Besides that, three more States were hit badly by the floods, that is, the
States of Assam, Arunachal Pradesh and Meghalaya. Besides these six States, we
have received reports of damages due to natural disasters in 19 States. Out of that,
we have received 12 memoranda from 11 States. Kerala has sent two times.
Otherwise, we have report of 19 States. ... (Interruptions)
SHRI R. DHRUVANARAYANA (CHAMARAJANAGAR): Karnataka has also
sent it.
SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: Yes, that is what I am saying. Karnataka has sent one
report. We have received the report. Now the process is that when we receive the
memorandum from the State, we send the Inter-Ministerial Central Team. That
Team along with the officials of the State Government assesses the flood situation
or the drought situation in the prevailing condition. This is decided and placed
before the National Executive Committee. There is a Sub-Committee headed by
the Home Secretary. The Home Secretary then places the matter before the High
Level Committee headed by the Home Minister. It decides the basic components
of the assistance which is necessary to be provided. That is the laid down system.

Now let me respond to a few of the important points which were raised by
the hon. Members. First of all, it has been said that the NDMA is without any

Head. I must tell the hon. House that it is not the case. The National Disaster
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Management Authority (NDMA) is headed by the hon. Prime Minister himself.
What we have done is that we are trying to make this particular body much more
strong and much more effective. Some of the hon. Members have pointed out that
this should not become a parking lot for the retired politicians or for political
adjustments. Definitely, we are going on the right lines. Certainly, there is a
stipulation that it should not exceed more than nine Members in the Committee.
We are reducing the total number of Members in the National Disaster
Management Authority. But the fact is that the Prime Minister is the Chairman of
the Authority. There is a provision for the Vice Chairman. There is a Secretary,
which is an ex-officio position. There is one Member and four Joint Secretaries.
So, the NDMA is effectively functioning. You must have seen this in the last
three, four months. The body is fully functional. There is nothing wanting from the
NDMA in the last three, four months. If any unfortunate disaster has struck this
country, the response has been the quickest ever possible. This is well within the
knowledge of all the hon. Members.Et me refer to flood situation in Kashmir.
The issue raised by my friend Kalikeshji and some other hon. Members was that
we have not done enough with regard to Kashmir floods. Let me inform the House
what we have done.

When the disaster struck the Kashmir Valley, Jammu region and some
other areas of the State, the Prime Minister immediately made an announcement of
Rs.1,000 crore and that money was been released as special project assistance.
Beside that, Rs.94.33 crore as Central share of State Disaster Response Fund has
already been released in advance. And then, Prime Minister also announced an
immediate relief of Rs.570 crore for rebuilding of damaged houses, Rs.175 crore
for upgrading the affected hospitals, and Rs.20 crore for replacement of lost books
to all the 10 lakh children in primary and upper secondary schools, from the Prime
Minister’s National Relief Fund. Over and above that, from the National Disaster

Relief Fund ex-gratia amount of Rs.2 lakh each to the next of kin of the deceased
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and Rs.50,000 each to the grievously injured persons was already announced from
Prime Minister’s National Relief Fund.

So far we have received lists of 9,270 beneficiaries who have suffered
complete damage to their houses. We are awaiting the details of other
beneficiaries from the State Government. The Central Ministerial team has already
visited the State of Jammu and Kashmir and we are seeking some more
clarifications from the State Government. Once that is done, it will be placed
before the appropriate Committee as envisaged in the system in the Government.
Some hon. Members stated that the total special package asked by the State of
Jammu and Kashmir is Rs.1 lakh crore. It is not the case. The State Government
has proposed a total fund of Rs.42,033.45 crore. As I said, this matter will be
placed before the Committee when all the reports are ready.

Let me inform the House again that it is not the effort of just the State
Government or the Central Government, it is the combined effort. More than
30,000 personnel of Army, Air Force, Navy, National Disaster Response Force,
along with all the Central Reserve Forces which are under the Home Ministry
were pressed into action. Never before such a relief operation was conducted in
the history of India. This is by far the biggest such operation ever conducted.

Let me inform the House again that the immediate response has been very
successful. The people of Jammu and Kashmir have also appreciated it. We need
not make political issues out of the whole tragedy as some hon. Members
unfortunately tried to do. The Chief Minister of Jammu and Kashmir also
appreciated the effort and written an official letter to the Home Minister. He
appreciated all the attempts being made by the Central Government. These are all
on record.

Beside that, I must admit to the issues raised especially by Mahtabji and
Kalikesh Singh about the issues related to Odisha. They mentioned about cyclone
Phailin which struck last year. There are some issues definitely as per the

commitment made by the then hon. Prime Minister Dr. Manmohan Singh. The
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things were not as per the expectations of the State Government of Odisha. It is
after all a continuity of the Government. We are not running away from the issue.
But I have to inform the hon. Members from Odisha, some other hon. Members
also raised the same issue, that a total amount of Rs.934 crore was released. That
is a consolidated amount. ... (Interruptions) There is a calculation. I do not want
to go into the technical aspects of the whole issue.

Let me inform the hon. Members that the issue was placed before the high-
level Committee. The high-level Committee at that time was chaired by the then
Agriculture Minister Sharad Pawarji. As per the approval made by the high-level
Committee the amounts were released. E should not be blamed for whatever
decision was taken by the then Government. But still as I said, we are not running
away from the whole issue. Recently, in response to the letter written by the hon.
Chief Minster, I have given point-to-point reply.

We have said that we cannot do away with the system which was already in
place. Despite that, I have written to hon. Chief Minister that if hon. Chief
Minister feels that the support given by the Central Government was not enough
then in the future grant, which is available in the State Disaster Relief Fund you
can adjust some of the amount. The issue will be placed before a high level
committee. We are a new Government. That is why I do not want to delve on the
issue which was there with the previous Government but we are sympathetic to the
case made by the Government of Odisha. In fact, I have complimented the hon.
Members for the kind of relief activities which were carried out by the State
Government, and it is a success story for all of us. When we go outside also,
cyclone Phailin has been a success story for India and we have showcased this
thing before international arena. That is a combined effort made by the State
Government and the Central Government.

At the same time, let me refer to the current cyclone which is known as
Hudhud. This unfortunate cyclone Hudhud struck the Visakhapatnam district of
Andhra Pradesh on 10" of October. Before that, we had taken all precautionary
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measures available at our command. That is why you must appreciate that the
damage has been minimum because of the precaution taken by the agencies from
the Central Government and the State Government. When gushing winds with
speed ranging 170 to 195 kilometres per hour strike, it is normally a big disaster.
But because of the response, we could mitigate the total damage caused by the
cyclone Hudhud. Immediately, the hon. Prime Minister went to both the States.
He did aerial survey as well he visited Visakhapatnam. When hon. Prime Minister
went there, an amount of Rs 1,000 crore was announced. An amount of Rs 400
crore was released from National Disaster Response Fund to the State of Andhra
Pradesh. In addition, an amount of Rs 115.43 crore to Andhra Pradesh and Rs
170.50 crore to the State of Odisha as the Central share of the State Disaster
Response Fund. Hon. Members will appreciate that these funds are not State Fund
or Central Fund. It is a combined fund. Sir, 75 per cent of the fund is provided by
the Central Government and 25 per cent by the State Government. This is
automatically placed before the State Government so that in the event of any
disaster, the State Government can immediately utilize the amount. The Central
Government is always there to come to the rescue of the State Government. We
are working as a team. There is no discrimination about whole dealing of the
subject. It is a tragedy and we have to work together.

When the cyclone Hudhud struck, our hon. Minister for Urban
Development Shri M. Venkaiah Naidu also visited there. A team from Ministry of
Commerce and Industry and a team from Coffee Board of India also visited there
to assess the damage caused to the crops also. So, it is not just one agency. The
whole Central Government, whoever is relevant to the effect, were all geared up
and everybody reached the spot and took assessment of the whole situation. My
friend from Assam and other Members also made certain partisan remarks that the
Government was partisan towards North Eastern States. That is not the case.
Immediately, I went to the States of Assam, Meghalaya and Arunachal Pradesh. 1

actively participated in the whole process including the aerial survey and
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discussion with the State Government ofﬁcials.Ehen, immediately the Home
Minister also went; he had a detailed discussion with the State Governments of
Assam and Meghalaya. We have told the State Government that we would be
sending the Central Team immediately. We cannot just like that, send the Central
Team. It has to be under the consideration of the State officials. We have to make
it appropriately. Some hon. Members were saying that the team should be sent
quickly and immediately. When a natural disaster strikes, the most immediate job
is rescue. When we finished with the efforts of rescuing, then the next step is
relief. We provide relief to the victims. Then comes the third stage of
rehabilitation, reconstruction and the long-term planning process of rebuilding.
We have the concept of ‘build back better’ — if any disaster struck any part of the
country, we want to bring back the lives of those affected into normalcy, as it was
before the disaster. That is why, immediate visit of the Central Team was not the
idea. The idea is to provide immediate relief to the victims, to the needy people.
But this suggestion is well taken.

I would like to tell you that some State Government even take time to send
memorandum. The system is that we could send the Central Team only after
receiving the memorandum from the State Government. So, I would like to ask all
the State Governments, through all the hon. Members, to urge the State
Governments to send the memorandum as quickly as possible so that the Central
Government can act. ... (Interruptions)
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Let him reply. He is giving general information.
SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: I am informing the House about the system. In most of the
States, we have already received the report and the inter-ministerial Central Team
has already visited, and it has come back with the report. Now, it will be placed
before the Executive Committee; then, it will be placed before the High Level
Committee.

Some hon. Members were talking about the abolition of National Executive

Body and the hon. Member from the Congress Party was mentioning that we do
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not have a coordinated effort in dealing with the whole situation. In fact, we are
dealing in a very closely coordinated manner. The National Crisis Management
Committee, which is headed by the Cabinet Secretary, is constantly informed of
all the situations and all the disasters happening in the nation. At the same time,
our Home Minister is constantly calling the meetings of all the committees related
to disasters, that we have in place. There is no lapse on our part, whatsoever.

The hon. Member from Bihar and Western UP have mentioned about the
floods coming from Nepal. I have informed the House during the last Session also
that we have understanding with the Governments of Nepal, China and Bhutan.
We have all the data available, if there is any likelihood of any kind of flood from
the neighbouring countries.

For example, this time, how could we avert the possible disaster of Kosi? It
is only because there was controlled blasting of that particular place, where huge
water reservoir was there; there was an imminent danger of a great disaster. But
due to our constant effort and touch with the Government of Nepal, our expert
team went there and there was a controlled blast of that particular big reservoir
which was damaged because of landslide and water could be released in a
controlled manner; and the disaster was thus averted.

These are certain things that we have carefully taken into account and took
action. From Brahmaputra, which is known as Sampo River in Tibet part of the
Chinese territory, we have been receiving information. Unlike the 2001-flood,
which my colleague from Arunachal Pradesh knows, when there was a huge
disaster in the State of Arunachal Pradesh, now we could at least keep in touch,
live with the Chinese authorities so that any impending danger is immediately
informed and necessary actions are taken.

Likewise, some hon. Members suggested that the inclusion of some new
subjects like lightning, erosion, etc. in the list of disaster. I can inform the House
that the Government has already recommended about erosion. It is a big issue,

whether it is a river-bank erosion or erosion due to the sea-waves. This is an issue
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which is going on. The 13" Finance Commission did not accept this
recommendation. We have again recommended that the subject of erosion,
lightning, bamboo flowering and some other issues should be included as an item
in the disaster list. E

SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE (GULBARGA): It has been specifically

mentioned ‘Discussion under Rule 193 on the natural calamities in various parts of
the country with special reference to rains and floods in Jammu and Kashmir,
cyclone Hudhud in Andhra Pradesh and Odisha and drought in Maharashtra raised
by Shri Kalikesh Narayan Singh Deo’. This means that drought in Maharashtra is
already included. Where is the reply on drought? Chavan Ji and other Members
have spoken today only.

elaborate discussion has already taken place in the House. The hon. Minister has
replied and he has himself accepted that 22 districts have been affected and 422
people have committed suicide in Maharashtra. Therefore, we are asking for a
simple answer as to whether any relief is being granted by the Government or not.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : Sir, my question is in respect of sea erosion,
river erosion as well as lightening. It is a long pending demand by almost all the
hon. Members of this House that these things should be included in the disaster
management plan and distress relief fund also. Unfortunately, the hon. Minister
also while responding to the question said that the 13™ Finance Commission is not
allowing to include all these things in the disaster management fund.

SHRI KALIKESH N. SINGH DEO (BOLANGIR): Sir, I am surprised to hear a
very eloquent response from the hon. Minister that he has expressed his
satisfaction with the functioning of the NDMA. He says it is not headless, the hon.
Prime Minister is there, though the Vice-Chairman is missing. The NEC does not
exist but the NCRMA, I think, under the Cabinet Secretary is there. If that is the
reason, then the hon. Prime Minister should be replying to the debate and not the
hon. Minister of Home Affairs. However, NDMA is supposed to have a long-term
response on mitigation. It is not for immediate relief. Can the hon. Minister tell me
in the last eight years, in 2005 the Act was passed and in 2006 NDMA was
formed, how many long-term mitigation policies have been undertaken by the
NDMA wherein the flood-prone areas have vents, causeways and bridges been
built, wherein earthquake areas where earthquake resistant buildings have been
put? This is the job of the NDMA. The response is by NEC and by the NDRF.
PROF. SAUGATA ROY : I have a small point to make about the statement of the
Minister of Parliamentary Affairs. It is true that most of us in the Opposition were
absent on Thursday and Friday when the debate on the matter started. At that time,
the Minister of Agriculture may have made a statement, or made a speech for half
an hour. Today morning after a meeting with the hon. Speaker all of us in the
Opposition assured her that we will attend the House and co-operate in the running
of the House. Today some Members, very respectable Members including a
former Chief Minister made points about the drought in Maharashtra. The Minister
of Parliamentary Affairs tried to score a point with us saying as to why we were
not there when the Minister of Agriculture made his speech.
