P. VENUGOPAL : We hear a lot about food grains being wasted and
allowed to rot in several parts of the country because of lack of storage facilities
and godowns. If these food grains are diverted at a subsidized cost to other States
where it is needed, the people living below poverty line could be helped.

As far as Tamil Nadu is concerned, my leader and the Chief Minister, hon.
Amma has started Amma’s Unavagam, that is, Amma’s Canteen, to help the poor
and needy. There are 299 Amma Unavagams running in various parts of Tamil
Nadu. The Government of Tamil Nadu is planning for more such Canteens. Hon.
Amma is also giving 20 kg. of rice to 1.69 crore old-age persons free of cost. So,
instead of allowing the food grains to rot, the Government of India may allocate
such food grains to Tamil Nadu so that the same could be used for helping the
poor and to implement these welfare measures.

SHRIMATI BIJOYA CHAKRAVARTY : The hon. Member, Shri Ahuluwalia ji
has asked a question regarding granting citizenship to the people who are coming
to India after partition. In Assam and in interim Tripura, there are more than four
lakh people who are called ‘D’ Voters, that is, Doubtful Voters. They are coming
in the wake of election because of a provision. ...

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB : Madam Speaker, because of religious

persecution, because of economic consideration and employment generation,
citizens from other countries are migrating to our country. India has been
accepting a large number of people who are being persecuted because of their
religion in our neighbouring countries into our fold with open hands. This is not a
new phenomenon. ...

So, to talk about migration policy will be too early because
before that, we have to set ourselves in order to ensure how the so-called refugees,
who have left their homeland and come into India, need to be categorized with.
Once that thing is very clearly stated, then we can talk about migration because

these are inter-linked issues. That is why I am not in a position to make any
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statement. But, definitely we will give a thought to the matter, which is raised by

the hon. Member if anything is possible in that regard.

SHRI MEKAPATI RAJA MOHAN REDDY (NELLORE): Madam Speaker, the
State of Andhra Pradesh had been divided in a hurried way, in a very unscientific
way. At that time, we had objected to the same thing here on the floor of the Lok
Sabha. We had been suspended, the Bill was simply passed and it went to the
Rajya Sabha. There also, the Members of Parliament in Rajya Sabha from Andhra
Pradesh had objected. At that time, both the Congress, which was in power, and
the BJP, which was in the Opposition, were actually interested in dividing the
State. They thought that they should divide the State and they did it in a hurried
way. At that time, the then Prime Minister of India, Dr. Manmohan Singh, had
promised to give Special Status to the residuary State of Andhra Pradesh for five
years. Then, the BJP Members, Shri Arun Jaitley and Shri Venkaiah Naidu,
demanded it for ten years. Further, they went on telling that anyhow, they were
likely to come to power and they would definitely extend it to ten years. As they
said correctly, they have come to power now. The residuary State of Andhra
Pradesh is in great financial troubles. We are in great distress. We do not have
anything. We have to start from zero now. We have to start from scratch. We do
not have Capital, Secretariat, Assembly or anything. We are in a deficit financial

state. We thought that at least the Government of India will give special status so
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that Andhra Pradesh State can develop industrially. Once this status is given, we
will definitely get 90 per cent grant and 10 per cent loan. Otherwise, it will be the
reverse of it. We thought that at least we can develop the State industrially so that
in the coming years, the State can come out of this financial crisis.

Now, very surprisingly, almost one year and three months has passed, but
the Government of India is dilly-dallying. They are postponing the things and
dragging on the things. Some people say that it is still under consideration, and the
then State Finance Minister and Minister of State for Planning has categorically
declared that no State will be given special status. Even now, some other Ministers
are telling that special status to Andhra Pradesh will be given and it is under
consideration of the Government of India.

Now, people are agitating in Andhra Pradesh and abusing us. We are not
happy to come over there and shout slogans. We are always law-abiding citizens,
and we always abide by your directions. But in spite of that, we are being forced to
come over there and shout slogans. Otherwise, our people will not excuse us. They
will not pardon us. Hence, we are here to protect their rights, and to protect the
rights of Andhra Pradesh.

HON. SPEAKER: Yes, I can understand.

SHRI MEKAPATI RAJA MOHAN REDDY : We demand from the Government
of India to declare the State of Andhra Pradesh as a Special Category State.
Otherwise, they cannot escape and there is no sanctity for democracy. The then
Prime Minister had promised this on the floor of the House, and the then
Opposition supported it and said that they will give it for 10 years.

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(vii) Need to take corrective measures to improve the services of BSNL and
MTNL

SHRI PARVESH SAHIB SINGH VERMA (WEST DELHI): The service of
BSNL and MTNL network is highly unsatisfactory in Delhi. The subscribers of
these two services have been facing a lot of network-related problems including
call drops, bad connectivity, etc. The BSNL had started its service in 2003 and had
very quickly captured the market share. It had occupied number 2 position after
Airtel but from the year 2007, it started losing its market share to its competitors
due to lack of network expansion. All these years, there has been political
interference and poor leadership in BSNL. There has been negative growth in
Broadband service leading to a high customer churn. MTNL has been using old
TDM technology and poor condition of Copper-cable based access network and
poor quality of Drop wire procured by them have all led to their poor service
quality. The staff is not trained in latest technology and several top posts have
been lying vacant.

I would urge upon the government to remedy the situation in order to

provide a satisfactory service to the subscribers of MTNL and BSNL.

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(xiii) Need to increase the procurement price of Copra by NAFED

SHRI C. MAHENDRAN (POLLACHI): My Pollachi Parliamentary Constituency
has about 92000 Hectare area under coconut cultivation which ranks one-fourth of

coconut area in Tamil Nadu.

2.02 lakh M.T of Copra is being produced every year. The copra production
is not a sufficient one for the coconut growers to eke out their livelihood. The

support price for Milling Copra fixed by NAFED is only Rs.5 5.50 per/kg.

The Copra is being traded in the open market for Rs 65 per/kg only and the
coconut growers are very much dejected. To ameliorate their financial crisis , the
procurement price has to be hiked to Rs. 140 per Kg by NAFED taking into
account the cost of production as well as Consumer Price Index.

The monsoon has supported the agriculturists upto some extent this year
and therefore, the production of copra is in surplus. It is a pity to note that NAFED
is compelling the concerned State Federations to bear the transport charges due to
which the States could not open procurement centres in their States.

Therefore, I request the Minister for Agriculture to increase the
Procurement Price of Copra by NAFED to Rs.140/- from the existing Rs.55.50
per/Kg and issue necessary orders to waive off the condition of transportation

charges to be borne by the concerned States.
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(xiv) Need to depute Central Industrial Security Force (CISF) at
Mullaperiar Dam in Kerala

SHRI M. UDHAYAKUMAR (DINDIGUL): The Mullaperiar dam is situated in
Thekkady district in Kerala and is owned and operated by the Tamil Nadu
government. The length of the main dam is 1200 feet and top of the dam is 155
feet. The dam’s security is with the Kerala Police and Tamil Nadu pays for it.
Water from Mullaperiyar has been irrigating about 2,17,486 acres of land in five
districts of Tamil Nadu - Theni, Madurai, Sivaganga, Dindigul and
Ramanathapuram, and also generates electricity.

The Tamil Nadu government had moved the Supreme Court on 06.12.2011
seeking deployment of Central forces at the Mullaiperiyar dam, citing incidents of
vandalism by certain political parties in Kerala at the dam site.

However, the petition was disposed of following an assurance from Kerala
that it would take necessary steps to protect the dam.

But in the month of February 2015, one of the sitting legislatures of Kerala,
along with group of journalists visited the Mullaperiar and subsequently damaged
the structure of the baby dam. The Kerala police remained a silent spectator and
failed to prevent people from damaging the baby dam. The journalists manhandled
a member of a sub-committee (technical) under the supervisory committee set by
the Supreme Court. The Tamil Nadu PWD officials complained to police, but the
Kerala police refused to register an FIR on the complaint.

Tamil Nadu government on 20th February 2015 again moved the Supreme
Court seeking directions of the Centre to depute the Central Industrial Security

Force (CISF) to ensure the safety of the dam and its appurtenant structures.
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(xv) Need to declare the class XII CBSE result of compartmental
examination in mathematics as Generally Passed for the candidates
who appeared at the said Examination

SHRI BALBHADRA MAJHI (NABARANGPUR): During the Board
Examination of 2015 for Class-XI1I through CBSE it was reported that the question
of Mathematics (optional) was very tough. The matter was also raised in the house
by some of the MPS. Inspite of assurance given by the HRD Minister, a number of
students with Mathematics (Optional) as subject, failed. Some of students have
qualified through entrance examination for Engineering and Medical courses, but
are not able to take admission due to delay in result of Compartmental
Examination which will take some more time.

Parents and students have requested the institutes to wait for the
compartmental result to be out.

Irrespective of anything, some of the bright students, who otherwise scored
high in all subjects, will carry the stigma of ‘Compartmentally Passed’.

It is therefore requested that, as an exception, students having compartment

in Mathematics (Optional) be treated as “Generally Passed”.

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(xvii) Need to grant special category status to Andhra Pradesh

SHRI KESINENI SRINIVAS (VIJAYAWADA): Union Finance Minister Shri
Arun Jaitley while accepting the fact of promise made regarding granting Special
Category Status to residuary state of Andhra Pradesh, quoted the negative
recommendation made by the 14th Finance Commission and at the same time the
possibility of exploring alternatives of giving more than what Andhra Pradesh
would have got under the status but this promise of alternate measure has been not
made explicit. UPA Government should have included the Special Category Status
in the Act itself. Present Government is not keen on amending the State
Reorganization Act to accord Special Status to Andhra Pradesh. The Centre cannot
deny this on the pretext of the Finance Commission recommendation as the
assurance was made much before in Parliament during the debate on State

Bifurcation as per the Article 3 and 4 of the Constitution.
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(xviii) Need to return Rs. 1274 crore arbitrarily deducted from the state
account of the Government of Telangana and transferred to the
Income Tax Department by RBI

SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR (KARIMNAGAR): The Reserve Bank of India
deducted Rs. 1274 crore from the state account of the Government of Telangana
and transferred it to the income tax department. This was done without notice and
in violation of a court order issued by the High Court of Hyderabad. The division
of assets of the Andhra Pradesh Beverages Corporation Ltd is still going on under
the AP Reorganisation Act and calculation of liabilities between Telangana and
Andhra Pradesh is not complete. Only when this is done can the amount be
deducted and that too from both states. Further, the Government of Telangana is
not an income tax assessee. Thus the deducted amount should be returned to the

Government of Telangana immediately.
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(xix) Need to increase the annual income limit of parents of students
belonging to Scheduled Castes to enable them to pursue Post-Matric
education

SHRI RADHESHYAM BISWAS (KARIMGAN]J): I am drawing Government
attention towards those students who belong to Scheduled Castes and studying in
post metric classes all over India. The yearly income of their parents should be
revised every two year as per the norms of the Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment. On 12/7/2013 Ministry of Tribal Affairs fixed 4.50 lakh annual
parental income as ceiling for ST Students. But it was not done by the competent
authority of SCD V Section of the annual parental income ceiling under the
centrally sponsored scheme of post metric scholarship for the scheduled caste
students. However, 2.50 lakh is per annum parental income of Scheduled Caste
students. On account this, several SC Students would be deprived of post metric
education. Director I/C of SCD-V Ministry of Social Justice said vide their letter
No 11036/2/2015-SCD-V dt 29.05.2015 “Keeping in view the limited fund
allocation, increased in parental income ceiling under the scheme of PMS-SC will
be considered on the availability of required funds from Ministry of Finance.” It is
a strange matter that ST Students’ funds is available but SC Students' fund is not

available. I request to take necessary action on the above subject immediately.
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(xx) Need to increase the Minimum Support Price for paddy

SHRI DUSHYANT CHAUTALA (HISAR): The meagre hike of Rs.50/- per
quintal in the Minimum Support Price for Paddy from Rs.1360/- to 1410/-for the
year 2015-16 is crossly inadequate and unjustifiable. The government has
announced that this decision has been taken based on the recommendation of
Commission for Agricultural Costs and Prices (CACP). But, the meagre hike of
3.7% for MSP to paddy would not improve the fortune of the farmers who are
already stuck in unexpected miseries like floods, drought, shortage of fertilizers
and overall increase in the input cost of production. As a result of this, they
continue to be debt-ridden every year. The Swaminathan Commission’s report had
already urged that the farmers shall be paid 50% profit over the actual cost of
production. Therefore, I would like to urge the government to increase the
Minimum Support Price for Paddy to Rs. 2500/- per quintal so as to protect the

farmers in the country.
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(xxi) Regarding the proposal of Airports Authority of India to shift
Bagdogra Airport
SHRI PREM DAS RAI (SIKKIM): “Bagdogra is the only airport for Sikkim and
North Bengal. It also serves as the most important airport for a large area
including Bhutan, Lower Assam, Eastern Bihar and Eastern Nepal.

The Airport is the hub for tourists visiting Eastern Himalaya and Sikkim
including now Mansarover. It has seen a considerable growth in air traffic, which
crossed 1 million for the first time in 2014-15, growing at over 40% percent
compared to last year.

A disturbing news regarding the proposal of the Airports Authority of India
to shift Bagdogra Airport was reported. I strongly urge the government to desist
from taking this step keeping in view both the cultural and economic importance
of the airport to the people of the region, any issue can be resolved with State

Government through dialogue.

31 of the States Reorganization Act, 2014, it has been very clearly written that a
separate High Court should be there each for Andhra Pradesh and Telangana. It
has been the practice. When the NDA Government was there and the BJP was in
power, on 1* November, Chhattisgarh was formed; after that Jharkhand was
formed and after that Uttaranchal was formed. No sooner the formation day took
place, the Court had to be bifurcated. That has been the practice. I do not know
why there is some mala fide intention.

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us an assurance. Our Chief Minister Shri KCR has met the Pradhan Mantriji and
he has also met the Rashtrapatiji. Everybody has given us an assurance. Our Law
Minister Shri Sadananda Gowdaji called us to his home. Not only we but also the
advocates from Andhra Pradesh are having an agitation there. Lawyers have come
on the road during the last forty to fifty days. As you know, once the State is
divided, every person will have his own case. I am not fighting for one individual.
Politicians, business men, students and farmers may have to go to a Court for
settlement of their cases.

As you know, out of 29 judges in the High Court, 25 are from Andhra and

Telangana people are being deprived of justice. We have raised this many times.

On this High Court issue, I can assure him that the Law Ministry is aware
of what is happening. He held one round of discussion with hon. Members also. I

will be requesting him again to examine the possibility of coming over this sub
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judice issue and then try to find a solution at the earliest. In principle, the
Government of India is very clear and committed that there has to be separate
High Courts for Andhra Pradesh and Telangana. 1 do not want to go into the
details but justice should be done to the advocates of Telangana. They should also
get an opportunity to become judges as per the eligibility and merit. That is the
feeling there and we are one with that feeling as far as this issue is concerned.

With regard to second issue, I have already made an appeal that it is under
examination of the Finance Minister and the 14™ Finance Commission. It has
become a little complicated because it is not there in the Act. But as he said, it is a
promise made in the House. So, that has to be kept in mind. The Ministry of
Finance is closly examining it as it is a complicated issue. ... (Interruptions)

coming in the way. If the Government wants to take a decision, it is a simple case
of bifurcation of the High Court into two High Courts. The Chief Minister of our
State of Telangana Shri K. Chandrasekhar Rao is ready to allocate some building
for the High Court of Andhra Pradesh if they want to establish it in Hyderabad.
They need not go immediately out of Hyderabad. Our State Government is ready
to accommodate the High Court also in Hyderabad because the Chief Minister of
Andhra Pradesh is in Hyderabad, the Chief Secretary of Andhra Pradesh is in
Hyderabad, the DGP of Andhra Pradesh is in Hyderabad. Why can the Chief
Justice of Andhra Pradesh High Court not stay in Hyderabad the dispose of the
cases? It is very simple. The hon. Minister who is also a Cabinet Minister has to

take a decision and the President will notify as per the Act.

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SHRI KALIKESH N. SINGH DEO (BOLANGIR): Madam Speaker, with your
permission I speak from here.

MADAM SPEAKER: All right.

SHRI KALIKESH N. SINGH DEO : We have seen that the excessive expenditure
has become a perennial problem. It is not new. Every year the Government tries to
balances its Budget. But because of faulty assumptions of revenues as well as
faulty assumptions of expenditure, every year, for the last four years, we are
seeing an Appropriation Bill being put retrospectively. Now, since the Minister is
a Chartered Accountant, I am sincerely hoping that he would be able to better
balance his books. However, the Railways does not seem to have learnt its lessons.
The fact is that the Railways is unable to make most efficient use of the resources
that it has in its hands. For example, in the current Appropriation Bill, which seeks
to appropriate almost Rs. 2,719 crore for the year 2012-13, we find that despite six
revenue grants, one segment of capital grant, ten revenue appropriations, and two
segment of capital appropriations, and despite obtaining supplementary provisions,
in all five appropriations, we find that there is still an element of outstanding
revenue which needs to be appropriated.

This is a failure not only for the Ministry’s planning mechanism but also
the failure for the Ministry’s financial outlays, which they are unable to meet
successively for the last four years. This has been mostly on account of an increase
in the pensions, an increase in the cost towards human resources, 31 per cent
increase towards pension, 19 per cent towards fuel, and 15 per cent towards rolling
stock and maintenance.

We know that the fuel prices are down now. In that case, at least for this
current year, the hon. Minister of Railways should be able to balance his Budget
on account of fuel expenditure. However, we do not understand whether the
Railways has actually taken into account the huge outlay it has for the expenses on
people. We find that the Ministry is still planning to increase the number of people

it has. In fact, I believe that Indian Railways would be having the highest number
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of man power for the amount of trains it utilises. That is because of the lack of
utilisation of technology and lack of utilisation of innovation. That is why we have
successively failed to meet and balance our Budgets.

I hope the hon. Minister will take that into account. For example, let us
look at the real estate that the Railways has and the way they have planned to build
factories, the way they have planned to build more railway lines, etc. we find
massive delays happening in the construction of railway lines. I would like to
quote to you the railway line which is very dear to my heart, to the people of my
constituency, the Bolangir — Khurda railway line, which was sanctioned 25 years
ago. However, we find that the pace of development of that line is extremely slow.

I am glad that the hon. Minister recently signed an MoU with the blessings
of the Chief Minister of Odisha. The Chief Minister of Odisha has agreed to give
50 per cent of the cost as well as the land towards this railway line. For that I
congratulate both the Chief Minister of Odisha as well as the hon. Minister of
Railways. However, if we do not plan the execution of this line correctly, we will
find that delays will happen, cost over run will happen, and time over run will
happen. We will again come back next year to appropriating more money on this
Budget if we are not able to complete the line in time.

Many times the Committees have actually examined the accounts of the
Railways, both in the Standing Committee and in the Public Accounts Committee.
Consistently they have pointed out that there is poor Budgetary planning, there is
poor execution on behalf of the Railways. This is not new. I would like to know
categorically from the Minister of Railways, when he gives his reply, as to what
steps he has taken to ensure that in the future that the Budget will be balanced and
that the Railways will keep to the time line and to the cost line that they have
committed to.

For our State of Odisha, some very important works have been kept
pending. One is, we have always demanded from the Party’s side, the inclusion of

a new Rajdhani Express, via Sambalpur from Bhubaneswar to Delhi.
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13.00 hrs

This will not only increase revenue generation of the Indian Railways but
also add to the viability of one of the most profitable States, Odisha contributes a
large mount of revenue to the Indian Railways. It is going to add to the viability of
that. In fact, for increasing the passenger as well as freight traffic, a lot of doubling
of lines is required. We know that most of the mines are located in Odisha; we
know that the Ports are located there; we also know that a lot of Steel Plants are
coming up there. So, a lot of doubling of lines is required. A lot of capital
contribution is required. I am happy that the hon. Minister has allocated Rs.3300
crore — | think that was the figure for Odisha — for this year. Even with that figure,
the East Coast Railway gives a revenue of almost Rs.15,000 crore to the Indian
Railways. I think more money should be spent in the State of Odisha to develop
the infrastructure to ensure that revenue generating areas actually get the
importance they deserve.

Lastly, I would like to say that yesterday we had a Question on Water
Vending Machines in the Indian Railways where the hon. Minister of State for
Railways was answering. He said that they are going to put some clean drinking
water facility in various Stations. There is going to be a requirement of two or
three people for each vending machine. Again, I would say that the Indian
Railways are going to add to the personnel cost and the operating cost of the
Indian Railways. These are small yet important matters. It is important that the
Indian Railways and the hon. Railway Minister think of more innovative methods
to provide services which are essential and required without adding to the
personnel cost and operating cost of the Indian Railways. I would like to suggest
to the hon. Minister that he should use the Self-Help Groups to run these Water
Vending Machines instead of hiring people for the Indian Railways and
increasing the pay roll.

My Party believes that chemical toilets, bio-digestible toilets should be

used excessively. While we can aspire to have bullet trains, while we can aspire to
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have world-class stations, if we are unable to provide basic amenities and basic
services to the rest of the stations, to the rest of the trains, it has no bearing on the
people of India unless we can provide these basic services. So, I would also like to
ask the hon. Railway Minister to ensure that all major stations get handicapped-
access for the people of India.

With these words, I conclude. Thank you.

DEMANDS FOR EXCESS GRANTS (RAILWAYS), 2012-13 Contd.

HON. CHAIRPERSON Shrimati R. Vanaroja.

SHRIMATI R. VANAROJA (TIRUVANNAMALAI): Hon. Chairman, Sir,
Vanakkam. 1 wholeheartedly thank our beloved leader, hon. Chief Minister of
Tamil Nadu, for this opportunity to take part in the discussion on the Excess
Demands for Grants pertaining to Railways for the year 2012-13.

A cursory look at the document presented by the hon. Railway Minister
shows that an excess expenditure aggregating to Rs.1,674.66 crore had been
incurred under Voted Expenditure of grant Nos.8, 10 and 13; and another Rs.1.29
crore under Charged Appropriation Nos.3,4, 5,7, 8, 11 and 13.

Under Grant No.8 - operating expenses rolling stock and equipment — an
amount of Rs.33,88,59,000.57 was spent during 2012-13 mainly under Diesel and
Electric Locomotives due to more expenditure towards staff cost. The demands for
excess grant also include some payments incurred and not anticipated earlier for
repairs and maintenance of permanent way and works, plant equipment and
motive power.

Another demand for excess grant pertains to fuel expenses due to increase
in the prime cost of HSD Oil in diesel locos and increase in rate of energy
purchased from outside sources than anticipated. There is a demand for excess
grant due to some more payments pertaining to Provident Fund, Pension, and other

retirement benefits to employees than anticipated.
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The hon. Railway Minister, in his Budget Speech this year earlier, had
highlighted the plan of Railways to mobilize an amount of more than Rs. One lakh
crore through investments from external sources. The hon. Railway Minister had
also proposed a new infrastructure financing mechanism. As a new initiative —
first of its kind in the country — the Tamil Nadu Infrastructure Fund Management
Company which had been launched by the hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Dr.
Puratchi Thalaivi Amma has been functioning successfully.

The Vision 2023 document released by hon. Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma
highlights about 10 very important railway projects which are to be implemented
in Tamil Nadu at a cost of Rs. 1,88,400 crore. The 10 important rail projects
relating to Tamil Nadu are:

1. Complete doubling of Chennai-Kanniyakumari line;

2. Freight line between Sriperumbudur-Guindy;

3. Chennai-Thoothukudi freight corridor;

4. High speed passenger rail link between Chennai, Madurai and
Kanniyakumari;

High speed passenger rail link between Madurai and Coimbatore;
High speed passenger rail link between Coimbatore and Chennati;
Chennai-Bengaluru high speed rail link;

Chennai-Bengaluru freight corridor;

Avadi-Guduvancheri rail link; and

10.  Avadi/Tiruvallur-Ennore port link

Other than these 10 projects, another 217 projects are also identified in the
Vision 2023 document.

I wish to urge that as stressed by hon. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma in the
Memorandum submitted to the hon. Prime Minister, these railway projects should
be given utmost priority and the State Government concerned should be made a

stakeholder. The Government of Tamil Nadu has informed its readiness to the
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Union Government regarding implementation of railway projects under Public
Private Partnerships.

I urge that a dedicated freight corridor should be set up between Chennai
and Tuticorin. I also urge the Railway Minister to organise special fund
mobilisation drive for implementation of high speed rail links between Chennai-
Madurai-Kanniyakumari and Coimbatore-Madurai.

I urge upon the Ministry of Railways, as demanded by hon. Puratchi
Thalaivi Amma, for early consideration and approval of these projects.

It is learnt from the Railway officials that some of these projects, most
notably the doubling of the Chennai-Kanniyakumari broad gauge line and the
Avadi-Guduvancheri and the Avadi/Tiruvallur-Ennor port link are being taken up
for implementation. I request the hon. Railway Minister to kindly ensure that
adequate funds are allocated for the early completion of these projects.

I expect that the Chennai-Bengaluru freight corridor and the Chennai-
Bengaluru high speed passenger rail link would be high priority projects under the
Chennai-Bengaluru Industrial Corridor promoted by the Department of Industrial
Policy and Promotion of the Government of India.

Tamil Nadu is a progressive State which is at the forefront of attempting
innovative means of raising funds for infrastructure development. Tamil Nadu
infrastructure Development Board under the Chairmanship of hon. Chief Minister
of Tamil Nadu Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, has approved the development of the
Madurai Thoothukudi Industrial Corridor as an integrated project. This corridor
includes two sets of projects, industrial node development and trunk infrastructure

projects.
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Three of the trunk infrastructure projects proposed under the Corridor are

railway projects:
1) Chennai-Thoothukudi freight corridor,
2) Chennai-Madurai-Kanyakumari high speed passenger link, and
3) Coimbatore-Madurai high speed passenger link.

As proposed by Vision 2023 document, these projects are to be
implemented in the Public Private Partnership mode through a Special Purpose
Vehicle of Indian Railways and Government of Tamil Nadu. Hence, the
Government of Tamil Nadu would be willing in principle to enter into a
Memorandum of Understanding to set up a Special Purpose Vehicle to promote
these three railway projects proposed in the Madurai-Thoothukudi Industrial
Corridor.

A good number of projects announced in the previous Railway Budgets had
raised public expectation considerably, but the work on these projects has been
very slow. Hence, I request you to kindly allocate sufficient funds in the Budget
to expedite the completion of these projects.

I would like to mention some of the Railway Projects relating to Tamil
Nadu for which the work is yet to commence.

1. New line from Morappur to Dharmapuri

2. (a) 5™and 6" line on Chennai to Villivakkam and
(b) New line from Villivakkam and Katpadi Sections
New line from Chidambaram to Attur via Ariyalur
Doubling from Trivandrum to Kanyakumari
Doubling Jolarpetti-Katpadi-Arakkonam
From Bodinayakanur to Kottayam
Doubling from Renigunta to Arakkonam

3 and 4™ lines from Attippattu-Gummidipoondi

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DR. RAVINDRA BABU (AMALAPURAM): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, I thank you
for giving me this opportunity to speak.

First of all, I extend warm greetings and gratitude to the Railway Minister
for carrying out such a massive scale service to pilgrims attending the Pushkaram
at Rajamundry. The credit for it directly goes to the Railways. Without such a
massive scale service of the Railways, Pushkaram would have been a big
unmanageable event. Railways have rendered immaculate and impeccable services.
The morale of the railway officers was very high. So many trains were introduced
by the Railways, without even our asking for them. They have easily attended to
all the pilgrims coming from all over India.

We thank you very much, Sir, for extending such a great service during the
time of the Godavari Maha Pushkaram. On behalf of Telugu Desam Party and on
behalf of Shri Chandrababu Naidu Garu, we extend our heartfelt gratitude and
greetings to you, Sir.

Sir, Andhra Pradesh has been formed recently. We are lucky to have
Madam Sitaraman here in the House. While urging her to use her good offices, we
request you to introduce a new A.P. Express. After bifurcation, the earlier A.P.
Express has been renamed as Telangana Express. The new A.P. Express should
start from Visakhapatnam.

Andhra Pradesh has the longest railway line, almost measuring a 1,000
kilometres, but we do not have any railway maintenance or coach factory, or any
such activity related to trains. Therefore, I urge upon the Railway Minister to
please consider setting up such facilities in the residuary State of Andhra Pradesh
so that it can lead to the generation of some employment.

I would also earnestly urge upon you to please give us the Railway Zone
that you have been promising to us. So far, the Minister has not fulfilled that. On
behalf of Telugu Desam Party and on behalf of the people of Andhra Pradesh, I
would request you to consider the setting up of a Railway Zone. It will create a lot

of goodwill for the Railways.
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Above all, the Railways have promised the Konaseema railway line a long
time back, that is, when the Budget was projected to be Rs. 800 crore, which now
has gone up to Rs. 1400 crore, but nothing has been done. In this Railway Budget,
the Minister has not introduced any new railway lines or any new trains, and he
had only promised that he would complete the pending projects. The demand for
this Konaseema railway line has been pending for almost 15 years. On behalf of
the people of Andhra Pradesh and on behalf of the people of Konaseema area, I
would like to inform you that we do not have a railway line at all; we have not
even seen a train. Please think about setting up this Konaseema railway line. It will
cater not only to the needs of the people, but also it will encourage eco-tourism.
The whole Konaseema is like Kerala. It will also enhance cargo movement
generated in the KG Basin. Konaseema is the hub of Krishna-Godavari Oil Basin.
It will also give you a lot of revenue. I have already submitted a detailed report on
how Konaseema railway line will become economically viable, or how it will
become another Western Railway or Central Railway in terms of economic
earnings. Please look into this matter earnestly.

I would also request you to please think of ordinary people, for example,
BPL card holders, travelling without any facility of water or food in long journey
trains. They used to get free and concessional tickets before. Please reintroduce
free tickets in respect of BPL card holders. In future, please think of introducing
new trains and free tickets to cater to the needs of BPL card holders.

Sir, the train track between Howrah-Chennai via Visakhapatnam is the
longest train track. The cyclones that usually affect the coastal area disrupt the
traffic between Visakhapatnam and Tuni. There is an alternative proposal which
was already submitted by the Member of Parliament from Anakapalli. Please look
into that matter. It will take care of the cyclone affected railway lines, whenever a
cyclone happens.

Kakinada is another town in East Godavari District, which also requires a

new railway line connecting Pithapuram with Kakinada. Please think about this.
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I thank you very much for the introduction of Tuni-Kotipalli railway line
during the Pushkaram. 1 want the Railway Minister to make it a permanent feature
for which the people will be grateful to you, Sir. I wish you all the very best.
Thank you.

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SHRI V. ELUMALAI (ARANI): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, I thank you very much
for giving me this opportunity to participate in this discussion. I also whole-
heartedly thank our beloved hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu for this
opportunity to take part in the discussion on the Excess Demands for Grants
(Railways) for the year 2012-13.

The document presented by the hon. Railway Minister shows an excess
expenditure aggregating to Rs. 1674.66 crore. In my Arani Lok Sabha
Constituency, there is a long pending demand for an over bridge at Cuddalore —
Chithur State Highway No. SH-9 near LC No. 80 km. 99/100-200 at Polur Yard of
Villupuram — Katpadi section Thiruchirappalli Division. The traffic density at this
level crossing is very high. The Government of Tamil Nadu has sponsored the
above level crossing for construction into ROB. On its part, the Government of
Tamil Nadu led by our beloved leader hon. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma has issued the
sanction letter in the first quarter of this year. So, I urge upon the Railway Minister
to ensure the progress of this project.

I would also like to take this opportunity to draw the attention of the
Railway = Minister regarding the need to expedite the new
Railway line from Tindivanam to Nagari involving a distance of 180 kms linking
Vandavasi, Cheyyar, Arani, Arcot, Ranipet, Pallipattu which was announced in
2006-07. Thus a new railway line will be laid and it would connect Tindivanam,
Vandavasi, Arani, Cheyyar, Arcot. More than seven years have elapsed but very
little progress has been made in this regard.

It was surprising to note that in a meeting with the GM, Southern Railway
which was attended by some MPs, the GM said that it will take about 80 years to
expedite the Tindivanam — Thiruvannamalai new railway line project covering a
distance of 70 kilometers. When I was surprised with this reply, it was explained
that sufficient funds are not there. Now that the Railway Minister is talking about
mobilizing funds through Special Vehicle arrangement, I would like to request

him to accord priority to our industrially backward area.
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I would like to draw the attention of the Minister of Railways to the fact
that the Government of Tamil Nadu has already extended all possible cooperation
from its end. The land acquisition formalities have been completed for this railway
project. Hence, there is no reason to delay this project. I urge upon the Minister of

Railways to look into this with all seriousness. Thank you.
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SHRI THOTTA NARASIMHAM (KAKINADA): Mr. Chairman, Sir, thank you
for giving me this opportunity to speak a few words on the Demands for Grants of
Railways. First of all, I would like to thank the hon. Minister of Railways for
running special trains to Rajahmundry, East Godavari, Andhra Pradesh on the eve
of Pushkaram on behalf of our Chief Minister, Shri Chandrababu Naidu garu.

The Railway Minister has taken good steps to increase the overall
potentiality of the railways without compromising the quality of services, and
security of the passengers. There is no hike in passenger fares, which extends
relief to the poor.

I congratulate Shri Suresh Prabhu ji for announcing ‘Kayakalp’ which
intends to set up an innovation council for business re-engineering and introducing
a spirit of innovation in the Railways. This way you can make your mark in the
Indian Railways.

I observed that the plan outlay proposed is Rs. 1,00,011 crore, an increase
by 52 per cent. There is an increase in the quota of berths for senior citizens,
pregnant ladies and disabled persons and also there is an increase of 67 per cent
allocations for passengers.

I have to appreciate the Minister of Railways for his another decision, that
is to mark the 100 years of the return of Mahatma Gandhi ji from South Africa to
India, the IRCTC is planning to promote the Gandhi Circuit to attract tourists. It is
a very good decision. Every Indian must know about Gandhi. These trips will
inculcate patriotism in the minds of the young Indians.

A new Department for keeping stations and trains clean under the Swachh
Rail, Swachh Bharat Abhiyan is a welcome step. Bio-toilets and aeroplane-type
vacuum toilets in trains will help to keep the railways clean.

There are some other good decisions which have been announced in the
Railway Budget. They are: Operation Five Minutes Scheme to ensure speedy
purchase of tickets for unreserved class passengers; 200 more stations under

Adarsh Station Scheme, provision of wi-fi at B category stations; increasing the
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speed of trains from the existing 110 and 130 kmph to 160 and 200 kmph
respectively in nine railway corridors; train protection warning system and train
collision avoidance system to control the accidents; booking of rail tickets 120
days in advance, which is a good choice for the persons who will plan their
schedule in advance, mobile application developed by the IRCTC provides the
railway services on mobile platform, SMS alert service really helps to inform
passengers in advance about the updated arrival and departure time of trains at
starting or destination stations; surveillance cameras in select coaches and ladies
compartments for women’s safety without compromising on privacy is also a good
step.

All these decisions of the Minister of Railways will certainly be applauded
by the people. I am thankful to the Minister of Railways for his announcement to
launch the works for third line between Kazipet and Vijayawada and also wi-fi
access at Visakhapatnam railway station.

I want to appeal to the Minister of Railways that the division of Andhra
Pradesh has brought so many unforeseen difficulties. I would request the Minister
of Railways to be liberal to Andhra Pradesh till we restore to the normal situation.
There is a feeling among the people of Andhra Pradesh that much help is not being
extended to Andhra Pradesh in the Railway Budget. Some of the pending issues
pertaining to Andhra Pradesh are: declaration of Vizag as a railway zone;
dedicated train to Delhi from Andhra Pradesh; railway lines including Vijayawada
— Nidadavole — Jaggayyapet — Vishnupuram; Kakinada — Pithapuram and doubling
works on Guntur — Tenali route; Obulavaripalle — Krishnapatnam have not found a
mention in the Railway Minister’s speech in spite of the State Government
agreeing to bear fifty per cent of the costs for the development of the lines. They

need to be taken up immediately. They need to be taken up immediately.
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Finally, Sir, I would request the hon. Railway Minister to pay his fullest
attention to the pending issues of Andhra Pradesh and extend a helping hand to the
people of Andhra Pradesh to stand on their own legs. Thank you.

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SHRI G. HARI (ARAKKONAM): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, I would thank you very
much for allowing me to participate on an important subject concerning the
Railways, the lifeline of our great nation. The Appropriation Bill provides
authorization of appropriation of moneys out of the Consolidated Fund of India to
meet the amounts spent on certain services for the purposes of Railways during the
financial year ended on the 31% day of March, 2013, in excess of the amounts
granted for those services and for that year.

While we debate on the above, I would like to bring to the kind attention of
the hon. Railway Minister to an ongoing project. The Tindivanam to Nagari
railway line project has been an important railway line concerning the people
belonging to Villupuram, Tindivanam, Tiruvannamalai, Vellore and Tiruvallur.
The work on the said railway line has commenced very long back. However, the
work is moving at snail’s speed, the reason being paucity of fund. The need for the
appropriation Bill arises because of delay in executing the projects which leads to
cost-escalation. Therefore, there is an urgent need to execute the ongoing projects
on a time-bound basis so that we can escape from cost escalation. Therefore, I
urge upon the hon. Minister to look into it and provide sufficient funds for the
early completion of this project.

Another thing which I would like to bring to the kind notice of the hon.
Minister is about laying of another track in the sector between Kanchipuram and
Arakkonam via Tirumalpur. Presently, this sector is having only a single track due
to which the railway operations are being affected causing inconvenience to the
general public. Therefore, I urge upon the hon. Minister to approve another track
in this sector with sufficient fund allocation for the same.

The hon. Minister is aware that Tirumala-Tirupati Temple is an important
religious place attracting devotees from all over the world as well as domestic
devotees. Therefore, the railway line leading to this temple town always remains a
busy sector. Therefore, I urge upon the hon. Minister to direct the Southern

Railway to lay another track between Arakkonam and Tirupati via Tiruttani.
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Presently, this sector is having a double line which is insufficient to deal with the
frequency of trains running between these sectors.
I hope the hon. Minister will look into it and do the needful in the interest

of the people of Tamil Nadu. Thank you, Sir.

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THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS (SHRI SURESH PRABHU): Mr. Chairman,
Sir, let me first of all thank all the Members who have participated in this very
interesting debate. Actually this is Demands for Excess Grants for the year 2012-
13. Let me remind the perspective. This is the year in which I presented a Budget
which was for the year 2015-16. The year 2014-15 is also over. This is the
Demand for the year two years before, for the year 2012-13 and for the Excess
Demands which were spent already.

Sir, as you know, the Constitution of India very clearly mandates the
Government to spend money. The Executive could spend the money only when it
is approved by this august House of Parliament. There is also a possibility that the
Executive could draw money from the Contingency Fund. But there are again very
well defined systems and procedures. But every amount that the Executive can
spend has to be voted by this House and then only we create a charge over the
Consolidated Fund of India and then we can draw the money. This is very
unfortunate that the money which is now going to be approved by this august
House was actually not voted by the Parliament, but we spent more than what was
actually decided. Therefore, the matter, as the Constitution demand, had to go to
the Public Accounts Committee and the Public Accounts Committee very kindly
agreed for this. But they also mentioned that the Financial Advisor of the Ministry
should ensure strict adherence to the financial discipline thereby reducing the
recurring phenomenon of excess expenditure to the barest minimum, if not
eliminated altogether.

So, Sir, we are performing a task which is not directly related to our
Government. Our Government was elected to office only 15 months ago. But we
are trying to do something for the others because we do not believe in politics, we
believe in the smooth functioning of the Parliament. We also believe that
democratic principles have to be followed. We also believe that we must make
sure that the national interest is above everything else. So, everything is sub-

servient to the national interest. Therefore this is something which I hope the
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House will approve. The Public Accounts Committee also said that you bring it to
the House, so I am actually bringing it to the notice of the House. I am sure, you
will take note of this. This is also demonstration of the fact that this Government
led by our Prime Minister, Mr. Modi, believes in highest principles of democratic
functioning of the Parliament. That is why we really want to move forward and
we want to take it forward.

Sir, I am thankful to many Members who talked about it. But the Members
talked about not necessarily the year that went by but the year which is going to
come. So, obviously, we should look up to the life; we should forget what has
happened. Let the bygones be bygones and we should look up to it. Many
Members have talked about many new ideas for the current year as well as for the
years to come. Let me just briefly try to respond to it.

As you are aware, the Budget was presented on 26™ of February, the first
Budget, the full Budget of the Modi Government. I am very happy to say that the
operating ratio for the year 2014-15 is one of the best in the last seven years. So
the revised operating ratio for the year 2014-15, which is the full year of this
Government, is the best over B.E. in the last seven years. I can give you the
details, if you want because my good friend Tathagata Satpathy asked a very valid
question. But, I can tell you about that, if you want.

What is important is, this year we could create the highest ever
infrastructure of 1983 kilometres. This is not our claim that in one year we created
it. What we are saying is, we commissioned it on one year. So, obviously this
was going on. This was going on for years; you cannot construct a new line in one
year. It is nobody’s claim. But what is important is that we could achieve the
highest-ever completion rate. That is because, we put in place all the issues that
are necessary for doing that. Therefore, 1983 kilometres of total lines were created,
which is highest ever; 1375 route kilometres of electrification was completed,
which is also highest ever; 723 kilometres of doubling was completed and we

could lay down 1320 kilometres of optical fiber cable.
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Sir, for connection to North East — there are many friends of mine —
yesterday the Prime Minister signed a historic Accord with our good friends,
Nagas. That is not just an isolated act. The Prime Minister is not just trying to
sign any Accord to score any point; this is part of our overall strategy of North-
Eastern development. We feel that that part of India which has been neglected
must be integrated and therefore, Sir, in this year, we have said that Barak Valley
will be connected through broad gauge. In the next few days, we will actually
start the passenger train. Arunachal Pradesh is connected through Naharlugan,
Itanagar; Meghalaya is connected through Mendipathar and foundation for new
rail route has been laid for Mizoram. Our target is to make sure that we connect
all the important eight sisters that we have. Seven sisters were there; we added
Sikkim and we have eight sisters. So, we believe in sisters; we believe that sisters
should be remembered not only on Rakhi day but also sisters should be
remembered always. Therefore, we are really trying to take it forward.

Sir, I want to take a few minutes to tell you something about the Budget
strategy. I do not want to talk about the Budget again but only implementation
part. In the first quarter, that is from April to June, our total projected expenditure
was Rs. 13,000 crore. We have actually incurred Rs. 17,734 crore which is 134
per cent of the proportionate Budget. We have actually done doubling which is
125 per cent — all this capital expenditure — of the Budget figure. New line is 130
per cent of the Budget figure. Gauge conversion is 108 per cent of the Budget
figure. Electrification for the year is 116 per cent of the budget figure at
Rs.967.61 crore. This is the amount actually spent. Also, the track renewal is 140
per cent of the Budget. I am saying this because we are trying to spend the money
to kick start the economy. The Railways have a bigger responsibility and I am not
going into the numbers of how many new lines we have laid etc.

16.00 hrs
I would like to talk about one point which my good friend Mr.

Chandumajra has raised. He is my real friend and he shares with me the good
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langar prasad which he brings from Gurudwara. With his blessing, we have fast
tracked 1,300 ROBs and 5,554 RUBs at a total cost of Rs.54,834 crore.
Sanctioning of new work got a quantum jump many times over what was done in
the previous year.

Our target for passenger amenities is Rs. 154 crore and we have spent  Rs.
160 crore. I do not want to go into the deep of all this. But the point that I would
like to raise here is that we are incurring more capital expenditure than what was
budgeted for this quarter. I am sure in the next nine months we will exceed the
target to make sure that we will actually kick start economy and will complete all
the promises that we have made. I was just reviewing each and every budget.
Announcements have been converted into action point. It is monitored regularly
through eSamiksha. I am happy to say this today that within the first three or four
months, 79 items of Budget have already been implemented. The list is also
available on the website. You can go through it. I will give the list a little later.

We have organised one of the highest ever programmes of outreach. We
call it Rail Yatri Pakhwada. This is a fortnight for rail yatries, beginning from 26"
of May, which is the first anniversary of this Government, to 9" June. It was for
15 days. In this period, 233 massive projects worth approximately Rs. 4000 crore
were launched or completed for passenger amenities alone. Work on 73 projects
related to passenger amenities worth approximately Rs. 550 crore, started.

16.02 hours (Shri Ramen Deka in the Chair)

My good friend Gopal Shetty was asking me about NGOs. About 7 million
passenger interactions were done through railway officers and staff. All types of
NGOs whether they were Lions Club, Rotary Club, religious organisation or any
other NGOs they were actually approached and brought here. About 7,500
cleanliness and sanitation drives were done. As a result of which, I am not
claiming that the Railways has transformed but the Railways has improved. I got
lots of messages everyday on my Twitter account about it. I am also surprised

with the pictures of so many stations and other places which have become much
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better than what they were before. Again I am saying that we have a long way to
go but we have made a beginning. 1 am telling you that this is the first quarter.
This is the first time when I am making a quarterly report. This has not been done
before. I will make it a practice. We will put the information about the Railways
on the public domain. Around 8,500 inspections have been done by railway
officials as a part of intensive safety drive. About 4000 catering services checks
had been undertaken during the period 30.05.2015 to 20.06.2015. About 4,600
intensive ticket checking drives resulted into Rs. 9 crore of revenue. So, this was a
very comprehensive Pakhwada in which we have done all kinds of programmes.
The film is available with us. If you permit me, I will e-mail this film to all the
Members of Parliament so that they can also know about it.

As I said earlier, we had the Budget announcements. Many of them have
been completed. I am just talking about a few of them. Hon. Members have
raised some issues. One of them is about the cleanliness. We have started E-
catering in almost 1500 trains. This is giving an option to the passengers. Earlier
you had to buy food which is served by the Railways. Now, E-catering provides a
possibility or a choice to the passenger to order food from any place. We have
started a new programme for getting a feedback from the passenger while he is
travelling. There is also a programme where we will take his feedback after he
completes his travel. Everyday we initiate about 4 lakh calls to find out as to what
a passenger feels about it. If he is facing any problem in between his journey, we
will try to take corrective action. This is a new programme which we have
launched and it is also going on to make sure that it happens.

Now, I am coming to the question of laundry. Many people talked about it
including my friend from Maharashtra. 1 agree with him. We have started
mechanised laundries to address this problem. We have already started about two
or three laundries this year, in addition to 35 established earlier. Further we are

going to launch, at least, 22 more in the next few years.
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There are new ideas which we did, and my good friend Shri Gopal Shetty
mentioned about them. Earlier, people have to buy bottled water. 1 have
mentioned in my Budget Speech that we would start a new system whereby people
could buy water, not necessarily in bottle but through a vending machine. We
have started this on a pilot scale. We have already issued tenders. Already
tenders have been allotted by IRCTC. Now, in the next round we will cover even
more stations. Then, people do not have to buy water bottle at Rs.10 or Rs.15.
They can get it at a fraction of the price. So, they will save money. This will also
create jobs for thousands of people who will be actually running these machines.

We started the reservation programme. Now, in the IRCTC portal there are
hundreds of complaints. We have changed the software and hardware. Now,
people are saying that it is really a seamless experience. Now, one can book a
ticket in a few minutes. That is the new thing which we have started.

I know that many Members had raised the issue earlier and said: “Where is
the money to spend?” We signed an agreement with LIC for Rs.1,50,000 crore.
So, in this year’s Budget, there was a shortfall of Rs.17,000 crore. LIC’s
agreement gives us an opportunity to spend Rs.1,50,000 crore in the next five
years. So, if we want, we can spend more. If we have the projects, we can
execute them.

Some people mentioned about human resource. We are already doing
human resource audit to make sure that all these issues related to this aspect are
addressed.

As regards accounting, there are a few recommendations made by the
Bibek Debroy Committee. We are already implementing some of them like
accounting reforms, delegation, signing MoUs with some of the Zones. We have
also done joint ventures. Many of you know that 17 States have agreed to do a
joint venture with us. What would it mean? Today, the projects are implemented
only by the Railway Ministry. Now, we will be able to implement projects with

the participation of the State Governments. [ will give you an example. The
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Government of Maharashtra has earmarked a sum of Rs.10,000 crore from their
Budget as capital for the Railway. This is unprecedented. The Government of
Maharashtra has put a sum of Rs.10,000 crore. Similarly, we have this experience
in other States also. The Government of Odisha is also doing that. I am just
giving you this example. All the 17 States have agreed to set aside money from
their Budget. That money along with our capital can be leveraged so that with the
money set aside by the Maharashtra Government, we can implement the projects
worth Rs.80,000 crore in the State of Maharashtra. We can do the same thing in
Odisha also. This is not just decided and agreed. As you know, this is signed,
sealed and delivered. In the case of Odisha, we already signed three such deals and
we are moving ahead with that.

We have already delegated most of the powers to the local functionaries
like General Manager and DRM so that they can do that. We started port
connectivity projects. We have already three such projects. One is to connect
Dighi port; the second one is to connect Jaigarh port; and the third one is between
Gandhidham and probably the port in Gujarat.

One of the problems which we are still facing — I must admit this — is the
punctuality problem. Many of the trains particularly going into Uttar Pradesh and
Bihar are having this problem. Also in the section between Delhi and Kolkata we
are facing a lot of problems. That is because the capacity in that segment is over
utilized to the extent of 150 per cent. So, the number of trains which go through
the same route are having a lot of problems. In between, we had a double
whammy. In Itarsi, there was an accident. Everything in the RRI Panel got burnt.
In a record time we restored it but that caused problems. In between, of course,
there was Gujjar agitation in Rajasthan, which again caused disruption and caused
delay in trains. This issue - delay in trains — is still a challenge. I am trying to
monitor it. [ have improved it but I am not happy about it. I want to make sure
that we must bring in punctuality in the running of trains. The solution to that is

augmentation. You can bring in capacity improvement only when you do
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doubling and tripling projects. = These projects have to be completed.
Unfortunately, it takes time to complete these projects. Therefore, we are putting
these projects on fast track, as I just explained to you. When that happens, we will
be able to not only complete these projects but also bring in punctuality in a much
better way.

Some of my friends wanted to know about the bullet train. We are planning
in many areas but this is something which is not at the expense of the common
man’s services. The common man will get the best of the services. The Budget
focused on him alone. This was an on-going idea for many years, not just by our
Government alone. But we are trying to find out the viability. For one line we
have got a Report which has been presented by JICA, the Japanese Government.
We are trying to work on that.

We are also trying to introduce a system -- Key Result Areas -- for General
Manager, DRM and Station Master, which will be properly identified so that
nobody can say that this is not his responsibility. So, somebody will be
responsible. We want to fix the responsibility so that they can take it on them.

In case of Mumbai, I absolutely agree with you, that in Mumbai 75 lakh
passengers travel everyday. This is the highest number amongst any city; and in
fact, it is their lifeline. The Railways lose a lot of money. There is a concept that
the Railways make money but the Railways lose a lot of money in that particular
segment. Our idea is to improve the system in Mumbai by bringing in Mumbai
Urban Transport Project —III, which attracts huge investments. We have already
signed an agreement with the Government of Maharashtra. We will take it
forward. In between, if you want to make any suggestion, I declare it just now, on
the floor of this House that we will create a portal for ideas for Mumbai Transport
System. Everybody can give ideas about the solution. If these are better, we will
accept them and implement them. But let us not think that we are not trying to do

things. We are trying to do as much as possible for Mumbai.
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Station development was talked about. We have ideas and we are working
on two-three areas. One is that the Railways themselves will develop some
stations. The Cabinet has approved a proposal to develop 400 stations, which are
all A and A1 stations in India on a very transparent system. Anybody can come
and start bidding for it; and the bid again will be put on the website. So, this will
be the most transparent exercise. | would appeal to all the Members of Parliament
to let this news go to everybody so that more and more people participate. This
can get us the maximum benefit in the shortest time and can also get some money
that my good friend Prof. Chandumajra was talking about.

It was complained that MPs are not being invited for some of the functions.
I take it very seriously. I have told all my officers that we will take individual
action if the hon. Members of Parliament are not treated with the type of respect
that they deserve. It is a very clear instruction issued and nobody will be allowed
to flout it. We have, in fact, gone a step ahead and set up Zonal Committees,
which will be chaired by the Members of Parliament. I hope, you all must have
got the letter.

SOME HON. MEMBERS: Thank you.

SHRI SURESH PRABHU: I have already done that so that you will be able to
work and implement some of the ideas that you have in your mind. You will be
supervising it. This has already been decided.

We have also decided about the reservation. You must have got my letter
in this respect. I know that the Members of Parliament have this complaint that
while they try to make reservation, they send letters. I said that there have been
some misuse. I do not want the name of any of the Member of Parliament to be
spoiled for no fault of his. Therefore, we want to make sure. I have got
acknowledgment from many of them. Some of them may not have got it. I will
send them again if anybody has not got it. But we are trying to work on that.

On energy, my good friend, Shri Om Birla has talked about a very good

idea -- why not we generate our own energy. In fact, let me tell you that when I
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was a Minister of Power and Shri Nitish Kumar was the Minister of Railways, I
went to him and told him that we will set up a joint venture. So, we are setting up
a project called Nabinagar Project in Bihar, which will be owned by the Railways
and the NTPC jointly. But we are also trying to work with the Ministry of Power.
In fact, in the next few days, we will sign an MoU so that we will jointly own
some of these projects. In the morning, I attended a programme; and we are trying
to solarise all the Railway operations. So, solar energy will be generated to the
maximum extent. Energy is our focus area. Therefore, we are working on it as
well.

One hon. Member mentioned about police -- why not bring the GRP.

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Jolc H 1452 Hrs vUY we have earmarked for the State of Tamil Nadu, increasing it
from Rs.809 crore. I am not saying that we are very happy with this. We want
more and, therefore, I am very happy to say that the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu
has agreed to sign an agreement with the Government of India. That will allow us
to undertake more projects. But you can imagine that finally Tamil Nadu is one of
the 29 States. We are trying to do justice to all states like Odisha. The Chief
Minister of Odisha has personally said that he has got more than ever imagined in
this budget. But that does not mean that Odisha is happy because they want more.

Tamil Nadu got much more money, but that does not mean that they have
got everything they wanted. But they must look at it in relative terms. Therefore,
to make it happen and to see that we fulfil it, we are trying to make a company
which has the State Government as partner. I will meet the hon. Chief Minister
and try to take it forward.

So, I am really thankful to all the Members for providing this opportunity to
come closer to all the people again, through you. and to let them know about the
progress that we have made. Therefore, I really thank all of you and look forward
to more support in getting this Bill passed.

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DR. K. GOPAL (NAGAPATTINAM): Hon. Chairman, Sir, Vanakkam!

I extend my regards and respects to my beloved leader hon. Chief Minister
of Tamil Nadu Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma for allowing me to speak on ‘The
Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Amendment
Bill, 2014°.

The Father of our nation Mahatma Gandhi said, “My fight against
untouchability is a fight against the impure in humanity”. The central feature of
caste discrimination is the concept of ‘untouchability’ based on the notion that
certain caste groups are considered ‘impure’, compared to other caste groups,
leading to denial of human dignity.

Article 17 of the Constitution outlaws the practice of ‘untouchability’.
However, despite legal and constitutional provisions as well as affirmative
schemes, SCs and STs continue to face untouchability as well as social, economic
and institutional deprivations.

The Constitution of India vide Article 15 lays down that no citizen shall be
subjected to any disability or restriction on the grounds of religion, race, caste, sex,
or place of birth. It also guarantees that every citizen shall have equality of status
and opportunity.

The present Bill replaces the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
(Prevention of Atrocities) Amendment Ordinance, 2014 and seeks to amend the
Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Act, 1989.
The Act prohibits the commission of offences against members of the Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes and establishes special courts for the trial of such
offences and the rehabilitation of victims.

The term ‘atrocity’” was not defined until the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Act was passed by Parliament in 1989.
In legal parlance, the Act understands the term to mean an offence punishable

under sections 3(1) and (2).
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In specific terms, 'atrocity' is an expression commonly used to refer to
crimes against Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in India. It denotes the
quality of being shockingly cruel and inhumane, whereas the term ‘crime’ relates
to an act punishable by law. It implies any offence under the Indian Penal Code
committed against SCs by non-SC persons, or against STs by non-ST persons.
Caste consideration, as a motive, is not necessary to make such an offence in case
of atrocities. It signifies crimes which give suffering in one form or the other that
should be included for reporting. This is based on the assumption that caste
considerations are really the root cause of the crime, even though caste
considerations may not be the main motive for the crime.

People belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes face persistent
discrimination and serious crimes are committed against them ranging from abuse
on caste name, murders, rapes, arson, social and economic boycotts, naked
parading of SC women, and use of force to drink urine and eat human excreta.
There are various types of discrimination against SCs and STs ranging from denial
of entry into non-Dalit houses and places of worship, prohibitions against food
sharing, denial of access to cremation and burial grounds, denial of access to water
facilities, ban on marriage processions, etc.

As per Crime Statistics of India, every 18 minutes a crime is committed
against SCs; every day, 27 atrocities are committed against them, which include
three rapes, 11 assaults and 13 murders; every week, five of their homes are burnt
and six persons are kidnapped or abducted.

The following cases of discrimination against known public figures
illustrate the gravity of the problem. In November 2011, a Judge of a High Court
stated that he had been humiliated by fellow judges due to his caste since 2001. In
June 2011, the Chairperson of the National Commission for Scheduled Castes —
himself a Dalit — was denied entry into a Hindu Temple. In July 2011, a Dalit
Member of a Legislative Assembly was allegedly not allowed to eat food along

with his colleagues at an official meeting.
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The Act lists 22 offences relating to various patterns of behaviours
inflicting criminal offences for shattering the self-respect and esteem of SCs and
STs, denial of economic, democratic and social rights, discrimination, exploitation
and abuse of the legal process, etc. As the Act outlines actions by non-SCs and
non-STs against SCs or STs to be treated as offences, the Bill amends certain
existing categories and adds new categories of actions to be treated as offences.
Forcing a Scheduled Caste or Scheduled Tribe individual to vote or not to vote for
a particular candidate in a manner that is against the law is an offence under the
Act. The Bill adds that impeding certain activities related to voting will also be
considered an offence. Wrongfully occupying land belonging to SCs or STs is an
offence under the Act. The definition for the term ‘wrongful’ in this context has
been included in the Bill which was not done under the 1989 Act.

The UN Special Rapporteur on violence against women noted that “Dalit
women face targeted violence, even rape and death, from State actors and
powerful members of dominant castes who employ these methods to inflict
political lessons and crush dissent within the community”. Assaulting or sexually
exploiting an SC or ST woman is an offence under the Act.

The Bill adds that: (a) intentionally touching an SC or ST woman in a
sexual manner without her consent, or (b) using words, acts or gestures of a sexual
nature, or (c¢) dedicating an SC or ST woman as a devadasi to a temple, or any
similar practice will also be considered an offence. Consent is defined as a
voluntary agreement through verbal or non-verbal communication.

To empower the nation, we need to empower women. There should be
Special Courts for women. Atrocities against women belonging to a Scheduled
Caste or Scheduled Tribe should be tried by special courts for women with women
judges and women public prosecutors preferably belonging to Scheduled Caste or
Scheduled Tribe community. All Women police stations in Tamil Nadu-first of its
kind in the world- are the brain child of Hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Dr.

Puratchi Thalaivi Amma. These All Women Police stations provide assistance and
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redress the grievances of all women, especially SCs and STs. All other States of
the country can try to follow this method to provide protection to Women.

New offences added under the Bill include: (a) garlanding with footwear, (b)
compelling to dispose or carry human or animal carcasses, or do manual
scavenging, (c) abusing SCs or STs by caste name in public, (d) attempting to
promote feelings of ill-will against SCs or STs or disrespecting any deceased
person held in high esteem, and (e) imposing or threatening social or economic
boycott.

I understand that preventing SCs or STs from undertaking the following
activities will be considered an offence: (a) using common property resources, (c)
entering any place of worship that is open to the public, and (d) entering an
education or health institution.

The Standing Committee of Parliament had recommended that the
following acts may be made punishable offences: (i) registration of false cases
under the Act, (ii) acquiring false Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe
certificates and claiming reservation benefits in jobs, admissions, etc., and (iii)
entering into an inter-caste marriage to procure the Scheduled Caste or Scheduled
Tribe status so as to acquire land or fight elections.

With regard to false and malicious complaints filed under the Act, the
Committee noted that relevant provisions of the Indian Penal Code, 1860 are
insufficient, and a provision addressing this problem should be included within the
Act. The Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition
and Redressal) Act, 2013 provides for a similar clause. I urge that these
recommendations of the Standing Committee be included in the Bill.

In most cases, unwillingness to file a First Information Report (FIR) under
the Act comes from caste-bias. Upper caste policemen are reluctant to file cases
against fellow caste-members because of the severity of the penalties imposed by
the Act; most offences are non-bailable and carry minimum punishments of five

years imprisonment. The Act specifies that a non SC or ST public servant who
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neglects his duties relating to SCs or STs shall be punishable with imprisonment
for a term of six months to one year. The Bill specifies the duties, including: (a)
registering a complaint or FIR, (b) reading out information given orally, before
taking the signature of the informant and giving a copy of this information to the
informant, etc.

Under the Act, a Court of Session at the district level is deemed a Special
Court to provide speedy trials for offences. A Special Public Prosecutor is
appointed to conduct cases in this court. The Bill substitutes this provision and
specifies that an Exclusive Special Court must be established at the district level to
try offences under the Bill. In districts with fewer cases, a Special Court may be
established to try offences. Justice delayed is justice denied. There should be less
pendency of cases in Courts.

Adequate number of courts must be established to ensure that cases are
disposed of within two months. Appeals of these courts shall lie with the High
Court, and must be disposed of within three months. A Public Prosecutor and
exclusive Public Prosecutor shall be appointed for every Special Court and
exclusive Special Court respectively.

The Bill further adds a chapter on the rights of victims and witnesses. It
shall be the duty of the State to make arrangements for the protection of victims,
their dependents and witnesses. The State government shall specify a scheme to
ensure the implementation of rights of victims and witnesses. The courts
established under the Bill may take measures such as (i) concealing the names of
witnesses, (i1) taking immediate action in respect of any complaint relating to
harassment of a victim, informant or witness, etc. Any such complaint shall be
tried separately from the main case and be concluded within two months.

Hon. Chairman, moreover there should not be any discrimination amongst
people belonging to Scheduled Castes. As demanded by Hon. Chief Minister of
Tamil Nadu Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, I request the Hon. Union Minister for Social

Justice and Empowerment to treat Scheduled Caste Christians at par with Hindus,
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Sikhs or Buddhists and include them in the SC list. The Tamil Nadu Government
led by Hon. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma is committed for the cause of protection of
people belonging to Scheduled Castes and Tribes.

Tamil Nadu Government has been implementing several welfare
programmes meant for Scheduled Castes and Tribes, particularly women. Steps
like grant of Rs.1004 crore as loan assistance with a subsidy of Rs.370 crore for
Self Employment Ventures through TAHDCO, Rs. 262 crore loan assistance with
subsidy of Rs.116 crore to 6528 Self-Help Groups consisting of 78339 women
members and Rs. 200 crore fund allocation for Integrated Tribal Development
Programme are some of the pioneering steps, aimed for the empowerment of SCs
and STs, taken by Tamil Nadu government under the able guidance of Hon. Chief
Minister, Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma. A bigger obstacle faces victims who
actually manage to lodge a complaint. Failure to follow through with cases is
alarmingly apparent at the lowest echelons of the judicial system.

Seeking justice through the special laws is not an easy task, since it demands
adherence to a number of procedures on the part of the victims, accused, police,
the special public prosecutor and others concerned at every stage of the case,
which often turn out to be very costly, tiresome and time-consuming, particularly
for the victims. Invariably, it is during this time the accused indulges in a number
of mischievous activities including bribing the police, tampering the evidences,
pressurising the victims for an out of court settlement of the case and threatening
the victims and their witnesses etc. If they have to pursue the case despite all these,
it would be at the cost of their "means of sustenance, dignity, peaceful living, and
sometimes their life itself". The law enforcement agencies, the police and the
judiciary should be free from caste prejudices to address this perennial social

problem.

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SHRI MALYADRI SRIRAM (BAPATLA): Sir, I would thank you for giving me
this opportunity to speak on this Bill.

Sir, even after 67 or 68 years of Independence, India is not free from the
atrocities against the Dalits. Even now, atrocities, discrimination and deprivation
are going on against the Dalits. I do not know how many years it will take to have
an instance-free society in India.

Sir, it is true that atrocities have been happening all over India for the last
60 to 70 years. Though several laws have been enacted — the Prevention of
Atrocities Act, 1989 has been enacted — yet, even after that also, atrocities against
the Dalits, especially the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe communities have
not come down. I thank the NDA Government for introducing some amendments
at least now. Especially, my sincere thanks are due to the hon. Minister of Social
Justice and Empowerment to push through this Bill.

It is a very long-pending demand from the communities which are very
backward, which require the support of the Government for their development.
The Dalits continue to face oppression. Governments may come and go, leaders
can rise and fall. Promises can be made and broken. Issues can emerge and fade.
But one thing constant in Independent India is the unbelievable degree of
oppression encountered by the Dalit community.

While the system of reservation has helped to some extent in providing
opportunities for the Dalits in education and employment but social relations are
still stuck in a time warp.

A brutal assault on the Dalits such as the shocking instance of a Dalit youth
being murdered because he is having an Ambedkar ring-tone on his mobile phone
has appeared recently. It happened in Maharashtra. In this context, I just want to
bring to your kind notice two instances which happened in Andhra Pradesh, one in
1985 and another in 1992. Judgments have been rendered by the lower courts and
higher courts after 30 years. In one court, the hon. Judge let off the culprits by

saying: “It is true that 7 to 8 people have been murdered but the prosecution could
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not establish who has committed the murder.” This is the way the courts are also
acting.

In another case, even after 30 years, it has not reached the finality. Even
the ..." are also against the Dalits’ interests of this country. Therefore, I want to
bring to your attention the distressing rise in the incidents of atrocities against
Dalits across the country.

Besides public damning, awareness campaigns and threats of punitive
action, nothing substantial so far has been initiated to erase caste discrimination. |
do not mind even referring to the case of discrimination. Some of the people, who
have been suppressed and oppressed are thinking of going to some other faith also.
I think the society has to seriously think of the reason behind this. Why are people
trying to change their faith? I request my brethren and colleagues in this august
House to consider this.

A comprehensive review of the effectiveness of the machinery for ensuring
safety and security of SCs and STs should be taken up. There should be an
effective control of crimes committed against them in the country. Day by day a
number of cases of atrocities against members of SCs registered under the SCs and
STs Prevention of Atrocities Act, 1989 are increasing. I urge upon the Union
Government to make earnest efforts towards effective implementation and further
strengthening of Prevention of Atrocities Act.

Several factors like land disputes, land alienation, indebtedness, non-
payment of minimum wages and non-economic causes like caste prejudices, deep
rooted social resentments, etc. may manifest in offences of atrocities.

The Prevention of Atrocities Act was enacted and brought into force in
early 1990s with a view to preventing atrocities against the members of SCs and
STs and the provisions of the Act are implemented by the State Governments.

I would like to request the Central Government to monitor its functions and

periodically strengthen the Act by setting up Special Police Stations, SCs and STs

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Protection Cells. Efforts should be made for setting up exclusive Special Courts;
relief and rehabilitation should be provide to the victims affected by atrocities.

Therefore, I urge the Union Government to launch the awareness
generation programme among the vulnerable sections of the society and open legal
recourse to SCs and STs and to identify the atrocity-prone areas for taking
preventive measures.

I wish to bring it to the notice that the Central Government has also been
advising them from time to time to implement the Prevention of Atrocities Act in
letter and spirit with specific emphasis on sensitization and training of the police
personnel, law enforcement agencies, and to minimize delays in investigation of
cases of atrocities against the SCs and STs, and to improve the quality of
investigation, setting up of exclusive special courts for speedy trial of cases under
the Act, and review of cases ending in acquittal. In most of the cases,
investigations are not properly taken up. The SHOs should be made very
responsible and Inquiring Officer should be at the level of DSP so that the
percentage of successful cases is high. Unfortunately, the success rate in regard of
these cases is negligible. So, I demand a fair and impartial enquiry in the case so
that guilty are punished as per law. While stressing the importance, institutional
machinery charged with the welfare and protection of Dalits should be
strengthened and made accountable.

The august House and the Ministry should be seriously concerned about the
rising crimes against women belonging to the SCs and STs. Keeping in view the
fact that the SC and ST women are quite often subjected to sexual harassment and
given pain and trauma, and they suffer. Thereafter, due to pressure, fear and
shyness, these women also remain diffident and hesitant while deposing before the
court proceedings which are conducted mostly in a male dominated atmosphere.
This is more pronounced in the rural areas. The Committee are of the firm view

that the need of the hour is to address this vital issue by setting up special courts
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for them with women judges and women public prosecutors, preferably belonging
to the SCs and STs community.

Some of the provisions which have been added are really good. Action
should be taken under the Act against registration of false cases. The relief and
rehabilitation provided to the affected persons should be enhanced. The
Government of India is thus making earnest efforts towards effective
implementation and further strengthening of the Prevention of Atrocities Act,
2014.

Issues raised by me are important. Hence, I strongly urge the hon. Minister
to come forward and take up issues, and make an assurance to the hon. House.

With these words, I conclude, Sir.
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SHRI VARAPRASAD RAO VELAGAPALLI (TIRUPATI): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I
thank you for very much for giving me this opportunity. I also would like to
congratulate the present Government and the previous Government for bringing
this amendment which is very much needed to bring in social equality. But the
unfortunate thing is, irrespective of the number of Acts, all over the country the
atrocities against Dalits are increasing day-by-day and, in fact, the atrocities are
worsening.

The recent very unfortunate development is, the Backward Classes who
have been suppressed for several decades, now they are the main perpetrators of
committing atrocities on poor Dalits. These atrocities are committed frequently in
States like Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh and Mahrashtra. So, I
would request the leaders of Backward Classes in these States to make an appeal
to their communities not to commit atrocities against Dalits. My appeal to them is
to treat these Dalits also with human dignity.

Then, any number of Acts will not serve any purpose unless the police are
also properly sensitized. To stop the atrocities against women, several States in our
country have started Police Stations exclusively run by women. Similarly, if there
is really political will to stop the atrocities against Dalits, the only way is to start
Police Stations exclusively manned by the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled
Tribes, only then the atrocities can be contained. Otherwise, the main culprits here
are the police because they do not register cases, do not bring the witnesses, there
is inordinate delay and they resort to compromises and collude with other
communities. Therefore, I am of the strong view that wherever the number of
cases is more, the Special Courts as well as the Special Police Stations should be
manned exclusively by Dalits.

Sir, several Members who have spoken before me have mentioned about
some worst incidents of atrocities against Dalits. It is extremely unfortunate and it
is unpalatable to repeat those things. But still for the benefit of all the Members

here, I want to mention them here. Some of the instances are as follows. A minor
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Dalit girl was beaten up because her shadow has fallen on a man of other
community. The Scheduled Castes cannot share food in Madhya Pradesh. They
cannot even look into the eyes of other community people. Thirteen families were
socially boycotted in Maharashtra. A Dality youth was brutally killed just because
he played in the Ambedkar Tournament in Maharashtra. Five Dalit women were
stripped and paraded in Uttar Pradesh. A Dalit groom was attacked for riding a
horse. A Dalit boy was burnt to death. Three members of a Dalit family were
killed and dumped in a dry well. No hair cut is done for Dalits in Karnataka
villages. Dalits were forced to eat human excreta. Dalits were punished for
drinking water meant for the teachers.

So, wherever there is a leakage in the system, particularly at the courts and
police stations, unless it is plugged, any number of Acts will not bring justice to
Dalits. I would like to reiterate to the hon. Minister here that after nearly 70 years
of Independence, if we really want to treat these poor people with human dignity,
the only way is that the Special Courts and the Special Police Stations should be
manned by the people from these communities. Otherwise there is no solution to
this problem.

Sir, we have a proper legal system in the country. But unfortunately the
legal system meant for the poor is working separately. If it works in close
coordination with the Department of Social Justice and Empowerment, the legal
aid which is available to the poor could be made use of. I would like to submit
here that 93 per cent of the people who are hanged to death are from the Dalit
community. The only reason for this is that they are not able to engage a proper

advocate.
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Although, for the namesake we have the legal aid system in the country, it
is not effective for the simple reason that dalits are not able to engage a proper
advocate. Therefore, I would submit to the hon. Minister here that special courts
should be there, the police stations should be manned by them, and the legal aid
system should be linked with the departments so that it would be effective.
Whenever there is a death penalty or life imprisonment, proper and good
advocates should be given to them for legal advice.

I do not know why SC/ST officers were excluded from this for their
negligence. Along with the non-dalits, if there is negligence by SC/ST officers of
not doing their duty, they should also be equally punished for the simple reason
that there is every possibility that they may collude with the people. There is a
possibility that they might take a bribe and ignore this kind of activities.
Therefore, along with the non-dalits, dalit officers should also be punished for
negligence. In extreme cases of inhumanness, just as we are punishing with death
penalty for atrocities against women — this is also involved with the human dignity
— I am also of the strong opinion that whenever there is an extreme inhuman
atrocity against dalits, the exemplary punishment including death penalty should
be given. That is only the solution; otherwise, atrocity will continue to be unabated.
Unfortunately, they are being treated as third-class citizens here. Therefore, | am
of this opinion that some of these suggestions could also be taken into
consideration so that the dalits could also live with dignity in the country. Thank

There is reservation provided to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.
The reservation should be made an Act. Atrocities Act 1S on one side, but
reservation should be made an Act. We are thankful to the Government, we are
thankful to the Indian system. People are so gracious that they have allowed the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes by giving them some reservation at the
entry level allowing five years relaxation. I earnestly urge the Government of
India to give five years extension to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes at the
time of retirement also so that all officers belonging to Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes may be available to become empanelled as Secretary level
officers. My colleague already said that there are no judges from Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes in High Courts or Supreme Court because the entry
is very late. Therefore five years extension should be given for retirement. Thank

SHRI NAGENDRA KUMAR PRADHAN (SAMBALPUR): Mr. Chairman, Sir, |
want to draw your kind attention to the fact that the All India Railway Engineers
Federation (AIREF) representing around 80,000 Junior Engineers and Senior
Section of Indian Railways has been working for safe movement of millions
passengers daily. The AIREF, keeping in view nature of duties, responsibilities,
mode of recruitment, training, promotion, service status, etc. of its engineers has
been demanding since long for recognition in order to represent their problems
appropriately. In this regard, the Railway Safety Review Committees (Khanna,
Wanchoo Committees, etc.) have recommended separate platform. As the
Engineers are coming under the supervisory category, they should not be clubbed
with the labour unions of Railways similar to Defence Ministry, etc. Hence, I
would like to urge upon the Government to look into the matter and accord the
status of separate federation for railway engineers like RPF, Group 'C’ and Group
‘D> Associations of Railway Board to represent their grievance in view of
betterment of Railways safety and economy.

SHRIMATI K. MARAGATHAM (KANCHEEPURAM): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I
thank you for giving me this opportunity to raise a matter of urgent public
importance.

Neyveli Lignite Corporation, a Government of India enterprise, is a mining
and power generating company which provides water to Chennai. It is in the news
recently due to its disinvestment plans and indefinite strike by its 27,000
employees. Neyveli Lignite Corporation is one of the main sources of power for
Tamil Nadu as it gets 1,450 MW of power. Around 12,000 workers of Neyveli
Lignite Corporation are on indefinite strike from 20" July, 2015 demanding higher
wages. Though they have been given interim relief, their wage settlement is due

from 1% January, 2012. So far no decision has been taken on this issue. If this
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strike continues, it may harm the industries and power crisis may occur in Tamil
Nadu.

Our beloved leader and hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Dr. Puratchi

Thalaivi Amma has sought the intervention of the hon. Prime Minister regarding
the grievances of NLC workers. Amma has also requested the Prime Minister to
instruct the Coal Ministry to hold talks with the management of NLC and trade
unions to end the strike at the earliest in the better interests of Tamil Nadu. So I
would request the Government to take immediate action in this regard.
SHRI KARADI SANGANNA AMARAPPA (KOPPAL): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I
would like to draw the attention of the Government on the establishment of
Divisional Post Office and Sorting Office at Koppal as well as construction of own
buildings to Post Offices in my constituency.

Sir, in the year 1997-98, the Government of Karnataka declared seven new
districts including Koppal. Now all the newly declared districts except Koppal are
having their own Divisional Post Office and Sorting Office. Due to this, the people
of Koppal are facing a lot of problems due to the long distance between Gadag and
Koppal. Now Koppal is connected to Gadag Divisional Office for all
administrative works. It is very difficult for the public and employees of Post
Office to get the service from Gadag Divisional Office which is nearly at a
distance of 100 kms.

Another issue is relating to the construction of own buildings for Post
Offices in Karnataka, especially in Koppal district. There are 271 Post Offices in
my constituency. Out of 271, only 11 Post Offices are having their own buildings
and the remaining are functioning from rented buildings while the Government
can construct their own buildings to avoid paying rent. Due to non construction of
own buildings, the Department of Posts is paying a huge amount every month as
rent for these buildings.

So, I would request the hon. Minister of Communications to look into the

matter and do the needful to have a Divisional Post Office and Sorting Office at
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Koppal by which people can do their work easily and avoid traveling a distance of
100 kms. I would also request the Minister to draw a plan by which all the Post
Offices could be shifted to their own buildings thereby the Government of India
can save a lot of money being paid as rent to these buildings now.

SHRIMATI KOTHAPALLI GEETHA (ARAKU): Hon. Chairperson, I am

thankful to you for giving me this opportunity to raise a matter of urgent public
importance concerning children.

The Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act was made by
this Parliament on 4™ August, incidentally the same day, in 2009. But it has not
been implemented properly. It had come into force from 1% April. The
Government has emphasis on providing education and promoting cent per cent
literacy in the country. We are entering a young India and the present children are
the future citizens of this country. In this particular situation, I would like to draw
the attention of this august House regarding the facilities that are provided to the
children in the welfare hostels in the rural areas.

Children are suffering because of lack of infrastructure. They do not have
proper food to eat. We are talking about healthy mind in healthy body but the
problem is that the children are being given substandard food. The food supplied
to them is not being monitored at all. Not only that, they are not given nutritious

food. The children are lying on the bare floor without beds in my Constituency.
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In the rural India, this problem is being faced in so many schools and welfare
hostels.

Not only that, Sir, the schools and hostels are very far away; and the
children are walking from the school to the hostel. In many areas, people are
making the children to work like labourers. Children are not being given healthy
atmosphere to study. All these problems have been persisting in all the welfare
hostels. We have been visiting welfare hostels and such is the situation there.
Though there is a Diet Chart but it is not being followed by the management of the
schools. There is no proper monitoring also. Though the Member of Parliament is
the Chairman of the Vigilance and Monitoring Committee of a particular District
and is submitting reports to the Government, yet no action is being initiated
against these wardens.

There are so many schemes that the Central Government has come up with
for the children but these schemes are not being implemented in the right spirit. I
would, therefore, request the hon. Minister for Social Justice as well as the HRD
Minister to intervene and pass such laws as may be right to provide good
education for the children. Thank you.

SHRI K. ASHOK KUMAR (KRISHNAGIRI): Sir, most of the domestic workers

are illiterate and they come from backward areas. Among them, a good number of
them are migrants. Many of them are trafficked and sold and they end up as
bonded labourers. Their work is undervalued, underpaid and poorly regulated.
Lack of decent wages and working conditions, defined work time, false promise,
abuse and sexual harassment at work place are some of their major issues.

The Government has to provide social security to the unorganized workers,
including domestic workers as per the Unorganized Workers’ Social Security Act,
2008. It, however, neither regulates their work nor protects them from abuse and
exploitation. The 100™ International Labour Conference adopted a convention
supplemented by a recommendation on decent work for domestic workers on 16"
June, 2011. Most of the countries, including India voted in favour of the
convention. It affirms that they must have some basic labour rights that are
available to other workers.

Sir, I appeal to the Government through this august House to protect their
rights through a comprehensive national legislation for domestic workers. Thank
you.

SHRI THOTA NARASIMHAM (KAKINADA): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I want to

raise an important issue in the ‘Zero Hour’. We do not have specific standards for
diagnostics in the country. Values change from lab to lab. Almost every hospital in

India has its own lab. Doctors want the patients to get the tests done in their labs
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only. There is a big question mark over the standards of those labs. The poor
people are losing their money and, sometimes, their valuable lives due to
inconsistent reports being delivered by those standard-less labs. Diagnostic
services have become a big business not only to the corporate hospitals, but also to
the small private practitioners.

It is high time that we frame rules of ethics for doctors and clinical
laboratories in the form of an Act to be administered by respective State
Governments under the overall control of MCI and CVC.

Standards of labs in Government hospitals are also not up to the mark. We
are investing huge money for purchasing diagnostic machinery, but we are
neglecting their maintenance in Government hospitals. Let us outsource lab
services in Government hospitals to the best and reputed diagnostic labs. The
standards should be prescribed at the country level. The cost of such services
should be controlled and made available at lowest possible prices under the
corporate social responsibility. This will help our poor people to protect their lives
as well as their hard earned money. Thank you.

SHRIMATI V. SATHYABAMA (TIRUPPUR): Sir, I am thankful to our beloved
Tamil Nadu Chief Minister Puratchi Thalaivi Amma.

Tiruppur is the hub for knitted and hosiery textiles and is a major exporter
in the world market. A large quantity of global blends of T-shirts and knitwear are
exported from here and most of these are made by small traders fetching huge
revenue to the Union Government. These traders are used to book small parcels
from Tiruppur to various parts of the country.

Railways have now reduced the duration of train stoppage from five
minutes to two minutes at Tiruppur and as a result they are not accepting the
parcel booking for transportation. Small traders do not have the financial strength
to transport their parcels to other stations by other means which adds substantial
cost to their produce. The move of the Railways will increase the cost of Tiruppur
manufacturers and put them at a great disadvantage in the competitive world
market.

Therefore, I humbly request the hon. Minister of Railways to increase

duration of train stoppages to five minutes at Tiruppur or Special Parcel Trains
may be operated at frequent intervals from Tiruppur in order to facilitate the local
manufacturers.

DR. KULMANI SAMAL (JAGATSINGHPUR): Thank you, Sir, for giving me
time to raise an important issue.

National Highway No.5A connects the road from Daitari to Paradip in
Odisha. This is one of the important highways of the country from the view point
of transportation of minerals to Paradip Port. The iron ore and coal-laden trucks
that are running in large numbers from mining areas of Keonjhar and Jajpur to
Paradip port have been creating severe traffic congestion thereby affecting the
daily life of people of the adjoining districts of Kendrapara, Jagatsinghpur, Jajpur
and Keonjhar. Keeping in view the enormous traffic jams and increasing incidents
of accidents, the Government has constituted a high-power Committee comprising
of the Collectors of Kendrapara, Jagatsinghpur, Keonjhar and Jajpur districts
which has literally failed to address the problem. In my opinion, the better
solution to this problem could only be achieved if the said highway is converted to
four laning road.

In this regard, I urge upon the Government to initiate action for making the
National Highway No.5A, which connects Daitari to Paradip, as a four laning road
so as to check accidents and smooth transportation of minerals to Paradip Port.

Short term agricultural loans are
converted as interest free loans and as a result of which farmers repay these loans
well in time. In an agro-based country like ours, farmers should be encouraged to
avail agricultural loans to ensure growth in agricultural sector. Hon. Chief
Minister of Tamil Nadu Dr. Puratchithalaivi Amma has, time and again, stressed
that changes in the crop loan subsidy should be made only after arriving at a
consensus at the meetings of National Development Council and Niti Aayog. I
therefore urge upon the Hon. Prime Minister to look into this issue and ensure that
the current interest subvention scheme on agricultural loans should be continued
with present rates of interest till a consensus is arrived for effecting changes.

Nadu State Haj Committee has received 15,032 applications from pilgrims in
Tamil Nadu for Haj 2015. The Haj Committee of India has allotted a quota of
2585 seats only to Tamil Nadu for this year. As per the guidelines for Haj 2015,
out of the quota, 1699 pilgrims have been selected under the reserved category,
while 886 seats have been utilized for the general category pilgrims. This leaves
12,000 disappointed applicants.

During earlier years, the Government of India had released additional seats
over and above the quota which enabled a larger number of pilgrims from Tamil
Nadu to perform Haj. A total of 3696 and 2858 pilgrims have performed the Haj
during Haj 2013 and 2014 respectively.

Our hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Puratchi Thalaivi Amma had
written a letter to the hon. Prime Minister in this regard. In conclusion, the
Ministry of External Affairs, Government of India should release additional quota
for Tamil Nadu to enable more pilgrims to perform the Haj this year and necessary
provisions should be made to increase the quota for Tamil Nadu in the coming
years so that more pilgrims can perform Haj every year.

SHRI V. ELUMALAI (ARANI): Hon. Chairman, Sir, interlinking of rivers is the
only way to maximize the use of water available in the country and to redress the
1ssue of water deficit States like Tamil Nadu. The Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu,
hon. Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma is much concerned about the interlinking of
rivers as it involves crores of people of Tamil Nadu and their welfare. Our Chief
Minister had demanded that the Government should come out with a law for

interlinking of rivers and demanded that the Government should give priority to it.
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Our hon. Chief Minister has also demanded that the work on interlinking of rivers
such as Mahanadi-Godavari-Krishna-Kaveri-Vaigai-Kundaru be expedited. Our
Chief Minister Puratchi Thalaivi Amma has also demanded to divert Pampa river
as it will benefit Tamil Nadu with 22 TMC water which is presently going into the
sea.

Therefore, priority should be given for interlinking of Pampa —
Achhankovil — Vaippar rivers. This will benefit both Tamil Nadu and Kerala. Our
Chief Minister has also demanded that the Government should allocate funds for
interlinking of six rivers in Tamil Nadu, namely Pennaiyaru — Palaru at both
Sathannoor and Nedunghaal dams, Kaveri — Sarpangha, Athikadavu — Avinashi,
Thamiraparani — Nambiyaru.

I urge upon the Government to give priority for interlinking of all these
rivers as demanded by our hon. Chief Minister, Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma as

SHRI K. PARASURAMAN (THANJAVUR): Hon. Chairperson, under the

guidance of our hon. Tamil Nadu Chief Minister Puratchithalaivi Amma, I would
like to bring to the notice of the Government about the increase in the number of
cesarean deliveries across the country and absence of data about the cesarean
deliveries undertaken in many private hospitals. According to WHO guidelines,
cesarean deliveries should constitute about 10-15 of the total deliveries and
cesarean deliveries are meant only for complicated pregnancies.

But some studies show that cesarean deliveries are on the rise in our
country and they outnumber normal deliveries in many private hospitals. Reports
also suggest that cesarean deliveries are being deliberately done by some private
hospitals for financial gains.

Unlike normal deliveries, unwanted cesarean deliveries have many
complications for the mothers and the babies. Complications for the mother
include prolonged pain, infection, blood loss, reactions to anaesthesia, clots in the
legs and lungs. More importantly, they increase the risk of death of the mother by
three-fold.
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Therefore, 1 urge the Central Government to enact a law to regulate

cesarean deliveries and also instruct all hospitals, particularly private hospitals to
report the Government of the State and Centre about the number of cesarean
deliveries conducted by the particular hospital so as to control the number at least
in future keeping in view the health of child and women.
