ORAL ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS

HON. SPEAKER: Q. No. 264,
Shrimati Kavitha Kalvakuntla.

(Q. 264)
SHRIMATI KAVITHA KALVAKUNTLA : Hon. Speaker, out of the spices, we

know, turmeric is the third largest spice that is cultivated in our country.
Telangana being the largest cultivator of turmeric, my constituency in particular, I
am very closely associated with these farmers. I closely know and understand their
issues. In particular, there is no Minimum Support Price that is fixed. So, usually
it is the middlemen who get the benefit of the crop. Also, there is no research
support at all given to them. Out of the turmeric produced, 10 per cent of our
turmeric is only exported. There is no export infrastructure provided. To address
all these issues, I believe that only creating a separate Commodity Board for
turmeric is the solution. Time and again, in the last one year, I have taken up this
issue with the hon. Minister both verbally and also in written communication. So,
through the hon. Speaker, I want the hon. Minister to let this House know what
steps she has taken to alleviate the problems of the turmeric farmers, what steps
she has taken towards the creation of a Turmeric Board.
SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: This is a very relevant and important
question because keeping the spirit of what the hon. Member has raised in the
context of turmeric, we have actually reviewed the situation of 52 spices which
are being dealt by the Spice Board. In order to promote each of the spice for its
full potential, we have now decided that there will be 11 different Spice
Development Agency areas where particular spices will be given focus, together
with some other spices which are grown in that area.

For instance, I am taking the example of turmeric which the hon. Member
has raised. I take particularly the Telangana area because it grows high quality

turmeric and large quantities at that, which would be given priority. But at the
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moment, the way in which the 11 different Spice Development Agencies are going
to be focused on — Erode in Tamil Nadu will be focusing on turmeric, chilly,
pepper, and so on. So, the idea of having this Spice Development Agencies
working under the Spice Board but independently taking care of specific spices.
We are able to focus on particular spices and through that - because it is chaired
by the Chief Secretary of that State where it is located, together with members
from other areas - we will be able to realign the resources which are given to the
Spice Board, which is about Rs.95 crore annually, as an example, which will
include all States.

Then, we will be able to also pool resources from the Ministry of
Agriculture, the Rashtriya Krishi Vigyan Yojana, funds can also come through and
MIDH, which is focusing on horticulture, will also be able to focus on spice which
till now has been neglected. So, through this rearrangement, we are hoping to pay
attention to many of the spices, which have not been fully utilized for their
potential. We address that issue, at the moment.

SHRIMATI KAVITHA KALVAKUNTLA: Thank you for the answer about the
Spice Development Agencies.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: I may also add, the hon. Member has
rightly raised the issue; she has contacted me several times, when she met me, and
also written. I am glad to also recall that I have responded from June last year to
every such correspondence because I do value the importance of turmeric in
Telangana. In fact, she had suggested for setting up a Spice Park. I have responded
by saying that we are looking at the potential and we shall respond the moment the
land is allotted by the State Government.

SHRIMATI KAVITHA KALVAKUNTLA: About the land, we have already
written to you that 40 acres is given by the State Government. To that letter,
Madam, you had replied saying that the hon. Finance Minister has set aside the

ASIDE scheme. So, you cannot help us and now, the burden is on the State

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: On that specific question, ASIDE funds
may have now been given to the States....

HON. SPEAKER: First let her complete the question.

SHRIMATI KAVITHA KALVAKUNTLA: I would like to quote from the
Foreign Trade Policy document of the Commerce Minister, which says, plantation
products, especially spices and tea, being closely associated with Brand India,
help to promote Indian cuisine, lifestyle, and exports and establish a personal

recall value among consumers in general. Haldi is the best brand ambassador for

HromaT &1 fiRfgat St @ - with Indian  heritage and culture, it goes very well. But

then unfortunately, the kind of emphasis you give on the culture and heritage, the
same impetus is not given for the turmeric production, or even the exports. Of late,
Prime Minister ji had set up a Production & Export Development Agency for
saffron which is produced very little in our country but whereas turmeric is also
called as Indian saffron.

I request the hon. Minister to kindly do something about it. If not through
the ASIDE scheme, at least if the Government could set up a production and
export development agency there it would be appreciated. Related to that, there is
also a serious query. Due to the Free Trade Agreement, now we are importing
turmeric also. Unless and until we stop the import of turmeric, we cannot help our
farmers. So, I request the Minister to kindly look into that.

Minister’s letter says that till the date when the Government sets up a separate

park, our Warangal Regional Office is not given the responsibility but the Guntur
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Office is given the responsibility. So, I request the Minister to give the
responsibility to the Warangal Regional Office.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Madam, the hon. Member has raised
several issues. I would like to address them one-by-one.

I am grateful that the Member recognizes that the Government today gives
a lot of priority to items which are specific to Indian traditional knowledge and so
on. Taking the example of turmeric, I would like to tell her and assure the Member
that as regards turmeric and the kind of intellectual property related matters, we
have been very keen and recently you would have come to know through the
media that we have won back-to-back cases related to turmeric IP protection and
in that we have not lagged behind at all.

As regards the Spice Development Agency, taking the example of saffron,
however small the quantum may be, having only a certain proportion of
international trade, for Jammu and Kashmir saffron means a very significant
contribution towards India’s unique item for trade. On that we wanted to give the
message and also work for the development of saffron and, therefore, that was
specifically done. The SDA that she has referred to in the context of saffron is the
kind of emphasis with which all other 11 Centres are being set up whether for
turmeric or for other spices like dhania, zeera, mint and so on.

As regards the import of turmeric, agricultural products are normally taken
care of. We do not allow imports. But at the same time, where it is not possible to
curb it or we cannot completely restrict the import, we will certainly be keeping a
watch on what quantum is being imported.

SHRIMATI KAVITHA KALVAKUNTLA: The farmers are committing suicide
because of import. The Government is not able to stop the rubber import also. ...
(Interruptions)

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Whether import is the direct cause for
the suicide, [ am not able to establish. But I will certainly find out the details.
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She has also raised the issue about ASIDE which I wanted to start
answering with. Certainly the funds which were given to the Commerce Ministry
for ASIDE are now sent to the States for them to deal with. That does not exclude
the State’s rights to utilize the funds which came from the Centre on ASIDE to
promote the trade of turmeric or the export of turmeric and the Commerce
Ministry has repeatedly assured that any technical assistance which we have to
give, we are fully willing to give to the States where it is required. The fund of
ASIDE going away does not mean that we do not have a role to play. We will
certainly play our role.

As regards Guntur taking care of turmeric, [ am sure turmeric is grown both
in Andhra Pradesh and Telangana. Warangal also has a certain kind of chilly
which is very unique because I am aware of Warangal’s chilly. Both turmeric and
chilly of Telangana will get the due attention.

The hon. Member has been speaking about the Spice Park which is
different from the Spice Development Agency. We are giving full focus for the
Spice Park. We shall help to create one there in Telangana. But that is after the
State Government sends the due papers.

SHRIMATI KAVITHA KALVAKUNTLA: At least our Chief Secretary should
get a space in the SDA in Guntur. Otherwise, we will have no voice.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri Dhananjay Mahadik - Not present

SHRI DUSHYANT SINGH: Madam Speaker, I thank you for giving me this
opportunity to ask a supplementary question.

I want to bring to the attention of the hon. Minister, through you, that we
had been allocated a Spice Park by the Commerce Ministry in Jhalawar-Baran in
Rajasthan. But the then Congress Government in the State and the UPA
Government at the Centre ensured through the Commerce Ministry that the Spice
Park which was allocated to Jhalawar was sent to some other part of my State. The
land for the Spice Park under SDA is still available in my district. If the State

Government sends a request, will the hon. Minister give us the opportunity to have
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a Spice Park for dhania and lahsun as we are the prime growers of dhania and
lahsun in the region of Malwa from where you are also elected. So, I would like to
have an assurance from the Minister, for Jhalawar, would we get a spice park or a
help through the Minister at the Centre?

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Madam, if the proposal is sent from the
State Government, the Ministry will certainly look into it.

PROF. RICHARD HAY (NOMINATED): I very profusely thank you, Madam
Speaker, for giving me an opportunity to speak for the first time in this temple of
democracy of our motherland. Thank you very much.

I belong to Thalassery in Kerala, a land of spice. I am a frequent visitor to
the United States, Canada and some other countries. I am proud to state that
pepper from India is sold in US, Canada and Europe in the brand name of
‘Tellicherry pepper’, ‘Malabar pepper’, and cinnamon is sold like ‘Tellicherry
bark’. But the branding is done by them, not us. So, I would like to humbly
request the hon. House to consider promoting the spices because there is a lot of
demand for Indian spices. The American doctors are telling, “Come on; you
consume turmeric, jeera and other spices to make it a way of life.” We have made
it a way of life. So, I would request the hon. Minister and every one of you to see
that our spices can be promoted and sold in all places in the world and branding is
to be done by the Indian producers. Thank you very much.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: It is a suggestion, Madam.

HON. SPEAKER: But that suggestion you have to note; that is the only thing.
SHRI G. HARI: Thank you, hon. Speaker Madam. In spite of the best efforts put
by the hon. Minister, the exports witnessed a decline continuously for seven
months. The hon. Minister is aware that spices and tea is an area in which India
has an edge over others in terms of export. The hon. Minister has been making
frequent visits to tea-gardens to remove the hurdles faced by them. The
Government of Tamil Nadu, under the dynamic leadership of our hon. Chief

Minister Puratchi Thalaivi Amma has been supporting cultivation of spices and
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tea. The State Government intervenes when there are no takers for the produce of
spice cultivators. Again, spice is such an area which provides employment to rural
masses. Therefore, I would like to know from the hon. Minister whether the
Government is considering setting up Spice Board for each spice along the lines of
Coir Board, Tea Board etc. to boost production and export of each spice. Thank
you, Madam.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Madam Speaker, there are 52 spices
which the Spice Board handles. In order that every spice gets enough attention
and promotion, we have now taken the step of working under the Spice Board in
11 different regions so that they can be sub-grouped and they can refocus and
sharp-focus on specific spices. It may probably not be possible to have 52

different Boards, but by regrouping under 11, we hope to give better focus.

DR.K. KAMARAJ: Madam, in my Constituency Kallakurichi, there is no FM

coverage within a radius of about 140 to 200 kilometres on either side. As per the
criteria for establishing a FM station the cities or towns must be having the
population of more than one lakh.

Due to this criteria, no FM station coverage is likely to come in my
constituency. I would like to know from the hon. Minister whether he is going to
take any initiative to establish All-India Radio station in my constituency to give
coverage of FM to the people.

COL. RAJYAVARDHAN RATHORE: Madam, I appreciate the concern of the
hon. Member. There is a private FM Policy and there is also the policy for
expanding All-India Radio FM stations. In the private stations, auctions will take
place in cities which have a population of one lakh and above as per the 2001
Census. However, certain cities have also been included which have a population
of one lakh and above as per the 2011 Census, and this list would be sent to the

Cabinet for approval. We are quite certain that the Cabinet would look into it.
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The All India Radio, on the other hand, not only takes into account the
population of a city but also the areas where the medium wave and short wave
signals are not reaching, which are dark zones or shadow areas. Yes, there is an
opportunity for places like yours which might get considered if there not enough
signal of medium wave and short wave reaching there

SHRI NAGENDRA KUMAR PRADHAN: Madam Speaker, 1 represent

Sambalpur Parliamentary constituency of Odisha. FM Radio Station has been
installed there seven years ago. I would like to know from the hon. Minister
whether that FM Radio Station is functioning or not. I have visited that place.
That Radio Station is not functioning till today. That is my first question.

The other point is that the hon. Minister has categorically said that 200 FM
Radio Stations are there in the country. How many of them are functioning now?
COL. RAJYAVARDHAN RATHORE: Madam, as on date, 243 FM radio stations
are functioning, out of which and apart from which, 378 FM stations are purely of

SHRI JAYADEV GALLA: Madam, Maggi noodles is a product manufactured
by Nestle, which is a Swiss company and is the world’s largest food
manufacturing company.

Nine variants of Maggi were banned by the FSSAI on June 6, 2015 citing
excessive lead and MSG. The lead contained in Maggi was as much as 15 to 20
parts per million in UP; 10 to 15 parts per million in Maharashtra; and five to 10
parts per million in Gujarat whereas the permissible limit is 0.1 to 2 parts per
million. There is a large variation in the results of these tests whereas the tests
conducted in Andhra Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh and Uttarakhand showed that the
lead was under limits. There is an article also with the headline —“Food-testing
laboratories cry for revamp.’

Madam, my question to the hon. Minister is this. Is it true that there is no

standard protocol for testing of various food processing items in the country and
there are different protocols in different States? That Maggi has passed the tests in
some but failed in other States. That the same made in India Maggi noodles have
passed the tests in Singapore and continue to be sold there. What is being done to
ensure that the labs are uniformly equipped and the standard procedures are
followed by all the States?
SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Madam Speaker, first of all, I would like to
make it very clear that the tests, which have been done in our labs, all uniform
protocols have been followed; and the protocols have been followed according to
the protocols prescribed by the Nestle themselves. So, those protocols have been
followed.

Out of 78, let me state that 30 were found to be having excessive lead. The
other was for the MSG. There are products, which were found in the labs, with
more than the permissible limit of 2.5 ppm of lead as they were exceeding this
level of 2.5 ppm. In many States like in Delhi, Gujarat, Kerala, Madhya Pradesh,
Uttarakhand, Uttar Pradesh and Tamil Nadu, the products were tested; and
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according to the tests it was found that the lead limit was much more than the
permissible limit of 2.5 parts per million. It was because of that it was asked to be
recalled.

As far as the labs are concerned, there are 166 labs; 12 labs are referral
labs; 72 labs are State labs; and private NABL accredited labs are 82. All these
labs have got enough facilities. We are also working on to see to it to strengthen
these labs. But that does not mean that the answer and the results, which have
come, are under question. Although this issue is with the Mumbai High Court and
it is sub-judice, yet there also, even Nestle has not questioned the facilities of the
testing and the results, which have come out of those tests.

SHRI JAYADEV GALLA: Madam, before I ask my second Supplementary, the
hon. Minister has not answered why there is such a large variation in the testing
process.

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: There is no variation in the testing process.
There is variation in the results and it is because of the Maggi product. We are not
going to add lead on our own. If a product has got lead, say, 17.5 ppm, we will
say that it contains 17.5 ppm. If a product, which is a different product with
different batch, has got a lead of the level of 6 ppm or 5 ppm or 3 ppm, our labs
have said it to be 6 ppm or Sppm or 3 ppm only. There are States, where no tests
failed. Like in Kerala, no tests failed. In Goa also, the tests did not fail. So, about
these States, we have come out with a very correct result; and we have said that
those lead particles ppm has not failed and it is within the limits.

HON. SPEAKER: Now it will be your third supplementary otherwise.

SHRI JAYADEV GALLA: As per ASSOCHAM, Rs.90,000 crore worth of
investment proposals are there in food related projects. FDI in food processing has
gone up from 70 million dollars in 2007-08 to 402 million dollars in 2012-13.
What is being done to restore confidence in the potential investors into this very
important sector which provides so much employment and is extremely important

to improve the economic health of our farmers?
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SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Madam, I would like to assure that as far as
food safety and security is concerned, there will be no compromise and we will
see to it that the food safety standards are maintained accordingly. But at the same
time the growth of industry also will be taken into consideration and for that we
are in regular contact with the Ministry of Food Processing from time to time and
we have seen to it that how their cooperation can come in.

But I would also like to make it very clear that when we told them to

withdraw, we also gave them a notice that within 15 days they should give an
answer why their products should not be withdrawn and that they should also give
the reasons for it. Till today there is no answer which has come out. So,
cooperation from both sides should be there. We are asking for reasons. If M/s
Nestle gives the reasons, we are going to take it into consideration. But now that
the matter is sub judice, 1 would not like to enlighten much on it. But the thing is
that we want to ensure that food safety standards are not to be compromised. This
is number one. Second, we are all there to see to it that the growth of industry
takes place and the regulations should be such which should be self-regulatory.

SHRI BAIJAYANT JAY PANDA: Madam, I thank you for giving me this

opportunity to ask a supplementary.
I thank the hon. Minister for having given a very comprehensive answer,
but there are two aspects that need further answer. It had been reported in the

media that these batches, which were found unsuitable in India, had been allowed
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to be exported, I believe, perhaps by the court. He should shed some light. Is it that
those countries had a different standard for lead or was there some lacuna in the
process of banning them in India?

The other aspect that I would like the hon. Minister to answer is that there
are many other such reported problems. We have heard about milk being
adulterated with detergent right here in Delhi. It is not limited only to big
companies. There are so many allegations of, for example, chilly power being
adulterated with red colour which is not approved. That is in the small scale sector.
We have the conflicting interest of developing food processing industry along with
the safety of our people. Apart from increasing the number of labs, is the hon.
Minister proposing to set up any procedures so that there is more energetic
implementation of the rules to ensure that such adulteration and such products do
not come into the market?

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: I thank the hon. Member. He has asked very
relevant questions.

As far as he has asked whether the products, which are being exported, are
having different protocols or not, [ may tell that the product of the Nestle
company has been examined on the very protocol given by them. As far as the
protocols being followed in England or Singapore are concerned, we have asked
for what protocols they have followed. Till now, we have got no information.
They have not shared it with us. But I would like to tell you that most of the export
is done from Goa. And, in our results also, the samples of Goa have not failed. So,
there are products which have crossed ppm level and there are products which are
very much within the limit. In Kerala, they have passed the test. It is there. So,
there are units which are having good brand, but at the same time, there are units
which are not having the specification levels.

As far as milk is concerned, we are also concerned about it. We are
examining and seeing to it that we will have to make laws more stringent and we

are working on that.

DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE: Madam, companies like SAIL, Tata Steel
and JSW Steel illegal extracted minerals like iron-ore and manganese worth Rs.
14,541 crore. These were the findings of Justice M.B. Shaw Commission Report.
The Commission had recommended for the amount to be recovered from these
companies under Mineral and Mines (Regulation and Development) Act. Through
you, I would like to ask the hon. Minister what action was taken against these
companies and whether the money has been recovered from them.
SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Madam, I am not sure if this specific
question relates to my Ministry about action to be taken on erring companies
because we have also heard from the Finance Ministry that there are cases which
have been detected as regards evasion of tax and the not so estimated remittances
which have not been brought into the country and so on.

As regards illegal mining, it is under the MMDR Act and that pertains to
the Ministry of Mines. So, this Question may not pertain to me.
DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE: Madam, through you, I would like to ask
the hon. Minister that in her answer she has mentioned that at present there is no
proposal to review the existing EXIM policy. When was the last time that the
EXIM policy was formulated? Why there is no need to review this policy looking
at the changing global scenario?
SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Madam, the minerals and metal exports
are also part of the Foreign Trade Policy. The EXIM means export / import policy,
which obviously gets covered under the Foreign Trade Policy, which Commerce
Ministry has released on 1 April 2015 for the years 2015 to 2020. Chapters 25, 26

and 27 relate and deal with export of minerals. So, if the hon. Member has
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suggested review, why not review and so on, after review the new policy has been
announced and in that following the Supreme Court order and guidelines whatever
export promotion should be done we will certainly be helping to do it. The earlier
policy related to 2009 — 2014, after a year’s gap the 2015 policy that will last till
2020 has been announced and technically there is no change in the policy as
regards export of iron ore.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Madam, the situation of lack of demand
just does not only affect iron ore or any other mineral or specific metals. It has, in
a way, affected export as a whole in the broad sense. The Commerce Ministry is
certainly working with the industry groups and the exporters to find out what best
can be done in order to keep the export buoyancy up. This relates also to the
export of minerals, and the fall in demand is very well taken cognizance of and we
are working with the industry. I can only say that we are working towards
encouraging further exports.

SHRI KONDA VISHWESHWAR REDDY: Thank you, Madam. My Question is
related to conflict minerals. In certain regions, certain minerals are extracted and
mined at a very high social cost; they affect the local culture; and impact internal
security. Firstly, has the Government recognized and classified any such minerals
as conflict minerals, particularly, monitoring the import and export of these
minerals? Secondly, what steps it has taken to ensure governance in the field of
mining in this area, and ensure responsible sourcing and extraction in these
particular minerals in these particular areas? Thank you, Madam.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Madam, as regards what the hon.

Member calls as conflict minerals, there is no particular information with me nor
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is there any particular effort by the Government to take a list of such minerals. At

the moment, there is nothing that we are doing towards reviewing it.

SHRIMATI KIRRON KHER (CHANDIGARH): Madam Speaker, I rise to speak

about a grave concern for the nation about the lack of safety of children on roads.
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Children are the future of the country. It is extremely disturbing that we as
a nation have failed to protect our children from being killed in road accidents,
which are entirely preventable. According to the National Crime Records Bureau,
20 children are killed every day due to road crashes in the country.

In the year 2013, more than 7300 innocent children under the age of 14
years have lost their lives in road accidents on the killer roads of India. This is
nearly 300 per cent more than the reported deaths of children resulting from all
crimes against them put together. I am not trying to undermine crimes against
children in any way. I just want to draw attention to the enormity of road
accidents, which have emerged as silent killers. It is disheartening to note that road
accidents have failed to receive the amount of attention that they deserve from
policy makers.

Madam, in the last one year, the NDA Government has proactively
addressed important social concerns. I firmly believe that with a strong political
will, all of us can work together towards ensuring safer roads for our children. I
appeal to this house to urgently take legislative and policy measures, in order to
curb this disturbing trend and protect the future of our country. It is important to
make institutions such as schools and adults accountable for ensuring safety of
children on road, including safe commute to school. Therefore, I request the
government to set minimum safety standards for children, such as use of child
helmets and child seat belts, and ensure their strict compliance. There should be
stricter penalties for dereliction of traffic norms with children on-board and for
negligent driving that causes a death of child.

I also urge the Government to reclaim neighbourhood streets for children
and prevent the tragic incidents of them being mowed down by rash traffic
through segregation of child zones.

Madam Speaker, 1 feel that, as legislators, we must prioritize safety of
children on roads by enacting a law that addresses these issues in a comprehensive

manner.

DR. J. JAYAVARDHAN (CHENNAI SOUTH): Hon. Speaker, Madam, I would
like to bring to the notice of the House an important issue highlighted in the
Memorandum submitted by our hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Puratchi
Thalaivi Amma to the hon. Prime Minister.

At present, the Ministry of Urban Development is funding for the purchase
of buses for urban transportation. However, the Ministry of Urban Development
is insisting that only low floor buses should be purchased under the scheme.
These buses are very expensive and are not similar to the large number of other
buses in the State Transport Corporations’ fleet of normal buses. There is no
passenger preferences for such buses in Tamil Nadu. The Ministry of Urban
Development may reconsider its position of sanctioning only low floor buses and
permit normal buses also to be purchased under INNURM for which the State
Government is willing to meet its share of the cost.

For intelligent transport solutions for Chennai, there is an urgent need to
improve the existing system of traffic management in Chennai City using the latest
technology available in the world.

But, due
to lack of amenities, the warkaries and lacs of female devotees are bound to
excrete in open on the banks of this river and this has been continued for the last

many-many years because they are helpless. After this pilgrimage, for the whole

SHRI RABINDRA KUMAR JENA (BALASORE): Thank you very much, Mr.
Deputy-Speaker, Sir, for allowing me to bring before the august House an issue
which is being faced by more than nine lakh ASHA workers in the country. ASHA
workers are virtually the spine of rural healthcare system. They become the single
point of contact in case of several health needs in the country — be it
immunization, be it delivery or whatever it is.

But the point is, the kind of remuneration or the compensation which
ASHA workers get is extremely meagre and on many occasions it does not even
fulfil the criteria laid down for minimum wages in the country. In the process,
what happens is, not only do they get affected, but the purpose for which they are
appointed also gets diluted.

So, I would like to appeal to the Government, through you, to take
cognisance of the issues being faced by ASHA workers in the country who are
more than nine lakhs and allocated a fixed sum or a fixed remuneration in addition
to the variable packages which they get and also introduce certain social security
measures like Provident Fund, ESI and Pension for all ASHA workers in the
country.

DR. KULMANI SAMAL (JAGATSINGHPUR): Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I thank
you for giving me the opportunity to raise an issue of public importance.

Sir, Paradip Port region in my constituency Jagatsinghpur is an industrial
area. The pollutants extracted from the industrial units here are very harmful with
the result the local inhabitants are suffering from serious diseases. On many
occasions in the past, employees working in industries have faced industrial
accidents and have also lost their lives due to lack of immediate life saving

medical care in the locality. Though Paradip Port is a major port and the
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surrounding area has been mushroomed with many world-class industries having
workers from all parts of the country, hospitals existing in this port area are not
well equipped with modern technology and infrastructure. In this regard, I
personally met the hon. Minister of Shipping Shri Nitin Gadkari, when he visited
Paradip during the inauguration of Oil Jetty of Indian Oil Refinery, to set up a
Super Speciality Hospital in the port area as it comes under the jurisdiction of the
Minister of Shipping. He also assured me to initiate and expedite the process in
this regard.

I would like to, once again, draw the attention of the Minister of Shipping
as well as the Minister of Health and Family Welfare to take urgent steps for
setting up a Super Speciality Hospital in Paradip, Odisha at the earliest.

A few diseases like Japanese Encephalitis, Type-2 Diabetes, Hepatitis C
virus are silently making inroad into the health of the people. Japanese
Encephalitis has already killed more than 100 people in Assam. It is very

dangerously looming large in the Dibrugarh District and the flood-affected areas.
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Sir, the most troublesome part is that there is no provision to great Japanese

Encephalitis and also Hepatitis C virus.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir,
Odisha is witnessing a serious flood-like situation in some parts of the State,
specially in the northern parts of the State. In the Districts like Balasore,
Mayurbhanj, Keonjhar, Bhadra and Jajpur, lakhs of people have been severely
affected. The seedlings have totally washed away and the farmers are in great
distress. That is one of the major reasons why I am raising it here today. Lives
and livestock and damage to the crop has already occurred in these five-six
Districts where lakhs of people have been badly affected.

In the western part of Odisha, there is a drought-like situation. Whatever
seeds were sown have also withered away. In the Districts like Jharsuguda,
Sundargarh, Sambhalpur and specially, Bolangir, which is a rain shadow area, the
total crop has also been damaged.

Sir, as the cultivation has been damaged, migration is now going to take
place. Also, the MGNREGA is not happening there. The people cannot get work
there. Therefore, | would request the Ministry of RD to intervene in the matter
and allow the State Government so that work can start in those areas where there
is drought-like situation. I would also request the Ministry of Agriculture Ministry
to support to the Agriculture Department of the State so that sowing also can take
place in the flood-affected areas of Odisha.

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SHRI M. UDHAYAKUMAR (DINDIGUL): Sir, the Agriculture Department of
our Tamil Nadu Government under the able leadership of our hon. Puratchi
Thalaivi Amma upgraded and modernized its testing laboratories to analyze
pesticide residues in agricultural produce. Also, the Government instructed the
farmers to produce prescriptions from horticultural or agricultural officers to
purchase pesticides.

There have been no complaints about the quality and excess pesticide levels
in vegetables from Tamil Nadu. The farmers here use only the permissible
pesticides in low quantities.

The Kerala Government has put curbs on traders procuring vegetables from
Tamil Nadu by alleging that they found pesticide levels in the vegetables were
higher than the permissible level. Besides banning vegetables, the State has also
made it mandatory for the vegetable and fruit traders from other States to register
or get a licence.

The ban on vegetables from Tamil Nadu has come as a rude shock for the
farmers of Tamil Nadu as they fear it would wreck their livelihood. The Central
Government should evolve a suitable mechanism for smooth trade of vegetables
from Tamil Nadu and protect the interests of Tamil Nadu farmers who sell their
produce in Kerala.

DR. PRABHAS KUMAR SINGH (BARGARH): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, this is

regarding continuance of Central assistance for area-specific development
programmes.

Government of India have accepted the recommendations of the 14"
Finance Commission to increase the devolution of Central taxes from 32 per cent

to 42 per cent in order to place higher resources with the States and provide
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greater autonomy to them in formulating their own schemes in accordance with
local needs.

However, on the other hand the Union Government’s decision to de-link
eight schemes from Central support, abolish Gadgil-Mukherjee formula based
normal Central Assistance for State Plan and change the sharing pattern of 33
Centrally-sponsored schemes will substantially reduce the funds of the States. For
example, in Odisha the loss on account of reduction in Central Assistance comes
to Rs.8037.26 crore. This is not going to be set off by the 10 per cent increase in
devolution which normatively works out to Rs.5888.43 crore. Thus, the Odisha
Government has to bear the additional liability of Rs.2148.83 crore.

Therefore, Sir, I would request the hon. Union Minister of Finance to
continue the projects like Integrated Action Plan for left-wing extremism affected
areas, development schemes and other programmes which are given to the State of
Odisha. Thank you.

located on the bank of river Vasista Nadi in Attur municipality of Salem district.
The fort was built by Lakshmana Nayanan, then the local chieftain of the region in
the 17" century. The fort was subsequently captured by the Mysore kingdom,
Hyder Ali, Tipu Sultan and British East India Company. Finally, the fort became
part of the British East India Company. Under the British rule, Attur fort was used
as a garrison and ordnance depot till 1854.

The fort occupies about 62 acres of area. The walls of the fort are about 30
feet tall and 15 feet wide. The fort is guarded by the river one side and a ditch on
the other sides. Inside the fort, the local chieftain Gatti Mudali built Vishnu
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Temple. The fort is now under control of the Archeological Survey of India. The
fort is encroached upon by the local public and is in a dilapidated condition.
Hence, I request the Minster of Culture and Tourism to allocate adequate funds to
repair and renovate the Attur fort and take necessary steps to make the fort a

tourist place.

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SHRI KONDA VISHWESHWAR REDDY (CHEVELLA): Hon. Chairperson,
Sir, I thank you for giving me this opportunity.

Our country was founded on great ideals. We had great leaders -
Ambedkarji, Nehruji, Rajaji and Shastri — who cherished democracy where
Parliament and policies represent the people accurately.

The greatest advantage of compulsory voting is that the policies of the
Government and representation of the people will be more accurate to the will and
wishes of the people. If a section of the population votes in huge numbers and if
another section votes very sparsely, then the representation is skewed and the
policies are skewed.

In a diverse country like India, some groups have voting percentage of 90
per cent and some groups have voting percentage of less than 40 per cent. So,
definitely, representation in the Parliament will be skewed and the policies of our
Governments will be skewed, and that was not the intent of the founding fathers of
this great democracy. It is not in the interest of the nation that anything be skewed
let alone the policies. It is bad enough in countries with homogeneous population,
but in a diverse country like India it is even more dangerous that the representation
is very skewed.

Hon. Chairperson, I ask this question. Should not a simple, but a very
important duty of any responsible citizen towards democracy be made mandatory?
I think that it should be made mandatory. However, in 1951, when the People’s
Representation Bill was being discussed in the Parliament, it was rejected by hon.
Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar. The reasons as to why he rejected is even more
important. The reasons he rejected it was that it was impractical in those days
where voting was not accessible to many people. But the very reasons that it was
rejected no longer exist. Now, voting is accessible in every nook and corner of

India. Again, I think that the Dinesh Goswami Committee in 1990 also came up
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with the same conclusion that it is impractical, but I think that we have long
overcome those practical difficulties. It is now time to rethink on this issue.

There are many people, and hon. Member, Shri Pappu Yadav, also
mentioned various reasons for not imposing compulsory voting like poverty, lack
of awareness, lack of education and various other reasons. But it is those very
reasons that this compulsory voting will eradicate through better representation of
people. The other people who are against compulsory voting say that it restricts
freedom. How does it restrict freedom? I think that now in most places we are not
forced to choose only the 5, 6, 7 or 10 candidates, and we also have the NOTA —
None Of The Above.

One more important thing is that now the youth have begun to vote. Many
youth do not belong to any political parties and they do not have any political
affiliation. Their only interest is their future and what the country can give them —
a job, a career. Political parties are very organised before elections right from
distributing voting slips and so on and so forth. This is not really the interest of the
youth. So, Members not belonging to political parties or Members belonging to
unorganised political parties definitely have a disadvantage if the voting is not
made compulsory.

Voting is made compulsory in many countries. As you know, 26 countries
including Brazil, Singapore, Australia, etc. have all made voting compulsory. The
question is how to make it compulsory without actually penalising people
wrongly. These are small issues and we can overcome those.

The voter turnout in even the hilly regions in North-East this time was
between 70 per cent and 80 per cent. So, accessibility is no longer an issue. The
voting percentage in some of the developed cities like Mumbai, Bengaluru, etc.
turned out to be low. So, access is no longer an issue. In fact, the data seems to
suggest the opposite. If awareness and education on voting rights were the reasons,
then the statistics exactly point the opposite. Clearly, voting is not regarded as the

foremost duty of many citizens. A Compulsory Voting Bill skews the flaws in
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democracy. We should make sure -- over a period of time without making it
impractical -- that we try to go towards compulsory voting.

Lastly, I myself am of the opinion that compulsory voting is absolutely
necessary, but when and how is the only question. A committee needs to be
formed on how to implement such a compulsory voting system in our country

which will really bring about the democracy that our leaders cherish for.
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DR.K. KAMARAJ (KALLAKURICHI): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, I thank you for
giving me the permission to speak on this Compulsory Voting Bill, 2014. The
contention of the hon. Member who has brought this Bill, is that a voter who is
eligible to vote in the election should exercise his right when called by the
Election Commission. He wants all the people to vote in the elections. The reason
as to why he has brought this Bill is that in the elections there is lower turn-out.
The other reason is that it encourages the citizen to exercise his right in order to
elect their representative, so, the result of the elections would show the will of the
electorates and not just a segment of them.

I would like to remind the Mover and all the Members that in India we have
seen for the past few elections, there is increase in the number of electorates who
turn to the polling booth every year. This compulsory voting has a history. In
Athenian Society it is the duty of every citizen to participate in decision-making
but attending the Assembly was voluntary. They made every people to come and
participate in the decision-making process. That was the main reason in the olden
days.

This compulsory voting method has been in place in about 22 countries all
over the world. In some countries, the law is there, but it is not enforced. In some
other countries, the law is there and they are compulsorily enforcing that law. In
India, so far, there is no compulsory voting in any place. But recently in Gujarat,
in the local body elections, the Assembly has made voting compulsory. It was
mentioned that if anybody does not vote, he would be penalized. In countries like
Australia, Argentina and Brazil, compulsory voting is there and the law is
enforced. If an electorate does not turn to the polling booth, he is punished.

In this Bill, the Member has mentioned as to how this exercise should be
done; how the people should be encouraged to vote; if they do not vote, how they
should be punished and so on. All these things are mentioned in this Bill. All over
the world, the reason for compulsory voting is that it looks upon the voters’

participation as a civic duty similar to taxation or compulsory education or
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military service and so on. In some countries, military service is compulsory. In
some countries universal participation of electorates will help in electing a
Government which is more stable, legitimate, genuine in nature and reflects the
will of the people. This prevents disenchantment of socially disadvantaged groups.
But the problem if you follow this method is that you have to conduct elections on
holidays. In countries where this method is followed, election is conducted only on
Saturdays and Sundays. People there vote through postal ballot, pre-poll voting is
allowed, e-mail voting is allowed, and even mobile voting is allowed. All these
facilities are not available in our country.

If people who are not likely to support any candidate participate in
compulsory voting, there is likelithood of split votes or blank votes. This ensures
that there is no possibility of a person being intimidated and prevented from
voting. In India we have the NOTA option which can be exercised if an elector is
not willing to vote in favour of any candidate. If you introduce compulsory voting,
it will prevent extremists or special interest groups to influence the voters to
compulsorily vote for a specific candidate. But in non-compulsory voting method,
it is the motivation by the politicians that encourages voters to go to polling
booths. The outcome of election where voting is compulsory reflects more the will
of the people rather than who is more able to convince the people to take time out
of their day to cast vote.

Compulsory voting motivates people to take part in the election process
and politics. The advantage of compulsory voting is that there is need for less
funds for campaigning. Because it is compulsory, people have to vote. But there is
also a disadvantage. In Australia where there is a preferential method and
compulsory voting, they select the candidates and they contest the election.
Depending on the preferential vote the candidates get, they get electoral funding
from the government. So, some of them are intentionally going through this

process to collect money from the government.
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The only advantage seems to be that studies show that compulsory voting
improves the income distribution among the voters. I do not know what the reason
is for that. The people who argue against compulsory voting say that it impinges
upon the rights of the voters. It is a civic right rather than a civic duty, like right to
free speech and right to attorney. Other reason is that it impinges on article 2 of
the Universal Declaration of Human Rights which talks about freedom of political
opinion and thus right of the citizen to believe in a political system other than the
democratic one such as an absolute monarchy. Why America did not like this
system 1is, for example compulsory voting violates freedom of speech because
freedom of speech necessarily includes the freedom not to speak.

Other reason for compulsory voting is, if the voters have no interest in
participating in the election, what they do is they randomly caste what is called
donkey vote which constitutes one to two per cent of the voting. They show no
interest in the election and just randomly vote in the election.

One more reason is that they have no interest in the candidates. They do
not know anything about the candidates for whom they are voting. What some of
the voters do is to go to the polling booth, choose the first candidate who is there
on the ballot and vote for him.

Another reason is, some of the religious people do not want to vote. That is
their religious freedom. If you enforce this, it affects their religious freedom.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Members, the time for discussion on this Bill is
complete. If the House agrees, we may further extend the time for discussion on
this Bill by one hour.

SEVERAL HON. MEMBERS: Sir, we agree that the time may be extended.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Time is extended by one hour for discussion on this Bill.
DR. K. KAMARA]J : Sir, the other reason as to why I oppose this compulsory
voting is that there is preferential voting favouring one political party. Even
though the voter may not wish to take advantage from the political parties

contesting in the election, yet he has to vote.
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Another reason is informal voting. People just come and vote. The next
reason is invalid votes. Sir, I would like to bring to your knowledge that in the
elections which you have seen in India, there is postal ballot also. But people are
casting invalid votes in a country where many of them are educated.

In the past one year, I have witnessed three elections in Tamil Nadu. In the
last election in Chennai where our honourable leader Puratchi Thalaivi Amma
contested, I was looking after a polling booth. At that booth, there were 1382
votes. Among them, there were 60 votes which had double entries, triple entries or
four entries.

There are lots of problem in the election process itself. The voter’s photo is
changed. There is a male photo with a female name on the voter card. The name
of the voter, who voted in the last election, may not be there in next election.
Some people who come to the polling booth are not able to vote. These problems
occur because our electoral system is still not well developed.

I would also like to say that in the parliamentary system, we have a
Parliament. Even in the Parliament, we are not able to enforce compulsory voting;
we are not able to educate and encourage all the Members to be present and vote
in Division. Then how do we expect 1.2 billion people to come and vote in every
election? So, I think our electoral system is continuously evolving. It is not right
time to enforce compulsory voting. We can encourage the people to come and
vote. We can create awareness among them. We have to completely change and
improve our electoral system. Then only we can try for compulsory voting. What
I can say is, you can encourage the voters who are willing to vote and give them
some concession. But do not punish the voters who are not willing to vote. That

is why I oppose the Bill. Thank you.
