DR. UDIT RAJ (NORTH WEST DELHI): I would like to draw the attention of
the Hon’ble Minister of Railways towards alleged irregularities and anomalies
going on in circulation of the list of office bearers of All India OBC Railway
Employees Federation (AIOBCREF) during the last one and a half year. The
officers of the Railway Board are not even bothered to verify the actual attendance
registers of employees for the date on which their presence was marked in the
CEC meeting of the AIOBCREEF in Delhi. If the employee is working in his place
of posting far away from Delhi, how can he be presumed to have attended the
CEC meeting? The officers of the Railway Board have failed to cross check the
genuineness of the minutes of the meeting and not perused the original records of
the Federation. Further, the Federation has not been able to produce certification
from the Registrar of Societies, yet such dubious committees are being given
facilities by the Railways at the cost of public exchequer. On several occasions,

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(xii) Need to implement the Sabari Rail Project

SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): I request the Government to
implement the Sabari Rail Project. Sabari Rail is a dream project of Kerala as it
links Sabarimala Shrine with the rest of the country. The Sabarimala Shrine is
visited by four crore devotees from various parts of the country every year.
Moreover, Sabari Rail connects many remote areas in the State of Kerala. The
project was declared in 1997-98 Railway Budget but is still pending. During the
last 18 years, the Government has spent a sum of Rs. 163 crore on this project
while the actual cost of implementation will be Rs. 1600 crore. I would like to
draw the attention of the Hon’ble Railway Minister towards the Hon’ble Chief of
Kerala's recent statement that the State will bear 50 per cent cost for
implementation of the Project. Therefore, I humbly request the Government to
kindly take the further steps with regard to the implementation of the Sabari Rail

Project.
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(xiii) Need to protect and preserve the number of Ponies in Manipur for
equestrian sports

DR. THOKCHOM MEINYA (INNER MANIPUR): Sagol Kangjei is the mother
of modern game of Polo. In Manipuri terms, Sagol means pony/ horse. ‘Kangjei’
means a polo stick. It is used by the players mounted on ponies for playing the
game and hitting a white ball (Kangdrum) made of bamboo root. Polo has, been a
game patronised by the royalty and the upper crust of society, not only in India but
abroad. In Manipur, it has always been a game for common man. The antiquity of
Polo in Manipur is shrouded amidst cobwebs of myths and rituals. Ponies figure
prominently in Manipur mythology and have an undeniable presence in the social
life of Manipur: Born in obscurity, spotted by civilization, Polo became a World
sports by proxy. Though this majestic game had always been an integral part of
the Manipuri ethos, it was the Britishers who actually gave it a place in the world.

The Polo game is played on horseback between two teams of four players
each on a grass field and between two goal posts. It is the oldest of equestrian
sports. The prominent patrons of the game were King Kyamba and King
Khagemba (1597-1672 AD.) and King Chandra Kirti ( 1850 - 1886 AD.). The
latter, especially, is to be credited with popularising the sport in other parts of the
world.

The Guinness Book of Records in its 1991 edition on page 288 writes
“Polo: Origins: Origins of Polo can be traced to origins in Manipur State 3100
B.C. when it was played as Sagol Kangjei”. The earliest club was the Cachar Club
founded in 1859 in Assam, India. The oldest Polo Club in the world still in
existence is the Calcutta Polo Club (1862).

The Manipur Polo International has recently conducted the 9™ edition of its
tournament in the oldest pologround, Mapal Kangjeibung at Imphal during the

Manipur Mega Tourism Festival- the Sangai Festival.
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I urge the Union Government and Ministry of youth Affairs and Sports in
particular to assist the state government of Manipur to protect and preserve the
ever decreasing number of ponies in Manipur and at the same time promote this

oldest equestrian sports in all its full glory.
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(xiv) Need to increase the salary of Anganwadi workers and helpers in the
country

SHRI S.P. MUDDAHANUME GOWDA (TUMKUR): I would like to draw the
kind attention of the Hon’ble Minister of Women and Child Development about
the need to increase the salary for the Anganwadi workers and helpers in the

country.

The Anganwadi Centres have been working in the country to help the
children, particularly from poor and middle class families regarding nutrition,
basic education, etc.,. Anganwadi workers and helpers are paid a sum of
Rs.6,000/- and Rs. 3,000/- per month respectively which is very meagre.
Considering the sky-rocketing of prices of essential commodities and the fact that
Anganwadi workers and helpers normally come from very poor family, more

financial assistance should be given to them.

Hence, I urge upon the Union Government to take immediate steps to

increase the salary of Anganwadi workers and helpers in the country.
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(Oxv Need to build underpasses and elevated tollways on N.H. 46 between
Vellore and Vaniyambadi in Tamil Nadu

SHRI B. SENGUTTUVAN (VELLORE): The stretch of NH 46 between Vellore
and Vaniyambadi is accident prone. The maintenance and operation of NH 46 is
with the L&T Tollway Concessionaire which operates two toll booths at
Pallikonda and Vaniyambadi. Most accidents take place in Sathuvachari,
Naickeneri, SN Palayam, Ambur and Vaniyambadi. Numerous appeals have been
made to the NHAI and its Concessionaire L&T Tollway Ltd. to construct
underpasses at Sathuvachari, Naickeneri and Vaniyambadi; elevated tollway at
Ambur; and to straighten the road bend at SN Palayam etc. In Yellore, NH 46 runs
into a tangle. The Green Circle is at the crucial road junction, instead of helping
ease traffic it constricts the traffic flow. Traffic moves on the wrong side of the
road increasing the chances of accidents. The toll-booths collect the highest toll in
the country. Even agricultural produce is not spared. Despite collecting the highest
toll, the L&T Concessionaire does not keep ambulances to attend to the medical
needs of the injured. The toll-booths employees do not treat the peoples’
representatives with respect and display an arrogant behaviour. Both L&T toll
booths are within a distance of 60 KM which is illegal. The Ministry should
dismantle these toll booths. At Ambur, the NHAI intends to undertake road
expansion which would affect the livelihood of about 50000 persons. Instead, the
NHAI may take the road through an elevated structure and spare the people. I,
therefore, request the Ministry of Road Transport and Highways to direct the
NHAI and L&T Concessionaire manning the NH 46 in Vellore District to build
underpasses and elevated tollways, treat peoples’ representatives with utmost
respect, keep the tollbooths at 60 KM distance, reduce the toll charges to
minimum and keep at least 2 Ambulances in a state of readiness to meet the

medical emergencies.
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(xvi) Need for early completion of Tindivanam-Nagari
new broad gauge line

SHRI G. HARI (ARAKKONAM): Tindivanam - Nagari New BG line involves a
distance of 180 km and passes through Villupuram, Tiruvannamalai, Vellore and
Thiruvallur districts in Tamil Nadu and Chittoor in Andhra Pradesh. It crosses
Cheyyar and Palar rivers. The new route would have 12 major bridges, 114 minor
bridges, 66 level-crossings, 11 over-bridges across roads and 30 under-bridges.
The proposed line will cover 8 taluks in 5 districts, 4 in TN and 1 in Andhra
Pradesh. Out of this 4 Taluks namely Vandavasi, Cheyyar, Arcot and Pallipattu

are getting railway network for the first time.

Though inauguration of the Rs.498-crore new rail route from Tindivanam
to Nagari was held at the Old Ranipet Station in August 2007, but little progress

has been made so far even after 8§ years.

I, therefore, urge the Union Government to allocate adequate funds and
focus more on the execution and completion of this new BG line which will
benefit millions of people living in the five districts of Tamil Nadu and Andhra

Pradesh.

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(xx) Need to provide compensation to cotton growers of Haryana
affected by the menace of whitefly

SHRI DUSHYANT CHAUTALA (HISAR): The unprecedented attack of whitefly
had damaged most of the cotton crops in the state of Haryana and near about 3.06
lakh of 5.83 lakh hectare land with cotton cultivation have been affected. This has
caused severe financial distress to the farmers. Therefore, the Central Government
needs to provide compensation to the affected farmers and issue instructions to the
State Government of Haryana to help the farmers in distress. The farmers of the
state are still waiting for adequate compensation and requesting to waive off their
loan. Adequate compensation by the Central Government needs to be provided to

save the lives of the farmers in the state.
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(xxi) Need to implement Chandkhira Bagan to Kahnmun and Baroigram to
Dullabchera railway projects

SHRI RADHESHYAM BISWAS (KARIMGAN]J): A few years ago a survey was
conducted for extension of Dullabchera section to Cheragi but the work is yet to
commence.

The GM (Construction) North East Frontier Railways has surveyed and
submitted the project report for another extension of broad gauge line from
Patharkandi to Kahnmun to connect Mizoram and also informed me in writing. I
took up the matter with the General Manager (construction) NF Railway,
Malegaon with a request to start the broad gauge line from Chandkhira Bagan
Railway Station to Kahnmum instead of Patharkandi, as it would be more
convenient for the Railway travellers if Chandkhira Bagan Railway station is
made as the junction point. All infrastructural facilities including land are
available with the department at Chandkhira that can be used.

Recently Railway Minister announced that near about 500 Km new railway
line per year will be constructed for North Eastern States. Now the gauge
conversion is going on at Patharkandi and Chandkhira at Karimganj-Agartala
section and also at Baroigram to Dullabchera section.

I, therefore, request the Railway Minister through you to kindly pass
necessary orders to implement both the projects 'Chandkhira Bagan Railway
station up to Kahnmun' and 'Baroigram to Dullabchera section' for better

connectivity which is still out of the Railway Map.
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(xxii) Need to ensure safety of people living downstream of
Mullaperiyar dam

ADV. JOICE GEORGE (IDUKKI): There is no dispute for sharing of water from
Mullaperiyar dam between Kerala and Tamil Nadu. The state of Kerala has always
been ready and willing to share water with the Tamil Nadu as per the prevailing
terms of agreement. The only concern is about the safety of the people living in
the downstream of the Dam. It is a fact that the dam is not safe in the event of
earthquake or flood. The dam is situated in a seismic prone area as certified by
various agencies including IIT Roorkee. The Government should try to address the
fear of the people living downstream of the dam. They face socio-economical and
psychological trauma arising out of the safety aspects of the Dam due to its age
and the century old technology used for its construction. After having found that
the dam is unsafe, the Central Water Commission has reduced the storage capacity
of the dam to 116 feet in the year 1979. Now the water level has been raised up to
142 feet that causes threat to the lives of more than 40 lakh of people. Hence I
urge upon the Government to safeguard the interest of both the States by providing
water to Tamil Nadu and ensuring the safety of the people living downstream of

the dam.
