ORAL ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS
HON. SPEAKER: Q. No. 181 — Shri P. Nagarajan
(Q. 181)
SHRI P. NAGARAJAN: Madam Speaker, the nationalised banks are burdened
heavily with rising bad loans. The gross NPAs of PSBs are more than Rs. 2,50,000

crore. It is high time for Government to act seriously and expedite the recovery
process. Government should not tolerate these financial frauds any more as they
cause huge dent to people’s money deposited in the banks. ... (Interruptions)

I would like to convey in this august House a very important request from
our hon. Chief Minister Puratchi Thalaivi Amma to the hon. Prime Minister.
Madam, everyone knows about the magnitude of damages to people and their
property and belongings caused by the extremely heavy torrential rains in Tamil
Nadu. In Amma’s letter to the hon. Prime Minister, our hon. Chief Minister,
Puratchi Thalaivi Amma has urged the Government to defer and alter the
repayment modes of the bank loan dues of the flood ravaged people and give them
ample time to recover from the colossal damages. Our Amma has also requested
that the Government should extend personal loans up to Rs. 5 lakh for the people
to repair and restore back their damaged vehicles, refrigerators, televisions, air-
conditioners, kitchen appliances, computers, text-books, note-books and
educational materials of students immediately. ... (Interruptions)

HON. SPEAKER: You ask the question please.

SHRI P. NAGARAJAN: Yes, Madam. It is a relevant question. Also, the
Government should provide loans for the poor and the down-trodden people with
Jan Dhan accounts based on the special certificates provided by the State
Government. ... (Interruptions)

My question to the hon. Minister is this. What are the steps taken by the
Government to book and bring those prominent defaulters and to attach their

assets, properties along with their group and associate companies in the ambit of
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fraud and prevent them from getting further loans from elsewhere?
(Interruptions)

SHRI JAYANT SINHA: The Government is fully cognizant of the challenging
situations posed by the rising NPAs that our public sector banks and our private
banks are dealing with right now. We have taken swift action on multiple
dimensions to deal with this problem. We start, first of all, by making sure that we
have a good understanding of the size and scope of the problem and working with
the RBI, we have put in place very precise definitions of which loans and which
borrowers should be classified as being stressed versus which of them should be
classified as non-performing. ... (Interruptions)

As far as non-performing loans are concerned, even among non-performing
loans, we have a strong and very precise gradation of the various kinds of loans.
Once it is defined that these, in fact, are non-performing loans, we have set a
whole series of steps in motion so that we can recover these loans and the banks
can appropriately provision for them. ... (Interruptions)

As far as the steps taken are concerned, we have created a joint lending
forum, we have created a repository of data, the credit repository of large loans
that are outstanding, for which the RBI then looks at it across the system. In
addition to that, corrective action plans are put together by the joint lending forum
to hasten the recovery process. If borrowers turn to be non-cooperative, then there
is a series of remedies that are possible. If then, they turn out to be wilful
defaulters, then even stronger provisions are possible. We can take criminal action,
we can debar them from taking fresh loans and we can also force change in
management and then, finally, we have the ability through strategic debt
restructuring to take over 51 per cent equity in that particular that is not
cooperating with the banking system. ... (Interruptions)

So, along with what the banks can do, the Government has also undertaken
a series of policy measures in various industries which are facing stresses so that

whether it is the steel industry, the sugar industry or the textile industry, the
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industry level actions that are necessary to take to relieve stress for those
industries and for the banking sector have also been undertaken. So, with that, we
believe that we have taken a comprehensive multi-dimensional approach towards
dealing with the non-performing loan problem. ... (Interruptions)

Madam Speaker, as you also know, we have said that we want to introduce
a bankruptcy code as well that will enable the workouts and resolutions of these
non-performing loans to happen even faster along with the Debt Recovery
Tribunals, the Lok Adalats and the SARFAESI Act that we already have in place
right now. ... (Interruptions)
SHRI P. NAGARAJAN: Madam, the nation-wide credit reporting companies sell
information to creditors and other businesses that use it to evaluate applications for
home loan, car loan, credit card, personal loans, etc. ... (Interruptions) Some
credit bureau names are CIBIL, Equifax, Experian. ... (Interruptions) While the
common man is suffering a lot, the big business houses are getting loans easily.

Madam, my second supplementary to the Minister is this. ... (Interruptions)
The Minister has stated that the modus operandi of such credit companies is to get
personal details of consumers without their consent. ... (Interruptions) Is there any
legal sanctity for such companies operating in the country? ... (Interruptions) Are
the banks following the same yardstick for big companies while disbursing loan?
... (Interruptions)

Further, as regards our Chief Minister’s request to the Prime Minister for
relief, we are expecting an answer from the Minister. ... (Interruptions)
SHRI JAYANT SINHA : Madam, with respect to the credit bureaus, they are
regulated by the Reserve Bank of India. ... (Interruptions) The collection of data
on credit histories is done according to some strict guidelines that have been laid
down. ... (Interruptions) There are very strict confidentiality and privacy
safeguards in place as well and these apply equally for small borrowers that are
consumers and small businesses as they are with large borrowers as well. ...

(Interruptions)
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As I have said, as far as large borrowers are concerned, there is a system-
wide repository of large credit that has been undertaken by corporate borrowers,
which is monitored by the Reserve Bank of India to ensure that, in fact, if there is
a default by a large borrower, then that information is transmitted across the joint
lending forum and across to the other banks that are lending to that large borrower.
... (Interruptions) Similarly, when we talk about borrowers, which are consumers
who are small borrowers, the credit bureaus play a very invaluable role of an
information utility to be able to make credit histories available to various lending
agencies so that they can understand how to price certain loans or how to stay
away from people who have not been able to service their loans adequately in the
past. ... (Interruptions)

These safeguards are in place and I can assure all the hon. Members that the
Government is working closely with all financial institutions and regulators to
ensure that the credit information standards and all these guidelines are fully
followed. ... (Interruptions)

Madam Speaker, the hon. Member also asked about relief in Chennai. ...
(Interruptions) As you know that is done through the Home Ministry.
(Interruptions) There is a full and comprehensive process underway there as well
through the State Disaster Relief Funds as well as through the National Disaster
Relief Funds. ... (Interruptions) The hon. Prime Minister visited Chennai and
already announced some relief. ... (Interruptions)

As far as financial institutions are concerned, in the Department of
Financial Service, we have i1ssued a series of notifications as far as insurance
companies are concerned and as far as banks are concerned to ensure that services
are available without any interruptions and very quickly to borrowers and people
who are servicing their loans in Chennai and other affected areas.
(Interruptions) We have also instructed all insurance companies to process claims

as speedily as possible. ... (Interruptions)
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SHRI ANIL SHIROLE: Madam Speaker, I want to know about disciplinary action
taken against the conniving officers. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI JAYANT SINHA : Madam Speaker, the hon. Member asks a very relevant
question about connivance and what is happening with respect to bank officials.
... (Interruptions) I would just like to give him some data. ... (Interruptions) As of
now, the total NPAs across the entire banking system for scheduled commercial
banks are Rs. 3.47 lakh crore. ... (Interruptions) Of these, willful defaulters are
amounting to Rs. 64,335 crore, that is, 7,265 borrowers over Rs. 25 lakh are
classified as willful defaults; and of those 7,265 cases, we have identified 115
cases where there is clear evidence of connivance with bank officials and with
those all necessary enforcement and investigative actions are underway. ...

HON. SPEAKER: Shri Badaruddoza Khan, please ask a short supplementary
question.
SHRI MD. BADARUDDOZA KHAN: Hon. Speaker, Madam, I am drawing your
attention to a very serious question. The hon. Minister just now mentioned that
they are taking serious action in all such cases. However, I want to give you only
one example. According to sources in the Finance Ministry, in December, 2013,
when the UPA Government was there, and according to a news item in The Times
of India, dated 17/07/2014, Kingfisher Airlines’ loan default was Rs. 4,022 crore.
According to today’s The Hindu, the same Kingfisher Airlines has been allowed to
get a loan of Rs. 900 crore from IDBI. How have they got such huge loans? All
this has happened not in the era of this Government, but it has happened during
times when the UPA was there.

This Government has announced the Swachh Bharat Abhiyan. How can
India remain ‘swachh’ without eradicating such things? My question is, why this
Government is giving relaxation to such persons. Why is it not taking serious
action?
SHRI JAYANT SINHA: Madam Speaker, all relevant actions are being
undertaken. All the investigations are underway in all such cases.

SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR: Madam, just now the hon. Minister has said that the

Planning Commission is dismantled whereas the hon. Prime Minister has earlier
said that it is re-oriented. My question is whether the recommendations of the Sub-
Group of the Chief Ministers are final. The National Rural Health Mission and the
National Urban Health Mission did yeomen’s service to the nation. Whatever
money was released under these Schemes — the National Rural Health Mission and
the National Urban Health Mission — the poor of the country had utilised the
services under these Schemes. Now the pattern is changed is 60:40 ratio.
Definitely, the State Governments may not come forward in investing in some
schemes like immunization and other schemes. I would like to know whether the
Government is having a re-look on this policy particularly the National Rural
Health Mission and the National Urban Health Mission.
RAO INDERIJIT SINGH: Madam, as the hon. Member is probably aware that the
recommendations of the Fourteenth Finance Commission were accepted in foto by
this Government. The long and short of it is that earlier before the
recommendations of the Fourteenth Finance Commission, the devolution to States
was Rs.3.48 lakh as per the Budget of 2014-15. After the recommendations were
accepted by the Government, the devolution to States directly out of the share of
the Central Divisible Pool of Taxes has gone up from Rs.1.78 lakh crore to
Rs.5.24 lakh crore. The recommendation was that the devolution of Central taxes
should go to the States from 32 per cent to 42 per cent. Thereafter all States have
benefited to a large extent from the Central taxes as from before.

After the Subgroup of Ministers met, a recommendation has been put up to
the Prime Minister and to the NITI Aayog that there should be two kinds of

Central schemes. One is the core of the core schemes in which no funding pattern
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has been changed. The other is core schemes under which the Health Mission
comes. Under the core schemes, the decision today is that the Central Government
will pay 60 per cent and the State Government will fund 40 per cent of this
amount. So, I think by and large the Central Government has given leeway to the
States to spend all the money that has been given to them in a freer manner and if
a particular State wants to spend it on a certain subject they are free to do so.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: Madam Speaker, the Minister has mentioned
correctly that after the Centrally sponsored schemes especially for social sector
have been minimized from 172 to around 36 or 28, a large number of States are
being benefited no doubt. But the share of the State has gone up manifold thereby
this 10 per cent increase as has been recommended by the 14™ Finance
Commission has not been very helpful to the States and does not give that much of
leeway to invest in many other schemes or to have their own schemes.

After the Subcommittee has met on specific issues, are any steps being
taken especially to reduce the maternal mortality rate, for child mortality rate?
Especially, is the share of the Centrally sponsored schemes being implemented for
women and children going up or not or are the States being penalized to a greater
extent?

RAO INDERIJIT SINGH: Madam, the core of the core schemes address social
issues and upliftment of people who are socially deprived. There are schemes
which have been given in an answer which are core of the core schemes. Apart
from that, there are some more schemes which are just core schemes. Like I said
earlier, the National Health Mission including AYUSH, medical education and
RSB/RSSY are also part of these core schemes. The States from out of the funds
that they have got extra from the Centre are free to address these issues and they
can | suppose make their own schemes on these issues if they are not satisfied with

what the Centre has given them.

SHRI ASADUDDIN OWAISI : Hon. Speaker Madam, I would like to know from
the hon. Minister as to what steps are being taken by his Ministry about so many
accidents happening in our country. Out of these, several people have brain
injuries and we need to tap this pool. If we really tap this pool, we will not require
living donors. The reason I am saying this is because of the figures which have
been published in the Indian Journal of Anaesthesia in 2013. Out of 205 patients
declared brain-dead in AIIMS trauma centre in past five years, only 10 have
become potential organ donors.

I would like to know from the hon. Minister that in view of so many

accidents happening in our country, what steps he proposes to take to ensure that
we get these donors.
SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: The issue that the hon. Member has raised
has been taken up by the Ministry. We also think that the numbers of donors
should increase and we are trying to regulate the system. For this only, first of all,
in the past one month, many new initiatives have been taken. First of all, the
website of NOTTO has been updated. ... (Interruptions) At the same time, a 24X7
helpline has been started. In the same way, the organ and tissue donation and
transplant registry has been updated and it has been started. So, what we have tried
to do is to create awareness and involve people. ... (Interruptions)

Last to last month, in the month of October, the hon. Prime Minister has
spoken in mann ki baat about the donation of organs and he had requested people
to get actively involved. The result was that the number of people visiting the
website of NOTTO has tremendously increased. ... (Interruptions) In the same
way the call centre had also received a number of requests and a number of
inquiries about it. We are trying to develop an awareness programme. ...
(Interruptions) It is through the awareness programme that we are going to see to

it that we get the support.
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As far as the other part is concerned, for co-ordinated action to promote
cadaver organ donation we have tried to develop an inter-ministerial co-ordination
committee headed by the Secretary of the Ministry and we are co-ordinating with
the line departments to see to it that those who want to donate their organs are able
to take the benefit of it and that is why strengthening and capacity building is
going on. ... (Interruptions) In the same way, we are also trying to see that the
systems are now put in place to register the organ-pledgers; that is why the registry
has started. Training and sensitization programme has started. ... (/nterruptions)
Criteria for allocation of kidney has been finalized and will be put in the public
domain. In the same way, for other organs also it is underway and we are also
considering to do it accordingly.... (Interruptions)

The issue which is related is that we have to look for preventive part also.

We are working on the preventive part and we are also looking at how and when
such things happen. ... (Interruptions) We have made it mandatory that the
counselling takes place in the trauma centre and hospitals and co-ordinators are
there to talk to the brain stem dead's family members/ patient’s attendants when
the patient who has met with an accident dies and see to it that the maximum
people donate organs. We are going in a big way for the awareness programme....
(Interruptions) That is why we need suggestions from the public and we are trying
to involve them.
SHRI ASADUDDIN OWAISI: With all humility, I would like to say that my first
supplementary was a pointed question on accidents which happen but the Minister
has just reiterated the answer which has been given and which I have read....
(Interruptions)

Anyway, my second supplementary to the hon. Minister is this. Is it not true
that the Safdarjung Hospital which started a skin bank in 2012 is yet to start
working with no cadaver skin donation made so far? Every day we see so many

burn patients coming. ... (Interruptions)
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Similarly, in the bone bank at AIIMS, barely 30 bone donations have
happened since its inception in 1999. What are the steps he is taking? ...
(Interruptions)

He talked about kidney transplant. Is it also not true that the WHO
estimated in 2007 that every year out of poverty 2,000 Indians are selling their
kidney every year? ... (Interruptions) What steps are being taken by his Ministry
to ensure that these things do not happen?

About my specific question about the Safdarjung Hospital skin bank and
AIIMS bone bank, I would like to have replies. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Madam, I do not have a specific
information.. ... (Interruptions)
HON. SPEAKER: It is a question on donation.
... (Interruptions)
SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: It is donation but he has asked about the skin
bank for which I will send the answer separately.... (Interruptions)
HON. SPEAKER: Dr. Ratna De.
... (Interruptions)
DR. RATNA DE (NAG): I will not ask the question. ... (Interruptions)
HON. SPEAKER: Thank you. Shri Jaidev Galla.
... (Interruptions)
SHRI JAYADEV GALLA: Thank you, Madam.

In this issue regarding organ donation, one part is promotion; but also
equally important is identifying people who have donated organs at the time of
death and also harvesting in time. ... (Interruptions)

I have conducted an organ donation awareness camp in my constituency
along with Guntur Government Hospital just last month. Thousands of people
have participated. ... (Interruptions) I myself have donated my entire body and all
my tissues in the case of my death but the problem is only Guntur Government

Hospital is authorised to take those organs out of me. If I do not die within a
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certain distance of Guntur Hospital, first of all, how will they identify that [ am a
donor? And secondly, how will the closest hospital actually be able to harvest my
organs? ... (Interruptions)

So, I would ask the hon. Minister through you this question. Why not

consider having this part that every time a SIM card is issued for a cell phone,
somebody can decide whether he wants to be an organ donor or not? In the case of
accident, everyone has a cell phone, immediately they can identify whether they
are organ donors or not and the nearest hospital should also be authorized so that
they will be able to harvest those organs. I think this will go a long way in saving
millions of lives of people. ... (Interruptions)
SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Madam, we are working on two fronts. As
the hon. Member has said, his suggestion is most welcome. We have started the
NOTTO website called http:/www.notto.nic.in. All suggestions related to creation
of awareness and the number of donors can be given in this. ... (Interruptions) We
are monitoring it and the hon. Member’s suggestion is well taken. We will see to it
as to how we can work on it.... (Interruptions)

The other part is strengthening of the retrieval of the organs. Strengthening
of capacity building has to be done. At the national level, we have done it. Now
we are coordinating with the State Hospitals and the Regional Centres. So,
operationalisation of ROTTO is an action in this regard ... (Interruptions) Later
on, we will be moving in for SOTTO also. The State Organ Tissue Transplantation
Organisation are being set up. The money has been sanctioned for ROTTOS. We
are working in this direction and in times to come, with all your active support, we
will see to it that retrieval system of the organs is made most robust and it works
efficiently.... (Interruptions)

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SHRI RABINDRA KUMAR JENA (BALASORE): Thank you Madam Speaker
for allowing me to raise an issue on the floor of the House which affects almost
half of the population of our country with regard to safety, security and more
particularly, the social security of the work force who are in the unorganized
sector.

Madam Speaker, we have almost 47 crore workforce in our country out of
which about 40 crore are in the unorganized sector and this 40 crore workforce in
the unorganized sector contributes to 60 per cent of our GDP but the unfortunate
part is that a country like ours, where the workforce is contributing to 60 per cent
of the GDP, hardly we are spending less than 2 per cent of our GDP for their
safety and social security. In countries like USA, the spending is to the extent of
15 per cent of the GDP and in European Union, it is 30 per cent.

Madam Speaker, when the hon. Prime Minister took this office, he has
repeatedly voiced his concern for this segment of society. The Government has
also said it in various fora. While they have said that, there is no visible impact
which has been reflected in the budgetary provision.

Madam Speaker, I will take the case of Odisha. The hon. Chief Minister of
Odisha Shri Naveen Patnaik has taken a historic step in tackling the issue and gave
several measures to tackle the issue of unorganized workforce.

Very recently, International Labour Organization has taken cognizance of it
and has said that we must follow the Odisha model and they are working and
trying to propagate to the whole country and to the entire world.

In this context, I would urge upon the hon. Prime Minister and also
Government of India to take cognizance of this and see that the social security
measures on the model of Odisha be adopted and at least 4 per cent of the GDP
must be made as the provision for the social security and the Sates must be
compensated as a matching contribution from the Centre for social security of the

unorganized work force.  Thank you Madam.

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SHRI RAM PRASAD SARMAH (TEZPUR): Madam Speaker, I thank you for
allowing me to speak on a very important issue involving about 40,000 degree
colleges in India and the non-teaching staff who are being given district level scale
of pay which is much lower than the State Government’s directorate level of pay.

My request to the Ministry of Human Resource Development, Government
of India and the University Grants Commission is to bring these employees, who
number about 10 lakhs in India, under the purview of the UGC norms so that they
can get Central Government scale of pay. They are working in all fields and
providing assistance to students in research work and doing administrative job,
accounting and computer operations. They are doing every kind of work, but the
scale of pay given to them is not commensurate with the workload given to them.
So, my humble request is that they should be brought under the UGC norms and
paid Central Government scale of pay so that they can enjoy the minimum
standard of life. I would reiterate that their number is more than 10 lakhs and they
are employed in 40,000 degree colleges in India.

Madam, I raise this issue through you and request the Union of India and
UGC to meet their grievances.

MOHAMMED FAIZAL (LAKSHADWEEP): Madam Speaker, I thank you very

much for giving me this opportunity to raise an important issue. I am also very
happy that today when I am raising this issue, hon. Minister Shri Kiren Rijiju is
sitting in front of me as this is directly coming under the action of the Home
Ministry.

Madam, I am going to raise an issue of denial of Fundamental Right to a

section of people of Lakshadweep, precisely the Minicoy Island of Lakshadweep.
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The Minicoy Island is the nearest island to the Maldives. Unlike other islands, the
Minicoy Island shares a typical culture, that is, all the programmes are organised
by villages headed by the Moopan of that village. Likewise, from time
immemorial, there were total eight villages existing in the Minicoy Island, namely,
Fallessery, Kudehi, Funhilol, Aloodi, Sedivalu, Rammedu, Boduathiri and
Aoumagu villages. In 1924-1925, from these eight villages, a village called Bada
was formed from Aoumagu village due to a difference of opinion.

Madam, you give me a little more time as I am just going to raise the issue.
You are always giving me time, and I am also thankful to you, Madam.

MOHAMMED FAIZAL: Yes, Madam. Thank you very much. I know that you

have a good concern for Lakshadweep. I should also mention here that the people
of Lakshadweep also are very happy with you that you are giving me time for
raising their issues.

In the 1960s, a village called Kendyparty was formed from a village called
Fallessery village and in 1977 a village called New Boduathiri village was formed
from the village Boduathiri. Now, the issue comes here. In 1977 this New
Boduathiri village was formed, and prior to that the Lakshadweep Administration
was carrying out all the socio-economic development process through this village
system by calling the Moopan / leader of the village for implementing all these
things in a speedy way. But I do not know what went wrong in 1977 when the
New Boduathiri village was formed that only this village was not being invited for
any official functions or they were treated in such a way as if the Administration
was promoting untouchability. The village have very good village houses. Hon.
former Defence Minister Shri George Fernandes visited there, Shri Magbool Dar
visited there and even Shri Praful Patel visited there. There are around 700 people
living in that village in a peaceful and tranquil manner.

The issue that I am raising now is very touching to my heart also. I hope

that Shri Kiren Rijiju is listening very carefully to me. The invitation given to the
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Moopan/leader of the New Boduathiri village whose children are studying in
Navodaya Vidyalaya in Minicoy was taken back and they were ill-treated by
stating that they are not supposed to come to the function.

This village has all the rights like ration card, electricity connection,
telephone connections, etc. in the New Boduathiri village’s Moopan’s name.
When I became the MP, I wrote to the Minister of State for Home, Shri Kiren
Rijiju, who is sitting here. I still have the letter with me. On 2 December, 2014 1
wrote a letter raising this issue, and the hon. Minister had taken it very seriously
and asked the comments of the Lakshadweep Administration. I strongly believe
that based on my letter, a Committee was constituted which I feel only to delay the
process. Why I feel so is, because in 2002 the then Administrator Shri K. S.
Mehra was there and there was a detailed deliberation/ order given to the entire
people of Minicoy that no such villages has been recognized by the Administration
and that it is a customary practice. So, if all the 10 villages are invited, then the
New Boduathiri village should also be invited along with them. But that order was
not carried out till date. Thereafter, I have raised this issue before the present
Administrator, Shri Vijay Kumar also. Now, on this 26 and 27 December ...
National Minicoy Festival is going to happen.

HON. SPEAKER: Now, you have to come to the point.

MOHAMMED FAIZAL : Yes, Madam, I am concluding. The National Minicoy
Festival is being organized, and I had invited the hon. Minister also for that
festival. It is a national event where the Rajiv Gandhi rowing competition is
happening, and when the entire village is in a celebration mood, only this
particular village is not invited for it. I requested the Administrator to include this
village also for this function. It will be a fair opportunity given to this village.
Therefore, I would urge the Government and the hon. Minister to implement the
order of the Administrator, Shri K.S. Mehra, issued in 2002 treating everyone
equally and at par with others, which will bring harmony to the Island.

That is all I wanted to say, and I thank you for giving me this opportunity.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Madam, I stand here to refer to

an issue and I am conscious about that issue and I think the Government is also
conscious about it. But [ do not know where to start and where to end and what to

say and what not to say. The issue is relating to Indira Sagar multipurpose project

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that is being constructed by Government of Andhra Pradesh on river Godavari
about 42 kilometres upstream of the famous Godavari Barrage, popularly known
as Sir Arthur Cotton Barrage.

Various clearances have been given to Polavaram project either in violation
of the GWDT award or not in conformity with national standards and norms.
Government of Odisha and Chhattisgarh were not invited at the time of TAC
clearance of the project by the CWC and the environment and forest clearance of
the Ministry of Environment and Forests. The views of Odisha were not
considered by the Ministry of Tribal Affairs before giving the R&R clearance to
the project.

Three Ministries of the Government repeatedly have been going against the
interest of the tribal people of Malkangiri which is the remotest District and a
Maoist affected District of our country. This has happened continuously. In 2005,
one clearance was given by CWC. And subsequently, Ministry of Environment
and Forests had given clearance. And very recently, Ministry of Tribal Affairs also
has given clearance. On these three issues, of course the Odisha Government has
gone to the Supreme Court. The Case is pending and the Odisha Government is
fighting it out there.

Why I wanted to raise it as an Adjournment Motion was, I have also given
a Calling Attention notice, so that we can get a response from the Government.
Two days back or yesterday, Minister of Water Resources has come out with a
statement outside the House. It is in the electronic media. Our demand is let the
Government come to the House and tell us what its position is. That is why I have
raised it here. Whatever she said is her opinion. That is a suggestion which she has
given. But at least that suggestion is from the Government. She has said, let both
the Chief Ministers sit and discuss. But our concern is, the Central Government
has become a party instead of becoming an arbitrator, as I cited, through the three

Ministries. We should have been called.
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As per the tripartite agreement, Godavari river is a riparian river. In 1978
and 1980, two agreements were conducted. In both the agreements it was stated
that respective Government of Odisha, respective Government of the then Madhya
Pradesh now Chhattisgarh, should be consulted on every matter. There are specific
laws relating to protection of tribals because these are scheduled areas as per the
Constitution. A schedule area means when certain people are being displaced,
when certain forest area is being inundated, specific law comes into force. That
has not been done.

Now the Government of Telangana also has intervened in Supreme Court
because their area also is a tribal area, is a scheduled area. Therefore, my concern
here is, Government should desist from becoming a party to this issue.
Government should come out with a statement. And we will appreciate if it
becomes the arbitrator. It can call all the three Governments together and sit down
and discuss and find a solution.

We are not against the Polavaram project. I had said that at the initial stage
when this 16™ Lok Sabha was formed. But today I am forced to say, stop the
construction of this project. Until and unless it is stopped, we cannot find a
solution to the issue that we are raising again and again. Therefore, I would say,
stop it. There are alternative methods which the Government can consider. The
initial agreement was that because this project is being constructed in Andhra
Pradesh, the height of the dam would be such that it will not inundate a single inch
of Odisha. Unilaterally, a decision was taken and it has been approved
surreptitiously by the Central Water Commission. Now a large area is being
inundated and tribal people are affected.

Therefore, my earnest request to the Government is that they should come
with a Statement. Hon. Speaker Madam, my request to you is to allow us a Call
Attention Notice so that at least the Government can come up with a Statement

and we can put forth our viewpoint more conveniently. ... (Interruptions)

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*SHRI OM BIRLA (KOTA) : It is a challenging time for India facing
consecutive years of drought while on the path of higher growth and economic
reforms.

In my speech, I will cover the drought situation in India, lessons from
Rajasthan given that it is one of the worst affected states in India and suggest
measures to overcome the issue.

One of the problems that needs better understanding is the swiftness in
declaring drought hit areas in time. As on November 2015, as per a reply from the
honourable Agriculture Minister, only 180 districts have been declared drought his
spanning across just seven states. However, 302 out of 640 districts faced below
normal rainfall of at least 20%. Many of the states are yet to declare the areas
under drought. This underlines the need for swift actions in evaluation and
announcement of districts under drought. Not to forget the need to understand the
severity of the issue with varying amounts of rainfall shortage in different areas.

At the same time, I would urge the Ministry to set up a research under
Ministry to work out the history of the droughts, floods and other calamities,
understand the impact it has and what steps were taken in the past. A better
understanding of how we dealt with these issues in the past is vital in our approach
in the future too. The recent floods in Tamil Nadu has created havoc and crippled
the state. However, history indicated that there has been a pattern to the rainfall
Chennai received. Some of the states like Odisha have learnt from their frequent
encounters with disastrous effect of cyclones and in recent years, their disaster
management techniques have received praise worldwide. Hence, I reiterate that a
thorough analysis of the pattern in the calamities we faced will go a long way in
saving precious lives and the livelihood of people. The fact that drought continues
to make severe dent in our economy and the life of a common man means that we

are still a long way away from being prepared.
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Here, I would draw the attention of the Minister towards the issue of
drought in Rajasthan. As you are all aware, several districts in Rajasthan are
already declared drought prone. In fact, the state government has already declared

the recurrence as mentioned below.

Sr. Recurrence Districts
No. Period (Year)
1 Once in 3 years Barmer, Jaisalmer, Jalore, Jodhpur and Sirohi
2 Once in 4 years | Ajmer, Bikaner, Bundi, Dungarpur, Sriganganagar,

3 Once in 5 years Alwar, Banswara, Bhilwara, Jaipur Jhunjhunu, Pali,

Sawai Madhopur, Sikar, Dausa and Karauli

4 Once in 6 years Chittorgarh, Jhalawar, Kota, Udaipur, Tonk,

Rajsamand and Baran

5 Once in 8 years | Bharatpur and Dholpur

I would urge the Minister that Rajasthan faces a problem of high fluoride
levels in water. While certain steps have been taken to resolve, a determined
approach by implementing a scheme for treatment of water with high fluoride
levels will go a long way in availability of water in the dry areas.

Overall, the actions of the government on two aspects will determine how
well-prepared India is to face droughts ahead. A) Improvement in irrigation
facilities in India. B)Revamping the financial support for the farmers especially
the crop insurance.

While nature can't be controlled, we can always be prepared for tough times
with better technology at our disposal. Assessment of ground water level
monitoring data for the plains by Central Ground Water Board (CGWB), for pre-
monsoon 2015, compared with last five years mean of pre-monsoon (2010-14),
indicates that out of total 14346 wells analyzed, around 46% of the wells are

showing decline in ground water levels in various parts of the country. I would
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also like to highlight that the Ministry has not maintained a list of waterfalls that
have dried up. I urge the Water Resources Ministry to ensure that the data for the
same should be collected at the earliest.

In the states of Andhra Pradesh, Assam, Chandigarh, Dadra and Nagar
Haveli, Delhi, Gujarat, Haryana, Meghalaya, Puducherry, Punjab, Telangana, and
Uttrakhand, more than 50% of the monitored wells have registered decline in
ground water levels. As per the Water Resources Ministry, out of 6607
assessment units (Firkas/Blocks/Mandals/Talukas/Districts) in the country, 1071
units in 16 states and 2 UTs have been categorized as 'Over-exploited'. Better
irrigation facilities especially drip and micro-irrigation facilities needs to be
developed. I hope the government will also focus and increase the projects of
inter-linking of rivers in India, one of the long term solutions to the issue.

Now, I wish to highlight the need for a better crop insurance scheme. Crop
insurance plays a critical role in how the drought is dealt with and how it will be
dealt with in the future as well. Today, we have National Crop Insurance
Programme (NCIP) at the national level, with other schemes falling under it.
They are Modified National Agricultural Insurance Scheme (MNAIS), Weather
Based Crop Insurance Scheme (WBCIS) and Coconut Palm Insurance
Scheme(CPIS). However, the number of farmers aware about crop insurance
scheme is very low.

Moreover, the total number of farmers who benefitted from programs under
National Agricultural Insurance Scheme between 2000 and 2011-12 is 26.45%.
This includes beneficiaries during both Kharif and Rabi season.

In India, crop insurance claim is not disbursed to farmers if they default on
repayment on loans they have purchased for agriculture. Hence, non-payment of
dues and damage of crops can lead to huge losses for farmers with no insurance
amount.

Payment of timely compensation has also been an issue. In fact, claims due

to prevented sowing and post-harvest losses were never paid under MNAIS.
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There is a high discrepancy in the crop area insured to the net area sown. The
increase in premium rates of insurance under NCIP, MNAIS and WBCIS has
discouraged the farmers in buying insurance scheme. The report of the Committee
reviewing implementation of crop insurance scheme has recommended to have a
relook at premium rates. It states that insurance cover of farmers would increase
with lower premium rates. This would encourage in implementation of better
farming practices.

While there are plenty of issues to deal with, I appreciate the steps taken by
the government led by hon. Prime Minister Narendra Modi in implementing
reform measures which includes revamping the crop insurance scheme. Some of
the schemes reflect the long term vision in finding a solution to the issues
surrounding agriculture. The Soil Health Card Scheme will be crucial in ensuring
the farmers have adequate knowledge about maintaining fertility of the soil.
Similarly, the Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchai Yojana will go a long way in
ensuring better irrigation facilities considering the increasing demand of water for
agriculture. The launch of DD Kisan Channel will also ensure better awareness
among farmers.

I hope the Ministry of Water Resources, rural development and agriculture
with adequate support from Finance Ministry will co-ordinate effectively in

implementing robust measures to deal with droughts in future.
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*SHRI D. K. SURESH (BANGALORE RURAL) : I would like to draw the
attention of the Union Government towards the serious drought situation in the
country. It is a matter of great concern that the entire country including Karnataka
is facing one of the worst drought in the recent years. Almost all the parts of
Karnataka has been affected by the serious drought problems and a number of
farmers were forced to end their life due to debt owed to various nationalized
banks and private financial institutions. The serious drought affected the
cultivation of almost all the agricultural products including rice, wheat, sugarcane,
sericulture and even commercial crops also. The farmers have no source of
income to meet their minimum livelihood and to take care of their family. The
financial institutions gave loan to them and they have already started the legal
process to reimburse their loans. The Union Government has to intervene in the
matter immediately and extend all possible assistance to the farmers in the drought
affected districts of the country.

My state Karnataka has declared 27 of 30 districts as drought affected
areas, which are facing serious drought since the last five years consecutively.
The depletion of ground water in the above 27 districts are going down year by
year. This causes serious longstanding problems to agrarian sector. Most of the
areas are still depending on the rain water for irrigation process. The living
conditions of the farmers of that areas are in a very bad condition and the farmers
are forcing to migrate to the urban areas to find a source of income for their bread.
This will cause a lot of social and economical problems and government has to
face a lot of ire from various sections of the society.

The sericulture sector in Karnataka on in the verge of conversion to some
other commercial crops. Cultivation of mulberry leaf and silk worm rearing in
dates back to the 18th century. From the beginning, the Government of Karnataka

played important role of a catalyst to keep the sericulture industry going. It
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established a separate department in 1913 to look after some of the needs and also
the problem of sericulturists. Encouraged by the achievement of the sericulture
industry, the state government undertook an ambitious plan for the expansion of
sericulture covering a period of five years (1980-85) through a World Bank Loan,
known as the Karnataka Sericulture Programme (KSP). This programme
envisaged introducing sericulture in certain new areas of Karnataka, so that it can
serve as an important source of employment and income generation in rural areas.
The Government of Karnataka launched this programme in 13 districts. For the
traditional ~ mulberry growing areas, this programme envisaged a further
improvement in the existing infrastructural facilities alongwith extending the area
under the improved mulberry and also encouraging rearing of improved and
bivoltine silkworm. In the non-traditional areas, the plan was to introduce
sericulture activities on a large scale to bring about economic transformation in
these areas. In addition to provide the necessary infrastructure, the plan envisaged
an effective extension of facilities so as to propularise the sericulture activities.

In the field of sericulture, India stands second in the world, in terms of area
and production. Karnataka is number one while considering the area of cultivation
and production. The sericulture farmers of the district of Ramnagara, belongs to
my constituency and are facing very serious problems due to cutting of import
duty to 10% of the products from abroad. Government of Karnataka is trying its
very best to protect the mulberry farmers of the State. The government is trying on
a modest scale, to present an overall view of the changes which have taken place
at the household level in both traditional and non-traditional regions of the state in
terms of sericulture activities. There is a change in the structure of costs and
labour needs for the cultivation of mulberry leaf and silkworm rearing on the one
hand and on the other, the changes has taken place in the income earning
capacities of the sericulturists. State government is trying to encourage sericulture
and making inroads into the economic life, particularly in the new sericulture

regions of the state.
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Till 15 years back, the farmers were getting Rs.300 per kg. of silk cocoon.
Unfortunately, due to import policies of central government presently the farmers
are getting only Rs.100 per kg. Naturally, the farmers are forced to agitate against
the policies of the Central government. The price has been reduced due to the
reduction in the import duty of the Chinese silk. The import duty has been
reduced from 35% to 5%. So, this is the main cause for the farmers not getting
even the cost of production for cocoons. To save the 6 to 7 million sericulture
farmers, the central government has to impose minimum 35% import duty on
Chinese silks.

Besides, 136 Talukas in Karnataka have been seriously affected by drought
due to shortage of rainfall. The living conditions of the farmers of the above areas
is very poor and social and economical atmosphere is affected very badly. The
consecutive droughts have lead to depletion of ground water level, drying up of
shallow bore wells, reduction in the water quality and yield. The rainfall
deficiency has resulted in poor inflows into the major reservoirs. As on 12th
September, out of 860 TMC of all the 13 major reservoirs, only 470 TMC was
stored.

Lower water levels in the almost all reservoirs of Karnataka has affected
the hydro power generation also. It results in the reduction of the areas to be
cultivated. As per the reports more than 33% of agriculture crops are affected due
to shortage of rainfall.

Another major setback happened in the livestock sector of Karnataka. As
per available reports, 512 million livestock has been affected by the problem. Our
farmers are facing great difficulties in supplying fodder to livestock. Farmers
have to spent huge amount to feed their livestock due to non availability of enough
green fodder. The environment department bans the entry of livestock in the
forests. This has doubled the problem of green fodder in the country. This is the

situation prevailing in the country.
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Due to the natural calamities, farmers are facing multi sectoral problems to
maintain a minimum standard life. They are on the verge of suicide. The
agriculture allied activities are totally closing down due to government policies
and the natural calamities. The Central government has to intervene urgently in
the matter to end the miseries of farmers. The government should allow the
farmers to use the forest areas for feeding their livestocks.

The government of Karnataka has extended all possible assistance to its
farmers. Karnataka distributed Rs.5 lakh to the families of the farmers who end
their lives due to debt and other reasons and waived off the interest and the
compound interest on loans taken by farmers. Government started zero percent
interest loans to farmers in the state. Karnataka started Rs.2000 monthly pension
to the families of the farmers who ended their life due to various reasons.

Karnataka requested central government to release Rs.3830 crores
immediately to the state to assist the debt ridden farmers. Unfortunately, the
central government is not liberal to the state. I urge the central government to take
immediate steps to protect the farmers of Karnataka by releasing enough financial
assistance and impose more import duty on sericulture products. Central
government must give directions to the environment department to allow the
livestocks in the reserved forest areas to survive the farming community of the

country.
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*SHRI R. DHRUVANARAYANA (CHAMARAJNAGAR) : Recently
Telangana has declared a drought in parts of the State, becoming the ninth state
this year to do so. While Chennai and the neighbouring districts are suffering a
disastrous crisis from too much rainfall, for the entire country, the June-September
southwest monsoon recorded a deficit of 14% compared to the normal, the second
straight year of sub-par rains after 2014 saw a deficit of 12%. This year, 302 of
the 640 districts in India experienced deficit rains, or at least a 20% shortfall
compared to the normal.

As many as 8330 lakh people, that is, 73% of the country's population live
in villages, according to the latest data from the Socio-Economic and Caste
Census (SECC). Out of this, 6700 lakh live below the poverty line, that is, with
Rs.33 per person per day. A third of the 8330 lakh people live off farming. While
such a large population of the country depend on agriculture, the farm economy of
the nation reported a growth of 0.2% last year. And with the present situation of
drought, our nation would be lucky if it manages a positive growth in farm
economy this year.

In my State, Karnataka, 27 out of the 30 districts have been declared
drought affected. These areas are facing drought consecutively for the 5th year.
In the worst drought in 40 years, northern districts have registered 70 per cent
deficiency in rainfall. Groundwater, which is the major source of drinking water
and irrigation has depleted, resulting in drying up of shallow borewells, reduction
in the yield and also deteriorating water quality. Department of Agriculture had
estimated that 28.88 lakh hectares of agriculture crops have suffered more than
33% loss amounting to Rs.15,636 crore. Both rabi and kharif crops have been
wiped out. Out of 74 lakh hectares of primarily kharif crops, 8 lakh hectares saw

no sowing due to absence of rains in the early part of monsoon. Of the rest 66
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lakh hectares, the drought has wiped out 37 lakh hectares of crops, which
primarily include oilseeds, foodgrains and pulses.

Assistance sought for input subsidy for kharif 2015 is Rs.188.60 crores. An
amount of Rs.202.31 crores is sought as cattle care, Rs.900 is required for
managing drinking water and Rs.102.82 crores is needed for emergency supply of
drinking water through tankers in drought affected areas. The Centre has
approved only Rs.1,540 crore, nearly two months after we submitted a
memorandum seeking Rs.3,931 crore in Central assistance.

There is an immediate need to address the drought situation across the
country, not only because farmers and agricultural labourers are affected, but also
because this has also led to a shortage in food stock of the nation.

The government of Karnataka has been on its toes to ease the plight of the
farmers and address the issue of drought and farmer suicides. Interest free loan is
being provided to farmers upto Rs.3 lakh. An interest of 3% is charged on loans
between Rs.3-10 lakh.

Under a scheme called Annabhagya, upto 20kgs of rice is given free of cost
to all BPL households. As a relief to families of those farmers who committed
suicide, compensation has been increased from Rs.2 lakh to Rs.5 lakh. In
addition, the widow of the deceased is also entitled to pension every month, which
has been increased from Rs.500 to Rs.2000. The government has announced that
the compensation available in the case of suicide is also applicable to landless
labourers. All interest and penal interest on crop loans have been waived by the
State. Cooperative banks have also been asked to reschedule loans and defer
recovery of installments. The government had also ordered a crackdown on
moneylenders who were fleecing the farmers and more than 1,300 cases had been
booked against them with 568 arrested. The state government is also working
towards getting higher Minimum Support Price, a subject that falls within the

Centre's purview, for paddy, jowar and ragi.
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While the State governments is waiting for the Central government's aid to
compensate for the damaged crops, distressed farmers have no option but to
commit suicide in the absence of relief. While the Central assistance towards
relief for crop damage sounds generous on paper, in reality it barely covers
farmers' cost of production. According to central norms the maximum farmers can
receive as compensation is a paltry Rs.2,700 per acre in rain-fed areas, meaning
compensation pays only a fraction of the crop loss. For the Rs.15,636 crores of
crop loss recorded in Karnataka, we have received only about a tenth of it to
distribute as compensation among farmers so far.

The Centre has decided to provide additional 50 days of work in drought-
hit areas under the MGNREGA scheme to provide relief to farmers. But this
would be an effective measure of relief only if the already huge backlog in wage
payments is cleared for those employed under the scheme. The scheme has
suffered from huge loopholes in implementation. In Karnataka, the average days
of employment provided per household is only 33.18 days so far this year. More
than half of this financial year is already over. How will we generate the
additional 50 days of work?

In addition to the short-term measures, like compensating for crop damage
and waiving interest on crop loans, the Centre also needs to come up with an
effective crop insurance scheme. The existing schemes cover banks' loans and not
the farmers' risk of repeated crop loss. Also, reports suggest that only 20% of
farmers are covered under the Centre's crop insurance scheme that provides a
safety net for farm loan dues in case of crop damage.

I urge the Government to look into the matter immediately in all the nine
States and provide adequate amount of aid. If we lose the faith of our farmers any
more than we already have, it will be great disservice to the entire nation. Kindly

provide 2500 crores of rupees to Karnataka state for relief work.
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DR. HEENA VIJAYKUMAR GAVIT (NANDURBAR): Hon. Deputy-Speaker,
thank you for giving me this opportunity. My colleagues have already expressed
their views on drought in different parts of the country. I come from the State of
Maharashtra which has also been hit by drought. Along with Vidarbha and
Marathwada, North Maharashtra is also reeling under the drought like situation.
To tackle this drought like situation the State Government has already taken steps
like creation of cattle camps, supply of water through tankers, availability of
fodder for cattle at the doorsteps of the farmers, waiver of education fees,
renovation of village wells and initiation of well recharge projects. Under the
severe grip of water scarcity in several parts of the State, Maharashtra Government
has sought financial assistance to the tune of Rs. 4000 crore from the Central
Government. Although the Government has announced a relief package for
drought affected areas, these sorts of quick fix solutions are not enough to solve
the ground level problems. No temporary solutions will help overcome the drought
like situation in the future and so whatever plans we make should not be restricted
only to four to five years but we must focus on the next 25 years. The problem of
suicide amongst farmers should be tackled in a holistic way.

Sir, response to drought is generally reactive in terms of crisis management.
I would like to suggest to the hon. Minister through you that whatever plans we
make or whatever strategies we make should be more of a pro-active nature rather
than being of a reactive nature to the drought like situation. Whatever policies the
Central Government makes in regard to tackling drought is more or less on a
general basis for the whole country. We must focus more on the geographical
areas and the climatic conditions in those areas.

Sir, I would like to make some suggestions to the hon. Minister through
you. There should be promotion of various macro and micro level adaptation
strategies amongst farmers with the help of Government officials to cope with the
drought. We should also focus on developing, introducing and implementing water

harvesting practices at the community level and in situ water harvesting practices
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to save wastage of water. Traditional flood irrigation practices should be replaced
by water saving irrigation practices like drip irrigation or sprinkler irrigation.
Introduction of less water consuming crops and drought resistant varieties of crops
should be explored as a way of increasing resilience against drought and reducing
the crop failures in the dry spells. Crop insurance should be strengthened. In the
National Agricultural Insurance Scheme for field crops and weather based
insurance scheme for fruit crops, the revenue circle is notified and considered for
giving insurance. Instead of this, the village level should be considered and crop
insurance compensation should be given to the farmers. I would like to say that
when a revenue circle is concerned, there are a few farmers who are badly affected
and there are many farmers whose farms may not be that much damaged, but
because of considering a revenue circle what happens is that an average is taken
and an overall average of damage for that area is less and so the farmers who are
badly affected do not get the compensation to the extent that they should get. So,
my suggestion to the hon. Minister is that instead of having a revenue circle, he
should consider notifying an insurance scheme where particular focus is at a
village level and try to give benefit to as many farmers as possible.

Sir, I come from the State of Maharashtra and what we have observed in
our State is that after granting crop insurance to a farmer by the National Crop
Insurance by Mumbai, the claim amount is not deposited to the account of the
farmer in time and so I would also like to make a suggestion that the banks should
be given a stipulated time and by that they should deposit the amount that is
granted to the farmer. Also, it has been observed that the premium amount of crop
insurance is not paid by the banks to the AIC, Mumbai in time. In such cases, the

banks should be held responsible for the same.
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In the case of weather based Fruit Crop Insurance Scheme, automatic
weather units are installed far away from the villages. Thus, they cannot be
computed properly. So, individual farmer’s computation should be made easy.

In my parliamentary constituency, Nandurbar, fruits like pomegranate,
guava and papaya are cultivated on a large scale but in the Fruit Insurance
Scheme, only banana and mango crops are included. I would like to request that,
along with banana and mango, fruits like pomegranate, guava, papaya and
watermelon should also be included in the Fruit Crop Insurance Scheme.

The worst hit during drought are the poor and marginal farmers. So, it is
important that we must focus our attention on them to see how their farming can
be improved. We must provide them with advanced mechanisation and this
should be given at subsidized rates so that the conditions of the farmers are
improved.

Seed Bank, Disease Resistant Gene Bank, Village Water Bank, Nutrient
Bank, etc. should be established at the village level and subsidy should be given
by the Government to the farmers for the same.

Krishi Vigyan Kendras should be strengthened. As regards Custom Hiring
Centres, equipment are purchased by a group of farmers and the needy farmers can
hire these equipments. These equipment can be given to the people as and when
they are required.

Integrated farming system should be introduced and farmers should be
given loans at low interest rates to start additional business like poultry, fishery,
cattle farms, etc.

I hope the hon. Minister will consider my suggestions so that they can

benefit the farmers who are suffering due to the drought situation.

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"DR. RATNA DE (NAG) (HOOGHLY) : Drought in India has almost become a
regular and recurring feature year after year. There is no stopping of this hardship
on the States. Centre's benevolence rarely meets the State's financial requirement
or demand. This has become the hallmark of Centre-State relationship over the
years. States are treated step-motherly, to say the least. In a federal structure, both
Centre and States have a say but the sway of Centre is heard more and carried
away with all the financial might with the result States are left to fend for
themselves. West Bengal is one such States which faces drought or drought like
situation every year.

It is tragic to know that as many as eight States have reported occurrence of
drought this year, out of which seven have sought more than Rs.24,000 crore as
financial assistance from the Centre under National Disaster Response Force
(NDRF). This was the response of the Government in Rajya Sabha.

This year too, a drought like situation is prevailing in West Bengal. West
Bengal Chief Minister Kumari Mamata Banerjee recently sanctioned Rs.50 crore
for the people affected by a drought like situation in Purulia district.

With drought like situation prevailing in 8 States, our villages are expected
to face a sharp spike in food prices in 2016. This is also due to a second straight
year of drought in the country. Cost of sugar and milk too has gone up
considerably, apart from other essential commodities.

Our Chief Minister, Kumari Mamata Banerjee had expressed concern over
the drought situation in West Bengal. We allege that the NDA-led BJP
government at the Centre has failed to make serious efforts in providing relief to
farmers across the country, in general, and in West Bengal, in particular. Farmers
committing suicide is continuing

We could see prolonged heat wave in West Bengal for long resulting in fast
receding level of water in West Bengal. The side effect of this problem is drinking

water in West Bengal has become scarce. How can farmers draw enough water
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for farming? If this pathetic situation continues, we could find shortage of
vegetables too.

It is to our West Bengal Government's and our Chief Minister's credit that
we had put in place measures to tackle the situation at a time of rising deaths of
distressed potato farmers. She had also convened a meeting of agriculture
department officials. West Bengal at her own level is helping the farmers who are
facing drought with drought-resistant paddy seeds and other inputs that will help
cut costs.

It is to be noted that nearly 60 per cent of West Bengal's farm activity is
rain-fed with the western districts of Bankura, Birbhum, Purulia and Paschim
Medinipur being among the drought-prone districts which have received less
rainfall this year too like the earlier year 2014-15 Kharif season. It is common
knowledge that these districts lack irrigation facilities, and cultivation is mainly
rain-fed. West Bengal Government is of firm conviction that this strategy would
result in increased crop productivity.

Additionally the government of West Bengal is also emphasizing on the use
of farm mechanisation and modernisation. The aim and objective of West Bengal
Government is to encourage small and marginal farmers to use equipment such as
harvesters and to make them available equipment to small farmers. Here,
encouraging rainwater harvesting would go a long way and assumes paramount
importance and renewed focus in view of the impending rainfall shortage.

Having said as to what West Bengal Government and our Chief Minister,
Kumari Mamata Banerjee has been doing in the last 6 months to help the farmers
to tide over the drought like situation, I would like to add that West Bengal is one
of the 8 States which is facing its worst agricultural crisis in recent years with vast
stretches of West Bengal being declared as drought-hit by our Government in
West Bengal. The drought situation in West Bengal has reached an alarming

proportion.
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We demand that West Bengal be declared as "drought-hit" and the most
affected areas of West Bengal region as "calamity-hit", followed by generous
release of financial assistance to tide over the situation.

In the end, I would like to strongly urge the Central Government to extend
generous financial assistance to States, particularly the West Bengal which is

facing drought year after year.

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*SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR (KARIMNAGAR) : The nation is reeling under the
effects of severe drought. 18 states, which is more than half the total, and 302 out
of the total number of 676 districts, have become drought affected due to a deficit
in monsoon rainfall. The rabi crop is in grave danger and the already embattled
Indian farmer is facing yet another crisis. This danger must also draw our
attention to the harsh reality of climate change, a danger that becomes more
ominous by the year, and the need for urgent and substantial action is reminded to
us all once again.

My own state of Telangana has experienced the bitter reality of having to
live without water for far too long, and in fact that was one of the key factors for
us demanding a separate state where we would be in charge of our destiny.
Already the government of Telangana is working in overdrive to overcome the
irrigation deficit through its mammoth Mission Kakatiya and Water Grid
programmes, but the neglect of the past decades cannot be overcome in a few
months. 231 mandals have been declared as drought affected and this action has
been taken on the District Collectors' recommendations based on drought
guidelines.

814 mm this year, which is a 22 per cent deficit. The situation is similar to 2009-
10, when the state faced a severe drought. Production of foodgrains is likely to be

affected badly since cultivation of paddy, which comprises more than 50 per cent
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(10.59 lakh hectares) of total foodgrain (20.56 lakh hectares) cultivation of paddy,
which comprises more than 50 per cent (10.59 lakh hectares) of total foodgrain
(20.65 lakh hectares) cultivation in Kharif, is just about one-third (5.26 lakh
hectare) of the normal extent till September first week and less than 50 per cent for
the season.

The other key challenge the state is facing is declining ground water. This
is also a problem in the rest of the country and most states are witnessing this
phenomenon owing to indiscriminate construction of borewells. There needs to be
stringent enforcement to curb this practice accompanied by adequate creation of
public irrigation networks so that people are not forced to set up their own wells.
In this regard, the Centre must provide assistance to the States and work on the
Krishi Sinchai Yojana is welcome.

With regard to Telangana, the Groundwater Department estimated that the
average groundwater level for the state in October was 11.80 meters against 9.30
meters in the same month last year. The fall in average water levels was observed
in the range of 0.10 meters to 7.10 meters in all districts. The stress on
groundwater has been not only due to the deficit but also the abnormal distribution
of rainfall pattern which failed to recharge whatever quantity of water was

available below the ground.
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Thus the state is facing an overall water shortage crisis and central
assistance is required to prevent the crisis from turning into a calamity.

I Demands that the Centre should allocate INR 2,514 crore to the state of
Telangana to help it tide over this crisis. Relief amount should cover crop loss as
well as input cost for next section. Sharecroppers and farmers taking land on
lease/rent should also be protected. Crop losses less than the arbitrarily-decided
minimum threshold should also be covered. Direct linkage of farmers with
insurance companies is required so as to avoid the confusion which arises when
the banks play the role of intermediary. Unit of insurance should shift from area-
based approach to taking the individual farmer's survey number/land holding as a

unit.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Item No. 21. Hon. Members, before I call Shri
Bhartruhari Mahtab to resume his speech, I would inform the House that he has
also given notice of an amendment to the Resolution moved by Shri Nishikant
Dubey. Shri Mahtab may first move his amendment and thereafter resume his
speech.
SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): I beg to move:

That in the resolution, --

add at the end —

“and also to take steps to settle the refugees who migrated to
India at the time of partition in 1947 in the Kashmir Valley
and are now living in different parts of the country”.

Sir, last time I had just initiated and the House got adjourned. Today in this
Winter Session, in the first day of discussing on the Private Member Resolution, I
stand here to participate in the Resolution that has been moved by my friend Shri
Nishikant Dubey ji asking the Government to take immediate steps for
rehabilitation and welfare of displaced persons from Kashmir who are living in
various parts of the country in pitiable condition.

The purpose of my moving an amendment to this Resolution in addition to
that is that exodus of people from Kashmir Valley did not happen just towards the
last part of the last century but it had happened just after Partition also. Repeatedly
some criminal activity had occurred in the Valley that had forced a large number
of people to migrate from the Valley. From the Valley that we all call as the
Paradise on the Earth, people have been forced to leave their hearth and home for

their own safety and for their own succour.
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Return of the Pandit community to their homeland is a strategic imperative
to ensure that a credible Indian civil presence is in the Kashmir Valley. But can the
beleaguered community return as a part of a larger Kashmiriyat family even if
ensconced in composite township? That is the question that needs to be answered.
Or will they continue to remain hostages to militancy inside India? This is the
dilemma confronting the Kashmiri Pandits and has to be addressed by the State
and the Union Government.

The return of Pandits to Kashmir will be opposed by pro-Pakistan fifth
columnists in that valley. Given the history of their exodus, insurgency in Kashmir
and the results thrown up by the Assembly elections, the Ghar Vapasi as we call it
of Kashmiri Pandits will be a watershed movement in Indian history. But it can
come about only if the Government of India intervenes directly in the process.
Paving the way for their return requires major political restructuring in the Valley
itself. This country of ours watched with a growing sense of frustrated outrage as
Masarrat Alam, an active ‘hate India leader’ in Kashmir calmly strutted out of jail.
Mr. Alam is the emerging face of Kashmiri separatism and Srinagar downtown
parade welcoming him could be an ominous signal.

Sir, there has been Wahabi mindset that has been engulfing the western
borders of our country. A large part of Pakistan also, which was at one point of
time influenced by Sufism, was of a composite culture, has been in a sense today
totally influenced by Wahabi culture. And what is Wahabi mindset? Wahabi
mindset emanates from a small group of people of Saudi Arabia who think they
are the purest people on this earth and the rest either have to believe them and
adopt their religion or they have no right to live on this earth. And that is what
Islamic State is now propagating in Syria and in Iraq. Therefore, to keep India and
Indians protected, there is a need also to counter that type of cultural expansion of
Wahabi mindset that is creating a problem in our country.

We should also remember that when forces supported by Pakistan Army

came into Kashmir, by that time King Hari Singh was yet to sign an accord with
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the Indian Government, when the Indian forces went to Srinagar to oust the
Pakistani marauders. There is an artificial line that was constructed by dividing
Kashmir. One is Pak Occupied Kashmir and the other is the Jammu and Kashmir
that is part of India. But what is our societal position in both parts of Kashmir?
The part of Kashmir that is with Pakistan is Sunni dominated.

The larger part that is with India is Shia-dominated. So, I was not surprised
when two or three days back, Dr. Farooq Abdullah said, ‘let that part be with
Pakistan and let this part be with India.” This is the mindset and this is being said.
Though it is political in nature, it has something to do with the Shia and Sunni
divide. That division has occurred since 1948 but that division is something which
needs to be corrected, corrected in the sense that the conflict between these two
communities of Islam has to be addressed by the leaders of Shia and Sunni and
Kashmir should not become a corridor of their competition.

15.46 hours (Shri Hukum Singh in the Chair)

No doubt there is a need to have a composite township. But the fact is, in
our villages, do we not have communities living separately? Do we not have
people of specific castes living separately in our village? Do we not have
communities of different religions living in different parts in that village? They
do. So, in Kashmir an idea was floated that let the Pandits also go back to the
valley and live separately. Why should we say that we are ghettoising them? That
means we don’t want them to go there. If the idea is to send them to Kashmir, as
they are part of that culture, and to bring in Kashmiriyat, they should live as they
were living there. Accordingly, that should have been done. As I mentioned last
week on another occasion while participating in the discussion, Jammu & Kashmir
Government has come out with a statement before the Supreme Court of India.
The Court asked how many families have returned after all the packages and all
the things that have been done by the elected Government that has come in Jammu

& Kashmir. Only one family had returned to the Kashmir Valley.

I would mention here one thing. The debate that goes on in Jammu &
Kashmir relating to the settlement of Kashmiri pandits in Kashmir is one that will
only bring pain to a true nationalist. Here I am not quoting anyone, but I would
only say there was a time and time changes. With the change of time, there is a
need to change the mindset and accordingly we have to create a position there.

Divergent views emerged from the newly formed BJP-PDP coalition
Government in Jammu & Kashmir when Union Home Minister hinted that there
was no going back on the plans for a separate settlement for the displaced
community in the valley and the Government is firm on that aspect. As has been
claimed, the Prime Minister’s clear directive on this was that the Government
must honour its commitment on the rehabilitation of Kashmiri pandits and should
aggressively pursue this. I quote here one of the officers who has been reported in
the Asian Age on 10™ April, 2015:

"We are committed to the resettlement of nearly 62,000 registered Kashmiri
migrant families who had moved out of the Valley when militancy broke out in
1989. Most of these families have moved either to Jammu, Delhi and other parts of
the country. So the Centre has a clear view on this: the state government has to
provide land, and quickly, for making separate townships for pandits as this will
give a greater sense of security to the community.” A senior officer had mentioned
this.

While answering a Question on 15™ July last year, the Minister of State for
Home Affairs said, ‘At present, there are about 60,452 registered Kashmiri
migrant families in the country, not persons but families; about 38,119 registered
Kashmiri migrant families are residing in Jammu; about 19,338 registered
Kashmiri migrant families are living in Delhi; and besides Jammu and Delhi,
about 1,995 families are settled in other States’. This is because of the onset of
militancy in 1990 when most of the Kashmiri Hindu families along with the
families of Sikhs and Muslims migrated from the Kashmir Valley. It was not only

Kashmiri Pandits; Muslims also migrated because of the militancy and Sikhs also
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migrated because there was some killing that had taken place. ‘At present’, the
reply says, and this is the point I think which the Government can respond to. This
was in 2014.

The Government has been providing a cash incentive of Rs. 1,650 per head
per month, maximum Rs. 6,000 per family per month plus dry ration. There are
17,248 eligible families and this is the amount of relief that is being provided. Is
this sufficient? Is this adequate? Or, are you thinking of increasing this relief a bit
more?

Under the Prime Minister’s Package, 2004, 5,242 two-room tenements have
been constructed in Jammu and Kashmir at four locations and allotted to migrants
who are living in various one-room tenements. How pitiable a condition it is!
Persons had left their fields, their homes, their hearth, and are living in one-room
tenement, in two-room tenement. Since 1989-90, it is already 25 years. The family
must have grown. What adequate provision has been made for them? What steps
have been taken for them? Of course, a number of governments have changed but
this is the pitiable condition about which my friend Shri Nishikant Dubey has
brought this question.

A comprehensive package amounting to Rs. 1,618.40 crore was announced
by the Government in 2008 but how much money has been spent and for what?
That needs to be gone into.

I would like to say this because we have to remember, recollect what the
position then was. This was published in The Tribune on 29" July, 2014 and we
are now in December, 2015. Chilling accounts of murders and rapes return to
haunt 55-year old Ramesh Raina, the moment he mentions his homeland Kashmir.
He says, ‘I can never forget that night’. ‘I can still feel the jitters’, says the
physician who fled his Srinagar home on the intervening night of January 19" and
20™ in 1990. Long settled in Delhi as a migrant Raina recalls with despair the
events that led to his escape: “My wife was four months pregnant and I had just

bought a flat. Outside, on the streets, mayhem was playing out. Loudspeakers were
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constantly blaring out one warning, ‘Kafiron, bhag jao’. We were scared to death
after the killing of our tallest leader Tikalal Taplu and the gruesome murder of
another Pandit D.N. Chaudhury whose eyes the militants gouged out. The
terrorists’ policy was to kill one and scare hundred, scare thousand. We escaped
and never returned.” He was wondering if the conditions that drove them out of
the Valley had ceased to exist. Should I narrate more? He said this in 2014; we are
now in December, 2015. This occurred in 1990. The question he has posed
through this newspaper is a question to the nation. I would not say he is posing
this question to the Government alone. He is posing this question to the nation.
Has things changed in the Valley?

What did our Parliamentary Standing Committee on Home Affairs relating
to Rehabilitation of Jammu and Kashmir Migrants have stated in 2009? 1 would
like to understand from this Government because I believe this Government is
responsive and will answer to certain questions that are posed before this House.
There is a Kashmir Division. There is Jammu and Kashmir Migrants Immovable
Property Act. Here is a very intriguing question that arises from this Report and
that intriguing question is, the Secretary in the Presentation also stated:

“That efforts were being made to restore the temples in the valley affected

by the militancy. The following are the details:

Number of temples prior to 1989 - 436
Temples intact — 266

Temples got damaged — 170

Temples renovated — 90”
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What happened to the rest 80 temples there? I would like to understand
from this Government, with a new dispensation in Srinagar, Jammu, how many
temples have been restored after this Report was submitted in 2009. In this figure
I find 80 temples missing. I am not talking about the house, the hearth and homes
of Kashmiri pandits alone. I am asking this Government — temples renovated were
90 and demolished were 170 — what has happened to the rest 80 temples. Have
they been restored? Have they been renovated? Have Kashmiri pandits gone back
to their homes to pray in the temple where their parents were praying and where
their children were supposed to go?

The recommendation of this Committee had stated:

“The Committee is also of the opinion that the Government should
explore the possibility of declaring all the properties, movable and
immovable, sold by the displaced persons after 1989-90 as “distress
sales” and declare the sales as null and void and accordingly restore
possession of the properties back to the respective Kashmiri pandits
who were the recorded owners through the custodian of the
properties duly constituted.

What has happened? This is the Report of 2009 and Action Taken Report
must have been submitted before this House. Or it has not come. I have tried to
find out actually what Action Taken Note has been submitted by the then Home
Minister. If it has come, let the country know. As it is being said in the TV, ‘let
the nation know’.

The reply is: “Under the Act the competent authority has been authorized to
take action for eviction of the unauthorized occupants.” If this is the action taken
by the Government, telling us that somebody is authorized to take action, we
would like to understand what action has been taken actually on the ground. The
properties sold after the enactment of the Act are not covered for relief under this

Act. This is the reply which we get.
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The recommendation was:

“The Committee strongly feels that there should be a blanket ban on
the acquisition of the property of Kashmiri pandits by the State
Government. The Jammu and Kashmir Migrants (Immovable
property preservation, protection and Restriction on Distress Sale)
Act, 1997 should be implemented in letter and spirit.

Another recommendation was:

“The Committee is of the considered view that the word migrant
used in the context of Kashmir displaced persons is not an
appropriate expression because the affected persons have been
forced to give up their homes and hearths against their own will due
to the mayhem caused by the militants. ”

Sir, I am repeating these because these are all records and property of the
Parliament. The Government is supposed to work on this and Government is a
continuous process. If the previous Government has not acted, I expect that this
Government would act on the recommendations of the Committee that had
submitted its report.

Sir, there are around 651 families who had not left. I was mentioning about
the temples that were destroyed and not restored, but there were still some families
who stayed back in the Valley. The Resolution that has been moved by Shri
Nishikant Dubey, of course, does not cover them, but they face the problem.
About 651 families comprising around 2500 persons were left in the Valley who
endured one of the most violent periods in recent history of Jammu and Kashmir.
About 3.5 lakh Hindus have left the Valley after militancy and selective killing
campaign in 1989 started. But thousands stayed back in the hope that the situation
would improve. They feel discriminated against as non-migrant Pundits have been
kept out of every relief and rehabilitation package announced by successive
Government for people living in Jammu and other parts of the country. It is

estimated that there were around 19000 Hindus in Kashmir in 1998 but following
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the Sangrampura and Wandhwa massacre, the population has reduced to 10000 in
2002. In 2003 there was another exodus after militants killed 23 members of a
minority community in Phoolwana and since then the exodus continued.

Sir, I come to the crux of the issue. Who are the people who threatened the
Kashmiri Pundits? Who are those people who killed the other minority community
people in Phoolwana? Who are those people who are, even today, threatening
others that if they come they will not be safe? One may say, as was being
mentioned by Prof. Saugata Roy, they are the Fifth Columnist; they are supporters
of Pakistan. But what does our Government do? They claim that they are political
activists. I would like to understand from the Ministry of Home Affairs as to how
much this Government is spending for their protection and to provide them with
security not only when they move around in the Valley but also when they come
to Delhi to meet the Pakistan High Commissioner. The Government has all those
records. The Government has allocation for them. Does the Government not
provide them with security? How many people are being protected like this? Let
that answer come from the Government. How many such people are being
provided protection and security by this Government who, day in and day out, the
moment they get a chance to speak, they speak against this country, against India,
against this nation? Yet, we provide them protection; yet provide them security.
On the other hand, our people, our citizens are not allowed to go to Kashmir.

Therefore, I have moved that amendment. It is necessary that the return of
Kashmiri Pundits have to be routed in uninterrupted inter-community dialogue and
we have to identify those saner persons who are there in the Valley. We have to
interact with them and not with these people, I need not name them and make
them hero here. It may take time to sort out and reconcile the sharply opposed
narratives and arrive at consensus on some bare and bold truths which may be
unpalatable.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Members, I have to inform the House that two

hours allotted for the discussion of the Resolution is almost over. As there are
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eight more Members to take part in the discussion, we have to extend the time for
further discussion of the Resolution. If the House agrees, the time for discussion
of the Resolution may be extended by one hour. Is this the sense of the House?
SEVERAL HON. MEMBERS: Yes.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Since only one hour is left for the discussion and there
are eight more Members are to speak, Shri Mahtab, please cooperate with the
Chair and conclude.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: At least a beginning can be made in this
respect. Let those who have a political agenda, let those who always come out
with a statement when an election takes place, and let those who give a call to
boycott participating in the election, express regret. Let them today say that what
had happened was wrong. At least, that will give a good signal that peace and
tranquility will prevail in the Valley. Until and unless they say this, why should
this Government provide them with security? I have this question to ask.

While concluding, I would say that pragmatism lies in first of all toning
down rhetoric and then reaching out to each other. That is why, an effort by a
Valley-based civil society group comprising of Muslims, pandits, Sikhs is a
wholesome one. That attempt can be made by the elected Government of Jammu
and Kashmir. That would be a very good beginning. The Government must
facilitate this move and allow various groups to meet and interact with each other.
Ultimately, let them be open to incorporate the suggestions that emerge from these
discussions before a written policy is put in place.

While coming back to my addendum to the Resolution, I would say that a
large number of people migrated because of the political situation during the time
of partition. They never thought that Pakistan will ultimately come into being and
be able to survive. I think, the Ministry of Home Affairs is aware that those
people who migrated from the other part of Kashmir is an integral part of this
country. It is Pak occupied, no doubt but it is integral part of our country, no

matter how artificial that Line of Control may be. I have my doubts as to how long
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it will remain. But I would say that those migrated in 1948, those who are
migrating after that, also should be settled. They may have settled in Jaipur or in
parts of Rajasthan or in some other parts of the country but they have the right to
go back to the Valley. We should not restrain them under certain pretext. They
have every right because they were and are a part of that Valley and Kashmir.

I support this Resolution and my request to this House is, this House should
unanimously support the Resolution that has been moved by Shri Nishikant Dubey
and the addendum that has been added by me to that Resolution.
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PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): Thank you, Sir. I stand here to support
this Resolution. ... (Interruptions)

PROF. SAUGATA ROY: Sir, as I told you, I support wholeheartedly the
Resolution brought by Shri Nishikant Dubey and I thank him for bringing this

issue to the core of national discussion.

The displacement of Kashmiri pandits was one of the issues that the BJP
had used politically in the past saying that earlier the Governments were so weak
that people were displaced inside their own country. It is indeed a matter of
shame. If you look at the figures, at the beginning of militancy in 1990, there
were 75,343 Kashmirii pandit families. By 2008, they had reduced to 651 families
only. Now, 60,000 Kashmiri pandit families are registered with the Government.
Out of them, 38,000 are staying in Jammu; 19,338 families staying in Delhi
Transit camps; and 1,995 families are staying in other States. It is indeed pathetic
that even after one and a half years of formation of the new Government led by the
BJP at the Centre not even a single family has been returned to J&K. There has
been no lack of money. In a reply, Minister of State for Home Affairs Shri Kiren
Rijiju said that more than Rs. 1,500 crore has been already allocated by the Central
Government for the rehabilitation of the Kashmiri pandits. These include money
for construction of new houses, repair of dilapidated ones and creating other
infrastructure for resettlement of Kashmiri pandits. So, we have to ask ourselves as
to why this rehabilitation is not taking place. @i S dfSdl &1 gReiifia fbar S <@

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We are also displaced people from what is now Bangladesh. We know as
to what are the experiences of people who grew up in camps and colonies. Now,
the present generation has overcome these problems but my parents and relatives
of ours suffered these problems.

So, in an independent country of India, for Indians to be refugees is really a
very tragic thing. It should not have happened. Many people know that — Shri
Bhartruhari Mahab ji has mentioned this — what happened from 1990 onwards was
an attempt of ethnic cleansing. These are the words which we heard from the last
part of the 20" Century. It happened where the Muslims were subjected to ethnic
cleansing in Bosnia Herzegovina of former Yugoslavia. It again happened in
Armenia. In Armenia, still this problem is going on. I met many Armenians
recently. This ethnic cleansing is that you clear out all the people who do not
belong to your race and you convert women by having children through them.
This is one of the worst and heinous forms of crimes against humanity. That is
what had happened in Jammu and Kashmir. But at the same time, I must say this
with some pride. Many people thought that due to rise of militancy in Jammu and
Kashmir, Kashmir would go over to Pakistan.

I was in Pakistan on two occasions, in 1999 and also in 2002. I was there
when Shri Nawaz Sharif was the Prime Minister in his earlier term. I met with a
lot of Pakistanis here. When you talk with them, they talk very nicely and they
offer you good hospitality. # ge=1 @rgar g f& omux It o 7@ 81 wadt 8?2 a8 arel,
Fife PR 59 w8 M1 &l What is the core issue? a8 1 2?7 They said: “unfinished
business of partition”. When I asked as to what it is, they said: “Jammu and

Kashmir”. According to the Pakistani mindset, Jammu and Kashmir should be a
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part of Pakistan because it is a Muslim majority. That is why, I think that Jammu
and Kashmir 1s so crucial, and the test of secularism of India will be in Jammu and
Kashmir, which is a Muslim majority State. We must prove to the world that a
Muslim majority State can stay in India with pride.

Of course, in meeting the proxy war with Pakistan, our soldiers have given
a befitting reply. Col. Rajyavardhan Rathore is here. I must pay tributes to our
Armed Forces. With their blood, they have kept J&K together and foiled all efforts
of shadow war by the Pakistanis, whether in the heights of Kargil or whether on
the plains of Srinagar and Baramulla, and this is not from today.

Sir, you read the book ‘Slender Was the Thread” by Gen. L.P. Sen, a
Bengali General. When the hanadars, invaders came into Pakistan in  1947-48,
they had reached up to the Srinagar Airport. Then the Maharaja, in fear, signed
Instrument of Accession. The Indian troops were airlifted to Srinagar Airport and
they held the Srinagar Airport. Otherwise, the whole of Kashmir valley was in the
dark; they had seized the power station. Our Army has been bold.

But I must also remind you, Sir, that we must also pay our tributes to the
people of J&K who, under the leadership of Sheikh Abdullah, resisted the
Pakistani invaders in 1947-48; who in 1965 when Pakistan had sent a large
number of infiltrators into India, stood firm with the Indian Army when Pakistan
attacked in the Chamb-Jurian Sector; who in 1971, again stood with this country;
and who in 1998 during the Kargil War supported our Army. Kashmiri people
basically believe in Kashmiriat. They do not believe in the ‘two-nation’ theory.
That is why Sheikh Abdullah supported Kashmir’s accession to India. We must
not forget this basic fact.

Yes, we have made major mistakes. Historically, mistakes have been
made. The first major mistake was removal of Sheikh Abudllah and his
incarceration, his jailing. The second major mistake was rigging of elections in
J&K and stuff the ballot boxes. The last major mistake was made in 1987 when

elections were rigged. Many Kashmiri young men lost faith in the Indian
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democratic process. Successively, Governments in Jammu and Kashmir were
corrupt Governments. All the money that the Government of India had sent were
not properly utilised in the service of the people. The land reforms, which Sheikh
Abdullah had initiated, are not properly implemented. That is why in 1990, we
saw a large number of young men from J&K joining militancy... (Interruptions)

Sir, the initial militants were JKLF (Jammu and Kashmir Liberation Front)
headed by Yasin Malik. They were for an independent status for J&K. But later,
the Hizb-ul-Mujahideen and the Lashkar-e-Toiba made Kashmir a place of
international jihad. People from different countries of the world came to capture
Kashmir. They burnt down Charar-e-Sharif. But India has held firm.

As 1 always tell my Pakistan friends: “If your condition is that for
friendship with you, J&K will have to be given to you, it will not happen in a
thousand years. India, with all her might, will hold on to J&K because test of our
secularism will be there. We, as a big country, cannot afford to given an inch of
our territory. If there are unsettled problems, the problems are in PoK (Pak
Occupied Kashmir) with Capital at Muzaffarabad. Gilgit and the Northern Areas
should all have been part of J&K.”

Lastly, Sir, I would appeal to my BJP friends. In the past, you have made
J&K a take for your campaign. Now, you are in the Central Government. You are
a part of the Government in J&K. Please do not raise the demand for abolition of
article 370. Let Kashmir retain its special status. Let Kashmiri people not feel
that the rest of India is imposing things on them. May I say that we debate
intolerance in this country and any act of intolerance in the rest of India
strengthens the hands of militants, separatists and secessionists in J&K. We must
show to the world that we are a tolerant country in which people from all religions
can live in peace.

Lastly, for the last five days in Parliament, I have been raising the question
of Sushma Ji’s visit to Pakistan and before that, secret hush-hush meeting between

NSA and the Pakistani NSA at Bangkok. Before that, meeting of Indian Prime
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Minister and Pakistani Prime Minister on the sidelines of the climate change talks
in Paris, till today, we have had no statement from the Government as to what they
talked but [ am sure the Pakistani Prime Minister said that we talked on all issues.
The Pakistani NSA said all issues include Jammu and Kashmir. Let us again state
that Kashmir is non-negotiable thing. We shall discuss everything with Pakistan.
But Jammu and Kashmir cannot be negotiated. Similarly, the return of Kashmiri
Pandits to J&K should be non-negotiable. We must prove that we are strong
enough. This country is strong enough so that part of our brethren can live
wherever they want to. There will no ethnic cleansing. We shall not allow it in
the republic of India. That is why, I again thank my friend Nishikant Dubey for
bringing this to focus and we shall pass this resolution and we shall wait and see
how soon and how much the Government of India implements this resolution by

leading Members of the Ruling Party.

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SHRI P.P. CHAUDHARY (PALI): Hon. Chairman Sir, I thank you for giving me
an opportunity to speak on a Private Member’s Resolution moved by Shri
Nishikant Dubey for immediate step for rehabilitation and welfare of displaced
persons from Kashmir. After going through various debates on the issue, it is
clear that the bone of contention lies in Article 370. If the controversy with
respect to Article 370 is resolved, then there will be no problem with respect to
Kashmir. For the last so many years- since 1947 or we can say since 1950- we
have been facing tremendous problem at international level as well as at national
level. For that purpose, we have spent a lot of money and the economy of the
country has also been affected by it.

If we see why Article 370 was enacted, the purpose of enacting Article 370
was only temporary. It was not meant for a permanent purpose because the words
used in Article 370 say that it is a temporary provision with respect to the State of
Jammu and Kashmir. The provisions were made and promulgated way back when
our Constitution was enacted in 1950. For such a long period of time we cannot
say and we cannot assume that the provision made long back should be treated as
temporary. Now, at the same time the Constitution framers were also vigilant and
conscious of this fact. For that purpose, the provision has been made under Article
368.

The question is whether Article 370 is subject to Article 368 or not. It is
within the legislative power of this august House, Parliament of this country even
to abrogate and amend the provision of Article 370. There is no doubt that in
Article 370 the provision has been made for having consultation with the
Government of the State and concurrence of the State in any order made by the
President of India with respect to that State as well as taking the permission of the
State Legislature. So far as Article 368 of the Constitution of India is concerned, it
is within the legislative competence of Parliament Article 368 on the basis of

which it starts like:
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“Notwithstanding anything in the Constitution, Parliament may in
exercise of its constituent power amend by way of addition, variation
or repeal any provision of this Constitution ...”

The expression used under Article 368 as to ‘any provision of this
Constitution’ included the provision of Article 370. It is not only this but Article
368 (5) provides:

“For the removal of doubts, it is hereby declared that there shall be
no limitation whatever on the constituent power of Parliament to
amend by way of addition, variation or repeal the provisions of this
Constitution under this article.”

The provision of Artcile 370 is also a provision of this Constitution.
Therefore, it is high time that Parliament amend the Constitution under its
constituent power under Article 368 and repealed the provision of Article 370 so
that all the problems which have been created in our country can be solved.
Besides this, the Explanation to Article 370 says that the provisions of Article 1
shall be applicable to that State. Article 1 of the Constitution of India says:

“India, that 1s Bharat, shall be a Union of States.”

Jammu and Kashmir is also a part of India. Once it is a part of India, Article
368 is applicable and this legislative competence with Parliament is there for
abrogating Article 370. Once it is done, all the problems of refugees will be
resolved.

SHRI VARAPRASAD RAO VELAGAPALLI (TIRUPATI): Thank you very
much. I thank the Chair for giving me this wonderful opportunity.

Recently, I had occasion to visit Jammu and Kashmir and to tour the entire
length and breadth of the State out of sheer interest to know the developmental
activities and to study the sentiments of the people. In my opinion, the Jammu and
Kashmir issue cannot be compared with any other issue for the simple reason that
whenever we discuss or talk about Jammu and Kashmir the background of what
happened at the time of partition has to be kept in mind. The people of Jammu and
Kashmir, particularly of Kashmir believe that what has been promised at the time
of partition has not been agreed to.Where the majority of the muslims are there, it
should be given to Pakistan. Later, because India got into the ‘catch-22’ situation,
we were not able to give it. There were also certain situations where that could be
considered on the lines of Switzerland, where an independent state could be
created which will act as a buffer state between Pakistan and India. But, instead of
taking the sentiments of the people into consideration and the background, what
has been promised at the time of the partition, we are going in one direction.

Maybe, India is helpless for the simple reason that Jammu and Kashmir is
such a location where India cannot afford to leave it. That is a different issue. But
there the majority of the people are muslims and what they want is the promise
India has given to them at the time of partition should be respected.

We do not see any development there. On top of it, we have literally
deployed Army there. As a result there is no freedom for any of the citizens there.
I have gone as a tourist there. Every 10 feet there is one army soldier. So, we
cannot freely move and cannot talk freely. Imagine the situation of the local
people there. Therefore, it simply cannot be compared with any part of the
country. While I agree with the Resolution there, the Kashmiri pandits who have
suffered, resettlement is not a harmful thing. But if you consider the human
resettlement there we are really adding fuel to the fire. They will not keep quiet

and the situation will continue forever. Pakistan will not keep quiet. On top of it
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we also know how much Indian land has been taken over.... (Interruptions)
Kindly appreciate I am only telling the facts. I am not supporting anything here....
(Interruptions) You may be knowing it, but it does not mean that others do not
know. Why do you rake up issues here?

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please do not disturb him.

SHRI VARAPRASAD RAO VELAGAPALLI: Kindly have a little patience.
What I am trying to say is that they are the citizens and they have certain
fundamental rights. They have to live there happily.... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: You please address the Chair.

SHRI VARAPRASAD RAO VELAGAPALLI: So, the economic development is
the best solution.... (Interruptions) Very prominent leaders, like Shri Farooq
Abdullah has clearly mentioned that the PoK will stay with Pakistan. That means
a dialogue is essential with the local people. In the morning it will be very
peaceful and suddenly there will be a flare up. The local people have no peace
there. Therefore, in my opinion resettlement is a small issue. Passing of a
Resolution is not harmful at all but without taking the sentiments of the local
people and what happened to the State in the past... (Interruptions)

AN. HON. MEMBER: What do you mean by the local people? Please define it.
SHRI VARAPRASAD RAO VELAGAPALLI : You know it very well and I
know it very well.... (Interruptions)

To have a permanent solution, dialogue is the best way and unless that is
done the innocent lives will keep on going. Any amount of our talking outside the
Kashmir will not find a solution in Kashmir. Only the people of Kashmir have to
come to an understanding and a dialogue has to take place along with the
development. The ethnic cleansing, and all that, is simply not possible there.
What has been considered in Palestine or Israel cannot be done here for the simple
reason that it only will aggravate the situation. Therefore, I am of the opinion that

dialogue is the best solution. What has happened in the past also should be
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considered. All the people should be taken to the dialogue table and give a
resolution to that.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: The House shall take up item No. 22.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): I beg to move:
“This House urges upon the Government to take immediate steps to-

(1) restore the benefits of commutation and return of capital to the
Employees Provident Fund pensioners;

(1)) provide pension to the beneficiaries of Employees Provident
Fund pension on the basis of average salary of twelve months
immediately preceding retirement;

(i11) ensure payment of full pension to pensioners as per the
Employees' Pension Scheme, 1995 after realisation of full amount
of commuted pension from pensioners;

(1v) increase minimum pension to rupees three thousand per month
under the Employees' Pension Scheme, 1995;

(v) 1implement welfare schemes for pensioners including housing
scheme by utilising the unclaimed provident fund amounting to
about rupees twenty seven thousand crore;

(vi) revise the whole Employees Pension Scheme, 1995 on the basis
of past experience; and

(vii) extend Employees Pension Scheme, 1995 to various other

sectors ."

Sir, this is the Resolution which I would like to move. This is a very
important Resolution. 1 hope that the whole House will accept this Resolution
because lakhs and lakhs of employees are coming under the Employees Provident
Fund Pension Scheme. They are suffering like anything because the pension

amount which is being received by the poor workers after their retirement is
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meagre, negligible amount which is being given as the pension. This has been
implemented from the year 1995. Twenty years have elapsed. Even after the
elapse of two decades, the experience shows that from 2014 onwards, the
minimum pension has been given as Rs. 10,00 and that itself is not sufficient to
meet the ends of their livelihood. So, my submission is that all these issues which
I have enunciated in the Resolution are the need of the hour. Also, in 1971, the
Family Pension Scheme was brought. Forty five years have elapsed. The
contribution of the Government of India is still 1.16 per cent of the wages. So, my
submission is that this Resolution may be accepted unanimously. I hope that the
hon. Minister will also take serious concern and serious positive response will
come from the part of the Government also. In order to elucidate the details, I

want more time.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: You can continue next time.
