SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : Madam, it is a matter of grave concern, even

the International Atomic Energy Agency has expressed its concern, that there is a

possibility of cyber security threat from terrorists to the nuclear installations. In
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my constituency there is the Indian Rare Earths Limited, which comes under the
Department of Atomic Energy. Huge deposits of Monazite are there not only in
Chavara but also in Alwaye and Manavalakurichi, Tamil Nadu. As the hon.
Minister has just cited, no mock drill has been conducted so far.

My specific question to the hon. Minister, through you, Madam, is whether

sufficient precautionary security measures have been taken to protect the interests
of the workers working in IREL. Since it is a highly radioactive element, their
health is being affected. Are the precautionary measures being taken to ensure the
safety of the workers and the security of the area as a whole?
DR. JITENDRA SINGH: Speaker, Madam, the hon. Member has asked a very
important and a wise Question which is actually divided into two-three parts. As
far as mock drill is concerned, I agree with him that there is no mock drill done for
Monazite. The mock drill that I was referring to was per se in-house mock drill
conducted to assess the preparedness in the eventuality of a cyber attack or some
other attack happening. So, it was not related to the Monazite mining.

The hon. Member is right, there have been reports in the last one or two
years, particularly in some of the very widely read newspapers published from
Chennai, South, regarding smuggling and theft etc. though they were not fully
substantiated. The hon. Member has rightly said that Monazite is a beach mineral
found along the coast of Kerala and to some extent in Tamil Nadu and Andhra
Pradesh. It is an associated mineral. How is the smuggling actually happening?
Though this is a prescribed mineral, we do not give licence for extraction of this
mineral because this comes under the prescribed item.... (Interruptions) 1 will tell
you how it is happening. Basically, this is one of the associated minerals and
among these minerals you also have Granite. Granite is one mineral for which
sometimes a licence is procured and that is how these newspaper reports
emanated. Some mischievous people in the garb of extracting Granite were also

found extracting this mineral, which is a source ultimately for Thorium of which
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India has great reserves. But that has been taken care of. Due cognizance has
been taken of this fact.

There are three or four levels at which this theft or smuggling is sought to
be checked. As the hon. Member has said, there are radioactive detectors. The
State Police is also kept in the loop. The coastal barriers along the sea and ocean
are erected so that smuggling does not happen. Over and above that, I would like
to add and also share with the House, in the last one or two years we have added
one more provision. We have started using the satellite images. Through satellite,
from the shades of the images that emerge on the satellite picture, you can detect
the exact store of a given mineral. This can help us in detecting any suspicious
activity occurring in a particular area which is known to have Monazite reserves.

I agree with the hon. Member that we still have lots of Monazite reserves
which are waiting to be explored. Currently, we have about 12 million tonnes of
Monazite reserve which is usable and out of that only 10 per cent, that means one
or two tonne, Thorium is expected. Therefore, the need is there and the

exploration is also required which is an on-going continuous effort.

SHRI ANANDRAO ADSUL : *{Tai’, you are Tai of the entire Maharashtra. I
would like to greet you on your Birthday on behalf of my Party Shiv Sena.}
HON. SPEAKER: Supplementary, please.
SHRI ANANDRAO ADSUL: Madam, it may be noted that more than 80 per cent
channels are common across the DTH operators.In this scenario, enabling sharing
of the satellite transponders and earth station facilities may reduce the entry
barriers, and also reduce capital and operational expenditure of the operators. |
would like to know from the hon. Minister the extent to which the cost will be
reduced by sharing the satellite transponders and Earth station facilities.
COL. RAJYAVARDHAN RATHORE (RETD.): Madam, firstly I would like to
thank the hon. Member. To answer his question, actually three Departments of
Government of India are here today, that is, Department of Space, TRAI and the
Ministry of Information and Broadcasting.

The satellites are launched about 36,000 kilometres above the surface of the
Earth. They are geo-stationary there. Each of the satellites carry about 24 to 35
transponders and these transponders are used. So, there are three main players.
One is the broadcasting company, the other is the individual house that receives
signals and in between is the direct-to-home service providers (DTH), who take
the link from the broadcasting companies and deliver it to the houses. The method
that they use is via the satellite mostly, otherwise the cable. Now, we have been in
a discussion with TRAI for sometime and based on that, just ten days ago, the
TRALI has sent us recommendations that we could perhaps think in terms of using
the same infrastructure. I would like to tell the hon. Member that it is a valid point
on the face of it. It is because, like he said, among the two main DTH providers,

one has 450 channels and the other has 550 channels. Around 350 channels are

*

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same. The same channels are being provided to each of the houses occupying
different spaces. So, the space could be combined. It is a valid point on the face of
it. However, the set top boxes are different and the codings are different. All these
things require deliberations with the users as well as the Ministry. The point has
just come to our notice about ten days ago. We will consider it and will take an
informed decision on it.

SHRI ANANDRAO ADSUL : Madam, the number of foreign operators launching
satellites within India has led to a situation where a large capacity is lying vacant
in the Q-band transponders meant for the direct-to-home companies. The
transponders lease agreement is signed in dollars. It has also become expensive
due to the currency fluctuations. These agreements should be signed in rupees. Is
the Government prepared to do it or not?

COL. RAJYAVARDHAN RATHORE (RETD.): Since the growth base of
consumers is increasing, the number of broadcasting companies is increasing and
therefore, the requirement of transponders is also increasing. Just to give you a
figure, in 2014, 77 transponders were in use. But, today, about 104 transponders
are in use and 68 more transponders are required. Out of these 104, 39 are
indigenous transponders and 65 are foreign leased transponders. Since the
Department of Space is also here, they are seized of the matter. Gradually more
satellites and transponders would be launched and the Government of India would
ensure that as many as possible our own transponders are there to ease the service
that the DTH service providers are providing.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri Bidyut Baran Mahato — not present.
DR. SHASHI THAROOR : Thank you, Madam Speaker and let me join the others

in wishing you many happy returns of the day.

Madam, biotechnology is, of course, a modern science but a lot of
biotechnology is actually building on the same principles as our traditional
knowledge. Ayurveda is based on the bio-medical uses of herbs and plants. Same
is with the Sidhha and Unani. So I am wondering whether the Minister would
consider giving access to the Biotechnology Industry Research Assistance Council
to the traditional knowledge practitioners in this country and assist them in
conducting further research in order to increase their efficacy to use traditional
knowledge and also perhaps even to commercially exploit such knowledge
because your Research Council has an industry-academia interface.

I have a Traditional Knowledge Bill pending before the Private Members’
Bills of this House. To try and strengthen our traditional knowledge, here is one
obvious way that it could be connected to your Ministry’s modern 21* century
work.

DR. HARSH VARDHAN: Madam Speaker, through you, I would like to inform
the hon. Member that firstly there is no bar on any particular system of medicine
or its practitioner or those who want to pursue the efforts in that direction. That

way any involvement of the Indian system of medicine is firstly welcome.
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Moreover, [ would like to inform the hon. Member that amongst the various
things that we do through BIRAC, as per statistics till now, 50 per cent of them are
now actually related to health and out of them another 50 per cent is related to
medical devices and all. So, if there is any particular thing that the hon. Member
has in his mind pertaining to the Indian system of medicine, we would definitely

like to help and support any such activity.

DR. SHRIKANT EKNATH SHINDE : My second question is regarding

affordable housing scheme of the Government. The Government is giving major
push to affordable housing and it wants to achieve the target by 2022. Hon.
Finance Minister, in his recent Budget speech, gave affordable housing the “infra

status’ which is going to help these projects to get institutional funding. That is
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expected to help bring down the cost. The Government is also offering various tax
sops to these projects. However, one of the major components of the cost for
housing is land. The cost of construction is very less as compared to the cost of
land. Therefore, my specific question to the hon. Minister is: What steps the
Government is taking to control prices, especially in major cities like Mumbai and
its suburban and its peripheries? I would also like to know whether the low cost
institutional borrowings will also be extended to land purchase.

RAO INDERIJIT SINGH: Madam Speaker, the land is a State asset. The State has
to take a decision on that and not the Ministry of Urban Development. But I would
like to say that under the Prime Minister’s Awas Yojana, by 2022, we would
provide houses to all those who are in the low income group, middle income group
and lower sections of society and to do that there are four verticals. Under those
verticals only the Government of India gives grants and aids. So, if the State
Government takes care of the housing project of the land, then we will provide
money to help the person who is building his house there.

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(i) Regarding inclusion of aborigines of Santhal Pargana in the list of
Scheduled Tribes
SHRI NISHIKANT DUBEY (GODDA): I refer the matter raised under Rule 377
regarding inclusion of Khetauri, Ghatwal-Ghatwar and others as Scheduled Tribes
in Parliament and received a reply from Hon’ble Minister of Tribal Affairs. But,
amidst all of this, no development has taken place in this regard so far.

It is thus that I want to place a piece of great historical record - a book
titled: “The Little World of an Indian District Officer”, written by R.Carstairs and
published by Macmillan & Co., London in 1912. In this book there is a detailed,
historical record of the fact that the Santhal Pargana was created and named in
1855, and it was the youngest of the Bengal districts. The writer provides a
wonderful account and description of the Ghatwals (guardians of the passes) and
the Khetowrie (Khetauri) and how at the time of the Permanent settlement in 1790,
every part of the territory was occupied. The details point out that at the time of
the Permanent Settlement there was NOT a single Sonthal in the whole of this
area. “Shunyas, Khetowries, Hindoos, Mahomedans, Highlanders - yes, but
Sonthals, no”.

It is a fact that when these findings were recorded and when the book in
question was published, the nomenclature of Scheduled Castes and Tribes did not
exist in the context of what it means administratively today. Thus the aborigines of
the region are the ones who are deprived of their rightful status and claim to be

recognized as Scheduled Tribes.

SHRI CHINTAMAN NAVASHA WANGA (PALGHAR): ONGC has started
seismic survey in Mumbai High at B-157, where thousands of fishermen are
engaged in fishing to earn their daily bread. However, ONGC has floated tender to
Dolphin company to do seismic survey for ONGC where company has prohibited
fishing for 3 to 4 months at B- 157 block. This is fifth survey of ONGC.

ADV. NARENDRA KESHAV SAWAIKAR (SOUTH GOA): Goa with a
population of 14.57 lakh have 144 BSNL Telephone Exchanges. The total number
of Landline customers 1s 11,6355, while the number for broadband customer is
53,869. The number of Mobile customers stand at 180,4 5 and the number of WLL
customers is 7986. Keeping these facts in view, the existing 374 Mobile Towers,
including both 2G and 3G are considered to be inadequate besides their poor
service quality. These have led to serious problems in the entire Goa, particularly
the rural areas of South Goa. There is no proper connectivity and there is
increasing number of call drop. Goa being an important tourist destination, both
for domestic and foreign tourists, I would strongly urge upon the Government to

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(xii) Regarding Problems being faced by people living in remote and
inaccessible areas situated near international border

COL. SONARAM CHOUDHARY (BARMER): Border Area Development
Programme (BADP) was initiated during 7th Five Year Plan period to meet the
special developmental needs and well being of the people living in remote and
inaccessible areas situated near international border through provision of
infrastructure and promotion of sense of security among the border population. As
per guidelines, works can be undertaken in the villages located within 0-20 kms
which was amended to inc!lude villages upto a distance of 0-50 kms. which is a
welcome step. However, there is a rider that works beyond 0-20 kms. can only be
taken after “SATURATION” of villages within 0-20 kms. There are numerous
development activities. Most works of development have been done in 0-20 kms.
areas but bureaucrats are not paying heed to our suggestions.

Member of Parliament is not Member of either District Level Committee
(DLC) as well as State Level Screening Committee (SLSC). There are 4 districts
in the border areas of Rajasthan and represented by 3 MPs being myself from
Barmer & Jaisamer Distts., S/Shri Arjun Meghwal (Bikaner) and Nihal Chand (Sri
Ganganagar) have written letters and had personal meetings with the Hon’ble
Home Minister four times and officials of Ministry of Home Affairs as
recommended by Home Minister drawing attention to the specific needs of the
bordering desert areas of Rajasthan. I also raised this matter in Lok Sabha during
Zero Hour on 4th March, 2015 and through Questions on several occasions. I am
sorry to say that 12.04.2017 Dir. (KVJ) - JR Uncorrected / Not for Publication 311
Hon'ble Home Minister and Minister of State in Ministry of Home Affairs have
intention to make MPs member of District Level Committee and State Level
Screening Committee but every time our suggestions were scuttled down by

bureaucrats in position for reasons best known to them. Certain proposals of
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development works are prepared by Border Management Deptt. New Delhi and
State Govt. which allegedly stinks of corruption.

I want to mention here that two senior officials at State level in Rajasthan
have been suspended but nothing happened at Central Government level officials
who are allegedly involved in this episode. I urge the Hon’ble Prime Minister
through Madam Speaker, to look into this as 100% funds are provided by Central
Govt. under BADP and are being misused in connivance with officials at the level
of Govt. of India and Govt. of Rajasthan. I, therefore. recommend the following-
a) Distance is more in a large number of Blocks in the desert districts of Rajasthan
and the depth of Blocks being in the range of 100-150 kms and as such should be
allowed to be taken up in villages upto 50 kms and word “SATURATION” should
be removed from the guidelines so that works can be undertaken under BADP,b)
To have a meaningful monitoring, local MP, if not made Chairman as in the case
of other Centrally sponsored schemes (DISHA) should at least be made Member
of DLC and SLSC.

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(xiv) Need to evolve a mechanism to deal with stay orders given by courts

SHRIMATI DARSHANA VIKRAM JARDOSH (SURAT): There are huge
number of cases which are stuck up with stay order in various courts of our
country. Due to stay order, court cases are not proceeding further since a long
time. This is a loophole of our independent judicial system. Many cases related to
revenue of the Government are also stuck up with stay orders which block revenue
of the Government.

Under this circumstances, I would like to request Central Government to
make special law or mechanism so that, stay orders given by courts are applicable
only for specific duration and after completion of the duration, stay order is
automatically nulled. The duration of court stay orders should be decided by

concerned courts according to merit of the case.
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(xv) Regarding Alleged harassment of genuine citizens while updating
National Register of Citizens in Assam

KUMARI SUSHMITA DEV (SILCHAR): The National Register of Citizens is
in the process of being updated in Assam being funded by the Government of
India with an aim to delete the names of illegal foreigners. Simultaneously, the
local police is trying to detect suspected foreigners in Assam. This process is
turning out to be extremely arbitrary in many cases where genuine citizens of
India are being detained and harassed despite having valid proof of Citizenship.
This is causing unrest and fear especially amongst the Bengali speaking people in
Assam. Such arbitrary action must he stopped immediately by the Ministry of

Home.
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(xvi) Need to set up Trauma Centres at Kanakpura and
Channapatna in Karnataka

SHRI D.K. SURESH (BANGALORE RURAL): National Highways (NH) 209
and 275 run through my Bangalore Rural constituency. NH 209 is from Bangalore
to Dindigul in Tamil Nadu and nearly 120 Kms of this highway run through my
Constituency. NH 275 is from Bangalore to Mysore and nearly 80 Kms of this
highway run through my constituency. The traffic has increased on the highway
and as a result the number of accidents and deaths are rapidly rising. The number
of” people died in fatal accidents on NH 209 and 275 only in the Ramanagara
district area was 767 in three and a half years. Unfortunately, Trauma care is not
available easily on the National Highway for long stretches as there are no major
hospitals other than in Bangalore and Mysore. Therefore, I urge upon the
Government to take immediate steps to set up Level II Trauma Centres at

Kanakapura on NH 209 and at Channapatna on NH 275.
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(xvii) Need for a comprehensive law to prevent sale and export
of harmful food stuff

SHRI MULLAPPALLY RAMACHANDRAN (VADAKARA): Of late an
alarming situation has arisen in the health sector of Kerala and several other states
across the country. It is distressing to note that incidence of lifestyle diseases like
cancer, hypertension, diabetes, kidney ailments etc. are frighteningly on the
increase. All studies go to show that apart from lack of proper exercise, the
contamination in fruits, vegetables and other food stuff due to use of pesticides,
insecticides and excessive chemical fertilizers are the main causes for this malaise.
Large consignments of mangoes and other fruits exported to European and other
countries are rejected on account of such contamination. Hence I request the
Minister for Consumer Affairs to bring about a comprehensive law to prevent sale

and export of such harmful food stuff and ensure stringent food safety.
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(xviii) Need to establish AIIMS at Sengipatti in Thanjavur district
of Tamil Nadu
SHRI K. PARASURAMAN (THANJAVUR): I would like to urge the
government to expedite setting up of AIIMS in Tamilnadu at Sengipatti in
Thanjavur District. The proposal for establishment of AIIMS in Tamil Nadu was
announced in the Union Budget 2015-2016. The Central Team constituted by the
Ministry of Health and Family Welfare had visited Tamil Nadu as early as 23 - 25
April, 2015 to all the places identified by the Government of Tamil Nadu
including the Sengipatti in Thanjavur district. The central team had also submitted
its reports to the Government. However, so far the final decision regarding the
location suited for this project has not been announced by the Government of
India. It is further learnt that Sengipatti in Thanjavur District has been identified as
the best suited location for setting up of AIIMS. Accordingly, our Hon’ble Chief
Minister of Tamilnadu had already urged the Hon’ble Prime Minister of India on
27-02-2017 to expedite establishment of AIIMS at Sengipatti, in Thanjavur
District. Thanjavur is the central part of the state and it covers Tiruvarur,
Tiruchirappalli, Nagappatinam, Pudukottai, Ariyalur, Perambalur, Chidambaram,
Cuddalore, Sivagangai and Karur districts. In case of setting up of AIIMS in this
district, it would not only be beneficial to the population of above said districts but
also cover the entire state. Therefore, I once again request the government to
notify the proposed location of AIIMS at Sengipatti in Thanjavur District along

with necessary financial sanction.
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(xix) Regarding upgradation of National Highway 209 in Tamil Nadu

SHRI M. UDHAYAKUMAR (DINDIGUL): National Highway 209 - Dindigul
to Bangalore Via (Palani-Coimbatore-SathyamangalamHasanur) constructed in the
year 1950 connects Banglore with Coimbatore and Dindigul. There is an
increasing demand to widen this 268 km National Highway (NH) 209 from
Dindigul - Tamil Nadu to Karnataka border because of the traffic and growth on
the Dindigul Coimbatore-Banglore section as it will ensure smooth flow of traffic.

Currently, the NH-83 (earlier known as NH 209) route is in a bad
condition. It has numerous curves which pose a threat to motorists. The initial
proposal is to widen the entire stretch into a four-lane road. The project has two
sections: from Dindigul to Coimbatore and from Coimbatore to Karnataka border.
The proposal will include four major bridges, 30 minor bridges, vehicular and
passenger underpasses, and road over bridges and as many as six bypass roads
between Dindigul and Coimbatore. The total project cost is estimated to be about
Rs. 3,000 crores (excluding the land cost).

Meanwhile, it is learnt that the Central Government has approved widening
of the road from Pollachi to Coimbatore though it is part of NH 83. The National
Highways Authority of India awarded (NHDP 1V), Ministry of Road Transport &
Highways, New Delhi, an order worth Rs. 414,90,00,000/- (Rupees Four Hundred
and Fourteen Crore Ninety Lakh only) towards “Rehabilitation and up-gradation
of NH- 12.04.2017 Dir. (KVJ) - JR Uncorrected / Not for Publication 319 209
from Km. 123.550 to Km. 150.400 of Dindigul - Bangalore Road (Pollachi to
Coimbatore Section) to four lane with paved shoulder in the State of Tamil Nadu
under NHDP — IV on EPC basis “to be completed within a period of 24 months
from the appointed date. It is learnt that the National Highways Authority of India
(NHALI) has not yet finalised the feasibility study to widen National Highways 83
(earlier known as NH 209) from Dindigul to Pollachi which runs through
Oddanchathiram, Palani and Udumalpet.
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I request the Ministry of Road Transport & Highways to commence the
work under National Highways Development Project for the entire stretch of NH
209. The bypasses are to be built in Oddanchathiram, Chatrapathi, Ayakkudi,
Madathukulam, Udumalpet, provide service roads and bypass roads for the safe
movement of local people along many highways.

Six bypasses, six rail-over bridges and two major bridges on Shanmuganadi
river near Palani and the Amaravathi near Madathukulam must also be part of the
project. Passenger and vehicular underpasses are also to be built in the project that

will include service roads, rest areas and bus bays.
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(xx) Need to release balance funds for setting up of four I'TIs in Odisha

SHRIMATI PRATYUSHA RAJESHWARI SINGH (KANDHAMAL): The
State Government has availed 50% of the committed Central Financial Assistance
of Rs.20.00 crores i1.e. Rs. 8.10 crores towards capital expenditure for
establishment 4 new 1Tls at Bhandaripokhari in district Bhadrak, Daringbadi in
district Kandhamal, Kotagarh in district Kandhamal and Kutra in district
Sundargarh during financial year 2015-16. The Rural Works Department (RWD)
has taken up civil construction of all the 4 ITIs with provision of Rs.10.00 crores
during 2016-17.

I request the Minister of Minority Welfare Affairs to release the balance of
50% of the committed Central Financial Assistance of Rs. 20.00 crores so that

civil construction and procurement of goods could be taken up.
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(xxi) Need to prepare a list of approved engineering colleges in Maharashtra

SHRI GAJANAN KIRTIKAR (MUMBAI NORTH WEST): Engineering
Colleges get approval on the condition that they follow AICTE guidelines. In
Maharashtra there are about 109 Engineering Colleges whose affiliation has been
withdrawn because they were unable to follow all the guidelines of AICTE and
many students are unable to appear for their final engineering.

The Central Government Institute had arranged a document compliance
camp on the premises of VJTI College on 18th April, 2016. In this regard, I
request the AICTE to publish the information about approved engineering colleges
in Maharashtra and the number of seats per course for respective colleges and
make it mandatory on the part of the colleges to display the list at the entrance of
colleges.

In addition, in the academic year 2017—18, a Special Task Force can be
created which will inspect the colleges which give admissions to students but have
been disapproved and strict action should be taken against such colleges.

If the corrective action is taken, it will help many students from being

cheated by fake engineering colleges.
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(xxii) Problems faced by Chilli farmers in Andhra Pradesh

SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): I had raised this very issue on 30-3-
2017, and expected Government of India to help Chilli farmers in Andhra Pradesh,
but nothing has been done. This forces me to raise this issue again since situation
is getting worse day-by-day.

When I mentioned this issue on 30-3-2017°, farmers were getting Rs. 6,000
- 8,000/quintal for their produce which was much lower than last year price of Rs.
14000 - 15000/quintal. But, now, reports indicate that farmers are not getting even
Rs, 5,000/quintal. So, farmers are now planning to store chillis in cold storage and
sell their produce when they get a better price. But, banks are not giving them
loans by mortgaging chillies which is the usual practice at the time of crisis. It is
forcing them to go to private moneylenders who are charging interest at Rs. 2 -
3/month which is exorbitant from any point of view.

Secondly, they are not giving more than Rs. 1,500/quintal as loan. Banks
officials are saying they have orders from higher authorities not to give loans to
chilli farmers. This is sheer discrimination. I request Government of India to
immediately direct banks to give loans to chilli farmers at 7% rate of interest,
purchase chillies from farmers through Market Intervention Scheme by fixing
MSP at Rs. 12,000/quintal, take steps to promote exports and provide cold storage
facilities at market yards to store their produce during crisis without going to
banks and, most importantly, there is immediate need to set up Chilli Board since
chillis aren’t getting attention from Spices Board. An independent Chilli Board

would have addressed the current chilli crisis and sufferings of chilli farmers.
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(xxiii) Need to obtain Presidential assent to the Bill passed by
Kerala Legislative Assembly

SHRI M.B. RAJESH (PALAKKAD): The Kerala Assembly had unanimously
passed a Bill in 2011 to set up a tribunal to obtain compensation for the people of
Plachimada village of Palakkad. The village was devastated due to over-
exploitation of water by Coca-cola plant. The entire area became uncultivable and
faced severe drinking water shortage. An expert committee appointed by the
Government of Kerala estimated a loss of Rs. 216 crore to the people of that area
and recommended to set up a tribunal. Though the Bill was passed 6 years ago, the

Union Home Ministry has not yet sent the Bill for the Presidential assent.
I urge upon the Government to immediately send the Bill for Presidential

assent.
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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Madam, what about ‘Zero
