SHRI ASHOK GAJAPATHI RAJU: Constant improvement is a thing that

happens in one’s lifespan. There are problems. Technology keeps changing. We

keep adopting latest technologies available, not only with us but from everywhere
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in the world. The idea is to give a passenger a seamless experience and thus reduce
the hassles that the passengers encounter.

SHRI JAGDAMBIKA PAL : In the reply the Minister has stated that the
Ministry has constituted three Committees, out of which a Committee is
discussing with stakeholders the reasons also. I wanted to know regarding the
flexi-fare. There is no control on private airlines. Suppose in the Lucknow-Delhi
circle, if the only fare is Rs.5,000, sometimes, they take Rs.15,000 or Rs.16,000 or
Rs.20,000. This holds good for the ‘economy’ class also. Out of the three
Committees, are you thinking of bringing about a rationale concerning increase of
air fares by private airlines and improving the quality of service also?

Now, the Government of India has decided to make a priority Buddhist
Circuit also. There are four or five important places in Uttar Pradesh like Sarnath,
Kushinagar, Sravasti and Kapilavastu. Is your Ministry considering about
connectivity of all these four places to provide the facility to the Buddhist pilgrims
from Japan, China, Indonesia, Thailand and Singapore by Pawan Hans Helicopter
Carrier?

SHRI ASHOK GAJAPATHI RAJU: These are commercial decisions taken by the
airlines. As far as Government 1s concerned, we work with the State Governments
to increase the connectivity. We want more areas to be connected because it
promotes the economy. Like tourism, as the hon. Member has mentioned, we are
with it and we are in touch with the State Governments. We take everybody on
board. With regard to ticketing, we have done an analysis and we find that 98 per
cent of the tickets are towards the lower end. So, floor rate, cap and simplistic
solutions push up the cost for 98 per cent; it benefits less than two per cent. This
is, I think, an incorrect thing. We have tried other strategies by which rates of
tickets can be kept under control. But 1.7 per cent of the ticketing in a year is a

matter of concern. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI NISHIKANT DUBEY (GODDA): I refer to the matter raised under Rule
377 regarding inclusion of Khetauri, Ghatwal-Ghatwar and others as Scheduled
Tribes in Parliament and received a reply from Hon’ble Minister of Tribal Affairs.

But, no development has taken place in this regard so far.

Therefore, I want to place a piece of great historical record - a book titled:
“The Little world of an Indian District Officer”, written by R.Carstairs and
published by Macmillan & Co., London in 1912. In this book there is a detailed,
historical record of the fact that the Santhal Pargana was created and named in
1855, and thus was the youngest of the Bengal districts. The writer provides a
wonderful account and description of the Ghatwals (guardians of the passes) and
the Khetowrie (Khetauri) and how at the time of the Permanent settlement in 1790,
every part of the territory was occupied. It is stated that at the time of the
Permanent Settlement that there was NOT a single Sonthal in the whole of this
area. “Bhunyas, Khetowries, Hindoos, Mahomedans, Highlanders - yes, but

Sonthals, no”.

It is a fact that when these findings were recorded and when the book in
question was published, the dispensation of Scheduled Castes and Tribes did not

exist in the context of what it means administratively today.

Thus, the aborigines of the region are the ones who have been deprived of

their rightful status and claim to be recognized as Scheduled Tribes.

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(ix) Need to withdraw increase in user development fee for outgoing
passengers from Thiruvananthapuram airport, Kerala

DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): The sudden and
unilateral decision by the Airports Authority of India (AAI) to increase the ‘User
Development Fee’ for outgoing passengers from Thiruvananthapuram airport is
matter of serious concern which needs to be reconsidered urgently as it poses a
great risk to the airport’s growth and function.

Most of the passengers who use Thiruvananthapuram airport are low wage
earners who work in the Gulf to provide vital income back home. In addition to
this, it is a fact that neither of the two other major international airports in Kerala,
namely Kochi Nedumbassery and Kozhikode Airports, charge such a fee. The
proposed increase from rupees 575 to rupees 950 would mean that a family of
three or more would find more economical to drive to Kochi airport and fly from
there than fly from the airport that was built for them at great expense to the tax
payer. This is needlessly counter-productive if the objective of the exercise is to
facilitate the development of Thiruvananthapuram Airport.

Thiruvananthapuram airport has been functioning profitably for over 27
years, during this time the AAI has been very slow, if not complacent, in
developing the airport. It is only in recent times that basic provisions have been
provided with minimal upgrades that stand far below the comparative upgrades
provided to the other airports in the region.

Most importantly, the international airport in Thiruvananthapuram is a
major employer in the local economy from casual workers to full time staff with
hundreds of families dependent on the airport’s smooth functioning. I, therefore,
raise this issue as a matter of the utmost urgency seeking the immediate

reconsideration of the proposed increase of the User Development Fee.
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(x)Need to withdraw the decision to discontinue serving of non-vegetarian
food to economy class passengers in flights
SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL (ALAPPUZHA): In a very controversial step Air
India has stopped providing non-vegetarian food for economy class passengers.
With an immediate effect, the national carrier has stopped serving non-vegetarian
food in the economy class for all flights in the domestic sector. It has been argued
that the move is seen as one of the many cost-cutting measures adopted by the
company facing a debt of around Rs. 55000 crore. The move is coming when most
low-cost carrier planes are giving the passengers the option of vegetarian and non-
vegetarian food. This is highly condemnable. Moreover, with this move one can
suspect this as a part of government policy on curbing the choice of one’s food.

Hence, it is requested to withdraw the decision with immediate effect.
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(xi) Need to review the decision to divest the Kamarajar Port Limited,
Chennai, Tamil Nadu

DR. P. VENUGOPAL (TIRUVALLUR): We are shocked to hear that the
Government of India has decided to divest the Kamarajar Port Limited (KPL), a
Rs.20 crore worth profit making port in Chennai in my Tiruvallur Parliamentary
Constituency.

KPL is the lifeline of Tamil Nadu and the first and unique Government-
owned Corporate Port developed by the Chennai Port as a satellite Port. KPL is
functioning without grant-in-aid from the Government of India. KPL has the
capacity to handle 44 MTPA. The Indian Oil Corporation Ltd. is developing a
captive LNG Terminal in KPL to handle 5 MTPA with a re-gasification facility.

KPL is the highest dividend payer. If such a well-established
profit-making Port is privatized, it will affect the growth of the State. It will help
the private players to have stronghold in the shipping industry. First of all, such a
move will affect the livelihood of tens of thousands of direct and indirect
employees of this port.

So, it is pertinent that this profit making KPL is allowed to remain in the
hands of the Government. In view of this, I request the Hon'ble Minister of
Shipping to re-visit his decision to divest the Kamarajar Port Limited, Chennai,

Tamil Nadu.
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(xii) Need to redress the grievances of contract employees of Neyveli Lignite
Corporation India Limited, Tamil Nadu

SHRI A. ARUNMOZHITHEVAN (CUDDALORE): Neyveli Lignite
Corporation (NLC India Ltd) employs about 20,000 workers including 10,000
contract workers on a daily wage basis in the Mines. Most of them are working in
NLC for the last 20 years with a hope that their employment will be regularized
and they will be absorbed as permanent employees. During a prolonged agitation
in 2014, an agreement was reached between the Contract Labour Union and the
NLC Management to regularize them in a phased manner and also for extending
the medical facilities to them. But till now, only 200 workers got regularized.

Meanwhile the NLC Management suddenly had reduced the shift of duty
from 26 to 19 shifts in Mine 1A since 13th July 2017. This is completely against
the interest of the lowly paid and long serving Contract Labourers. An agitation is
going on to revert back to the original number of shifts that existed prior to 13-07-
2017. The contract labourers are suffering a lot and thousands were arrested. As a
result of this a serious law and order problem has arisen.

As a Member of Parliament of the concerned Parliamentary Constituency, I
urge the Union Government to intervene immediately into this serious issue for
starting reconciliation talks and persuade the Management to immediately enter
into a negotiation with the agitating Contract Labour Unions to arrive at an

amicable and acceptable solution for this long standing vexed issue.

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(xiv) Need to withdraw the order imposing stricter conditions on insured
persons to avail medical facilities extended by ESIC

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): The implementation of
stringent conditions by ESIC has resulted in denial of super specialty treatment
for insured persons and their family. The conditions imposed such as two years
with 156 attendance out of which two contribution periods with not less than 78
attendance, continuous remittance of four contribution periods are against the
interest of insured persons. The conditions are imposed vide order No. V-
14/11/5/2012/Med 1 (policy) dated 7/11/2016. The cashew industry is facing crisis
due to non-availability of raw materials and the cashew workers lost their
employment due to the reason beyond their control. By implementing this new
condition, employees including cashew workers lost their benefit for super
specialty treatment. The present order is against the interest of insured persons.
Hence, 1 urge upon the Government to withdraw the order no. V-
14/11/5/2012/Med1(policy) dated 7/11/2016, stop the implementation of letter no.
V-14/11/5/2012/Med 1 dated 09/03/2017 and restore the earlier benefits and

ensure SST.
