ORAL ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS
HON. SPEAKER: Question No. 101, Shri Anandrao Adsul.

(Q. 101)
SHRI ANANDRAO ADSUL : Madam, in comparison to the developing countries

like Bangladesh, China, Indonesia and Kuwait the expenditure on health in our
country is very less. ... (Interruptions) In percentage terms it is only 1.16. ...
(Interruptions)

India is one of the biggest countries in the world, and it is likely to develop
into one of the world’s most advanced countries in the near future.
(Interruptions) But, unfortunately, in the health sector, we are very weak if we see
the GDP and expenditure. ... (Interruptions)

I know that it is a State subject, but, ultimately, being the Union

Government, its responsibility is also there. ... (Interruptions) Hence, | would like
to know this from the hon. Minister. Why is the expenditure on it very low? ...
(Interruptions) What are the reasons for the low expenditure by the States? There
is a provision of good allocation in the budget but unfortunately some of the States
are not utilising it properly. That is why the expenditure is less. I would like to
know the reasons behind it from the hon. Minister.
SHRIMATI ANUPRIYA PATEL: Hon. Member has expressed two concerns.
One is regarding the expenditure that the Government made in the healthcare
sector and second is the spending pattern by the States. These are the two aspects
of the question to be addressed in comparison with the developing countries.

With respect to the first part of your question, I want to tell you that there
are several efforts and initiatives that the Government of India has made in order
to increase the spending on health. The first thing is that if you compare this year’s
budget with that of last year, we have made an increase of 27 per cent. Apart from
that, with respect to the NHS there has been an increase of 15.5 per cent over the

last year. The new National Health Policy 2017 has been announced wherein we
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have made a commitment that we are going to raise our spending in healthcare
sector as a percentage of GDP from the current 1.13 per cent to 2.5 per cent by
2025. Other than this, we have also asked the States to spend at least eight per cent
of their general budget in the healthcare sector.

You also know that when our Government took over, we have made a
decision of adopting the recommendations of the 14™ Finance Commission by
which there was greater devolution of taxes to States — from 32 per cent it went up
to 42 per cent. Now, the States share of expenditure is also increased. Earlier we
used to have Centre-State sharing of 75:25 but now the States share has been
increased. Now, the funding pattern has also been revised to 60:40.

Other than that, another important aspect is, we asked the States under an
MoU, under the NHM, to increase their allocation by 10 per cent every year.
These are the various steps that we have taken with respect to increasing
Government’s spending on health.

Coming to the second part of the question regarding concern about some of
the States not being able to utilize the budget that we give them under NHM, we
take a number of steps. If you go through the answer that I have given to you,
there are several steps that we have taken, which we do on a regular basis in order
to monitor the implementation and usage of the funds that we give under the NHM
to the States.

Under the NHM we have several mechanisms like the Common Revision
Mission, Mission Sharing Group. As an MP, you also take part in the Disha
meetings where you can, at your level, analysis how good the implementation of
the budget is. So, there are several steps we are taking. We do a regular dialogue
with the States and the States which are not able to utilize the funds given to them
under the NHM, we try to connect with them through video conferencing; we try
to send letters to them; our hon. Minister has also written to them. At times, if
there is a need, we also disincentivise them. A whole set of things we do in order

to make sure that on the one hand, we increase the spending on health, and on the
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other hand, we also make sure that the amount of funds that we given to the States
is also utilized judiciously.

SHRI ANANDRAO ADSUL : I would like to remind the hon. Minister that last
year in the presence of the hon. Minister, e-medicine demonstration had taken
place. At that time, I have seen that the doctor in a tribal area of my constituency
was checking a patient in the primary centre and the experts and doctors from
Mumbai were advising him. So, the introduction of tele-medicine or e-medicine is
very much useful for the backward and rural areas of the country.

I would like to know the progress of work under this Scheme. That is the
first thing. Secondly, there is a relaunching of the generic medicine. It was earlier
launched by the UPA Government in 2008 but our hon. Prime Minister has
relaunched it where medicines are available at a very reasonable price, almost
equal to the manufacturing price. There are so many items. I think, more than 500
items are there in generic medicines. But during last one and a half years after
launching it, I think it has not progressed much, as per the expectation. I would
like to know the present status of the generic medicine and telemedicine.
SHRIMATI ANUPRIYA PATEL: The questions that he asked, one pertains to the
telemedicine and the second pertains to the generic medicines. Sir, telemedicine is
not related to the subject, however, I would like to bring to your notice that India
has a population of 1.3 billion and providing healthcare to such a huge population
is a daunting task which you can understand. That is why, considering the
shortage of doctors and infrastructure to cater to the needs of such a huge
population, we came up with the initiative of telemedicine. We want to develop
Telemedicine Networks in the States everywhere wherein the PHCs and CHCs
would be connected to the medical colleges and superspecialties within the States.
What we do here is that we give all the technical and financial support to the
States under NHM to set up their own State Telemedicine Network and we have
also released the funds to them. ... (Interruptions) Now, it is up to the States to

grow it, develop it and make sure that population within their boundaries gets the
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benefits of the specialist services from the doctors of the medical colleges and
superspecialties.... (Interruptions)

The second part of the question is about the generic medicine which,

basically, relates to the Pharmaceutical Ministry. I think, it does not pertain to the
subject and my Ministry. We are actually kind of putting emphasis on the
initiative of the AMRIT Pharmacy which is to provide medicines for life-
threatening diseases at a discount of 70-90 per cent of market prices and this has
resulted in huge savings to the patients.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: Madam Speaker, we are dealing with

conservation of endangered species. I would like to draw the attention of the
Minister to two specific endangered species: one is the Irrawaddy Dolphin whose
habitat is in Chilka Lake; another is the crocodile whose habitat is in the
Bhitarkanika area of Odisha.

The Union Government, in the early 1970s had declared Bhitarkanika as a
sanctuary. Similarly Chilka Lake is a sanctuary for Irrawaddy Dolphins. Today, to
protect the endangered species we have to protect the natural habitation of that
area. In the past few years, the flow of sweet water in the River Mahanadi has
been choked by Chhattisgarh. In non-monsoon times, the flow of water is not
coming. This year, it has come down by more than 50 per cent as a result of which
the salinity in the Bhitarkanika area and Chilka Laka has grown which is
endangering the species like Irrawaddy Dolphins and crocodiles in the area. Will
the hon. Minister impress upon the other Ministries like the Ministry of Water
Resources to have a free flow of water as it was happening five years ago during
non-monsoon times so that the endangered species are not endangered?

You cannot find Irrawaddy Dolphins in other parts; from Myanmar, they
travel to Chilka and they breed here. This is the breeding ground: for crocodiles, it
is Bhaitarkanika; and for Irrawaddy Dolphins, it is Chilka. What step the Ministry
is going to take in this regard? Will you impress upon the Ministry of Water

Resources to have free flow of water during non-monsoon period?
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DR. HARSH VARDHAN: I will answer this question in two parts. I agree with
him that Irrawaddy dolphins and crocodiles are definitely the endangered species
in that particular area, more particularly in those lakes. As far as the Government
of India is concerned, we are thoroughly seized of this issue. We had asked the
Odisha Government to make a project and they have already given us a project in
this regard. On the conservation of Irrawaddy dolphins only we are going to
spend something like Rs.25 crore in the next five years. So, that project is already
with us and it is getting sanctioned. It will be sanctioned very soon. This is for
your information.

As far as crocodiles are concerned, they are already conserved in Odisha
through the support of the Government of India under the IDWH Scheme.

The hon. Member has suggested that we should write to the relevant
Ministry. If this issue is not in the knowledge of the other Ministry, since you
have suggested this, I can certainly in the interest of the conservation of these very
significant endangered species write to the relevant Ministry to take necessary
action on this account.

HON. SPEAKER: This way or that way, you have to do it.

SHRI DUSHYANT SINGH : Thank you, Speaker Madam. I would like to bring
to the notice of the hon. Minister that NTCA, the Authority on tigers, is doing a lot
of work. But still, after doing so much of work, a number of tigers are dying.
Even when the NGOs are supporting such institutions, is the NTCA not failing in
its work to control the killing of tigers? What is the Government or the Ministry
doing to support the growth of tigers? Certainly in Central India, from where you
come, Madam, there have been a lot of tiger deaths. What is the Government
doing in this regard? Is the Government considering opening zones in the
restricted areas?  As per the Supreme Court order, though the area has been
restricted to curb killing of tigers, more area should be made available to
encourage tourism.

DR. HARSH VARDHAN: I think the hon. Member probably does not have the

right information. National Tiger Conservation Authority is one of our very
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powerful and very-very dynamic organizations. This organization has been
working very well. The hon. Member has mentioned that the tigers are dying. 1
think, on the contrary, the population of tigers is growing in almost every tiger
reserve in the country. The efforts of the NTCA are being appreciated at all the
international forums. Some of the models that the NTCA has developed are being
emulated by other countries. I was attending a conference in Nairobi. We had a
detailed discussion with the forest officers there and they were also highly
appreciative of the efforts that India has put into this whole activity. This is one of
our very prime activities which has got the support of the whole Government,
including the Finance Department. I think the hon. Member needs to check on the
figures and what the National Tiger Conservation Authority is. Just to inform
him, the number of tigers in 2011 was 1700 and in 2014 this number had increased
to 2026. The budget for tigers has improved. For the next three years, we are
going to have a budget of Rs. 1500 crore only for this tiger conservation.

So, the hon. Member needs to be assured and he has to be thoroughly

convinced about the fact that since we have increased our budget by almost 40 per
cent and our efforts are being appreciated internationally also, there should not be
any apprehension in his mind. We are thoroughly committed to protect the tigers,
alike all other wildlife.
SHRI PREM DAS RAI : Thank you, Madam, for giving me this opportunity. I
just want to draw the hon. Minister’s attention to two species in Sikkim, which is a
bio-diversity hotspot: the Snow Leopard and the Red Panda. I would like to
understand from the hon. Minister whether any National Mission on Himalayan
Studies is being done on the conservation of these two species. These are great
indicators of climate change. Therefore, this is related to that.

You have taken an initiative on Sustainable Development Goals. This has
to be linked with all the conservation activities. The SDGs are yet to find

discussion under 193. So, in continuation of that, I request you to do that as well.

SHRI JOSE K MANI : On 15" November, 2017, the National Nursing Council

has come out with a list of nursing colleges that are recognised and registered with
the National Nursing Council. But to our surprise, in the State of Karnataka, 257
colleges are out of the purview of the National Nursing Council. I was told that
this decision was because of a verdict by the High Court of Karnataka. Seventy-
five per cent of students in those colleges are from Kerala. After completing their
course these students need a recognition and registration from the National
Nursing Council for their employment outside Karnataka and even for going
abroad. Moreover, these students have taken huge amount of loan from different
banks. Now their future is in jeopardy. I would like to know if the Government of
India will intervene in the matter and take it up with the State of Karnataka and
solve this problem.

SHRIMATI BIJOYA CHAKRAVARTY : Roads, schools, hospitals and dwelling

houses are extremely necessary for survival in the modern days. In my State, so
far as roads, hospitals and schools are concerned, the Government has given a lot

of money. But even then because of the mismanagement by the previous
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Government, who simply cared for the contractors and not for the roads, and
because of the flood for the last seven months continuously, schools, roads,
dwelling houses have been completely wiped out. The Government has given
money in different ways, like the Calamity Relief Fund. I am thankful to the hon.
Minister, Shri Arun Jaitley ji and to our hon. Prime Minister.

Assam is still lagging far behind as far as infrastructure is concerned.
Roads have been completely damaged. They are not even walkable leave alone
being motorable. It is not possible to walk on the roads.

The Assam Government has asked for Rs. 1,000 crore as grant to repair
roads, schools, hospitals, etc. I would like to know whether the hon. Minister is
considering to give some grant to Assam. You know that the Government of
Assam, under the leadership of Shri Sarbanand Sonowal, is working very hard for
the development of the State. So, if hon. Minister can provide some grant then it
would be helpful for my State.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: As far as the State Governments are concerned, including
the Government of Assam, now you have a clear system where allocation and
devolution of funds takes place. After the 14™ Finance Commission, there is an
adequate provision which has been made for various State Governments. Now, the
15™ Finance Commission has also been constituted. Under the new tax structures
which have been created, they will also be going into this question. There are no
loose funds available that you can keep distributing them. I think as far as roads
and other infrastructure are concerned, supporting them in the North-East and
Assam is the top priority of the Government. We have made several allocations in
the past. The Prime Minister was there last week. He has made a further
announcement for the future investment as far as North-East is concerned. We will
continue to support them from the Central funds as far as Centre is concerned. But
then some expenditure will also have to be done by the State Government from the

funds which are available with the State Government itself.

Minister has given the projected figures as
an answer, not the actual expenditure incurred. But the House is interested in
knowing the actual expenditure and the role of the CPSEs in the public sector
spending on infrastructure.

In fact, when we were discussing the Supplementary Demands for the
current year, we have seen that without the spending of the Central Public Sector
Enterprises, this investment in the infrastructure would not have gone up. So, we
recognize that.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Madam, we are still in the year 2017-18 and since we are

in the year 2017-18, the annual year is not complete. Therefore, for the period
2012-17, at the moment what is the projected expenditure for infrastructure during
this period is the figure which can be given. It is only after 31* March, 2018 that I
can give the actual figure for the year ending on 31* March, 2018. The projected
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figure that I have already mentioned is Rs. 38,22,822 crore. The hon. Member
wanted to know as to how the expenditure takes place.

As far as West Bengal is concerned, I can give you the data separately. I
have no difficulty in doing that. We provide for some infrastructure expenditure
from the Budget itself. This year it is approximately to the tune of Rs. 3.96 lakh
crore. In addition to this, there are public sector enterprises which spend separately
and then you have a lot of PPP expenditure plus expenditure by State
Governments. Therefore, if you take the total expenditure, there are different
instrumentalities which really come up. Some organisations are issuing bonds. The
National Highways Authority of India is issuing bonds and borrowing from the
market in order to meet that expenditure. Additionally, instruments like REITs and
InvITs have now been invoked for asset recycling itself so that once an asset is
complete, this asset can be sold and that money can be spent on the next asset. So,
these are various instrumentalities which have been created in order to fund

infrastructure projects.

DISCUSSION UNDER RULE 193
Natural calamities in various parts of the country with
special reference to Cyclone Ockhi in South India

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL (ALAPPUZHA): Madam, with immense pain and
agony, | am trying to invite the attention of this august House to a deadly cyclone
incident called Ockhi which has happened at the coast of Bay of Bengal.

Madam, as we know, the cyclone has seriously affected the southern
coastal region of Kerala, Tamil Nadu and Lakshadweep on 30™ November
morning onwards. Being a Member of Parliament from that coastal constituency,
as a witness to this deadly cyclone, I would like to point out some important facts
in front of this august House. In Kerala alone, more than 75 persons have died so
far. In the case of Tamil Nadu, more than a dozen people have been killed.
Hundreds of people are still missing. Hundreds of fishermen are still missing. The
poor fishermen’s families are waiting at the seashore for the return of their
beloved ones. Day by day, the rescue teams are finding out floating dead bodies
from the deep sea. There are contradictory reports about the number of missing
persons even now also. This is a concern among the fishermen and also the
people. Meanwhile, more dead bodies are being received from the deep sea. These
dead bodies are beyond recognition.

Madam Speaker, hon. Congress President, Shri Rahul Gandhi visited the
cyclone-hit areas on December 14. [ am thankful to hon. Defence Minister,
Shrimati Nirmala Sitharamanji also. Lately, our Prime Minister also visited the
Ockhi affected areas and States. When Shri Rahul Gandhi visited the affected
seashores, I was with him. The pain and agony shown by the families of the poor
fishermen was tremendous. How can we deliberate on it? We do not have enough
words to put on record the depth of their pain and agony.

The stories of those who have returned were also terrifying. They were

forced to float in the sea for days without any food or medicine. Many of them
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escaped by floating on the damaged parts of their boats. Even the fish ate their
human bodies. Although the Navy and the Coast Guard made their efforts to
rescue them, many people were able to escape because of their luck and self-
efforts.

We cannot accuse anybody for the natural disasters. However, we can
avoid such casualties if we could have taken effective precautions and used early
warning systems. In this regard, [ would like to point out that some mistakes have
been made by the officers. Here, I have the statistics of the Government of India,
that is, the Action Taken Report by INCOIS, Hyderabad about the very severe
cyclone called Okchi. The cyclone has hit Kerala coast on the morning of 30™
November. On 30" November, there was a warning at 9.30 a.m. I am agreeing that
enough warning was given. The severe cyclone hit on 30™ November early
morning, but as per the statistics of the Government, at 12.30 p.m. on 30"
November, the bulletin Ocean State Forecast associated with cyclone Ockhi over
Cape Comorin area warned of it through website. Why is it happening? The
cyclone hit the coast on 30" morning itself. Our system alerted the people at 12.30
p.m. By this time, several valuable lives had already been taken away by the
natural calamity. Therefore, we need a specific early warning system.

I remember that when UPA was in power in 2004, I was a Minister in
Kerala Government. In my own district, Alappuzha, tsunami had hit very badly.
At that time, we had no present day modern technological means to inform the
people. It has been 13 years since Tsunami hit us. Now, we have enough modern
equipment to alert people in advance, but, unfortunately, there was lapse on the
part of the authorities in informing us at the opportune time about this cyclone.

As regards rehabilitation and rescue operations, I am not blaming anybody
because this is not an issue on which political points can be made. | am agreeing
with it, but being the representative of the people from that area, I have to point
out that five people from my own Constituency also went missing. Fortunately,

they came back with their own efforts.
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Our Navy and Coast Guard personnel have done their level best, but there
are some restrictions. Dr. Tharoor’s Constituency was also severely hit by this
cyclone. Myself, Dr. Tharoor and Shri Ramachandran met hon. Shri Rajnath
Singh and we also met Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman 10 days back. Navy and
Coast Guard have done their level best, but still hundreds of people are missing.
How can we provide answer for it? Therefore, I feel that there is a definite need
for strong coordination in the rescue operations and in bringing back those missing
people, and this is what is being mentioned by the fishermen community and the
people of that area. Actually, this tragedy is an eye-opener. I am saying this
because along with loss of valuable human lives there is also significant damage
to the economy.

It is time to think about the life of fishermen. I had an opportunity to go
into the deep sea when our Union Government last year had taken a decision to
prevent the traditional fishermen going into deep sea for fishing. In protest, I went
with fishermen to the deep sea in my Constituency, and I found out about the
amount of sacrifice that they are doing. These fishermen are going into the deep
sea for 7-8 days at a stretch, and sometimes they do not even have food. They are
also not assured of earning income as sometimes they would get fish and
sometimes not. Actually, their life is worse than our tribal community people.

At the time of Tsunami we had given around Rs. 1,800 crore package to
build some good houses for them, but now also there is lack of houses; lack of
equipment; and lack of sufficient infrastructure. Further, when the monsoon
season arrives, all the houses in the coastal area get damaged as a result of sea
erosion. In the earlier days, the Government of India would provide support by
giving some amount for building groynes and seawalls from the Defence Budget
considering the sea as a boundary, but now the Government of India is not funding
any amount for building groynes and seawalls. So, their houses get damaged
whenever the monsoon season arrives due to sea erosion. Therefore, we find that
their life is very much pitiable and it is time that we have a re-look into the lives of

the poor fishermen community and take immediate measures to address their

concerns. I think that the Government of India will do something in this regard
this time.

As regards the safeguarding aspect, when we travel in a flight the air
hostess will and make a pre-flight announcement. If there is an accident, or flight
plunges into the sea, how to escape, and other life saving measures were provided
to the air passengers. Why should not we have life saving equipments in boats?
These fishermen are giving so much of money in the form of foreign exchange but
still there is no clear cut mechanism for saving their lives. Therefore, I am urging
the Government that modern facilities, including GPS should be provided to
fishermen which would give information about weather updates. They should be
provided with life saving equipments like life jackets. For facing this type of
disastrous incidents, a well functional monitoring system has to be ensured.

Through you, Madam, I would like to bring to the kind notice of the
Government that earlier the people of Kerala did not expect this type of cyclones.
We thought that we are free from these cyclones. But now scientists are telling
that Kerala is also in the most affected area as far as cyclone disaster is concerned.
Therefore, 1 think that there should be a clear cut mechanism. When cyclone hit
Hyderabad, the Government took sufficient measures; not a single casualty has
been reported. We are not in a position to face the people of that area. Fishermen
community is trying like anything to come to terms. Therefore, I think the
Government of India should announce a comprehensive package. The
Government of Kerala has already announced some proposals for a
comprehensive package.

We the MPs of Kerala met the Prime Minister, Narendra Modi ji in this
regard. A timely comprehensive package should be announced. Yesterday, Shri
Salim ji has raised an issue. When flood happens, relief would reach at the time of
drought. This is the system in the Government of India. I am not blaming the
Government. When flood happens; we send a team; then, assistance would reach
at the time of drought. Today is 22" December. What has the Government of

India done all these days? Hon. Home Minister has assured us that he would send
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a Central team. Why is this delay? Are you not going to take this as serious? If
you take it as serious, the next day, a Central team would go there, and assess the
situation; and give money to them. I doubt the Government is insensitive to this
issue.

I would request Shri Rajnath Singh ji that he should declare some financial
package and assistance. Dr. Shashi Tharror also wanted to speak on this issue.
Therefore, I would not take much time.

HON. SPEAKER: Thank you.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL.: I need your assistance.

HON. SPEAKER: I am giving.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL : In the last 23 years I am representing a coastal
constituency. The life there is very much difficult. These types of accidents, these
types of fatal incidents are happening. They are a community. There are not
enough people who get more than Rs.10,000 income. They are living under severe
conditions. Therefore, my request is that the Government of India should think
about this. Fishermen provide a vital economic resource to our economy. When it
comes to living standards and life, they are comparatively backward; and they are
a marginalised community. I would request the Government to take holistic
measures to ensure proper housing, quality education and health services to the
fishermen.

Fisheries sector and fishermen come under the Ministry of Agriculture.
Agriculture itself is a very big subject. We went to Shri Radha Mohan ji. He told
us that one MoS is looking after “fisheries’. In the manifesto of BJP, in 2014, it
had promised that it would set up a separate Fishermen Ministry. This is the time
to take action because their issue should be taken in a separate way. Agriculture
Ministry cannot have such type of a mechanism. Therefore, I would request that
there should be a separate Ministry for Fisheries to ensure that their problems are
taken care of in a good manner. I would request you again to sanction the weather
information system and safety equipment to ensure effective advance warning

system. I have already mentioned about the life saving instrument.
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With these words, I pray to God to save the souls of those who have
demised already. I would say that hundreds of vessels are missing. We do not
know whether they come back or not; whether we would get back the dead bodies
or not. We do not know anything about this. That tragedy is a big tragedy in the
minds of the entire people of the country. Therefore, the Government should act

upon this. That is my simple request. Thank you.
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*SHRI P.R.SUNDARAM (NAMAKKAL): Hon. Madam Speaker. Thank you for
this opportunity to take part in the discussion under Rule 193 on “Natural
Calamities in various parts of the country with special reference to cyclone Okchi
in South India. During December 2015 Tamil Nadu faced the fury of the nature
with unprecedented rains and floods which caused widespread devastation. The
then Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchithalaivi Amma swung into action
immediately bringing back normalcy in the State. As a result of the unwavering
efforts of Hon. Puratchithalaivi Amma, normalcy returned in Tamil Nadu. The
Tamil Nadu government had demanded Rs. 25,912 Crore from the Union
government and only Rs.1,960 Crore was provided to the State till date. Again in
December 2016 Vardah cyclone caused widespread devastation. That time the
then Chief Minister Shri O. Panneerselvam, serving in the footsteps of Hon.
Puratchithalaivi Amma, took swift action on war-footing basis. As a result, huge
loss to lives and property was averted. The State Government of Tamil Nadu
demanded a release of Rs.1,000 Crore from the National Disaster Relief Fund.
But the Union Government had not allocated any fund that time too. Recently
cyclone Ockhi has caused widespread devastation in Tamil Nadu, particularly in
the Districts of Kanniyakumari and Tirunelveli.

The Opposition parties in the State alleged that the State Government of
Tamil Nadu has not acted upon in carrying out relief measures after widespread
devastation by cyclone Ockhi. In this regard, I am duty bound to list out all the
measures, one after the other, duly taken by the State Government of Tamil Nadu
under the leadership of Hon. Chief Minister Shri Edappadi K. Palanisamy.
Immediately after cyclone Ockhi hit Kanniyakumari district, as per the directions
of Hon. Chief Minister Shri Edappadi K. Palanisamy, Hon. Deputy Chief Minister
of Tamil Nadu, Hon. Minister for Power, Hon. Minister for Revenue, Hon.
Minister for Fisheries, along with 11 senior IAS Officers went immediately to the

affected areas to carry out the relief and restoration work. Meanwhile the

" English translation of speech originally delivered in Tamil.
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fishermen who were stranded along the coast of various States were brought back
to their respective places with the help and coordination of a team of five IAS
Officers. An amount of Rs.2,000 each was provided as food allowance to the
stranded fishermen by the State Government of Tamil Nadu. Each of the stranded
fishing boat was provided to the maximum of 1,000 litres of fuel. Moreover, the
assessment of damage to agricultural crops, fishing boats and equipments was
carried out on war-footing basis. Hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu and Hon.
Deputy Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu had held meetings with senior Officers of
the State Government on a daily basis in this regard. On that particular day, 11000
electric poles were uprooted in Kanniyakumari district alone due to cyclone
Ockhi. A team of Officers under the chairmanship of Hon. Power Minister of
Tamil Nadu Shri Thangamani visited the affected areas. At least 20,000 State
Government Officials from the neighbouring districts were pressed into service.
As a result, within two days, 11000 electric poles were repaired and
installed restoring electric supply. Safe drinking water facilities were are also
restored. Trees fallen on the roads were removed and roads were reconstructed
immediately thereby ensuring smooth transportation. Hon. Chief Minister also
held a review meeting with the Officers of the Indian Navy, Indian Air force and
Indian Coastal Guard about the progress of search operations carried out to find
out the missing fishermen of Tamil Nadu. On 12.12.2017 Hon. Chief Minister
visited Kanniyakumari to assess the ground reality. Hon. Chief Minister of Tamil
Nadu ordered for issue of Rs. 20 lakh each to the families of deceased fishermen;
Rs. 5 lakh as rehabilitation assistance for the fishermen who had serious bodily
injuries; and Rs. 50,000 for the fishermen getting treatment in the hospitals. In
addition to this, an amount of Rs.5,000 was provided to each of the families of
fishermen and missing fishermen, as livelihood assistance. One member from the
family of each of the deceased fishermen will be provided employment in State
Government institutions as per their educational qualification. In order to provide
relief assistance as per existing law, a team under the chairmanship of Revenue

Divisional Officer was constituted. The tribal people affected by cyclone Ockhi
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were also provided Rs.5,000 as livelihood assistance by the State government. If
the loss to Plantain crops is above 33 percent, farmers will be provided
compensation between Rs. 48500 and Rs. 63500 per hectare. For rubber
cultivation, inclusive of Rs.32,000 per hectare for beehive farming, an amount of
Rs. 1 lakh will be provided as compensation package per hectare. An amount of
Rs. 28,000 per hectare will be provided as compensation for clove cultivation,

Besides, there will be adequate compensation for agricultural and
horticultural crops affected by cyclone Ockhi. These were the announcements
made by Hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu. In this scenario, the Leader of
Opposition in Tamil Nadu Shri M.K. Stalin has made false and baseless
allegations against the State Government. That’s why I have listed out here, all the
measures taken by the State Government of Tamil Nadu one after the other. Tamil
Nadu Government wholeheartedly and steadfastly protects the fishermen and their
interests. In the year 1974, Katchatheevu islet was ceded to Sri Lanka by the then
DMK Government of the State of Tamil Nadu. Joining hands with the then Union
Government led by Congress party, the DMK leader Shri M. Karunanidhi gave
away Katchatheevu islet to Sri Lanka. As a result, the fishermen of Tamil Nadu
are now facing lots of difficulties and indescribable miseries. At the same time, |
should say that the present State Government of Tamil Nadu is making all-out
efforts tirelessly in protecting Tamil fishermen and their interests.

Madam Speaker, Hon. Prime Minister visited the cyclone Ockhi affected
Kanniyakumari on 19.12.2017. Hon. Chief Minister met the Hon. Prime Minister
on that day and explained the damages caused by cyclone Ockhi and the
continuous and excessive rains due to North East Monsoon in Chennai and other
districts of the State. As the devastation caused by cyclone Ockhi is severe and
widespread, Hon. Deputy Speaker of Lok Sabha Dr. M. Thambidurai in a meeting
with Hon. Minister for Defence Smt. Nirmala Sitharaman, stressed that it should

be declared as a national disaster.
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Hon. Chief Minister during his meeting with Hon. Prime Minister also
explained the necessity of announcing this as a national disaster. Hon. Chief
Minister of Tamil Nadu also submitted a Memorandum to Hon. Prime Minister
with so many demands. I wish to state here some of them. As per the long
standing demands of the people of Kanyakumari a Naval base with helipad and
telecom facilities should soon be set up. An amount of Rs.747 Crore should be
released from the National Disaster Relief Fund. The amount of relief assistance
provided at times of natural disasters should be increased. Particularly, the
compensation given to loss of lives should be increased from the present Rs.4
lakh to Rs.10 lakh. Relief assistance for seriously injured should be increased
from the present Rs.2 lakh to Rs.5 lakh. Compensation to plantain crops should
be increased from the present Rs.13,500 to Rs.1,25,000 per hectare. Compensation
to rubber trees should be increased from the present Rs.18,000 to Rs.2,50,000 per
hectare. Compensation for replacement of cyclone affected high power grids,
transformers substations and high power lines more than 11 KV should be
provided under National Disaster Relief Fund. As many as 1,500 high frequency
wireless sets should be provided with 90% subsidy from the Union Government.
A control room should be set up in this regard in Tamil Nadu besides giving
permission to use high frequency waves. To give alerts and to provide information
on weather forecast for fishermen, a dedicated satellite radio channel in Tamil
should be started soon.

In order to mitigate the problems faced by the fishermen particularly of
Kanyakumari, telecom facilities, a fish processing park and an Integrated fishing
harbour with all facilities, should be set up. Sea walls should be constructed along
the coast line of Tamil Nadu with a view to stop erosion due to sea waves. To
carry out this, an amount of Rs.4,218 Crore should be released by the Union
Government. Search operations should be continued to trace all the missing Tamil
fishermen. Hon’ble Prime Minister should order the security forces to continue
the search operations till the last missing fisherman is found. The Union

Government should release an amount of Rs.5,255 Crore to the State of Tamil
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Nadu for carrying out the relief, rescue and restoration work in the cyclone Ockhi
affected areas, The North-east monsoon has affected Chennai and the coastal
districts of Tamil Nadu. I urge upon the Union Government to release Rs.4,047
Crore for carrying out restoration work and to create a permanent infrastructure
preventing damages due to floods in future.

Madam Speaker, the Union Government should release a total of Rs.9,302
crores to Tamil Nadu for carrying out relief and restoration work in the cyclone
Ockhi affected areas and North-east monsoon affected areas of Chennai and other
coastal districts. After his visit to the Ockhi affected Kanniyakumari, Hon’ble
Prime Minister announced that an amount of Rs.325 crores will be released to
Tamil Nadu, Kerala and Lakshadweep. A meagre amount of Rs.325 Crore which
is allocated for three States seems to be insufficient. In Tamil there is saying
called, “Yaanai Pasikku Chholap pori” which means feeding a starving giant
elephant with too little food. This is just like paying peanuts. This is in addition to
Rs.2,80 Crore that was released to Tamil Nadu earlier. Keeping in view all the
facts, and the demand from Tamil Nadu is for Rs.9302 Crore, the Union
Government has only released Rs.325 Crore for Tamil Nadu, Kerala and
Lakshadweep. This is a matter of great concern. I think that Hon. Member Shri
K.C. Venugopal has forgotten to mention this in his speech. I wanted to remind
him. I, therefore, urge upon the Hon. Prime Minister to directly intervene in this
matter and ensure release of Rs.9,302 Crore as demanded by the State of Tamil
Nadu. I also urge that all the demands mentioned in the Memorandum submitted
by the Hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu to Hon. Prime Minister, should be

considered by the Union Government for prompt action at their end. Thank you.
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PROF. RICHARD HAY (NOMINATED): Thank you very much Madam for
giving me this opportunity to speak on Ockhi disaster.

Madam, I mention here with great pain and agony that the aftermath of this
traumatic Ockhi disaster could have been averted if the Kerala State Government
had taken precautionary measures in the very beginning. To our information, the
Government of Kerala, the Chief Secretary, the Chief Minister and the Disaster
Management Authority, were all informed on 28", 29" evening and 30" morning
about the impending disaster but they took it easy. They did not even learn from
the kind of things which have occurred on the East coast earlier. There was lack
of coordination between various agencies in Kerala and, of course, in Tamil Nadu
too.

12.54 hrs (Shri Arjun Charan Sethi in the Chair)

So far no responsibility has been fixed. The experience in meeting such
natural coastal catastrophic disasters on the Eastern coast, especially cyclonic
disasters, was not made use of and this has resulted in this kind of a pathetic
situation.

A deep depression was formed on 29" November, 2017 over South-West
Bay of Bengal near Sri Lanka coast and reached the South-West coast of
Kanyakumari, Thiruvananthapuram and went up to Lakshadweep.So, in the
evening of 29™ November and 30" of November, it was intensified ...
(Interruptions).

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Let the hon. Member speak.

PROF. RICHARD HAY : It was intensified and developed into a dangerous
cyclone. This was informed to the Government of Kerala by IMD and also by the
Oceanographic Institute. ... (Interruptions) This was informed.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Let him complete his speech.

PROF. RICHARD HAY : So, it may specially be noted that both
Thiruvananthapuram and Kanyakumari are areas of high density of fishermen in

the country. ... (Interruptions)
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Member is speaking. You can speak later on.
Please sit down.

PROF. RICHARD HAY : So, it is evident that there was a failure on the part of
the Government of Kerala and of course, also on the part of Tamil Nadu, in taking
immediate action which could have saved the lives of hundreds of persons. Now,
we find that many bodies are brought back. ... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Nothing will go on record except hon. Member’s speech.
PROF. RICHARD HAY : They are brought dead. This could have been
averted.... (Interruptions) I can also very clearly mention that the Indian Navy, the
Air Force and the Coastal Guard have taken all precautions. They have combed
the high seas from day one onwards. But, the Kerala Coastal Police did not act
well. That has happened. ... (Interruptions) Now, on 18" of December, the Kerala
Government sent boats into the sea. What was the use of that? This should have
been done on 2™ or 3™ of December, which the Indian Navy did. We are proud of
the Defence Forces of this country. ... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Let him speak. Please sit down.

PROF. RICHARD HAY : They have done justice to this country. They have
worked very well. Of course, our hon. Prime Minister visited Lakshwadeep,
Thiruvananthapuram and Kanyakumari on 19" and he comforted and assuaged the
feelings of the afflicted persons personally. Our hon. Prime Minister personally
listened to the victims of this cyclone. ... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please listen to him.

THE MINISTER OF CHEMICALS AND FERTILIZERS AND MINISTER OF
PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS (SHRI ANANTHKUMAR): Sir, my dear
colleague, hon. Member of Parliament, Prof. Richard Hay, is speaking with a
heavy heart about Ockhi cyclone and the havoc that Ockhi cyclone has created.
There is a widespread feeling in the State of Kerala. Though the Government of
Kerala got adequate pre-information from IMD, that warning was not given to the

fishermen at large. That he is describing. ... (Interruptions) He is not casting any
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aspersions on anyone. The issue is the factual situation of Kerala and why the
tragedy has happened, has to be brought before the House.

My colleague from the Congress Party, Shri Venugopal Ji, has also
expressed his concern and grief on similar lines. Prof. Richard Hay is also saying
the same thing. I request the Communist friends not to get excited about this.
Allow Prof. Richard Hay to speak.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Prof. Richard Hay, please continue.

PROF. RICHARD HAY : Thank you very much. I am a person, the first Member
of Parliament, to visit that place. Not only once, but twice and three times, I have
visited this place. No other hon. Member went there. ... (Interruptions) 1 know as
to who visited that place. They have visited later but not then. I have listened to
the feelings, woes and cries of the people afflicted by this Ockhi cyclone. They
have told me that the Government has failed to help them. Smt. Nirmala
Sitharaman, our hon. Defence Minister, went there and comforted the afflicted
victims of Ockhi. ... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: You are a senior Member. Hon. Minister has already
spoken. Please sit down. You can speak later. ... (Interruptions)

PROF. RICHARD HAY : Nobody else comforted them. She comforted them. It is
because of her comforting them, the people got confidence that the Government of
India is with them. ... (Interruptions) The Government of India has done well to
mitigate the feelings of afflicted persons there in Thiruvananthapuram,
Kanyakumari and also in Lakshwadeep. If the poor fishermen had been warned
earlier, they would not have gone to the sea. The areas of Kanyakumari and
Thiruvananthapuram are high density fishermen populated areas.

13.00 hrs

They are the poor fishermen of this country and they have to be supported.
I know the Government of India is taking measures. They have already given
some relief in December... (Interruptions). The Kerala Government was given
relief of Rs. 76.50 crore on 11.12.2017. The Government of Tamil Nadu was
given relief of Rs.280.50 crore... (Interruptions). At the first instant, the funds
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were released by the Central Government. [ know that the money has been
released.

Now, the Government of India knows what is to be done in this matter.
Hon. Prime Minister visited that place and hon. Defence Minister also visited.
Mr. Pon Radhakrishnan also visited. Hon. Minister, Shri Alphons Kannanthanam
visited that place. Many hon. Ministers from the Centre have visited that place...
(Interruptions). They know the hard facts of this tragedy.

Now let us all join together for giving relief to the poor fishermen of this
country. The fishermen are demanding homes. They are the bread winners. They
are poor fishermen who have lost their lives. The family has no bread earner. I
urge upon the Government of India to provide them more homes, more
educational facilities and more boats as they have lost their boats. They are the
bread winners of the family. They have to be supported. On this occasion, I
would definitely request the Government of India to take immediate measures....
(Interruptions).

As regards fishermen problems, at that time, the entire coast of Kerala was
in danger and even now it is in danger for many reasons like breakwater which
they call pulimoodu there... (Interruptions). There is unscientific construction of
pulimoodu. In some places like Cochin area, they need pulimoodu. 1 visited the
entire length of coastal area of Kerala and Kanyakumari. 1 am telling this from
the information I received from poor fishermen and not from any media. I myself
visited that place.

These poverty-stricken fishermen need homes. They want food. They also
want education, protection and security. Henceforth, this has not happened
because of apathy and some indifferent attitude of the Government officials. The
Disaster Management Authority in Kerala was defunct. There was only one
expert in that and he too was in some other country. He was not in Kerala.
During those three days, he was far away. The hon. Ministers of Kerala are not
able to understand the consequences and aftermath of this devastating cyclone.

That is the truth.
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Not only fishermen, there are kani tribals living on the hills of
Kanyakumari. They too have lost their houses and cultivation. Many farmers
have also lost their crops because of this devastation. So they should also be
compensated. I would request the Government of India that all the fishermen,
farmers and kani tribals should be compensated. I think the Government is acting
on this.

I especially thank the hon. Prime Minister for his personal visit to listen to
the woes of the people who have been affected. I also thank hon. Minister of
Defence, Mrs. Nirmala Sitharaman who consoled them. Nobody consoled them at
that point of time. She consoled every person who met her in those places from
Trivandrum to Kanyakumari. That is a great thing which has been done by our
Defence Minister and by our hon. Prime Minister. We are with the poor
fishermen. We have to have a soft corner for them. They are earning precious
foreign exchange for the country but they are always living in dire straits.

So I humbly request the Government of India to look into this. When the
hon. Prime Minister went to Trivandrum, he ordered the officials to do DNA test
of the dead bodies so that they could be identified. Even now many bodies may
be floating in the high seas. They are helpless. I know the precarious state of a
person when drowning in the deep sea. I myself had that experience. Today if I am
standing here, it was the grace of God. On the day of the Tsunami, the 26" of
December, 2004, there was no warning and I was swimming in the deep sea and |
could escape by just two minutes. So, I know what is the sensation of dying by
drowning in the deep sea; I can understand the agony of such persons. I can
understand the trauma such a person undergoes. I can feel that as an humble MP
because I serve the fishermen and I live amongst them.

Therefore, I would like to humbly request the Government of India to step
in and provide these affected people with all kinds of reliefs required.

Thank you.
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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, I stand
here to participate in the discussion under Rule 193 relating to the natural
calamities in various parts of the country, including the cyclone Ockhi in South of
India.

The State of Odisha has been affected regularly by different types of
natural calamities. Repeatedly year after year, the State of Odisha is being affected
either by cyclones or by drought or by flood. This year, of course, there was
another type of calamity that struck our farmers is the pest attack. The pesticide
that was being provided actually did not yield the result. Subsequently our
Government found out that the pesticide that was being provided through different
shops was actually not up to the standard. A number of prosecutions have taken
place against the culprits, but the loss has already been done.

Last November and this December two unseasonal rains have affected large
parts of our State. In November there was a low pressure, on 15" of November,
which intensified into a depression. Under its influence heavy rains and winds
severely affected the State of Odisha. This was due to the effect of cyclonic
depression in the Bay of Bengal.

Sir, your usual comment, whenever we discuss about natural calamities,
has been that nowadays we do not have monsoon rains, we have cyclone,
depression and such things which have been visiting us during the rainy season.
So, this November, between the 15" and 18" of November, it was totally
unseasonal rain and this untimely rain has caused extensive has caused extensive
damage to the standing paddy crops in the field and also to the non-paddy crops
like vegetables, pulses, oilseeds and maize. In the district of Koraput farmers have
been greatly affected because the maize crop was affected. There has been a spurt
of inflation relating to vegetables and also a standing crop like paddy also got
damaged to a very great extent.

As per reports that have been received from the districts it is understood
that due to effect of untimely rain arising out of cyclonic depression, standing

crops have suffered more than 33 per cent in four lakh hectares of area of around
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14270 villages under 2460 Gram Panchayats of 133 blocks and 257 wards of 38
urban local bodies in 19 districts. Out of 30 districts 19 districts were affected
because of this unseasonal rain in November 2017 between 15" and 18™. Of
course, the Government of Odisha took prompt steps for crop loss assessment and
provided required funds to the Collectors of the districts concerned for payment of
agriculture input subsidy as per SDRF norms to the affected farmers who have
sustained crop loss of 33 per cent and above. An amount of Rs. 364.76 crore has
been released out of SDRF for the purpose in favour of 19 districts. An amount of
Rs. 6800 per hectare for rainfed areas and Rs. 13,500 per hectare for irrigated
areas are being provided to the affected farmers and the disbursement is going on.
This amount is as per the provision that is there. But it needs to be increased
because standing crop is totally destroyed. We also faced another low pressure or
depression between 7™ and 10™ of December. Rain fall of more than 50 mm had
occurred in two days, that is 9" and 10™ in 19 blocks of five districts. Though
early warning was given to them, farmers because of their anxiety to save the crop
started cutting the crop. But they were unable to transport that crop to harvest it
and also to keep it under cover. That is the reason why there is a need today to
provide adequate funding. Joint inspection is also being done by the Revenue
Department, the Agriculture Department and the Finance Department. Once this
report is received, the Government, of course, will be providing some support and
some assistance.

I want the indulgence of the Home Minister. When a standing crop is
destroyed, the State Government in its wisdom, allows the crop loan to be
converted into a mid-term loan. The Union Government has a provision for
providing subvention in crop loan up to three per cent. Our State Government also
provides subvention. So, the actual interest comes down to one per cent which the
farmers have to pay. But that one per cent can be provided to the farmer, only if he
makes that amount during the stipulated period. Once the Government converts
this crop loan into a mid-term loan, this subvention is not being provided by the

Union Government because it has not been paid within that stipulated period.
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Therefore, when a conversion takes place relating to a crop loan because of
natural calamity, then it is necessary that the crop loan mechanism should also
extend to the mid-term loan so that the farmers will not be at a loss. They can pay
back in three years’ time. So, the same incentive should be extended to the farmers
to that extent.

Another point which I would like to mention, which the Government
should consider is this and it is very urgent. As it has happened in Kerala and
Tamil Nadu, unseasonal rains and cyclone destroys infrastructure to a very great
extent. The SDRF and the NDRF have a mechanism only to provide relief. You do
not have that much of money to actually establish or bring the infrastructure back
to normalcy within two to three months’ time. Infrastructure, like lift irrigation
points, electricity connection, gets destroyed. These things need immediate
attention where some fund from this disaster relief mechanism can be provided to
bring that system back into practice so that the farmers can get involved in going
into the next crop which they would like to. This needs correction. This needs a
little bit of attention from the Union Government so that the disaster relief fund
can be utilised to bring back the infrastructure that has been destroyed either by
cyclone or by flood or by any other type of natural calamity.

Pest attack is another greater concern. The NDRF has to look into that
aspect also. This is something very uncommon. Suddenly you find different types
of pests attacking a standing crop and the whole crop gets destroyed from villages
to villages and from districts to districts. This time, it is very alarming in our State
that particularly paddy crop has been affected in a large number of districts. So, I
would urge upon the Government to consider pest attack as a type of calamity and
extend the same provision which is applied to crop loan when crop loss happens
due to some calamity as it is given in the case of mid-term loans.

With these words, I conclude.
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SHRI ARVIND SAWANT (MUMBAI SOUTH): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I thank you
for giving me this opportunity. Today we are having a very important discussion
on the destruction caused by Cyclone Ockhi. I have been listening to the speeches
made by our hon. Members. While listening to them, I felt that the issues which
we are discussing now are remedial measures and we are not talking about
precautionary or preventive measures.

The Paris Agreement on Climate Change has warned the entire world to
look into the issue of Climate Change. There is a report which says that the rarity
of cyclones in the Arabian Sea in contrast to their frequency in the Bay of Bengal
appears to have caught everyone off-guard. During Cyclone Phailin in 2013 and
Cyclone Hudhud in 2014, the Indian Meteorological Department had given
advance notice of cyclone path enabling local administration to mount large scale
evacuation measures. But during the 2013 Uttarakhand flood and 2014 Srinagar
flood, though it had warned of very heavy rainfall, State Governments complained
that the forecast was too vague to take safety measures. This is what has happened

here also.

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cautioning people to take care of all these things? Cautioning is more important.
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SHRI P. KARUNAKARAN (KASARGOD): Sir, I would like to participate in the
discussion under Rule 193 initiated by Shri K.C. Venugopal, my dear friend.

At the very outset, I pay my heartfelt homage to the innocent fishermen in
Tamil Nadu, Kerala and Lakshadweep. Not only fishermen, but many others also
lost their lives during this natural calamity. First of all, I appreciate the
Government that they have decided to discuss this issue. At the same time, the
time that they have fixed is really unfortunate. You see that in the Treasury
Benches or in the Opposition Benches, very few people are there because they
want to leave to their own States. So, anyway the Government has taken this
decision.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL: We are moving an Adjournment Motion.

SHRI P. KARUNAKARAN: I have given the notice for the Calling Attention, I
have given the notice for this 193 and all that. But the Government has to take an
early decision because it is a serious issue.

Sir, I do not want to go into the controversies as some Members have
stated. I fully agree with Shri Venugopal that information was received on 30"
November. I do not want to go into the details of that as to whether we have
received that information on 18" or 28" or 29" or 30™. As far as the report that
we have got from the State Government or the State Secretary, they got it on
30™ November. They might have given it on 28" or on 29™ November, 2017. But
that is a very serious issue. That may be in Lakshwadeep or in other places.
Anyway, we will discuss as to what we can do especially in this very serious
situation. So, I do not want to blame the Government of Kerala or the Central
Government but we have to make all efforts to address the issue.

Sir, it was on the 13"™ November, 2017 that the cyclone ‘Ockhi’ had caused
very serious disastrous effects in the coastal area of Kerala. It is true that it has
affected other areas also, that is in Tamil Nadu and in Lakshwadeep. As we all
know, the State of Kerala has a very long coastal area of 650 kilometres. So,
either in tsunami or in the cyclone, when it affects, it affects to a large extent in all

the coastal districts. The most affected area in this connection is Trivandrum and
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Kollam districts. Other districts are also partially affected. It has seriously
affected the fishermen who live on the basis of fishing. Some of them have
already gone to the sea before the information was received. We know that in the
coastal area there is no other livelihood as far as the fishermen are concerned.

Sir, the tears and pains as stated by other Members is unimaginable because
they are still waiting and they do not know whether their parents will be coming
back or not. Now, we have got the report that 76 persons have died. But at the
same time, we have the information. We are getting the boats from Maharashtra or
from Goa or from Karnataka. It is because of the strong wave that it has gone to
some other destinations. Whatever may be the reasons, the people especially the
fishermen in the coastal area are suffering much and 76 is the number of persons
who have lost their lives.

As far as the houses are concerned, there are 30,000 houses partially
damaged and 350 houses are fully damaged. As far as the students are concerned,
they lost their parents and many of them have lost their lives. This is true as far as
many of the families are concerned.

As far as the agriculture sector is concerned, the coastal area is fully
damaged. Either it is the production or the cultivable area which is fully damaged.
It was already stated by Shri K.C. Venugopal. It is painful to say that the students
were not able to go to the schools just because they lost their parents and their
houses. As stated by Bhartruhari Ji, when these natural calamities come, the most
difficult situation that the State Government faces is the complete damage of
infrastructure facilities. It is either electricity or the roads or other facilities that
we have. So, it is imaginable that how much we have to address on this. The only
livelihood that the fishermen have, as you said is to go to the sea. Due to the
serious effects of the cyclone, many of the boats, though they have started from
Kerala, have gone to Tamil Nadu or to Maharashtra or to some other place. The
State Government has already declared Rs. 25 lakh to those who have lost their
live and rupees five lakh was declared to be given to those who were severely

injured. All medical facilities are extended to all the affected families and
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persons. Some of the fishermen who are admitted in other hospitals either in
Mangalore or in other States, we are extending our medical help to them also. We
are giving free ration to all the families of the coastal area. We know that the
financial assistance and the kind words would not compensate the big loss that we
have to suffer.

Kerala has not experienced such a terrible situation for the last 100 years.
So, my learned friend is unaware of Kerala. That is why, he has made such a
wrong statement. I do not want to go into those details. So, for the last 100 years,
we have not had such a terrible situation.

I appreciate that our Prime Minister has visited it; our Defence Minister,
Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman has visited it; the President of the Congress Party,
Shri Rahul Gandhi has visited and many other leaders have also visited, for it is
really the duty of the political leaders to share the tears of these people. So, this is
not the time to blame the Government as to what they do or what they do not do.
According to reports, there is a big loss in the agricultural sector. There is a loss of
7,816 acres of land as a result of this big cyclone. The Chief Minister of Kerala
has met the Prime Minister and other Ministers. We have already given the
representation. We, the MPs of both sides, either the LDF or the UDF, met the
Prime Minister and made our representation but we need an immediate assistance
from the Central Government.

Sir, it is true that there is a Natural Calamity Fund. That can be given at any
time. According to the rules of that Fund, Kerala has to get Rs.240 crore--75 per
cent from the Central Government and 25 per cent from the State Government.
But a small portion is now allotted by the Government and that is not at all
sufficient to meet the demand.

So, considering all these facts, our Government of Kerala has taken up a
comprehensive scheme. So, we have demanded Rs.7,345 crore because there is
loss in the agricultural sector; there is loss of houses; there is loss of persons and
there is loss of infrastructural facilities. So, it is a long-term process of action that

we have to take. I fully agree with Shri Venugopal that on this issue we should
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take a new chapter in our approach. It is not to blame any of the Governments
because we have no modern equipment. We have got ordinary boats. Our
fishermen have got the ordinary boats. Even for the Coastal Guards, it is
insufficient to meet the demand. Also, we have to give the modern equipment. So,
both the Central and the State Governments have to think about this. It is because
whenever we experience the natural calamity, we think about it and after that we
are forgetting it. So, this is the time to take it seriously.

Also, I strongly demand from the Government that this should be declared
as a national calamity because there were such instances in Jammu and Kashmir;
there were such instances in Mumbai and also in some other States. So, in such
instances, we had declared it as a national calamity. So, here it is the question of
the life of the people, life of the infrastructure; life of the wealth of the nation and
also of the States. So, this is the time to declare it as a national calamity. The State
Government has already requested the Central Government towards this.

The other issue I want to say about is, according to the norms prescribed by
the CRF, you see, if we lost a house, we may get only Rs.96,000. We know that it
is a very meagre amount. The Government of Kerala has decided to give houses to
all the affected families in the coastal area. We have a scheme of ‘The Life’ to
give house to a person who has no house or who has no land. Here the
compensation that is fixed earlier is very, very meagre. Also, when a boat is lost,
only Rs.9,600 is given as compensation. Really, its cost may be Rs.2 lakh or Rs.3
lakh. That is true as far as the net is concerned. It costs Rs.600 or Rs.1,000. But a
boat costs about Rs.2 lakh or Rs.3 lakh. So, that also has to be reviewed.

So, in this situation, while I appreciate the visit of the Prime Minister—we
also met the Prime Minister--we want to get a very, very immediate assistance
because we have to give a compensation of Rs.25 lakh. I admire that the Central
Government has declared Rs.2 lakh but it is very, very insufficient. It is not at all
sufficient to meet their loss. So, considering all these issues, not as the issue of
Kerala or Tamil Nadu or Lakshadweep, not as the issue of the blamed State

Governments and the Central Government, this should be really considered as an
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issue on humanitarian consideration, and the Central Government should take
such a very, very serious efforts. We, the Members from Kerala, not only the
Members of Kerala but also from other States also, request the Central
Government—the affected places are Kerala, Tamil Nadu and Lakshadweep, and
Lakshadweep is under the Central Government—to declare it as a national
calamity and take all efforts to share the tears of these fishermen and restore the
faith and trust of the people. That can be done only by action and not by words. I
think that the Central Government should take such a serious measure on this

issue. Thank you, Sir.
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*SHRI NALIN KUMAR KATEEL (DAKSHINA KANNADA) : Hon’ble
Chairman Sir, Indian philosophy teaches us to see god in every living being,
whether it is in nature, or in human being. We see god in the heart of everyone.

It is the real strength of our country. We have achieved a lot of progress in
science and technology. Since the good old days one or the other form of natural
calamities such as drought, flood, famine, cyclone is taking place in various parts
of the country time and again. It is not a new phenomenon. But this time the
‘Cyclone Ockhi’ has shaken the entire southern part of the country, particularly
the states of Tamil Nadu, Kerala and the Union Territory of Lakshadweep. These
places were severely affected by this deadly cyclone Ockhi. It also affected my
parliamentary constituency, Dakshina Kannada district in coastal region of
Karnataka. It is very unfortunately as it has created havoc especially in Tamil
Nadu, Kerala and Lakshadweep. At this juncture I would like to draw the kind
attention of all that as soon as the information received, our Hon’ble Prime
Minister Shri Narendra Modi ji has sent his cabinet colleague Smt. Nirmala
Seetharaman ji to infuse confidence in the hearts and minds the affected people.

Further, he himself visited all the affected regions in Tamil Nadu, Kerala and
Lakshadweep and instructed the authorities concerned to take all measures to
mitigate the agonies of the affected families and people. All these steps could
ensure relief and rehabilitation measures reach the affected people without any
delay. I would like to say that it is the example we set. Our NDA Government is
not a “Soot-boot Government”, our Government doesn’t believe in words but in
prompt actions. Our Government is for the farmers, our Government is for the
fishermen, our Government does everything to protect the people, whenever they
are in crisis. It is proven by our Hon’ble Prime Minister on many occasions. That
is why I whole heartedly congratulate him and also express my gratitude to him on

behalf of people of Southern India.

" English translation of the speech originally delivered in Kannada.
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SHRI P.K. BIJU (ALATHUR): Most of the affected coastal area is under Kerala.

That is the reason.

SHRI NALIN KUMAR KATEEL : The deadly cyclone Ockhi killed 87 people.

70 are from Kerala and 17 are from Tamil Nadu. More than 800 fisherman are
still missing. As per the available statistics and reports more fisherman from
Kerala were killed than Tamil Nadu. I would like to point out that the
Government Kerala had not taken immediate measures to pass on the instructions
given by the IMD to fishermen. And no adequate preventive measures were taken
to shift the fisherman to safer places; if the Government of Kerala had taken the
steps on the lines of Tamil Nadu and Lakshadweep, the number of casualties of
Kerala fishermen could have been reduced. It is clearly the ‘failure’ on the part of
Kerala Government. I would like to bring to the notice of the Hon’ble Members
some earlier incidences that our Hon’ble Prime Minister was in aboard trip at the
time of when the massive fire incident reported in Kollam. However, he curtailed
his foreign trip and visited Kollam to take stock of the situation arising due to the
unfortunate fire tragedy in Kollam. And also the immediate measures he took to

rescue the fishermen in the Cyclone Ockhi ensure that the compensation reach the

affected person in all the incidents or calamities in the country. Our beloved
Prime Minister has set the best example to all the State Governments and Chief
Ministers they should respond promptly to the situations such as natural calamities
and fire accidents. I would request all the Hon’ble Chief Ministers of the State

Governments that they must help to mitigate the agonies of affected people.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL: Hon. Chairman, Sir, [ want to say that it is not right.
He is not telling the right thing. In 2014, Dr. Manmohan Singh visited the affected
areas the next week itself. He visited that place within three-four days. ...

(Interruptions) He met the victims also. ... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Hon. Member, please sit down. Nalin ji, please continue

your speech.
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SHRI NALIN KUMAR KATEEL : 1 would also like to point out that the
Government of India has taken all possible steps. Essential materials and shelter
etc were provided to the affected people in these regions. I would recall the
services rendered by the Indian Navy. Coast guards and Disaster Management
Authorities in rescuing the people affected to cyclone Ockhi. I congratulate
them. [ would like to request the Union Government to take all necessary steps to
encourage our scientific community to conduct research and studies to provide
accurate and clear information about the weather condition well in advance. So
that it would help the authorities and the respective Governments to act in time to
save precious lives of people, and protect the valuable infrastructure and
properties of the country. More over it also help the farmers to save their standing

crops and prevent losses.

I would further like to point out that the State of Karnataka has been facing
the problems of various forms of natural calamities from the last one and a half
decade. Some parts of the State are having drought and other parts are suffering
from flood, etc., the state has lost thousands of crores of rupees due to vagaries of
nature. For example since my Dakshina Kannada district in situated in coastal
region, at has been facing the problem of “Sea Erosion” every year. Fisherman
are force to shift their dwelling units from one place to other, due to sea erosion.

Huge number of fisherman facing difficulties.

Every year the Government is spending money on various measures to
prevent soil erosion. But it is not yielding any desired result. Hence I would like
to suggest that Government should take some effective steps to erect permanent
walls to check the soil erosion using state of the art technology. The Government
should use modern technology and also best available measures at the

international level to put an end to this menace.

I hope that such permanent measures would protect not only fishermen but

also common people, including farmers, women, and children from facing any
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uncertainties. I would say that spending money on permanent measures to put an

end to sea erosion would yield appropriate and desired result.

Apart from these measures the State Governments should take better
decisions to utilize their own resources to prevent such problems instead of
blaming the Government of India. If this is done, it helps to check the loss of
public properties and infrastructures such as road, bridge, electricity etc. I would
also request the State Governments to take measures for the Welfare of all the
people as it is taken by the NDA Government under Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri
Narendar Modi Ji.

I would like to say that if the Kerala Government would have shown the
concern to save the lives of fishermen, as it was done by the Central Government.
Many lives of fishermen were saved in Tamil Nadu, and Lakshadweep because of
the prompt action of the State Governments. The Government of Kerala has
taken all the steps to protect ‘murderers’ but not done enough in the case of
fishermen suffering due to cyclone Ockhi.

SHRI P.K. BIJU : Has the Central Government given information about it to the
State of Karnataka separately? ... (Interruptions) We got the bulletin from
INCOIS for print and visual media and others concerned for public attention on
30/11/2017 at 1.30 pm. ... (Interruptions) We received a bulletin from IMD for
public attention on 30/11/2017 at 9 pm. ... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please sit down.

... (Interruptions)

SHRI NALIN KUMAR KATEEL: The State Government of Kerala was
informed about the cyclone Ockhi and about the missing of hundreds of people.

Even then these is no adequate steps taken by the State Government to trace out
their missing fishermen. I would like to say that in Dakshina Kannada district of
Karnataka the authorities have informed to fishermen about the warnings issued

by the IMD, similarly Lakshadweep and Tamil Nadu Governments also issued
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instructions to their fishermen. That is the reason why the number of casualties of
fishermen is very low these. I would like to bring to the notice of the Hon’ble
Members that two boats of Mangaluru were found in Lakshadweep. Soon, the
Government has taken measures rescue and inform the concerned authorities in
Mangaluru in Karnataka. So no tragedy is reported due to appropriate measures
taken by the Government of Lakshadweep. Whereas Kerala Government has
failed to take necessary steps in mitigating the tragedy. If the Kerala Government
alerted the fisherman about the weather condtions as soon as it had received
information from the Central Government, many precious lives of fisherman could
have been saved.

SHRI P.K. BIJU : You cannot decide about it. We won 91 out of 146 seats in
Kerala. ... (Interruptions) The people of Kerala believed in us, and will have faith
in us in the future also. ... (Interruptions) There need not be any doubt about it at
all. ... (Interruptions) You have tried to create a situation in Kerala, but it did not
work out in Kerala. ... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please sit down. He is speaking, and the hon. Member is

on his legs.

SHRI NALIN KUMAR KATEEL : So, I would once again say that the NDA
Government under the dynamic leadership of Shri Narendra Modi Ji has been
successful in taking all kinds of welfare measures for fisher folk, farmers, labors
and all the sections of the society. Had the Kerala Government followed the
similar steps, fishermen and all people of Kerala, could have been rescued from
the cyclone Ockhi. Our Hon’ble Prime Minister and our NDA Government has

been successful in winning the hearts and mind of the people of Kerala.

SHRI P.K. BIJU : Sir, he is attacking and accusing the State of Kerala. ...

(Interruptions)
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SHRI NALIN KUMAR KATEEL: Before concluding my speech I once again
express our gratitude to our Hon’ble Prime Minister Narendra Modi Ji, and
Hon’ble Minister for Defence Smt. Nirmala Sitharaman Ji for showing concern for
the people affected by cyclone Ockhi.

Thank you sir.
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PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): Sir, I rise to speak on the natural
calamity, the Cyclone Ockhi, which took place in South of India and affected the
States of Kerala, Tamil Nadu and the Union Territory of Lakshadweep very badly.
According to estimates, 120 people have died from Tamil Nadu and Kerala. In
Kerala, it is reported that 77 people have died; 100 are missing; and about a
thousand houses have been destroyed.

On behalf of the people of West Bengal, I extend my sympathies to the
people of these States, and offer condolences to the families who have lost their
people. It is a terrible thing to be caught in an open sea in a cyclone. It shows how
helpless man is against nature! With small fishing boats to go out fishing, deep
into the sea, and then, the cyclone strikes; the sea becomes unruly. Human beings
are helpless. That is what happened in Kerala and Lakshadweep and Tamil Nadu,
especially in the district of Kanyakumari, which I would describe a little later.

Sir, since the cyclone, the Kerala Government has announced Rs.25 lakh to
those who have died; the Tamil Nadu Government has allotted Rs.20 lakh to the
families of those who have died; and help is being extended. The Kerala and
Tamil Nadu Governments have also submitted their demands to the Government
of India. Even yesterday we learnt that the Centre has not yet sent its team. Only
after the Team goes, makes its report; comes back to the Home Minister, then, the
meeting will be held, and then the money will be released. At this point, we must
reach succour to those who have been harmed by the Ockhi, those whose boats
have been destroyed; those whose houses have been destroyed; and those who
have lost the next of kith and kin.

But while we discuss Ockhi, one or two points needs to be mentioned that
while nobody can prevent a natural calamity, what human beings can do is to give
advance warning so that people can take precautions. Unfortunate thing is that the
cyclone struck land, at its landfall, on the morning of 30" November. The Indian
Meteorological Department issued its cyclone warning at noon on that day. Most
of the people had gone into the sea by that time. So, the warning did not reach

them.
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Now, two points were cited. First is that people in the West Coast are not
used to cyclones. People in Odisha, your State, or in Andhra or the eastern
seaboard of Tamil Nadu are more used to cyclone. We had Phailin; we had
Hudhud; and we had the worst supercyclone in Odisha in 1999. There, the early
warning system is in place; in Kerala particularly, this early warning system
failed. I do not want to go into accusation but the Kerala Chief Minister, Mr.
Pinarayi Vijayan, whether he has done it politically or not, he has openly alleged
that Kerala was not warned about the cyclone by the Centre. No advance warning
on cyclone — Kerala CM. Shri Vijayam said that the first information the State
Government got was on 30" noon. There is no advance information of cyclone
Ockhi at all.

Our colleague, Dr. Shashi Tharoor has written a letter to the Centre to
enquire into why there was this lapse in warning people. If they had issued
warning in time, then much loss of lives could have been avoided, and maybe
much damage to property could have been avoided. Sir, you will realise that the
problem with the cyclone was that this originated in the South West of Sri Lanka.
Normally what happens, cyclones travel upwards at the rate of 13-14 km. an hour.
14.00 hrs
People expected it to go towards Maldives. But, instead of going towards
Maldives, it came towards the Lakshadweep and the Kerala side. People were
taken totally by surprise. As I said, normally the Arabian Sea is cooler than the
Bay of Bengal. As a result of this, less cyclones take place in the Arabian Sea than
in the Bay of Bengal. That has led to a state of mind. What is immediately
necessary is to look into the early warning systems in place in Kerala and in the
Southern part of Tamil Nadu as also Lakshadweep. I had been to the picturesque
Island of Lakshadweep. It is totally a small pearl in the middle of the sea. People
are helpless in Lakshadweep and in Kavarati. This early warning system ought to
be in place so that the routine is worked out properly.

Nobody knows as to how many people have been missing. Our Defence

Minister Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman went on the 4™ of December. But, still the
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Indian Navy is searching. There is also a complaint that there was a delay by the
Coast Guard and the Navy is putting their ships into action. In Kerala and
particularly in Tamil Nadu, fishermen have complained that they had told the
Coast Guard personnel to take some local fishermen with them on the ship
because they would know as to where the fishermen go to find the source of
fishing. But, it was refused in the initial stage. So, in our inquiry, we must find out
as to why there was no sufficient early warning. Why did the Coast Guard refuse
to cooperate with the fishermen and their representatives?

The Centre has given Rs.325 crore up till now. The Kerala Government has
sought a package of Rs.7,340 crore. The Prime Minister went to Tamil Nadu on
19" of December, almost more than two weeks after the incident. The Tamil Nadu
Government also submitted their demand. The Home Minister is sitting here. In
Tamil Nadu, the National Highway 98 and the State Highway 75 have been totally
destroyed.

The cyclone warning systems have let down the fishermen of Kerala and
Tamil Nadu. As it is, the Tamil Nadu fishermen are tortured. They are captured by
the Sri Lankan Navy. Kerala fishermen suffer from the attack of the trawlers and
again from the nature’s fury. The nation must extend its helping hand to these
people who brave the forces of nature to go out into the sea to catch fish and to
help our people. I can well realise the sort of misery people in Dr. Shashi
Tharoor’s constituency Thiruvananthapuram because the tip of India was the most
affected. Strangely enough, the Indian Space Research Organization has its
headquarters in Thumba, Thiruvananthapuram, which is the affected area. That is
the affected area. From a satellite, you can see clear images of cyclone forming
but why Kerala, where ISRO is located, could not know is a tragic thing which has
to be looked into.

There is a problem relating to disaster relief. Yesterday we discussed about
floods in Bengal in the months of June, July and August. The money for these
floods has not still been released. There is delay at the Central level. They say,

“You have got State relief fund. We will decide about the national disaster relief
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fund later.” But when such a cyclone or natural calamity takes place decisions
should be taken in a jiffy, more quickly. There is an urgent need to review the
deployment of search and rescue aircraft and vessels by Coastguard and the Navy
in the vicinity of Thiruvananthapuram. All these matters need to be looked into.

You would be surprised that the wind was so strong that fishermen in
Kerala went all the way up to the Maharashtra coast and took shelter there. You
can imagine, they crossed the whole coast of Karnataka and went to Maharashtra!
So, it was a really terrible thing. They should be compensated for the loss of boats.
The Government should swing into action on this matter and we must have a
figure from the Government of India telling us according to their reports exactly
how many fishermen have been killed till now and how many fishermen are still
missing because people in the coastal areas are searching for their relatives in
Thiruvananthapuram and in all the other places.

I thank you for allowing this discussion. We are not from these areas but
our heartfelt sympathies are there for the people of Tamil Nadu, Kerala and
Lakshadweep.
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SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Thank you,
Chairman Sir, for giving me the opportunity to speak in this special discussion on
the happening of the Ockhi cyclone.

First of all, on behalf of our State and our Party, we would like to extend
our sympathies and concern to all the families which have lost their family
members in this unfortunate event. On behalf of the State of Kerala, we would
request the Central Government that whatever demand has been put forward,
irrespective of the parties and irrespective of the places they come from, to take
complete responsibility and hold up their right in serving justice to the State of
Kerala, and also to Tamil Nadu and Lakshadweep.

I speak here because I come from the coastal region of Srikakulam in the
State of Andhra Pradesh. We are not totally new to cyclones. If you take our
history in the last five years, we have had major cyclones: in 2012, we had
Cyclone Phailin; in 2014, we had Cyclone Hudhud; in 2013, we had Cyclone
Laila. Recently in the month of November, we had an early warning of another
cyclone which was missed but we had heavy floods in our region.

If you see in our region in the yearly calendar, between the months of
October and December, there is no November for us; there is only the cyclone
month. What comes after October is the cyclone month. At the end of October, it
brings so much fear in the minds of farmers, fishermen and people in general that
they keep wondering what cyclone might come and what natural disaster might
come. It is at this time that we have to think of bigger challenges, not just one
cyclone at a time, based on the experiences that we have faced especially from the
Cyclone Hudhud which was devastating for the north coastal Andhra Pradesh,
especially for the city of Visakhapatnam.

I would like to put forward some suggestions to the Central Government.
Sir, whenever this kind of a natural calamity happens in the country the Central
Government sends the teams to assess the damage. I have to put forward this
suggestion, Sir, because there had been a very big delay in finding out the extent

of the damage that had happened in these places. When Hudhud had happened,
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the State Government within a week had assessed the primary damage and sent a
list to the Central Government for the support of approximately Rs.16,000 crore.
But the Central Government sent its own team. For a period of one month they
went around the affected areas and came up with a different figure.

We appreciate the fact that the Prime Minister took time and visited the
affected area. It helped us to build hope and confidence in the people but what
was to be followed up was that sufficient amount of compensation reached the
affected areas in a justified time. Like we say, ‘justice delayed is justice denied’,
support delayed is also support denied. If you send any amount of money after six
months or one year to these areas, when you have to send it within a week or two
of its happening, it does not have the same effect. So, the Central Government
should keep in mind that whatever support it intends to give to these areas, it has
to be sent with immediate effect. That is one concern that I want to put forward to
the Central Government.

There are a lot of Central Government schemes in terms of building up of
infrastructure. We have the Housing Scheme, a special scheme of PMGSY for
building up of roads and infrastructure. ~Whenever an event of such high
magnitude happens, the Central Government should associate some of these
schemes to these areas. The reason why I say this is, when Hudhud happened in
my own constituency there were areas where the roads had been completely
devastated. Till now we have not been able to lay down new roads in those areas.
We have submitted sufficient proposals to the State Government as also the
Central Government but sufficient support has still not been given. If they could
have attached those areas with one of the already existing schemes then we could
have a better chance of fulfilling the needs of that area. So, the Central
Government schemes should be given priority in these kinds of affected areas.
When that is done, the infrastructural loss that has happened in these areas can be
covered up in a better way.

First of all, in these times, we have to remember the farmers and the

fishermen community. They are the first ones to be affected. When it comes to
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the farmers of Visakhapatnam, Vizianagaram and Srikakulam, which are
completely rural areas, a lot of paddy growers are involved. November is the
harvest time for all these farmers. When the crop is ready to be harvested, when it
comes to their hand, it has been destroyed time and again by calamities like this.
Recently also, it pains me to say that, in November we again had four days of
heavy floods which actually have damaged the complete crop of our district and
also the adjacent district of Vizianagaram. For this reason I would request the
Central Government to take up a special plan, at least in the coastal areas, to build
storage facilities for these farmers because in these times they are totally helpless.

If you consider my district, every year the production of paddy is up to 10
lakh metric tonne but the storage capacity that we have is just a mere 2.5 lakh
metric tonne. What about the extra production that we have? Even if we want to
send it to other districts or other States, it takes at least one or two months. What
happens to this paddy? It just lies on the fields, just lies in front of their houses
waiting to be damaged. So, the Central Government needs to come up with a
special plan to build up storage facility, especially for the agricultural production
that happens along the coastal areas.

Also, when it comes to the fishermen community, they all are registered
under the insurance scheme but they get entangled in the paper work. When they
start the paper work, it takes a minimum of two to six months. For one year they
do not get the necessary compensation which otherwise they should get. So, there
has to be an effective mechanism. In times like this and when people are facing
such pain and horror, we have to take extra responsibility in reaching out to them
and we need to simplify the measures and ways by which we can send the money
to the bereaved families. So, the Central Government should take the
responsibility in simplifying the measures and in offering the compensation to the
families, especially to the fishermen community. I need five minutes. I come from
an area which is being continuously affected by cyclone.

When it comes to the businesses also, the companies get affected by the

infrastructure. They also apply for insurance. My suggestion to the Central
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Government is this. The Central Government should, at least, give 50 per cent of
the insurance claims immediately. It will help the companies to restart themselves.
You know as to how much loss it is for the companies if they cannot run also. So,
at least, from the insurance companies, if the Central Government takes the
responsibility of offering them 50 per cent of the insurance in the immediate
aftermath, then they can at least start their activity at the earliest.

What pinches me, time and again, is that we are terming all these disasters
as natural disasters. But, what we have to keep in mind is that in some way, it is
like a man-made disaster only. Whatever calamity has happened due to Ockhi
cyclone, it is because of the warming of seas and it is associated with global
warming, which is the doings of the humans itself. So, just by terming it as a
natural disaster, we are resisting ourselves to look into the preventive measures
which need to be taken on behalf of human beings itself. Instead of looking at
remedial measures, we also need to look at the preventive measures and as to how
to effectively counter these kinds of global climate changes. I am coming from a
coastal place. I have one suggestion. If you do a lot of afforestation in the coastal
areas, it will actually protect the coastal community and will also help in
countering the global climate change that we have. So, there are some innovative,
simple and creative ideas that we can do to counter it. It might look like a very big
cyclone for us, but small steps which are taken today, can effectively counter it in
future. So, the Central Government should sit down with all the related
departments — whether it is agriculture, business, industry or commerce and chart
out a proper plan when it comes to natural calamities. Just by having one
discussion whenever a calamity happens and just by sending some amount to the
respective States, will not help in the future. It is time that we should all sit down
together and chart out a proper plan in countering these kinds of natural calamities
in the future.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Now, Shri A.P. Jithender Reddy.
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SHRI A.P. JITHENDER REDDY (MAHABUBNAGAR): Sir, thank you very
much for giving me an opportunity to discuss on the natural calamities in various
parts of the country, with special reference to Ockhi cyclone in South India. On
behalf of my party, TRS, I extend my heartful condolences to the families affected
by the cyclone. Human being boasts that he can fight anything against the
Universe. But, we should realize that no person can fight against the Nature. The
example is Ockhi cyclone. The natural calamities are not under our control. That
is why, we believe in Almighty God. I go to Tirupati often to pray to Lord
Venkateswara.

Sir, in the year 2017, we have seen a record number of floods across
various States including Assam, Gujarat and Tamil Nadu, which claimed hundreds
of lives. When the current Government took power, they had promised to make
the country more disaster resistant. However, three years since the Government is
in power, the top post in the National Disaster Management Authority is lying
vacant. In July this year, the hon. High Court of Delhi had to intervene and asked
the Government to fill the vacant post in the National Disaster Management
Authority and National Institute of Disaster Management.

The post of Vice Chairman and the post of Secretary were lying vacant in
NDMA since 2014 and there were no efforts to fill them. To effectively combat a
disaster, the management needs proper guidance and coordination from the top
authorities. Vacancies of crucial top posts for a long period affects proper
functioning of the organization. This should have been taken care of in a timely
manner by the government.

Now, I would like to raise certain issues of my home State of Telangana
which it faces. Telangana suffers from irregular and unseasonal rainfalls. We have
had drought months in August and July and there was unseasonal excessive
rainfall in the month of October of this year. We have a problem of drought which
fortunately was not there this year but during the later part of monsoon season,

there was the problem of excessive rainfall.
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I would like to speak on the problems that arise due to such inconsistent
rainfalls. During the initial period of monsoon season this year, there was an
alarming crisis of drinking water due to deficit rainfall that had taken place last
year. This acute shortage of drinking water is also caused due to pending issue of
water sharing of Krishna River between erstwhile Andhra Pradesh and Karnataka.
The Telangana Government sent an official letter to Karnataka Government in
August of this year to release 15 TMC of Krishna water. Both the Water Tribunal
and the Krishna River Management Board have been unsuccessful in settling the
water sharing issue.

KRMB has been unable to even stop water diverting techniques used by
Karnataka as well as by Andhra Pradesh. They have not been successful in
convincing any of the States to divert water in times of acute need. In my own
constituency, Mahbubnagar, there is a problem of drinking water shortage in many
of the divisions. For 15 days in a month, water is not released from the Karnataka
side.

This period of drought was followed by a period of excessive rainfall. Till
mid-October of this year, around 98,000 hectares of sown land in Telangana was
affected after two weeks of heavy unseasonal rainfall. In many places, the rainfall
was way above the annual average. The State Agricultural Department assessed
the damage caused and stated in the preliminary report that close to 1.3 lakh
farmers got affected due to these rains. Now the farmers had sown cotton on over
49 per cent of the farm lands during the Kharif period. This cotton cultivation was
spread over 1.9 million hectares. Out of this, around 73,000 hectares of cotton
produce was damaged in the rains. Due to this, the farmers faced problems in
selling their produce. There was no initial support from the Cotton Corporation of
India. The cotton produced was of B Grade quality owing to the climatic
conditions. We have to speak to the Minister of Textiles in this regard. She came
to the rescue of cotton farmers this year. They supported in buying B Grade

cotton also.
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In cases of other commodities like paddy, there is procedure to purchase
the produce in discoloured form if that is due to climatic conditions. Such a
procedure should be extended to other produce such as cotton too. The Ministry of
Textiles should take note of this. This time they have come forward and saved the
farmers by buying the cotton. I would request Shri Radha Mohan Ji also to please
help in buying the paddy and save the lives of the farmers when such an excessive

rainfall is there.
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DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): Sir, I have been
listening attentively to debate so far and I have to say that for me this is not a
theoretical matter or second hand issue. I was there when the cyclone started. I
was in Thiruvananthapuram, the night of the 29™ and the 30™. 1 actually went out
to the coastal area in the morning of the 30™. There were extremely heavy rains
and howling winds. In fact, we were expecting the next day the visit of our party
leader Shri Rahul Gandhi ji. I remember filming on my phone the posters and
hoardings put up for him fluttering, flying about in the breeze and the tents that
had been constructed for him for his function was already being ripped apart by
the winds. I said that this function is not going to happen; this is going to get
worse.

Having seen it from that point, I can assure you that what developed after
that was a matter of intense personal concern because over the next few days I had
the mortification, not just of watching it unfold and helping with some of the
coordination of the response, including calling Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman at
home and pulling her out and she was extremely helpful and responsive, calling
the Coast Guard officials myself. Apart from all of that there is also the fact that I
then had to go to the homes of those who were bereaved, either who had lost
people certainly or whose people were missing, whose loved ones were missing.

There is really something terribly sobering to go to village after village;
there is a billboard with photographs and names of the people missing, very often
young people, teenagers in some cases, husbands, fathers, brothers. I had gone to a
make-shift shrine where four women were waiting for the return of their loved
ones and I lit agarbattis and prayed with them. I went to homes of people in which
both children, in some cases both brothers, had gone. There were cases in which
one brother had come back and another had disappeared under the waves. |
remember walking into a church where every inch was occupied by the families of
wailing women waiting for news of their loved ones. Some had lost her father;

some had lost their brothers and sons and some were in complete despair because

they had no place to go because their homes had also been shattered by the
howling gust of wind.

This is a major national calamity and I urge the Government to recognise it
for what it is. Frankly, in this part of the country hardly anyone paid attention
because the Gujarat elections were on and that is what the media was focussed on.
But the lives of hundreds of people have been affected. In Kerala 77 are certain,
confirmed killed, still over a hundred missing almost certainly not likely to come
back. In Tamil Nadu the numbers, particularly in Kanyakumari are also high. We
have had lots of boats missing and a boat is not just a boat, and it is not just like
using a car, it is a means of livelihood for poor people who have nothing else.
Then you have the houses that have been damaged as well and the psychological
trauma waiting for news of their loved ones. This really is a horrendous human
tragedy that we in Parliament must truly grasp and understand the nature of.

I would like to say with deep respect to the Home Minister, who is here for
us today, that there is no substitute for a serious enquiry into what happened. I
have had the privilege of calling on the hon. Prime Minister both alone and
subsequently with MPs from Kerala. When I met him alone I did say that it was
extremely important that an enquiry be conducted so that we know exactly what
happened. Take the debate that we had a little earlier today on the warning issues.
Both sides, as you know, were shouting at each other here and I do not want to
enter into that.

What I do want to say is that I have looked into this with some detail. |
have the Indian Meteorological Department official’s cyclone warning document -
- The Standard Operating Procedures of the Indian Meteorological Department.
According to that there are four stages. There is a pre-cyclone watch which would
be for early potential disturbances; there is a cyclone alert which is supposed to be
48 hours before a cyclone; there is a cyclone warning 24 hours before and then
post landfall outlook until the disturbances subside. Now, what have we got here?
I have looked at the actual bulletins received in Kerala. I can tell you that there is

only reference to a depression and deep depression. I have actually got the exact
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wordings. I do not want to waste the time of this House. I have conveyed this to
the hon. Prime Minister also. At 11.50 am on 29™ it says that there is depression
over South-West in Bay of Bengal of Sri Lankan Coast; 30™ at 5.30 am, it says
deep depression over the Comorin area, that is Kanyakumari area and
neighbourhood; at 8.30 am on 30" it still says deep depression over Comorin area
and cyclone alert for Lakshadweep islands and it is only at 12 noon on 30" it says
that it is the cyclonic storm Ockhi.

By that time, the cyclone had hit. People had gone out to sea as late as the
previous night. May be those who had gone out two or three days earlier could not
have been saved. The sad thing is, people who went out literally until such time as
the cyclone hit could not be saved. To my mind, there is something to be looked at
as how we allowed this to happen, how could precious human lives have been lost.
I leave the question of blame game between the IMD and the State Meteorological
Department to them. I think the Central Government, as a neutral player, should
definitely conduct an inquiry into this issue. But this is not the only issue. There is
very seriously the question of protocols and the equipment for search and rescue.

I do not claim to be objective or neutral. I am basing myself on the
complaints of the fisher people and the people in the fishing villages who have
spoken to me. They say, for example, that on the 29" night, when they first got the
disstress signals from some of their fishermen, the Coast Guards were unwilling to
go out. They also claim — the Coast Guard may not confirm this and we need to
know what the truth is — that when the Coast Guard did go out on 30" they could
find nobody. In fact, I believe in the entire day they only found one person. That
was unacceptable when there were hundreds or people out in peril at that time.
They also pointed out that when the Navy got involved — I am very pleased that
the Defence Ministry responded as soon as an appeal was made to them — they did
not know where to look. The Coast Guard has a territorial limit of 12 nautical
miles. They cannot go beyond that. But the Navy can go much farther. In fact,
they can go as far as they wish. But they did not know where to look.
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According to fisher people, for four days no one agreed to take the local
people on-board the ships to actually find them. When the Navy went out, one of
the people who went on board the Navy ship told me that they found a body
floating, but the Navy said, ‘We cannot take this body because we have no
facilities to keep the body on board. We not have no mobile ice boxes; we have no
deep freeze facilities, etc. So, we cannot take the body’. This was a horrifying
thing to the fisher people when families are waiting desperately for news of what
happened to their loved ones.

I immediately called the Defence Minister from the village as soon as this
news reached me. The Navy issued a statement saying that they have not refused
to pick up anybody, but in the same statement they said that they are still in the
process of acquiring mobile mortuaries. I think one can draw a very clear
inference. They did not have it and the fishermen have no reason to tell a lie to
me. So, these are very serious issues that also need to be the subject of a serious
inquiry.

The third question is about the infrastructure. That also needs to be looked
at. Prof. Saugata Roy very rightly mentioned about the Vikram Sarabhai Space
Centre and the satellite. It is not just the question of satellite. The Central
Government has spent Rs. 20 crore on a Doppler radar system, that is supposed to
warn about cyclones. What happened to that? Did it work or did it not work? If it
worked, where did the information go? Who is responsible for neglecting the
information? I think there my hon. friend, Prof. Saugata Roy is totally correct. The
Vikram Sarabhai Space Centre is based there, and that too in Thumba in
Thiruvananthapuram itself, in my constituency. Yet the information did not reach
the people whose lives, therefore, could not be saved. That too needs to be looked
at. I hope that the investigation would cover this.

Are our existing protocols adequate? What about the Joint Typhoon
Warning Centre that was set up in US? Can we participate? Are there financial
issues preventing us? We are being increasingly subject to weather disturbances.

Let us face it. Global warming is making weather all the more unpredictable. It
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has been pointed out by an earlier speaker that normally typhoons are on the
eastern side. They occur in Bay of Bengal not in the Arabian Sea side. Today we
have seen a cyclone coming right from south-west Sri Lanka, pass Kanyakumari
to Thiruvananthapuram and to Lakshadweep. This is news. We must prepare for
this and if it means more expenditure please let us do this.

The fourth aspect of an inquiry must be deployment. Where are we
deploying our search and rescue vessel capacity? I am sorry to say that there is
very little in Thiruvananthapuram. The search and rescue aircraft and vessels that
exist are actually in Kochi. That means we are losing half an hour to one hour
each time even by air if we have to do any serious search and rescue. ...
(Interruptions) There is nobody in this House who is more affected than me. My
constituency is the most affected. Please give me five minutes more.

Sir, 77 people from my constituency have died. I suggested to the Prime
Minister and to the Defence Minister that we set up, in our country, the marine
equivalent of the Territorial Army. We have a Territorial Army. If one day, God
forbid, there is a serious war, we will be pressing the Territorial Army into
service. Why can we not do this at the level of the Coast Guard for our fisher
people? We can hire people from the fishing community — people who understand
the sea, people who understand the problems, they understand where the fisher
people are going — give them one month’s training, recruit them and thereafter
they can go back to their normal profession and then, perhaps, whenever there is a
natural calamity and search and rescue issue, we can bring them on board and get
them to go. If the reason why the Coast Guard and the Navy initially did not
accept these people is because they felt that they are not professionally trained,
then my suggestion to the Home Minister would actually respond to this need
because you would be able to train them and as trained people, they would be able
to go on these Naval Ships and guide them to rescuing lives. This is my humble
request to the Government.

I finally want to end on the issue that everybody has already spoken about

because I realise there is not much new to be said and that is the question of
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compensation. The fact is that when the Finance Minister replied yesterday to the
discussion on the Supplementary Demands, I suggested that there should be a
serious compensation package. But he only referred to the existing national
disaster funds that are administered by your Ministry. Now you know, Sir, that
that is not adequate. The entire Prime Minister’s Relief Fund is only Rs. 153 crore
whereas for this crisis alone, we have got, from the Kerala Government, a request
for Rs. 7,348 crore and from the Tamil Nadu Government, I believe the request is
for about Rs. 9,000 crore. Frankly, it needs, if necessary, a separate appropriation
to deal with this calamity. Let me stress that it is not just compensating the
families of those who have lost their lives or those who have been injured. There,
you can give Rs. 25 lakh as the Kerala Government is giving or Rs. Five lakh to
the injured and you can add some money to rebuild houses. But this is not enough.
We need some structural steps to be taken so that the money that we are asking for
from the Central Government can be used constructively.

My colleague has mentioned about Pulimuttu, sea walls that break the force
of the water. That is one thing certainly on which resources have not adequately
been devoted. I can assure you about this because I go up and down my coastal
areas. We do not have enough of these and, in fact, whatever building occurred, it
occurred many years ago and there have not been resources available. I would go
beyond that. I would say that your team should go at the earliest and look not only
at immediate needs prompted by the disaster, but also at medium term and long
term needs. Amongst the medium term needs, I would stress very much the
necessary infrastructure that I have just mentioned. But equally in the longer term
needs, I would like to request that this is the time when we have to think in a
visionary way. Can we live in a society in which the children of fishermen are
condemned to only being fishermen? Can we not give them serious vocational
training and skill development so that many of them can move away from this
profession? I would say that both agriculture and fishing are now in a position
where more people are trying to live from these professions than the professions

are able to sustain. This is a very serious challenge facing our country. If we
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approach it with vision, we have to say that we do not need so many people on the
farms, we do not need so many people out at sea. There is so much desperation.
As an MP, I have had cases of the boats of the fishermen from my constituency
being arrested in Diego Garcia by the British. They have gone that far because
they cannot get adequate fish in the waters closer to India. We have over-fished
these waters. So, the livelihood issue is serious and, I believe that we should take
the opportunity of this disaster to approach the matter with vision and conviction
and come up with a solution that will give us a long term solution to the problems
of the entire fishing community.

I do want to add one final word of appreciation. I do realise that when we,
in Parliament, seem to be critical, it is because the criticisms are coming to us that
we are also, perhaps, coming across as ungrateful. I want to place on record our
gratitude to all the men and women of the Coast Guard and the Navy. I have
spoken to some of them and they have done as much as they could, I am sure, and
with the best heart. I do not want anyone to think that we are ungrateful or that the
fishing community is ungrateful. So, I appreciate, as I said earlier, the
responsiveness of the Central Government.

I spoke to Nirmala ji on 30™ and by 4™ of December, she was there
personally. The Prime Minister had been there a couple of days ago. This is good
and we appreciate the fact that the Central Government is giving importance to
this issue. We will not say the importance it deserves because for us there it
deserves even more and more urgent importance but there is some importance. 1|
will be very grateful, if, in addition to the gratitude, the long-term outcomes reflect

your commitment to resolving this. Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir.
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MOHAMMED FAIZAL (LAKSHADWEEP): Sir, thank you very much for
allowing me to participate in this discussion on Ockhi cyclone affected areas
under Rule 193.

On 29", we got the information that there is a huge cyclonic effect going to
happen. On the same day, I think, in the evening, I spoke to the hon. Home
Minister Shri Rajnath Singh ji over phone. He was very well available on phone
and we spoke to each other. I updated him about the situation. Immediately, he
said: “The Home Ministry is there with you for all support.” On the very next
day, on 30", under the Chairmanship of our Administrator Farooq Khan, we had a
meeting with top officers. We passed the information to all the Islands, the sub-
Divisional offices, took precautionary measures as the cyclone was likely to hit
Lakshadweep, especially, Minicoy and Kalpeni Island, etc. = With these
precautionary measures, thanks to God, no causality happened in Lakshadweep.
On the 30" night, around 2.30 a.m., it started hitting Kalpeni and Minicoy Islands
very badly. To my knowledge, after 1968, we had a big hit of cyclone in Kalpeni,
after that this is the most dangerous one that Lakshadweep has ever witnessed.
Since the precautionary measures were very good, we had closed schools by
declaring holidays. All the schools were opened as rehabilitation centres. People
who had taken shelter at sea shores, we rescued and rehabilitated them in schools.
I would like to extend my thanks to the people of Lakshadweep who have
cooperated with the Lakshadweep Administration very well. Normally, what
happenes is that people never leave their houses to come to rehabilitate areas.
Therefore, once again, I would like to extend my thanks to the people of
Lakshadweep for their cooperation. On the very next day, the 30" night, at around
2.30 a.m., this cyclone had hit these two islands very badly. I was not able to
communicate back to those islands because the communication measures were
damaged. There was no electricity. There was no source of communication
available. So, I personally took this matter again to the Home Minister saying:
“Sir, this is the issue and we are not in a position to contact the people over there,

especially, the people of these two Islands.” By God’s grace, around 10 o’clock, I
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got connected with the people. Then I got the visuals of these Islands. You
cannot imagine the force of water flushing inside the Islands. It has crossed half
of the Island too. It has damaged all the compound walls. Nearly, one lakh
coconut trees were uprooted.

When you speak about the fishermen and their fishing boats, in Minicoy
Island, I personally walked into all the houses of the affected areas. In Minicoy
Island, where nearly 15 fishing boats are there, which are most sophisticated and
which cost nearly Rs. 30 lakh to Rs. 40 lakh per boat, by seeing with their naked
eyes, they could not do anything. That was supposed to be the safest area, lagoon
area, I would say, even in that area, they were not in a position to save their boats.
When I stepped into their houses, they asked me: THU |Ed 3@ 81 R HA? AN

When we talk about coconut trees in Minicoy, one lakh coconut trees have
been uprooted there. Rest of the coconut trees standing now seem to be non-
fertile. It is because, the wind which was blowing to Minicoy Island was blowing
at the speed of nearly 135 kilometres per hour. You can imagine, wind blowing at
the speed of 135 kilometres per hour for eight hours continuously and going like a
round. The fertility of coconut trees are damaged. Now, entirely, the Minicoy
Island is not in a position to get coconut. Now we have to transport it from other
islands to Minicoy Island. That itself is a very huge damage.

Thirdly, in Minicoy, several houses partially got damaged. All roofed
houses have been taken away by wind. Wind has taken away all the roofs of
houses. Falling of coconut trees on houses has completely damaged them. The
amount of damage to these two Islands has contributed nearly to Rs. 150 to Rs.
300 crore. When we took a meeting of Parliamentary Standing Committee on
MHA yesterday, Lakshadweep Administration is yet to give the correct quantum

of assessment of loss happened so far. The Lakshadweep Administration falls
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under the direct control of the Home Ministry. So, I would request the Home
Minister to take initiation to get the assessment as quickly as possible and also the
compensation thereof. As was said earlier, the fishermen who had their fishing
boats there, their livelihood has stopped now. The solace which the Government
is envisaging to give, that should be given in a very fast mode and it should not be
delayed.

I have to put some suggestions for the future aspect of Lakshadweep. As
you know, Lakshadweep is surrounded by seawater. There is no shelter for
anything. There is no protection wall as of now constructed. A total of 26 islands
are there out of which 10 are inhabited. The 10 inhabited islands would constitute
nearly 100 kilometres area. We have requested even the Prime Minister also.
When he visited Lakshadweep, he had a serious view on these Islands. He had a
discussion with the elected representatives also. In that also, I have requested the
hon. Prime Minister — I am requesting the Home Minister also — to have a
retention wall, a protection wall around the islands so that they can be protected
against the force of water to a certain extent. At the same time, we need shelter in
all the islands. Whenever such huge cyclonic effect is happening in the islands,
we need to have a shelter, a breakwater type of a thing so that our boats, motor
sailing vessels can be sheltered inside the island very safely.

I would like to mention one more thing. In the capital island, Kavaratti
Island, on the 30™ night, a motor sailing vessel which we call dhow, which carried
around 150 metric tonnes, which is an active transport for the livelihood of people
from Mangalore and Calicut to Island, this dhow was there in the eastern side of
Kavaratti Island. Before the cyclone hitting Kavaratti Island, it was very well
available in Kavaratti. But we could not do anything. Even the presence of Coast
Guard and Navy was there in the Island but they could not do anything to save this
vessel. For the whole day, the vessel was in the mid sea. Finally, by God’s grace,
there was a ship of Lakshadweep Administration, in outer named MV Kodithala.
They went and rescued the persons from the boat. They had to abandon the ship.

So, taking all these aspects into consideration, I would urge upon the Home
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Ministry to release the solace, the help as quickly as possible so that especially the
fishermen who have lost their boats, who have lost their source of income, could
get relief. Please look into that matter and release the grant as quickly as possible.

Thank you very much, Sir.
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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you Sir for giving me this
opportunity to intervene in this debate.

First of all, I would like to pay my tributes to the persons of poor fishermen
who lost their lives and also pay my condolences to the family members of the
bereaved families.

Sir, as rightly, just now, Mr. Shashi Tharoor, has narrated the incident in a
well structured way, I would also like to submit before you the second worst
affected district in the State of Kerala which is my constituency, the Kollam
constituency. Kindly permit me some time so that I can substantiate my points
just before the hon. Minister.

Sir, this is the second tragedy which my Constituency had to face. In 2016,
there was a Puttingal Temple tragedy. In that, 108 precious lives were lost. And,
this is the second tragedy which we are facing. So, the first submission which I
would like to make is, this has to be considered as a national calamity. I know the
hon. Minister may also reply that according to the National Disaster Management
Act there is no provision for declaring it as a national calamity. Since 2000, the
Act has come into force and there is no such provision. Even then, it is our humble
request beyond all the political barriers that we, the people from Kerala as well as
Tamil Nadu, Lakshadweep and all the States, are demanding unanimously that this
should be considered as a national calamity and such a significance and
importance should be given in giving the rehabilitation package and doing the
relief measures. That is the first submission which I would like to make.

Regarding the condition of the fishermen in the coastal area, rightly Shri
Venugopal has said that we are giving so many amenities, facilities, rights and
privileges to the Adivasi and the Tribal people who are living in the forests and we
have enacted a law also, that is, the Right to Forest Act. But if you see the living
conditions of the poor fishermen in the coastal area, it is also in a very bitter
shape. So, these fishermen in the coastal area should be compared and they should
be considered as equal to that of the Adivasi people in the forest areas. If the

Tribal people or the Adivasi people are having the right to forests, similarly the
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fisherman is having the right to sea or right to enjoy the sea. Such a privilege and
right should be given to the fishermen. That is the second submission which I
would like to make.

Regarding the other pathetic situation, I am not going to narrate it. I was
there on 30™ and on 1% and for the five days, I was in the coastal area, involved in
the relief and rescue operations and visited so many houses and all that. We were
all fully actively involved in this. Sir, regarding the disaster management,
according to me, on perusal, there are mainly three stages. The first stage is to
mitigate and minimise the impact of disaster by giving warning or by giving alert
warning. The second stage is the relief and rescue operations, and the third stage is
the rehabilitation. These are the precautionary and preventive measures which
have to be taken at the first stage, that is, what is called the ‘alert warning’.

Sir, what is happening in this House and outside the House also is that a big
political blame-game is going on. The Government of India is saying that
sufficient warning has already been given to the State Governments but the State
Governments have not acted upon the warnings given by the Indian
Meteorological Department of the Central Government. That controversy 1is still
there. When I hear my learned friend, Faizal, he is saying that in Lakshadweep
they have taken all precautionary measures so as to prevent or mitigate the
calamities or the casualties. So, as rightly Dr. Shashi Tharoor has pointed out, in
order to clear the cloud of suspicion, an inquiry is highly essential and the
responsibility has to be fixed. Who is responsible for this? The Government of
India is saying that they have given intimation on 28", 29™ and 30" but the State
Government is saying and even the Chief Minister has specifically and
categorically stated in the Press Conference that the State Government of Kerala
has received the cyclone message only by the noon of 30™ of November. Which is
the truth? The country wants to know at whose fault it has happened.

Suppose on 29" sufficient warning is given to the fishermen or on 30™
sufficient warning is given to the fishermen, so many lives of poor fishermen

could have been saved. So many lives of the poor fishermen could have been
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saved if sufficient warning has been given in the proper time. Unfortunately, that
has not been done. So, my third point which I would like to make is that some
responsibility has to be fixed so that it shall not happen in the future. So, those
precautionary and preventive measures have to be taken.

Coming to the fourth point, that is, regarding the rescue and relief
operations, the effort of the Government of India is clumsy. I was witnessing these
operations in all these places. I also tried to contact the hon. Minister’s office. I
could get his Private Secretary and I had detailed all these issues also. I would say
that for the first three days, the rescue operations were in a very bad shape. I can
very well say and I could very well witness it. Even the Navy, the Coastguard, the
Marine Enforcement—all these forces were not active for the first 2-3 days
15.00 hrs

After three days, we do admit that they did a wonderful service. We are not
disputing that. But on the first three days of the calamity when the people were
facing a lot of problems, these services were in a very bad shape and there was no
coordination.

Sir, when the cyclone hit heavily, there was no warlike mobilization and
action. That is the hallmark of disaster management! When a calamity takes place,
an immediate warlike mobilization and action is required. Unfortunately, in the
Ockhi cyclone, such an action was not seen. No coordination was there. As a
result of this, many precious lives were lost.

Sir, we are having the Disaster Management Act, 2005. The National
Policy on Disaster Management, 2009 is there. There is also a Disaster
Management Plan of 2016. Then, a National Response Force is also created by the
Government of India. But, unfortunately, the services of these Forces were not
satisfactory and upto the mark.

My next point is about rehabilitation.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please conclude.
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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : Sir, I will conclude in just two minutes. We
will finish it before 3.30 pm before the Private Members’ Business....

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : Sir, we want the reply.
SHRI ANANTHKUMAR: Shall I tell you one thing! You know the limitation. At
3.30 we have to start the Private Members’ Business. I request you to be brief,
please.
SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : I thank the hon. Chair and the hon. Minister.

Regarding rehabilitation package, yesterday we intervened and said that
disaster management and relief package is not sufficient. A separate relief package
is required just like the Tsunami Rehabilitation Package. The Tsunami
Rehabilitation Package is not according to the provisions of the Disaster
Management Act. It is entirely different. So, in this case also, a separate package
is required.

My last point is about certain suggestions. They are very important
suggestions. ... (Interruptions) The coastal States should be empowered with sea
disaster management systems. A Coastal Rescue Force has to be constituted....
(Interruptions) Warning systems should be revamped. Coastal protection should
be given prime importance by constructing sea walls... (Interruptions) A separate

Fishery Ministry is highly essential. With these words, I conclude my speech.
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SHRI JOSE K. MANI (KOTTAYAM): Thank you, Sir, for allowing me to
participate in this discussion. On November 29™ and 30" the country saw and
especially most of the South Indian States saw the most devastating cyclone in
South India, mainly in the State of Kerala. It has taken the life of almost more than
75 people and more than 300 fishermen are still found missing. After Tsunami,
perhaps, this cyclone has been the most devastating one during the last two
decades.

Here, I just want to be precise and make a point for submission and as the
hon. Member, Shri Premachandran said, since it hit many people in most of the
States, the Centre should declare it as a national calamity and there should be a
comprehensive package for the fishermen.

Then, regarding lapse, I do not want to blame the Central Government or
the State Governments, but definitely there has been a lapse with regard to the
disaster management system; there has also been a lapse on the part of the
Meteorological Department. If you take, for example, the case of advanced
countries like America and Europe, whenever such a calamity takes place, a
warning or an alert is given to the cyclone prone areas many days or sometimes
weeks before. But here, what we find is that, the related warning is given just one
or two days before its occurrence. It takes two to three days for fishermen to go
for a catch into the deep sea and there is no way to communicate with them in
such a short time when the calamity takes place.

Sir, as you know, with regard to information and technology, India is far
ahead than any other country in the world. But still we do not have a system to
warn and issue alert about such calamities well in advance.

Sir, another major point which I would like to mention is that the Fisheries
Department nation-wide has given about Rs. 35,000 to the nation as revenue.
There is a high demand that the Fisheries Department should be converted into a
separate Ministry, the Fisheries Ministry. As one of my colleagues mentioned,

before the election, the BJP manifesto had mentioned that when they come to
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power, the Fisheries Ministry will be formed, but it has not been formed till date.
My submission would be to form a separate Fisheries Ministry.

My last submission is that whenever such incidents take place, a team from
the Centre visits the area which is affected. Generally, it takes months together or
maybe years. But what we need is that immediate attention should be paid to it
and immediately a team should visit the affected area, and assistance should be
given as early as possible.

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SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL: Hon. Minister, we are raising a serious issue of early
warning system. As you rightly pointed out, the Central Government agency has
given three, four warnings to the Government of Kerala about deep depression.
But as per your records, the message about cyclone was given only on 30"
November at 12.30 p.m. Therefore, there is a need for an enquiry into that. Had
the warning been given at an early date, things would have been different. But,
both the Central Government and the State Government failed in this regard. It is
not the fault of the fishermen. We could have saved the fishermen. This is a
special case. It is a national calamity. Therefore, there is a need for a separate
package for this purpose. There is also a need for an enquiry into this matter. I
would like to know whether the Home Minister is going to reply on that.

A control and co-ordination centre has been already set up at the Joint

Operation Centre of Navy at Kochi. This includes State Government
representatives from Tamil Nadu and Kerala; the Lakshadweep Administrator is
also in this Committee; the members from Tamil Nadu and Kerala Fisheries are
also there. The coastal police and the State Disaster Management Authorities are
also members of the Joint Operation Centre. All inputs of missing fishermen are
collected by the State Governments. I would not go into much detail now.

I would now like to say something regarding the issues raised by Dr. Shashi
Tharoor. Dr.Tharoor asked me regarding the protocol for search and rescue
operations. An immediate response by the Navy and Coastguard was given. On
29™ November, 2017, three of the ICG ships sailed in the night. On the 30™
November, 2017, both Navy and ICG ships sailed out. Aircraft searches were

launched. Search by aircraft depends on prevalent weather. Flight safety requires
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aircraft to launch if weather conditions permit. However, as early as possible,
aircraft were launched on 30™ November, 2017 itself. Both Navy and Coastguard,
on 30™ November, 2017, rescued and assisted 136 fishermen at sea, of both Tamil
Nadu and Kerala.

The Ministry of Defence, under the chairmanship of Brigadier Pokhriyal,
appointed a Committee to examine the risk assessment of certain Army
establishments and to determine the minimum safety distance. After a lot of
deliberation, this Committee submitted its Report in respect of those Army
establishments. The Ministry of Defence had issued different guidelines in 2011,
in 2015 and the latest one was issued in 2016. The implementation issues were
deliberated in the meeting. This has kept in mind the concerns expressed and the
suggestions made by hon. MPs during the discussion on 28™ July, 2017 on the
Private Members’ Resolution. During that meeting it was decided, in the presence
of RM, that the three services, the Army, the Air Force the Navy and the Coast
Guard shall carry out threat assessment of their installations and establishments
and categorise them into high risk, medium risk and low risk. Depending upon the
risk factor involved, they will work out the minimum safety distance for the
imposition of restriction on the use and enjoyment of land, building, etc. While
stipulating the minimum safety distance, all the services were given the
instruction, that efforts should be made to ensure that they are not unduly
restrictive and at the same time do not compromise the security of the defence
establishments. ... (Interruptions)

I am coming to that. We have addressed all the concerns expressed by
Members. I am coming to what you want to say. After this instruction, this
Committee submitted the Report. The Army Headquarters has already submitted a
list of more than 400 establishments along with risk categorization and
corresponding restriction to be imposed on the construction and repair work in the
vicinity of these establishments. All your concerns have been taken care of in that.
Similarly, the Navy has also forwarded a list of more than 80 naval
establishments, including those of Mumbai. This is regarding the amendment in

the NoC guideline. The hon. Member is from Mumbai and he knows it. The Air
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Force and the Coast Guard have carried out similar exercise in respect of their
establishments. This list of installations received from the Army, the Air Force,
the Navy and the Coast Guard along with their categorization and the restrictions
recommended for imposition, both in terms of construction and repair of existing
buildings as well as height restriction is presently being examined in the Ministry.
The exercise requires due diligence so as to ensure that on the one hand the
security of these establishments does not get jeopardized and on the other hand
people are not inconvenienced in undertaking repairs, renovation of the existing
buildings and new constructions. This is what 1 want to submit. So, positive
things are happening. As I said, this exercise requires due diligence so as to ensure
that the security of these establishments does not get jeopardised and at the same

time to ensure that people are not inconvenienced. Thank you.
