(d) the names of the States who have allotted land free of cost for TCSP; and

(a)to(c):  Yes, Madam. The Ministry of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSME) has 
Technology Centre Systems Programme (TCSP) to set up 15 new Technology Centres (TCs) 
and upgrade existing TCs, with an estimated cost of Rs.2200 Crore with the support from 
World Bank. 
 
(d):  The States which have allotted land for TCSP are: Andhra Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, 
Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, Jammu & Kashmir, Karnataka, Kerala, Madhya Pradesh, 
Manipur, Puducherry, Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Bihar and Tamilnadu. 
 
(e):  The Program’s Development Objective is to enhance the productivity of MSMEs by 
improving their access to technology and business advisory services as well as skilled workers 
through systems of financially sustainable Technology Centres (TCs). 
 
Till date expenditure of about Rs. 242 Crore has been incurred on buildings and procurement of 
machinery etc.  
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
