(a) whether live GM soy seed has been allowed to be imported into India by Genetic
Engineering Appraisal Committee (GEAC);

(b) if so, the details thereof and the reasons therefor;

(c) whether any safety assessment was done before according such permission;

(d) if so, the details thereof; and

(e) if not, the steps taken by GEAC to stop such imports and fix liability on violators?

(e) GEAC has requested the Directorate General of Foreign Trade to take appropriate action,
and to issue suitable directives to concerned agencies not to allow import of GM soy seed
or its products.
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
