(a) & (b) :  Under Restructured Accelerated Power Development & 

Reforms Programme (R-APDRP), 1405 towns are covered. As on 28.2.2018, 

1375 towns out of 1405 towns have been declared IT enabled by States.  

 

(c) to (e) :  Based on proposal submitted by States/DISCOMS, new IT 

enablement projects of 1917 towns have been sanctioned for completion 

within 30 months from the date of sanction.  States/DISCOMs have agreed 

to reduce AT&C loss to 15%. 
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
