(@ to(d): There were reports of newborns deaths from various hospitals in the country during
July — August 2017. The central teams were sent to these hospitals and reports were aso
received from State Governments. The findings do not indicate any human negligence. No
specific communication in this regard has been received from WHO and UNICEF.

Under National Health Mission, improving the survival of newborn children is a
priority area. Financial and technical support is provided to the States under National Health
Mission to implement measures to reduce newborn mortality and morbidity.
