The Government of India is implementing the Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Project
Tiger since 1973, which is ongoing.

(b) The said project is operational in 50 tiger reserves across 18 tiger range States inter
alia including the State of Madhya Pradesh also. Details of financial assistance
provided to the State of Madhya Pradesh under the said scheme is as follows:

(c) & (d) The States express their requirement for financial assistance through an Annual Plan of

Operation (APO) which solicits activities based on a legally mandated Tiger
Conservation Plan (TCP). The Government of India increased financial assistance
under the Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Project Tiger from Rs. 185.02 crores in
2014-15 to Rs. 350.00 crores in 2018-19.
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
