(a) to (d) No National Highway in the State of Andhra Pradesh is in a dilapidated 

condition. Development and maintenance of National Highways is a continuous process 

and the same are carried out based on the traffic, inter-se-priority and availability of funds. 

Funds are allocated State-wise and not District-wise.  During the year 2018-19, Rs. 1705 

Crore and Rs. 29.01 Crore respectively have been allocated to the State PWD for 

development and maintenance of the National Highways in Andhra Pradesh.
